building, a 109-story structure.

To be erected on the near

largest private office bullding
in the world,

The building will serve as
Sears' mein office with the tirm
occupying more than half the
structure.

Cambodia Suffers
Major Setback

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) — The battle for the Kiri
Rom plateau ended today in a
major Communist victory as the
last government troops fled
from the hill resort.

The Cambodian command re-
leased no casualty figures for
the 18-day battle, but several
hundred government troops
were baelleved killed or wound-
ed. Five government battalions
were ambushed, overrun or
driven down the slopes in confu-
mion.

HEnemy losses were belloved
considerably less,

One Cambodian field officer
sald the defeat might force his
senfor officers to re-evaluate
thelr defense strategy. Weatern
military experts sald the gov-
ernment should have abandoned
the area 60 miles southwest of
Phnom Penh when it was first
overrun July 11, They said it
was of no strategic importance,
and the battle was an obvious
enemy trap to cause heavy gov-
ernment casualties,

It was the second major Com-
munist victory in Indochina in a
week. U.8. forces abandoned
Fire Base Ripcord in the north-
western sector of South Viet-
nam last Thursday after North
Vietnamese fire killed 61 Ameri-
cans and wounded 845 In three
weeks of attacks,

Police Quell
Disturbance
In Hartford

HARTFORD, Conn, (AP) —
Several roving gangs of black
youths threw rocks, damaged
stores and engaged in small-
mcale looting Tuesday night be-
fore police — some using tear
gas — dispersed them.

At the outset of the Incidents,
a white industrial salesman, 65-
year-old Arnold Comyns of Hart-
ford, was dragged from a car
and beaten.

The city was reported quiet
by 11:30 p.m.

The incldents occurred in
Hartford’s predominantly black
North End, and were apparently
precipitated by resentment that
many city fire hydrants hadn't
been opened up on an oppres-
sively hot, muggy day.

Two youths were arrested try-
ing to break into a liquor store,
police sald. They were charged
with breaking and entering and
minor larceny.

Police cordoned off four
gireets after an early-evening
alert in which they were told
to pick up helmets and tear gas
canistern,

As the evening progressed,
firemen and police were told not
to shut off fire hydrants opened
by the youths,

Police gaid the trouble ap-
parently began during the after-
noon outside a store in which
the manager and a customer
were arguing, at times coming
to blows.

A crowd of youngsters gath-
ered outside, and expressed re-
sentment at the lack of opened
fire hydrants. Soon the young-
sters began pelting a nearby
“"“n:" owned by a repossession

. with rocks, smashing its
windows.

Then Comyns' car drove by.
The youths, according to police,
smashed the windows on
Comyns’ car, then dragged him
to the street and beat him.

PHNOM PENH, Cumbodina
(AP) — The Phnom Penh gov-
ernment has decided to restrict
the operations of South Viet-
namese troops in Cambodia be-

South Vietnamese marines
and infantrymen began getting
a reputation for looting and pil-
laging among the Cambodian
peasants soon after they entered
Cambodia at the end of April.

For weeks Premler Lon Nol's
government minimized reporis
of its allles' taking ways. In.
formed sources sald the govern-
ment declded to minimize its al-
lies' opportunities to loot after

outh Vietnamese actions a
month ago at the Long Vek sup-
rly depot 8 mifes north of
Plhinom Penh.

“We don't want the South
Vietnamese to return,'” the com-
mander of the depot said in an
interview this week. “Their dis-
cipline is no good."

The commander, Lt. Col. Ngin
Sarceung, sald three South Viel-
namese battalions were sent to
the depot June 28, but ‘'they
only fired artillery. They did not
go Into the forest after the Viet
Cong. They broke Into the
homes of military dependents,
broke down the doors ,and took
gold and belongings.'

It was the same story earlier
in June during fighting around
Kompong Speu, a provincial
capital 30 miles west of Phnom
Penh, South Vietnamese troops
shelled the enemy-held town for
three days, then entered it and
immediately began cleaning out
the stores.

Liguor supplies were stuffed
into sacks or loaded by the case
into armored personnel car-
riers. Safes were blown open,
and gold and other valuables
were cleaned out. Townspeople
returning to their homes were
stopped at  gunpoint and
atripped of valuables.

The South Vietnamese com-
mander ordered all looted gooda
returned, but only such hard-to.

On Voting Act by Jan. 1

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Justice Department has estab-
lished a special task force to
plsh for a Supreme Court judg-
ment on the new Voting Rights
Act before Its most controver-
sial  provision—admitting 18-
year-olds to the polls—goes into
effect Jan. 1.

Atty. Gen. John N, Mitchell
said In an interview Tuesday he
has named Solicitor General Er-
win N. Griswold, the govern-
ment's top spokesman before
the Supreme Court, to head the
task force.

Although precise plans for de-
termining the constitutionality
of the new law are not yet firm,
Mitchell said, "'We hope we will
have a final determination be-
fore Jan, 1, 18701

In addition to questions about
lowering the voling age by act
of Congress rather than through
2 constitutionnl amendment, the
task force must also prepare n
defense of two other major pro-
visions of the law.

One is the abolition of lteracy
or good.character tests in the 14
atntes that have them. The sec-
ond is establishment of a uni-
form 30-day residency require-
ment for voting in presidential
elections.

All three provisions come into
conflict with election laws—and,
in some cases, constitutions—of
many states,

Mitchell has set the stage for
a court cuse on the new law by
asking the states to submit by
next Monday detalls of what
they are doing to comply with
the provisions,

Unless written assurances are
given that a state will comply,
the Justice Department will
take it to court, Mitchell has
sadd.

In the interview, Mitchell sald
it has not been decided whether
to begin the case before a
three-judge federal panel or go
directly to the Supreme Court.

The Supreme Court does not
begin another term until Oct. 6.

In addition, Mitchell is the de-
fendant In a suft filed last
month in the District of Colum-
bla by five New York state resi-
dents seeking to prevent him
from enforcing the new law.
The suit could provide n vehicle
for a quick Supreme Court test.

Meany Urges
$2 Per Hour
As Wage Base

WASHINGTON (AP) — AFL-
CIO President George Meany
sald today low wage workers
are hit hardest by inflation and
urged Congress to increase the
federal minimum wage to at
least $2 an hour,

“Inflation hits these people
harder than anyone else, To-
day’s minimum wage of $1.60 s
just a few cents more in terms
of purchasing power than $1.20
was In 1066, Meany sald In a
statement prepared for the
House Education and Labor
Committee,

The last minimum wage in-
creases, from §1.25 to $1.00 over
several years, were enacted in
1966.

Meany called it shocking that
many low paid workers would
be better off financially if they
quit their jobs and entered the
welfare rolls,

‘““That is appalling,” said the
T6-year-old leader of the 136
million member labor federa-
tion. “We do not believe any
employed worker should be
forced to go on welfare rolls in
order to survive.''

Meany said the current feder-
al minimum wage means only
$3,200 a year to a worker for a
full year's work, less two weeks
of unpaid vacation. A $2 minl.
mum would provide $4,000 a
year.

“Even $2 an hour s barely
above the government.defined
poverty level for families with
two children,” Meany sald.

Meany also urged Congress to
provide double-time pay for ov-
ertime work, Instead of the
present time and one-half and to
shorten the work week or the
work year,

Blood, Sweat and Tears is
very successfully mixing rock
and jazz, as it was formed to do.
Woody Herman is successfully
making the same mix.

Herman says, *‘They certainly
opened up the market, Howev-
er, I was becoming involved
about four years ago, before
they happened. I felt a wedding
was in the offing between jazn
and rock and that is what we're
(his 18-plece band) trying to do.

“What aroused my interest
was, when we'd go to England
every year, each year more and
more kids came to our concerts,
A lot of them were rock musi-
clans coming to find out where
the roots were.

FDA Proposes

time.""

Homeless New York Poor

Take Over Doomed Building

By JOE NICHOLSON Jr.

NEW YORK (AP) —Joe Riv-
era, who is 28 and drives a tow
truck for $125 a week, recently
moved his wife and five chil-

apartment nearby wih her four
children,

And, Jimmle Rosario, & facto-
ry worker who makes $110, a
week, lived briefly with his wife
and seven children in a four-sto-
ry brownstone tenement in Man-
hattan's Chelsea section,

All of them—the Riveras, Bru-
nos and Rosarios—had one thing
in common. They were squat-
ters who illegally neized apart-
ments in vacant, though atill
habitable, buildinga because
they claimed they could not find
decent, low price housing after
their own dwellings had been
torn down,

Most of the squatters claim
thelr homea are demolished by
landlords to make room for
high-rise, luxury apartments the
squattera can't afford.

Since the squatter movement
began in March, more than 176
poor families have broken into
vacant bulldings, using crow-
bars nd sledgehammers,

Most of the squatters are
Puerto Ricans and Dominicana,

The majority of the occupled
bulldings are city-owned, among
the several thousand structures
taken over from tax-delinquent
landlords or bought for urban
renewal.

8o far the city has not evicted
the squatters from the municl-
pally owned structures,

In fact sald a spokesman for
Albert A, Walsh, city housing
and development administrator,
the city has helped connect wa-
ter and other utilities for 30
squatter families, He wamed,
however, that the city would
have to evict the squatteras when
it 18 time to demolish their
buildings.

Mayor John V. Lindsay's
housing aldesa concede the ghort-
age of low-income housing is a
crisis here.

“There are 130,000 families on
the walting list for public hous-
ing," said Walsh's aide. ‘T can't
dramatize the low-income hous-
ing crisls any better than that."

In other urban areas, such as
Chicago, Detroit, Los Angeles
and Philadelphia, authorities re-
port drifters and hipples occa-
gionally move into abandoned
bulldings,

But only Boston has had a
squatter movement similar to
the one here, Three times last
fall poor families “llberated’
apartments In abandoned build.
ingy, Police evicted them, using
tear gas,

Rivera explained his plight,
He sald the large low-rent
apartments he could find were
“not decent—falling apart, with
leaking water and rats and
roachea."

““A friend told me there was a
group breaking down doors and
Iiberating city buildings, fixing
the plumbing, doors, windows,
painting,’” he continued,

""We had to be the leaders.
the first night we slept on the
floor with no electricity, no gas,
no water, no tubs, no tollet
bowls. All we had was a candle
in front of each door.

'"We liberated tollet bowls and
sinks from other vacant build-
ings. Some people bought their
own stoves second-hand for $10
or $15.

It was very rough. This fel-
low Johnny and myself were up
44 hours without sleep putting In
water and gas, Most squatters
are women and we had to help
them."

Mrs. Bruno sald she became a
squatter because her old apart-
ment was demolished. Since
then, she has been elected
chairman of Operation Move-In,
the city's largest squatter
group, It has settled 150 squat-
ter families on Manhattan's ra-
cially mixed upper West Side,

From her kitchen window,
Mrs, Bruno, who came here
from Puerto Rico 21 years ago,

In contrast to Saigon's forces,
the Viet Cong and North Viet-
namese are generally credited
with acting with restraint in the
towns and villages they occupy.

“Just imagine a resident in any
city in Cambodia that has seen
the Viet Cong arrive and carry
out a well prepared plan of
propaganda,’” said one dipol-
mat.

Weicker Sees Idealism, Pride

Overcoming Dissension Period

(Herald Reporter)

“If we can capture some
of ‘the idealism of our
young people, and if they
can capture some of the
pride we have in our his-
tory and in our country,
we'll come out of this pe-
riod of dissension alright,”
said the party - endorsed
GOP candidate for U.S.
senator last night.

Cong. Lowell Welcker of
Greenwich spoke at a meeting
of the Manchester Rotary Club,
His speech, at 7:30 at the Man-
heester Country Club, was part
of a four-hour campaign visit
to Manchester.

Meots GOF Leaders

He arrived at the Shopping
Parkade at 4:30 in hls "“Here
Comes Welcker'' campaign bus,
where he was met by top Man-
chester Republican leaders., Af-
ter greeting shoppers and dis.
tributing campaign literature
for about a half hour, he at-
tended a reception at the home
of GOP Town Chairman M,
Adler Dobkin. There he met and
chatted with about 1560 local Re-
publicans, From there, he went
to the Rotary Club meeting,
where he was introduced by Re-
publican State Rep. Donald
Genovesl, his Manchester co-
ordinator,

Weicker told the Rotarians
that he acknowledges that he
has a recognition problem in
this part of the state, and that
he is making as many public
appearances as possible, in or-
der to rectify it. One of the aides
accompanying him yesterday
sald that a poll of the state's
Republican legislators shows
that more than 70 per cent of
them are backing Weicker for
the Republican nomination,

Weicker labeled his remurks
lagt night ‘“‘non-partisan.’”’ He
sald the problems of the coun-
try effsct "all of us —Repub-
licans, Democrats and inde-
pendents.,

“We tend to condemn those
with idealism, and they in turn
tend to condemn us,” he sald.
“Both sides have a lot of
screaming going for them, but
name-calling won't do the trick
and won't solve our problems,
There's something good in each
of us”

Speak with Compassion

He called on “‘people like you,
like all of us, to speak out with
a little compassion and with a
lttle kindness and love, If we're
going to solve our problems,

‘““The whole history of our
country,"” he said, “shows that
ours is a great political system
—one which has permitted us to
correct our problems, and to
come out stronger for it each
time."" -

After he had sald, “We're go-
ing to need o moderate voics,
added to a little kindnéss and
love,”” he was asked, '"How do
you label yourself — a liberal,
a8 conservative, & modesrate, &

middle-of-the-roader?" *

Weicker replied, “It depends

‘entirely upon the issues. I've
never been & rubber stamp, I'd

have to

label myself a

moderate, In fiscal matters,

man needs'' he sald,

‘“We've been lax in many-hu-
citing

housing as an example.

‘We have people crying for

Nixon's veto of the hospital-
funds bill.

“The mistake was made in
the White House, in not recog-
nizing public sentiment,” he
sald. "“There was substantial
public opposition to the proposed
cut and the vote to override
crossed party lines. This coun-
try is woefully lacking in hos-
pital needs, in health needs and
in research studles.”

Welcker repeated his earller
asgertion, *‘I've never been a
rubber stamp.'” He sald he has
voted for cuts in spending and
for Incressed appropriations,
“'according to my convictions on
how they could help the coun-
try, the state and my District."

Harller, he took Issue with
charges by State Sen. John Lup-
ton, his challenger in the Aug.
12 primary, that he (Welcker)
has a record of voting with the
Democrats against the adminis-
tration.

‘““For every vote against Pres-
ident Nixon, I can show you
five for him," Weicker sald.. “I
can show you many Welcker-
initiated bills which have been
picked up by the President.
People connect me with Repub-
lican and Nixon-backed actions,
Anything my opponent says to
the contrary is strictly his cam-
paign strategy."

Weicker sald he doesn't be-
lieve the independent candidacy
of U.8, Sen, Thomas Dodd will
hurt the Republicans. "“Even
though many Republicans have

voted for him in the past, his
historic strength is in the Dem-
ocratic Party, and it Is sure to
auffer.”

He said, I can't agree with
those who say there is a con-
servative, ‘silent-majority’ cli-
mate in Connecticut, I may
concede It for other states, but
not In Connecticut, which has
been traditionally a moderate
state. 'Law-and-order’ {8 not a
way of life here.”

Not & Problem

In his speech to the Rotary
Club, he sald that he does not
regard the senfority system on
Congressional committees as a
problem.

“The problem with Congres-
sional commiftee= ' hn esaid, iy
the unbridled authority of &
committee chalrman, and, it
doesn’t make any alue.ence
which party is in power, the sit-
uation is the same. The chair-
man's unbridled authority
stifles the work and reports of
the minority. It doesn’t make
for efficiency.' He recommend-
ed reform, to give more author-
ity to all members of commit-
tees,

On the subject of the Middle
Enst, Weicker said he is In fa-
vor of United States participa-
tion in "“‘maintaining the balance
of power there.”

“It seems to me,” Weicker
sald, “that, if we are to avold
the commitment of troops
later — and I am for avolding
It — then we must do {t by

providing arms
now."

He said It is of deep concemn
to him that Egyptian Premier
Nasser has accepted the United
States latest peace proposal
“only after deep talks with the
Soviet Union.

“I belleve,”” he said, ‘‘that
Nasser Is In the pocket of the
Soviet Unlon."

Not all Back Nasser

In recommending moves o
keep the balance of power in
the Mideast, he said that the
United States must recognize
that not all Arab-speaking coun-
tries want war and that not all
back the militancy of Nasser.
He recommended help for
those moderate countries, as
well as Israel, in guaranteeing
& balance of power.

“We can't lump all Arab
countries in one mold,” he said.
“Some are belligerent and some
are moderate, We can ald those
that are sick of war.

““We forget very fast” he
sald. “We didn't help set up
the State of Israel in 18 to
be a United Slates buse in the
Mediterranean. We owe it to
Israel, for the same reasons
now as then, to keep a sort of
balance there, if it is to survive.
It has to do with its past history
over the ages. It has to do with
the suffering of Its people.
Those reasons were valld in
1948, and they are valid today."

) Laird Orders Crackdown

On Minority Hiring Lag

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre-
tary of Defense Melvin R. Laird
has ordered a creackdown on
subordinates who drag their feet

in the hiring and promotion of
Negroes, Mexican-Americans
and women.

The actlon was revealed after
a presidential defense panel re.
ported Tuesday the Pentagon's
nondiscrimination policies
“leave much to be desired."

Laird ordered his manpower
chief, Asst, Secretary Roger
Kelley, to conduct a widespread
review and issue a report by
Sept. 1 on “what the situation is
in each administrative unit of
the department.”

After that, Laird sald, he ex-
pects a status report each quar-
ter starting in January which
will show “equal opportunity
trends, identify problem areas,
and indicate corrective actions

Laird noted machinery for
handling discrimination com-
plaints  ‘“‘continued to be a
source of concern.’

He asked Kelley to examine
complaint procedures and for-
mulate plans to eliminate defi-
clencies by Oct. 30.

Further, Laird directed a re-
view of all outstanding Defense
Department directives on the
question of equal opportunity. A
new directive should be Issued,
if necessary, he said.

some officlals ac-
knowledged that  directives
hardly get to the root of the
problem — lower echelon offi-
clals who refuse to comply with
orders,

The Defense Department em-
ploys 1.2 milllon civilan em-
ployes and there often may be &
wide gap Dbetween directives
from the top and performance
down below, officials noted.

The blue-ribbon panel study-
ing Pentagon reorganization
was obviously aware of this
problem, recalling the series of
equal opportunity orders issued
by Presidents John F. Kennedy
and Lyndon B. Johnson and Sec-
retaries of Defense Robert S.
MeNamara and Clark Clifford.

“The record of implementa-
tion, however, leaves much to
be desired,’’ the panel sald., “In
fact, the responsibility for im-
plementation is so diffused that
in some areas it has proved to
be ineffective,”

In a follow-up memorandum
to Kelley, Laird sald progress
hos been made in improving
equal opportunity throughout
the Defense Depariment, but
“‘more needs to be done."

Minority definitions in the
equal opportunity area usually
refer to Negroes, but officials
sald Laird also was concerned
about discrimination against
Mexican Americans and woms-
en, particularly in promotions.

Do Liberals Dare Audit Salazar?

For the last two years of his life, the
gervants and attendants arcund the
stroke-ridden Antonio Salazar carried on
an elaborate plece of play-acting in
which they pretended that he was still,
as he had been for four decades, the
supreme ruler of Portugal,

The charade did no harm to anybody.
Perhaps it kept the old man allve a
little longer. That was all. There was
no other way it could be audited. It
was two years of unreality.

The 40 years of Salazar dictatorship,
before his stroke Incapacitated him,
have always beon considered years of
sharp, controversial realities, Most ob-
servers from the outside world conslder.
ed him an oppressive tyrant. Only some
occasional flower of the democratic sys-
tem like former Becretary of State Dean
Acheson, himself given to some of the
moods of a royalty, could find praise
for him such as '‘this remarkable man,
the nearest approach in our time to
Plato’s philosopher-king." There were
always controversial lines formed to the

right and the left of Salnzar's celebrat-

ed “five values" of God, country, au-
thority, family and work,

But, for all of this, were the 40 years
of his actual rule really much more open
to criticlsm than his influence during the
two final years when only he thought he
was still ruling Portugal?

What comes out of an attempted audit
of those 40 years? Is it a safe kind of
sudit for a liberal world to attempt to
make? Do its results prove dictatorship

evil? Has it been a long night for the "

The Sala-
zar dictatorship created ‘an atmosphere
oppressive to llve under? What would the
happiness counter say, If you took It
around to all the peoples of the world?
After all, Isn't work good for people,
und the basic root of all happiness?

We are not, please do not misunder-
stand us, hauling down the flag of
democracy, surrendering to pralse of au-
thoritarianism, or discounting those
precious and non-auditable liberties we
Americans sometimes do not really be-
Ein to appreciate until thoy have already
been threatened.

What we are saying is that one doesa
not answer all the questions about
Salazar by calling the dead man dread
names, or by assuming that there was
all sweetness and light on one side of
the line drawn by his life and all dark-
ness and despair on the other, Not even
Salazar himself could get Iife to be
that simple. The question i{s that of
how much of a villain he was for try-
ing.

Violence may be a natural instinet for
Americans. In our history, through a
series of circumstances, violence has be-
come a common method for solving
problems, The frontier was an environ.

ries. We have our heritage of guns a
heritage unlike practically any other na-
tion in the world, and that increases the
level of violence. We have had the merg-
ing of a great variety of cultures from
different continents and races, and that
creates and adds to the turbulence as we
try to learn how to live together and to
accommodate to each other. We have
the vast urbanization and the technology
and immense population growth, all of
which contribute to the level of violence.
It you look at our violence closely, It
seems to be emotional and irrational and
tends to be rather equivocal. In coun.
tries which we do not think of as being
violent, you will find capacities for a de-
liberate and cruel type of violence that
we Americans have not manifested, We
know there are places where human
hearts have been cut out and eaten,
where heads are put on poles and car-
ried around. We Americans are not that
tough. We are not conditioned to that
type of violence,

I think turbulence and instability and
the anonymity of the individual! in
America all tend to cause us to seek vio-
lence a8 a problem-solver because we do
not see any other way to solve our prob-
lems. In the American traditions, we

- have glorified the power of violence and
ignored its pity. I think it is possible,
\(mun one generation, to condition the
Ly for violence out of the Ameri-
can soclety, We have no greater chal-
lenge.

HONG KONG — “The Orient
{s a university from which one
never graduates' Lord Curzon
once remarked. And that obser-
vation aptly sums up my feel-
ings towards Asia as 1 leave
the region after more than a
decade.

For, it seems to me in re-
trospect, the principal wisdom a
Westerner can acquire about
this part of the world is the
recognition of his own Ignor-
ance. In short, I have learned
over the years, the East really
is inscrutable.

This is not to negate the ef-
forts of our Asian scholars and
apecialists, whose knowledge of
the Far BEast is extraordinary.
But knowledge does not neces-

sarily add up to understanding,

The best of our analysts are
the first to concede their in.
adequacles.

In contrast, prime cause of
America’s setbacks in the Far
East from the Communist take-
over of China to the present
quagmire in Indochina has been
the delusion of our policy-mak-
ers that they understood Asia.
Two elements, I would suggest,
contributed to this delusion.

The first was the conviction
that there must be measureable
facts in Asla because, regard-
ing ourselves to be rationsl, we
had to operate on the basis of
facts,

80, in Vietnam for example,
we proceeded to ‘“‘quantify’’
situations  with statistics and
graphs and charts that told
everything excopt the only {m-
portant reality—what the people
think,

The second flaw in our ap-
proach has been to rely on
Asian allies who sgpoke our
language and imitates our man-
eriams even though we were
never quite sure wether they
shared our values,

As a consequence, Chang
Kali-shek long dictated our China
policy, just as Nguyen Van
Thieu is currently shaping our

“Stop Killing It! That’s Not a Long Black Snake!
That’s One of Those Auto Counting Gadgets!”

Vietnam strategy. And, for all
our power, we are prisoners of
our clients,

Qur lack of understanding has
algo led us to miscalculate our
enemies, with the result that
we have been unable to esti-
mate their response to force or
diplomacy, or a mixture of the
two.

The bellef that Red China was
a Russian satellite reflected our
blindness to schisms in the
Communist monolith and, there-
fore, restricted our own diplo-
matic maneuverabllity for years.

Similarly, our bellef that we
could bomb North Vietnam into
submission subverted opportun.
ftlos for talks that might have
served to limit our involvement
in a war that, we now know,
cannot be won,

There was a time when it was
thought that we could fathom
Asia’'s mysteries with a corps
of dedicated officials familiar
with local tongues and customs.
We now have these officlals, but
our posture in the Far Bast has
not improved appraciably—if
at all.

Nothing illustrates the limita
under which even an experienc-
ed Westerner functions in the
Orient more charmingly than an
anecdote in the memoirs of
Danlel Vare, the Italian diplo-
mat-writer who lived in Peking
for nearly 40 years prior to
World War II.

Only for the third time in its
postal history, the Republic of
China honors American person-
ages on its stamps. The histori.
cal occasion halls the first anni-
versary of the U.8. astronauts'
landing on the moon.

One of the three stamps de-
picts a drawing of the three
Apollo 11 astronauts, Neil Arm-
strong, Michael Collins and Ed-
win Aldrin, reports the World
Wide Philatelic Agency. Anoth-
er stamp shows the first step on
the moon by Armstrong, signi-
fying the “giant step for man-
kind.”

The third stamp in this set
features President Chiang Kai-
shek’s congratulatory message
upon the stunning success of
this great event,

Previous Americans to appear
on Chinese stamps were Abra-
ham Lincoln and Eleanor Roos-
ovelt,

It is interesting to note in this
tribute to the U.S. moon flight
that the anclent Chinese first in-
vented gunpowder and rockets.
The first use of rockets in world
hislory goes back to 1282 A.D,
when the Chinese employed
such weapons to defend the city
of Kaifeng on the Yellow River
agaimst the invading Mongols.

This new trio of stamps from
China’s potal authorities on For-
mosa are available at your local
stamp dealer or stamp depart-
ment,

Disturbed over a lack of progress at Mayfair Gardens,
the 76-unit elderly housing complex in the North End
redevelopment area, members of the Manchester Hous-
ing Authority (MHA) yesterday held a heated session
with representatives of the general contractor at the

building site.

Tempers flared several times
as both sides sought to blame
the other for delays, and the
meeting adjourned with little
apparently resolved.

The federally financed proj-
ect, sponsored by the Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban De-
velopment, I8 being built by the
Rocky Marciano Construction
Co. of Westwood, N.J,, under
a bld price of $888,000.

8eries of Delays

The project, plagued by a se-
vies of delays from (ts start
last summer, was scheduled for
completion June 10 but is still
only about 85 per cent finighed
and work at the site Is at a
near standstill,

Yesterday's 13%4-hour meeting,
in the 90-degree-plus heat, was
conducted by MHA Chairman
Atty, Vincent Diana, Both he
end Louls Drakos, the archi-
tect, pressed unsuccessfully for
a firm estimate from the Mar-
ciano officials on a completion
date,

At the end of the meeting,
however, Atty. S8alvatore Bu-
tera, counsel for the company,
and Marciano Vice President
Anthony Danzi agreed to sub-
mit a written estimate in time
for & regular MHA meeting
next Wednesday.

After yesterday's seasion, the
reason for the delays remained
unclear, but apparently partial-
ly revolye around company dif-
ficulties in paying Ils sub-con-
tractors.

Several attachments against
the company were reported by
Diana at the last MHA meeting,
in connection with its alleged
failure to pay for services in
connection with the project.

Loscs Landscaper

Danzl yesterday charged Di-
ana with being “unfair' in mak-
ing this Information public, and
sald that as a result of the un-
favorable publicity the company
had lost {ts landscaper.

Diana replled that the infor-
mation was Introduced at an
official meeting of the MHA,
and therefore was part of the
public record. (It had been pub-
lished In The Herald the day
after the July 15 meeting,)

Dang also charged that the
MHA ‘“has been slow" in pay-
Ing Ita bills, but this was denied
by Diana and by Joseph Ros-
getto, assistant contracting offi-
cer for the MHA, both of whom
gaid the authority had attempt-
ed to pay promptly, Diana
termed Danzl's charge ‘‘a her-
ring—disrespectful to the 'Down
of Manchester.”

Diana also told the contrac-
tor's representatives that be.
causa of the project delays and
deficiencies in workmanship, a
requested 387,000 payment has

been ordered held up and sub-
mitted to the MHA's counsel,
Atty. Herbert Phelon, for an
opinion,

Over 40 Crmclumn

A list of more than 40 alleged
‘deficlencies’ in the project and
uncompleted {items of work
found by the architect were pre-
sented by Dlana at the outset
of the sesgsion. 'They are dis-
turbing, to say the least, he
sald.

Drakos, who complled the list
at the MHA's request, said It re-
presented “things that are be-
low what we conslder minimum
acceptable standards. While
some of them are small items,
together they all add up to a
lot of corrective work."”

Among general criticisms,
Drakos charged that the project
is poorly supervised, that work-
manship is shoddy, and that or-
ders from the town's represent-
atives are lIgnored or put off.

And he indicated that ‘‘the job
completion projection appears
to be two to three months be-
yond your original completion
date."

Of the specific items listed,
the majority were related to ex-
terior concrete walks, which
Drakos cited as ‘“wholly un-
ncceptable.' '

Drakos said the 30,000 square
feet of walks installed to date
have been done so poorly that
they should be removed and re-
placed. Among the errors he
cited in his report were impro-
per pitch, damaged sections,
poor quality finish, Improper
joints, lack of termite proofing
and improper curing of con-
crete.

Both Diana and Drakos
pressed Danzi and Ermest Mari-
no, the company's job superin-
tendent, to say whether they
would agree the walks should be
replaced, but could get no de-
finite nnawer.

“‘Is this the quality of work we
can expect from your company?
Do you call that acceptable?
Diana asked heatedly several
times, pointing out the window
to the sidewalk in front of the
half-finished community build-
ing where the meeting was tak-
ing place,

As voices and tempers rose,
Diann called a recess, and
everyone went outside for a tirst-
hand look at the walks and some
of the other ftems cited in the
architect's report.

Engineering Survey

Also prepared for the meeting
at the MHA's request was an
engineering survey by the Gris-
wold Engineering Co. of Man-
chester, showing the elevations
of walks and stoops. It was pre-
sented but not discussed.

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Debtor Americanus Now
Credit Card Dropout

NEW YORK (AP )— A muta-
tion in the species Debtor Amer-
icanus may be making its ap-
pearance. Statistical evidence of
its emergence has not yet been

compiled, but an unusual num-
ber of people appear to have its
characteristics,

Americans are big debtors
and have been =ince World War
II. More than $120 bllllon is now
owed by consumers, $38 billion
of it for automobiles and $30 bil-
lion more for personal loans,
That's why the mutation Is in.
teresting; it's quite a contrast to
the familiar specles.

What is it called? The credit
card dropout, What are its char-
acteristica? A weariness with fi-
nancial.-problems that justly or
unjustly are attributed to the
credit oard,

One mutation, 8 well paid in-
dividual who enjoys living close
to his limit, dscribed his situa-
tion the other day.

“T was planning a trip to Bu-
rope this October with my wife
and four kids. I think it's wise to
let youngsters see and observe
the places they read about in
their books. I thought I could rf-
ford it

"My wife told me that she and
the children needed clothes for
the trip and 1T didn't object. I
told her to go ouwt and buy them,
that mhe had the cards. I didn’t
question her anymore; I make a
good salary and have outside In-
come, too.

‘“In fact I felt o good I went
out and bought $120 worth of
ties. I know that sounds absurd,
but I buy ties every two yesars
and never in botween. It's not
that I'm extrayagent; I don't
keep that kind of money on me,
but I do have credit cards.”

Then the bills came in.

“I knew they looked awfully
blg and I began to get worried
about them. But can you imag-
ine, when I added them wup I
found T owed $3,800. Now the
trip is off and 50 are the credit
purchases, I'm paying cash
from now on."”

Check with your friends and
you'll probably find a similar
experience, although hopefully
on a smaller scale. Familles
have been cutting back since
the economy bgan drifting into
recession. And now many fami-
lies feel they do not have ade-
quate control over expenses
when several cards are out.
standing.

There are other rensons also
to explain the actions of the
dropouts. While many credit
card operations are efficlent, a
good many are suffering from
Indigestion of the bookkeeping
system, They are belching out
all sorts of errors,

In some department store re-
volving credit programs, mis-
billings are nearly impossible to
correct this side of a legal con-
frontation. Letters to the stores
are Ignored, the computer re-
lentlessly punches out the same
errors month after month, and
then the legal department {ssues
a threat.

One Individual with several
cards and multiple errors ob-

tained a personal loan, pald off
all his bills and anipped the
cards into little pieces,

“I had enough of t, 1 was
writing letters to a fictitious
name. They never were an-
swered and probably never
were read. [ was accomplishing
absolutly nothing but to use up
my tme and postage stamps
and get a bad credit rating.”

Such problems are numerous,
but apparently not necessary.
Some credit card dispensers are
amazingly efficient in thelr bill-
ing, although not all of them
were so from the beginning. The
transition from cash to credit iy
londed with gremlins that must
be worked out laboriously. But
many have worked them out,

Despite the seeming Increase
in the number of dropouts, the
rise in credit card debt contin.
ues, and now there is a tolal of
more than §15 billion outstand.
ing, or several billona more
than during lust year,

Banks alone have between G50
and 60 cards circulating, but a
good many of these are dupli-
cates. S8ome also are not being
used, One estimate is that less
than one-third represent active
balances.

Evidence of further resistance
is that many individuals now
badger storeowners for cash
discounts, arguing that since
they are saving the saller Ume
and expense, the rewards
should be shared.

Slip of the Pen
Costly for City

NEW YORK (AP) — Because
a banker filled out o form incor-
rectly, the city has to pay an ex-
tra $62,260 In bond intereat.

Two weeks ago, & syndleate
headed by Chase Manhattan
Bank bild 6.789 per cent on a
$170 million municipal bond la-
sue,

By so doing, it beat a bill of
6.8045 per cent by another syndi-
ocate led by First Nationa! City
Bunk.

However, a representative of
the Chase group made the mis-
take of listing the total figure—
the bond price and the premium
—in the space that should have
carried just the premium.

As a result, Comptroller Abra-
ham Beame rejected the bid
and set a now sale for Tuesday.

In the two-week interim, both
bidders re-svaluated the bond
market, and as a resull, the
Chase group reset its interest
rate at 6.81 per cent, while the
First National group lowered its
to 6.776 per cent.

binding commitment.

As au general rule, the law per-
mits a seller of merchandise to
do a pood deal of boasting in
matters of opinion. The reason,
in the words of Judge Learned
Hand:

“There are some kinds of talk
which no sensible man takes seri-
ously."” '

But the law is stricler when it
comes to matters of fact. Take
this situntion;

A home owner, selling his
house assured the buyer that it
was “in perfect condition.” But
at the first rain, the buyer found
out that the house was honey-
combed with leaks. He also
found out that the problem had
existed for years, defying costly
efforts to clear it up.

Here, a court upheld the buy-
er's cinim for damages. The court
said the seller's statement that
the house was “in perfect con-
dition" had been a deliberate mis-
statement of fact.

Even a statement of opinion
may be held binding, if the buyer
has some special reason to put
his trust in that opinion.

In one case & promoter of oil
stocks, after winning the confi-
dence of an unsophisticated farm-
er, sold him some shares in an
obscure company. He did so
after expressing an opinion of
the stock’s value that was enor-
mously exaggerated,

But a court later nullified the
sale. The judge said that, in view
of the confidentinl relationship
between the parties, the promoter
must have known his statement
of opinion would carry the
weight of a statement of fact.

LONDON, (AP) — Hardy
Amies, dressmakéer turned tal-
lor turned millionaire, needles
the world with words but uses
machines to sew clothes.

He makes more money that

"It is impossible to become
rich from dealing in anything
made almost entirely by hand,"
the @0-yearold designer to
Queen Elizabeth IT sald, "It is
the manufacturers of machine-
made clothes who prosper to-
day." .

And making money is an
Amies hobby.

He began designing women's
one-of-a-kind gowns 88 years
ago. After a good, hard look at
the economica of trade, he
turned to ready-to-wear or bou-
tique collections for women and
then, in the ‘508’ he charged into
the men’s wear fleld.

My firm,” he said in an in-
terview, ""has made an awful lot
of money. More than 50 per cent
of the business belongs to me
and I fought like a wildeat to
get that.

“T want to retire gracefully
and elegantly. An old, unsuc-
cessful dresemaker {8 a very un-
attractive thought. But, I have
not cashed in enough yet.”

But it isn’t really the money,
he stoutly avers, ‘I am preoccu-
pled with making a success
rather than making money.

““After working 30 years at the
damn thing I am anxious,
though mnot desperately so, to
make a success, But, success
can only be measured by mon-

Critica of the Queen’s taste
get short shrift from the lashing
tongue of designer '+ Amies,
“They have no idea what she
expects from her clothes. I
think the Queen has no desire to
be on a best-dressed list. That's
a full-time job and she has an-
other one."”

When he lsn't making money
Amies lives In a “smallish”
London house with four bed-
rooms, three bathrooms, 36
sults, 24 pairs of ghoes, a cook
and a butler., He dismisses this
as '‘quite grand I suppose.'

Amies approaches himself
logically. ‘T think it is falr to
say that I am very egotistical,”
ho sald. ““However, I am clever
enough to stop becoming a me-
galomaniac,

My schoolmaster told me
that I was insincere. I don't
know. I know that I react qulck-
ly but not deeply. "

“I don't think I am unpopular.
I do know that I am tactless. On
occasions I haven't the time to
be less than taclless.

“I have not wanted to get
married for 30 years, oxcept
when my cook left,’” the busy
bachelor said,

“Anyway, I would be impoasi-
ble to live with. An absolute
brute."

New York City maintained a
first-level airpollution alert to-
day but rain in the city and else-
where along the Eastern Sea-
board had thinned the threat of
a smothering blanket of smog.

No immediate health hazard
was seen in New York or else-
where although a smog *‘advi-
sory"” remained in effect in the
nation's capital and an air poliu-
tlon warning was out for the
state of Georgia.

Mayor John V. Lindsay de-
clared Wednesday that air pol-
lution in New York had reached
crisis levels and invoked the
first stage of a fourstep pollu-
tion control program.

Under the measure, city gar-
bage burning was reduced by 20
per cent and city hospitals and
housing projects were told to
prepare to shut down incinera-
tors if necessary, The same
warning went to private land-
lords,

Ultimately the program could
lead to banning private mutos
from congested parts of the city
but for the moment the mayor
simply urged motorists to limit
nonesgential driving,

Lindsay's action was unusual
in that it was not preceded by
the Weather Bureau's
waming of high air pollution p@
tential,
