The fighting began when two
army vehlcles were ambushed
in the New Lodge Road area—a
frequent trouble spot and the
scene of Thursday night's fight-
ing. Relnforcoments werg sum-
moned, and the rioters retrest-
ed behind barricades of automo-
biles and a commandeered bus
whose passengers fled as the ve-
hicles were set afire.

On a conacientiounly monitored experi-
ment, in which the participants did not
alter the amount of food they ats after
they gave up emoking, they had an av-
erage weight Increase of 6.0 pounds
each, in one month of not smoking.

The first point of the statistic is that
they did not put on weight because, to
compensate for their lack of clgarets,
they began nibbling candiea and goodles
all the time,

They gained their 6.5 pounds staying
on the same diet they had comsumed
when they were smmokers,

What did happen to them, by the
charts of the team of doctors who mon-
itored the experiment, fa that the lack
of smoking brought on a conapicuous
slowing down of their whole metaboliam.
There \was a percentage drop in their
consumption of oxygen. Thelr heart
beats dropped by as many as 4,800
beats a day. Their body processes pro-
duced leaa lodine, calefum and glucose
than before,

ly suggests other explorations, How can
wo pep these slow people up agailn, to
full sotivity In body processes and in
life?

——Wonders of the Universe
Computer Discovered

Two Tiny ‘New Moons’

By DR, I. M, LEVITT,
DIRECTOR
The Fels Planetarium
of The Franklin Institute

When man first recognized
the moon as the earth's satel
lite, he may have pondered the
possibility of other natural
satellites. However, until the
advent of mophisticated optical
equipment, there was no possi-
bility of finding amall moons.
With the launching of S8putnik 1,
computers and optical devices
to observe the skies were de-
veloped to permit sclentists to
precisely predict- the orbits of
the artificial satellites,

Clyde Tombaugh, the discov-
erer of the planet Pluto, ad-
dressed himself to such a search
almost 10 years ago. Despite
the use of excellent squipment
with which he photographed
suspected areas of the sky over
and over again, he found noth-
ing. With these negative results
astronomers were ready to ad-
mit that natural satellites of the
earth, other than our moon, did
not exist.

Then, in 1968, Dr. John P,
Bagby, of the Hughes Alrcraft
Co., by & novel approach to
the problem, discovered two
small natural satellites revolv-
ing 4,720 miles above ua. They
are of magnitudes 6 to 8, which
means they are too faint to be
seen by the naked eys but can
readily be photographed. The
discovery of these tiny moons
brought to a conclusion searches
which had been under way for

third orbit Dr. Bagby had com-
puted. Further, the disturbances
seemed to occur when the two
bodies were within one mile of
each other. .

From reports of the disturb-
ances, he discovered it was pos-
sible to refine the third orbit
and compute a unlque set of
elements for the natural satel-
lite. When the computation was
completed, It pointed to a star-
tiing fact,

The data Indicated that on
Dec, 18,1955, a natural satel-
lite was circling the earth with
a period of 4.622 hours at an al-
titude of about 4,720 miles, with
a path inclined to the earth’'s
equator by about 42 degrees,
For some mysterious reason,
this natural satellite broke into
at least 10 pleces, all of which
continued to circle the earth in
the former path, ,

How do natural satellites of-
fect the artificial ones? Scien-
Usts can think of three ways:

Firat, they might pass close
enough to ench other so that
gravitationnl attraction might
disturb the artificial satellite,
To see if this effect is meaning-
ful, it was suggested that the
natural satellite has a dlameter
between 80 and 100 feet, with a
specific gravity of about 4.0—

8econd, because both bodles
are electrically charged, there
is on electrostatic repulsion
generated between the two bod-
les. When this repulsive force
is computed, it Is found that
the perturbation on the artifi-
cinl satellite by the natural one
fs one 10-millionth the pull of
the earth., Thus, thia was not
the mechanism.

Third, a force could be ex-
erted on the artificial satellite
by an electromagnetic force.
However, even before a com-
putation of the magnitude of
this force was completed, the
discovery was made concerning
the perturbations.

While we know the artificial
satellites are disturbed, there
is no satisfactory explanation’
for the abrupt changes in the 55
earth satellites which have been
studied. Scientists simply know
these changes occur.

Once the orbits had been com-
puted, it was a simple task to
wait until the proper time to
attempt to photograph the na-
tural satellites. When this was
done, two of these saatellites
were discovered. The photo-

graphs showing them were
made on five consecutive moon-

less nights. The firat one was
discovered on a onehour ex-
posure made on March 28, 1088,
and the second on April 20, 1988,
They are fast-moving bodles
able to cover the full moon in
from 15 to 80 seconds,

This meana that we can com-
pute orbits so rapidly that =
computer can provide an an-
swer in a few minutes compar-
ed to days of ardous calcula-
tions of the past. The computer
which does this can also be pro-
grammed to do many similar
things for sclentists,

If one were pressed for an
angswer as to what natural
satellites of the earth mean, one
would be compelled to answer
that essentially they have given
us knowledge.

With the knowledge that na-
tural satellites do exist, search-
es may be made for other
bodles. Even more significant,
at sometime in the future we
may use these chunks of space
rock. Just how, we do not know.
But if it is out there, someone
will find a use for it,

Panel, After Two-Year Study,

The Lay Curriculum Study
Committee, in a report that has
taken two years to prepare, hans
found some serious problems in
the local schools, but notes that
these difficulties “are common
to many, if not most, school
systems In Connecticut, and
throughout the country.”

The report, which was com-
pleted recently and presented to
the Board of Education, has not
yet been publicly released, but
the Herald was able to obtain
4 copy. Supt, of Schools Lau-
rence O'Connor, who had initiat-
ed the study, told the school
board last week he felt that
board members ought to have
sufficlent time to fully digest
the contents of the study be-
fore releasing it

A suggestion at that meeting
to hold a joint meetting of com-
mittee and board members In
August was turned down on the
grounds that many people will
be on vacation at that time, °

It was subsequently agreed
that the report will be taken up
at a September board meeting,
and this was confirmed yester-
day by Board of Rducation
Chairman Richard Messier, who
sald that the meeting at which
the report was discussed will ba
4 regular meeting, open, as
these meetings always are, to
the public,

When the curriculum commit-
tee was formed two years ago
at O'Connor’'s suggestion, it be-
came a subcommittee of the
Board of Education and was
charged with answering the
broad question, “How well does
the Coventry school curriculum
prepare Coventry'as students for
the world of work?"

An overview of the entire re-
port, preparad by Donald Kings-
ley, Ruth Smith and
Brainard of the steering com-
mittee, states, ‘'Following near-
ly two years of study and inves-
tigation by an excellent cross-
section of competent citizens
who made up our principal! sub-.
committees, the question must
bo answered in one word:
Poorly."!

Two fundamental reasons evi-
dently underlie this answer,
"First, despite diligent and per-
sistent efforts, this committee
has been unable to obtain mean-
ingful written curricula that de-
scribe the character, objectives,
scope and phasing of the sub-
jects or programs running
throughout the system. Buch ap-
parently do not exist, except in
isolated instances,

‘“There appears to be lack of
agreament among faculty and
administrators as to what, spe-
cifically, is expected of them:
Very foew, If any, definitive,
written guidelines setting forth
subject objectives, philosophy,
method and evaluational -
terin exist,'”

The report continues that the
committee subcommittee on cur-
riculum and programs found
“with the exception of the ele-
mentary achools, Grades K
through 4, the avallable curric-
ulum guldes appear to be dis-
crete entities, which appear to
have been hastily prepared, re-
ther than portions of a planned
program. The high school ap-
pears to function without a cur-
riculum guide.”

Material Unavallable

As o consequence of this, the
subcommittee was '‘unable to
complete any one of its three
charges, because it had been un-

able to obtain the neccssary raw
materials in the form of current

curriculum gutde wed in the

Coventry schools.” In essence,

the report states, ‘‘there is no

concrete evidence of elther at-
tention to, or improvement in,
curriculum development since
the reporting of simlilar findings,
in 1965, of a professional com-
mittee that evaluated the high
school program at that time.”

The Lay Curriculum Study
Committee, as a result of these
findings, recommends that the
Roard of Education *‘take im-

mediate and continuing steps to

dafine the curriculum policy ob-
joctives of the Coventry school
system, and see to it that these
are implemented with meaning-
ful, written and current curricu-
lum guides in grades K through
12, so that teacher, administra-

the schools, and asseas how ef-
fectively they are performing.'’

The second ‘‘underlying rea-
son'' for the committos's anawér
to the board's charge ‘‘stems
from the fact that there has been
no consistent, year-by-year
achiovement or aptitude testing
program throughout the system.
Consequently, progress of the
individual pupll, particularly
those not college-bound, s large.
ly a matter of conjecture or sub-
jective assessment.”

As in the case of curriculum,
according to the report, ‘'there
does not exist within the system
a planned, centralized, repos-
ftory that contains individual
pupil progress data, test per.
formance information and
special notations for the legiti-
mate use of teachers, counsel-
lors or administrators. The re-
sult being, therefore, that qual-
itative  evaluations based on
evidence do not exist, so that to
determine, Impartially, how well
a student or teacher has been
doing Is a virtual impossibllity
as present.”

In view of this, then, the com.
mittee recommends ‘‘adoption
by the Board of Education of a
firm testing policy that not only
will nssure the regular testing
of every student in the achools
year by year, and specifically
to include achievement testing
throughout all grades, aptitude
testing In Grades 4 through 9;
but that also will involve a
centralized system of recording
and storing such data that it
may readily be accessible to
members of the professional
staff. In this connection, we
also recommend a vast strength.
ening of the vocational as con-
trasted to the acholastic counsel-
ling component of the school
programs, and a reshaping of
mirricula and programs accord.
ingly."

Section IT of the report deals
with “certain mitigating {nflu-
ences that must be borne in
mind,” including the previous-
ly mentioned fact that the prob-
lems encountered locally are
common to many school sys-
temas,

Btops Avalluble

In noting this, the committee
also paints out there Is  ‘“‘sub-
stantlal evidence of steps that
can be taken, program ap-
proaches and technigques that
have been and are working suc-
cessfully in other systems
whose problems, like those of
Coventry, have been ldentified,
and where through a common
and concerted effort, striking
improvements have been made.

“If this committee and its
subcoommittees have tried, dis.
passionately, to uncover some
of the chief weaknessos in our
local school system, they have
also tried with equal diliwence
to find practical and useful al-
ternatives to offset or eliminate
these weaknesses.'

The committee then lists in its
report '‘a number of suggestions
drawn from the more extensive
catalog of subcommittee recom-
mendations that, to us, hold
proomise of early improvement
in our own school situation.
Some can be accomplished guite
readily out of current resources,
others will take time, thought
and careful attention.”

Section III of the report deals
with these recommendations,
starting with the suggestion
that the Board of Rducation
“take early and effective meas-
ures to work through the asso-
ciation of Boards of Education,
and through the town's legisla-
tive representatives by formal
means for state pald salaries
for teacher and administrators;
outright grants to pay for nu ex
penses generated by state-man-
dated programs, and more
squitable and timely assistance
to offset both operating and con-
struction cosats,"

The second recommendation
is to "‘take practical steps to
improve Board of Education
recrulting and hiring practices
for professional penomllel. to re-

ctives, and through renewed

rts develop means for not

Szell Dead at _73,

Assistant Pastor CLEVELAND (AP) — George

8zell, one of the world's fore-
most conductors and leader of
the Cleveland Orchestra for the
past 24 years, is dead at 73.

Szell suffered a heart attack
in June, shortly after the or
chestra returned from a tour of
Japan, He had since been con-
fined to Univeraity Hospital,
where he died Thursday night,

One of the last of Toscanini's
generation of great maestro,
Szell was a demanding, auto-
cratic conductor noted for the
clarity, precision an dfinesse of
his performance,

German critics acclaimed
him as the foremost interpreter
of Beethoven, Brahms and Moz-
art. A Polish critic sald the
Cleveland Orchestrzs  sounded
like a finely tuned chamber
group instead of the 110-plece
ensemble it was,

“By and large, Mr. Szell was
accepted as the greatest con-
ductor after Tocanini,” Harold
C. 8chonberg, music critic of
the New York Time, wrote to-
day. "Under George Szell, the
Cleveland Orchestra has been
as responsive and virtuosic an
orchestra as the world can
show, Many honestly belleve it
Is the greatest.'

Born in Budapest in 1807, Szeoll
began serious music studies at
age 7, became a child prodigy
planist, later studied in Vienna
and Lelpzig and was persuaded
to become a conductor by Aus-
trian composer . Richard
Strauss,

8zell began his conducting ca-
reer when he was asked to fill in
at the age of 16 for the alling
conductor of the Vienna Sym-
phony.

Strauss obtained Szell his firat
regular conductor's post at
Strasbourg in 1017, Szell went on
to positions In Darmstadt, Dus.
seldorf, and Berlin, Germany,
then in Prague,

A Jew, 8zell loft Prague in
1887 during the rise of Nazl Ger-
many.

He served briefly in Glasgow
as conductor of the Scottish Or-
chesira, He spent the 1888.39
sesson in Australia and was in
the United States at the atart of
World War II.

After a period of teaching at
New York's New School for So-
cial Research, Szell was asked
by Arturo Toscanini to guest.
conduct the NBC Symphony.

He made his Metropolitan Op-
era debut In late 1942 and spent
four years at the Met before
coming to Cleveland in 1948 to
succeed Erich Leinadorf.

He once halted a concert at
Cleveland’'s Severance Hall until
coughing in the audience subsid-
ed. He fired a rospected first
oboist on the spot after a re-
hearsal spat over the musician's
tone.

Leonard Bernstein as conduoctor
of the New York Philharmonic,

Frank Glanastasio Jr. of Strat-
ford told the court in a petition
for a hearing that long halr is
required in his job in a fashlon-
able shop.

He pald his enlistment con-
tract with the Guard did not
give the military & right to draft
him for refusing to get a halr-
cut,

The Supreme Court is Glana-
tasio's last chance to avert
Army induction. Two federal
courts have ruled against him,
suggesting he .could have worn
“an appropriate wig'' at Guard
drills.

The wappeal noted the Army
recently changed its policy on
long hair by allowing halr to
reach three inches in length,
Gianatasio sald his halr was no
longer when he was ordered to
active duty Ilast year for '‘un-
satisfactory participation” In
drills,

The petition, by lawyer Law-
rence P, Weisman of Bridge-
port, said the Guard had violat.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ben-
ate foes of President Nixon's

Safeguard antimissile system
hope to confine future ABM
spending to research and devel-
opment—a step they say could
save $350 million now and bil
lons later.

Strategista sald this would
mean virtual approval of funds
for completion of the first phase
of safeguard, a system designed
to protect the nation's batteries
of strategic nuclear misslles,

The first phase was approved
by o single vote last year after
weeks of debate, The $10.2 bil-
lion military procurement bill
now contains $1.85 billion for
ABM, .

Continuation of the system
was defended Thursday by
Chairman John Stennis, D-
Miss,, of the 8enate Armned
Services Committee who de-
clared defeat of any component
of ABM expansion plans would
place the nation in jeopardy and
wreck the Strategic Arms Limi-
tation Talks with the Soviet Un.
fon.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-
Mass,, who sald the entire Safe-
guard system might cost up to
$20 billion, contended the na-
tion's weapons-producing capac-
ity, not an untried ABM system,
is the real incentive for the So-
viets to bargain sorfously at the
SALT talks in Vienna.

A finnl grisly point is that
given present technology there
can be no ABM defense to a So.
viet miasile attack which is suc-
cesaful In the long run,” Kenne-
dy said In a Senate speech.

“If the radar works and the
miassiles fire and the warheads
destroy, the incoming miasiles
high above the atmosphere—all
highly questionable suppoaltions
—the radioactivity released will
kill a large portion of our popu-
lation within & generation."

He said the Polaris subma-
rines alone pack a nuclear
punch which Is ‘‘easily suffi-
clent to destroy the 850 largest
cities in the Boviet Unlon—
twice.

“We are In no danger of be-
coming a second-rate nuclear
power," Kennedy sald. “S8o we
should not be panicked into ac-
cepting Safeguard.’

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — Those
devil demographics are threat-
ening a number of long-run tele-
vision geries, and even the stal-
wart “Beverly Hillbillles” 1is
considered vulnerable. Buddy
Ebsen isn't worried.

“I doubt very much that the
demographers will shoot us
down,' says the patriarch of the
Clampett clan. “But even if
they do, I wouldn't fret over it.
I've got a couple of other strings
on my bow."

Demographics is a trade term
for the composition of television
audiences, Until a season or two
ago, numbers meant every-
thing; the shows with the high-
est ratings survived.

Now, advertisers appear more
concerned with the quality of
auvdiences—particularly whether
shows attract the 18.50 age
group that buys products. Hence
the disappearance from CBS of
“Petticoat Junction,”"Red Skel-
ton and Jackie Gleason, shows
with blg audiences but not the
right kind.

“Beverly Hillblllles' " might
conceivably be in jeopardy for
the same reason. Ebsen doesn't
think so, He belleves the show's
audience Is so vast and loyal
that it could survive for years to
come.

He also takes a philosophical
attitude toward critics who clas-
sify '"Beverly Hillbillies'' as the
ultimate in lowbrow television
entertainment.

"My answer to that is & com-
ment in the Baturday Review
that I have mounted on a plague
in my dressing room, It says
that ‘Beverly Hillbillies' 18 a
show that combines social com-

"

ment with a Nielsen rating,"”
Ebsen said.

‘““As for myself, I've never
trivd to analyxe the show, I just
read the scripts, do them and
am happy that they're accepted.
I've never looked more than a
year shead."

Ebsen and his fellow Clam-
petts have already completed
several shows for their ninth
season. Now they have gone
their separate ways for the
summer layoff.

“We've a very close group
during the season, sharing each
other’'s problems, laughs and
sorrows,” he remarked. ''‘But
we only see each other for six
months, When the season |is
over, I like to go my own way.
