Launched by U.S.

On Laotian Border

SAIGON (AP)—The United States and South Viet-
nam are waging a massive air and ground offensive

along 200

miles of the Laotian border trying to block

North Vietnamese troops and air supplies destined for

South Vietnam and Cambodia.

U.S4. Planes
Committed

On Cambodia

NEAR SKOUN, Cambodia
(AP)—Any doubts that U.8. air
power has been committed to
saving Cambodian battalions In
need of direct air support were
swept aside today by seven
American war planes,

The air controller on the
ground was a U.B, Special
Forces—trained Cambodian offi-
cer whose radio technique and
American slang were flawless,

Three battalions of Cambo-
dian troops trying to drive away
a large Viet Cong and North
Vietnamese force on the last
four miles to the key road Inter-
section of the district capital at
Skoun were caught in firefight
early today, They sent out ur-
gent calls for air support.

The first to arrive were a U.8.
OV10 reconnalssance plane and
8 South Vietnamess transport
bristling with miniguns. As the
South Vietnamese plane pulled
off target with its ammunition
spent, this correspondent, who
has heard hundreds of air
strikes called in South Vietnam
listened as the Cambodian of-
ficer said on the radio that
more alr strikes were needed to
break down enemy strong points,

The American pllot in the
OV10 Code named ‘‘Rustic Zero
Eight,” sald In a Midweatern ac-
cent: “If you can't get your
Cambodian aireraft, we will
call In our own."

Thirty minutes later, the first
F'100 arrived and stated a bomb-
ing pattérn,

The Cambodian officer was
asked if the strikes were in di-
rect support of his troops or
were bombing Communist sup-
ply lines leading to South Viet-
nam, as  Washington insists
American bombers here are
only doing.

“This is direct support for my
battalion watch,” the Cambo-
dian officer replied.

On the first pass, the F100
flew at treestop level and
dropped ‘‘snake-eyes bombs-
250-pounders with air brakes de-
veloped for Vietnam to permit
attacking aircraft to get as low
as possible before releasing,
thus insuring maximum accura-
cy.

The spotter plane turned lazy
circles and, based on informa-
tion from the ground controller,

thousand troops from its 1st and
2nd infantry divisions and a ma-
rine brigade were conducting
“‘several operations" along the
border from the demilitarized
zone to points southwest of Da
Nang.

B2 bombing strikes in the
Laotian panhandle had been in-
tensified during the past few

A spokesman said the ground
operations had produced no sig-
nificant results yet, probably
because the monsoon rains in
Laos have slowed North Viet-
namese activity.

Sources sald the Bouth Viet-
namese command had no
immediate plans to send large
ground forces into Laos because
the United States fears that
might disturb preliminary over-
tures now under way between
the Laotian government and the
Pathet Lao.

American sources-sald some 40
BS2s dropped 1,200 tons of
bombs during the night on
North Viethamese supply depots
along the Ho Chi Minh trail in
Laos and down to the Cambo-
dian border,

One source sald there has
been no significant activity in
Vietnam since July 1 and there
are ""no good targets in South
Vietnam for the BS2s. So they
Bo into Laos to hit supply
areas."

Some American troops are in.
volved In the ground offensive
though the bulk of the force is
South Vietnamese. Troops of the
U.S. 106th Light Infantry Bri-
grade were attacked early today
at the Kham Duc artillery base
13 miles from the border,

Moving behind & €0-round
mortar barrage, about 35 North
Vietnamese sappers blasted
their way to the base perimeter,
triggering a two-hour fight in
which 15 North Vietnamese and
two Americans were reported
killed and 14 Americans wound-
ed, Light material damage also
was reported,

Il was the first serious attack
on Kham Duc since the base
was reopened three weeks ago
to support the border opera-
tions. The base had been aban-
doned more than two years ago
under heavy North Vietnamese
pressure,

U.8. ground forces also wo-
ported killing 38 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong soldlers
in three small clashes Tuesday
at points 8 to 82 miles southeast
of Da Nan7. No American cas-
ualties were reported, These
clashes occurred considerably
to the east of the border offen-
sive.

Newspaper editorial reaction
to President Nixon's remarks on
murder defendant Charles Man-
son ranged from terming the in-
cldent *"‘a boo-boo' or "a slip”
to “‘historic fumble' or a ‘co-
lossal ethical blunder.”

Teacher Strikes May Hit
Schools Throughout Nation

WASHINGTON (AP- —
Teacher 'labor leaders predict
that union activity will gain mo-
mentum this fall in urban, sub-
urban and rural schools of all 50
states, bringing with {t the in.
creased chance of teacher
strikes,

Their forecasts come after a
decade which saw dramatic es-
calation in the number of teach-
er walkouts. In the past three
years there have been 425 teach-
or strikes—nearly six times as
many as there were in the pre-
vious seven years,

The labor movement, which
was confined mostly to elemen.
tary and secondary schools in
the 1960s, now has begun to
spread to the two-year and
four-year colleges.

Both the National Education
Assoclation, with 1.1 million
members, and the AFL-CIO
American Federation of Teach-
ers, with 200,000 -members, are
actively organizing higher oér-l
cation personnel, . J

“The moest dramatic change
in the next few years will be in
the field of higher education,'

said Robert H. Chanin, NEA
general counsel. “There will be
a revolt of staff relations to ad-
ministration in every universi-
ty."

In three years the NEA affili-
ate, National Higher Education
Assoclation, has chartered 157
chapters with 7,770 members at
two-year colleges and 1382 locals
with 23,000 members at four-
year achools.

A defense attorney is
spending three nights in
the same jail as Charles
M. Manson, the shaggy-
haired clan leader who
briefly halted the Sharon
Tate murder trial by flash-
ing at the jury a newspa-
per headline reading:
“Manson Guilty, Nixon De-
clares."

The trial judge ruled attorney
Daye Shinn committed “'a will-
ful and deliberate contempt' of
court by leaving the paper with-
in Manson's reach at the coun-
sel table, Shinn said he'd done it
by mistake,

Manson's move came Tues-
day after Superior Court Judge
Charies H. Older denled without
comment a defense motion for a
mistrial based on Nixon's state-
ment—later withdrawn—that
Manson was gullty directly or
indirectly of eight murders.

Defense attorneys said later
they would consider a further
mistrial motion based on thelir
contention that the jury has
boen ‘‘tainted' by exposure to
Nixon's statements, made to
newsmen in Denver Monday.

‘““This is a massive kind of
prejudice,” said Paul Fitzger-
ald, attorney for Patricla Kren-
winkel, 22, one of four defend-
ants charged with killing Miss
Tate and six others & year ago.
He added: “What we want to
analyze is what would happen it
such a motion were granted.

My hip bones just rotted away
and I had two operations. My
daughter has it too,”

Mrs, Hamilton says she
doesn’t need the medicine any-

"There’s just no way I can get
it for her. If I had a telephone,’”
she says, referring to the fact
that the area's phones were
dead, "“I'd call for help If any-
thing happened. But I guess
she'll be all right for one more
day, Even if my husband went
to the drugstore, I'd worry that
he'd get arrested trying to get
through the police lines."

For four days, she continues,
she's worried about her hus-
band, who works and goes to
school at nearby Monmouth Col-
lege.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A pro-

fast cereals.

The subcommittee, chaired by
8en, Frank Moss, D-Utah, be-
gan its inquiry last week with
testimony by citizen-lobbyist
Robert Choate that most of the
heavily advertised breakfast ce-
reals are no more nutritional
thin hard liquor.

The industry, In a massive
counterattack Tuesday, accused
Choate of basing his findings on
inadequate, confusing and in-
complete information.

Five industry spokesmen told
the subcommittee that Choate
did not consider the impact of
adding milk to cereal, which
they said produced a high-quali-
ty protein. They sald ce-
reals should not be éaten alone
but with other things like julce
and toast.

And they said overloading ce-
reals with vitamins and nu-
trients could cause a danfferous
imbalance in some human sys-
tems.

‘The American people are
continually being asked lo sup-
port Radio Free be-
cause we are informed that chil-
dren in Communist Eastern Eu-
rope are being brainwashed
with propeganda. I sometimes
wonder if the advertising that
our children see on TV {s not
equally harmful propagands,'
Tatham sald.

but they have implied it in their

"“Ask any 8-year-old on your
blofk,"” he went on, '‘or almost
any suburban housewife, and
you will be told ‘that breakfast
cereals are better nutritionally
than bread or rice or baked
beans.

At the outset of today's hear-
fng, Chairman Moss read =a
statement by Dr, Jean Mayer,
the chairman of last year's
White Hcuse Conference on Nu-
trition. It urged the cereal mak-
ers to upgrade thelr product,

‘“There are wide differences
fn nutritional wvalue between
various types of breakfast ce-
reals," Mayer sald. "With
present technology and using
modern knowledge of nutrition,
such differences could easily be
avoided and many products up-
graded. Big food companies
have the resources and the ex.
pertise necessary to do this sa-
tiafactorily.”

Referring to Tuesday’s testi-
mony, Moss sald the Industry
witnesses ahd Ignored charges
by Choate that it was huckster-
ing less nutritional breakfast ce-
reals.

Aloysius Ahearn, Democratic
candidate for state representa-

In a prepared statement,
Ahearn sald, "By relying on the
property tax and the sales tax,
Connecticut iz placing the bur-
den on the family man and the
homeowner. Boh taxes are re-
gressive in nature and com-
pletely ignore a man's ability to
p“'ly;ho party-endorsed candldate
continued, ‘‘There is a crying
need for equity in our tax sys-
tem. No class should be forced
to pay a disproportionate share
of the tax load."”

Ahearn said he found “‘much
merit in the recent proposal by
the Stdte Labor Council, which
called for a state income tax
and the eltmination of the siate
sales tax.” Under the recent

proposal, & $60,000 a year fami-
ly, which now pays $312 in sales
taxes, would be asscssed $4,450
on income taxes. On the other
hand, o family earning $7,760
per year would pay $88, lesa
than half of what it now pays in
sales tax.

“This plan is worthy of
study,”” Ahearn sald, ‘'particu-
larly the section that states that
the plan would enable the state
to assume the $200 milllon in
education costs now borne by
the towns., This would enable
the towns to greatly reduoce
their dependence on local prop-
erty taxes, 80 per cent of which
goes to support local educa-
um.lr

But Ahearn has some reser-
vations. "‘Rellef from exorbi-
tant property taxes must be
given the highest priority,”" he
sald, "and T question that this
can be done i we eliminate the
sales tax at the present time.
Nevertheless, the absorption of
education costs by the state Is
inevitable in my opinion and &
necessary step toward relleving
the overtaxed homeowner."

_Misuse of amphetamines is
considered one of the nation's
most severe drug abuse prob-
lems. They are stimulants that
can cause euphoria but also
bhomicidal behavior, addiction,
posaible traln damsage and psy-
chotic states resembling schix-

ophrenia.

Bdwards said the 3% billion
amphatamine pllls and tablets
manufactured in the United
States in 1960 were ‘‘many more
than medical need required.'”

To Aid In Child Adoptions

SACRAMENTO, Calif,—In the
only program of its kind in the
country, a-computer here match-
es homeless children with
adoptive parents,

The computer is fed data on
children and adoptive applcants
from 35 public and private adop-
tion agencies In the state.

The Adoption Resource Refer-
ral Canter of the State Depart-

ent of Soclal Welfare was set

in 1988 to help find homes
for hard-to-place children,

‘“For example, a Caucasian-
Japanese child from the bay
area was recently adopted by
a Caucasian-Japanese family in
Southern California," sald Helen
Cather, adoption exchange co-
fornizornia,”’

“And a Caucaslan family in
Narthern California, registered
with a private agency, took in a
racially mixed girl from a pub-
lic sgency in  Southern Call-
fornia.’’

Although the department
launched a statewide hand op-
eration of matching adoptive
parents with children in 1957, it
was not until 1963 that the {dea
of computerizing the program
was born and not until 1068 that
it was funded In the department

t.

“We didn't really get going
until this year, and we're still
in the process of perfecting it,"
Miss Cather sald,

The number of children plac-
ed as & result of the computer’s
matchings is unknown.

“In the computer today are

495 children and 725 familiss on
the active file,” Miss Cather

After
soven months in the States, he
returmed to Vietnam agaln as a
member of the 1st Air Cavalry

Vietnam confllet “is not aa bad
as the Korean war,” the stocky
noncom says, The Viet Cong
and North Vietnamese rarely
make mass attacks as the
Chinese Communists did in Ko-
rea, he explains.

He was in New York to talk
about the cards he and Bosaton
advertising executive Jonah
Kalb have created.

“They're wedges, to pry the
door open just a little and allow
for better communication,” he
sald. “Most people in a painful
situation have so much pain
that words just pour out of their
mouths and in the end you don't
know what they've sald.”

In the Sensitivity cards, Dr,
Viscott has sald it for them suc-
cinetly: “Not always, but some-
times, it's your fault;” '‘You
don't solve problems with a
kiss;" “You take my love like
medicine, one spoon at a time;"
or “You hurt me.” These cards
are categorized under ‘Your
hangups,' and make up a third

I want to, but
I just don't;" and ‘I do love
you, even If T can't say it all the
time,"

can't talk, we can't grow;" "It

—and much lonelier."”

NEW YORK (AP) — One of
the bigger gquestions corpora-
tiona are asking themselves
these days Is what responsibility
does big business have to so-
clety.

The question has taken on a
sense of urgency as students,
consumers, employes, share-
holders and government agen.
cles have Increased their de-
mands on business to play a
greater role In curing soclety's
{lis and improving the quality of
the environment.

It is not surprising, then, to
find Henry Ford II, chairman of
the Ford Motor Co. and one of
the nation's leading Industri-
alists, pondering the question in
a new book, ‘“The Human Envi-
ronment and Buwminess' A col-
lection of three speeches he de-
Uvered Inst year at Vanderbllt,
Harvard and Yale universities,
it was published Tuesday.

For Ford, the times are revo-
lutionary. And the question Is
not simply whether business has

done enough to Improve the
quality of. society. Rather, it is
whether business will be able to
survive the challenges the next
several decades will impose on
it without losing {ts traditional
freedom to make a profit,

‘“As  employes, people are
wondering If they have given up
too much of thelr time, their
freedom and their dignity for
the sake of the paycheck,” he
writes,

“As consumers, people are
realizing that affluence can be o
burden. Their cars and appli-
ances break down, their plumb-
ing leaks, thelr lawns get
weedy, and getting things fixed
is troublesome, expensive or
oven impossible,

“As citizens, people can see
that their material possessions
have been purchased at a high
cost in environmental pollution
~—dirty air, dirty water, ugly
landscape,

“Modern industrial society is
based on the assumption that it
Is both posaible and degirable to
g0 on forever providing more

and more goods for more and
more people. Today, that as-
sumption s being serlously
challenged,

“The Industrial nations have
come far enough down the road
to affluence to recognize that
more goods do not necessarily
mean more happiness, They are
also  recognizing that more
goods eventually mean  more
Junk, and that the junk In the
alr, In the water and on land
could make the earth unfit for
human  habitation before we
reach the 21st century.'

In Ford's opinion, corpora-
tlons would 'better serve soclety
if their menagement would stop
thinking of soclal sgervice and
profit as separate and compet-
ing aima. In other words, new
publlic values should be viewed

And when the market place
can't automatically translate
public needs to market demand,
he says, government interven-
tion should be looked upon as &
necessary function,

"It's in-
tellect versus intsllect, I love it
I love to make decisions and I
love to win. It's a thrill to be a
winner.”

Ira Comn's love for decisions,
bridge and winning produced
the first American team to win
the international Bermuda Cup
championship since 1664,

He and his Dallas Aces, the
team of American bridge cham-
plons he organized, brought the
coveted cup back from Stock-
holm in June.

Corn is founder of and chief
officer of Michigan General
Corp., = vast and highly suc-
cessful conglomerate which per-
mits him unlimited indulgence
in hia No. 1 Interest — bridge.

Comrn ' began playing tourna-

ment bridge nine years ago. An
accomplished life master, he
won his first national title in
1983,
"I thought I was good at first,
But it was like being in the two-
hour category when you're talk-
ing about four-minute milea,"”
he sald,

But something gnawed at
Corn, America was not winning
international bridge toumna-
ments, Though there were many
talented American bridge play-
ers, there were no great teams.

"“I observed then that there is
a fundamental premise +to
bridge which had been over-
looked. We ought to be playing
the partnership philosophy rath-
er than as individuals. It's not a
player game but a partner
game, You must look out for
each other,” he said.

Under his concept, any one
player is only half of '‘who" Is
best.

Two years ago Corn enlisted a
formidable front line to wage
bridge war against the world's
best.

“To develop partners is time-
consuming, I quit work for a
year to concentrate on it
Charles Goren retired in 1066
and that gave us an opportunity
to replace him,' he sald,

Goren's retirement from ac-
tive tournament competition left
an opening at the top of Ameri-
can bridge would. Corn felt it
was a good time for someonc
else to move in, namely his
term.

His team consisted of Bobby
Wolf, James Jacoby, Billy El-
senberg, Bobby Goldman, Mike

Laurence and Bob Hammond,
all chosen from amonyg the some
200 to 800 bridge experts Corn
gays are not realizing thelr po-
tential,

The ides was to sublimate
what Corn calls the ‘“giant
egos” bridge masters develop
and to discipline them into a
team which could go against the
world's best for national honor
—not personal glory.

“By any standards, thelr dis-
cipline was rigorous,’” he said.

Corn footed the bill for the
team until the membera were
playing partners together like a
well-olled machine. It cost

Corn, who describes himself
as a ‘free-wheeling Texan",
plans to exploit bridge financial-
ly.

‘“We've begun & bridge col-
umn which is syndicated and I
plan television concepts, books,
games—the works,’” sald Corn.
“All this could spring bridge
Into greater popularity."

Bridge is about 300 years old,
originally called whist,

About %) years ago came an
offshoot called ‘“auction.” In
1925, the late Harold Vanderbilt
created what he called contract
bridge and the game became &
fixation for players like Corn
and an excuse to gather and
goasip for countless thousands
of wives,

But what about the money
Corn invested in developing the
Dallas Aces? “T'll get It back,"
he says confidently. “It's been a
good investment.’

*“Playing tho stock market is
play games Investing In some-
rather make decisions that
cguse the money rather than
play games investing Insome-
one else's declsions.”

Corn, a heavy-jowled, portly
man of 48 18’ a native of Little
Rock. He came to Dallas in 1948
as a professor of marketing for
Southern Methodist University.

‘A sly little book by 18 authors
who oppose the army-backed
government has beoome a best
seller in Athens, and summer

theaters have resumed their

tradition of poking fun at politi.
clans. . Opposition newspapers
are deriding the government in
cartoons, '

* Even so, these demonstrations
are cautious,

The 209-page book called
“Bighteen Texta' opens with
the first poem by George Seferis
published in QGreece since the
1967 coup. It includes short sto.
ries and essays obliquely aati-
rizing the regime.

There apparently was some
officlal thought of banning the
book but authorities declided this
would give It more publicity,
Evidently the regime now feels
secure enough to allow some
freedom and has decided this
will Improve its political image
here and abroad.

Seferis’ poem, '‘The Cats of
Baint Nicholas", is based on an
old Cypriot legend about cats
trained to wipe out a plague of
snakes, after which they too are
destroyed.

One chapter includes a stum-
bling conversation between a
taxi driver and a passenger,
portraying mistrust and fear un-
der a totalitarian regime,

A story titled "“El Procura-
dor' refers to a dlctatorship in
a mythical Latin-American
country called Voliguay and
deals with the disappearance of
a prominént poet who had
signed a manifesto calling for
the restoration of press free-
dom, -~

Another deals with a man in
an operation room. Two appar-
ently mad doctors are casting

entirely in plaster. Premier

rge FPapadopoulos has de-
soribed Greeceé as in plaster
cast which will only 'be removed
when the patient s pollﬁc.ny
cured,

One stage review is called
“Are They Coming Back or
Not?" meaning the country's
former clvillan rulers. A akit
shows a man asking Pythia, of
the Delphje Oracle, *‘When will
they quit"” — meaning the colo-
nels, He gota the reply: ‘“When
the sun grows horns.’

The sharpest press satire
comes from Mitropolous, car-
toonist of the daily Ta Nea, once
an ardent supporter of the late
Centrist Premier George Pa.

One cartoon shows
two men reading a newspaper
headline about seven Arab ter-
rorists whom the regime agreed
to release on Aug, 22.

In New Haven, demonstrators pro-
claimed the innocence, even before the
trial had been held, of the Black Pan-
thers being charged with murder.

In Hartford, a candldate for high po-
litical office dellberately took a public
stand in favor of a policeman who had
been charged with mansiaughter.

And in Denver, on his way back from
California, President Nixon proclaimed
that a hipple cultist leader on trial in
California ‘‘was gullty, directly or in-
directly, of eight murders without rea-
son."

The President made his comment —
which his press secretary revised some-
what almost immediately, to insert the
word “allegedly” In front of “gullty' —
in the course of remarks in which,
taking a John Wayne western he had
seen the night before as his text, he was
asking respect for the nation’'s “system
of law and order and justice."

The Connecticut political candidate al-
80 posed himself on the side of law and
order.

The hippie demonstrators in New Ha-
ven openly disdained the system of law
and order as they see it

But they did it no more basic injury, in
their open enmity to it, than the twb-pol-
fticlans, the Connecticut candidate and
the President, did in their particular
way of trying to support it.

In each case, however, the motivation
was really the same. In each case, those
who questioned the performance of the
courts, or who tried to tilt it in one direc-
tion or another, had lost respect for the
courts,

The New Haven Panthers expect the
courts to convict their leaders no matter
what the covidence is. The Connecticut
politician, feared, or at least pretended
to fear, that a Hartford judge and jury
might find a policeman criminally re-
sponsible for the death of a citizen. The
President was afrald that the great de-
moralizing combination of publicity and
legal maneuver which seems possible
these days might somehow enable the
Californin murder cult to escape.respon-
sibility for its deeds.

The sad thing is that all those who in-
vade the province of the courts because
they are afraid the courts can't be trust-
ed to be judicial are themselves contrib-
uting further to the decline of respect
for law and order, and, by their own in-
temperate, ill-considered example, Invit-
ing offier citizens and other elements to
Join in the game of public kibitzing pres.
sure, even of trial in progress,

The President's crime — its omission
of the word “‘alleged” was obvicusly a
slip of the tongue, but a slip of the
tongue generated by the passion of his

own feeling of fear that such alleged hu-

man monsters might escape the conse-
quences of their alleged deed — was not
&s serious as his habitual critics will try
to make it seem, or as those California
lawyers will certainly claim it was. But
it will do damage not in proportion to Its
intent, but in proportion to the highness
of its source.

‘we have always thought to be a green
thumb might very well be just an affec-
tionate tone of conversational address.

Talk to plants, if you want them to
grow. Give them affection. They have

electric cells in themselves which can
catch the electric current of how you are
thinking and feeling about thém. Be
sure to think the right thoughts, or don't
g0 near the gardenias,

Now, it appears, talking to plants isn't
enoﬁgh, Or it isn't, at least, the best we
can do for them,

If we renlly want them to grow, we
will serenade them,

We will give them a special high-fre-
quency musical sound which so pleases
and relaxes the plants that they open
their pores longer and wider, making
more and more generous exchanges of
oxygen with the air around them, and
growing prodigiously in the process.

First the talk, and now the musie,

We have come qulte a ways from the
old-fashioned days when all we had to do
was plow, harrow, fertilize, plant, weed,
cultivate, hoe, dust and water. Some of
us are stll thinking, even as we engi-
neer out the possibilities of putting a hi-
fi talk and music speaker out among the
muskmelons, that the old-fashioned cul-
ture ought to be enough.

Too Many Teachers

Only a few yenrs ago the nation's
shortage! of qualified school tleachers
Was so0 acute and had existed for so long
(since World War II) that many people
concluded the problem was a permanent
one,

It wasn't. Today there are tens of
thousands “of surplus teachers with the
number expected to grow In the next few
years, One U.8. Labor Department of-
ficlal has told Congress that the teacher
surplus is on its way to equallng 75 per
cent of the number of teachers employ-
ed.

Before that happens, we can expect
many young people to forgo careers in
education. Nevertheless the trend toduy
signals personal hardship for those
teachers who cannot find work, even as
it signals new opportunities for improv-
ing the public schools.

The obvious social benefits Include the
replacing of marginal teachers with ful-
ly qualified personnel, and very Hkely a
general upgrading in teaching quality as
school administrators are at last able to
pick and choose in the labor market. We
may expect, too, that teachers will be
less anxious to go out on strike f they
know their jobs cun be filled with rela-
tive eage.

Too, thers will be new opportunities
for school officirla to improve student-
teacher ratios, Institute more remedial
programs, and broaden curriculums.
The local taxpayers will still have to be
sold on such measures, but at least the
personnel will be avallable when the
funds are.

The pleture, however, is not entirely
rosy. A surplus in a profession has a
way of being self-correcting, and it's
certainly possible that when the pendu-
lum swings back, it will swing back too
far and another tencher shortage will
develop sometime In the future,

There are many reasons for the teach-
eér surplus, and not the least is that
many people who attended overcrowded,
understaffed schools in the 19505 and
early 1960s decided o become teachers
becouse of the many opportunities the
shortage itself presented. Now If we just
project the opposite problem ghead a
few years, we can expect many young
people to eschew careers In  education
because of the current excess,

A traditional drawback to the profes.
slon, especially in the view of particu-
larly gifted and ambitious newcomers,
is that teaching does not lend itself to
the merit system thatl operates In most
elite fields. The keys to salary increnscs
have generally been length of service
and the graduate work accomplished.
Many teachers’ groups have fought
against merit systems because teaching
effectivenesa s difficult to grade and
such systems are vulnerable to school-
house politics. ’

And yet {f a profession is really a pro.
fession, there should be some way to peg
reward directly to performance. There
should be some way for the teaching
profession to gain In stature from the
competition within it, so that mote
talented candidates for teaching careers
will be encouraged by the promise of
recognition, and less talented candidates
might be encouraged to choose a differ-
ent line of work.

We have long admired—and wondered
at—the teaching vocation. Even as we
are at & loss to understand the predic-
tion that turns brilliant young people to-
ward careers as, say, heart surgeons, so
do we stand in some awe of those who
gladly assume the high responsibility of
instructing a class of 30 or 35 untamed
children. The other fellow's profession,
like the other fellow’s religion, is a natu-
ral puzzlement,

Partly for this reason, we are not pre-
pared to suggest to the nation’s teachers
exactly how they might take adyantage
of their swollen numbers to upgrade
their profession, Perhaps there’s no
workable method of tying salary direct-
ly to classroom effectiveness. And yet it
seems unfortunate that teaching quality
cannot benefit more from the folding in-
centive, In most kinds of work after all,
money is more than money. It is a
measuring stick.

While it may be true that no commu-
nity could ever afford to piy the best
teachers what they are truly worth,

some kind of merit system might be Pos- .

sible. And the time to consider that con.
cept Is not when there are too few teach-
ors, but when there are too many, —

from you.' "

In just this way, with juat this
degree of muted encourage-
ment, several dozen little
groups have been launched In
various parts of the country,
aimed at making John Lindsay
the 1872 Democratic Presiden-
tial candidate.

The task looks almost impos-
aible. Lindsay is a life-long Re-
publican, who was forced to
run as an independent in 1069
when he lost his own party's
nomination, He was re.elected
with a minority of votes in the
liberal New York City and has
become a prime target for con-
servatives of both parties.
Nonetheless, a recent Gallfip
Poll showed him running cloge
behind Sen. Edmund S. Muskie
(D-Maine), the acknowledged
front runner for the 1672 nomi-
nation.

The Lindsay camp is clearly
tempted by the presidentinl
prospect.  Aurelio says the
policy is "“to be as polite as pos-
sible to anyone interested in
Lindsay, without doing any-
thing overt."”

At the request of some
Massachusetts friends, for ex-
ample, Aurello approved a mis-
sion by Lindsay aldes, Sid
Davidoff and Jeff Stein, to help
organize the campaign of the
Rev. Robert Drinan, the Jesult
priest who is challenging Rep.

8o far, at least, Lindsay has
turned down all requests for per-
sonal endorsements or cam-
paign appearances for out-of-
state candidate. Aurello says
there are '‘no plans' for such
action, but surveys of races
Lindsay might enter have been
sanctioned,

Aurello’s view is that Lindsay
“doesn't have to do anything
now,"” to establish his credent-
ials with the Democrats.

Others strongly disagree. They
argue that “at a minimum,
Lindsay must balance his early
endorsement of Sen, Charles
Goodell, the dovish liberal Re-
publican candidate for re-elec-
tion in New York, with support
for Arthur J. Goldberg, the
Democratic  nominee against
Gov. Nelson R. Rockefeller,

Lindsay has plenty of eéxcuses
to do so. Goldberg crossed par-
ty lines to endorse him for
mayor last year, while Rocke-
feller publicly supported John
Marchi, the conservative who
took the Republican nomination
from Lindsay.

But many of Lindsay's Repub-
lican  contributors and old
friends are urging him to stay
neutral in the governor's race.

They argue that if Goldberg
wins, he would block any na-
tional ambitions Lindsay had in
the Democratic party, and that
if Goldberg loses, Lindsay's
prestige would be damaged and
the city would suffer at the
hands of Rookefeller and the
Republican Legislature.

The decision, Aurello says,
has been put off until after
Labor Day. Staying neutral will
be difficult for Lindsay, one
senses, A decision to endorse
Goldberg would nol necessarily
mean Lindsay was taking the
plunge into Democratic prest-
dential politics. But a decision
to stay neutral might have the
effect of shutting a door his
supporters are trylng to keep
open,

Drive To Save
Heritage From

- Pollution Starts

ATHENS (AP)—A worldwide
"‘people's crusade' to save the
world’s ancient monuments, in-
cluding the Athens' Parthenon,
from the ravages of pollution,
was launched today by the at-
torney general of Illinois from
the steps of the 2 500-year-old
edifice.

Willlam J. Scott, who has
drafted the enforced antipollu-
tion laws told a gathering on the
Acropolls:

“We are dellberately starting
this ‘people's crusade here
where Western clvillzation be-
gan 2% millenia ago. Its deteri-
oration could be a symbol of the
end of civilization as we all
know L."

Scolt was the main speakér at
“Earth Day" at the Acrapolis,
sponsored by the American Hel
lenic Educational Progressive
Assoclation meeting In Athens
for its 48th convention. About
15,000 Greek-born residents of
America and Canada are at
tending.

The Parthenon, Scott sald is
an {deal that belongs to the
world. Now, In a relatively few
years, through misuse of the en-
vironment, man s about to do
what no one has been able to do
in more than 2,000 years—de-
stroy the Parthenon, he added,

Scott called for the creation of
an international commitliee to
organize the crusade and raise
funds.

“If we have the capability to
send man to the moon then cer-
tainly we have the caphbility to
save our priceless heritage, the
atmosphere,’ he said.

“We cannot afford to walt un-
til an ecological catastrophe
strikes and thousands of people
die in places llke New York,
Tokyo, Sydney, Los Angeles,
Moscow, Milan or Athens.'

Among the measures he sug-
gested to combat what he de-
scribed as the dangera of envi-
ronmental pollution, was the ed-
ucation of the dangers of pollu-
tion, voluntary agreements be-
tween governments to pass stiff
antipollution laws and research
Into the development of the.best
scientific means of preventing
pollution.

Eottage-Maple Land Sought
By MPA for More Parking

The Mnanchester Parking Au-
thority wants to buy five off-
Main 8t. Parcels, for off-street
parking purposes, and Is seek-

ing voter approval for thelr ac-
quisition,

A public hearing on a pro-
posed $185,000 bond Issue for
the purchase is scheduled for
8 pom. Aug. 18, at Waddell
School,

Four of the parcels ar eown-
ed by the Robert J. Gorman
estate and are contiguous prop-
erties at 25-27 Maple, 31-33 Ma-
ple, 37.39 Maple, and 76-78 Cot-
tage St. All four parcels have
two-family dwellings on them.
The agreed price for the four
parcels is $115,000.

The fifth parcel proposed for
acquisition is owned by the W.
G, Glenney Sr. estate. It is part
of the parking lot to the rear
of the Connecticut Bank and
Trust Co, and stores on the
west side of Brainard Pl, and
is now leased by the Parking
Authority. Its agreed price is
$50,000.

If purchased, the buildings
would be razed on the Maple
St. and Cottage S8t properties,
the lots would be prepared for
parking, and lights would be
installed. The Parking Authori-
ty's target date for occupancy
is the fall of 1971, to coincide
with state plans for parking
changes on Downtown Main St.

As explained by Parking
Authority members last night,
at an informal meeting with the
town's Board of Directors, the
bond Issue is needed because
their reserve fund totals only
$20,000,

The bond lssue, i approved,
would be financed entirely by
those property owners within
the boundaries of the Special
Downtown Taxing District,

Parking Authority  officials
estimate that the present six-
mill levy would have to be in-
creased to 10 or 12 mills,

Parking Authority chairman
Acle Johnson said that his group
is unanimous in recommending
the purchases. He said that, al-
though downtgwn merchants
were contacted informally, a
survey has not been taken on
whether or not they approve the
acquisitions,

“'It appears that the majority
are for it he sald.

Leo Juran, secretary of the
authority, agreed with Johnson.
"We realize, however,' Juran
added, “that there may be some
opposition from taxpayers, from
property owners, and from the
renters of the building we want
1o acquire.”

Johnson and Juran explained
that 47 parking stalls will be
lost on the west side of Main
St., south of Park St., when the
state installs its new traffic-con-
trol system. They sald that the
property acquisitions would be
the first step to a bigger future
plan for off-street parking.

The Parking Authority's pro-
posed $185,000 bond issue, if
authorized for a referendum by
the Board of Directors, would
appear on the Nov. 3 voting
machines,

Even though it would be finan-
ced entirely by taxes pald by
the Special Downtown Taxing
District, it requires considera-

To Chanin Teacher Issues

Queried today on probable
causes of teacher strikes next
year, as outlined yesterday by
Robert H. Chanin, National Ed-
ucation  Assoclation general
counsel, Dr, Frederick W. Lowe
Jr.,\ president of Manchester

Comxrmmlty College, and Dr.
Danald Hemnigan, superintend.
ent of schoals, had these reac-
tions: ’

Clnss size: Dr. Lowe sald
there {8 no across-the-board
policy, pointing out size varies
with the nature of the course,
and at the same time notlng
that MCC class sizes are small-
er than those in most state In-
stitutions,

Dr. Hennigan called attention
to the contract negotiated for
next year with the Manches-
ter Education Association
(MEA), It states the adminis-
tration should Umit kindergar-
ten classes to 25, elementary
to 30, and secondary scademic
to 33. When these numbers are
exceeded, provision s to be
made to divide, distribute or
provide the teacher with pro-
fegslonnl or para-professional
aid within 30 days.

Suppliea: No problem, Dr.
Lowe sald, Dr, Hennigan noted
great improvements have been
made in providing both teach-
Ing supplies and equipment.
Budget appropriations increased
from $116,000 in 1088-80 to ap-
proximately $186,000 for 1070-71.

Grievances: Dr. Hennigan
sald the Manchester procedure,
one of the firat to be formulated
in the state, is a clearly stated,
mutually agreed upon one be-
tween the MEA and the board.
It calls for steps from the teach-
er to department head, to im-
mediate supervisor, to the su-
perintendent of schools, to the
board, and finally, if necessary,
to arbitration. He added that
most differences are settled at
the Informal leve! with the
bullding principal.

Dr. Lowe sald the Board of
Trustees for Regional Commu-
nity Colleges 18 currently re-
viewing, for modification and
revision, a grievance procedure
worked out by trustees, college
presidents, and councll mem-
bers.

Administration raoport: In
any large organization, Dr. Hen-
nigan sald, there will alwavs
be vpeonle who feel, by thelr
‘defination, that ravport is lnck-
ing. “T don't feel there is anv
lack of ravoort” he sald.
‘““There is alwavs someone who
will listen to a teacher or anv
nthar emnlave. Some peonle feel
that ramnort means agreeing
upon what T want.*

Dr. Lowe sald the largest and
mnst active groom on the MCC
cammig la the Ineal ehantar of
the Connectiout State Fmnloves
Assnelation, comnosed of pro-
fessional Aand statf members.
Thera is also an Indenandent or-
ganization in the etght state
community colleges, which, he
aald, is given nerinheral recof-
nition bv the Board of Trstees,

Curriculum: *The faenltv is
the prime volee at MCC in de-
termining  curriculum.” Dr.
Lowe sald, pointing out it is the
prerogative of a facnltv commit-
tee to make recommendations to
a meeting of the total faculty
staff.

‘“The best teachers are those

who best know what students *

need, and are certainly an inte-
gral part of decigions,' Dr. Hen-
ningan  commented. George
Bradlau, asslstant superinten-
dent of schools for curriculum,
sald 30 teachers, at a cost of
$11,000, are involved in writing
curriculum thls summer,

Every effort is made to ob-
tain curriculum changes from
teachers, he said, and this yedd
the school system has been sue-
cessful in getting them to make
suggestions and recommenda-
tons, For example, a group is
working on rewriting the math-
ematics program for Grades 5
and 6, so the new approach to
the subject will be continuous
through the primary uand sec-
ondary grades; family life and
drug education programs are be-
‘ng implemented: a Highland
Park School teacher, who start-
ed a junior literary club for ac-
celerated readers, was given
two weeks to write up the pro-
gram for use in other schools;
a4 workshop was conducted on
instruction of pre-school mental-
ly retarded children.

Also, junior high English
teachers are preparing a
syllabus for teachers of non-col-
lege bound students; art and
music curricula are being writ-
ten; and three Illing Junlor
High School teachers are dis-
cussing and detdiling a ninth
grade team teaching approach.

On the senior high level, the
English department Is working
out electives over three vears
of study, which will be effective
In the 197172 school year, with
board approval; the social stu-
dies department 1is writing a
human behavior program for
the non-college bound student,
and revising the U.8. history
course to make it relevant to to-
dny; and the forelgn language
department is updating French
and German courses,

Policy: ""The faculty has sub.
stantial policy-making power on
the local level at the monthly
professional staff meeting, sub-
ject to my veto, but this can be
overridden by a two-thirds
vote,” Dr, Lowe sald.

“That depends upon what
Chanin means by policy,"” Dr.
Hennigan said. “Everything is
discussable, but not everything
is negotinble. I like to Hhear
what the staff needs, but I am

not always governed by it, cer-
negotiating

tainly not over the
table and not under pressure.'’

Books: Thelr selection Is
made by teachers or depart-
ments at both MOC and on the.
public school secondary level
At the elementary level, the
cholce is made by committee.
Bradlau said that, with the pos-
sible exception of reading,
there is no policy for uniform
use of any book tlgroughmt the
school system.

From today's viewpoint, Dr.
Lowe observed, there is less
posaibility of student strikes
during the coming acedemic
yenr than existed In the spring.
“Lack of political activity dur-
ing last spring’s voluntary
strikes has convinced most peo-
ple there i{s a lack of commit-
ment to politicad Interest,” he
sald, However, he does expect
there will be some requests to
work for candidates,

An April 6 townwide walkout
of Manchester public school
teachers was averted when the
threat was rescinded at a meet-
ing of the MDA team and ad-
ministrative representativea of
the Board of Education three
days before the scheduled walk-
out. At that time, the MEA
charged the Toard mnegotiator
with referring to bargaining
pessions as informal talks rath-
er than true negotiations.

For several years, state logls-
lation has made negotiation and
arbitration mandatory between
a board of education and
teachers' negotiating agent.

SST Chief:

U.S. Must Up Plane Making
Or Lose Out to Europeans

WASHINGTON (AP) — Un-
less the United States develops
a complete family of airplanes
—including the supersonic
transport—European manufac-
turers will corner the market
for airliners, a federal official
declared,

““The alrlines abroad will buy
closer to home,” Willlam M.
Magruder, chlef of 88T develop-
ment for the Department of
Transportation, said at a newa
conference Tuesday,

The United States already
bullds 85 per cent of the world's
airplanes, he said, but it'is in
the SST field that the United
States Is. unequaled—a fleld in
which between %2 billlon and
$50 billlon is at stake

“Other countries already have
our engine technology and can
build just as good subsonic
swept-wing jets as we can,"” Ma-
gruder said. But, he sald, this
country must produce the com-
plete line—long-range §8Ts, big
subsonic planes, medium-range
and short-range aircraft, medi-
um-gize airliners and small ones
—4f the United States is to re-
taln its share of the foreign
market,

Magruder sald a newly re-
leased report on environmental
problems relating to the SST,
prepared by  leading sclentists
during a month.long confersnce
at Willlams College, confirmed
earlier findings by experts of
the Transportation Depart-
ment's S8T office,

Maugruder sald that, contrary
o news accounts, the study
group made no recommendation
that the SST program be slowed
or abandoned.

It said, as Magruder's own en-
vironmental advisers had sald a
few months earlier, that uncer-
tdinties as to environmental ef-
fects must be resolved before
large-seale  production of the
88T gets under way,

As to the possibility there
might be official reluctance to

cancel a production program
once milllons are spent on {ts
development, Magruder listed &
number of military alreraft pro-
grams that had been dropped
after heavy research and devel-
opment spending.

Magruder sald his 88T envi-
ronmental advisory  council
studied the scientists' findings
and other data over the week-
end and came up with these
conclusions :

—FProjected 8ST operations
are unlikely to cause slgnificant
elimatic changes’ybut there are
uncertainties as d) photo-chem-
istry, circulation response and
natural variability of strato-
spheric properties,

—A significant decrease in
ozone is unlikely., A change in
ozone ot S8T flight levels will
not result in ultraviolet radia.
ton hazard at the ecarth's sur-
face.

—There will be a amaller
amount of contrail production
from S8STs than there is from
subsonic fets,

—Significant changes in tem-
perature at the earth’s surface
are unlikely.

—The sulfur content of exist-
ing alrcraft fuels probably
would have no effect on surface
temperatures,

—Manufacturers have the
technicnl capabllity to reduce
sulfur concentrations in aviation
fugl by significant amounts, al-
though the need to do so has not
been apparent.

In State, Steele Discloses

Bob 8teele of Vernon, Repub-
lican candidate for the Second

Officials at the Department of
Interior told Steele that the
Federal Water Quality Adminis-
tration has begun testing for
mercuryt' pollution In Connecti-
cuf

Bteele has been in contact
with the Interior Department
concerning the mercury problem
and has urged that state waters
be tested as soon as possible if
Connecticut's waters have Been
contaminated by mercury.

The highly polsonous mercury
reportedly enférs the water
through waste diacharged by in-
dustries using the liquid metal
in several manufacturing pro-
cosses and through asgricultural
fungicides,

When the mercury is dumped
into water it is absorbed by
fish in highly concentrated
quantitieas that can be danger
our or deadly to humans if the
fish is eaten, health officials re-
port.

A probe by the U.8, Senate
has disclosed that 20 states have
mercury pollution problems
with testing in other states In
the process.

Steele contacted the Interior
Department after the mercury
threat was firat revealed to ex-
press his concern and to urge
that waters in the 8econd Con-
greasional District be sampled
to see if they are contaminated.

Steele has llsted pollution as

one of the major issues in his
campaign and, has pledged to
work for the control and elimi-
nation of pollution,
- Bteele saild yesterday that the
“discharging of mercury pre-
sents an Intolerable threat to
the safety to our citizens, This
practice must be stopped im-
mediately.”

Weightlessness Research

Makes Medical Contribution

WASHINGTON (AP) — Re-
search on theé human body’s re.
sponse to the weightlesaness of

space flight has—by happy acel-
dent—led to a bonus discovery

that might help in the defense
against disease on earth, the
space agency announced today.

The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration sald one
of its scientista has discovered
“what appears to be a promis-
ing tool for determining the
structure of the human body's
vital proteins.''

The discovery, NASA sald,
consists of uncovering an appar-
ently overlooked chemical en-
syme among the body's thou-
sands of such materials—and
determining that it has unique
POWers.

Declaring the discovery por-
tends a practical use for the en-
zyme in laboratory research,
NABA said:

‘The new tool has promise for
direct medical and blological re-
search applications,

“For example, it could be
used to determine the amino
acid sequence of a wide variety
of immunoglobulins, the body's
main defense against disease.
Until now, this has been so diffi-
cult it has not yet been done.

‘“The new tool ... has the
unique ability to take a protein
molecule apart one plece at a
time."

Enzymes are the body’'s
percatalysts—that is, chemical

busy-body bystanders that enor-
mously speed up and often con-
trol the chemical reactions of
the body without becoming al-
tered themselves,

The newly uncovered enzyme
has been named dipetidyl ami.
nopeptidase, or DAP I for short.

NASA sald the natural chemi-
cal's ability to literally untangle
complex protein molecules bit
by bit was discovered by Dr. J.
Ken McDonald, a blochemist at
the space agency's Ames Re-
search Center, Mountain View,
Calif,

He made the finding—oatenal-
bly by a kind of happy accldent
which scientistas call serendipity
—while studying the role of tis-
sue enzymes In the body's re-
sponse to the welghtlessness of
space flight.

Declaring the enzyme can be
used to find the primary struc-
ture of many pmtzlm NASA
said:

‘“Protein Is the most common
solid material in the body. Pro-
tein molecules include the all-
important hlood-clotting factors,
many hormones, disease-fight-
ing antibodles, muscle struc-
tures and the enzyme catalysts
known to regulate a multitude
of chemical reactions in the
body

State Probing Fish Kill in Hockanum River

By BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter)

State officials from the Water
Resouirces Commission are mys-
tified as to why a sizeable kill
of fish was found where the

Hockanum and Tankerhoosan
Rivers join in Vernon.

The dead fish, reportedly
numbering in the hundreds,

have appeared in the past four

days in the Talcottville section
of Vernon on Golfland property
on Rt. 83, owned by Franklin

*Welles.,

Welles yesterday contacted
the Btate Water Resources Com-
miasion, and an engineer from
the department came out im-
mediately to inspect the area.

Engineer Robert Smith said
the pollution was definitely in
the Hockanum although most
of the dead fish appeared to be
in the other stream. He explain-
ed this was apparently because
the fish attempted to swim out
of the polluted water into the
clean water but were “‘zapped”
before they made it.

From  Talcottville, Smith
went 0 Vernon's sewage treat-
ment plant and spoke with Su-
perintendent Charles Pitkat who
sald the plant appears to be op-
erating as effiolently as poasible
untll proposed renovations are
made, .

He sald 1t would be his guess
that the problem was not one
that came from as far upsteam
as the plant. He fhels something
was discharged farther down the
river, something that was very
toxie to the fish,

He explained that the fish
found were suckers, and this
type of fish is notably stupld,
talkdng In anything around
them. It might not have so se-
riously affected another type of
fish.

Pitkat sald a dally check is

mads of the PH meter at the
plant, The PH factor determines
the degree of acldity in the
water, with seven being neu-
tral. He sald the fact that dead
fish have not been found before,
in his opinfon, would mean that
those found over the weekend
were killed by a “one-time" dis-
charge of something directly
into the river.
Today, officials from the state
are in Vernon taking samples
of the in-flow and out-flow at
the plant, Pitkat sald. He noted
this may just be coincidental as
this is done every so often.
Pitknt also pointed out that
the river is very low because
of the lack of rain this past
month coupled with the extreme
heat and the fact that farmers
upstream are using the water
to frrigate their fields. He said
when this happens the di.ution
factor is not there,

He further said that with all
of the development in the area,
especially the large number of
apartment buildings, everybody
is encroaching on the river,
Aleo, that section of the town
does not have sewers,, leading
to the posaibility of septic tank
overflow seeping Into the river.

The Hockanum River starts in
Tolland by Snipsic Lake, flows
through Rockville, heads under
the rond on Union St., then re-
verses up into Ellington for a
short distance and then bends
back and flows on down by
Union Pond in Manchester, The
Tankerhoosan starts from the
Tannkerhoosan Pond off the
Wilbur Cross Highway and joins
the Hockanum at Talcottville.

The town has been ordered by
the state to abate pollution of
e Hockanum, and il plans to
improve the treatment plant to
o so.

Board of Directors last night tabled action on the rate
hike until after a possible referendum on Nov. 3.

The increase, which would
affect all users of town water,
was estimated to bring an addi-
tional $220,000 annually to the
water department, This added
revenue is necessary, the board
said, to finance e $2 million
bond issue for capital improve-
ments in the town water sys-
tam,

At the public hearing last
night, it was discovered that
the proposed rate schedule sug-
gested by Town Manager Rob-
ert Welss and Public Worka Di-
rector Willam O'Nelll was a
rise of 50 per cent for the aver-
age homeowner, not 34 per cent
as previously assumed.

The average home, with a
family of four, usea about 2,400
cuble feet of water (18,000 gal-
lons) quarterly. The present
charge is $8.10 for water.

The proposed rate schedule
endorsed by Weiss and O'Nelill
would have cost the average
user §12.18. This schedule would
give the average user a smaller
percentage increase than the
rate schedule originally backed
by the Board of Directors.

Those rates would cost the
average user $12.22, The board
endorsed that schedule under
the incorrect assumption that
the average homeowner used
4,800 cubic feet of water quarter-

A hike in water rates would
mean an automatic and pro-
portionate hike in sewer rates.
Sewer rates are computed at 78
per cent of water-use charges.

Mistrial Declared
In Nazaroff Case

Hartford County Superior Court Judge Anthony J.
Armentano declared a mistrial yesterday afternoon in
the manslaughter case of John Nazaroff of Manchester,
after a seven-man, five-woman jury reported that they

were hopelessly deadlocked,

After 14 hours of deliberation,
the jury foreman sald they saw
no point in geoing on—no decis-
lon could be reached on either
of the counts against Nazaroff.

Nazaroff, 28, {s charged with
manslaughter in the January
shooting of George Vilbrin, 82,
also of Manchester. He was also
charged with cdrrying a gun
without a permit,

Vilbrin, was killed during a
dispute following an accident at
Spruce and Oak Sts. at about
10:30 p.m. Jan. 5. Nazaroff was
originally charged with first,
then second degree murder, but
in March a grand jury refused
& murder indictment,

The hung jury marked the
end of an involved trial which
began two weeks ago. During
the trial, the court heard the
testimony of five Manchester
policemen; two bystanders who
witnessed the shooting; Naza-
roff's estranged wife, Renate,
and a friend of hers; Nazaroff's
girlfriend; and several others.

Last Wednesday, Nazaroff
took the stand in his own de-
fense, relating most of the de-
talls of what happened Jan. 5.

Nazaroff sald he was In a
state of terror at the time of
the shooting; he never intended
to kill Vilbrin, but he did so
in self defense, In answer (o
questions from defense Attys,
John Berman and Courtney
Bourns, Nazaroff told of sever-
al Incidents contributing to his
fear of Vilbrin.

In final arguments last Thurs-
day, Asst, State's Atty. Joseph
Skelley Jr. submitted that Nnza-
use reasonable
force against Vilbrin, Testl-
mony from police and doctors
showed that Vilbrin was shot
seven times, four of which
were in the back.

Berman, in summing up the
defense position, said that when
one is i a state of terror, it

is impossible to react normal-
ly. Nazaroff admitted killing
Vilbrin, but claimed he did so
because he feared that his life
was In danger,

Testimony from various wit-
nesses disclosed a complicated
sequence of events on the night
of Jan, 5, which ended in Vil-
brin's death, Nazaroff, with his
girlfriend, Joline Breton, were
following Nazaroff's wife and

Vilbrin, who were in separate

CAars,

The climax came at the
Spruce-Oak Sts. Intersection,

when the Nazaroff and Vilbrin |
cars collided. A somewhat vio-

lent argument followed, Involv-
ing Nazaroff, Mlss Breton, Mrs,
Nazaroff, and Mrs. Judith Bak-
er (Mrs. Nazaroff's friend).
When Vilbrin came on the
scene and pulled Nazaroff from
his car, Nazaroff reached down,
pulled out the 22-caliber pistol,

and fired all nine rounds. An i

autopsy explained the cause of
Vilbrin's death as multiple gun-
shot wounds and internal in-
juries,

The jury began deliberating
shortly after 11 a.m. last Fri-
day, after hearing Judge Ar-
mentano’s B0-minute charge,
They continued untid
after 11 that night, and then
adjourned.

Resuming yesterday at 11
a.m, the jury requested the
re-reading of the entire charge,
which was done. At 3:38, a
mistrial was declared after the
judge recelved a note from the
jury saying they were dead-
locked.

Skelley asked that the case '

be set down for a re-trial to
start Sept. 22, which was
agreed to, Nazaroff will remain
free on a $7,000 cash bond post-
ed by his employer, the Gun-
ver Mfg.

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Love Thy Neighbor

In half a dozen pinces, the
Bible tells us to “love thy neigh-
bor.” But it may be difficult to
apply this general rule to the spe-
cific people who live next door.
To what extent does the law in-
sist on a “good neighbor policy?”

Under traditional legal rules,
a home owner owed very little
regard for his neighbor's sensi-

- bilities. He could do almost any-
thing he pleased, so long as he
did not actually intrude upon his
neighbor's property.

In one early case, a home own-
er dug such n deep excavation
near the boundary line that his
neighbor's house had to be abun-
doned as unsafe. Yet, even
though he had acted with malice
aforethought. a court held him
not linble for ruining the neigh-
bor’s house.

And in another case, u court
refused to condemn an enormous
“spite fence,” carefully dc\igncd
to shut out light and air from
the people next door. The judge
said “it would be intolerable to
allow a man's neighbors to ques-
tion his motives."

But in recent years, as people
began living closer together, the
attitude of the law has chnngcd
Today the right to excavale is &
limited by considerntions of 2
safety and fair play. Almost
everywhere, the spite fence is for-
bidden. As one court put i

“No one ought to have the
legal right to make a malicious
use of his property for no benefit
to himself, but merely to injure
his fellow man.”

Of course, moderate annoy-
ances—even if unneighborly—are
still legal. A home owner may
still be reasonably noisy, even if
the neighbors like it quiet. He
may s#ll paint his house a color
that the neighbors consider
frightful.

A new 6-center bearing a pho-
tograph of the former president
and World War IT hero will be
issued with first day ceremonies
in Washington, D.C., In August.
The exact date has not as yet
been sel, but the stemp will be
printed in sheet, coll and book-
let form.

This will be a regular 6-cent
stamp and not a commemora-
tive. The difference lz that the
regular stamp will be printed by
the billlons rather than in Hmit-
ed quantitles reserved for com-
memorative adhesives. An Hi-
senhower commemorative wan
issued last October.

The Elsenhower stamp was
designed by Robert Gelssman of
New York City and Is based on
n Defense Department phnto-
graph. It is a vertical stamp in
blue with Tke attired in civilian
garb. Across the bottom of a
white panel In blue sans serif
capitals is "Elsenhower USA."

Collectors desiring first day
cancellations may send ad-
dressed envelopes, together
with remittance to cover the
cost of the stamps to be affixed,
to the Postmaster, Washington,
D.C. 20018, The endorsement
should read “First Day Covers
Eisenhower Stamp."

Hearing Crickets?
It’s the Male Voice

GAINESVILLE, Fla. (AP) —
The male is the chatterbox in
the world of crickets, says a

biologist who has spent 15 years
studying the insects,

The female cricket, says Dr,
Thomas J, Walker, is silent
throughout her lifespan.

““The male of each species of
fleld cricket actually makes
three different  identifiable
calls,"” says Walker. ‘“They are:
Saying hello to a possible dis-
tant lover, the billing and cocing
of courtship and the angry
sounds to warn off a rival,

‘““And contrary to misconcep-
tion, -thig little insect makes ita
sound by ruffing his wings, not
“‘rubbing his hind legs togeth-
er,"” Walker adds,

He saye his Interest in cricket
sounds was aroused while he
was doing graduate work at
Ohio State University. Now =a
professor at the University of
Florida, Walker spends part of
his time in the classroom teach-
ing entomology and general

He spends much of the rest of
the time with crickets and katy-
dids. .

Walker says he has ldentified
five species of the fisld cricket,

like the katydid a coumn of the
grasshopper.

He says cricket sounds vary
by specles as well as by air
temperature and mood of the in-
sect—'"Crickets are very
moody."’

He says the U,8. Army wants
to learmn about the audible
sounds of the woods and forests,
including the chirping of crick-
ets,

‘“They thought that by know-
ing what natural sounds are,
they might be able to detect an
enemy more easily,” he ex-
plains,

Several large aircraft compa-
nies also have shown an interest
in_ crickel sounds.

“‘Some engineers belleve that
the whine of jet engines may
sound, to birds, like swarms of
crickets, and may cause birds
to fly into & jet during flight."
Walker says.

The entomologist, who has
hundreds of feet of movie film
of the insects he observes, ad-
mits some crickets play less im-
portant roles in cricket soclety
than others,

‘“There are those crickets,
ilke some humans,” he says,
‘‘who wander almlesaly through
their life just tending to their
everyday cricket business.”

Graebner dominated the first
set, breaking Newcombe in the
first game and again in the fifth
on route to an easy triumph.

The second set was more of a
struggle, with each player
breaking twice In the first seven
games, at which point New-
combe led 4-8. Gracbner held

House Today

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
House's vote today on the postal
reform bill is expected to clear
the way for the moat sweeping
overhaul of the U.8. mails since
