B8AIGON (AP) — American
officers today disclosed a shift
in strategy and said because of
it U.8, forces possibly could be
reduced in the next 11 months
more than the 150,000-man cut
President Nixon has promised.

The shift puts Bouth Viet-
namese forces in blooking and
patrolling roles along the Cam-
bodian and Laotian borders, re-
placing American units which
are being pulled back to the in-
terior of South Vietnam.

One senior officer sald South
Viethamese made
“real strides In some areas in
the last gix months of 1080 and
the first three months of 1970."
He sald their performance In
the operations In Cambodla
“provided sort of a dramatic
revelation of the progress that
had really been made."

Officers sald the takeover by
South Vietnamese forces of
large chunks of border reglons
once patrolled by U.8, troops ls
proceeding well, They sald it
could pave the way for enlarge-
ment of the American with-
drawal program before next
June 30,

One such South Vietnamese
force caught a large force of
Viet Cong and North Viet-

namese soldiers Thursday along
the Cambodian border 50 milea
west o fSaigon: After pounding
them with bombers and artil-
lery, the Saigon troops Teported
‘99 of the enemy killed, along
with 13 SBouth Vietnamese killed
and 13 wounded,

The Viet” Cong, meanwhile,
slammed four 100-pound rocketa
into a military stockade in Hue,
killing 14 South Viethamese sol-
diers accused of various mill-
tary offenses and wounding 63,
It was the first shelling of Hue
in more than a month,

Lt, Gen. Michael 8, Davison,
commander of American forces
in Saigon and the 11 surround-
ing provinces, sald that in hia
region the national police are
moving out into the countryside,
the People's Self-Defense Force
is being expanded and trained,
and the Popular Forces have
been expanded and Improved,

""Hopefully, by the time next
June rolls around . .. the secu-
rity of the population ought to
be In pretty damn good hands so
that the regular South Viet-
namese army divisions no long-
er have to concern themselves
about the populated areas,” Da-
vison sald.

Pact Builds Bridge
Linking Bonn, Reds

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
and West German foreign min.
lsters today Initinlled a new

nonaggression treaty in which
West Germany for the first time

accepts the postwar loss of east-
em German territory to Poland
and the Soviet Union,

Chancellor Willy Brandt hopes
the pact will open the way to
improved relations with other
nations of the Soviel bloc as
well as with the Soviet Union.

German sources sald the trea-
ty 18 primarily an acceptance of
the reallties that have existed in
FEastern Hurope for many
years. They said the real signifi.
cance of the pact can only be
measured by the future develop-
ment of relations between Bonn
and Moscow.

West German Foreign Minis-

ter Walter Scheel and Soviet
Forelgn Minister Andrel Gro-
myko put their Initials to the
treaty and exchanged toasts
during a 4-minute ceremony at
the Spiridonov reception house,
The two ministers had agreed
on the text Thursday night after
11 days of negotiations in Mos.
COW.
The treaty will be submitted
Baturday to the West German
Cabinet in Bonn, but there was
no Indication when it will be
signed. Nor was It known when
the text would be made public,

The treaty Is a revision of o
preliminary draft worked out by
Gromyko and Egon Bahr, a ape-
cial envoy from Brandt, in five
months of talks that began last
January. The pact is the key-
stone of Brandt's Ostpolitik, the
policy of building new bridges of

understanding  between Bonn
and Communist Bast Europe,

The pact includes a renuncia-
tion of the use of force against
each other and acceptance of
present boundaries in Europe,
Including the Oder-Nelsse line
between Poland and BEast Ger-
many.

The Oder-Neisse frontier has
been 4 major issue in West Ger-
many since the Western allies
agreed at the 185 Polsdam
conference to Polish occupation
of German territory east of the
Oder and Nelsse rivers, Al-
though the Potsdam agreemoent
specified this was a temporary
arrangement, until a German
peace treaty was concluded, Po-
land's expulsion of most of the
German population and the cold
war division of Europe long ago
made apparent that Oder-Neisse
was In fact Germany's castern
boundary.

The Soviet-German treaty
does not take up the question of
divided Berlin although the Ger-
mans wanted guarantees of free
access o Wedt Berlin, Bul the
Bonn government has already
sald the West German pariia-
ment will not ratify the treaty
until a “satisfactory Berlin solu-
tion” is worked out at the Big
Four ambassadorinl talks now
being held in West Berlin,

One of Scheel’'s chief aims
during his negotiations In Mouy-
cow was to amend the Gromy-
ko-Bahr draft to include a refer-
ence to Bonn's constitutional
goal of German reunification.
He proposed accomplishing this
by 2 reference to the 1055 So-

U.S. Ready for

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
United States has secretly pre-
pared for decades to fight a war
using chemicals and germs that
kill man, his animals and crops.

The secrecy shrouding the na-
tion's chemical, bilological war-
fare (CBW) program fostered a
horror-type reaction among
many  people which over-
whelmed the logic of such weap-
ons,

Now, even declsions over how
to destroy some of these weap-
ons, provokes the game reac-
tion,

Controversy and protest con-
tinued today as workmen &t two
Southern Army depots loaded
3,000 tons of old—but still deadly
—GB nerve gas rockets aboard
traing for thelr trip to sea and a
walery grave,

Army officials said it cost §1.6
milllon to make these rockets,
It will cost $705,000 to destroy
them.

The rockets, encased in steel
and concrete coffing, are only a
small part of America's CBW

stockplle, Its size is a national
secret, but it is belleved to con-
tain millions of pounds of chem-
ical agents ranging from rela-
tvely mild tear gas—used In
Vietnam-—to polsonous GA, BB
and P nerve agents, Odorless,
tasteless and Invisible, these
agents kill in seconds.

Until last year, blological or
germ weapons were part of this
hidden arsenal. But President
Nixon renounced use of these
weapons, ordered existing
stocks destroyed and declared
the United States would confine
its biological research to defen-
sive measures such as immuni-
zation,

The chemlical wespons re-
mained. Packed in virtually any
type of military ordnance—
bombs, rockets, artillery shells,
grenades and land mines—they
are gtored and ready for use at
military depots in the United
States, West Germany and Oki-
nawa,

““As much nas we deplore this

Postal Reform Seen Giving

Extra Zip to

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
gress has released its grip on
the U.8. malils after nearly two
centuries and the Post Office

looks forward to shedding hand-
jcaps that prompted one post-
master general to say the de-
partment was in ‘2 race with
disaster.”

More than two years after a
presidential commission recom-
mended it, and more than one
year after the legislation was in-
troduced, Congress sent Thurs-
day to President Nixon a bill
creating an independent U.B,
Postal Service.

The White House halled the
occasion as “a landmark day
and a landmark plece of legisia-
tion for usera of the postal sery-
fce and postal workers” and
sald Nixon would sign the meas-
ure next week.

It provides for establishment
of the corporate-like federal
agency within a yoar and a.ret
roactive 8 per cent pay hike for
postal workers. It also makes
lkely an increase In first class
postage rates—from the six.cent
to an elght-cent stamp—early
next year,

The new Postal Service will
be run by a nine-man, presiden-
tially-appointed board of gover-
nors who will gelect a postmas-
ter general and deputy postmas-
ter general.

Rates will be set not by Con-
gress as for the past 181 years,
but by a five-member rate com-
mission with the approval of the
board of governors,

The postmaster general, fre-
quently In the past a political
handiman of the president rath-
er than a working head of the
mail gystem, will be removed
from the Cabinet.

The new system is designed to
modernize and streamline deliv-
ery of the mails, and eventually
to climinate the huge deficits

that have been an annual fea-
ture of the Post Office budget
for the past 16 years,

Rather than going to Congress
for higher wages, postal em-
ployes will bargain with the
board of governors through
their unions, which will have all
rights given to labor organiza.
tions in private industry except
to strike and to form a unlon
shop.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation's  unemployment rate
bounced back up to five per cent
of the work force In July, high-

The jobless rate had also hit
five per cent In May and then
declined to 4.7 per cent In June,

The total number of unem-
ployed in July was 4.5 million,
an actual drop of 180,000, but it
usunlly declines more sharply in
July and the Bureau of Labor
Statistics tigured it as o rise of
275,000 on a geascnally adjusted
basals

The nation's total employment
rose nearly one million last °
month to 80.2 milllon, but the
bureau sald the significant non.
farm payroll category was down
$00,000 to & total of 70.6 milllon
during the month,

The report sald the rise in un-
employment affected mostly
women over 25 and men under

All the rise was among white
workers, whose joblesa rate
moved up from 4.2 to 4.7 per
cent while the rate for Negroes
edged down from 8.7 to 8.3 per
cent, the bureau sald.

The white rate was the high-
est in six years,

Unemployment was also con-
siderably higher among manu-
facturing workers, rising from
5.8 to 6 per cent, the highest in
nearly séven years,

There was also a substantial
rise in unemployment among
white collar professional and
clerical workers, whose rate
moved up from 28 lo 3.1 per
cent in July, the report sald,

The bureau also reported that
average earnings of some 45
million rank and file workers
rose one cent per hour and $1.02
per week to $3.22 hourly and
$121.07 weekly. This was 5.6 per
cent per hour and 4.0 per cent
per week higher than a year
earlier, but the nation's contin.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fed-
eral trial examiner Maurice
8. Bush has ordered a Hartford
Conn. manufacturing company
to rehire Gary D. Wilkes 8r.,
the second of two employes
fired by the company.

The examiner ruled Wilkos,

Allen R, Lawrence 8r. 28,
also was fired by the company.
He was ordered reinstated by
a trial examiner of the National
Labor Relations Board, ths de-
cision noted. A third worker,
Willlam 8t. Amand, 62, was
“compelled'’ to retire under
threat of firing, Bush added.

Hartford Falence, a manufac-
turer of electrical porcelain
products, maintained before the
NLRB examiner that during the
git-down "it had no knowledge
that the work stoppage was for
the purposs of seeking higher
pay, & protected actlvity under
the act, and that accordingly ita
discharge of Wilkos was not In
violation of the act.”

The club, which really does
distribute certificates and but-
tons, is one of many efforts by
brokers to get thelr salesmen
out into the open again after the
disastrous market slide that de-
stroyed their confidence and in.
comes, and Incidentally, the
customers also,

As one big brokerage house
desceribed the saleaman, he s
“truly one of the walking
wounded, a bona fide, blood-
soaked casualty of the bear
market.”

And so the pep talks are com-
mon these days., Most are quite

The 1200 Club is the idea of
Edward Burr, president of An-
chor Corp., an Hlizabeth, N.J,,
mutual fund sponsor.

Can Man
Checkout -

WASHINTON (AP) —A new
computerized ‘‘grocery clerk”
developed to eliminate many
chores in retail food stores
could mean savings lo consum-
ers and shorter lines at check-
out stands, the Agriculture De-
partment announced today.

The system, a prototype, five
years in development, was
scheduled for unvelling today at
the USDA's facility in nearby
Hyattsville, Md. Among those
expected to attend was Virginia
Knauer, White House consumer
advisor,

Several pleces of electronic
equipment are involved, Includ-
ing a tabulator, memory bank,
teletype and scanner. Here's
what they do:

When an {tem is taken to the
store's checkout counter, the
scanner reads a bulltdin code
end shows the ftem’'s price
immediately on & lighted bar
above the tabulator,

After the customer's order is
completely checked he recelves
an itemized purchase list by
name with as well as the per
unit and per package prices, At
the bottom of the customer's
tape, the total cost of the order,
taxes and the number of trading
stamps due, if any, are shown,

The system, according to offi-
clals, simultaneously maintains
an inventory of store's shelves.

‘“This facllity promises to hold
down retail cost, with savings
passed on to the consumer,' de-
partment officials sald.

The project was concelved by
the department about five years
ago and developed by i private
company Charecogn Systems,
Ine,, Natick, Mass,

Officials estimated the cost at
about $80,000 per store.

Among some of the way costy
could be reduced, the depart-
ment said, are: Ellmination of
price markings on each item,
automation of reordering shelf
supplies; and automatic and
continuous Inventory.

Consumer benefits would in-
clude elimination of cash regis-
ter errors, complete (temization
of purchases, and speedy serv-
ice, the department sald,

An added provision, however,
favors “preserving the rights of
the states to prescribe the
times, places and manner of

Secretary of State Wade O.
Martin Jr. of Louisiana intro-
duced the proposal “‘opposing
the concept” of direct popular
voting for president and specifi-
cally opposes the House-passed
bill and any other bllls propos-
ing direct presidential voting,

Secretary of State August P.
LaFrance of Rhode Island said
many people do not vote in pres-
idential elections because they
feel that under the electoral col-
lege system “‘their votes don't
count."

Secretary of State John F.X.
Davoren of Massachusetts, who
spoke in favor of direct presi-
dential voting, said If the elec-
toral college is continued there
should be a constitutional
amendment making it manda-
tory that an elector cast his
electornl college vote for the
candidate who carried his state.

The nub of America’s transportation
problem is that American workers and
jobs have moved away from each other,
Mliddle-class, white-collar workers have
left the citles for better housing in the
suburbs, but white-collar jobs remain in
the central cities. Low-skilled, low-pald
workers have been left behind in the
cities, but blue-collar jobs have gone to
the suburbs,

The obvious answer is belter rapld-
transit facilities from city to suburb. The
city streets cannot bear more automoblle
traffic, the city alr cannot bear more
pollutants, and the inner-city poor cannot
afford automoblles to take them to sub-
urban jobs.

If all this s obvious, nothing In the
present federnl transportation policy
would meke it appear so. The federal
government is spending more than $5§
bllllon this year on highway programs
(for which it suppllies %0 per cent of
costa,)

In this same year, the federal govern-
ment is spending less than $200 million
for urban public transportation.

While the administration urban transit
bill talks sbout $10 billion In 12 years,
Representative Hdward Koch (D) of
New York points out that it says nothing
about authorizations of funds, much less
appropriations. Moreover, it provides for
only two-thirds federal funding of muoss
transit programs, compared to 90 per
cent of highway costs.

wants to phase out the liberal
white youth, conscience-strick-
en and radically inclined, who
Joins VISTA to agitate and lead
ghetto blacks..

There is, then, an {rony at
work here. Rumsfeld, a White
House speclal assistant as well
as OEO director, has been grow-
ing closer to President Nixon.
Though he denies it, friends be-
Heve Rumsfield has moved per-
ceptibly leftward since his con-
servative days in Congress and
is now an important pleader for
social welfare at the White
House, But he has infuriated
the left by his reshaping of the
poverty program to satisfy
angry demands from the right.

Those demands have concen-
trated on VISTA, whose volun-
teers have made a point of
antagonizing the established
political order. Rumfeld was
smothered with complaints
about VISTA while attending the
Western governors' conference
at Columbus, Ohio, in recent
weeks,

He was told, for example, how
one New York-bred volunteer in
Alaska was traveling about pro-
moting an independent Eskimo
republic, Gov. Jack Willlams of

Fischetti

Arizona told of VISTA insisting
that an Indian village in his
state be built facing the direc-
tion opposite to anclent tribal
custom.

With anti-VISTA complaints
equally heavy in Congress,
Rumsfeld's simple course would
have been to kill the volunteer
program outright. Instead, he
has called for slightly higher
spending—$38.56 million this year
compared with $32.8 million in
the lJast Johnson year—and to
pose a new model volunteer:
Older, with a useful profession,
stripped of his old broad author.
ity to make pollcy independent
of Washington.

Rumsfeld has spelled this out
precisely in meeting with
VISTAs all year. Aware that
VISTA radicals were orchestrat.
ing a confrontation designed for
headlines, Rumsfeld wisely
ducked last week's Washington
conference of the 300 dissidents,

Where Rumsfeld has been less
than wise Is his faflure to ap-
point & VISTA director. Rums-
feld wasted months toying, with
the iden of 24-year-old liberal
Richard Blumenthal, a former
White House alde now on a
Marine Corps hitch, before the
idea exploded two weeks ago In
a burst of badl publicity.

But whoever is named, no
matter how liberal, will have to
follow Rumsfeld's VISTA policy.
That policy means VISTA will
no longer serve as a sanctuary
where radical white youths, pro-
tected from the draft, can ped-
die revoluntionsry plpedreams
in the slums under Uncle S8am's
sponsorship,

However meany VISTA volun-
teers nolsily protest In the
future, those good old days will
not return as long as Mr. Nixon
ia President.

Power Cutoff
In Loaded Jet
Baffles Airline

MIAMI (AP) — Twice In four
days a DCS jet loaded with pos-
sengers lost power in all four
engines, once at 14,000 feet and
once on the ground, Kastern
Alrlines sald Thursday night.

On July 29, over Ontarlo, Callf.,
the plane - with 106 aboard
dropped 6,000 feet in 1.7 minutes
before power mysteriously
surged back to the engines 8,000

‘feat above the ground, accord-

ing to James Ashlock, airline
spokesman here,

The plane was checked over,
flown empty to Miaml for tests
and then sent on a charter flight
Saturday from Atlanta to Mexi-
co City with 128 aboard. After
landing, the engines went dead
again,

It was returned empty again
to Miami, and airline officials,
Federal Aviation Administra-
tion investigators, technicians
from Douglas Alrcraft Co
which built the plane, and Pratt
& Whitney which made the en-
gines began trying to pinpoint
the cause of the power loss,

Ashlock sald the plane will not
be used again for passenger
service until the problem is lo-
cated and repaired. He sald the
plane normally earns $100,000 a
day for Eastern.

"This is of extreme concern to
us,” Ashlock sald. ‘“There's
something we just don't know
about it."

very disappointed in the lack of
response to the specific recom-
mendations,"' sald Rep.

Fulbright Challenges
Pentagon Truth on ABM

WASHINGTON (AP) — S8en.
J. W. Fulbright has accused the
Pentagon of telling “half the
truth or even leas than half the
truth about the Safeguard anti-

missile system, creating an
enormous ‘‘missile credibility
gap."

The Arkansas Democrat said
the Pentagon reported a panel
of leading scientists found the
ABM system fully qualified to
protect U8, second-strike Min.
uteman missile sites.

Fulbright, however, said the
sclentists recommended aban-
donment of plans to bulld two
new Safeguard sites to protect
Minutemen arsenals. The scien-
tists urged defense planners to
develop an alternative system
for the sole protection of Min-
uteman sites, he said as he re-
leased copies of the declassified
report,

Fulbright made his accusation
as the Benate decided to vote
next Wednesday on an amend-
ment by 8ens. Jolm Sherman
Cooper, R-Ky., and Philip A,
Hart, D-Mich., to cutl some $300
milllon from & pending Safe-
guard authorization of more
than $1.8 billlon. The move
would curtail scheduled expan-

sion of the controversisl system
to two new sites,

At the same time, Sen. Harold
Hughes, D-Iiown, got an agree-
ment for a vote Wednesday on
his amendment to kill all Safe-
guard funds in the $18.2 billion
military procurement bill,

Most senators give the Coop-
er-Hart anti-expansion amend-
ment the best chance of sue-
cesa, but acknowledge the vole
will be close,

Senate ABM foes took comfort
from the report of the seven-
man scientific advisory board,
saying It all but amounted to an
endorsement of the Cooper-Hart
position. It was submitted last
Jan. 27 to Secretary of Defense
Melvin Laird,

“If the only purpose of Safe-
guard is ... to protect Minute-
man,"” the second phase author-
fzed In the Senate bill should be
stopped, the report sald.

The scientists also concluded
that an estimated $1 billlon for
ABM development this fizeal
year should not be spent if plans
are abandoned to expand the
system and ‘‘there is a foresee-
able termination of ballistic
missile defense deployment at
the completion of Bafeguard
phase one.”

Army Insists
Gas Shipment
'Will Be Safe

In London, the Foreign Office

The Army gave no timetable
for leaving the Richmond depot.

Pottef Explains Planning
At Youth Group Meeting

The scope of planning and
zoning, its beginning and de-
velopment, and the proposed
density regulations to decrease

““We're all doing our best to
come up with ideals and goals
for the town,” he sald, ‘‘Both
C-DAP and the PZC are con-
cerned with roads, utilities, wel-
fare, housing, schools and rec-
reation.” When the questions
from the young people indicated
an unfamiliarity with C-DAP,
he suggested that the commis-
sion hold a program on that
subject,

Calling planning and zoning
a ‘'very complicated subject,'
Potter traced its history since
it began in this country in 1926.
After the federal. government
passed enabling legisiation de-
rived from other countries that
had similar laws, states and
towns gradually passed laws
permitting and regulating plan-
ning and/or zoning commis-
slons and boards of appeals.

Zoning was adopted, he said,
as people became more afflu.
ent, and some cities got out of
control. People wanted protec-
tion against undesirable neigh-
borhoods, Others were working
to improve environment in ways
besides police department and
criminal law, Many looked with
suspicion on zoning and thought
it was a violation of their con-
stitutional rights, and for many
years strenuously opposed the
adoption of zoning in thelr com-
munities.

““Basically, planning is look-
ing ahead, deciding how the
town should develop and grow,
what use should be allowed in
certain areas, and what meth-
ods should be used to get the
best usage from the land,'" Pot-
ter sald,

“Zoning comes in to apply
‘police power' in various areas
zoned for certain uses,’” he said.

When zoning was Introduced
into towns, certain land uses
were already committed in
some aress. Areas where there

were good houses and big lots
were zoned to permit only sim-
flar buildings in the space near
existing homes, and areas with
amaller homes on little lots were
zoned for smaller lots and
homes than In the former zone.
Some towns created zones for
business and industry and zoned
undeveloped land as wilderness,
rural resldential, agriculture or
virgin territory. Different towns
used different terminology, but
each made regulations for its
gones. Through the years, the
dutles of PZC's became more
defined and more technlcal.
Towns began (o use more ex-
perts In the field in advisory
capacities. Many aspects of zon-
ing have been tested in the
courts, he said, Towns now have
comprehensive plans that rec-
ommend future land use, control
and protection. of existing prop-
erty, and serve as a gulde in
meaking new regulations,

“Zoning laws are supposed
to be suitable for their distriet,”
he said, but noted that the strict
and exacting ordinances might
apply fairly to 80 per cent of
the people in the zone but not
to the other 10 per cent. “Re-
alizing this, the courts deemed
that if the exact demands could
not be met for various reasons,
the property owner could ask
for a variance from the Zoning
Board of Appeals. He would
have to prove a hardship,” he
sald.

‘“The clamor for some kind
of home became so Insistent in
the last 10 years that many
towns lowered their restrictions
against apartments," he said.

Many people expressed ob-
jections to permitting apart-
ments because they had seen
some not buiit in the best
standards or locations, and not
properly maintained. “They
sald they will overlond our
schools, create traffic hazards,
and pollute the air,"” he said,
“‘but what they really were say-
ing was ‘don’'t put them in my
neighborhood.'! Every time we
have a public hearing on chang-
ing apartment zoning hordes of
people come to object.'

He noted that the commission
has been studying apartment
regulations for two years and
generally feels it cannot outlaw
apartments. “‘They have been a
normal part of the development
in town for years."

He showed the Youth Com-
misslon several charts showing
the proposed regulations that
would decrease the number of
housing units permitted to be
buflt on an acre of land.
Theoretically, units with a total
of 88 bedrooms can be built un-
der present regulations; one of
the proposed regulations would
permit not more than 24 bed-
rooms an acre. He noted that he
will recommend an extra 1,000
£q. fL. play area for every bed-
room in untis with more than
two bedrooms.

In closing, Potter held up his
copy of the State Statutes on
Zoning, noting It makes very
interesting reading. There is
a copy of it in the library and
in his office, he sald.

For Kidnap Victims

MONTEVIDEO, Uruguay
(AP) — President Jorge Pache-
co Areco's refusal to ransom an
American police adviser and a
Brazilian consul kidnaped by
leftist rebels increased fears for
their safety today.

In a communique Wednesday
night, the Tupamaro rebels who
iddnaped Dan A, Mitrione, 80, of
Richmond, Ind., and Aloysio
Mares Dias Gomide gave the
government until midnight to-
night to agree to release an esti-
mated 150 political prisoners.

The kidnapers sald if the gov-
emment did not agree, they
would “terminats this affair
and do justice.”” They did not
specify that they would kill the
two men. But the communique
said Mitrione, an adviser to the
Urugusyan police under the
American ald program, admit-
ted he had ‘‘provided lethal
weapons to repress the Uru-
guayan people." And it aaid the
41year-old consul represented a
“dictatorship of slaughterers
that has tortured and murdered
hundreds of Brazilian patriots in
its prisons..”

In a brief statement to news-
men Thuradey night, President
Pacheco Areco sald he was “ab-
solutely in agreement’’ with an
Interior Ministry statement that
imprisoned Tupamaros were
common criminals and could
not be released ns political pris-
oners,

The president sald he was not
insensitive to the “sorrow and
desperation' of the missing
men's families. “But as presl-
dent I have the supreme duty to
maintain law, Institutions and

the Intangible rights of legiti-
mate justice,” he declared.

Theg Uruguayan government is
the third Latin-American re-
gime to reject demands by kid-
napers of foreign officials for
the release of political prison-
ers, In the two previous cases,
Guatemalan rebels murdered
the West German lmb&lladﬂ.

Four other foreign diplomats
have been exchanged for politi.
cal prisoners in Brasil and Gua-
temala.

Both the .U.S. and Brazillan
embassies were putting pres-
sure on the Uruguayan govern-
ment, and U.8S. Ambasaador
Charles W, Adair appealed to the
Tupamaresa to release Mitrione
80 he could get hospital treat-
ment for a chest wound he ap-
parently received in the kidnap-
ing. The kidnapers said earlier
the American had been operat-
ed on and was recovering.

Local leaders of the Roman
Catholle Church made a new of-
fer to mediate, proposing a new
exchange arrangement. In a
television broadcast, they sug-
gesated that Mitrione be swapped
for any prominent political pris-
oner In any Latin-American
country, as designated by the
Tupamaros, and that the Brazil-
lan consul be exchanged for po-
Htical prisoners held in Brazil,

Interior Minister Antonio
Francese met with the Brasilian
ambassador and told him the
government was dolng all it
could to find the two men before
the deadline. A reward of a mil-
lon pesos—$4,000—was offered
for information leading to the

recovery of the palr.

Celia Victim Finds Waiting
For Back to Normal ‘Dull’

CORPUS CHRISTI, Tex. (AP)
— "“Being a hurricane victim
can be awfully damned dull,'
sald a Corpus Christi housewife.
‘*There's just nothing to do but
wait."

She referred to the boredom
of a town without electricity,
without entertainment, without
telephones, without television,
with a nightly curfew and with
few places to shop.

t Texas coastal bend
cities and towns battered by
Hurricane Celin, but officials
said today major strides are
being made in emergency relief
for victims of the storm and
utility services are gradually
being restored.

“It's really a shock to see peo-
ple suffer this much,'" he said.
“It's distresaing to me to see
such a loss." -

Seventy per cent of this area’s
residents were still without per-
menent electrical power today,
although about 14,000 customers
in this city were receiving pow-
er over restored utility lines.

"Proper police and fire pro-
tection can only be maintained
if it is clear that attacks will
not be tolerated and that law-
lessness will not become a way
of life,”' Marcus sald.

boosted the proposed Dickey-
Lincoln Power Project In Maine.

In doing so, he implled criti-
clom of Democratic Congress-
man Robert N. Giaimo, who has
been generating opposition to
the project.

Marcus made his remarks at
& news conference devoted
mainly to economic issues.

The state senator from New
Haven, who ia one of Glaimo's
constituents, was fn the midst
of a statement evidently calcu-
lated to appesl to organized
labor. Labor's state and region-
al leaders, incidentally, had
been sharply critical of Giaimo
for his role in preventing Dick-
oy - Lincoln from going for-
ward,

Marcus said he couldn't find
‘‘any reasonable objection' to
Dickey-Lincoln, although Giai-
mo has repeatedly criticized the
project as being o waste of tax
dollars.

And Marcus said he under-
stood Giaimo's objection
as being essentially that Dickey-
Lincoln would be “an invasion
of private industry'' by the fed-
eral government,

One of Iabor's charges
agalnst Gialmo was that the
congressman was being, know-
ingly or not, a tool of the priv-
ate power industry In New
England.

The rift between Marcus and
Glalmo appears to have widen-
ed since June 27, when Glaimo

—and most of the rest of the
North Haven delegation to the
Democratic State Convention —
cast votes for Alphonsus J,
Donahue for the U.8. Senate
nomination.

Donahue, a wealthy business-
man, also came in for crit-
lelsm by Marcus Thursday, Of
the seven Talon zipper plants
in the United States, six are in
so-called ‘‘right-to-work' states
where closed union shops are
{llegal, sald Marcus — and
Donshue, he said, used to be
the majority stockholder in Tal-
on before {t was bought out by
Textron.

Marcus said Connecticut
industries which are tempted to
retocate in “rightto-work
states’' should be discouraged
by enactment of laws requiring
them to pay laid-off Connecti-
cut employes at least one year's
salary in severance pay.

The unemployment situation
in Connecticut has become
worse this summer than it was
when Marcus announced Iast
spring that o recession might be
in the offing, the candldate sald.

He sald the unemployment
rate in Bristol reached 12.8 per
cent In June, while in Torring-
ton it wes 10,8 per cent, In
Walterbury 8.8 per cent, In An-
sonia 8.4 per cent, in Meriden
8.3 per cent and in New Britain
7.8 per cent,

Marcus called for more fed-
ernl nid to high-unemployment
areas and a lowering of Inter-
est rates in order to satimulate

the housing industry.

Sen. Albert Gore, an anti-Viet-
nam war Democrat, faces the
toughost fight of his long politi-
cal life against Rep, Willlam
Brock, a pro-Nixon Republican,
in the Nov. 3 general election.

Gore, who calls himself the
No, 1 White House target of the
off-year elections, won renomi-
nation handily over four oppo-
nents in Thursday's Democratic

primary.
Vice President Spiro T. Ag-

new already has promised to
campaign for Brock who defeat-

Dr, Cecil Pittard of Knoxville
was unopposed for the Ameri-
can party nomination,

Winfield Dunn, a Memphis
dentist who drew heavily on
hometwn support, won the Re-
publican nomination for gover-
nor in & minor upset that will
pit him against Democrat John
J, Hooker Jr. in the general
election. Dunn's closest oppo-
nent, Nashville industrislist
Maxey Jarman, refused to con-
oede, complaining of ‘'voting in-
equities’’ In Memphis.

The senate race will be
watched nationally as an indlen-
tor of Southern support for
President Nixon's Vietnam and
domestic policies, both opposed
by Gore and supported by
Brock.

Gore, seeking his fourth aix
year Senate term after 14 years
fn the House, called for the
“gsupport of all Tennesseans,
Democrats, independents, Re-
publicans’' in the general elec.
tion,

Brock said of Gore's primary
victory: “I don't see how an in-
cumbent who has served in the
Senate as long as 'Gore can con-
gider himself a winner when he
barely received 60 per cent of

the vote.” The total was B1 per
cent,

for Hudley Crockett, Gov. Bu.
ford Ellington's former nows
secretary, in a five man race.

Brock 161,007 votes in a bet-

—Hooker 288,081 votes to
178,090 for former state Sen.
Stanly Snodgrass of Nashville in
a mix-man race.

—Dunn 75,457 voles lo 65,427
for Harman in afour-man race.

Snodgrass, who conceded at
11:18 p.m,, sald “that's poli-
tics,'" and extended ‘‘my cordial
congratulations to Mr, Hooker."

Hooker called for help from
all Democrats, ''just as I helped
Gov, Ellington In 1988, Elling-
ton defeated Hooker for the
nomination four years ago.

A campaign spokesman said
any concession by Jarma would
awalt the officlal vote canvas
Monday, Jarman headquarters
complained of ‘'voting Inequities
in Shelby County,” where Dunn
piled up a 20-1 margin.

State Sen, John M. Lupton, a
conservative, “‘represents &
point of view that s at one end
of the political spectrum,'’
Welcker sald at a news con-
ference in Hartford's Shoreham
Motor Hotel.

“A moderate Republican Is
going to be & bad Republican 1f
the yardstick used to gauge his
actions s supplied by either
end of the political spectrum,”
Welcker sald.

Asked whether he would call
his opponent an ‘‘extremist,’
Welcker sald he didn't like the

Weicker recalled that in 1064
he had backed Sen. Barry Gold-
water's bid for the presidential
nomination.

“But I don't have to be hit
twice over the head with a
baseball bat to get the mes-
sage,'" he added, referring to
Goldwater's resounding defeat.

Duffey, one of three candi-
dates seeking the Democratic

Duffey, after vigiting with
Reardon, said, “We no longer
can look upon crime and s
rapld Incresse as a problem
solely besetting the core city.
Drug abuse, for an example,
presents a major challenge to
police forces in communities of
all aizes."

“Certainly I don't consider
mysell a law-and-order candi-
date,” he sald, "In my cam-
paign, I have proved that T am
interested in a wide range of

° problems. In my visits to police

headquarters in several parts
of the state, I'm addressing my-
self to the subject of safety in
the streets, I live In Hartford,
and I know what a problem it
is, One of my chief concerns is
drug abuse and rehabilitation.”

The 38year-old candidate
pralsed Manchester  support
for college training for police
personnel,

It is commendable,” he sald,
“that, to date, over one quarter
of Manchester patroimen have
enrolled In police work at Man-
chester Community College.
This department has correctly
recognized the value of profes-
sional education at all levels of
police work."

Duffey sald that he wants to
mnke certain that federal funds

to local police departments are
pinpointed to the needs spelled
out by the local police chlefs,
“and nol withheld, because
someone in Wasiaington has dif-
ferent ideas.””

He predicted, ‘“The one, sure
area where federal money Is
going to Increass in the next
few years, is In law enforce-
ment, I want to see that it goes
where it can do the most good."

He said that '"one of the pro-
blems police departments face
is to get people to report crimes,
and to testify.”

Duffey was asked to comment
on the statement by President
Nixon, con¢erning Charles Man-
gon, on trial in California for
murder, and on a contribution
by State Sen, Edward Marcus
(also a candidate for the Dem-

ocratic nomination for U.8. Sen- -

ator) to the defense fund for
former Hartford Patrolman An-
thony Lombardl, acquitted last
week  on a manslasughter
charge.

"I consider Nixon's statement
unfortunate, but not dellber-
ate,” he said. "1 must give him
the benefit of doubt, and I think
he meant to use the word ‘al-
leged." "

He was not so charitable to-
ward Marcus, "I think- that
the action by Marcus was lrre-
sponsible and unwarranted,” he
sald, '"He must answer to the
state’s lawyers, since he is a
member of the Bar. I don't
know who Nixon will answer
to."

Duffey's schedule in Manches-
ter yesterday was changed at
the last minute. He was to have
arrived in town at noon, and
was to have toured industrial
plants and shopping areas be-
fore and after a 8 to 4 p.m. ap-
pearance on Radio Station
WINF.

‘““This is only one step,”” Plck-
ett continued. "What this nation
really needs to do is change the
quality of life for our young peo-
ple, to show them that life, as

““We have to give them a lead-
ership they can respect and
communicate with, We have to
give them, by the examples of
their parents and all adults, g
new respect for values.'

Speaking of the.thousands of

Kennedy Case Dlsposmon

Has ‘Effect of Probation’

BARNSTABLE, Mass. (AP)
— A judge has told two young
Kennedy cousins that marijuana
poasesaion  charges against
them will be dropped in Septem-
ber 1971 it they stay out of trou-
ble.

Dist, Court Judge Henry L.
Murphy said his action In the
cases of the two 18-year-olds,
Robert ¥. Kennedy Jr. and R.
Sargent Shriver III, was the
usual procedure for juveniles
the first time they are brought
to court on such charges.

He declined to find them inno-
cent or guilty of charges that
they were delingquent by reason
of possession of marijuans, and
said the continuances he grant-
ed them until September 1071
had the “effect of probation.”

Present with the youths dur-
ing a 20-minute session before
Judge Murphy were Kennedy's
mother, Ethel, and uncle, Sen,
Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass.,
and Shriver’'s parents, Mr. and
Mrs, H. Sargent Shriver Jr.

By law, juvenile cases are se-
crel in Massachusetts, Judge
Murphy spoke with reporters
after the court session and au-
thorized the release of a state-
ment that the Kennedy and
Shriver youths and 10 other
juveniies who appeared before
him had their cases continued.
Seven of the juveniles were ac-
cused of drug-law violations.

The senior Shriver, a former
U.8, ambassador to France and
hugband of Sen. Kennedy's old-
est sister, Eunice, said after-
ward that the judge “‘heard all
the facts.'

““The boys were in court for
the first time In thelr lives and
now they're going home with
their parents,” he said.

Sen, Kennedy sald only that
Shriver's comments covered the
case.

The two tall, siender, shaggy-
halred young cousins appeared
for the court sesslon In sports
jackets and tles, and sought to
ignore the clusters of onlookers
and newsmen outaide the court-
house.

They were answering sum-
monses that were brought o
their summer homes Tuesday
night and ordered them to ap-
pear on charges of being In pos-
session of marijuana July 10.

Police declined to disclose in-

formation about (lirug charges
against the juveniles

One vernlcfn of the Incident,
gleaned from talks with some
young summer residents of the
aren, was that an unidentified
taxi driver was a police inform-
er and linked the two Kennpdy
cousins to’ marijuana,

One young man said he heard
that the taxi driver had taken
the Kennedy youth and three
triends 60 miles to Cohasset
from Hyannis Port July 10 on &
trip to retrieve a pet falcon that
had escaped from the Kennedy
compound,

Several youths sald the taxl
driver had been seen several
times in a vacant barn near the
Kennedy compound, which 1a In
Hyannis Port, a section of
Barnstable,

Asked why the summonses
had not been served earlier,
Barnstable Police Sgt, Verl Set-
ler said state police had been
conducting an undercover inves-
tigation into drug use on Cape
Cod for months,

He sald agents made nola-
tions when they found someone
in possession of drugs, but the
agents themselves made no ar-
rests.

Setler sald the Investigation
was consgidered (finished Tues-
day when summonses were
served on the Kennedy cousins,
three other juveniles, and 28
young adults aged 18 to 20.

Other police sources said no
arrests were made July 10 be-
cause police wanted to Investi-
gate further.

A source close to the Ken-
nedy family said the two yluths
had left “within a few days of
July 10" for a visit to South
America and returned last Sun-
day.

viet-West German treaty of di
lomatie relations, which lnclug:
ed a letter from Clnncellor Kon-
rad Adenauer reaffirming
Bonn's desire for reunification.

The Bahr draft aroused oppo-
sition in Bonn from the conserv-
ative Christian Democrats, who
contended it gave away West
Germany's chief bargaining
counter—acceptance of the
Oder-Neisse line—without get-
ting anything in return. The
draft also caused some concern
among the United States, Brit-
ain dnd France, the postwar oc-
cupation powers in West Ger-
many.

To meet the allles' obfections,
Scheel brought to Moacow n set
of letters he wanted appended to
the treaty. The letters, from the
West German government to
the Western Big Three, docu-
ment Bonn's pledge to work for
German reunification and for
improvement in the position of
West Berlin,

They also assure the allies
that the new pact is not a substi-
tute for a peace treaty and does
not abridge their rights as vic-
tor nations in World War II,

Discussion of the letters and
replies of acceptance from the
allies apparently held up the
closing stages of the negotia-
tions. Informants sald Scheel's
delegation delayed the final
meeting pending consultation
with the United States.

LONDON (AP) — Britain to-
day halled the initialing of the
Soviet-West German treaty re-
nouncing the use of force as “‘a
most important development"
toward an East-West accommo-
dation.

British authorities empha-
aized that the agreement can in
no way affect.the rights and re-
sponsibilities of the big Western
powers toward Germany as a
whole or toward Berlin.

British ,government officlals
sald the Soviet Union has recog-
nized this factor In the course
of negotiations with West Ger-
many.

A statement lssued by the
Foreign Office said: '"Her Ma}-
esty's government welcomes the
initialing of the treaty belween
the Federal Republic of Ger-
many and the Union of Soviet
Soclalist Republics which took
place this moming in Moscow.

‘“This is a most important de-
velopment in the context of im-
proving East-West relations and
may be regarded as a first step
nrlong this difficult roed toward
the resolution of some of the
major outstanding problems
which divide Europe.

‘“‘Her Mnajesty’'s government
have been In close touch both
with the federal government
and with the United States and
French Governments through-
out the negotition of this treaty
In view of their position as one
of the four powers with special
responsibility for Germany as a
whole and Berlin,

These responsibilities can-
not, of course, be affected by
the treaty.”

British officials reported the
question of preserving the rights
and responsibilities of the Blg
Four in Germany has been cov-
ered in an exchange of notes be-
tween West Germany and the
three Western powers,

These notes were exchanged

West Germany in its note to
the Western powers, British offi-
clals sald, quoted Soviet For-
eign Minister Andrel A, Gromy-
ko tothoetrectthnthosovi
Union also regards Big Four
rights in Germany as unaffected
by the treaty.

utes.

Until Pruldem Nixon ordered
an end to blological weapons,
the Army was developing hardy
strains of disease capable of re-
sisting vaccines, These ranged
from influenza and measles to
such deadly germs as tulare-
mia, smallpox, anthrax and
plague,

Until a few years ago, littie
was known publicly about CBW.
Congress pald little attention to
what the Pentagon was doing
and approved its requests for
CBW funds almost routinely.

Americans began taking no-
tice In 1968 when an alrplane
laying down a cloud of nerve
gas at the Dugway Proving
Ground in Utah, missed its tar-
get and killed 5,000 sheep on a
nearby ranch. The Army never
admitted the mistake, but paid
for the damages.

Then came disclosure the
Army planned to haul 27,000
tons of obsolete mustard and
nerve gas across the country
aboard 800 rall cars from Colo-
rado for dumping in the Atlantic
atl a cost of $8 million.

Congress resisted, the Army
relented and declded instead to
decontaminate the gas at its
storage site. This will cost near-
ly $15 million and take three
yeurs,

An accldent last year involv-
ing a leaky GB gas weapon on
Okinawan  disclosed that U.S,
nerve gas weapons are stored
there., Now that that island will
revert to Japanese control, the
Army is faced with moving the
15,000 tons of chemical weapons
stored there, Until a few months
ago it planned to ship them to
Oregon for storage, but public
reaction forced the Army to re-
consider. The gas may now be
shipped to uninhabited Johnston
Island near Hawail.

Pentagon budget requests for
CBW spending and research
have been declining in recent
years, The research effort
peaked at $126 million In 1864,
This year the Pentagon asked
for $78.7 milllon.

CBW spending reached a high
of $356 million In the 1969 fiscal
year, For 1871, the Pentagon
has requested $95.7 million, with
the mafjor part to be used for
smoke, flame and incendlary
bombs and tear gas, herbicides
and defollants for Vietnam.

Officinls say production of all
nerve asgents ceased in 1968, The
military has enough stockpiled.

‘““The theory is that when
you've got that altuation, the
South Vietnamese divislons can
move out to the border areas
and do the interdicting role that
we 'were doing in 1960 and the
early part of this year. This is
beginning to take place."

He sald South Vietnamese
forces had already taken over
four provinces to the southwest,
west ‘and north of Saigon bor-
dering Cambodia and that some
American units already had
pulled back.

The South Vietnamese force
in Thursday’s battle west of Sal-
gon consisted of about 500 rang-
ers and Regional Force militia-
men. It was the biggest battle
for government forces in more
than a month,

Field reports said the govern-
ment troops ran into the enemy
on the Vietnamese side of the
border and pursued them Into
Cambodia with the support of
South Vietnamese bombers, hel-
icopter gunships and artillery.

The
area was ralded by South Viet-
namese and American forces in
May, but the presence there
Thurgday of the North Viet
namese and Viet Cong indicated
they may be trying to re-estab-
ligh their bases for new assaults
toward Saigon.

In Cambodia, three battallons
of the Mekong Delta Cambo-
dans trained by the U.S. Spe-
clal Forces joined the govern-
ment forces at Skoun, 40 miles
northeast of Phnom Penh, as
fighting there continued for the
geventh day. The Cambodian
forces have been unable to re-
take the town from a large
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong force despite support from
U.8. bembers,

Viet Cong forces also attacked
a military fuel dump eight miles
north of Phnom Penh, a Cambo-
dian spokesman reported. He
sald the attack was beaten back
and one Cambodian soldler was
killed, Damage to the fuel dump
was not reported.

The U.8. Command reported
the loss of three more helicop-
ters to enemy ground fire in
various parts of South Vietnam
and sald four American crew-
men were wounded.

President Asks
Panel to Study
Fuel Situation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presl-
dent Nixon has called for
Domestic Councll study of possi-
bility of an acute shortage this
winter of ‘‘clean fuela’—low in
sulfur coal and oll.

The high level White House
committee is headed by Paul W.
McCracken, chairman of the
Council of Economic Advisers,
McCracken said efforts will be
directed toward minimizing the
danger of shortages and toward
developing ‘'a more orderly pro-
gram'' to insure an adequate
fuel supply for the next five
years.

The committee is expected to
submit recommendations within
six to eight weeks, McCracken
sald, In time to take some ac-
tion before winter.

The problem is ralsed, Mec-
Cracken sald, because of ‘‘enor-
mously Increased demand" for
certain types of fuel and energy,
while supplies of oll and fuel
are already below reasonable
limits,

Democrats Win
Right to Solicit
Funds on the Air

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Democratic National Committee
has won a point and lost one un-
der a Federal Communications
Commission ruling on gales of
alr time,

The FOC ruled Thursday that
braodcasters cannot arbitrarily
refuse to sell political parties
alr time for fune raising. But it
also decided broadcasters may
refuse to sell time for comment
on publle issues.

The ruling also applies to Re-
publicans but they don't have
the financial problems currently
facing Democrats who sought
the declsion.

The FOC's action opens the
way for the Democrats to use
radio and telovision—within the
restraint—to solicit contribu-
tions that might carve down a
$0.3 million deflcit.

A National Broadcasting Co.
spokesman sald he could not
comment in detail because he
had not read the ruling “but it
geems to be consistent with
NBC's current practlce.”
Spokesmen for the other two
major networks declined
immediate comment,

The FCC sald the question of
buying broadcast time “goes to
the heart of the system of
broadcasting,

The BFCC sald broadcasters
have an obligation to “devote a
reasonable percentage of thelr
broadcast time to the presenta-
tion of news and programs de-
voted to the consideration and
discussion of public lssues of in-
terest to the community."

But the Democrats' requests
to require any responsible entity
to buy time to comment on pub-
lle issues would be contrary to
long-established commission
policy, the FCC said,

“The limitations of broadcast
time require a balance which
can be endangered by the sale
of time to the affluent,"” it add.

Won’t Hike
Aid to Cong

SAIGON (AP) — Diplomatic
sources in Baigon report Indlca-
tions that the Soviet Union is

urging a political settlement for
the war in Laos, and has quietly
told North Vietnam it will not
increase its military aid,

The Balgon sources declined
today to elaborate on the indica-
tions, but sald they came
through diplomatic channels
from world capitals,

“"Russia has told North Viet-
nam to cool it in Laocs and pull
out its 30,000 troops in the north-
ern part of the country,” one
source sald.

Diplomats In Vientlane and
Saigon have expressed cautious
optimism that preliminary
peace talks now under way will
eventually lead to some kind of
a sottlement, but that it will be
a long process,

Sources sald the Soviet Unlon
s anxious to get a settlement in
Laos for two reasons:

—The 8oviet Union has an
embassy In Vientiane and re-
cognizes the Laotian govern-
ment of Premier Prince SBouvan-
na Phouma, whons adversaries
are the North Vietnamese.
backed Communist Pathet Lao,
The Soviet Union la cochairman
with Britain of the Geneva
agreements that guaranteed a
neutral Laos and set up a coall-
tion government dividing power
among the Communist, anti-
Communist and neutralist fac-
tions. Russia backed Souvanna
Phouma as the neutralist lead-
er.

—The 8oviet Union wants to
diminish the Influence of Red
China in Laos and elsewhere In
Indochina.

Sources sald the Pathet Lao
apparently had softened their
latest bargalining position, pro-
posing full discussions among
all Laotian factions without the
precondition of & a halt in all
American bombing.

Prince Souphnouvong, leader
of the Pathet Lao, proposed the
full discussions without any pre-
conditions in & letter July 27 to
Souvanna Phourme, his half-
brother. All previous proposals
trom Souphanouvong demanded

However a Uruguayan radio
station quoted police sources ns
saying that Raul S8endie, arrest-
ed Friday, had promised during
interrogation that the captives’
lives would be spared.

Sendic is a former law student
credited with being one of the
founders and & key leader of the
terrorist organization that has
harrassed the Urugauayan gov-
ernment since 1063,

The Tupamaros had warned
the government of President
Jorge Pacheco Areco that they
would “terminate this affair
and do justice” if the ransom
demand was ignored,

They had not, however, clari-
fied whether thelr warning was
a threat to kill Claude L. Fly,
65, of Fort Colling, Colo.; for-
mer Richmond, Ind.,, Police
Chief Dan A. Mitrione, 850; and
Aloyaio Mares Dias Gomlide, 41,
Brazilian consul in Montevideo,

In an appeal to the

a gun battle outside the Hall of
Justice.

ed—a convict and a hostage as-
sistant district attormey. Three
women jurors, also taken host-
age, suffered lesser injuries,

The drama unfolded during a
midmorning trial session in the
Marin County Hall of Justice, a
blug-domed structure designed
by architect Frank Liloyd
Wright, 10 miles north of Ban
Francisco,

Witnesses sald an intruder in
the courtroom brandishes an au-
tomatic carbine and satchel of
pistols, passing them around to
three Ban Quentin prisoners.

The gun battle erupted when
they tried to flee in a panel
truck. Sheriff’s Inspector Ron-
ald Retana sald it was unclear
whether the first shots came
from police or the escapees.

Killed were Superior Court
Judge Harold J, Haley, 65; con-
victs James D, McClain, 87, and
Willlam Arthur Christmas, 27;
and the intruder, identified ten-
tatively by prison officlals as
Jonathan P. Juckson, 17.

The banks of the Suez Canal were reported quiet to-
day for the first time since shortly after the 1967 Mid-
dle East war. The quiet resulted from the implementa-
tion of a U.S.-proposed ceasefire, the firast step toward
indirect Arab-Israeli peace talks.

“The southern command re-
ports quiet,” an Israell military
spokesman said at midnight—a8
p.m, EDT. Guns remain
stilled three hours Iater, and the
spokesman said the last report-
od activity along the canal was
an Egyptain artillery barrage at
11:15 p.m, local time.

However, a number of rockets
were fired from Jordan at the
Israell Dead Sea potash worka
several hours after the cease-
fire went Into effect, a military
spokesman in "Tel Aviv sald.
There were no casualties, The
spokesman sald there was no in-
formation on who fired the rock-
ets, but they were believed
almed by Arab guerrillas oper-
ating Inside Jordan.

The military command sald
Arab gunners in Jordan wound-
ed three Taoraell soldiers in an
ambush early today. The Israe-
lis returned the fire after the at-
tack in the southern Golan
Heights of Byria, a spokesman
sald.

Israel's deputy prime minls-
ter, Yigal Allon, said in an in-
terview on the state rndio that
his government would hold Jor-
dan responsible for any faflure
to control guerrillas operating
from her territory.

“If terrorists or any other
forces should renew attacks on
Isracll villages and towns, then
Israel would be obliged to In-
voke its right of self-defense,"”
he said.

Amnouncements of the cease-
fire Friday in Washington, Cal-
ro, Jerusalem and the Unlted
Nations in New York prompted
Hmited optimism for settlement
of the hostilities that have exlst-
ed among the Middle Eastern

nelghbors since Israel became a
state in 1048,

At the United Nations, special
envoy Gunnar V., Jarring of
Sweden scheduled meetings to-
day with Israell, Egyptian and
Jordaninn diplomats on me-
chanics of the cease-fire, which
is to continue at least through
Nov, B,

They were expected to discuss
possible sites for the negotia-
tions—presumably New York,
Geneva or Nicosia, Cyprus. The
1. 8. proposal called for the gov-
ernments Involved to name rep-
resentatives for talks ‘‘accord-
ing to such procedure and at
such places and times'' as Jar-
ring might recommend.

The Jarring mission was aban-
doned April 3, 1969, after 15
months of talks produced no re-
sults, It was reactivated Friday
by U.N. Secretary-General U
Thant after acceptance of the
U.8. proposal was made official,

In renewing the mission,
Thant sald negotiations will be
“long, arduous and uncertain,'
but he said the truce is "an im-
portant step forward in the
search for peace in the Middle
Emll

Premier Golda Meir of Israel
sald, “We have reached this
stage due to our military stead-
fastness and our political strug-
gle. Ahead of un still lle difficult
trials ., .

“With all our profound desire
that the cease-firo—and not only
on this front alone—should be a
first step toward peace, we re-
member that our road to peace
Is still a long and hard one.”
