Meskill Wins in Landslide; 
Weicker Takes Closer Race

HAR’TFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
’The rank and file Republicans 
of Connecticut settled the argu­
ment Wednesday. Their candi­
date for governor is Congress­
man ’Thomas J. Meskill; their 
candidate for U.S. Senator Is 
Congressman Lowell P. Weick­
er Jr.

Hie leadership-backed team 
of Meskill and Weicker won 
convincingly in the first state­
wide primary In Connecticut his­
tory, with Meskill’s victory a 
bona fide landslide.

Complete, unofficial returns 
gave Meskill 93,530 votes to a 
mere 38,066 for State Senate Mi­
nority Leader Wallace Barnes. 
In other words, Meskill collect­
ed nearly times as many 
votes as his challenger.

Weicker garnered 75,899 votes 
to 60,642 for State Sen. John M. 
Lupton in the Senate race, 
which was certainly a convinc­
ing victory, although not in the 
same class with Meskill’s.

Meskill carried all but 11 of 
the state’s 169 towns, while 
Weicker lost in 43 towns and 
tied with Lupton In two others.

’The emphasis in the victory 
speeches was on the November 
election, with Weicker saying he 
preferred beating Democrats to 
beating Republicems, and Mes- 
klll inviting Barnes to “ join 
forces toward a November vie 
tory."

Barnes said MeskilTs show­
ing was "definitive”  enough to 
"propel him to victory in No­
vember."

Lupton said: "I  am through 
serving in state politics In Con-

Manchester 
Vote Favors 
The Winners

Manchester Repub.icans went 
overwhelmingly for Congress­
man Thomas Meskill and Low­
ell Weicker yesterday, the 
winners In a statewide primary 
for Republican nominees for 
governor tmd U.S. senator re­
spectively.

Meskill received 1,723 Man­
chester votes, compared to only 
635 for his challenger. State 
Sen. Wallace Barnes. And 
Weicker received 1,648 votes, 
compared to 676 for challenger 
State Sen. John Lupton.

A disappointing 28 per cent 
of Manchester Republicans vot­
ed In yesterday’s eight-hour pri­
mary. ’The state average was 
about 35 per cent.

Out of an eligible 8,380 Man­
chester Republicans 2,258 voted. 
All cast votes in the guberna­
torial contest, but 35 did not 
vote for a U.S. Senate candi­
date.

Meskill and Weicker did bet­
ter in Manchester than state­
wide. Meskill received more 
than 76 per cent of the vote 
cast in Manchester, compared 
to less than 24 per cent for 
Barnes; and Weicker received 
Just under 70 per cent, com­
pared to Just over 30 per cent 
for Lupton.

Statewide, Meskill received 
71 per cent and Barnes 29 i>er 
cent, and Weicker received 60 
per cent and Lupton 40 per 
cent.

Manchester was one of the 
last of the state’s  169 towns and 
cities to re^ rt its returns. Vot­
ing District 3, the Buckley 
School on Vernon St., was the 
last of the town’s seven voting 
distritts to report—after 9 p.m.

Daddario is of Italian de­
scent and is counting on support 
from Italian-Americans, the 
largest ethnic group in the 
state. ■

said Meskill Wednesday night. 
‘"The Democrats have come 
very close to ruining this state.”

Not since 1964 has a Republi­
can occupied the governor’s of­
fice. And not since 1962 has 
there been a Connecticut Re­
publican in the U.S. Senate.

Asked what, effect of Dodd’s 
independent campaign would 
have on Ui6 outcome of the 
election, Weicker said: "Dodd 
was a Democratic senator. We 
are out to replace a man who

SAIGON (AP) —Heavy fight­
ing In which more than 300 
North Vietnamese were report­
ed killed Indicated today that 
the enemy Is trying to laimch an 
offensive against the pacifica­
tion program In the populous 
lowlands of South Vietnam’s two 
northernmost provinces.

One battle still raged at dusk 
with North Vietnamese troops 
holed up In villages along the 
French Indochina war’s "Street 
without Joy.”

Field reports said 17 South 
Vietnamese troops had been 
killed and 44 wounded. Among 
the dead was MaJ. Nguyen Van 
Van, commapder of Fire Base 
O’Reilly, killed In a mortar at­
tack.

American planes and helicop­
ter gunshlps flew some of the 
heaviest strikes of the war.

U.S. tanks from the 6th Mech­
anized Infantry Division blasted 
North Vietnamese forces hiding 
In treelines dotted by houses.

At stake is the pacification op­
eration which over the past year 
has brought security to the vil­
lages in the lowlands of Quang 
Trl and Thua ’Thien provinces.

Some of the villages were re­
ported damaged, and hundreds 
of refugees fled as fighting 
broke out. There was no esti­
mate of civilian casualties.

The heaviest fighting broke 
out in a string of -villages along 
the coastal strip French soldiers 
named "the Street without Joy” 
in the early 19508 because of 
their losses there.

Intelligence officers said near­
ly two battalions of about 700 
North Vietnamese filtered

10-Town Crackdown

Manchester, Area 
Hit in Drug Raids

Police In Manchester, Vernon 
and South Windsor this morn­
ing arrested 12 persons as part 
of a sweeping crackdown on 
sellers of narcotics in a 10-town 
region of Central Connecticut, 
coordinated and aided by the 
Capitol Region Narcotics Task 
Force.

The early morning raids start­
ed shortly after 6:30 p.m. as 
police in some of the towns sur­
prised the suspects In their 
homes.

Nine arrests, all of suspected 
"pushers”  of marijuana, hash­

ish or pills were made in Man­
chester, beginning about 7 a.m. 
and continuing until shortly af­
ter 11.

Police in Vernon arrested two 
persons — one a 16-year-old 
Rockville girl — and in South 
Windsor an 18-year-old youth 
was picked up.

In the first four hours, accord­
ing to Associated Press reports, 
police In the 10 towns rounded 
up at least 19. persons, and 
many more arrests were ex­
pected. A total of 47 warrants 
have been issued.

"This Is part of a large-scale 
roundup which includes the

core city and communities in 
the surrounding area and la the 
most sweeping raid of ita kind 
ever held in towns east of the 
river," said Manchester Police 
Chief James M. Reardon, who 
Is also vice chairman of the 
Regional Narcotics Task Force.

Reardon said the arrests were 
the result of more than a year’s 
intensive investigation by the 
'squad and that those being 
charged were sellers, not users, 
of drugs.

According to Task Force

Nixon-Vetoed 
Money Bills 
Go to House
WASHING’TON (AP) — Presi­

dent Nixon and the House grap­
pled today In an historic, arm- 
twisUng confrontation over $22.4 
billion funds for education, gov­
ernment agencies, veterans hos­
pitals and small town environ­
mental programs.

House Democrats hoped to en­
list the support of Republicans 
in reversing the chief execu­
tive’s veto of the $4.4 billion Of­
fice of Education money bill and 
the $18.8 billion measure fund­
ing the Department of Housing 
and Urban development and a 
score of other agencies.

Most observers gave the edu­
cation bill the best chance of 
winning the necessary two- 
thirds majority needed to over­
ride a Presidential veto. The 
larger measure appeared to 
have less support.

House leaders ordered roll- 
call votes on the two spumed 
bills as the first order of busi­
ness today.

Never before has the House 
scheduled votes on two major 
vetoes in one day.

Herbert G. Klein, communica­
tions director for the adminis­
tration, told Republican gover­
nors Wednesday the vetoes will 
pay dividends during the No­
vember campaigns.

Klein told Republicans at the 
National (Jovemors Conference 
meeting at Land ot the Ozarks, 
Mo., "It whs essenUal that the 
President do It.”

But Democrat Warren E. 
Hearns of Mlssoum new chair­
man of the conference, said the 
vetoes are designed to blame 
(Jongress for inflation.

“rhe two bills provide almost 
$1 billion more than the Presi­
dent requested for the current 
fiscal year, a sum the President 
said was "the kind of big spend­
ing that would drive up prices 
or demand higher taxes."

’Ihe President said his veto of 
the two bills was "painful."

His action also pained many 
Republicans seeking reeleotion. 
Many have in their districts pro­
jects and programs financed by 
the bills.

Making it tougher is the fact 
that a three-week House recess 
starts tomorrow, and most 
members have been looking tor- 
ward to going home to cultivate 
the voters.

Democratic leaders displayed 
no signs of political Jitters and 
publicly welcomed the challenge 
thrown at them by the Presi­
dent.

’They figured they had little to 
lose and everything to gain by 
voting for popular domestic pro- 
gramsat a time when billions 
are being spent on the war in 
Vietnam.

The Nixon administration, 
claimed Democratic Leader 
Carl Albert of Oklahoma, has 
failed to give proper emphasis 
to "human needs and educa­
tion.”

The American West led the 
four of hearts. East took the 
ace of hearts and returned a 
trump, but It was too late. West 
took the ace of trumps but could 
not continue the suit.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ftoes 
ot President Nixon’s Safeguard 
EUitlbaUlstlc mlssUe system, 
claiming they may have found 
the formula for victory in the 
ashea ot two Senate defeats, wlU 
mount a  final drive next week to 
restrict OTcpaitslmi of the sys­
tem.

But Safeguard supporters, 
who masterminded the defeat of 
a  bid to carve $822 mlUlon and 
two ABM sites from the pro­
gram, said they have the votes 
to withstand any chaUenge.

The third effort wlU come <m 
an amendment by Sen. Edward 
Brooke, R-Mass., to block con- 
stmcUon of two additional ABM 
sites. The funds Instead would 
be spent to Improve the two ex­
isting sites.

Brooke said he would call his 
amendment up for a  vote next 
Wednesday.

“I  think the opposition to 
ABM has hit its peak and that 
we can now move on to other 
things,’’ said Sen. John Stennis, 
D-Misa., floor manager of the, 
bill that Includes expansion of' 
Safeguard to two new sites.

The Senate rejected Wednes­
day by a 62-33 margin a bid by 
Sen. Harold Hughes, D-Iowa, to 
kill Eill Safeguard eTcpanslon 
funds except those for research 
and development. *

Connecticut’s Demo c r  a  1 1 c 
Sens. Thomas J .  Dodd and Abra­
ham A. Ribicoff voted with the 
majority on the blU.

Then, by a far-slimmer 02-47 
margin, It ended a  drive to cut 
$322 million from the Presi­
dent’s Safeguard budget and 
restrict the system to the two 
sites approved last year. The 
amendment was sponsored by 
Sen. John Sherman Cooper, R- 
Ky., and PhlUp A. Hart, D- 
Mich.

Brooke’s proposal would aUow 
funds now earmarked for geo­
graphical ejcpanslon of the sys­
tem to sites in Missouri and Wy­
oming to be used to improve 
sites already authorized in Mon­
tana and North Dakota.

Ih e  Improvements specifical­
ly include the Safeguard radars 
which have been hotly scored as 
'vulnerable to attack and rela­
tively easy to deceive by sophis­
ticated decoy de'vices.

"B u t the important thing Is

that m y  amendment would limit 
the degree to ■which they could 
expand the Safeguard system 
and would ctmfine them to the 
real estate they have r l ^ t  
now,’’ Brooke said.

Earlier, Sen. John Tower, R ; 
Tex., a  leading Safeguard ImIcIc- 
er, said the White House was 
opposed to all amendment. In­
cluding Brooke’s, and warned 
that a  vote for any restrictive 
amendment would be counted 
as a  vote hostile to President 
Nlxcm.

Brooke disagreed. " I  think 
mine is an amendment with 
which the administration can 
Uve very comfortably,” Brooke 
said.

" I  have evidence from the ad­
ministration and the Depart­
ment of Defense that technically 
we would get as much protec­
tion for our Mlnuteman mlssUes 
from a  bolstered first {diase as 
from eiqianslon to two new 
sites, he added.

He declined to reveal the 
source of his confidence.

He said two senators who vot­
ed against the amendment 
backed by Sens. John Sherman 
Cooper, R-Ky., and PhlUp A. 
Hart, D-Mlch., would definitely 
support his compromise and 
that he had strong indications 
he might be able to persuade as 
many as two others.

Aloysius J. Aheam o< Boltoin, 
the Democratic party-endorsed 
candidate for state - representa­
tive from Andover, Bolton and 
Ooventiy, said' yesterday that 
the pollution of local waterways 
is the most serious problem af­
fecting the environmental fu­
ture of the three towns in the 
BOst district

He also praised the Coventry 
Town Council’s decision to ed­
ucate the public to the need for 
a sewer system around the 
lake.

“ ■nie problems of Coventry 
Lake this year are <mly a qnnp- 
tom of the ever-growing prob­
lems we will have in the 
future,”  said Aheam. "Cov­
entry is not alone; Andover and 
Bolton I.akes EU’e also faced 
with the threat ot increasing 
p<^uUon.”

Aheam, who has lived on Bol­
ton Lake for 10 years, is past 
president of the Rosedale 
Beach Association and present 
vice-president of that group.

"As a  lake resident, I  have 
watched die steady deterioria- 
tion of the water over the 
years," Aheam said. "During 
the dry yeaurs of the ’60’s, the 
problem was unnotlceable, but 
with the return of normal rain­
fall, the problem became all 
too apparent. This year, with 
heavy spring rains, the problem 
has become acute.”

Aheam praised Coventry's 
Town Council, saying; " I  am 
Impressed by the serious ef­
forts to alleviate the problem 
in Coventry by town officials 
and private cltisens who have 
shown a genuine desire for cor­
rective action.”

Noting that the question of 
sewers would be on a fall ref­
erendum in Coventry, Aheam 
said, " I  think it is a necessary 
step forward. The septic tank 
system is unworkable in high 
density areas. Coventry Lake 
has 1,100 homes in its water­
shed area. A sewer system 
around the lake seems to me the 
(Hily practical solution to a pro­
blem that is fast becoming a 
crisis according to the State 
Health Department."

"Both the Windham Reg;ional 
Planning Agency and the Cap­
itol Region Planning Agency 
have made intensive studies of 
the need for sewers in the area. 
So have various commissions

and agencies in the three 
towns. The need is there. Fed­
eral ahd state financial assis; 
ance is available. Action can­
not be delayed too much longer 
if we are going to save our 
lakes and streams from com­
plete pollution.”  Aheam con­
cluded.

Her book is 
based on the theory that one can 
cook more ecimomlcally from 
scratch with greater nutritional 
values.

While I  can agree with her on 
both counts, it is very imprac­
tical in today’s living to think 
that we can live without pre- 
processed foods. First of all, 
there are Just too many work­
ing women. Anyone who pictures 
women sitting around with a box 
of chocolates in front of the TV 
is fantasizing.

I f  the ladles aren’t working, 
they’re doing volimteer work, or 
cleaning their houses, or wash­
ing, or taxiing the kids, or some­
thing. How many women do you 
know who have a maid?

I  do think we should all read 
labels very carefully. The recent 
government expose on cereal ad­
vertising is a case in point. The 
information was right there on 
the packages all the time. The 
advertising made claims that 
misrepresented the product. If  
the purchaser took a little time 
to read, she couldn’t have been 
fooled.

Jennie Walsh uses prepared 
foods in meals for seven. More 
than likely, the table will be set 
for more than seven. With five 
children, someone is likely to 
have a friend for dinner. Jen­
nie Is the widow of Robert J. 
Walsh who was Manchester’s 
first oral surgeon. Left with a 
very young family, she was anx­
ious to spend as much time with 
her children as possible. She 
looked for recipes that would 
take up the least time. They 
had to be tasty.

Now, as the children are 
g;rowing up and are less de- 
miuidlng, Jennie has more time 
than ever to spend with her 
brood. A recent addition to her 
home at 73 Prances Dr. provid­
ed a large family room and din­
ing area directly off her kitch­
en. Jennie designed and planncJ 
the room so the children would 
have easy access from the back­
yard pool and play area.

The five children are Mat­
thew, 12, Patricia, 10, Robert, 9, 
Katrine, 8 and Nancy 7. The 
seventh member of the house­
hold is Jennie’s aunt Miss Mary 
Boukus, a school nurse at Hart­
ford Public High School.

Jeimle plans her meals a week 
In advance. -’ ’Unless there are 
g;uest8, I  follow the plan pretty 
closely,”  states Jennie. “ Every 
day we have a salad with our 
main meal. Maybe my children 
are brainwashed into it but they 
like it. I  am always concerned 
with serving an adequate meal 
nutritionally and also having 
enough.”

When Jennie purchases chick­
en, she saves the necks and giz­
zards, sometimes adds a wing 
or two. ^ e  freezes these parts 
until she has enough to make 
chicken stock. To the stock, she 
win add a couple of chicken 
boulllion cubes, a chopped onion 
and some parsley, plus season­
ing. Finally, she will add soup 
noodles. She ' does the same 
thing with turkey bones, to

which some meat still remains. 
The addition of the chicken 
boulllion enhances the flavor.

A  five-pound chuck roast 
about two Inches thick is baked 
in the oven. First, Jermle dilutes 
a beef boulllion cube In a little 
water in the baking pan. She 
browns the roast. Covered, It 
w ill cook at 360 about two 
hours. After the first half-hour, 
she adds thick slices of pota­
toes and frozen carrots. Remove 
cover, last half-hour.

Oven Chicken Fricassee 
4 lbs. chicken, cut-up 
2 cans cream of chicken soup

Parsley flakes 
Salt and pepper 
Whole baby carrots 
Optional; Thyme 

Place chicken in large broil­
er or two small broiler pans, 
without racks. Chop onion and 
sprinkle over. Mix soup and 
milk until smooth and add. 
Over top place frozen carrots. 
Sprinkle thyme, parsley flakes 
and seasoning over all. Bake 
one hour at 360. Serves 8-10.

Fricassee has two meaning.s. 
In French cuisine, it denotes 
the preparation of poultry in a 
white sauce. In olden times, it 
pertained to stews made with 
meat, fish or poultry, plus vege­
tables, and cooked in either 
brown or white stock. This lat­
ter meaning still applies in Eng­
lish-speaking countries.

Jennie serves her chicken 
dish with rice. Her children like 
mixed apple chunks and pine­
apple with It. It comes that way. 
In a can. Oanberry sauce is 
good, too.

The next two recipes use con­
venience foods. The bread 
recipe you should save for

Christmas or until you can buy 
egg nog. It ’s special!

Easy Spaghetti Sauce 
3 tablespoons oil 
1 lb. sausage links cut to 1 

inch pieces
1 large ctm Italian peeled to­

matoes plus ^  can water 
1 can tomato paste 
1 teaspoon basil leaves 
3 heaping teaspoons sugar 
1 teaspoon oregano
1 small Jar commercial meat­

less spaghetti sauce
3 teaspoons parmesan cheese 

Salt and pepper 
Garlic salt

Heat oil, add sausage and fry 
until slightly brown. (Cover, If 
using frozen sausage.) Add gar­
lic salt, tomatoes, paste, water, 
spaghetti sauce, and other in­
gredients.

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Winners
In ao far aa U was any test of the de­

sirability of the primary system of nom­
inating political candidates over the 
state convention system, yesterday’s 
mid-summer exercise in Republican par- 
^  responsibility was a draw. Hie turn­
out was light, and therefore conceivably 
leas representative than the convention 
system Itself. As for the result, that was 
the same, which meant that a lot of time 
and money and effort had been spent in 
what turned out to be the pursuit of a 

AitilUy on the part of the challenging 
candidates.

As for that convention result, now rati­
fied by the primary, the nominations of 
the state’s two Republican Congress­
men, ’Ihomas Mesklll of New Britain for 
Gtovemor, and Lowell Weicker, Jr., of 
Greenwich, for United States Senator, 
would seem to be precisely the nomlna- 
tlana which offer their party, and the 
state’s independents, their best chance 
in two decades to make a healthy change 
in the leadership of the state government 
and an upward grading of Connecticut’s 
representation in the Senate at Washing­
ton.

To label either of these nominations 
the result of manipulation or dictation 
by “ party bosses,”  as both of the chal­
lengers attempted to do, was complete 
nonsense.

’The two Congressmen, by getting 
themselves elected to high office, and by 
increasing their personal prestige in 
their performance in that high office, 
had established their own eligibility and 
demonstrated their own political prow­
ess, and this was what brought both the 
party bosses and the party rank and file 
into line for the nomination result which 
is now final.

Hiat outcome is good news for the Re­
publican party and good news for Omi- 
necticut.

Changing The Guard
’Hie military report from Vietnam is 

that the last three months have seen a 
virtual completion of a large-scale re­
alignment of forces in which South Viet­
namese ground troops have taken over, 
from American units, the task of guard­
ing their own country’s frontiers.

Where it was once thought that only 
the American units could have a chance 
of dealing with North Vietnamese and 
Vletcong operations across these fron­
tiers, South Vietnam’s troops are now 
being given the assignment.

So far  ̂ apparenUy, they have been do­
ing well enough, either because they 
have become better trained and more 
willing combat units, or because there 
has been something of a letdown in 
enemy aggressiveness.

In any case, the shifting of assign­
ments, and of troops, stands as proof in 
acUop that the Nixon Administratioa is 
working seriously on its continuing 
{Sedge for the progressive withdrawal of 
American military manpower from Viet­
nam.

The question of who is in the front 
lines is not, of course, the most impor­
tant question about the war in Vietnam. 
We are not going to feel very proud of 
ourselves if we extricate ourselves and 
lower American casualties only to leave 
continued heavy fighting and continued 
raauslties to the people of Vietnam.

We have an obligation, after our long 
commitment, to get the Vietnamese 
themselves out of this war, as well as 
ourselves, and there can be no satisfac- 
toty eecape or peace lor us which does 
not include peace for them.

The truly Mg hope in the news about 
the reassignment o f military roles is, 
Umo. the hope that the success with

which it is being accomplished ' may 
somehow prove a poeitive stimulus to 
the peace talks at Paris.

A Hanoi which has continuing dem«i- 
strations of the reality of the Nixon Ad­
ministration’s intention to withdraw and 
end the conflict, a Saigon which can 
have greater confidence in its own abili­
ty to defend itself, should both feel capa­
ble ot risking some commitment to the 
process of negotiation, and should he be­
ginning to realize, as well, that the time 
for both native sides to negotiate with 
least loss of face and prestige is now, be- 

. fore the new alignment of military 
forces has been put to that grinding test 
which might tilt the advantage one way 
or the other.

Is Nothing: Sabred?
’Ihe agents the F.B.I. are trained 

and competent in many roles, including, 
(Hi necessary cM:casl<ni, the role of mem­
bership in subversive organlzati(His.

But for sheer artistry, it may be a long 
time before any of Mr. Hoover’s men 
surpass the performance a dozen of his 
agents gave on Block Island the other 
morning, culminating in the capture of 
the notorious, but basically gentle fugi­
tive priest, the Rev. Daniel J. Berrigan, 
who has been running away from a 
three and a hall year sentence for de­
stroying draft records.

’The F.B.I., it appeared, had received 
a tip that Father Berrigan was visiting 
friends on Block Island. Accordingly, 
about 10 o’clock last Tuesday morning, 
the agents in question moved out to sur­
round the house. Father Berrigan’s host 
noticed their arrival, and went out to 
question their purpose in being in the 
neighborhood.

At this point, faced with premature 
disclosure of their Identity and purpose, 
the F.B.I., agents replied that they were 
bird watchers.

Father Berrigan’s host knew It wasn’t 
a very g(X>d morning for bird watching, 
for it was the morning in which that 
northeaster which skirted New England 
was at its height. But the performance 
of the F.B.I. agents apparently was tal­
ented enough to allay his suspicions, 
with the result that the vigril of the 
agents continued successfully until they 
had spotted the exact species of draft 
fide burner they were after, and had net­
ted him.

Even as we compliment the agents on 
their acting, we confess a sadness, too.

We had hoped that, in our period of de­
moralized turmoil and disrespect for in­
stitutions and traditions, at least one 
calling, perhaps that of the bird watcher, 
could be left sacred and uninvolved.

Closing Up On Meriden
First glance this week at the U.S. Cen­

sus Bureau’s 1970 reports of populaticm 
totals for (Connecticut cities produced no 
occasion for surprise. After all, Bristol’s 
rise to a total of 64,782 souls had been in­
dicated for the past several years in an­
nual populatlcHi estimates released by 
the State Department ot Health.

But on a second analysis, we noted 
things that not only surprised us but 
pleased us. Where Bristol appears to be 
increasing its populatl<Hi by approxi­
mately 10,000 a decade the rate of rise 
is much lower In most other cities and 
in some cases larger municipalities are 
experiencing population decreases rath­
er than Ixxwts.

We were particularly interested in 
comparing Bristol With Meriden. ’The 
1660 census credited Meriden with a 
population of 44,088 and BHstol 35,901. 
Now it’s 1970 and the tally is: Meriden 
55,073, Bristol 64,782. ’Thus our town has 
crept to a point where it Is only 291 be­
low Meriden. It is not without the realm 
of possibility that at this very moment 
or next week, next month or next year 
Bristol will breeze by her sister city.

After all, Bristol hsis 3.6 square miles 
more in area in which to put the expect­
ed extra people we need to put us out 
fremt In the population race.

Bristol and Meriden have Icmg been 
rivals. Back in the 1930s the high sch<x>l 
teams of the city alternated for several 
years in topping state interscholasUc 
basketball competitiem. N a m e s  like 
Iwanlcki, Klasoekaus and Oliver were to 
Meriden what Palau, Gurske and Utke 
were in Bristol.

For decades both cities boasted New 
Departure General Motors plants and 
this was also an occasion for inter-city 
rivalry not only in industrial accomplish­
ment but also in athletic war. It was 
Waters, Lanning McCabe, Ooodrldge et 
al against such Meriden Endee prides as 
Sipples, Hallbach and Zlekle way back 
then.

Just five years ago, this "friendly”  
feuding was over a more serious matter. 
General Motors announced that it was 
planning to build a new plant which 
would house all its Oxmectlcut New De­
parture <q>erations on one site. After a 
long battle in which the (xmtending local 
forces were led by Bristol’s late Mayor 
Casey against Meriden Mayor Shea’s ar­
ray, GM finally decided in favor of Bris- 
t(rf.

Although Bristol was happy over the 
outcome of the 1965 battle, our citizens 
were disinclihed to gloat because all at/ 
us knew well how wa would feel here 
had we been forced to face up to the loss 
of a majen: industry.

Despite these Bristol triumphs over 
Meriden over the years there had until 
now been one nagging area of frustra­
tion: Meriden was bigger than Bristol.

However, with the help of the census 
takers and allowing for a people growth 
that community planners insist will pre­
vail in Bristol fOr a long time, Bristol 
should fairly soon win another contest 
with our friends to the south and move 
up one notch on the population ladder of 
Connecticut cities. — BRISTOL PRESS.
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Governors Fs. 
Welfare Reform

LAKE OF 'THE OZARKS, 
Mo. — The reason why Health, 
Education and Welfare (HEW) 
officials from Secretary Elliot 
Richardson on down were 
swarming all over this week’s 
national Governors conference 
was a new threat to President 
Nixon’s welfare reform: Rising 
opposition from key Republican 
Governors.

Nixon administration officials, 
anticipating an early release of 
the reform bill from long hiber­
nation in the Senate Finance 
Committee, became aware of the 
vehemence of opposition from 
Governors shortly before the 
conference assembled here. In­
deed, until recently, most Gov­
ernors themselves were not 
overly concerned.

What happened was that nei­
ther the Nixon administration no 
Republican Governors previously 
had added up all the fig:ures. 
’Their unpleasant finding: The 
welfare reform bill, as 
f o r m e d  in Congress, will 
increase w e l f a r e  costs in 
Northern industrialized states — 
a politically unendurable burden 
for Governors deeply scarred by 
past tax increases.

The result is deep political iro­
ny. Mr. Nixon's only major piece 
of social welfare le^slation could 
prove catastrophic for Gov­
ernors — in populous Northern 
states now carrying the heaviest 
tax and welfare burdens. On the 
other hand, the bill provides 
some budget relief for Southern 
and Border state Governors, 
most of them Democrats.

While Republican Governors 
played golf and rode luxury 
yachts on Lake Ozark this week, 
their aides and HEW technicians 
were trying to work their way 
out of the mess. But to undo 
what has been done so far will 
not be easy. And if left undone, 
Mr. Nixon will face the spec­
tacle of his own party’s Gov­
ernors in active opposition to his 
top priority legislative proposal.

Until now, Nixon administra­
tion strategists had regarded 
Republican foes of the bill — 
principally conservative Sena­
tors on the Finance Committee 
and Gov. Ronald Reagan of Cal­
ifornia — as ideologically op­
posed to family-assistance cash 
payments as a "guaranteed an­
nual wage.” Particularly suspi­
cious Nixon men perceived a 
Reagan maneuver undercutting 
Mr. Nixon on the Republican 
party’s right wing.

In  ̂truth, most Republican 
Governors like tlje family-assis­
tance principle, '^ a t  they don’t 
like about the bill has little to 
do with ideology and everything 
to do with dollars and cents. 
Critics of the reform bill include 
highly liberal Republican Gov­
ernors — John Love of Colorado, 
Daniel Evans of Washington, 
William Milliken of Michigan.

Even conservative Reagan 
phrased his opposition in fiscal 
terms when talking to Mr. 
Nixon in California two weeks 
ago. Medical provisions of the 
bill alone, Reagan told the 
President, would cost his state

$20 million extra annually. 
When Mr. Nixon expressed 
doubt, Reagan got quick con­
firmation from Casper Wein­
berger, the new Federal budg­
et chief.

The fact that such worries 
extend beyond Reagan was not 
fully impressed on the Admin­
istration until last week when 
Gov. Evans, one of the party’s 
most articulate liberals, sur­
faced in opposition. Having 
toted up the figures to find that 
the bill adds $40 million in an­
nual state spending, Evans 
wrote a sharp letter to Secre­
tary Richardson and all his fel­
low Governors.

Open Republican opposition 
increased as the Governors con­
ference convened. On NBC’s 
“ Meet the Press,” the bill was 
sharply attacked by moderate 
Gov. Norbert ’Tlemann of Ne­
braska (whose state welfare 
experts estimate the program 
would enlarge Nebraska’s wel­
fare rolls by 100 per cent). 
Blunt-spoken Gov. R i c h a r d  
Ogilvle, a staunch Nixon loyal­
ist, arrived here to warn that 
new welfare regulations threat­
en “ to bankrupt us In Rllnois.”

Only party loyalty has pre­
vented sharper outbursts. Un­
deniably, further escalation in 
the high cost of welfare is what 
really bothers Republican Gov­
ernors here—far more than irri­
tation that neither President 
Nixon nor Vice President Ag- 
new is attending the Governors 
conference, that overpublicized 
bickering about lack of liaison

with the White House, than 
pain caused in Federal high­
way funds.

The Administration Is deeply 
concerned. When HEW re­
ceived Evans’s letter, Under 
Secretary John G. Veneman 
telephoned the Governor to ex­
press hope that differences 
would be reconciled. Further­
more, Veneman made the point 
that the Administration <x>uld 
not afford losing support from 
a liberal Governor it had been 
counting on.

The fate of welfare reform 
could be at stake. With far-left 
ideologies and economic con­
servatives now c o m b i n e d  
against the program for reasons 
of their own, concentrated op­
position of most of the nation’s 
Governors could be Just too 
much for the reform bill to 
bear.

In an era of American life in

This brutalization, in 'wdiich 
men bare their fangs at one 
another, lunge for their respec­
tive Ju^are, and then slip in 
the low blow, seems to have in­
creased in the special circum­
stances of these summer pri­
mary contests in Connecticut.

We do not think this has had 
much to do with the weaker, 
although it Is indeM true that 
having to trudge the campaign 
sidewalks during these past few 
weeks has been enough to drain 
the gentlemanliness out of the 
gentlest candidate.

Rather the explanation seems 
to be—in so far as there is an 
explanation needed in addition 
to the general trend of the 
times toward violence — that 
political wars, like other wars, 
are bloodiest when they are 
being fought between brothers.

Democrats take out after 
Democrats, it seems obvious, 
with more savagery than they 
muster for their assaults on Re­
publicans. We are not aware 
of any instance in which any of 
the top battlers in the Demo­
cratic primary have conceded

the r i^ t  of the others to exist. 
’Ihelr mutual vltuperatloii has 
been steadily escalatliig, ever 
since their first poet-convenaon 
platform encounters convinced 
them how much they disliked 
one another; They oouM have 
begun to draw, great crowds, 
the Democratic trio, if th*y 
could have been given an am­
phitheatre fitting their zeal to 
do battle to the death.

’The RepubUcaiw, it must be 
(wnfessed, have conducted a 
slightly more civilized primary, 
perhaps because they are Re­
publicans, blit even with them 
at least one of their warrior* 
had such a cold and calculating 
yearn for the klU as to maks 
mere observers shiver.

Court Security Stirs 
Somers Murder Trial
After the MUing of a Judge 

last week in California, tear tor 
the safety of Juries and judges 
became an issue in local court­
room proceedings today. A mo­
tion was made in ’Tolland County 
Superior Ctourt by fltate’s Atty. 
Robert J. Pigeon to exclude five 
prisoners from a grand'jury in­
vestigation into an alleged mur­
der.

’The five are John Reinosa, 
represented by Atty. Leo B. 
Flaherty Jr.; George S. Howard, 
represented by Atty. Edwin M. 
Lavltt; Frank Williams, repre­
sented by Atty. Edward O’Con­
nell; Paul Sundy, represented by 
Atty. Etalo GnutU, and Wallace 
Holeman, represented by Atty. 
Abbott Schwebel.

All five are Inmates of the 
state prison in Somers. ’They 
were arrested In connection with 
the beating death of a fellow 
prisoner. On Aug. 20, 18 Jurors 
and two alternates will hear 
evidence and possibly bring In­
dictments In the case.

In arguing that the five ac­
cused should not be present, 
Atty. Pigeon cited last week’s 
courtroom tragedy In San Ra­
fael, Calif., in which a Superior 
0)urt Judge was shot to death 
and a number of Jurors were in­
jured after being forcibly taken 
from a courtroom as hostages.

Atty. Pigeon emphasized that 
since security guards or police 
are not allowed in the hearing 
room during the secret proceed­
ings of the grand Jury, then the 
accused, who are all convicted 
felons, should be excluded. He 
said that exclusion is within con­
stitutional limits and that this 
has been done before, and cited 
the Black Panther case In New 
Haven. He said the one excep­
tion would be when the accused 
actuallv testifies.’

. The five attornevs argued that 
the man should have the oppor­
tunity to hear the witnesses and 
evidence, and that security is a 
matter for the state to provide. 
They suggested that the hearing 
be held In the large courtrcxim 
which has a wire enclosure 
around the stairwell for prison­
ers who are brought up from 
detention cells In the basement. 
They felt the five men could be 
safely kept within this enclos­
ure.

TTiey also- suggested a button 
alarm system and stressed that 
guards could be kept outside of 
every d(x>r to the courtr<x>m and 
even inside the courtroom If 
they were to take an oath of se­
crecy.

’The state’s attorney vigorous­
ly objected to such a plan. He 
said he knew of no law allow­
ing any security person, or

anyone under any conditions, to 
be present at a grand Jury in­
vestigation, and that it would 
be simple to climb over the top 
of the enclosures. He said, "I 
don’t feel the state should go 
to the expense of reconstruct­
ing the court room. I say 
say things could happen here 
before the officers could do 
anything.”

The defense attorneys argued 
that what happened in Califor­
nia was a rare and unusual in­
cident. TTiey stressed that the 
defendants were excluded In the 
grand Jury hearing for the 
Black Panther case because it 
was a “ powder keg situation” 
and that even segments of the 
public represented' danger.

TTiey also stressed that be­
cause of the very serious na­
ture of the charge the men 
should have every opportunity 
to be present as they would 
be If It were a hearing on prob­
able cause on a lesser charge.

Judge William p. Barber 
heard the arguments and said 
he would consider them and 
make his decision later. He de­
nied a number of other mo­
tions in the case for production, 
inspection and examination of 
names of witnesses, provision 
tor a stenographer and trans­
cript for the grand Jury pro­
ceedings and permission for 
counsel to be present.

In making the routine mo­
tions, the attorneys contended 
that new law is being made 
every day and that what has 
been going on for 115 years may 
be wrong.

Chavez Signs 
Teamster Pact
SALINAS, Calif. (AP) — A 

sudden agreement has ended a 
battle between two nninn* over 
which wUl represent field work­
ers in the “ salad bowl”  region 
of the nation’s most productive 
agricultural state.

The pact with the Teamster’s 
Union Wednesday opened the 
field tor Cesar Chavez and his 
AFXrdO United (Farm Workers 
Oiganizing Committee to broad­
en . organizational e f f o r t s  
throughout the western United 
States and Canada.

Chavez, victor less than a 
month ago in a five-year strike- 
boycott struggle with table 
grrape growers, declared war 
last week on a ’Teamster agree­
ment to represent Salinas 'Val­
ley field hands.

The dispute quickly developed 
into a bitter strike, which ended 
after only a few days when the 
Catholic Bishops Committee on 
Farm Labor announced that the 
Teamsters had agreed to let 
Chavez handle future organizing 
of field workers.

Harbor Cleanup 
Recommended 
In New Haven

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) — 
Representatives of the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers 
toured New Haven Harbor with 
Mayor Bartholomew Gulda 
Wednesday to determine if 
there is a need for federal 
funds for a harbor cleanup.op­
eration.

Following the tour, which dis­
played IS rotting barges aban­
doned in one area of the har­
bor, Col. Frank P. Bane said 
he plans to recommend that 
funds be appropriated.

But he Indicated that actual 
cleanup operations may be sev­
eral years In the future—and 
even longer If the project is 
estimated to cost more than 
$600,000. It was pointed out that 
if the cleanup ceui be handled 
for less than that amount, 
money can be taken from a 
“ special projects account”  with­
out the time-consuming approv­
al of Congress.

Bane said "based on what we 
saw today, we will make a rec­
ommendation study in the next 
couple of months and Mdien we 
get a rough estimate of the 
cost, we will then try to esti­
mate the benefits as opposed 
to that cost.”  But the studies 
alone can take up to one year 
or two, Bane Indicated.

Guida said that “ our city 
funds are limited and we, of 
necessity, had to seek federal 
aid.”  During a harbor tour 
aboard a city fireboat, the 
group viewed other clusters of 
rotting ships and barges in oth­
er areas of the harbor.

HARTFORD, Ctonn. (AP) — 
The state government is facing 
a <h(ficult decision: To pay or 
not \ to pay, the psu'ochial and 
other nonpublic schools which 
have ^appUed for aid under a 
new program enacted last year.

The program has been at­
tacked as unconstitutional, but 
a three-judge federal court 
which heard arguments in the 
case on June 25 has not yet 
reached a decision.

Meanwhile, the Sept. 1 date 
for payment of the schools is 
approaching, and the State De­
partment of Education is geared 
up to carry out the mandate of 
the General Assembly.

"We have received an allot­
ment for administration of the 
program,” said Education Com­
missioner William J. Sanders. 
"We have not yet received an 
allotment for the grants them­
selves.”

Six million dollars is the 
amount of money appropriated 
by the legislature to finance the 
program in its first year.

But what if the federal court 
decides the program is uncon­
stitutional and issues an Injunc- 
tlonn preventing it from going 
ahead?

"It might be a bit embarras­
sing if this happened after the 
money had been paid out,” said 
Asst. State’s Atty. Gen. F. 
Michael Ahem. “How would we 
get the money back?”

"I would hate like the devil 
to have to bring all those 
schools into court,” Ahem said.

Some 260 schools haye applied 
for aid. Most of them Rom­
an Catholic elementary and sec­
ondary schools, but, the list also 
includes Lutheran and Episco­
pal schools and such prestigious 
prep schools as Kent and 
Choate.

The grants would be made in 
the form of reimbursement for 
SEdarles paid to teachers of sec­
ular subjects, plus reimburse- 
nl^nt of money paid (or ap­
proved textbooks on secular sub­
jects.

It was a controversial pro­
gram in the state legislature, 
and its drafting took a  g r e a i  
deal of thought, since the con­
stitutional problem—the First 
Amendment separation of 
church and state—was obvious­
ly a major hurdle. Legislators 
traveled to Pennsylvania on one 
occasion to see how that state 
had developed its program.

TTie Pennsylvania plan has 
been upheld as constitutional by 
a lower federal court, whose 
mllng has been appealed by op­
ponents of the plan. TTie U.S. Su­
preme <3ourt has agreed to hear 
the appeal during its next 
term.

A similar plan in Rhode 
Island was declared unconstitu­
tional and the state has ap­
pealed to the Supreme Court.

Whatever the three-judge 
court in Connecticut decides, its 
mling is bound to be appealed 
to the Supreme Court also. And 
it is the hope of the Connecticut 
Civil Liberties Union, which is 
challenging the program, that

the CotmecUcut appeal can be 
heard by the Supreme Q>urt at 
the Bfime time as the Pennsyl-. 
vanla and Rhode Island erases.

TTie trouble is that the court 
in Hartford has not yet acted. 
One court source said a decision 
might be forthcoming near the 
end of this month—but perhaps 
it will not be made until next 
month.

It is customary for a court of 
this nature to issue a ruling 
within 60 days of hearing oral 
arguments. That 60-day period 
will elapse on Aug. 24.

Jackson, who Is being opposed 
In the primary by Slate Insur­
ance (tommissloner V/lIliam Ctot- 
ter, said tve supports an amend­
ment to Sec. 6-198 of the Gen­
eral Statutes, "to insure that 
no appointed official may be. a 
candidate without first resign­
ing.

"The insurance commission­
er,” Jackson said, "holds an ad- 
ministraUve, quasi-judicial posl- 
Uon of great trust and proml- 
ivence In the community. He has 
responsibility (or and control 
over all mergers of insurance 
companies; he grants and re­
vokes licenses of Individual 
agents, as well eus giant compa­
nies; and he fixes rate and poli­
cy provisions for all forms of in­
surance, including auto. Blue 
Cross and C.M.S.”

He added, "I do not believe an 
insurance commissioner can ac- 
Uvely carry out these duUes at 
the same Ume he is soliciting 
votes and trying to raise money 
to wags bis campaign."

Po.es Questions
Jackson posed the questions, 

"Can the public interest be pro­
tected when the judge and jury 
of the ITT merger (International 
Telephone and Telegraph) and 
Hartford Fire merger is also a 
candidate? If you are in the in­

surance business, what would be 
your reaction to a request for 
campaign funds on behalf of the 
insurance commissioner? Also, 
what would be your reaction If 
you were asked to be an active 
participant in the campaign of 
the Insurance commissioner? 
What would you say to the man 
who has control over your li­
cense and right to be in busi­
ness."

Asked, "Are you calling for 
Cotter’s resignation?” Jackson 
replied, "The statement speaks 
for itself. If I had been Insur­
ance commissioner, I certainly 
would have reslgpied before run­
ning for public office. Public 
trust and confidence in our ad­
ministrative officials is absolut­
ely essential.”

Jackson’s blast at Cotter was 
delivered In a 10 a.m. news con­
ference on the steps of the State 
(Tapitol.

He was in Manchester at 
about 10:16, to tour industrial 
plants and shopping areas and 
to make a  3 to 4 p.m. appear­
ance on Radio Station WINF. 
He was accompanied on his 
Manchester visit by a bevy of 
"Jackson Girls” ; by his cam­
paign manager, Manchester 
State Sen. David Barry; and by

his Manchester coordinator, 
David Campbell.

Recognition Factor 
Jackson refuted claims made 

by Cotter on Tuesday, that he 
(Ctotter) would win next 
Wednesday's primary and would 
win also in the November elec­
tions.

"Obviously," Jackson said, 
"he is entitled to his own opin: 
Ion. As far as I am concerned, 
I will win next Wednesday and 
I will win In November."

Acknowledging Ctotter’s claim 
to a higher recognition factor 
in the First Congressional Dis­
trict, Jackson said, "Most of 
that recognition factor stems 
from the publicity connected 
with the ITT-Hartford Fire 
merger. Ih e  public will decide 
next Wednesday whether that 
notoriety Is good or bad."

As for his own chances next 
Wednesday and in November, 
Jackson said, "The electorate- 
will recognize that I am a. well- 
rounded candidate, who recog­
nizes the problems of the core 
cities and, a t the same time, 
recognizes that the suburban 
towns also have their problems. 
A congressman must represent 
all of his people, those In the 
cities and those in the suburbs.” 

Gets Endorsement 
Jackson was endorsed today 

by John Tubiak, chairman of 
the Glastonbury Town Commit­
tee. Ih e  Manchester Democrat­
ic Town committee is remaining 
neutral in the First Congression­
al District race. Jackson, him­

self, is neutral In the three-way 
Democratic primary race (or 
U.S. senator.

commenting on the Manches­
ter situation, Jackson said, 
"Everyone is entiUed to take a 
position according to the dic­
tates of Iris conscience. I have 
strong support in Manchester, 
and I ’m confident I  will win the 
town on the 19th."

Asked what effect he thinks 
the Independent ctmdldacy of 
U.S. Sen. Thomas Dodd will 
have on the Democratic cam­
paign, Jackson replied, " I’m 
working 100 per cent on my own 
campaign. Sen. Dodd is not in­
volved In next Wednesday’s pri­
mary. As for what effect he will 
have in the November elections 
— we’U cross that bridge after 
the primary.”

Area Goes for Meskill-Weicker, 
But Lupton Wins in Four Towns

Manchester area Republicans 
voting in yesterday’s party pri­
mary went along with the rest 
of the state, bestowing their fa­
vor on party-endorsed candi­
date Thomas Meskill (or gover­
nor and his nmnlng mate Low­
ell Welcker (or U.S. senator.

The margin of victory among 
the area town’s differed widely 
between Meskill and Welcker, 
however. Meskill accumulated 
a 953-vote plurality In the nine- 
area towns compared to an 83- 
vote plurality for Welcker.

The strong Lupton support 
among the area’s smaller towns 
was expected, since many re­
tain a strong consecutive vote.

MeskUl carried all nlnA area 
towns, while Welcker took An­
dover, Bolttm, Coventry, South 
Windsor and Vernon. Lupton 
scored victories In Columbia, 
Ellington, Tolland and Hebron.

Voter turnout In the area, 34 
per cent, was about even with 
the state average. This ranged 
from a high of 48 per cent in 
Tolland, where a local primary 
for Judge of Probate sparked 
extra Interest, to a low of 23 
per cent In Coventry.

The three largest area towns, 
Vernon, South Windsor and 
Coventry, all had the lowest 
voter turnout for the primaries.

Considerable ticket splitting 
was nqticeable In the results 
from all of the towns. Lupton’s 
conservative streak balanced 
far better with Meskill’s mod­
erate stance than with Barnes’ 
liberal image, despite the placve- 
ment of Lupton and Barnes side 
by side on the voting machines. 
Welcker’s more independent 
lmag«e was more complementary 
to Barnes’ position.

Oddly, some people voted only 
for one office In the primary. 
The area’s total vote for gover­
nor was 3,211 although the Sena­
torial vote totaled only 3,179. A 
total of 10,441 Republican vot/ers 
were eligible to participate in 
yesterday’s primaries in the 
nine towns. Vacations were par­
tially responsible for the failure 
to voto on the part of many elig­
ible.

A town-by-town breakdown of 
yesterday’s primary results pro­
vides a comparison of the vary­
ing philosophies of the area 
towns.

The kidnapers have already 
murdered one hostage, U.S. po­
lice adviser Dan A. Mltrlone of 
Richmond, Ind., whose body 
was found Mcsiday in an aban­
doned stolen car. He was ab­
ducted July 31, the same day 
the kidnapers got Dias Oomide.

The guerrillas said Tuesday in 
their latest communique that 
Fly and Dias Gomide were 
“ alive and in good health.”  The 
Tuptunaros also sent handwrit­
ten notes from the hostages to 
their wives. •

through allied defensive lines in 
the foothills to the west and 
reassembled after they reached 
the coastal reglcm at points 
ranging from four to 12 miles 

- southeast of Quang Trl City.
Captured North Vietnamese 

documents said the goal was to 
“ liberate people in the low­
lands,”  one intelligence officer 
said.

Fighting broke out at 7 a.m. 
W e d n e s d a y ,  and military 
qpokesmen said 220 North Viet­
namese had been killed by this 
evening, some of them by 
American helicopter gunshlps 
firing rockets and machine 
guns.

The South ITetnamese forces 
also reported capturing 20 pris­
oners, one of them believed to 
be a battalion commander, 20 
heavy weapons and 41 rifles. At 
least IS South Vietnamese sol­
diers were reported killed and 
88 wounded, field reports said.

There was no estimates o f ci­
vilian casualUes. Informed 
sources said that when the 
North Vietnamese moved in, 
many civilians fled.

The Manchester portion 
of the relocated Rt. 6, 
which will become Rt. 1-84, 
should be ready for use in 
the early summer of 1971. 
The two other sections that 
run through Manchester 
are completed or nearly 
completed, and paving has 
begun in the middle sec­
tion.

The six-lane highway is about 
six and one-half miles long in 
Manchester. Three separate 
contractors were awarded con- 
trsuits totaling more than $20 
million for sections relaUvely 
equal in length.

The Oneglla and Qervaslnl 
Construction Co. of Torrington 
has completed about M per cent 
of the work on the first portion. 
Nearly two and one-half mUes 
long, the portion starts Just 
northeast of Spencer St., east 
of the Bast Hartford town line, 
and runs to the vicinity of Pros­
pect St.

A spokesman for the State 
Transportation Department esti­
mated OAO’S completion date 
to be Sept. 1. All that remains 
to be done are some “ odds and 
ends,”  according to OAO. Some 
of the sign posting is not fin­
ished, and cleanup work re­
mains.

The two-mUe segment running 
from Spring St. to Bolton Notch 
is 100 per cent complete. The 
contractor. Savin Bros., Inc., of 
Bloomfield, finished several 
months ago.

Arute Bros. Inc., of New Brit­
ain, contractors for the 2.8 mile 
mid-section, are approximately 
72 per cent complete. The sec­
tion nms from Prospect St. to 
Spring St.

Arute started paving Aug. 8. 
Bob CariUa, field supervisor 
(or Arute, said that the work is 
going very well, and they ex­
pect the Job will be complete 
by May or Jime of next year.

Arute also held subcontracts 
for paving the Savin and O&O 
secUons of the road, according 
to CarUla. They are using a 
relatively new method to lay 
the cement — something called 
“ slipform.”  No forms are used; 
the paving machine moves down

the roadbed almost as fast as 
trucks can bring cement. The 
system is apparently less ex­
pensive and more rapid than 
the old way.

Arute's section of the new 
route is considered the most 
difficult to build. It contains 
nine bridges and four box cul­
verts. 'The section was delayed 
even in the design stage because 
the road goes through a com­
plex of recreational areas off 
Charter Oak St.

Most of the bridges are now 
complete. The subcontract for 
this work was held by the Brun- 
alll Construction Co. of South­
ington. The S. Main St. bridge 
la not complete however; and 
the Wyllys St. bridge, although 
open to traffic, has not yet been 
paved.

Arute wanted to finish the 
Wyllys St. bridge, Carilla said, 
but the company is unable to 
get asphalt at this time.

After the paving Job is com­
plete, all Arute has to do are 
the shoulders, side roads, and 
cleanup. Placing of signs is on a 
subcontract to National Fence, 
and highway illumination will 
be done by Carrier Lighting.

The O&G and Arute contracts 
call for illumination, but the 
Savin contract did not. The state 
may, in the future, put this out 
to bid separately. But when the 
road opens, the lights will end 
at Spring St.

Also not Included in the con­
tracts is roadside planting of 
shrubs. Planting projects (or the 
new road are scheduled to be 
advertised to bidders sometime 
this fall, (or next spring’s plant­
ing.

When the Manchester stretch 
of the highway opens, it will end 
near Spencer St. ’There are no 
plans presently to build a con­
nector to the Wilbur Cross High­
way (now Rt. 1-84, but soon to 
be Rt. 1-86) until it is widened.

Planning is underway (or 
widening of the Wilbur Cross 
highway, and the construction 
of a connector to the relocated 
Rt. 6 (or 1-84) west of Laurel 
Lake. Public hearings on this 
proposal in Manchester and 
Bast Hartford will probably be 
held shortly after Labor Day, 
according to the State ’Transpor­
tation Department.

Uons determined at this time. 
The other part, now under con­
struction, is a seven-mile long 
Willimantlc bypass that starts 
east of the Hop River, goes 
north of Wililmantic, and rejoins 
the existing Rt. 6 east of the 
city.

Charles A. Maguire and As­
sociates of Wethersfield have 
been retained by the state to 
make a study of feasible corri­
dors for further construction of 
the new highway. When com­
pleted, the highway will connect 
Hartford to Providence, R.I. 
Estimated cost is $129 million.

Maguire’s Job is to study pos­
sible areas for corridors. After 
an area is designated as a cor­
ridor, prellminsiry plans are 
made for possible routes through 
the corridor. Next come public 
healings in the towns affected, 
the design steige, then another 
public hearing.

Offleals haven’t said when the 
Hartford to Providence route 
might be finished, but it wiU 
probably be several years. Seri­
ous discussion of plans for the 
Manchester relocation of Rt. 6 
began in 1967, and it will bei 
1971 before the road opens.

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Musical Fantasticks Opens in Week
Bbcnerlthentrn aBbcperltheatre ’70, a drama 

group organlxed w d  directed 
by local youth, is in the mldat 
of a five-week reheeursal sched­
ule for the production of the 
“Fantasticks,”  which opens 
neart Thursday at the North 
Bind Y  BuUdlng.

’Ihe popular romantic musi­
cal is the work of ’Tom Jones 
and Harvey Schmidt, class­
mates at the- University of 
Texas. Based wi "Les Roman- 
Uques,”  first play written by 
Edmond Rostand, in i960 the 
“ FantasUcks”  opened in New 
York off-Broad way for a six- 
year run.

Rostand’s harlequinade pro­
vides the background for a 
simple love story of Matt, play­
ed by Tom Ross in the local 
production, and Luisa, played 
by Janet B7asch. Rostand is 
also the author of “ Cyrano de 
Bergerac.”

Ross, a student at the Hart­
ford Conservatory and Miss 
Flasch who will be a freshman 
at Butler College, both plan to 
continue with theater work pro­
fessionally.

The story is also a fanciful 
tale of what modems call the 
"generation gap.”  ’The fathers 
of the sweethearts, played by 
Mike Kelley and Mark Ahlness 
in the Experltheatre produc­
tion, build a wall to keep their 
kids apart. Actually, they only 
pretend a feud to trick their 
children in “ disobeying”  and 
marrying.

The antics of the children to 
got together, along with the 
pretended kidnap and murder 
scene staged by the parents, 
form the whimsical moonlight 
portion of the play. As the ac­
tion shifts into sunlight, roman­
tic illusions become realities 
that the young lovers learn to 
face and that lead them to a 
better understanding of them­
selves.

Small Cast
Besides the principals, four 

others complete the small cast. 
Glenn Lawrence plays Elgallo, 
the villain who masterminds 
the kidnapping. Elgallo’s part­
ners in crime are Mortimer, 
played by Danny McLennon, 
and Henry, the old English ac­
tor, played by Jim Nicola.

Marty Fegy has the role of 
the mute, the musical’s prop­
erty man who also acts as a 
prop himself at times. Law­
rence doubles as the narrator, 
who sets the imagined sceiiee.

Complementtrig the story Is a 
score that Is "distinguished and 
delightful”  according to critic 
Henry Hewes of the Saturday 
Review. Perhaps the best 
known of the songs is "Try to 
Remember,”  which typifies the 
tone of worldly wit and inno­
cence of the entire production.

Mary Buck, production su­
pervisor for the “ Fantasticks,” 
was one of three principals In 
organizing Experltheatre this 
year as well as Its predecessor, 
Jlmmarkar Productions, last 
summer.

Nam e Change
Explaining the change In 

name. Miss Buck said that Ex­
perltheatre ’70 is an expansion 
of Jlmmarkar, which success­
fully produced two musicals 
last year, "Celebration,”  and 
“ The Apple ’Tree.”

“ We wanted this to be an ex­
periment with techniques and 
an attempt at a more profes­
sional production,”  she said. In 
addition, the group wanted to 
bring young people together to 
“ educate them and ourselves 
in different areas of theater 
that we (eel we know.”

The “ we”  Miss Buck refers 
to are the other principals In 
Jlmmarkar. Jim Nicola, a Jun­
ior at Tufts University, plans 
to direct after graduation. He 
will be studying in London next 
year.

The third member of Jlm­
markar was Karen Krlnjak a 
Junior at the Boston Conserva­
tory, vdio is musical director 
for the present production. She 
plans to teach music.

Miss Buck, who is box office 
manager of the Hartford Stage 
Company, with hopes of theater 
public relations work later, ex­
plained the group’s choice for 
production, ‘ "rhe cast is small, 
the sets fairly uncomplicated; 
and, Jim (Nicola) and I love 
Jones and Schmidt. It’s a pop­
ular play that sells” she added.

Golf” but Ray Floyd, who 
opens defense of his PGA 
Championship here today, 
begs to dissent on both 
counts.

“ I’m not mad at anybody,’ ’ 
the handsome 200-pound bache­
lor said, "and I'm not nearly 
the social swinger I ’ve been pic­
tured to be.

“ I am single. I like girls. 
Sometimes I take girls out. I 
like to go to a nice place. If it’s 
a nice place, you usually find 
liquor around.

“ People see me in these cir­
cumstances and, knowing that I 
am competing in a golf tourna­
ment, say, “ look at that Ray 
Floyd, out on the town. He ought 
to be back at the motel asleep.’ ’

I think I’ve hit 
more practice balls than I’ve hit 
in my life.

"By the time of the U.S. 
Open, I had my swing back 
again and I thought I was going 
to win the British Open—I felt 
that good. But I couldn’t sink a 
putt. Lnst week at Akron I had 
11 three-putt greens.”

The powerfully-built Southern­
er, one of the game’s big hit­
ters, said a course such as 
Southern Hills, with its gun-bar­
rel fairways and subtle hazards, 
reduces the number capable of 
taking the title.

“ It will take a good golfer to 
win it,”  he said. “ You can fig­
ure out five men who are play­
ing the best golf at the moment 
and add five more who always 
come through in important tour­
naments and you have the list.

St. Louis Ace Hurler Bob Gibson 
Establishes New Strikeout Mark

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Manager Red Schoendienst 
wouldn’t have ^ven ’two 
cents for Bob Gibson’s 
chances before the game 
and the fire balling St. 
Louis Cardinals’ ace had to 
agree.

But before the night was oy^r, 
the veteran right-hander had 
chalked up his 16th victory and 
snapped a major league record 
in the process.

The record—becoming the 
first pitcher in history to strike 
out 200 or more batters in eight 
seasons—was probably Gibson’s 
easiest work Wednesday night, 
coming in the third inning when 
he fanned Nate Colbert, giving 
him an even 200 for the year.

’The club, Fendell points out, 
is a community habilitatlon 
project for two retarded girls 
from the (Manchester High 
School work-study program, and 
three from the Sheltered Work­
shop. Its major objectives are 
to develop marketable skills in 
food service; encourage proper 
attitudes toward work; and 
strengthen desirable social skills 
within a realistic work setting.

Preparations for the meal are 
started Tuesday. This enables 
the food service supervisor to 
explain the preparation of food, 
use and maintenance of equip­
ment, personal hygiene, sanita­
tion, and other skills. Each girl 
Is responsible for the purchase 
of a group of menu items. The 
early start permits correction 
of purchase errors.

’The food service supervisor 
reports that trainees are becom­
ing more communicative, less

preoccupied with themselves, 
eager to develop friendships 
with one another and their cus­
tomers, and more concerned 
with personal g;rooming. Par­
ents have commented, the arti­
cle notes, the training has help-, 
ed the girls to become assets 
within the family unit.

For senior citizens,, Fendell 
says, the 66-cent charge is a 
welcome aid to strained budg­
ets. Too often, he adds, the 
adult, often living alone, settles 
for substandard food. Proof of 
the Wednesday meal’s popular­
ity is the requests of some din­
ers for dally service.

Restraining O rder T o  Halt Burial 
O f Nerve Gas Denied by Judge

WASHINGTON (AP)—A feder­
al district Judge refused today 
to forbid toe sea-bottom burial 
of 2,676 tons of deadly nerve gas 
*82 miles off the Florida coast.

But Judge June L. Green cou­
pled her denial of a temporary 
restraining order with an "ur­
gent request" that toe Defense 
Department designate a differ­
ent site for toe dumping.

She said she had "serious 
misgivings" about toe selected 
site. Sinking of toe ship hulk at 
a depth of 16,000 feet, she said, 
posed the danger of a sudden 
and simultaneous crushing of all 
of toe concrete-encased gas con­
tainers.

Judge Green also noted testi­
mony and affidavits submitted 
to her that this is toe first time 
toe Army has planned to dis­
pose of gas at such a great 
depth.

She also noted that two years 
ago toe Army disposed of gas in 
7,(X)0 feet of water off toe New 
Jersey coast and that later 
checks by Navy scientists had 
revealed no detectable harm to 
marine life or anything.

The Judge's action came on a 
complaint by toe Environmental 
Defense Fund, a New York- 
based citizens’ group, and 
Joined by Gov. Claude Kirk of 
Florida.

The weather, meantime, 
posed a further challenge to toe

army’s plans to dump toe gas in 
toe Atlantic off Cape Kennedy, 
Fla.

The Weather Bureau In kUaml 
■ reported a dangerous tropical 
depression with winds of 60 
miles an hour approaching toe 
Bahamas and Florida.

Although there were no 
present forecasts of a possible 
hurricane In toe area. Dr. Rob­
ert H. Simpson, head of toe Na­
tional Hurricane Center in Mi­
ami, said it was possible a hur­
ricane “ could come with great

Attorneys for tthe fund indi­
cated they ■will appeal Judge 
Green’s ruling. They could first 
go to the U.S. Court of Appeals 
or directly to a Supreme Court 
Justice in an effort to restrain­
ing toe Army from proceeding 
with disposal of toe gas at this 
time.

He was tired, kind of dry 
from not having anything to 
eat."

He told his rescuers he drank 
frbm a small waterfall and ate 
blueberries. She said he slept 
daytimes because he was afraid 
to sleep at night. He said he 
heard noises in toe dark woods 
and believed tears were in toe 
area.

"I  prayed every night to te  
found," he said.

He was able to walk down a 
tndl to a highway and a car aft­
er he was found by Arthur An­
derson, 24, an instructor at 
Franklin Pierce College, and 
Ttom Desrosier, 16, a Keene h l^  
school student. They vrere

Uruguayans 
Peruse Note 

In Kidnaping
MONTE V iuEO, U r u g u a y  

(AP) — The Uruguayan govern­
ment today studied an unauto- 
enticated message found In a 
Buenos Aires cafe which indi­
cated toe Tupamaro guerrillas 
might murder toe Brazilian dip­
lomat they kidnaped. The mes­
sage made no mention of Amer­
ican agronomist Claude L. Fly, 
who was kidnaped last Friday.

Officials In Montevideo could 
not confirm toe authenticity of 
toe note found in toe Argentine 
capital 160 miles up toe Plate 
estuary. But it contained lan­
guage similar to that used in 10 
previous messages from toe ur­
ban Tupamaros, and it was de­
livered in toe same m anner- 
left in toe restroom of a cafe.

The communique said Dan A. 
Mitrione, the kidnaped Ameri­
can police adviser whose body 
was found Monday, had been 
sentenced to death for "coUabo- 
rating with toe forces of repres­
sion." It said toe process of "re­
volutionary Justice" for Brazil­
ian Consul Aloysio Mares Dias 
Gomide, 41,could te halted if 
toe Uruguayan government re­
leased about 160 prisoners de­
manded as ransom by the Tupa­
maros.

An earlier message, relayed 
to authorities Tuesday, said 
Dias Gomide and Fly, a 65- 
year-old consultant working for 
toe Africulture Ministry, both 
were in good health and had not 
teen sentenced yet. ‘Ihe later 
note said toe Brazilian repre­
sented "one of toe bloodiest dic­
tatorships in America, whose 
tortures and assassinations go 
to such limits that they have 
teen denounced by toe Justice 
commission of toe United Na­
tions.”

The note said toe government 
bears “ total and- absolute re­
sponsibility" for Mltrione’s 
miutler. The government has 
refused to bargain with toe

Nixon Administration Hopes 
Buoyed hy Economic Study
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

government’s newest economic 
report shows ai "glimmering of 
a tetter sltuaUon," but toe Nix­
on admlnlstraUon’s expected 
business upturn sUU depends on 
what toe nation’s consumers do 
with their money in toe coming 
months, economists believe.

StaUsUcs issued by toe Ck>m- 
merce Department and toe Fed­
eral Reserve Board Thursday 
showed Increases in industrial 
producUon and personal income 
during July, while a revised re­
port on Gross NaUonal Product 
disclosed that real producUon of 
goods and services rose more 
than was reflected In toe preU- 
minary report for April, May 
and June.

A less encouraging report 
showed a |14.3 billion deficit in 
federal finances on the "nation­
al income accounts" basis for 
toe April-June quarter. The 
N.I.A. figures, showing toe larg­
est deficit since World War n  
are not toe same as toe unified 
budget normally cited when 
budget surpluses or deficits are 
menUoned.

AdminlstraUon economists 
said they were opUmisUc about 
toe day’s news, although it did 
not| point enUreiy toward a re­
covery. They emjtoaslzed toe 
most important factor in a re­
covery will be consumer spend­
ing, hopefully spurred by such

things as Increased social secu­
rity payments.

These were toe highlights of 
toe reports:

—Personal Income rose 38.6 
billion during July reaching a 
seasonally adjusted annual rate 
of 1801.8 billion. It was |49 bU- 
lion higher than July, 1969, an 
increase that can te  attributed 
partially to the social security 
increase and large federal pay 
raise effecUve earlier this year 
—both of which helped to booat 
toe N.I.A. deficit to its near­
record proporUems.

— T̂he Federal Reserve Board 
said industrial producUon rose a 
slight two-tenths of one per cent 
during July and ended three 
months of decline. The index for 
toe month was 169.2 percent of 
toe 1967-1969 average. Rising 
producUon of cmunimer goods 
such as television sets and home 
appliances fueled toe increase.

—"Real" G.N.P., which 
measures productive output of 
ghods and services in 1968 dol­
lars to eUmlnate toe effects of 
inflation, was |6(X> milUon high­
er ̂ than was first reported for 
toe AprU-June quarter. The re­
vised figure was $724.9 bilUon. 
Even though toe gadn was twice 
as large as first thought, it was 
still small in economic signifi­
cance.
