late last night. |

Police were notified by some-
one in the neighborhood who
sald that he had heard glass
breaking in the bullding. Police
arrived but found no one in or
near the bullding.

The witness sald he saw two
males In the rear of the hulld.
ing before the police arrived.
He could only say that one was
short and fat and the other
and thin, He sald that Tneo\E:
toward Walker St. and er
drove away in a car he could
not describe.

Five more doctors’ offices and
the Chamber of Commerce Of-
fice, all located at 257 E. Cen-
ter 8t,, were broken into some-
time early this morning.

The bullding was last checked
by police at 3:30 a.m. The frst
break was reported shortly after
saven

The Chamber of Commerce
Office was broken into first, En-
try was gained through a win-
dow which was opened by a
crow bar, Between $45 and $50
was taken from a desk in the
office,

The thief or thieves then left
the Chamber of Commerce Of-
fice through the front door
which leads to the inner hall-
way of the bullding,

* The doors of five doctors' of-
fices were then pried open, and
the offices ransacked.

About $50 was taken from one
office, $40 from another and an
undetermined amount of petty
cash from a third,

MidegSt Settlement
Hopes Diminishing

Hopes for quick progress to-
ward & Middle East peace set-
tlement dimmed today as gun-
fire crackled across the Jorda-
nian border and Jordan accused
Istael of trying to torpedo peace
mm by violating the cease-

The Israell command in Tel
Aviv mald one Israell soldier
was injured by light arms fire
along the border. It did not say
whether the fire camie from
Arab guerrillas or Jordanian
army forces.

The Jordanians accused the
Israells Friday of two ‘Yla-
grant” ceaseflre violations,
while Israell officlals indicated

. their government would not sit

down to talk until Egypt pulls
back the defensive antiaircraft
migsiles it reportedly has
moved closer to the Suex Canal
truce line,

Israell jets struck at Jorda-
nian army positions and guerril-
Ia camps Friday. The Israell
command sald the Jordanian
army strongholds were attacked
because they nssist Palestinian
guerrillas and make it possible
“for them to act against Israell
clvillans." .

Jordan complained to the
United Nations and the United
Btates that the attack was the
second within 24 hours and
charged that Israel was making
& dellberate attempt to sabotage
peace efforts.

Jordanian U.N. Ambassador
Muhammed El Farra met with

.U.N. peace envoy Gunnar Jar-

ring and U.8. Ambassador
Charles W. Yost and told them
Israel was resorting to ‘‘sensa-
tionalism and fabrications in an
attempt to mislead world public
opinlon and divert it from the
Israell defiances and acts of
lawlessness,"

The Middle East cease-fire
plan—initiated by the United
States and accepted by Israel,

BEgypt and Jordan—includes a
ban on shooting for at least 50
days, It went into effect a week
ago. In agreeing to the cease-
fire, Jordan stipulated it could
not be held responsible for at-
tacks by guerrillas, who have
vowed to Intensify their efforts
against Israel.

The Israell attacks came a
day after Jerusalem accused
Egypt of violating the cease-
fire’s military standstill provi-
slon by moving missile em-
placements to within 12 to 18
miles of the Suez Canal. The
Egyptlans have denied the
charge,

The latest Israel charge, filed
Friday with the U.N. truce su.
perviser in Jerusalem, accused
the Egyptians of emplacing an
additional missile battery and
resuming work on incomplete
and empty missile sites,

Israel officlals expressed bit-
ter disappointment in the United
States, holding Washington re-
sponsible for seelng to it that
the Egyplians honor the truce
and pull their missiles back.

Deputy Premier Yigal Allon
sald over the army radio that
American fallure to get the mis-
slles removed would undermine
Washington's credibility In the
Middle Hast. "I hope that a
power of her stature knows
how to honor commitments,'
Allon sald.

A dove In the cabinet of Israe-
Il Premier Golda Meir, Tourism
Minister Moshe Kol, sald the
misglle controversy has caused
a breakdown of Israel's confi-
dence in the United States,
"One can doubt the effective-
ness of starting talks before the
mutual confidence has re-
turned,” he said,

Kol said Israel accepted the
American plan on the basis of a
“clear commitment from the
U.8. government In respect to

Bullets Fly, Bombs Explode
In Londonderry, Belfast

LONDONDERRY, Northern
Ireland (AP) — A guard on the
border with the Irish Republic
fired on an automobile today,
wounding a man and his wife.
Elsewhere, explosions in the
Belfast home of a Protestant
member of Parliament and in a
border customs house Friday
caused property damage but no
injuries. F

Details of the shooting inci.
dent were aketchy. Police did
not identify the man and wom-
en.

The army sald a soldier fired
at the tires of the couple's car
after it crashed through three
barriers, Both were admitted to
& Londonderry hospital with bul-
let wounds in the legs.

No arrests were made in ei-
ther bombing,

The target of the terrorists in
Belfast was Anne Dickson, 38, a
member of the Protestant Un-
fonist party who has come un-
der heavy criticlsm from hard-

line Protestants in the contin.
uing crisis between Northern
Ireland's Protestant majority
and Catholic minority, Bloody
fighting between the two groups
has continued off and on since
riots broke out a year ago in
Belfast, Londonderry and other
cities.

A room was destroyed and
windows were shattered in the
Buncrana customs post, a tiny
outpost four miles from London-
derry on the 220-mile frontier
between Northern Ireland and
the predominantly Catholic Ir-
ish Republis to the south. Au-
thorities sald 10 pounds of explo-
sives were used,

Earlier this week, an explo-
sion near the border killed two
Northern Ireland police officers,

The two were the seventh and
eighth policemen killed along
the border since 19056, and the
65th and 66th officers to die on
duty since the partition 48 years

Nixon Tells Southern Leaders On Disorder
He’ll Enforce Integration Law

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon, asssuring Southern
leaders of an even-handed poli-
cy on school desegregation, says
he has no intention of waiting
for trouble before enforcing the
law.

After meeting in New Orleans
Friday with federally sponsored
citizens committees on desegre-
gation from seven states, Nixon
sald:

"I belleve that leadership In
an Instance lke this requires
some preventiye action. We are
trying to take some preventive
action and we are getting mag-
nificent cooperation from dedi-
cated people in seven states in-
volved.”

The President was grested
warmly on a motorcade through
downtown New Orleans. He of-
fered no new policy in his state.
ments about school desegrega-
tion, but It was considered sig-
nificant the comments were
made to an audience in the
Deep South.

President and Mrs. Nixon and
o party of aldes returmed here
Friday night after the day of
conferences in New Orleans.

"I emphasize this is one peo-
ple, and we are going to carry
out the law that way, not in a
punitive way; treating the South
as basically a second-class part
of the nation,”" Nixon told news-
men in relating detalls of the
meeting with Southern leaders.

But, he added, his administra-
tion will exercise strong leader-
ship on desegregation ‘‘because

we belleve in order and justice
and believe in enforcing the
law.""

Resistance to integration, the
President declared, will hurt
most the next generation of
Southerners., “They will pay the
price, the price for fallure of
leadership,'” he declared.

He urged members of the lo-
cal advisory committees to use
their leadership to prevent pos-
gible disruption and unrest ac-
companying the breakdown of
separale gchool systems.

The President met first with
the newly formed citizens' pan®]
from Loulsians. He oonferred
later with the chairmen and
vice chairmen of units from Al-
abama, Georgia, Mississippl,
South Carclina, North Carolina
and Arkansas,

Before the two-hour confer-
ence on desegregation, Nixon
held a briefing on national secu-
rity problems for Southern
newspaper editors,

In the news conference, he
urged cooperation of news me-
dia In telling of peaceful exam-
ples of desegregation in the
South this fall. “I know of no
time when it is more important
to hear of the successes where
men of good will have worked
thelr way."”

Nixon stopped the New Or-
leans motorcade to talk to the
large crowds which gathered
along the 15-mile route from the
airport to the French Quarter
hotel where the meetings were
held.

American flags—and a few

Confederate flags—marked the
route. There were signs reading
‘Nixon Go Home," '‘Nixon for
President” and “Execute all
War Protesters,''

The President at one point
jumped atop his limousine to
reach into the crowd eager to
shake hands. He rolled up the
sleeve of his coat in the 87.de-
gree weather, his right cuff flut-
tering because he had lost his
cufflink.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The
placards ranged from ‘“We Love
Nixon" to “"Go Home, Dick,”
the sun was warm, the music
hot and President Nixon wore a
happy face.

“Come back for Mardi Gras,”
a woman shouted as the Presi-
dent stood by his limousine,
ready for the run to the airport
and the flight back to Washing-
ton.

For & moment the busy Pres-
ident of the United States
paused and grinned. ‘'‘Some
day,’ he sald, and made it
sound like a promise,

The President, here Friday to
emphasize that the federal gov-
ernment will push school de-
segregation this fall, drew a big
and enthusiastic crowd for his
brief visit.

He lost both cuff links while
han through one thick-
et of outstretched hands.

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) —

ty.

In a telegram, Willlams urged
President Nixon to dissolve the
commission because of its "ob-
vious bias on the side of law-
breakers and rioters and insur-
rectionists, and the absolute ab-
sence of objectivity in perform.
ing their assigned tasks.”

The governor sald the com-
mission had been charged with
investigating causes of campus
unrest, but instead ‘‘conducted
& pointedly hiased Inquisition
against duly constituted law en-
forcement asuthorities . . and
dellberately sought to create ra-
clal strife, animosity, and en-
courage violence among our
people,””

Williams sald he centered his
charges on “‘inflammatory’
atatements attributed to three
commisaion members Thursday
after the close of three days of
hearings on violence which re-
sulted In the deaths ‘of two
young blacks and the wounding
of nine others at the college last
May,

The members and statements
listed by Willlams:

U.S. Marine
Convicted In

Viet Killings

DA NANG, Vietnam (AP) —
An 18-year-old Marine was con-
victed today of the murder of 15
South Vietnamese women and
children in a village southwest
of here last Feb. 19 and sen-
tenced to five years in prison.

Nerve Gas Burial
Delayed by Winds

SUNNY POINT, N. C. (AP)—An aged Liberty ship
loaded with poisonous nerve gas remained in port to-
day, its trip to an ocean burial ground delayed by the
swirling winds of a tropical depression.

The Navy had planned today
to begin towing the hulk to a
point in the Atlantic Ocean
‘where it was to have been sunk
on Monday, But Friday night,
officlals postponed the depar-
ture at least 24 hours because of
the threat posed by the storm
bearing down on the Bahamas.

If the operation is not held up
by & U.8. Court of Appeals hear-
ing Monday, the ship is to be
sunk with (ts 418 vaults of obso-
lete Army nerve gas northwest
of the Bahamas, 283 miles east
of Cape Kennedy, Fla.

A Navy spokesman reported
Friday night the storm was lo-
cated just south of the Bahames
chain and ‘‘its projected course
will put it in the disposal area at
a tme that could affect the
scuttling.'”

He called it a big storm that
could be damaging, At the time,
winds were 40-45 miles per hour,
gusting to 63 mph.

There ia a good possibility of
additional delay. Navy Capt. A.
G. Hamilton, In charge of the
sea phase of the operation, sald
he will not atart towing the Lib-
erty ship and its lethal cargo to
sea until he has a forecast of 98
hours of good weather.

He sald once the tugs get un-
der way, It will take about 40
hours to reach the disposal
zone, an area in the Atiantic
where for years the Army has
dumped obsolete munitions—but

The rusting ship, the LeBaron
Russell Briggs, is to be scut-
tled In 16,000 feet of water.

Some gas could escape socn
after the sinking, but Army
chemical speclalists say the gas
would be neutralized within 10
hours by mixing with sea water.

Ann iversary

TOKYO (AP) — Emperor Hi.
rohito led his nation in a prayer
for peace today, The 26th anni-
versary of the end of World War

MELVERN, Kan. (AP) —
Two deralled tankcars of ligui-
fled petroleum gas exploded and
hurled splashes of flaming fuel
over four blocks of this small
Hastern Kangan town.

“The explosion sent flames
2,000 feet Into the air and shook
the whole town,” said Francls
Jones, assistant fire chief.

The fireballs started dozens of
fires in bufldings and yards.

Twelve of the town's 400 res!-
dents were Injured, some hit by
fireballs, others seared as they
fled.

Two homes, the Methodist
church, two citty maintenance
sheds, a 4H bullding and &
bridge that carried a street over
the tracks were destroyed. Oth-
er homes were damaged.

Mayor Bill Kastns estimated
the loas at $200,000.

In all, 27 cars of a 118-¢ar
Santa Fe train piled up In a
quarter-mile jumble late Friday
afternoon. The derailment oc-
curred in a long cut and on a
sharp curve at the edge of town,
Santa Fe officials sald the train
was traveling about 50 miles an
hour. They said they were in-
vestigating to determine the
cause of the derailment,

Wendell Allison, 63, who has
lived near the rallroad all his
ilife, said there have been “‘a lot
of derallments at that spot.*’

"I was watching TV, Allison
sald, “I heard the train coming,
I looked out the door and saw a
boxcar coming up over the em-
bankment.

.NATO View:
Guard Must
Be Kept Up

BRUSSELS (AP) — Now that
the Soviet Union and West Ger-
many have promised not to use
force against one another, some
people are sure to suggest that
there is no longer any good rea-
son for the North Atlantic alll-
ance—that the chief danger of &
Huropean war has disappeared.

This kind of talk gets no sup-
port at the headquarters of the
North Atlantic Treaty Organiza-
tion outsids Brussels,

NATO officials are not com-
menting officially; the private
view generally is that the treaty
helps relax tensions but does not
mean the allles can let down
thelr guard.

NATO diplomats believe that
the treaty only became possible
because West German Chancel-
lor Willy Brandt's foreign alliea
were firmly behind him,

10
The point of the Atlantic Alll-

ance, as these diplomats see it,
is that America and Western
Europs must depend on one an-
other for defense, not against
the comparatively mild policy
today of the men who rule the
Soviet Union but against any
shift to a new aggressive policy
that those men or their succes-
sors might make. Weakening
the Alantic alllance might en-
courage such a shift, they think.

""You still have the same con-
figuration of troops In Central
Europe,” sald one NATO dlplo-
mat, "and that obliges us to
have something comparable."

He and his colleagues argue
that because the Western allles
have held together for the 21
years of NATO's history, Soviet
leaders have seen that aggres-
slon would be futlle, The diplo-
mats think no quantity of treat-
fes can match the effectiveness
of united defense in preventing
War,

Nevertheless support can be
expected lo grow for the idea of
talks with the Soviets on a new
system of security for Europe.
At the end of NATO's last big
meeting in Rome nesrly three
months ago, success in the So-
viet-West German negotiations
wos mentioned ns one of the
first steps toward such a confer-
ence,

Another recent step in the
same dirction has been the
firat Soviet indication of willing-
ness to talk about reducing the
number of troops in Europe.

But the governments In the al-
llance are likely to lnsist, as
Becretary-General Manlio Bro-
sio did in a recent speech, that
any nsw system will have to be
worked out with the support and
participation of NATO.

The town of Tolland was the
second fastest-growing town in
Connecticut during the last dec-
ade, according to preliminary
figures just released by the U.8.
Census Bureau,

Tolland experienced a 185.9
per cent population increase be-
tween 1060 and 1970, when its
population jumped from 2,050 to
T844. Local estimates had
pegged the town population at
about 8,100 while the state
health department’s annual es-
timates had credited the town
with 50800 residents,

Only eight towns in the state
experienced  population in-
creases in excess of 100 per
cent, one of which was Hebron
which recorded n 106.5 per cent
galn, and {ts population jumped
from 1,819 in 1980 to 3,788 at
present,

The Capitol Region Planning
Agency released the population
figures for the 20 towns in the
region yesterday.

Manchester aren lowns ex-
perienced an average growth
rate of 68 per cent, compared
to 13.9 per cent in Manchester,
and an average of 21,3 per cent
for the Capitol Region. The
state average is an 18 per cent
increase,

Andover had the lowest gain,
only 18.2 per cent.

Of all the Capitol Region
towns and cities, only Hartford
experienced a population de-
crease losing 6,310 persons for
a 3.9 per cent decrease,

ANDOVER'S population In-
creased from 1,771 in 1960 to 2,-
084 In 1070 for a net increase of
323 residents or 18.2 per cent.
It Is the smallest of the area
towns.

BOLMON’'S population increas-
ed at a similar rate to Andover
increasing from 2,633 in 1880 to

Mutual Funds on the Grow
In Numbers, Not Success

NEW YORK (AP) — These
have been tough days for the
mutusl funds, what with prices
depressed and government, in-
vestors and academiclans snlp-
ing at one thing or another.
They have mlso been days of
growth—in numbers, not assets.

In June 1060 the Investment
Company Institute, trade asso-
ciation of the open-end fund in-
dustry, numbered 261 members,
One year later the total had ris-
en to 323, although assets had
shrunk to $38 billion from $40
blllion,

The trend seems clear: The
number of funds doesn't depend
upon the success of funds, They
are permanent and growing as-

“If issues arise we will make
our views known, primarily on
the financinl side, especially It
it concermns a new issue that
might delute values, But we
don't try to tell them how to
make their product.”

In his vetoes of certain spending mens-
ures which come to him from Congress,
President Nixon undoubtedly takes aim
at two targets simultaneously. First, he
is sttempting to strike a blow, psyco-
logical as well as real, against what he
regards as inflationary spending.

Becond, he is trying to put the Demo-
crats on the spot, by making them seem
responsible for inflation if and when they
over-ride his veto.

Although it can be seen that the Presi-
dent is playing this kind of game, there
can be no direct quarrel with his right to
do so. National leadership is a combina-
tion of policy and politics,

Where the President opens himself to
some question, even if the Democrata
themselves do not choose to use it, iy in
the matter of his selection of spending
to oppose.

The very week in which he was mak-
ing his dramatic surprise veto play
against inflationary spending for pur-
posea of education, or urban renewal,
was also the week in which the White
House was exerting maxdmum preasure
on the Senate to get it to go along with
an expansion of the ABM system.

No type of governmental spending can
be more Inflationary than this, which
adds nothing calculable to the national
product, and which can so easily turn
out to be a complete waste of funds and
resource.

The argument the Nixon Administra-
tion sharpened up for wavering mem-
bers of the Senate was a claim that we
needed this authorization by Congress in
order to strengthen our bargaining posi-
tion with Russia in the BALT talks at
Vienna, a shadowy and intangible claim
at best compared to the arguments that
might be made for this nation's need for
educational and urban spending at home,
home.

Until he recommends cuts in spending
in projects as dear to the White House as
other {tems are to the Congress, the
President will still be playing a mixture
of policy and politics, a forgivable, yes,
even a routine thing, but not the moat ef-
fective pollcy attack on inflation, and not
even, for that matter, necessarily the
best and smartest politica,

Plums And Marbles
When {t stopped raining, for all prac-

tical gardening purpose, at the end of
June, it was at the crucial moment for
many of the crops dear to the summer
appetite, Tomato vines were deciding, or
having it decided for them, whether to
grow so lush and vigorous in their foll-
age they needed pinching back and
would, even without that encourage-
ment, produce great tender-skinned,
julce-filled pink globes.

Cucumber vines had thelr chance of
running wild far outside their aasigned
garden provinces, and paying for their
trespass with long, beautifully, regular-
ly shaped, products in which the seeds
ran from tip to tip.

The conclusion such experience invites
is this: that this summer's drought,
coming unannounced and unexpected,
and unrealized until it had already done
{ta damage, has been more severe at a
more cruclal time than any of those seas-
son-dong but frequently interrupted
droughts we were having a few years
back, one right after another.

Thinking back over those years, It can
be remembered that water levels were
indeed lower, so that fundamental
drought conditions were more serious,
but that, so far as surface conditions
were concerned, tomatoes and potatoes
were never so small, lawns never as

A Costly System

Skylab As Clinical
Laboratory

Despite the severe cutback in
budgels, the consensus among
observers of the space scene s
that within the next two de-
cades man will be traveling to
Mars, Now that astronauts have
set foot on the moon, the next
achlevable goa! ns a national
objective is the ‘“‘red" planet,
some 40 million miles beyond
the earth,

While engineers .are certain
that the spacecraft and hard-
ware to launch a Martian ex-
pedition is within the state of
the art, space-medicine doctors
are nol certain that man can
stand the rigors of an eight.
month trip to this plenet. To
test this question, elaborate blo-
medical studies have been un-
derway since the first Mercury
spacecraft orbited the earth.

During the past decade our
principal concern was to insure
the physical Integrity of astro-
nauts and to assure unqualified
performance in flights up to two
weeks' duration. The record of
the flights of the Mercury,
Gemini and Apollo indicates
that this objective was fully
achieved from the medical
standpoint, The necessary bio-
instrumentation was developed,
the medical tests performed
and data was gathered and ana-
lyzed. The medical effects of
space flight so far have been
correctly predicted and extrapo-
lated. Not a single unresolvable
medical problem surfaced in
the over 6,000 hours of manned
flights.

However, the longest of these
flights was only of two weeks'
duration. Can we predict the be-
havior of the human body in the
alien and unfriendly environ.
ment of deep space for periods
in excess of eight months? The
answer is a definite no. This is
one reason why the launching
of the Skylab for the 28 and
56-day orbital durations is so im-
portant to the future of manned
space flight,

With contemplated extended
Journeys In space, new data
can and ‘must be obtained to
provide the information needed
to predict the behavior ofl the
human body, The Skylab has as
one of its primary objectives ‘‘to

determine and evaluate man's -

physiological responses and ap-
titudes In space, and his post-
mission adaptation to the ter-
reatrial environment, through a
series of progressively longer
missions, and the (ncrements
by which mission duration can
be Increased.” The Skylab
studles represent our first real
opportunity to investigate, in
a systematic and fincremental
pattern, the effects of the
weightless environment on man.

The series of medical and be.
havioral investigative efforts
have been defined and are being
developed for flight. Doctors
have mobilized a broad and
promising spectrum of objec-
tives to be determined during
these extended stays,

Four experiments are direct-
ed toward determining the ex-
tent of skeletal and muscular
alterations  occurring during

space flight and evaluating
changes and nutritive require-
ments as they differ from those
in the earth environment. The
experiments will focus on pre-
clse measurements of input
and output of calelum, nitrogen
and other blochemical constitu-
ents, Thers will be X-rny stud-
{es of bone demineralization and

an asgessment of hormonsal and:

other characteristica of
blood and body wastes,

Three experiments involving
cardlovascular function are
contemplated, The objective is
to nssess the effects of space
flight on the clrcuistory sys-
tem, define the nature and the
course of any observed changes.
In this phase experiments will
be undertaken to Investigate
the appropriate countermeas-
ures to be taken to maintain
performance at an optimum
level,

Four experiments will involve
blood studies. The objectives
are directed toward determin-
ing the effects of space flight on
the physlology of the formed
blood elements, the fluld com.
partments of the body, the
hemostatic mechanism and
other aspects of the blood.
These experiments will be per-
formed preflight and post-
flight so that no blood s
drawn from the astronaut fn
flight,

There will be two experiments
to investigate and evaluate the
effects of the space environ-
ment upon the human nervous
system. The body system de-
mands particular attention in
that it constitutes the sensory,
motor and, most significantly,
the coordinating mechanism
for human performance and be-
havlor.

An experiment in behavioral
effects will be underteken, The
objective Ia to assess man's

the

functional ability In contem-
plating necessary operationnl
and useful sclentific work
during long-duration space-
flight conditions; to develop and
apply techniques to nasess
spacecraft and equipment de-
sign for long-range human hab-
itabllity and use. This experi-
ment will also Implement ex-
perimental and clinical meth.
ods for evaluating complex in-
flight behavioral changes asso-
ciated with extended missions.

There will also be two experi-
ments 'in  pulmonary function
and energy metabollsm, The
objective is to assess the ef-
fects of space mission environ-
ments on the mechanlcs of
breathing and.respiratory gas
exchange, They will also char-
acterize the alteration effected
by this alien environment on
body mass and composition, The
mission energy costs will be ob-
tained in terms of respiratory
gas metabollsm,

The successful completion of
these tasks will provide the first
elements of the new knowiledge
required to explain the nature
and extent of human acclimati-
zation to the npaceflight envi-
ronment over the duration of
these misslons. The experi-
mental results are not an end
in themselves but represent the
essentinl knowledge for more
precise and definitive planning
for future manned programs.

Without the basic information
acquired from the behavior of
man In the Skylab {t would be
sulcide to attempt the “‘glant
leap' to Mars in tthe 1980s.
More and more the Skylab
looms as a major step in the
brief history of space flight. Ini-
tially, the Skylab was proposed
as an earth-orbiter to relay ter-
restrial information. While this
is an important facet, & more
long-ranging objective iy to dis-
cern the ability of the human
body to cope with the space en-
vironment.

As an added benefit, know-
ledge of the behavior of the
body in the space environment
may be reflected in a longer
and healthler life for us on
earth,

(AP) — Nature
lovers have succeeded in saving
a swamp that is one of the last
two breading places for the 2.
million-year-old long-toed sala-
mander,

University of California zoolo-
gist Robert Stebbing said Thurs-
doy that foasils found In rock
formations have confirmed that
this molature-loving squirmer is
truly one of the carth's oldest
remaining creatures,

Its breeding ground along the
West Coast diminished gradual
ly to California, he gaid. He add-
ed that salamander territory
shrank during the 1900s to the
coastal area around Aptos,
some 70 miles south of San
Francisco, and a lttle place in
nearby Watsonville.

Cries went up from environ.
mentalists when the California
Division of Highways seemingly
doomed the half-mile-long Aptos
swamp last winter by widening
California 1 between the Rio Del
Mar and Rob Roy interchanges.

Stebbine pointed out to state
engineers that the drainage fa-
cllities for the roadway would
dry up the swamp and destroy
the salamander breeding
ground.

“They lstened,” he said,
"and responded'' after he ex-
plained that the creatures were
here “a long time before we
were.” They crawl down into
the swamp each September and
January to mate before returfi-
ing to the surrounding woods,
where they live in oak lsaf mold
and decayed trees.

Highway division spokesman
Robert Halliday sald his agency
was glad to oblige.

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Religious, Social Values.
Are Often Incompatible

NEW YORK (AP) — Burveys
turn up some curious sidelights
on religion, including a recent
finding that what people say
they believe doean't actually
have much bearing on the way
they act toward others,

This was the general conclu-
sion of a study by Dr. Miiton
Rokeach, psychology professor
at Michigan 8tate University.

The results ‘"‘suggest a perva-
sive soclal ocutlook among the
religious-minded that seems to
be incompatible and often op-
paosite to the compassion taught
in the Sermon on the Mount,”
he reports In the journal, Psy-
chology Today.

He says the results indicated
that “religious values serve
more as standards for condemn-
ing others or as standards to ra~
tionalize one’s own self-pursuit
than as standards to judge one's
self by or to guide one’s own
conduot.””

Among Catholies surveyed, he
says, religious wvalues seem
“more or less Irrelevant as
guldes to compassionate =mocial
acton,” and among Protes.
tants, there was an actual ‘‘neg-
ative relationship” between the
two factors; that ls, the most
devout showed the least social
compassion, '

Commenting on the results,
the Rey. Dennls J, Geaney, a
Catholic theologian, writes in
the Catholic Messenger that

they constitute a “devastating PO

blast at organized religion,” and
reflect the tendency of many
clergymen to disregard the so-
cial implications of the Gospel.

Nevertheless, the director of
the American Foundation for
Religion and Paychiatry reports
that 42 per cent of Americans in
trouble still turn first to clergy-
men for advice, rather than to
psychiatrists,

This ‘“figure seems to be on
the increase.’ the Rev. Dr. Don-
ald B, Smith, of New York, told
the American Association for
Mental Health, meeting in 8t
Paul, Minn.

He says studies indicate that
one of every 10 Americans need
psychiatric help, but since the
nation has fewer than 050,000

psychiatrists and psychologists,
clergymen provide a logical ad-
junoct in the fleld,

He says that of the country's
260,000 parish clergymen, about
25,000 have had some clinical
training in counseling those with
mental-emotional

A Southern poll, con-
ducted out of the denomination’s
headquarters in  Nashville,
Tenn., found that 78.8 per cemt
of pastors and 75.0 per cent of
Sunday school teachers ‘‘defi.
nitely disapprove” of blg uni-
versities permitting their clinics
to dispense contraceptiva pills
or devices to unmarried coeds,

Another 41 per cent of both
groups ‘‘tend to disapprove,’
while only 2 per cent of the pas-
tors and 1.8 per cent of the
teachera ‘‘definitely approve.”
However, 4.7 per cent of the
pastors and 7.8 per cent of the
teachers ''tend to approve."

A Massachusetts survey, in-
volving the first attempt to pin-
point how religious institutions
spend their monoy, found that
2,427 Massachusetts churchos
spend more than §20.6 million
annually on goods and services,
the bulk of it for utilities such as
heat and electricity.

The 20-page study, entitled
‘““The Church as Consumer,”
was compiled by Project Equal-
ity, a nationwide ecumenical ef-
fort aimed at using the econom-
ic power of the churches to
promote equel racial opportuni-
ty in hiring and other business
llcles.

Another Boston survey found
that 78 per cent of Cathollcs in
the Boston archdiocese beliove
they ahould have ‘‘something to
say’’ about electing their next
archbishop.

A Boston lay caucus reported
the results, based on a poll of
19,000 Catholics in mbout 150
parishes. It also found that 87
per cent feel the next archbish.
op should serve for a& specified
term,

Boston’s archbishop, Richard
Cardinal Cushing, 70 Aug, 24,
has indicated he soon may re-
tire .The archdiocesan weekly,
The Pllot, criticlzed the survey
as lacking scientific controls to
agsure a representative cross-
section.

Stanley Speaks at Tolland;
Pickett Tours at Rockville

Second Congressional District
primary challenger Democrat
William Stanley spoke before a
full house of supporters in Tol-
land last night while his oppo-
nent, party-endorsed candidate
John Pickett, toured shopping
centers and grocery stores in
Rockville during the day.

Plckett is scheduled to ad-
dress Rockville's Rotary Club
Monday at noon at the Mill
brook Restaurant in Talcott-
ville.

Stanley’s reception was ex-
cellent as supporters from Tol-
land and area towns of Blling-
ton, Vernon, Willimantic, 'Will-
ington and Somera crowded in-
to the Town Hall to hear their
choice in Wednesday's primary.

Many of those attending had
heard Stanley before, but oth-
ers came for a first-time view
of the candidate.

Stanley stressed the impor-
tance of electing at least o Con-
gresaman who s actually from
Eastern Connecticut, Inssmuch
as no recognition was given
this half of the state on either
the Democratic or Republican
state tickets.

Stanley's opponent Piokett
lives in Middletown, acroas the
river from Rastern Connecti-
cut.

Stanley painted a depressing
picture of Eastern Connecticut’'s
economy and labor scene, stat-
ing that "we need someone to
get in there and fight for our
district.”

‘“Our candidate for Governor,
Emilio Daddario, comeas from
Middletown; why does our Con-
gressman have to also?"” Stan-
ley aska.

He defended his plans for an
industrial city-jetport, and ac-
cused the state of trying to
patch up an unworkable airport
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systemm by proposing satellite
alrports in surrounding towns
such as the one proposed in
Coventry.

His plans for the jetport-in-
dustrial city complex would
eliminate such threats, accord-
ing to Stanley.

He admitted he “‘mnakeas
waves," and fights for what he
beligves in. He feels if more
politicians did this there would
be fewer problems today, ‘“This
results in making some ene-
mies,and I'm proud of every-
one of them."

Stanley claims not to have
made any deals along the route
to his Cognressional bld. "I
have not made one solitary
commitment for any job,” he
explained, although he claims
that Pickett has done so.

Stanley described himself as
a mixture of lberallsm and
conservatism, He is liberal in
the area of human rights but
tiscally “€onservative.

Expressing opposition to the
ABM, Stanley claims the money
could far better be put to use
relieving human needs, for aid
to education or even just saved.

He feels a missile-armed sub-
marine {s a far better war de-
terrent than the ABM, It's In
a position to retaliate from an
undetected position, Stanley
sald.

Course Isn’t What It Used To Be

Old St. Andrews
Alters with Time

8T. ANDREWS, Scotland
(AP) — Jack Nicklaus won the
1970 British Open golf cham-
plonship, possibly the most dra-
matic in history, but his prac-
tice rounds never will match
those of the little squire from
Connecticut—Gene Sarazen.

The 68-year-old Sarazen shot
85-81 in the first two rounds and
had the time of his life. He was
the only man wearing old-fash.
foned plus fours,

Before he played his second
and last round, he sald:

““This is my last appearance
here. Would you like to see me
practice?"”

And then, the man who won
the British and American
Opens, and shook even the great
Walter Hagen to bits from time
to time, went out and ‘‘prac-
ticed."

He waltzed over to the beach
of 8t. Andrews Bay with a three
wood (a spoon, he called it) in
his hand and three golf balls,

Whep, whap, whap.

All three went into the sea.

He grinned, rubbed his hands
together and sald:

“Right, I'm ready."

Little Gene drew as much of
the gallery as anybody until the
chips were down. The yester-
days of golf mean something in
St. Andrews and Sarazen Is one
of the greatest of yesterday.

His appearance was part of a
system whereby former Open
champions are exempt from
qualifying for the first 38 of the
72-hole championship,

It added some zest to all the
odd bits that make a champlon-
ship of this remarkable charac-
ter different.

For instance:

St. Andrews once spent 500
pounds (then 2,500) for an Open.
This time, the Royal and An-
clent took in 175,000 pounds
(420,000) in gate receipts and
concesslons, and probably put
out at least three-fourths of it in
prize money and expenses,

“We're ahead,” sald Maj.
Keith Mackenzie, the secretary,
with a large sigh of rellef.

The old town tinkered around
with something llke 100,000 peo-
ple in a week and acted accord-
ingly.

Bobby Locke, the four-lime
champion from South Africa,
wandered around in his funny
cap with a shield that keeps
rain off his glasses, and came to
the famous 18th green only to
say: '

“They've got stands around it.
A wonderful target for a hook or
a slice.”

On the other hand, youth Pe-
ter Osterhuls of Britain, 24, one
of the challengers in the final
round, saw the stands and all
those people and sald in his
Dutch-British manner: “It
makes you think."

Willfe Copt, a postal engineer
born here, observed: *‘All this is

commercial. It's not the same,
People and places for them to
git and stand and television and
all that, St. Andrews is ruined."”

Then again comes Peter
Thomson of Australia, five
times Open champion to com-
ment:

“Sprinkler systems were put
in to turn the Old Course Into
another target course like all of
them in America. Some bunkers
have been changed so you can
even get out of them with a
chance for a one-putt. Some I
once knew you never even got
out."

Erick Brickman, once a well
decorated brigadier and for 20
years secretary of the Royal
and Ancient, came out of retire-
ment to help the Open in com-
munications, With & simulated
twitch, he called himself a vol-
unteer at ‘‘the nerve center."”

But Brickman made it plain
that the R, and A. would always
be the nerve center of golf,

Claimed By
South Viets

(Continued from Page One)

The bombers dropped 760 tons
of bombs on North Vietnamese
base camps and supply and
staging areas between besieged
Firebase O'Reilly and the Lao-
tian border. Additional waves of
Bl2s hit rear North Vietnamese
positions on the other side of the
border.

The alm on the bomb satrikes
was to block North Vietnamese
reinforcements and supplies
destined for O'Rellly, an artil-
lery base that sits on a jungile
mountaintop between the Lao-
tian border and South Vietnam's
northern coast,

Assoclated [Press correspond-
ent Willis Johnson reported
from Da Nang that heavily rein-
forced South Vietnamese ground
forces continued fighting
against what spokesmen called
“heavy resistance'' from North
Vietnamese troops in fortified
positions closer to the base,

South Vietnamese troops aid-
ed by U.S. fighter-bombers,
tried repeatedly to dislodge the
North Vietnamese Friday, But
by nightfall, the South Viet-
namese infantrymen had pulled
back into defensive posaitions,
and bombers and artillery con-
tinued their around-the-clock as-
sault. No clear result’ was re-
ported from the bombing ralds,
but ground forces reported five
enemy killed in one aresa. South
Vietnamese losses were sald to
be light.

North of O'Rellly, government
forces claimed killing 58 enemy
soldiers in the fourth day of
fighting along the northern
coastal strip called the "'Street
Without Joy." By allied count,
this ralsed the enemy toll to 508
dead. South Vietnamese losses
in the latest clash were put at
four killed and 18 wounded.

Twenty-seven enemy were re-
ported killed In three other scat-
tered clashes, one of them just
inside Cambodia,

The US. Command an-
nounced North Vietnamese an-
tiaircraft missile sites fired at
an unarmed Navy RFS recon-
nalssance plane Friday 145
miles north of the demilitarized
zone, A spokesman sald the re-
connalssance plane and two
fighter-bomber escorts were not
damaged and did not return the
fire,

Seven Americans were killed
and 53 wounded in two booby
trap and mine incldents, an am-
bush and brief contacts with the
enemy, the U.8, Command sald.

HONG KONG (AP) — Radio
Hanol broadeast an interview
today between three captured
American pilots and two law-
yers from Sweden and the So-
viet Union who were on a tour
of North Vietnam.

The quality of the 1i-minute
recording was poor and only
some words and phrases could
be made out.

The officlal North Vietnamese
radio station named the three
pllots as Lt. Col. Adison Miller,
and Navy Cmdrs, Robert
Schwitzer and Walter Wilbur.

It gave no further identifica-
tion, but according to previous
broadcasts Schweltzer is the son
of Mr, and Mrs, Fred L.
Schweitzer of suburban Phila.
delphia and Wilbur's family
lives in Virginia Beach, Va.

No information was available
on Miller.

Both the Swedish Iawyer,
whose name sounded like Hansg
Gerwin Frank, and the Soviet
lawyer, who was not named, are
members of a group called the
International Commission for
Investigation of U.S. Crimes in
Vietnam, Radio Hanoi sald.

HONG KONG (AP) — The
Viet Cong's Liberation Radio
said today the Viet Cong haa or-
dered a ‘“short-term wave of
competition to make new miil-
tary achievements' in com-
memoration of the first anniver-
sary of Ho Chi Minh's death and
other {mportant dates.

The broadcast urged the
South Vietnmese people ‘‘lo
carry out President Ho's will, to
attack the enemy continuously,
to rise up forcefully and contin.
uously ... to determinedly
smash the enemy's pacification
plan , ., (and) to disband reac-
tionary organizations such as ci-
villan defense organizations.'’

The radio sald the Viet Congs'
provisional revolutionary gov-
ernment of South Vietnam or-
dered the competition from
Aug. 15 to Sept. 8. It said the or-
der was issued Aug. 10 to *‘all of
the fighters and people” of
South Vietnam.

Besldes commemorating the
first anniversary of North Viet.
namese President Ho's death on
Sept. 3, the broadcast sald, the
competition will also celebrate
the Aug. 19 anniversary of the
1945 Viet Minh uprising against
French colonialism, the 25th an-
niversary Sept. 2 of the declara-
tion of the Democratic Republic
of Vietnam, and the 10th anni-
versary % 20 of the founding
of the Viet ‘s political arm,
the National Liberation Front.

Angry at 290, He’s a Happy 190

SACRAMENTO, Calif, (AP)
— Jess Unruh says his rage at
being caricatured nationally as
the waddling ‘“‘blg daddy'’' boss
of the California Legislature in
1963 may have saved his life,

That was when he declded to
trim down his 280 pounds while
serving as the Democratic
speaker of the Assembly,

Now leveled off at a firm 190

pounds, the 47-year-old Unruh is
leaving the legislature after 16
stormy years. He will try to un-
seat Republican Ronald Reagan
as governor in the Nov. 8 elec-
tion.
His Assembly colleagues pald
Unruh a formal farewell
Wednesday although his term
officlally runs through the end
of the year.

Later, s reporter asked him if
he had any regrets from his leg-
islative career.

“The night of the lockup,”
sald Unruh, referring to when
he locked recaleitrant Republl-
cang in the Assembly chamber
for 2¢ hours because they
wouldn't vote the way he want-
ed them to on a budget bill.

“It might have been a terrible
political mistake for me, but it
might have saved my llfe physi-
cally,” Unruh said,

Unruh added that he waa '‘so
furiouy” at being pictured in po-
litical cartoons throughout the
country as “‘blg daddy’” he went
on a crash dlet,

By the end of 1068 he was
down to nearly 200 pounds, He
also sought In other ways to
change his political image.

Unruh became chalrman of
Robert ¥. Kennedy's California
pregidentinl primary campaign
and was at Kennedy's side when

the New York senator was as-
sasginated in 1908, Unruh's
speeches continue to echo Ken.
nedy's emphasis on the needs of
the poor and minorities,

Unruh is known for his efforts
to make state legislature a mod-
ern tool of government, Besides
leading a reorganization of the
California Assembly to make It
more independent of both gover-
nor and lobbyists, Unruh has
been an anctive speaker and con-
sultant In other states on the
subject of modernizing state
government,

He sald that if he stayed on in
the legislature, he would work
for revislion of campaign financ-
ing and for a onc-house Califor-
nia Legislature,

But he added, quoting the titie
of o song written by his friend
John Stewart: "You can't look
back when you're moving on.'

Turkey Tﬁreatens to Close
The Bay Window of History

ANKARA, Turkey (AP) —
This year foreign archeologists
are working at 34 sites In Tur-
key. How much longer they will
dig is debatable, because the
government s threatening to
put up & no-trespassing sign.

The Ministry of Bducation
says American and other
museums possess certain an-
tiques smuggled from this coun.
try. Unless these are returned,
it says, permits for archeolo-
gists will be ‘‘reviewed."’

It is preparing o list.

If the threat Is carried out,
forelgn archeologistas will lose a
rich field of operation. Digging
in Turkish Anatolia produces
useful studies and monumental
finds from all periods of history.

In Turkey archeology starts
at the beginning. Cave man set-
tlements excavalted by Turkish
archeologists near the Mediter-
ranean tourist resort of Antalya
are called by a top scholar
“one of the major cenlers of
prehistoric times."

Catalhuyuk and Hacllar, in
south central Anatolia, were ex-
cavated by the brilliant, contro-
versial Briton, James Mellaart,
who gaid Catalhuyuk was ‘‘the
first real clvilization'' and the
“largest and richest Stone Age
site known." He was banned for
his supposed rols in the dlsap-
pearance of a hoard of gold jew-
elry known as the Dorak treas-
ure,

Germans are excavating at
Hattusas, capital of the Hittite
Empire, Five temples
unearthed there are among the
finest monuments of the second
millenium before Christ,

In the seventh century before
Christ, the Lydian king, Croe-
sus, was mining gold at his
capital of Sardis and the Phry-
glan king Midas was hoarding it
at his capital of Gordium, Both
these sites were excavated by
Americana,

A joint Harvard-Cornell group
is digging at Sardis, a ruined
city in West Turkey., Among
other things, archeologists found
there the refineries where Croe-
sus produced several hundred
ounces of gold & week.

Prof. Rodney Young of the
Univeraity of Pennaylvania
found a royal Phrygian tomb at
Gordium near Ankara, possibly
the tomb of King Midas. The
magnificent bronzes and jewel-
ry, indicated the opulence and
wealth of the kingdom.

*In the first and second centu-
ries before Christ, Anatolian
cities were among the richest,
most {mportant centsrs of art
and clvilization," one archeolo-
gist has written,

The greatest of these oities
which passed from Hellenistic
to Roman rule was Hphesus,
south of Izmir,

Austrian archeologists have
been digging there since World
War I, They are still there, un-
der Prof. Herman Vetter,
unearthing and restoring the
huge theater where 38t Paul
preached, along with temples,
brothels, marble streets and
homes of 2,000 years ago,

Al the end of the 4th century,
Anatolin came under the oast-
ern Roman or Byzantine Em-
pire, headed from Constartino-
ple, Byzantine treasures are
scattered all over Turkey. Mi-
chasl Gough of the British Ar-
cheological Institute is restoring
a striking fifth century basilica
at & remole monasiary near
Alahan,

The Byzantine Institute of
America restored the mosalc
paintings in Constantinople's
Church of the Holy Savior
at Chora, 14th century master-
pleces of bright color and giit.
Constantinople {s now Istanbul,

The rellcs and sites of Selcuk
and Ottoman Turkish civiliza-
tions are the province of Turk-
ish archeologists. They are
also digging at 34 sites this
yenr.

Itallan, French, Canadian,
Belgian and Japanese archeolo-
gists are working in Turkey,
too,

“This country is & bay win-
dow to history,’' summed up one
foreigner, ‘‘Naturally we are
worried about the Turks closing
it up.”

Your communication will be
answered shortly.”

Finally, a form letter, “We
are sorry to Inform you that
our policy prevents us from
commenting on your communi-
cation."

Even as your subscription Is ex-
piring (In two or three months),
you begin to get those post-
cards and letters, telling you
how much you can save from
the newsstand price, by renew-
ing your subscription early, The
prices get lower and lower, as
the postcards and letters get
progressively more numerous.

HOLLYWOO D(AP) — NBC's
