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Nixon’s Commission
Mapping Guidelines

For Campus Peace

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
President's Commission on
Campus Unrest, {ts hearings
complete, starts preliminary
work today on what its chair-
man has described as the '‘very
hard task' of drafting recom-
mendations on how to keep
peace at the nation's colleges
this fall,

Chairman William W. Scran-
ton said the commission would
hold working seminars all day
before starting to draft ita re-
commendations o President
Nixon. He said he hoped the re-
port would be ready sometime
next month,

The commission concluded its
hearings Friday at Kent State
University, Ohlo, where four
students died in a confrontation
with National Guardsmen May
4. It had previously taken testi-
mony in Washington and at
Jackson, Miss.,, where  two
young Negroes were killed by
gunfire during a demonstration
May 14.

At ity final session at Kent
State, the commission was told
that only Ohio National Guards-
men fired guns during the May
4 disturbance in which 11 stu.
dents were also wounded.

George Warren, an attorney
on the commission's staff, sald
FBI agents determined 20
guardsmen fired a minimum of
54 shots in 11 seconds.

The FBI, he sald, reported
that ‘“no other than & guards-
man .., discharged a firearm
May 4."

Warren also sald the FBI
ound no evidence of a sniper
firing at guardsmen, contradict-
ing an earler report that sniper
fire precipitated the shootings.

He sald the FBI described
guardsmen Involved in the
ghootings as ‘'terribly scared."

Warren, a 31-year-old Lans-
ing, Mich. attorney, said the
FBI learned a photographer on

the roof of n campus building
“had a camera mounted on a ri-
fle gunstock, something that
could have looked like a fire-
arm."” )

He also testified that FBI
agents discovered mlilitary bul-
lets as far as one mlle away
from the shooting site and that
agents had picked up 60 pounds
of rocks, sticks and other ob-
jects from the scene.

James C. Woodring Jr. of
Cuynhoga Falls, Ohlo, said he
saw a National Guard Heutenant
give what appeared to be a
hand signal that started the
shooting,

The 10-yenr-old told the com-
mission that the officer turned
toward the troops, raised his
pistol in the alr, then turned
back toward the crowd of stu-
dents and “started to fire point
blank into the ground.”

In keeping with commission
policy not to pursue detalls of
the shootings that might be pre-
sented to & grand jury, Wood-
ring was not questioned in detafl
about what followed.

A special state grand jury will
begin an investigation of the
shootings early next month,

Woodring sald students who
had been jeering and throwing
rocks at guardsmen seemed lo
feel they had won a viclory as
the guardemen headed back
over lhe grassy knoll toward o
gafer position, Then, he sald,
the troops turned and fired.

Coroner Says Sharon Tate

WasH angéd and Stabbed

L0S ANGELES (AP)
Blonde, pregnant Sharon Tate
was hanged as well as stabbed,
the county coroner says.

Coroner Thomas T. Noguchi,
testifying for the state in the
Tate murder trial, said there
were rope burns on the actress’
neck and left cheek, as well as
16 stab wounds on her body.

A pleture of the dend womans'
face, exhibited by the progecu-
tion, showed two dark abrasions
on the cheekbone.

“It is my opinion,' Noguchi
sald, "that the rope contacted
quite firmly. It {s quite consist-
ent that the decedent was
hanged."

Police found a thick white ny-
lon rope around the neck of the
screen beauty, looped over a liv-
ing room ceiling beam with the
other end around the neck of
Jay Sebring, another of the five
victims,

Defense objections cut off
questions on hanging just before
the trial recessed until Monday.
Noguchl sald he expecls to
elaborate during later testimo-
ny.
Using life-sized diagrams of
the front and back of Miss
Tate's body, Noguchi showed
where she was stabbed—in the

chest, abdomen, arms, back and
thigh. “In my opinion," he said,
“five gtab wounds in themselves

- would have caused a fatal out-

come." He said none of the stab
wounds was inflicted after she
died,

Charles Manson and three
w:men followers on trial for the
murders of Miss Tate and six
others Aug 0-10, 1088, sat quietly
as Noguchl testified, Once, Man-
son smiled, and the three girls
whispered to their attorneys.

Barlier, Sgt. Michael Me-
Gann, describing what officer
found at the Tate mansion, sald
the killers apparently did not
ransack the house, which con-
tained various narcotics and
about $100,

McGann sald marijuana,
hashish, cocaine and the halluci-
nogenie drug MDA were found
at the estate—in a living rcom
cabinet, in & nightstand in a
bedroom shared by victims Abl-
gail Folger and Wojlelech Fry-
kowsky, and in the black sports-
car belonging to Sebring.

Astronomer Reports
New World F orming

BRIGHTON, England (AP) —
A British astronomer says he
has found & planetary system
forming around a large star,
Epsilon Aurigae, far out in
space.

If confirmed, this would be
the first time a planetary sys-
tem similar to that of the sun's
had been found in the galaxy al-
though astronomers for years
have observed stars where they
believed systema might be
forming.

Prof, Zdenek Kopal an-
nounced his findings Friday at
the International Astronomical
Union conference.

Kopal, a professor of astrono-
my at Manchester University,
sald the system’s main star, Hp-
sllon Aurigae, is 20 times as big
as the sun and 5,000 light yenrs
away. A light year Is the dis.

tance light will travel in one
year,

The star is surrounded by a
disc of matter 4 bllllon mliles
across and has been intriguing
scientists for 40 years because
of its unusual activity,

Kopal told the conference Iit-
tle is known about Epsilon Auri-
gae, apart from the fact that it
is made up of solid particles and
not gases as was originally be-
lieved.

But he said the particles mak-
ing up the star's semi-transpar-
ent disc include some equalling
the size of small planets,

Kopal sald astronomers have
been surprised by the low tem-
perature of the system, about
500 degrees or about the heat of
the sunlit side of the moon.

Israel Claims Proof
Of Truce Violations

Israel claims it has new

“irrefutable” evidence that

Egypt is “continuing grave violations” of the Middle
East cease-fire by moving more SAM antiaircraft mis-
siles closer to the Suez Canal

The complaint, the fourth
such since the cease-fire went
into eoffect at midnight Aug, 7,
was based on material gathered
Thursday, Israel sald.

The Israeli military command
said the evidence indicates ‘‘the
construction of missile batteries
and other preparational work
still in progress' within 20 miles
of the canal, The terms of the
truce bar new military deploy-
mont within 30 miles of the wat-
erway.

There was no Egyptian com-
ment on the churges. Egypt has
refused to acknowledge any of
Isracl's charges of cease-fire
violations.

In Washington, the State De-
partment sald no formal protest
had been received from Egypt
concerning American survell-
lance of the cease-fire by U2 spy
planes and satellites,

A spokesman dismissed a
charge by Egypt's semiofficial
newspaper Al Ahram that the
flights are a “pretext for espion-
a7e’” and sald the survelllance
will continue from the Israell
side of the cease-fire line.

The State Department also
sald there {s reason for hope
that indirect peace talks me-
diated by U.N. envoy Gunnar V,
Jarring will begin soon, perhaps
by next week. McCloskey indi-
cated that Jarring might have
word by early in the week on
the site or diplomatic level of
the dalks,

Indirect talks are the next
stage of the Middle East peace
plan proposed by the United
States and accepted by Israel,
Egypt and Jordan.

In New York, Israel's chlef
U.N. delegate, Yosef Tekoah,
met with Jarring and said when
asked if the negotiations would
start by next week: “It's diffi-
cult for me to say."

The semliofficial Calro news-
paper Al Ahram says Egypt has
instructed its chief U.N. dele-
gate, Mohamed Hassan Elzay-
yat, to press for New York as
the site for the peace talks. Is-
rael has told Jarring it would
prefer that the talks be held on
Cyprus, but a spokeaman sald

the desire was not *“‘an absolute
condition.”

The military command in Tel
Aviv said an Israeli soldier was
killed by bazooka fire Friday
near the Lebanese border. The
fire apparently came from Arab
guerrillas, who have vowed to
sabotage the peace talks.

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Iranian Gen. Teimour Bakhtiar,
a bitter oppongnt of the Shah of
Iran, has been assassinated
while on a hunting trip in Iraq,
the newspaper Al Nahar report-
ed today.

The paper did not name the
nssassin but said three Iranian
students who hijacked an Ira-
nian airliner to Baghdad last
June turned out to be Iranian in-
telligence agents who ‘‘master-
minded' the assassination,

Al Nahar said travelers from
Baghdad gave this account;

Bakhtiar, an Iranian side, an
Iraql guard and the three stu-
dents were on a hunting trip
Aug, 9 in the Iraql province of
Dyala, close, to the Iranian bor-
der,

The alde shol Bakhtiar and
then tried to flee to the Iranian
border with the students. Iragi
border guards arrested them,

Bakhtiar, a cousin of former
Queen Soraya and chief of secu-
rity in Iran in the late 1050s,
was rushed to a Baghdad haspi-
tal and died two days later.

Prior to Embarking for Asia

SAN CLEMENTE, Calif, (AP)
— Vice President Spiro T. Ag-
new confers loday with Presi-
dent Nixon and top White House
officials before setting out on
his second trip to Asia this year.

The vice president, who visit-
ed 11 Asian and Pacific nations
during a three-week trip in Jan-
uary, will be gone a little more
than & week this time. South Ko-
rea, Nationalist China, Thalland
and South Vietnam are on hins
{tinerary.

" His misslon i5 to talk with and
listen to Asian leaders on the
Nixon Doctrine, under which the
United States will provide as-
sistance only to those Aslan na-
tions which help themselves.

Agnew, who had been in the
Los Angeles area since a politi-
cal speech Thurasday night,
planred to come by hellcopter
to the Western White House for
meetings with Nixon, national
security alde Henry Kissinger
and other officials before his
scheduled noon departure from
nearby El Tor Marine Alr Sta-
tion.

After a refueling stop in Ha-
wall, Agnew planned to continue
west acrogss the international
dateline before an overnight
stop at Guam.

On Monday, he flies to Seoul,
South Korea, for two days of
talks with officlals concerned

there,

The rest of Agnew's schedule
has not been completed, but he
is likely to spend at least one
night in Nationallst China, two
nights in Thailand and one in
Bouth Vietnam.

Nixon Places No Barriers

On Cambodian Air Strikes

SAIGON (AP) — President
Nixon has placed no geographi-
cal restricions on U.S. Alr
Force strikes inside Cambodia
against North Vietnamese and
Viet Cong troops and supplies,
informed sources said today.

The sources said that al-
though some historical shrines
such as the Angkor temple ruing
northwest of Phnom Penh may
be off limits to U.8B. bombers,
there are no geographical limi-
tations If military officials be-
lleve enemy bulldups might
pose a threat to allied forces in
Sguth Vietnam,

This was the first time such &
disclosure had been made, but
the sources said it did not repre-
sent any change in policy.

The disclosure came in re.
sponse o queries whether
American planes had supported
Cambodian forces during the
heavy  fighting Thursday and
Friday within six to nine miles
of Phnom Penh,

One source sald no American
warplanes had supported the
battle but added the comment
that they would not be forbidden
if military officials thought that
o potential threat was posed lo
allled forces in Vietnam.

Informants sald most Ameri-
can air strikes in Cambodia are
centered east of the Mekong
River in the Northeastern part
of the country against North

Vietnamese supply routes run-
ning southward from Laos.

Meanwhile, Associated Press
correspondent T. Jeff Willlams
reported from Phnom Penh that
Cambodiin forces had begun
clearing operations northeast of
the capital, Reports from
Phnom Penh sald three Viet
Cong battalions—perhaps up to
1,000 troops or more—apparent-
ly had alipped away.

Maj. Am Rong, the Cambo-
dian military spokesman, said
several alr stiikes were carried
out against suspected Viet Cong
base areas near Prek Tameak,
nine miles northeast of Phnom
Penh. He did not speclfy whose
airplanes conducted the latest
strikes.

“There are no boundaries for
American bombers in Cambo-
dia,’ sald one source. "If we
felt interdiction of enemy lorces
would secure our positions in
the event enemy forces became
8 potential threst to Vietnam,
we would hit where we had to.

‘“Whenever possible, Cambo-
dian and South Vietnamese
planes are hitting as many tar-
gets as they can reach and han.
dle. When they need help, the
U.8. Air Force goes."

11, to cut troop rotations by 25

Investors Seem Optimistie

Economy Will Take Upturn

NEW YORK (AP) — Inves-
tors during the past week
scemed to reach a common con-
clusion: the U.8. economy ia on
the verge of an upturn.

And they demonstrated their
confidence In a turnaround by
placing '“buy’ orders with the
brokers,

The result: a four session ral-
ly that started Tuesday and
drove the Dow Jones average of
30 Industrisls up more than 35
points to 745.41, the highest level
since last April 24 when the
blue«chip indicator closed at
747.29,

“The Investor Is beginning to
look at the glass as though it's
half full instead of half empty,”
remarked Monte Gordon, ana-
lyst for Bache & Co., Friday.
“There Is a feeling that we are
beginning to look toward the
first signs of recovery in the
economy."" 3

Added Richard Scruggs, ana-
lyst for Goodbody & Co: "A
pattern of economic recovery is
pretty clearly visible, We can
see the bottom of the recession
aaucer.”

What promoted the optimism
was a number of encouraging
pleces of news on the economic
front during the week.

On Tuesday, for instance, the
Federal Reserve Board dis-
closed it was cutting reserve re-
quirements on certain time de-
posits, & move that in effect
makes money more readily
avallable. Tight credit long has
been considered a prime market
depressant,

The same day, Paul W. Mc-
Cracken, chairman of the Presi-
dent’'s Council of Economic Ad-
visers, sald that the economic
downturn had run its course,

Against this news backdrop,
the market turnsd upward,

sending the Dow industrial av-
erage up 7.60 points,

Next day the U8, Commerce
Department released a study
which also indicated the bottom
of the economic slump had been
touched, Partly as a result, ana-
lysts sald, the industrial aver-
age jumped 7,33 points,

The upward momentum of the
two previous seasions was cred-
ited by brokers with lifting the
average another G5.61 points
Thursday.

Friday came news that of
Commerce Deparment report
that new factory orders for
durable goods rose by an excep-
tionally large amount in July.

Moreover, the Labor Depart-
ment disclosed that the rise in
the Consumer Price Index last
month was considersbly less
than the average monthly in-
crease between February and
May.

The market reacted by pro-
pelling the industrial average
ahead nearly 16 points and lift-
ing it above the 740 level, an im-
portant psychological barrier.

The gain in the average for
the week, narrowed by a small
decline Monday, was 34.07
points. The Assoclated Press
g0-stock average rose 7.5 to
243.8. Standard & Poor's G600-
stock index advanced 4.06 to
79.24. And the New York Stock
Exchange index of some 1,200
common stocks climbed 2.08 to
42.85.

Of the 1,765 issues traded on
the Big Board, 1,227 advanced
and 887 declined, New yearly
lows exceeded highs 118 to 35,

Big Board volume increased
to 40.9 million shares from 88.9
million shares the previous
week,

Airline Upkeep
Record Privacy
Defended by FAA

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Granting the public free access
to Federal Aviation Administra-
tion data on airline maintenance
problems would do more harm

than good for aviation safety,
says FAA Administrator John
H. Shatfer,

But Rep. John H. Moas, D-
Callf,, chairmen of the House
subcommittee on government
information and author of the
18687 Freedom of Information
act, sald the records should be
made public,

Shatfer said he had rejected a
request by consumer advocate
Ralph Nader for data filed with
the FAA by the airlines as to
mechanical problems that arise
in day-to-day operations.

Nader presumably demanded
access (o maintenance records
to support his contentions of
poor airline maintenance and
government inspection.

Some of the information pro-
vided the FAA is required by
law, But the airlines go beyond
that and voluntarily provide a
wealth of additional useful infor-
mation, Shaffer said,

"It we are compelled to di-
vulge this Information it will
dry up," Shaffer sald. “The air-
lines are not required to provide
it, and we won't get it.

“Nader is picking on the
wrong guy if he is interested in
improving aviation safety.”

Shaffer said the FAA has
worked outl a remarkably effec-
tive technique of analyzing the
information and disseminating
analyses, The FAA recommends
corrective action for those air-
lines that need it.

He added that the FAA is
careful not to dlsclose the infor-
mation to unauthorized persons
who have no need for it,

And he said the airlines Have
an unusually good safety record
this year.

East Lyme Fire
Sweeps 5 Stores

EAST LYME, Conn. (AP) —
A general-alarm fire swept
through a Niantic shopping cen-
ter carly today, causing heavy
damage to four small businesses
and a supermarket.

Fire officlals said the blaze
burned out of control for about
three hours, consuming four
shops in one bullding and the
Public Market In an adjacent
building at Main and Pennsyl-
vania streets,

Fourteen firefighting vehicles
from Niantic, Old Lyme, Flan-
ders and Waterford responded to
the 2:45 a.m. alarm.

Two firemen were injured
slightly during the struggle to
bring the blaze under control.
One suffered smoke inhalation,
the other received a cut lip, of-
ficials sald.

Although the blaze was report-
ed under control at 5:55, police
continued  detouring  traffic
around the charred bulldings,
which included an old rallroad
station.

Officials were unable to pin.
point the cause of the blaze
or give & damage estimate this
moming.

An Englishman came to
lecture on his favorite subject,
the toy theater, and a retired
Russian artist came because he
finds puppets interésting as a
hobby.

George Spealght is known as
the greatest living historian of
puppetry in the world. He lec-
tured Wednesday on the Eng-
lish toy theater and on Punch
and Judy, a pair with a re-
markable past. He has written
and rewritten books on both
subjects. The American edition
of “Punch and Judy" was pub-
lished just last week by Plays
Inc. of Boston.

“Punch is still very much
alive in England,”” declared
Spealght, who said he just
doesn't believe that Punch is
really such a murderous char-
acter as he seems. Although he
knocks people about on their
heads, he’s not for real and it
is a convenlent way to get
them off the stage, speaight
explained.

Delight's Audience

To the delight of his audience
the energetic red-haired Eng-
lishman launched into & one-
man toy theater presentation.
“The Miller and His man,” a
tale of snarling scoundrels and
a pair of lovers.

At first glance the toy theater
would seem to be simply an
elaborate and old set of Victori-
an paper dolls on a stage, but
as the origin of this theater un-
folded in Speaight’s words, It
took on the richness of a histo-
ric happening.

It all started back In the first
half of the 19th Century when
printgellers in London began to
sell “‘sheets” of play charac-
tera. They contained plctures of
the principal actors and ac-
tresses In a particular play and
were collected by young boys in
much the same way they now
collect baseball cerds,

The plays of this time were
worthless from a literary point
of view, Speaight said, but they

provided all the exitement and
romance required in escapist
drama, There was little other
entertainment.

As the sheets became popular
there were many sold showing
all the characters in all the coa-
tumes and in all the poses, and
the scenery as well. TheEng-
lish phrase '‘a penny plain, tup-
pence colored’ referred to
these sheets. The children cut
out the figures, pasted them on
cardboard, constructed stages,
and belng mostly boys set
about making them = work.
About 300 plays were adapted
into sheets for toy theatres and
many are available even now in
Pollocks" in London.

They provided historians with
a complete record of the the-
ater of that time and children
with a wonderfully creative toy.

Bond Prices
Jump After

New Rumors

NEW YORK (AP) — Bond
prices forged higher during the
past week, spurred on by both
news and rumors that money
conditions were easing, accord.
ing to the Investment banking
house of Salomon Brothers.

Gains were sharper on the
government side of the market
than on the corporate elde.

The Federal Reserve Board's
announcement late Monday that
it was lowering reserve require-
ments for time deposita was the
first impetus.

Rumors later proven falac
Thursday that banks would low-
er the prime interest rate also
sparked a bhrief upward trend,
analysts said,

Friday's good news, accord-
ing to some analysts, was the
lowering of rates on large Cer-
tificates of Deposit by the two
largest banks in New York City.
This was taken by some observ-
ers to be an indication that mon-
ey conditions were easing.

The two banks, Chase Man-
hattan and First National City,
posted new rates of 7% per cent
on 30-to-589-day CD's and 7% per
cent on 80-to-80-day CD's, This
represents a drop of 3§ per cent.
The new rates apply to CD's of
over $100,000, Certiticates of de-
posit are negotiable bank depos-
it slips.

On the government side, shor-
ter term bonds—under seven
years—picked up half point.
Longer term governments, after
sharp losses early in the week,
picked up about one point.

Aggressive bidding for new
tax-free muniocipals forced
yields down to the point where
they are now about 100 basis
points lower than the yileld
peaks registered late in May.

The coming week’s calendar
lists $337 milllon in new offer-
ings, with only two major is-
sues. The calendar for the next
four weeks remains lght with
listings of under $1 billion,

Corporate prices slid lower
during most of the past week
but a late rally pushed prices
high enough for most recent is-
sues to show fractional galns in
price.

Yields among the new iasues
showed gains, but nevertheless
failed to spark investor interest,
Yields rose to about 9 per cent,
about 40 basis points below their
June peaks.

Next week’s new [ssue slate of
$564 million will be dominated
by two large industrial offer-
ings. The September calendar
now stands at $1.7 billion,

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Still Waiting Its Chance

Becretary General Thant, being the
chief executive officer of the United Na-
tions, and addressing a conference of
international educators who staff a ser-
fes of international schools operated
throughout the world primarily for the
children of people who serve interna-
tional organizations, was on relatively
safe ground, the other day, when he
urged education toward a ‘“‘new allegi-
ance.”

It would, of course, be an allegiance
te the international community aa a
whole,

And Secretary General Thant had the
unanswerable argument, Only as we de-
velop pecple whose allegiance ‘‘extends
beyond the parochial interests of any
one state'” will mankind ever be able to
“fashion a4 just and peaceful soclety.”

This is the lesson mankind has been
giving itself, In the hard school of ex-
perience, ever since it got itself organiz-
ed Into the nation-state form of political
existence.

But, although history itself ought to
be knocking the lesson into our heads,

we pay relatively little attention to fit.
And even when it ia the internalonal

servant of an international organization
addressing a group of international edu.
cators Inside an International building,
there is satill, somehow, an atmosphere
of rashness and daring about his
remarks, No matter how obvious the
common sense of such remarks may be,
the Impossibility of attaining the goals
they set never seems to shrink very
much, Mankind may know better; It
will keep on doing the thing it does.

It Is almost unbelievable that, in 26
ghort years, mankind has come so close

to reducing the United Nations to the
hopeless futility of the League of Na-

tions before it. But the trouble has been
that, after a brave beginning, and after
a phase In which the United States Itself
seemed to be taking the good lead
establishing its own alleglance to
something higher than its own national
interests, the people of the world have
been flunking the opportunity to make
themselves really citizens of the world,
and have been choosing, often by mere
indifference and inertia, not to pressure
their own national governments loward
international comity instead of na-
tionalistic anarchy.
The necessary higher allegiance —one
to 2ll mankind—is still waiting s
chance,

Nerve Gas On Land

From the tobacco fields of North
Carolina comes the sad story of poison-
ing, leading to death in at least two
cases, from the insecticide called para-

thion, which farmers have begun to use
in place of the banned DDT.

Parathion keeps the plants free of
bugs and worma, :
And It does break down and decom-
pose more quickly than DIYT.

But It also spparently retains its harm-
ful powers beyond the five days in which
it Is supposed to be dangerous. And chil-
dren who work or even walk in fields
where it has been used have been strick-
en by It

Like most Insecticides parathion
works by attacking the nervous system.
It is, in fact, a member of the same
chemical family as that nerve gas the
Army has just dumped into the Atlantic,
amid so much controversy. .
This circumstance moved one North
Caroline suthority on poisons, who also
pointed out that many insecticides used
in the home are also basicslly nerve
gas types, to comment on the frony in-
volyed,

*“They‘re worried about that shipload
of nerve gas out in the Adflantic,” she

sald, “and the same thing—in & weaker
form—Iis in half of the homes and most
farms.”

The news from North Carolina
fllustrates the risks a id-paced civili-
zajon takes when leaps from one
proved peril info something else still
relatively untested.

And it gives at least a temporary
stimulus to the arguments of those who
preach that we had better stop playing
upset chemistry with our environment,
and easse back toward lstting nature
rule itself.

But the hard and fast rule will still
be that the farmer who has worms on
his crop will still be willing to take
some chances, providing he kills the
worrths. The final question is that of
whether there really can be such a thing
a8 a harmless killer.

A General Rain

What, during one day of the drought,
made the town of Bomers especially
deserving of an isolated downpour?

Or the day it rained on one half of
Simsbury and not on the other half of
Simsbury, what kind of high favoritism
was involved in that?

Why, on another day, should a
potential shower lft itself all the way
acroas central Connecticut to let Itself
down in the town of Woodsock?

How can a deluge in Bloomfield avold
cooling off next-door Hartford?

It Is not, certainly, that some of us
are more just than others. In all these

instances, the one community that was
always being left out was Manchester,

and we wear no particular sense of
gullt, For that matter, it has been pro-
¢laimed, anyway, that the rain falls on
the just and the unjust,

What we do have to keep clear is
that the posasible validity of that law of
the rains does not by any means estab-
lish the premise that the rains them-
selves are just.

Their presumed Indifference to the
moral worth of those down below cannot
be construed upward to mean that they
achieve, by thelr Indifference, any such
thing as Impartiality, or falrness.

Perhaps they didn't even realize that
they were neglecling Manchester when
they were falling on Bloomfield, Som-

ers, Glastonbury and Woodstock,
That didn't, as we Mancunlans watch-

ed the clouds sall past, cool our own
gardens, lawns, or splrits.

The best kind of rain Is a general
rain, which plays no favorites, but which
falls with equal generosity upon all kinds
of people in all places. That kind of rain
can make us feel at peace with every-
body, and envious of none, and soaks
in better,

Detective's Criticism Of Court

The legal profession ought to focus at-
tention on the type of criticilsm that a
Madison police officer has leveled at
Circuit Courts, The specific grievances
expressed have general applications and
call for corrective measures as an essen-
tinl facel of general court reform

At stake is not just the matter of re-
spect for policemen or conditions that
affect them directly but the effectivenesy
of the judicial system — whether it Is
functioning as it should to serve society
and mete out justice, The alleged court
deficlencies cited before the Madison
Board of Commissioners are not merely
isolated complaints but down-to-earth re-
flection of serious Issues that have
plagued the Circuit Court for a good
many years.

The implications of examples given by
Madison Detective Sgt. Charles Ham-
mond are disturbing enough to warrant
investigation. He described a case in-
volving indecent assault on g l4-year-old
youth. In the opinion of the deteclive, the
case was well-prepared by police for
prosecution and he reports that the boy
was willing to testify against the alleged
offender. Yet the charge was changed to
breach of the peace.

8uch lenlency must be frustrating and
mystifying to policemen. They cannot be
blamed for wondering on what basis
charges are reduced, Even {f they are
willing to overlook the fact that they
have worked in vain to bring in evidence
to support the proper charge, they must
be troubled by the fact that justice is not
being done If the courts are sloughing
off cases,

Of particular concern to the pollceman
is the situation that finds a prosecuting
attorney nollying (not proceding with)
charges arising out of assaults on police
officers, The detective reports that this
happens quite often, Is discouraging to
law officers and posas a threat to good
police work.

Aside from the fact that hoodlums are
more likely to assault policemen when
they think they can get away with it,
there s another disturbing aspect to this
problem. If policemen feel those who at-
tack them will escape punishment in the

Thus arises & situstion conducive to po-
lice brutality.

The Madison Board of Police Commis-
sioners has promised to investigate the
sccusations. The board would be doing
the public a great service by collecting
encugh data for an accurate assesasment
of court performance,

Granted, there may be satisfactory ex-
planations for the alleged conditions that
the police officer has protested. Judicial
operations should not be viewed sim-
plistically, Extenuating circumstances
sometimes warrant reduction of charges
or nolles, Bach case must be considered
Individually. But when a trend of undue
court lenfency, of possible court laxity,
appears to have set in, it is time to get
answers to serfous gquestions. — NEW

New Spacecraft
To Monitor Pollution

‘Within the next two years a
new sgpacecraft, the Harth Re-
sources Technology Satellite
(BRTS), will be orblting the
earth with Ita objective the
imaging of the earth. It will pro-
vide basle information in the
areas of agriculture, forestry,
geology, oceanography. hydro-
logy and geography. The real
“gleeper” in this spacecraft
may well evolve as a monitor-
ing device to curb the degra-
dation of our environment. To
provide these basic data, the
new spacecraft will carry =
most sophisticated complex of
SEnsors.

General Electric has been
awarded a $50 milllon contract
to develop these satellites. With
this company’'s background and
experience in the building of the
highly successful Nimbus
weather spacecraft, the ERTS
in its area may well surpass
Nimbus in performance.

The ERTS program s being
developed to help planners hus-
band the world's resources and
to provide vital information to
cope  with natural disasters
which could Induce starvation
and devastation. With the glo-
bal population sosring and the
continued use of land-reducing
open spaces, an Inventory of
avallable resources is important
to those responsible for our fu-
ture,

The use of sensors from orbit-
al altitudes goes back to the
days of the earliest satellites.
The Iater manned WMercury,
Gemini and Apollo orbiters used
cameras to photograph the
earth’s surface. This, an un-
planned side effect, disclosed
various resources and, more
signiticantly, [llustrated the po-
tential of remote environmental
sensing from space, The new
satellite will be able to provide
accurate and frequent invento-
ries of the earth’s resources,

Preliminary pians indicate
that early in 1972 the first
ERTS satellite will be lnunched
to return pictures of the entire
North American continent once
every 18 days. The plctures will
measure 100 miles on a side, so
that the scale will be sufficient
to detect subtle changes in sur-
face detail. Pollution problems
can thus be detected and steps
taken to remeédy them.

As an example, plctures can
show the entire Delaware Val-
ley area to permit the extent of
smog or other pollutants within
reach of avallable sensors to be
detected and traced. This satel-
lite could have shown the pol-
lution cover which blanketed the
Eastern United States In late
July.

With more than one ERTS
satellite in the sky (the second
is scheduled for launch in 1978),
it will be possible to obtain
short-interval pictures of the
same area to chart’ pattemns,
spot changes and anticipate
trends, Once this data is avail-
chle, emergency measures can
be taken to reduce pollution
hazards,

Sclentists associated with the
earth-resources
been studying the application of
various sensors. They realize
that one of the primary contri-
butions of the ERTS system
will be to teat the effectiveness
of sensors. Eventually sensors
with the grealest potential will
be made avallable to the per-

program have

manently orbited space station
of the future.

The ERTS satellite will use
the Nimbus spacecraft as a
model, It will be stabilized in
all three axes and will be capa-
ble of training its sensors to
within two miles of a targeted
point. It will orbit the earth at
an altitude of about %0 miles
in & sun-synchronous circular
orbit of 89 degrees. At this nlti-
tude, its period will be 102
minutes, It will be so oriented
that it will pass over North
America at about 9:30 a.m. and
take about 20 minutes to scan
the continent. It will have ther-
mal control units to maintain
a viable temperature for the
sensors. With a Iifetime of
about one year, the two ERTS
satellites will provide two years
of activity in this field, pointing
the way for the 1875-1880 period
when significantly more com-
prehensive data may be obtain-
ed,

The initial instrumentation
to be used on ERTS will com-
prise a three.camera return
beam vidicon multispectral tel-
evigion system which can pro-
vidle a ground resoclution of
about 200 feet. ERTS will also
provide & multispectral radio-
metric scanner which will scan
swaths as the satellite moves
along its orbit, It will have a
8-megacycle videotape recorder
aystem for storage of the above
data. A third element in this
gystem will be a receiver where
the data can be stored and read
out on demand.

There is tremendous interest
in this satellite system. As of
this moment, the départments
of Agricuture, Interior, Com-
merce, Defense and State are
definitely Involved in the plan-
ning of objectives, and they may
become involved in the financ-
ing.

Scientists and political fig-
ures view the ERTS satellite as
belng meaningful to an extra-
ordinarily large segment of the
population. Geologists are in-
trigued by the view of the
earth’s surface to provide clues
to geomorphology and the de-
fining of accurate boundarics
between geologic formations.
Data from this spacecraft will

“
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ald geographers to view urban-
ization trends and to modern-
ize maps. In forestry it will pro-
vide indentification of potential
encroichments, such as blight
or overkill of trees. In agricul-
ture it can locate crops and in-
terpret trends in crops and acre-
age. It can provide the tracing
of water sources to permit pre-
diction of floods and its effects
upon surrounding areas that rely
on water flow and its avallabil-
ity. In oceanography it can de-
termine flow patterns and po-
tential effects upon currents
and tides and their relation to
fishing fleets.

The Congress and scientists
are concerned with the cost of
the space program. In the case
of the ERTS system, they will
find that the greatest potential
return in terms of dollars in-
vested cannot be matched by
any other facet of the space
program. It has been estimated
that the long-range estimated
annual economic benefits de-
rived from a highly successful
ERTS system could reach $100
billion for the world. Most im-
portantly, this figure does not
include the savings to the health
and well-being of mankind
through pinpointing and elimi-
nating pollution problems, In
light of this potential It is cer-
tain that the flrst steps taken
by NASA will be followed by
others until ERTS becomes a
mature operational system.

Each of the three participants
in the major debate serlea of
the primary season — that
among the aspirants for the
Democratic nomination for the
United States Senate—came into
the 1970 political pleture with
considernble rehearsal of the
general business of appearing
before the public. One had
trained for the pulpit; another
had specialized In salesmanship
as a profession and speaking at
organizational breakfasts as an
avocation; the third had han-
dled hundreds of issues in actu-
al legisiative experience.

Yet only the actuai experi-
ence of their actual debating
with one another really taught
them very much. Between thelr
firat television appearancs to-
géether and their last there was
almost as much difference as
between kindergarten and grad-
uate school. Each, It seemed
to us, was doing about a thou-
sand per cent better for him-
self at the end than at the be-
ginning.

The opportunity offered the
entrants in the two Democratic
races for Congressional nomi-
nations was, on the other hand,
so limited that their public de-
bate appearances were painful
exhibitions of blinking faces,
awkward grabs atl issues, stiit-
ed acting for the camers.all a
matter of limited exposure ex-
perience rather than a reflec-
tion of any basic personal in-
adequacy.

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP} —
Support for the right of col-
lective bargaining by state em-
ployes was expressed Friday by
Thomas J. Meskill, Republican
candidate for governor.

Meskill also criticized the fi-
Emillo Q. Daddario, had taken
the same position Thursday.

Gladstone Adds
$3 Million To
Deficit Guess

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
State Comptroller Louls I, Glad-
astone ralsed by $3 milllon his
estimate of the budget deficit
Connecticut will face at the end
of the current two-year period.

The de&cit during the last fis-
cal period, which ended June 30,
1989, was §$160 million. The next
fiscal period ends June 30, 1971,

Comptroller Gladstone made
the estimate in a report Lo Gov.
John Dempsey. The report clos-
ed the bookas on the fiscal year
which ended last June 30.

The comptrollers’ estimate of
the budget deficit is $8 million
higher than he estimated In a
report three months ago.

The deficlt, according to
Gladstone, Is due to revenues
falling behind estimates by $117
milllon, while at the same time
spending is up by $75 million
over what was budgeted. Most
of the overspending is in the
welfare fleld, he sald.

The disappointing revenues in-
cluded the corporation levy—
$64 milllon less than predict-
ed—and sales and use taxes,
$456 milllon less than anticipat-
ed.

To qualify as an educa-
tional expense deduction, the
course must be required by
your employer 88 necessary
to keep your job or status.

A) You may meet your in-
creased liability either through
higher withholding or through
payments of estimated tax.

Increased amounts may be
withheld either by not claim-
ing all the exemptions you are
entitled to or by having a spe-
cified additional amount with-
held if you are now claiming
no exemptions.

A delegate may deduct as a
charitable contribution his un-
reimbursed expenses. Include
travel costs, meals and lodging
during the meeting but not
personal expenses, such as
sightseeing or side trips.

Q) I had an extension of
time to file my return so why
did I get charged interest
when I did pay?

A) An extension of time
does not excuse you from the
6 percent annual interest
charge added when payments
are not made on time,

churchmen see this as a meas-
ure of failure in the whife Chris-
tian establishment.

Black priests have fired the
first salvos In a battle for a
greater volce in established
churches,

And an interdenominational
reform movement ls under way
to resist the distortion of church
life caused by more than two
decades of officlally sanctioned
race segregation. .

Five African Roman Catholic
priests wrote in & manifesto
published in a Johannesburg
newspaper that despite Pope
Paul's plea In Uganda last year
for the “preclous and original
contribution of negritude” to
Catholicism, his church in South
Africa ‘“'cherishes” apartheld
while pretending ta condemn it.

The priests plended for Afri-
canization of the church while
accepling the temporarily un-
alterable fact of apartheld in
public life, Thay demanded
more openings in the hierarchy
for black priests who, they
charged, are now  often
“dumped in the bush in non-vi-
able parighes.”

Though control of all eastab-
lished denominations is securely
in white hands, most South Afri.
can church leaders officially
condemn apartheld. The major
exceptions are the three power
ful Calvinist Dutch Reformed
churches which spiritually un-
derpin ruling white Afrikaner-
dom and seek to justify aparth-
eld in Biblical terms,

The Afrikaner churches were
the only ones to repudiate a
"'message to the people of South
Africa’ In  which the interde-
nominational  South  African
Council of Churches (SACC) last
year condemned apartheld as
“rooted in and dependent on a
policy of sin.”

Disregarding Prime Minister
John Vorster's warning that
“pulpit politica’ will not be tol-
erated, the SACC jolned the
Christian Institute of Southern
Africa in seeking a Christian an-
swer to apartheld, It recently
sponsored a manifesto warning
Christians of their responsibility
as voters in the country’'s April
22 general election.

A major problem facing re-
form-minded clergymen is the
social gap between white and
black Christlans caused by
apartheid.

Though there I8 no law
against multiracial worship, the
three Afrikaner churches en-
force segregation. Soclal separ-
ation make it physically diffi-
cult for different races to wor-
ship together even In multira-
clal denominations. In addition,
most rank and file white Chris-
tians by now accept socinl seg-
regation no matter what thelir
churches say.

A few Africans can usually be
seen in the rear benches of
white churches in cities, but
¢ven this s rare in more con-
servative rural areas,

Some church authorities
organize group visits by whites
to African churches. Though of-
ticialdom Is usually cooperative,
whitec hurches in cities, but
black church soclals need per-

riers. Urban Africans can usual-
1y follow the gist of & white cler.
gyman's sermon, but tribal ver.
nacular gervices are a closed
book to whites,

Less sophisticated Africans in
particular find the rigidly West-
ern forms and traditions of es-
tablished churches foreign to
their nature, In the past quarter
century this has caused a mush.
room proliferation of independ-
ent black sects. They had only
about 761,000 membera in 1948,
By 10680, the number had in-
creased to 2.8 milllon—21.2 per
cent of the black four-to-one ma-
jority of about 13 million. The
sects now claim the support of
an estimated 25 per cent of the
country’s Africans.

By comparison, African mem-
bership of the established
churches remained mostly stat-
fe. Of white-led churches, Meth-
odists have the most Africans—
about 12 per cent.

The largest association of the
new sects {s the African Inde-
pendent Church Association
(AICA), which has 808 member
churches, Many of these preach
a blend of Christianity and ele-
ments from Africa's animist
tribal past which would have
made a 16th century missionary
grab for his Bible.

Though an older generation of
white churchmen would have
condemned many of the new
sects outright, some establish-
ment thinkers now feel there is
room for a fruitful exchange of
thought,

Through the Catskills

Faith Among the Hills

Bome thirty-five years or so
ago, first mention of the Cat-
skills brought to mind the haven
of the bootlegging gangsters.
For years, the Catskills have
been labeled the “boracht belt”
where the greal majority of
hotels and summer boarding
houses catered to the Jeowish
population.

During the past decade, how-
ever, the famous wmountains
have attracted groups of
Ukrainian and Greek back-
grounds who seem to have found
& likeness In the Catskills to
their native Moun-
tains and their Greclan ranges.

About 30 years ago, a young
man came to Windham, N.Y.,
from New York City for rea-
gons of health. Willlam Koonan
was probably the first Greek
to settle among an established
Yankee community, In time,
other Greeks were attracted to
this area, Today, there are
about & dozen year-round res-
fdent familles; but with the
several Greek hotels, the pop-
ulation Increases to three or
four thousand during the sum-
mer,

As one guest told me, "“We
like to bring our families and
children where they can mingle
with others of the same ethnic:
background and culture,'

It became Koonan's dream to
erect & church that would ful-
fill the religious needs of the
Greek orthodoxy. On Aug. 15,
1961, with $1,660 to start with,
ground was broken on a high
hill in Windham, Exactly one
year later, on the anniversary
of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin, a $50,000 church
modeled after the Parthenon
was dedicated.

Why the Parthenon? It's
Greek, of course, but the de-
gigner had in mind to combine

With the influx of the
Ukrainian people following
World War IT to the Catskills
which reminded them so much
of their homeland, thelr desire
for a memorial to the churches
in the Ukraine which underwent
destruction grew to a reality in
1862 when the finished church
was dedlcated.

As with the Greek Orthodox
Church of the Assumption,
much was donated. The wooden
structure containg hardly more
than a handful of nalls, Logs
and beams of red cedar from
British Columbia are expertly
fitted and joined together to
meke a sound structure that
should last for 300 years.

Probably the most stunning
object in this new old-world
church Is the magnificent carv-
ed wooden chandelier which is
suspended from the very top of
the central dome by an intr).

Colorful rugs and mats which
cover the floor in front of the
altar, and the benches along
the walls, were handwoven and
embroidered by Ukrainlan wom-

Sources sald U.8. bombing
sortiecs have been averaging
about 50 per day in Cambodia
but gave no current figures for
Laos,

They sald, however, that
heavy monsoons now prevailing
over several sections of Indochi-
ni had reduced American air
activity sharply in recent days.

Meanwhile, ground action
continued in a lull in South Viet-
nam with only small clashes re-
ported.

North Vietnamese gunners
slammed 15 rounds of mortars
into Fire Base Barnett, an allled
artillery hase in the northern
sector of the country that has
been under frequent shelling at-
tack, No casualties or damage
were reported.

U.S. helicopter gunships and
an airborne rifle unit dropped
onto the battliefield and killed 10
North Vietnamese soldiers one
mile northeast of the old U.S,
Marine base at Khe Sanh in the
northern sector. No U.8 casunl-
ties were reported.

Delayed reports from the Lao-
tian capital of Vientiane said
Pathet Lao troops overran two
government outposts Thursday.

Second Congressional District

Pickett Eyes Import Rules;
Stanley Presses Recount

By BETTE QUATRALE
(Herald Reporter)

Volcing some reluctance over
his decision to advocate import
restrictions, Democratic Second
District Congregsional candi-
date John Pickett has called for
the imposition of import restric-
tions on textiles to forestall the
clogings of American textile
mills.

He cited the announced clo-
sure of Vernon’s Aldon Spinning
Mills as epn “‘example of the
damage being done to American
textile industry by foreign im-
ports made with cheap labor.”

"“The closing of Aldon Spin-
ning Mills indicates more clear-
ly than ever that it {s unfair
and unrealistic to ask American
industry and workers to com-
pete with South Korea and Jap-
anese manufacturers,’” Pickett
added.

Explaining his reluctance at
advocating the restrictions,
Pickett warned that ‘‘import re-
strictions should never be allow-
ed to become a refuge for inef-
ficiency with inflated profit
margins. Nor should we legis-
late broad restrictions which
will threaten the health of inter-
national trade.”

“We must nol return to the
former protectionist days,"" he
added, "'The restrictions should
be applied only when the basic
survival of an industry is in
question."”

““We now face such a situation
with the textile industry in
Eastern Connecticut, Pickett
stated, “If our industry is to
survive and If our workers are
to get the pay ralses they clear-
ly deserve...then Congress
must act to offer protection.”

Pickett said he had hoped Ja-
pan would agree to voluntarily
restrict her textile exports, add-
ing, ““Their refusal to do so
forces us to take action.”

He referred to earlier propos-
als he had made during the pri-
mary campaign which call for
tax reform legislation to keep
American industries from ex-
porting foreign labor at the ex-
pense of the American worker
and consumer, B

Pickett was referring to the
practice by many American

companies of opening plants in

other countries to use the for-
eign labor at cheaper wages.
Stanley Recount

While Pickett is assuming the
role of the Democratic candi-
date for Congress, his primary
opponent William Stanley hasn't
given up the race yet.

Announcing he will sesk a re-
count In mll the district’'s 64
towns yesterday, the actual
machinery to seek the recount
was begun by his key support-
ers,

Stanley's Tolland County co-
ordinator, Tolland's First Se.
lectman and Town Chairman
Charles Thifault, announced he
will oversee the recounts in the
county with the help of Willing-
ton’s First Selectman Al DeCic-
co, Hebron's former Democrat-
ic Town Chairman Joseph
Kearns, and Gerald Belanger of
Ellington.

All the necesgary forms to
seek a recount in each of the
13 county towns were made out
yesterday for filing with the lo-
cal town clerks.

The date of the recount is still
undetermined, pending a decl-
sion by the state's election divi-
sion.

Pro Comebacks
Now in Spotlight

NEW YORK (NEA)—“When I returned to pro foot-
ball in 1968 after an interval of six years,” Paul Brown
says, “the biggest single change 1 saw was the great
variety of defenses every team was using. Since I've

been at Cincinnati, the trend
has increased to the point where
the offense never knows what
to expact on any given play.”
A panel of top coaches s
in complete agreement with
Brown, who was the most suc-
cessful man In the business
during his 16 seasons with
Cleveland In the NFL and the
All American Conference. De-
fense now is recognized as the
backbone of a winning team.
“Look at {t this way,” Brown
explains. ‘“When we play Kan-
sas City, they run about four
plays to our one. Why? Their
defense fakes the ball away
from us. That's what makes
their offense look so effective."
Bud Grant, whose Minnesola
Vikings won the NFL title last
year by limiting the opposition
to an average of 10 points per
game, admits the shoe pinches
when It's on the other foot.
“You never know what you're
going to run into when you
have the ball because the de-
fense Is so versatile. Yenrs ago
it kept to one setup all day.
That’'s what made Johnny
Unitas' audibles famous., He
changed his signals on the lne
of scrimmage to take advan-
tage of openings he saw in the
other team’s alignment, but
he'll tell you he uses few audl-
bles now because defenses are

Stram explains.
"SBometimes either one or both
of the other linebackers, Bobby
Bell and Jim Lynch, also are
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the offense's b.ocking assign-
ments with odd spacing."

An Interesting offshoot of the
emphasis on defense {is the
emergence of comerbacks as
the new glamor boys of the pro
game. Frontline units have been
featured and given co.orful
nicknames—the Rams' Fear-
some Foursome and the Vik-
ings’ Purple People Eaters.
Several years ago linebackers
he!d the center of attention. To-
day, the spotlight is on corner-
backs, the men charged with
defending against short passes
in the flat and deep throwns
downfield.

“There's no question that the
cornerback has the greatest
sngle responsibllity of any
player on the field,”” Tom Lan-
dry of the Dallas Cowboys, as-
serts, “If he makes a mistake,
you're dead.”

“You can have a great front
four, exceptional = lnebackers
and fine safety men, but if you
have two weak cornerbacks peo-
ple are going to kill you," Stram
says tersely.

The heavy pressure on cor-
nerbacks has prompted all the
coaches in the survey to adopt
the zone defense in the second-
ary, although they admit they
would prefer to use man-to-man
coverage.

“You get much tigfhter pro-
tection with the man-to-man,'"

I'm not giving away &
trade secret because dwe l;!lix
them up. Every team does. It'a
the only remedy for & constant
headache,"

M. L. Beaslsy and R, L. Col-
lins, both of Austin Science As-
soclates Inc., told of the devel-
opment in a report to the techni-
cal journal *‘Science."

Polymers are compounds
created by the unlon of two or
more simiiar molecules, The
new compound has the same
clements as the original but pos-
Besses o er molecular
welght and has different physi.
cial properties.

The new polymers differ from
those already discovered in that
they break down in the presence
of molsture.

The chemicals, when com-
bined with conventional herbi-
cides, produce a sticky resin
which can be applied to plants.

The addition of molsture
causes the polymer to break
down, releasing the herbicide,

The researchera said conven-
tional weed and Insect killers
pollute water supplies because
rain and irrigation water wash
aday much of the chemical,

Farmers thus must use ten
times ns much pesticide as
would be narmally needed, they
sald.

Testa of a polymerized 24-D
on grazing lands in Kansas
“showed exceptional control” of
weeds at applcation ratea of
one pound per acre.

"'No evidence for migration of
herbicide was found,''~ the re- .
searchers sald,

Because the new chemlcals
break down slowly in the pres-
ence of molsture, they concelva-
bly could be used with medi-
cines that need to be alowly re-
leased within the body.

They also could be used in
conjunction with conventional
packaging materials, the re.
searchers sald,

The two sclentista sald '“This
wide cluss of water-degradable
polymers offers great promise
for the controlled release of her-
bicides, insecticides ... fungi-
cldes, rodenticides, defollants
and pharmaceuticals.'

But they warned that ‘‘be-
nign” polymeric formations
would have to be found before
they could be used with medi-
clnes,
