Six-Town Police Classes

An in-service training pro-
gram for policemen in Manches-
ter and five surrounding towns

is now in the planning stages
and should begin in November.

The Manchester Police De-
pertment has recelved a feder-
al grant to implement the pro-
gram, which will also Include
Glastonbury, Bast Hartford,
Bouth Windsor, Vernon and Cov-
entry.

‘The outline for the course is
now belng studied.

Manchester Police Lt. Robert
Lannan and Patrolman Richard
Sartor have surveyed all the po-
lecemen about the tentative ocur-
riculum. The course will include
the areas of criminal law, ar-
rest procedure, warrant appli-
cation, rules of evidence, report
writing, human relations and
traffic control.

The training program is not
police education for recruits,
Instead, it is related to training
needs of the experienced officer,
The course is designed to im-
prove the skills and efficlency
of the policemen, Lannan and
Sartor sald.

The primary instruction
would be from experts in each
fleld. A prosecuting attorney,
for Instance, would lecture on
what would be necessary for
successful prosecution after ar-
rest.

Policemen have to be kept in-
formed of changes in the law
and court procedures, Lannan
and Sartor sald. They have to
know not only the law na writ-
ten, but how the courts will in-
terpret {t, This involves study
of theory to enable policemen
to read the “intent' of the law.

Another problem area spon-
sors hope the training program
will resolve is the handling of
domestic situations. Here there
is a tremendous overlapping of
clvil and criminal law.

More than 200 policemen
from the six towns are expected
to participate in the In-service
training. Each man will attend
a one-week, 40-hour session.
With the number of particl-
pants, it may be necessary to
schedule 10 sessions or more.

Under Crime Bill

The funds for the programs
were made available under the
Onmibus Crime Control and
Safe Streets Act of 1988, The
$13,000 grant to the Manchester
department was made after ap-
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plication to the Law Enforce-
ment Assistance Adminisire.
tion, through the State Planning
Committee on Criminal Admin-
istration.

The town has already receiv-
ed $10,000 of the §$13,000 grant
and the Board of Directors will
be asked Tuesday to appropri-
ate that sum to the police
budget for the program.

Manchester Pollce will actual-
ly provide the training program
for the other five towns. This
regional cooperation is the first
such program in the state east
of the river. In-service training
such as this does exist, but un-
til now it was only In large cit-
ies ,

er police station is undergoing
extensive renovation. Second
floor offices, formerly occupled
by the Family Relations Divi-
gsion of the 12th Circuit Court,
are being remodeled now.

The Manchester department
has also recelved an additional
$3,000 grant to make a study of
communications needs. Police
Chief James Reardon is propos-
ing a completely new radio sys-
tem to tle in with other systems
in the capital region.

Forest Fire

Cholera
Coverup
Charged

GENEVA (AP) — Tho World
Health Organization charged to-
day that certain governments
are deliberately covering up
cages of cholera and stated that
the disease '‘is spreading more
rapidly than indicated by offi-
cial notifications."

But the organization’s chlef of
information, Maurice Sinclair
sald the organization’s hands
are tied by the fact that it has to
rely on government sources.

Commitment of U.S.

To Cambodia Unclear

WASHINGTON (AP) — State-
ments by administration offi.
ciala on Cambodia in recent
days have left President Nixon
with wide Ilatitude for future
U.8. activities there. But how
deeply he intends to commit the
United States, remains unclear.

Administration critics fear the
U.8. commitment to Cambodis
is deepening much as it did in
Vietnam in the 1980s.

They point to the new $40 mil-
lion military assistance pact, in-
tensified U.8, air strikes and
statements from high officlals
Hike Vice President Spiro T. Ag-
new, who said, “We’re going to
do everything we can to help the
Lon Nol government.”

Administration officials, how-
ever, insist there is no commit-
ment. They say the reason for
helping Cambodla is not to keep
the present government in pow-
er but to protect American
forces In South Vietnam and to
assure the success of the Viet-
namization program for tuming
the fighting over to the South
Vietnamese so American troops
can come home.

Whatever the rationale, the
events of recent days would ap-
pear to indicate the creeping
commlitment to keep the Lon
Nol government In power and
the Communists out of Cambo-
dia.

On his first Asian trip, seven
months ago, -Agnew predicted
the policy of non-involvement
“in any other combat activi-
ties” In Southeast Asia unless
the President and
agree the situation was ‘‘very
extreme."’

Sunday, while returning for
his second Asian visit, the vice
president declared ‘‘the whole
matter of Cambodia s related
to the security of our troops in
Vietnam."

A Communist takeover in
Cambodia, he =sald, ‘‘would

(AP Photofax)

y in the Wenatchee National Forest and spread

Charge List
On Panther
Read Again

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —
A Superior Court jury deliberat-
ing a complex series of conspir-

acy and kidnaping charges
against Black Panther Lonnie
McLucas asked the judge for
another—and slower—reading
of the charges this moring,

“Please slow down and pause
in between the elements” of the
charges, said the note passed
from the jury foreman, Martin
Fleherty of Waterbury, to Judge
Harold M. Mulvey. It was the
third time in about 12 hours of
deliberation that the jury has
asked for a rereading of the
charges.

The judge refused a request
by the jurors that he provide
them with a copy of the 90-min-
ute charge he delivered Wednes-
day morning, '

The jury asked specifically
that the judge reread sections
relating to conspiracy and the
concepts of intent and accessory
in the case against McLucas,
who is charged In connection
with the death of a fellow Pan-
ther member.

In the conspiracy charge, the
judge sald, guilt or innocence
hinges on whether “the parties
understand each other” and not
necessarily whether they dis-
cuss it openly.

The jury returned to delibera-
tions after about 25 minutes in
the courtroom.

About 100 singing, chanting
youths kept up the vigil for
McLucas into the early morning
hours outside the courthouse.
They broke up before dawn but
sald they would resume the
demonstration later and carry it
on until a verdict is reached.

McLucas is charged with kid-
naping in the death of Alex
Rackley, a fellow Panther, and
with conspiracy to kidnap, con-
spiracy to murder, and binding
Rackley.

Officlal sald a 25-by-80-foot
building was destroyed,

The explosion sent a fireball
billowing into the skies and resi-
dents reported the blast shook
houses as far as five miles from
the plant,

The plant {5 operated under
government contract Her-
cules, Inc. Plant officials sald
an Investigation is under way to
determine what caused the ex-
plosion.

The dead were ldentified as
Gilbert G. Killen, 28, Dublin,
Va., and Wallace L. Doyle, 29,
Christiansburg, Va,

The arsenal is gix miles from
this southwest Virginia city,
Hercules operates the facility
under the Army’'s jurisdiction.

Col, Robert J. Douglas, com-
manding officer at the arsenal,
sald the explosion took place in
a powder processing bullding
during part of a pre-blending
operation,

Douglas sald the process is
mostly remote controlled, but a
step he termed a ‘‘charging op-
eration” requires workmen to
be inside the building,

The usual number of work-
men involved in the
operation lg six to’eight, he said,
but only five persons—including
the two dead and three of the in.

“I have two olher sons,'’ she
hald referring to Andrew, 18,
and Amos, 14, who were at
home with Mrs, Campbell's
three daughters, “After this I
would not want them to go into
the service."

After receiving the order al-
lowing her to bury Williams at
the all-white cemetery, Mrs.
Campbell said: “I'm glad 'y
over with, I'm going back to
bury my boy, I'm grateful, very
grateful, and God has heard my
prayers,”

Across the narrow lawyers'
table, sitting silently, was
James A. Livesay, manager of
Hillereat Memorial Gardens in
Fort Pierce who refused to bury
Willlams because the cemelery
previoudly bad written contracts
restricting burial to whites,

After funera! services last
Sunday, Willams' body was
taken by hearse to a funeral

home to await outcome of a
court action, The lawsuit was
filed Monday., Mras, Campbell

It now appears, from the transcript of
& background briefing the California
White House, and itz high officlals in
residence there, gave West Coast nows-
papermen the other day, that the Nixon
Administration not only belleves in the
continued necessity of ‘‘an American
presence in Asla,” but also has found a
new reason for it

What made this a tople at the Call
fornla White House briefing was the fact
that, only a few hours before, Vice Presl-
«dent Agnew had asserted our intention
of maintaining a “presence in Asia’” in
language which recalled moments in
which Secretary Rusk and President
Johnson used to let the power politics

sphere of influence cat out of the policy
bag and admit that we were In Asla not

o save the South Vietnamese, but to

koep serving our own world interests,
which were to see that the continent of

Asie never united itself against us.

This is the typleal language and logic
of that great natlon attitude which some
unkind historians label imperiallsm,

What the White House said, at this
West Coast briefing the other day, was
that Vice President Agnew meant what
he was saying, and was saying it for
the Administration.

But the White House also added some-

Our “presence’ on the Asian main-
land, seems especially important to our
present President, the briefing said, be-
cause of his bellef that a full-scale re-
treat by us might provoke & dramatic
shift in Japan's internal politics, with un-
pleasant consequences for us and for oth-
ers. In the President's reported anxiety,
the idea Is that if Japan concludes that
the United States is no longer a force to
be reckoned with In Asia, it may either
decide to move forward to assume
America’s role In Asla, building up its
own military machine again for the role,
or it might join forces with the Com.
munists and help them rule Asia againat
ua,
Let this White House briefing, then, go
down in the record as the first instance
in which high American policy, after 25
years as Japan's friend, ally and pro-
tector, reverted to the business of con.
sidering Japan our poasible rival and
enemy again.

Once the idea has been given one pub.
lic appearance, it can be relied upon to
contribute a little polson to the way we,
and Japan, and others evaluate future
policy moves and decisions as we make
them in the Asian area.

The high, disastrous folly of such con-
cepls for national policles can be read
in the history of the past.

Bpeaking from the point of view of
idealism, the only safe and sane way
for the United States to maintaln a
“presence’ In Asia would be as a mem-
ber of the United Netions and a sup-
porter of United Nations programs for
the enforcement of peace und the im-
provement of human welfare every-
where,

The practical point is that while the
idealistic thing, never having been tried,
has a chance of working, the reallstic
approach, by which we still seek to serve
our interesta, has proved ils results over
and over again, by leading from one
war to another and then to another.

There may be, in the midst of so
much repetitiously doomed policy, some
slow development of something different.
People might, some day, refuse to pay
the price.

Fickle Communities
Communities in the ecollective action
sense are as fickle as individuals ever
c&n be, and highway planners, in Con-
mecticul and elsewhere, can be pardon.
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ed if they find the public's capacity to
change its taste somewhat annoying,

The other day, for instance, highway
authorities held a public hearing on a
proposed widening of an existing super-
highway, and were greeted by a num-
ber of citizens who sounded as if they
regretted ever having let the highway
in question pass through their town.

Only a few years ago the main con-
cemn of every such community seemed
to be with making sure that the next
superhighway to be bullt would come
right through the particular town.

What has happened in the meantime
has been partly 8 matter of disillusion-
ing experience, partly a matter of the
new concern with pollution.

The superhighways have enhanced
some values, in a commercial sense, on-
ly by spoiling some other values, from
the residential and lvability point of
view. They have brought noise and
fumes, and even, on occasion, king-sized
traffic jams such as the poor old roads
of yesteryear never achieved.

The result is that & community is just
as lkely to try to fight off an approach-
ing superhighway, today, as it was lke-
ly to campaign ardently to get it, only a
few years ago, Yesterday's blessing has
become, for some, today's blight, And
this widespread reversal of taste has tak-
en place so swiftly highway department
planning boards couldn’t possibly be ex-
pected to have adjusted to it. Agalh and
agaln, offering what everybody was
campaigning hard to get yesterday, the
highwaymen are going to find nobody
seems to want it now.

We don't see how they can replly be
held to blame. They would have been
willing enough, we imagine, to plan
superhighways that served communities
without invading them, if cur communi-
ties had known, then, that was what they
wanted. >

The Terrible Summer

Of°70

WASHINGTON — The two
most notable victims of recent
raclal violence, an Omaha po-
liceman and a Houston black
militant, typify the alarming in-
crease In organized urban guer-
rilla warfare — often directly
connected to the Black Panther

party.

Both the Omaha dynamiting
and the Houston shootout can
be traced to local revolutionary
organizations intimately con-
nected with the Black Panthers.
Taken together, they help dia-
pel two widely held notions:
First, the feeling by lberals
that the Panthers, though un-
pleasant, are not really much
to worry about; second, the
comforting Impression held by
politicians generally that we
have made it through most of
the summer without racial
trouble.

In truth, the absence of any
Watts.style mass riot has mask-
‘ed the fact that this has been
the terrible summer of '70, In-
stead of headline-producing riot-
ing, the pattern of black mili-
tancy has changed to ever-bet-
ter-organized wurban guerrilla
warfare deeply influenced by
Black Panther philosophy. Law
enforcement experts believe
that this year has moved the
U.8. far down the road toward
counterguerrilla action and vir-

. tual civil war,

For instance, the killing of
the Omaha police officer Aug.
17 by a dynamite booby trap
was no solitary event but inter-
twined with Black Panther ac-
tivity. David L. Rice, charged
with conspiracy to commit mur-
der, Is a leader of Omaha's Na-
tional Committee to Combat
Fascism — which until a year
ago was an official Black Pan-
ther chapter, Despite the name
change, its members continue
promoting Black Panther phil-
osophy.

Moreover, the Aug. 17 tragedy
in Omaha was the eighth dyna-
mite bombing in Omaha, Des
Moines, and Ames, Iowa, since
the theft of dynamite from a
Des Moines supply company

Black Panther fingerprints
are similarly all over the killing
by police of black militant Carl
Hampton in Houston July 2d.
People's Party II, founded in
Houston by Hampton, aped the
Black Panther party in its ten-
point program, its rules, and its
adherence to Mao Tse-tung's
teachings.

Following Black Panther dog-
ma, Hampton stockpiled arms
at People's Party II headquar-
ters and directed that ‘“‘all par-
ty members must learn to use
and service weapons correctly.”
Questioning by police on July 17
of two Hampton aides selling
Black Panther newspapefs trig-
gered a chaln of events climax-
ed by a police assault on Hamp-
ton's fortified headquarters and
Hampton's death,

These are not isolated Inci-
dents. Black Panther propagan-
da glorifying the killing of po-
lice abounds In Negro ghettoes.
Furthermore, authorities be-
lleve the Panthers are convey-
ing expert guerrilla instruction
from Communist Cuba—includ-
ing an English-language version
of an urban guerrilla manual
printed in Cuba which has been
eirculated throughout Negro
neighborhoods (including high
schools),

The Cuban manual contains
detalled instructions for city
streat fighting, bomb construc-
tion, hijacking alrplanes, and—
with special recommendation—
kidnaping public officials, Only
by killing police and other in-
struments of represson, it ad-
vises, can the terrorist main-
tain his identity.

Still more ominous are spe-
cific blueprints charted by lo-
cal black guerrilla bands, Ear-
lier this year, Detroit police un-
covered plans for recurrent am-
bush assassinations of police In-

tended to trigger race riots, The
document detailed how police
could be lured into secluded
ghetto areas to be cut down by
high-powered sniper rifles—pre-
cisely the fate of two Detroit po-
licemen before the document
was captured,

Law enforcement officers in
Miami, about the same time,
found simiarly elaborate plan-
ning by the Black Afro Militant
Movement which resulted in
several fire bombings this year.
The organization formed its
most trusted members nto a
“hit squad,” which divided into
two-man and three-man teams
for urban terrorism.

The epidemic Is worsening.
Unlike . the centrally-directed
Communist party underground,
black guerrillas are decentral-
ized and difficult to inffitrate,
The hard fact {s that police are
loging the fight to control them,
The terrible summer of 1970
may be followed by escalated
black guerrilla war year-round
with frightful consequences that
nobody today can dare guess.

" C-DAP Review Ends,

No Judgement Made

A 12-month review by the state of Manchester’s

progress toward completion
ment Action Plan (C-DAP)

of its Community Develop-
ended yesterday afternoon

on a non-committal note after two days of discussions at

the Municipal Building.

The review, mandatory under
the state statutes at the half-
way point of the two-year pro-
gram, was conducted by Joseph
Tyler of the Department of
Communlity Affairs, assisted by
Alexander Bugaeff.

At the conclusion of the
talks, conducted with local offi-
cials, Tyler declined to give
any value judgment on the qual-
ity of the planning done In
Manchester to date, or to com-
pare the town with any other.

Making a judgment at this
point would not be fair and was
not the purpose of the DCA's
review, Tyler said.

He sald the role of the inter-
viewer was '‘to galn a better
idea of the remiistic problems
with the program . . . and to set
realistic expectations about
what Manchester can expect to
achleve.”

Tyler did indicate however,
that the schedule of work pro-
gram tasks set at the begin-
ning of the study has begun to
lag behind to some extent, be-
cause some of the earller
phases took longer than éx-
pected,

This was confirmed by John
Harkins, assistant town manag-
er and the town's C-DAP Co-
ordinator, who agreed that the
sixth step on the 10-step sched-
ule — the analysis of “needs”
of the town in relation to the
program goals and objectives —
is behind in some respects,

He sald information-gather-
ing took longer than expected.
This Inventory procedurs re-
sulted in a written “profile’” of
Manchester, published in June,
which is being used in the cur-
rent stages of planning.

Part of the alowdown, Har-

On 1-84, 1-86 Link

What will be a vast major highway interchange near
Laurel Lake and the East Hartford town line will be the
subject of a public hearing in East Hartford Oct. 15, at
Penney High School at 8 p.m.

The interchange, which Ia
now only in the preliminary de-
sign stages, will connect the
new Rti. I-84, the existing Wil-
bur Cross highway (Rt, 16), and
the proposed Rt. I-84.

The new Rt. I.84 construction
in Manchester (formerly known
as the relocated Rt. 6) will not
connect to the Wilbur Cross un-
til the Wilbur Cross is widened.

When the Rt. I-84 segment in
Manchester is opened tentative-
ly June 1871—the west end will
exit onto Spencer 8t. by ramps,
and motorists will have to get to
the Wi'bur Cross over existing
local roads. The east side of the
segment will be at Bolton
Notch, where it joins the exist-
ing RL. 6 and RL. 444,

The reason for the lack of a
connector from I-84 to the Wil-
bur Cross is that it cannot be
bulit separately from the wid-
ening project, sald a spokesman
for the State Bureau of High-
wWays.

The complexity of the inter-
change, which will in effect be
the crossing of two major ex-
pressways, dictates that it can-
not be bullt until the existing
roads are widened.

The necessary widening proj-
ecct through East Hartford will
also be part of the public hear-
ing agenda Oct. 15. The section
under review is from Simmons
St. to Spencer St. Proposed
width of the new road is five
lanes in each direction,

The State Bureau of Highways
is reportedly making very limit-
ed progress on the plans for the
East Hartford work, reportedly
because of opposition from local
authorities. There has been con-
siderable controversy in Hast
Hartford also because the pro-
posed route of the new Rt. I-88
goes through some heavily pop-
ulated sections,

The proposed corridor for RL.
1-88 starts in Wethersfield at the
existing Rt. I-91, crosses the
Connecticut River via the Put-
nam Bridge, runs through
Glastonbury and East Hartford,
and jolns the existing Wilbur
Cross west of Laurel Lake. The
Wilbur Cross then becomes Rt
1-86, and continues to the Mas-
sachusetts line.

The Wilbur Cross widening,
according to the basic plan,
calls for five lanea in each di-
rection as far as Vernon Circle,
narrowing to four lanes each
way to Mile Hill Rd. (Rt. 81)
in Rockville, and then becoming
three lanes each way to the
state line,

The Massachusetts portion of
the widening is slready under
contruction. In  Sturbridge,
Mass. the new road will join the
Massachusetts Tpke. (Rt, I-90).
The entire length of the propos-
ed Rt. I-86, from Wethersfield to
Sturbridge, 18 about 40 miles.

Part of the widening of the
Wilbur Cross in Manchester and
Vernon has been scheduled for
a separate public hearing on
Sept. 17 at Manchester High
School. The part under consid-
eration starts one-tenth of a
mile east of 8later St., and goes
east to one-tenth of & mile east
c¢f Dobson Rd. in Vernon,

This project, now In the pre-
liminary design stage, calls for
a new interchange in the Oak-
land 8t.-Tolland Tpke, area. The
start of construction is tenta-
tively set at the spring of 1972,
with the completion date as the
summer of 1874,

The Rt. I-84 segment current-
ly under construction in Man.
chester, is part of a proposed
$126 million route to Providence,
R. I. The Manchester plece is
one of only two under construc-
tion. The other part is the so-
called Willlmantic bypass, that
starts east of the Hop River,
goes north of Wilimantic, and
rejoins the existing Rt, 6 east
of the city.

A study of possible corridors
for other parts of the new Rt.
I-84 through the eastern part of
the state is being made by
Charles A, Maguire and Asso-
clates of Wethersfield. After a
possible corridor is found, pre-
liminary plans are made for
feasible routes through the cor-
ridor.

Next come public hearings in
the towns affected, the design
stage, and more public hear-

It will probably be some time
before cither the new Rt. I-84,
or the new Rt I-86 are com.

plete, although the deadline for
all federal-funded projects such
as these Is June 30, 1974.

George Koch, assistant direc-
tor of design with the highway
department, sald that it takes
a long time due to the necesaity
for a tremendous amount of co-
ordination. ““There are legal re-

Koch said.

Steele: Closing of Aldon/
Might Have Been Averted

‘“The closing of the Aldon
Spinning Mills in Vernon may
have been prevented if the firm
had tax inocentives and other aid
to diversify into synthetic goods
production,'” according to Re-
publican 8Second District con-
greasional candidate Robert
Steele,

While Btecle was commenting
on the economic problems of
the second district and of the
Aldon Mills, his Democratic op-
ponent John Pickett recounted
suggestions for improving the
present primary system.

Referring to the ciosing of the
Aldon Mills in his home of Ver-
non, Steele claimed the type of
ald he suggests “Is justified in
terms of employment, es-
pecially in Eastern Connecticut
which has traditionally had a
high rate of unemployment.”

He based his comments on a
poll by the Manufacturers Asso-
clation of Connecticut which re-
vesled that 287 state manu-
facturing concerns would move
to another state if they were
mnkin‘ decisions to expand or

amu urged the active par-
ticipation of both state and fed.
eral govummenta in anssisting

"‘Industry must be en-
eournced by both the stats and
federal governments to remain
in the the state if It's good for
the economy.'

‘During the past 16 years
Connecticut’'s governors have
done nothing to help the
economy of Hastern Connecti-

cut,” Steele charged,

" Promising to work to ‘‘keep
a high level of government con-
tracts for Eastern Connecticut
Industries,” Steele pointed to
the need for diversification of
some of our industries so they
do not rely on one segment of
the economy,

‘“These industries should be

Bteele called for shd
would support ‘‘federal leginla-
tion to asasist local commund-
tles in developing industrial
parks.” He further called on
the General Assembly to pro-
vide tax incentives for industry,

“The state and federal gov-
ermments could also help re.
lleve the already overburdened
property taxpayer by providing
local communities with assist.
ance in supplying municipal
services to new and existing in.
dustries,” Steele concluded,

Plckett on Primaries

Citing his personal experi-
ences in last week's Democratic
primary and the number of vot-
ers who participated in the
event, Pigkett has predicted the
primary system will become a
‘“key element in our democratic
process."”

He offered several recom-
mendations for refinements in
the state's primary laws how-
ever, expressing the hope they
will be enacted by the 1071 ses-
sion of the General Assembly.

After spending several days
weaiting to find out the officlal
outcome of the closely contest-
od primary contest against Wil-
liam Stanley, Pickett suggests
‘the development of & method
of determining more gquickly the

official results of an election.'

“Although the election took
place on Wednesday,” Pickett
explained, ‘“‘the Secretary of
State's office still had not re-
ceived officlal tallies from all
of the towns In my district as
of Sunday. This delay, particu-
larly in close elections, Is un.
fair to both the public and the
candida!

To combat such an occur-
rence, Pickett suggests that
“official election results from
each of the towns in Connecti-
cut be hand.delivered to the
Secretary of State's office by
no later than midnight of the
election or primary day.”

Pickett further suggests that
the deliveries be made by dep-
uties appointed by the

To permit more people to par-
ticipate in the primaries, Pick-
ottt would have them moved to
June instead of August to avold
vacation conflicts.

He would slso favor the use

names of the political candi.
dates on the voting machines
should be changed according to
Pickett who favors a vertical
listing of all candidates names.

‘‘The results in the Second
District of last Wednesday's
primary indicated many people
who voted for a senatorial can-
didate failed to vots for a con-
gressional candidate'" Pilckett

Pickett suggests ‘‘all of the
names on a primary ballot be
arranged vertically Instead of
placing all the endorsed candi-
dates on one horizontal line and
all the challengers on another."

Swains Back from Missionary Tour

By MARGARET HAYDEN
(Herald Reporter)

After four years of mis-
sionary activities in Lima,
Peru, the Rev. and Mrs. Al-
fred Swain with their three
energetic children are back
in town. They are glad to
be with old friends and rel-
atives, but are looking for-
ward to returning to their

challenging work for the
Church of the Nazarene in
South America after
year in the United States.

In Peru the S8wain family sur-
vived, uninjured, over 200 earth-
quakes or earth tremors includ-
ing the massive one May 81 that
killed over 60,000 people and left
800,000 homeless, For a month
they lived In the jungle among
the Aguarunes, a primitive tribe
of Indians, The Rev, Mr. Bwain
was pastor of a previously es-
tablished church in Lima. He
organized three congregations
of converts and continued the
work of a newly - organised
church in the ‘“new towns' that
have sprung up around Lima.

The people in the ' ‘new
towns' don't have it too easy,"”
the Rev. Mr. Swain said, “They
moved from the mountains
looking for a better way of life,
some have found it, some
haven't’”, In the Andes Mts.
they had little contact with or-
ganized religion. To begin con-
gregotions, his major responsi-
blliy, he went to the homes,
talked with the familles, and
organized Sunday schools.

‘“We're glad we had the op-
portunity to work for our
church among these people,”
he sald, “We were constantly
training Peruvian people 8o
they could take over our jobs.
As a result, we could leave
them in charge while we're in
this country."

Mrs, Swain directed several
Sunday Schools and vacation
Bible Schools. School vacations
in Peru are In January, Febru-
ary and March, summer {n the
southern hemisphere. In addi-
tion to the churches' religious
education programs and ser-
vices, the Swains also hold so-
cial gatherings and weekly rec-
reation events. Volleyball and
soccer are popular, ‘“*Soccer is
to Peru what baseball is to the
United States,” the Rev. Mr,
Swain said.

Raln Rare

‘““‘When there is no rain in the
mountains, there Is no harvest,”
Mrs. Swain sald. The people
come to find jobs on the firri-
gated farms along the coast,
to try to sell their craft items
to tourists or to find jobs in the
cities,

‘““The towns spring up almost
overnight,” the Rev. Mr, Swain
said. “They begin with very
humble homes, and gradually
the people get better facilities,"”
As it almost never rains in the
coastal areas, the roofs aren't
rainproofed.

It rained a helf inch last De-
cember, the first rainfall In 12
years and the first big rainfall
in 45 years, “Water got into the
kerosene stoves and they would

not work. Because the roofs in
the ‘‘new towns” are made of
matting, the rain goes right
through.

As the economic and educa-
tional systems are
rapidly, it is not unusual for
children of parents who cannot
read to go to the universities,
he sald. Living conditions are
Improving rapidly for the poor
of Peru, but, as in most Latin
American countries, there is al-
most no middle class,

“There is a tremendous gen-
the Rev. Mr.
Bwain sald. The older women
are tied down to their families
and wear clothes that are tra-
ditional of the village they came
from. The younger women get
office jobs in the city and wear
contemporary outfita,

Women in the mountains spin
thread from llama wool, weave
cloth, dye materials with natur-
al dyes such as berries, and
make the clothes for their fam-
illes in the individual style and
color used in their village. Thoy
also weave scarves to carry
bables on their backs as they
work in the fields with primi-
tive farm tools.

To prepdre for their work in
Peru, the Rev, and Mrs. Swain
studied for 10 months in Mexi.
co City. He studled at the
North American Cultural In.
stitute and she went to a
church - operated language
achool,

Had Modern Comforts

In Lima the Swains had mod-
ern conveniences so their life
was not so different from living
in the states as it would have
been if they had lived in & more
primitive part of the country.
Gordon, 6, and David, 8, went
to a private school for English-
speaking children where about
half the students were from mis-
slonary families. Mra. Swain had
a tutor of Spanish, The children
are brought up speaking both
Spanish and English,

While he was showing the
many souvenirs they brought
back, the Rev. Mr. Swain sald,
""We also brought back a little
Peruvian." He was referring to
Christine Elizabeth, their lively
18-month-old daughter whom
they call Tina. ""She has dual
citizenship. We had to get two
passports, one to leave and one
to get into the United States.”

In the desert, remains of very
early civilizations are being un-
covered. The Rev. Mr. Swaln
had a brass knife that was used
for head surgery in an anclent
civilization. It has the head of a
pagan god carved on its handle,
Artisans copy old utensils such
as water jugs to make orna-
mental itema to sell. Old bird
and fish motifs are used in the
pottery industry. Some of the old
crafts are being revived.

The Rev. Mr. S8wain went into
the area devasted by the May 31
parthquake four days later, This
quake left over 60,000 known
dead, 20,000 missing, 150,000 in-
jured, and 300,000 homeless.

“The center of the quake was
250 miles north of Lima, but it
was felt for 500 miles in every
direction,” the Rev, Mr. Swain
sald. “The ground jumped up
and down and back and forth
at the same time. It will be
years before the people are set-
tled and have & normal way of
life again.” Most of the build-
Ings in Lime have been built
to. withstand earthquakes but
many of the homes outside the
city were adobe with no steel
reinforecement. They just crum-

bled and collapsed. . Entire
towns were wiped out. One of
Churches of the Nazarene in the
‘“‘new towns'' was destroyed,
and another was damaged but
can be repaired.

Flying home the Swains got
an air view of the massive de-
struction from the earthguake
and the landslides and floods it
caused.

To Continne Work

In the home the Swains have
established at 80 Henry St, they
have many reminders of their
years {n Peru — wood carvings,
carved leather, fur wall hang-
ings and rugs, dishes, and hand-
crafted ornaments.

For the next year their sons
will go to a Manchester school.
The Rev. Mr. Swain will con-
tinue his missionary duties
speaking at churches through-
out this country, telling of his
work in South America.

glx;ce_they arrived on the

Fourth of July weekend, the
Rev. Mr. Swaln has spoken in
churches in several states. The
family has had a vacation in
Mrs. Swain's natlve Ohlo, seen
many of his relatives in the
Manchester ares, and had a
family reunion. 8ome of his rel-
atlves flew over from Ireland.
The Rev. Mr. Swain was born
in Ireland, came to the United
States in 1862 and graduated
from Manchester High Bchool in
1066. He is.the son of Mr. and
Mrs. Samuel Swain.

Wollaston, Mass,

After Labor Day he will lenve
on a speaking tour, but he will
be home for Thanksgiving and
Christmas holidays.

Dismayed After
Tate Murders

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A
wealthy middle-aged couple, far
removed from Hollywood's glit-
tering young social set, read ou-
riously of the Sharon Tate mur.
ders before killers stabbed them
to death in similar bizarre style,
n witness hns testified at the
Tate murder trial

A news vendor, John Foki-
anos, sald that the night Leno
and Rosemary LaBianca were
slain  he chatted with them
about the Tate killings.

"It was the event of the day,"
he testified Thursday. “It was
big news, They semed quit in-
terested.”

Fokianoa told newsmen later
that Mrs, LaBlanca ‘seemed
quite emotional about {t. She
seemed quite upset because it

L

was quite gruesome. The details

naturally got to her.'

Their chat was between 1 and
2 nom. Aug, 10, 1089, The state
suys that about 2:30 or 3 a.m,,
the LaBlancas were killed by in.
truders,

Police officers testified that
LaBianca, 44, owner of a super-
market  chain, was found
crouched in the lving room, the
newspapers and his glasses
nearby, His hands were tied be-
hind him, a lamp cord around
his neck, a pillowcase over his
head and a sofa pillow on top of
that,

They sald a knife was pro-
truding from LaBlanca's neck,
2 white peari-handled carving
fork was stuck in his stomach
and the word “War'" was
carved across LaBimnnca's chest
and stomach.

Mrs. LaBianca was found face
down in a bedroom, clad in a
pegnoir and bathrobe, one
huand ted with an electric cord
and with a plllowease over her
head,

Pollce sald the simllarities to
the Tate killings led them to de-
clare that these were “‘copyont"
killings,

At the Tate mansion the night
before two victima were Ued
with rope; a towel shrouded the
head of one; and scrawled on
the door in blood was the word
“Pig."” Bloody scrawlings
ameared walls of the LaBlanca
home, too, officers testified
“Death to Pigs'" on a living
room wall, "“Rise' on another
wall and “Helter BSkelter"
on the refrigerator door,

The state claims the words
were written by killers instruct.
ed in their mission by shaggy-
haired Charles M. Manson, 38,
leader of a roving hipple-style
“fumily.” Manson and three
women followers, Susan Atkins,
21, Patricia Krenwinkel, 22, and
Leslie Van Houten, 20, are on
trinl for murder-conspiracy in
the five Tate slayings and the
two LaBlanca killings.

As witnesses described the
death scene, Muanson“stared at
his hands, and the girls whis-
pered to each other, At one
point, Mlias Atking held up a
trial transcript cover. 8he had
drawn on it in red ink a picture
of o alown with balloons,

The state says '‘Helter Skel-
ter,”" title of a Beatles song, wos
the Manson clan code name for
a race war which Manson hoped
the killings would start.

This idea
got a heavy blow in Mgy 1967,
two weeks before the Iarneli-
Arab war broke out, when the
United Nations withdrew its
emergency force from the Mid-
die Bast without an argument
when requested by Egypt's
President Nasser.

The U.N. emergency force of
sbout 3400 men from India,
Canada, Yugoslavia, Sweden,
Brazil, Norway and Denmark
had formed & buffer between

and Isrseli forces
since 1006, U.N. Secretary-Gen-
eral U Thant is still bitterly and
publicly criticizsed in Israel for
having complied with Nasser's
request,

American officials behave
more diplomatically but it is no
sscret the United States was ap-
palled by Thant's attitude and
atill finds little pleasing about
his activities, or lack of them, in
the Middle East crisis.

Because of what happened In
1967 with the U.N. force, com-
posed of soldiers from seven
countries of lesser power, it is
inconcelvable that Israel would
again accept a similar role for
the United Nations in the area.
American officials, based on the
lesson of 1967, find little value in
a costly peacekeeping force
which can be ordered to leave
by one or both the parties they
were supposed to keep apart,
The alternative would be a

The, government Issued no
communique on the incident,
but the Palestinians reported
two guerrillas killed.

Early In June, before the
United States proposed the

In Vietnam, North Viet-
namese forces killed six Ameri-
cans and wounded 26 in the
worst ambush in at least four
months,

The enemy assault in Cambo-
dia was at the village of Moat
Krasas Krao, six mlles north.
east of the capital. It did not ap-
pear timed to colnclde with Vice
President Spiro T, Agnew's viait
Friday to Phnom Penh.

The attack began seven hours
after Agnew had left Cambodia
for Thalland. Prior to the vice
president’s arrival, a general
lull as reported iIn the five-
month-old Cambodian war,

Maj. am Rong, the Cambo-
dian military spokesman, said
the North Vietnamese and Viet

‘Cong troops bombarded govern-

ment positions with mortars
through the night, At daybreak,
he sald, the enemy forces
mounted another assault.

After the entmy moved to
within 40 yards of government
lines, five miles south of Phnom
Penh, government troops drove
them off. Two Cambodian sol-
diers were killed and two were
wounded.

The North Vietnamesoe and
Viet Cong dragged their casual-
ties off the battiofield, leaving
bloody tralls in the grasa.

Allied warplanes bombed and
strafed the enemy positions in
efforts to push back the assault,

The air support included Cam-
bodian fighter-bombers and el
ther U.8. or Bouth Vietnamese
planes.
