“The only reason I came here
was to keep my mother from
being locked up." G

In Mississippt and Louisiana,
school officials sald it would be
weeks before they could pro-
duce figures on integration.

And in Georgla, school offi-
elals complained of administra-
tive headaches and high absen-
teelsm caused by masaive new
classroom integration.

But there was uneventful inte-

schools opened under orders to
separate schools for
whites and blacks, -

Desplte boycotts and a paral-

Weekly GI Death Toll Rises

SAIGON (AP) — Sixty-three
Americans were killed in action
lnst week in Vietnam, the U.8.
Command announced, but its to.
tal did not include 28 others
killed when_a helicopter was
shot down last Wednesday.

The 63 dead were 11 more
than the American battle death
toll the week before. The com-
mand sald American battlefield
deaths for the past nine weeks

total 623, the lowest for a nine--

week period in 434 years—since
621 US., troops were reported
killed between Dec. 19, 1985, and
Feb. 10, 1966.

Last week's toll included only
three of the 31 Americahs killed
in the hélicopter crash south of
Da Nang because only three of
the bodies had been ldentified
by midnight Ilast Saturday;
Twelve more bodles have been
identified this weck and will be
included in this week's "toll, to
be announced next Thursday,
and the other 16 will be added to
the total of the week in which
they are Identified.

The casually summary aslso
said 58 U8, troops were
wounded in action last week, a
considerable increase over the
358 wounded two weeks ago.
U.S. casuaitfes repoited since
Jan. 1, 1961, now total 43,481
killed and 287,801 wounded,

South Vietnamese headquar-
ters reported 284 of its troops
were killed lust week,. up slight-
ly frem 247 the week before, and

537 were wounded. The U.S.
Command sald allied {forces
killed 1,284 North Vietnamese
and Viet Cong troops, compared
to 1,083 the week before. ~

The allies sald recorded Viet-
namese casualties in the war
now total 112,601 government
troops killed and 288,385 wound-
ed, and 667,653 enemy killed.

Little fighting was reported
today in Vietnam or Cambodia,
bit American 52 bombers flew
& sixth day of saturation ralds
against North Vietnamese sup-
ply routes from Laos into Cam-
bodia and South Vietnam. About
25 of the blg bombers dropped
750 tons of bombs along a 200-
mile stretch of the Ho Chi Minh
trail.

From  Phnom Penh, Assoclat-
ed Press correspondent. John T.
Wheeler reported that Cambo-
dian troops launched = fresh
counterattack to recapture the
district headquarters at Srang
and found that the Notrh Viet-
namese force which captured it
five days ago had folded up its

_elaborate defenses and- with-

drawn.

Three battallons of Cambo-
dians assaulted the town, firing
as they moved in, but ran into
only light opposition. Reports
from the battleground 30 miles
southwest of Phnom Penh indi-
cated total government casual-
ties in the five days of fighting
were about 25 to 30 killed and
twice that many seriously
wounded. The Cambodian com-

mander claimed 500 to 800 ene-
my killed or wounded hut this
was an estimate and probably
highly inaccurate.

The U.8, Command an-
nounced today that the Army's
a5th Engineer Battalion is being
deactivated as part of President
Nixon's cutback of 60,000 Ameri-
can troops in Vietnam. The
deactivation will result in a re-
duction of about 810 personnel
spaces, the command sald,

As usual, only _troops who
have completed most of their
12-month tour Wwill return to the
United States. The rest will be
reassigned to other units In
South Vietnam.

The U.8. Command in Saigon
reported 28 enemy rocket and
mortar uttacks across South
Vietnam, from 8 a.m. Wednes-
day to 8 a.m. today, with ane
American killed and 13 wound-
ed. Another seven Americans
were killed and 28 wounded In
scattered fighting, booby trap
incidents and the explosion of a
Marine F4 fighter-bomber that
caught fire while It was. beihg
refucled at Da Nang Air Base.

South Vietnamese headquar-
ters said its forces killed 49 Viet
Cong In three clashes in the Me-
kong Delta 48 to 150 miles south-
west of Salgon. Field reports
said one South Vietnamese sol-
dier was killed and 11 were
wounded in the three fights,

Diagnosis on Susan Atkins:
' Anxiety Causes Her Pain

LOS ANGELES (AP) — De-
fendant Susan Atkins says she
has been in constant pain at the
Sharon Tate murder trial. A
doctor says it's probably just
anxiety.

The judge, after listening to
the deferidant and the doctor
Wednesday, said of Miss At:
kins: “‘She’s articulate, she's lu-
cld and she's apparently per-
fectly healthy.” He ordered the
trial resumed.

Miss Atkins, 21, is one of three
young women followers on’ trial
with Charles M, Manson, 35,
chioftain of a nomadic hippie-
style “fhmlly,"” on charges of
murder-conspiracy in the slay-
ings of Misas Tate and six others,

Court was: recessed Monday
and Tuesdasy while Miss Atkins
was hospitalized for lests and
treatment of the pains which
she said first occurred Friday.
She was led into court Wednes-
day sobbing and clutching her
side,

At midmorning &he grose,
breaking Into testimony, and
cried: ""Get me out of here! I'm
hurting bad!"

With tears _streaming down
her face, she told the judge:
“Your honor, If you don't get
me out of this courtroom (1l
start screaming ... I can't take
it any longer.” She was half-
carried from court by two ma-
trons,

Superior Court Judge Charles
Older - recessed court, sum-
moned the doctor who had ex-
amined Miss Atkins, then or-
dered a hearing on her health,

At the hearing, Dr. Margaret
McCarron, assistant medical di-
rector of the Los Angeles Coun-
ty-USC Medlcal Center, sald she
and other doctors examined
Miss Atkins in the jall ward,

She sald tests revealed only
that Miss Atkins ‘‘was quite
constipated.” She was treated,
and the problem was remedied,
said the doctor,

“I think she is having some
pain from anxlety, and she is in-
terpreting as being in her ab-
domen,' sald Dr. McCarron.

She recommended that Misa
Atkins take tranquilizers and vi-

tamin pills for the trial's dura-
tion,

Miss Atkins, helped to the wit-
ness stand from a wheel chair,
began testifying in a whisper,
but her voice was strong as she
ended 10 'minutes on the stand.

“If everyone wants to go
phead and think thul \ny pain is
psychological, let them helieve
that," she said, “. ., IU's wery
physical to me."”

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Lindbergh’s Continuing Ilusion

Revival of the Lindbergh argument
—that winning World War II turned out
worse for us than it might have been
to let Nazi Germany win because it pro-
moted Russia and China to the status of
world power menaces—is not lkely to
contribute anything significant or valu-
able to our present day opinlons and
cholces. '

-The inference of the Lindbergh argu-
ment—that we had a choice in 1930 and
1040 and 1941—is as much of an illusion
today iIn retrospect theory as it was
then in actun! fact.

The world, by that time, ‘had gone
beyond its power to choose,

All the significant decisions had been
made, before Lindbergh or anyone else
first raised a voice in the debate over
what America should do.

Then, as now, civilization had made
its crucinl, binding decisions by &
process which wns essentinlly negative,
civillization eased back,
frustrated and tired, gnd let the same
old things begin to happen again,

Then, as naw,

The decisions that made World War
I inevitable, and Inevitably a world
war, began with the refusal of the
United States to join, let alone
strengthén the League of Nations. These
fateful decisions continued through the
great power tacit permission of the
Japanese Invasion of Manchurin, and the
Mussodinl attack on Ethiopia, through
the revival, in Europe, of the big power
game in which Britain, France and Rus.
sla all began trying to play the
resurgence of Germany as a power
against one another, Into the fallures to
react collectively when 'Hitler led Ger-
many into Its first armed move* back
into the Rhineland,

There wans one summation for all
these decisions, There was to be no new
_order in world affairs. Collective securi-
ty was to be brushed ‘aside, once again,
In favor of power politics gnarchy,

Nobody applied the brakes; the old
kind of history began ({ts - downhill
runaway course toward disaster. By the
time Lindbergh and others were debat-
Infg America's potentinl role, that.role
had already been decreed, beyond de-
bate or escape. :

After World War IJ, there cln.me & new
era in which choice was possible. We
chose to erect a new symbol of collec-
tive security to repl nationalistic
anarchy — the United Nations. We made

the positive cholce to use the United
Nations to halt wars in Kores, in Sues;

" in the Congo, and In Cypress. Could we
have kept on making that kind of cholce,
the United Nations today would be the
stropgest, most effective, most respect-
ed force in the world.

But some of the members of the
Unifed ‘Nations rencged on their share
of the responsibility for action mn the
Cango, The United States itself refused
to submit the situation in Vietnam to
United Nations judgment and possible
deelsion, and preferréd to try to han

the job itself as if #t had never heard of’

a collective security world, in which
world law, not fancied '‘national securi-
ty necessitles,”” governed the military
actions of nations, In the Palestine war
theatre  where new
threatens (o

world . war now
find - its birthplace the
United Nations concept' is clinging to
e by the skin of Nt& teeth. '

, The world is not far, today, from being
Just as powerless, and decisionless, as
it* was-back when Lindbergh thought we
were somchow fr'ee to munke up our own
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minds to stay-out of the holocaust clvilis
zation's disorganized permissiveness had
nlready made Inevitable,

We might stiil manage a decision. But
the only way anybody can decide to stay
out of the next war is to prevent it from
arriving. And the only way the féxt war
can be prevented from arriving is
through ‘a real and positive reach for the
fdeals and the law and the machinery of
collective security, the United Natlons,
which means an end to the Lindbergh
—like assumption that we can continue
to let things just happen, and, then side-
step the result if we please,

Law And'Morals

Moralists of the anclent world were In
no doubt that lewd spectacles debauch
public morals, Periodically the Roman
emperors agreed with the moralists,

- suppressed the shows, and banished the

actors, The records do not relate wheth-
er this provoked a chorus of cant about
the inalienable preogative of the artist
and the liberty of the human spirit. The
records.do show that the prohibitions
were of little avail and short lived. Tt
his gencrally been supposed since those
days that digressions Into that kind of
lleentiousness are injurious to soclety,
and attempts to check them simply by
legal prohibition have gcnera]ly come
unstuck.

The epithets appropriate to '“Oh Cal-
cutta!'' are a matter of choice. It Is safe
to say that it strikes most people as go-
ing beyond the bounds of decency. . .It Is
not to the point that worse, or better,
has for long been on tap in Soho. ‘“‘Oh!
Caleutta!" is a production for the legiti-
mate stage by one of our most celebrat-
ed aesthetes, partonized by a fashionable
audience, and dutifully considered by
dramatic critics. It contributes to the

general ldea of what is publicly accept-.

able.

That Is why those who are of the opin-
fon that it passes the bounds of décency
nre justified in denouncing it. It is not
because they personally are affronted
(they need not aftend), but because It
ghifts the limits of publicly permissible
sexunl display, and shifts them in a di-
rection that they have reasoh to belleve
is hurtful to the values they uphold and
to the well-being of their society.

“Oh! Caleutta!" lIs a notorious, but
not a particularly important, example of
the glide into public licentiouasness. The
book trade and the advertising profes-
sion are more pervasive in thelir Influ-
ence, But just because “Oh! Calcutta!"
Is notorious it provides an occasion for
those who feel that the values they re-
spect are threatened by this unilateral
revision of frontiers to stand up and pro:
test, They deplore the production less for
what It Is than for what it portends, We
are with them.

To denounce is one thing, to advocate
prohibition is another, Legal suppression
of intellectual and artisticework and of
entertainments is consonant with a liber-
al society only if there is a very broad
measure of agreement within the politi-
cal nation about the classes of matter to
be suppressed..

The disagreement is not princlpally
about the length of permissible depar-
ture from standards of sexual morality.
It is a more radical disagreement about
what those standards should be. At op-
posite poles there pre those who found
thelr standards of sexual conduct, pri-
vate and public, in chastity, fidelity, re-
straint and reticence; and those who
found thelr standards in experiment and
the practice of sexualily as an open form
of expreasion, who are not abashed, and
who desire to free thelr enjoyment from
the resiraints and feelings of guilt that
they impute to the older morality. The
lucrative commercial exploitation of the
new attitude should not be allowed to ob-
scure the fact that is sccompagied by a
genuine morality—a respect for person-
ality, truthfulness, and frankness, Mani-
festations of this morality may be mis-
taken, but they are often enough sincere,
They will be contested by those whose

‘attitude is formed otherwise, but their

expression s not fit subjeot-matter [for
censorship.

What then is, if anything? People who
hold that sexuality including its perver-
sions ought not to be within censorship's
field of fire (the authors, for instance, of
the recent report to the Arts Council on
the law of- obscenity) do not usually hold
that the censor should be without em-
ployment. They are usually strong on
the prohibition of racialism In word and
deed. ‘Defending strenuously the spec-
tacle of erotic nudity on the stage, they
call~ strenuously for the prohibition of
the spectacle of white South Africans
playing cricket as a team at Lord's.

The duty of society to proceed by
means of the law sgainst certain kinds
of expression and personsl conduct is
therefore acknowledged by sexual liber-
tarians as it iz by most other schools of
thought, It is justified if it Is necessary
{o protect and preserve poclety, Bul pro-
tect and prese it from what? Is it
only from the at of tumult and vio-
lence, orultulsofmm the threat of dis-
solution of the moral bonds of its co-
hesion? 1f it Is the case that a sufficlent.
ly shared morality, a sufficlently accept-
ed set of common assumptions, is a
necessary condition if soclety Is not to
disintegrate or lapse fnto tyranny, then
the law has a function to perform in de-
fence of that morality.

The conclusion does not remove the
acute difficulty of deciding In what cir-
cumstances and in what messure the
law should be invokéd to prevent disso-
lution without blocking change. It is bet-
ter for it to exert iis stabilizing influence
by being slow to change in the fact of
fashion than by being qulck to react
against it, something which thg last
Parliament failed to appreciate. It is bet-
ter still that its powers of last resort
should be enabled to remain lmu:tlvc by
reason of the cohesive influence of-those
free inumauona of society that form pub-
lic attitudes by persuasion and example
— the churches, the schools and umiver-
sities, political parties;; the press nd
television, and the private and uniquely
efficacious influences of the family. The
moral bonds uniting soclety can only
grow and be sustained from within, Law
makes nnt butiony to this process. It

It focuses public attention on
what may, deserve to be rated,
for its long range conseguences,
the most important single issue
tacing the Connecticut elector-
ate in this most dramstic elec-
tion year,

The specific question will be
that of whether or not, in the
referendum this November, the
people of Connecticut will ap-
prove the Constitutional Amend-
ment which providés that the
Legislatore shall have annual
rather than blennial sesslions,

The direct consequences of
annual sessions are debatable,
with this corner’'s guess being
that they will cost the state &
lot more money without any
corresponding increase in legis-
lative wisdom or efficiency.

But the proposal. for annual
gegsions has a symbeolie impor-
tance even greater than ita own
potential direct resuits,

This proposal ig about the only
chance the people of the state
are ever going to have to cry
some kind of hsit to the extrava-
ganza of self-aggrandizement
upon which the ‘Connecticut
Legisiature has launched f{t-
self. S

The legislators themselves
have long ago lost, any realis-
tic sense of what they are do-
ing. They are, almost to & man
and & woman, filled with an ex-
alted sense of high-minded cru-
sade as they set their sights on
annunl sessions, higher salaries,
further curlis on the power of
what is already one of the
weakest governorships in the
country, and that eventual great
new state capitol bullding in
which they would ail have in-
dividual offices and !ndlvi yal
office staffs.

The session of the National
Legisiative Conference out in
Salt Lake City would, quite
naturally, be an occasion for the
crusaders of one state to meet
those of other states and ex-
change ideps and encourage.
ment, and the wonder is not
that the manoagers of the Con-
necticut Legisiature took 43
members and staff out to the af-
fair, but that they did not take
all 213 senators and represent:
atives, plus staff.

The issue, of course, s not
this particulsr junket, nor even
that of annual sessiona, but the
trend of legisiative self-intoxi-
cation which both the junket and
the drive for annual sessions
illustrate and represent. We
know of no other way in which
the people of the atate can slow
this trend than by their action-
on the last plece of permlaulon
the legislators have to get
from the peeple, passage of
the chang® in the Constitution
whichi would require the legis-
lature to meet every year.

State Employes W]m Care
Learnmg to Speak Spanish

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
State employes who care—some
500 of them—have learned to
greet Spaniah-speaking people in
their own language.

And they can go on from
not conversing fluently,
but msking questions im Spanish
and reminding newcomers from
Puerto Rico and Cuba to
“hablar despacito'' —speak slow-
ly, *

The improved communication
{s the result of Spanish courses
added three years ago to the
In-service training program of-
fered by the State Personnel De-
partment.

Response was slow the first
two - years, when only 50 en-
rolled, but the number jumped
to 400 last year and another 100

took an intermediate course,
Some 100 have enrolled so far
for fall courses,
. Bpanish got off the ground
when James J. Casey, then the
consumer protection commis-
sioner, wanted thelr Investiga-
tors and inspectors to be able
to communicate with the grow-
Ing Spanish-spesking population.

A wide range of civil gervants
have joined the classes, from
the public works deptu'tment to
the attorney general's -office.

Some of the students are dis-
appointed to find they cannot
converse -in Spanish after ten
2-hour sessions, The current in-
structor, the Rev. Segundo Las
Heras of Sacred Heart Church,
Wethersfield, says they should
not be.

All they can expect to learn

is how to ask a person's name
and address, and to plck up an
idea of what his problem s,
Father Las Heras sald:

The priest-teacher tries to nd-
Just the vocabulary to the needs
of the class, He uses no ‘book.
“I'm the bapk,” he sald.’

A Spaniard who spent a dec-
ade in Cuba and "a year in
Puerto Rico before coming here
in 1964, Father Las Heras knows
the idioms of each Island and
adds them to the vocabulary as
needed,

A Hartford caseworker Mrs.
Maureen Taylor, who handles
the problems of Cuban refugees
almost exclusively, found that
even a lmited knowledge of
Spanish was keenly appreciated.

“If 1 try to speak Spanish,
even If I don't do it well, it
makes thém feel more comfor-
able,” she sald of her clients.
They are not so embarrased
about their Inabllity to -speak
English when they witness her
tumbung Spanish, she sald.

The word “scallop’” means
several things, It Is, firstly, an
edible marine Dbivalve. “To
ncallop” s an expression ap-
plied to the cutting or shaping of
an edge whether it be carpen-
try or sewing., We are concern-
ed today with the dictionary’'s
second meaning of ‘‘scallop’.

A scalloped dish ia one in
which the major ingredient is
baked in a sauce. Usually, It
is covered with seasoned bread
or cracker crumba.

Bow did this come about when
we starfed out with a bivalve?

It peems that the Pligrims
cooked and served food in the
larger scallop shells, The
scallop, in particular its shell,
beld a significance for them.
The Crusaders, who returned to
England from the Holy Land,
wore the shélls as badges.

You will undoubtedly wonder
then why thin filets of meat
are called escalope, as in es-
calope de veau (scallop of veal).
They wore so named because
the thin pleces of meat curled
in the cooking and were remin-
iscent of shells,

Our word “scallop"” is also
correctly spelled ''scollop." It
stems from the Mlddle English
“‘scalop’ which, of course, was
taken from the Old French
“‘escalope.” “‘Scallapinl” in
Italian applies to the little
‘‘shells’’ of meat.

scalloped  dishes go
back to the  origln of this
country. Scalloped tomatoes
were made by the Pligrims. We
also have chicken, oysters, cod,
onlona, lobster, A 1924 edition of
the Boston Cooking School Cook
Book by the famous Fannie
Farmer lista 13 scalloped dishes.

This book was given to me
by Miss Beatrice Clulow, office’

Shortage of No. 6 Ol

Beginning To Hit Area

The tense situation In the Mid-
dle East has in part created a
shortage of No. 6 residunl fuel
oll that has begun to reach Con-
necticut,

Also contributing to the short-
age is recent decisions by power
companies to convert from coal-
burning to oil-burning.

The shortage has not yet
seriously affected the Manches-
ter area. The No. 8 fuel oll is
a heavy, high-viscosity fuel used
mainly for commercial manu-
facturing, and in large build-
ings,

There are.some signs that a
critical shortage may be-avert-
ed.
Some major oil compames,
however, have refused to sub-
mit bids for contracts to supply
schools and state institutions.

The Rham school board had
difficulty recently getting bids
to supply No. 6 oil. Only one
oil company, their present sup-
plier, bid. This was, the com-
pany said, because it telf-an ob-
ligation lo the school system,

The difficully experienced by
the Rham district cannot really
indicate an oil shortage, though,
because the Rham gpecifications
were reportediy-too-restricting.
They listed a maximum sulphur
content prllowabe as one per
cent, a percentage which will
be required by state regulations
Sept.. 1, 1071,

Stnce the. effective date of
the state regulation is almost a
year away, oll distributors have
not yet begun to comply with it
The sulfur content of the No. 8
fuel oll presently fluctuates be-
fween 134 and 214 per cent,

, Bld Response "

Another major user of the No,
6 fuel oll, the state, reported
that it had some difficulty get-
ting refineries to respond to bids
this past summer. The contract
included fuel oil fo¢ the Univer-
sity of Connecticut at Storrs, the
Mansfield State Training School
and the Somers state prison.

The state was even consider-
ing converting its heating units
to No. 4 oil, a lighter, fuel. But
the state was finally able to ob-
tain the No, 0 oll.

It is possible to burn the No.
f oil in & No, 6 burner, but it
would not be as effictent, as us-
ing the proper hurner Ar the
proper fuel, The No, 8 oll burner
requires pre-heating of the oll
before It can be burned. To burmn
No, 4, or even No. 2 ofl (used
mainly in homes), the pre-heat-
er would-just be turned off,

Using No. 4 or No. 2 oll would,
of course, be more exp fve,
as it Is more refined. Thé aver-
age cost of No. 6 ofl is $4 per
barrell, compared with about
$4.50 for No. 4, and No. 2 goes
for about $8 per barrel. A bar-
rel contains 42 gallons.

The demand for more No. 6

-oil has driven the price up from

$2 last year, to the present $4.
An additional 20 per cent ‘de-
mand is being created by power
companles which are convert-
ing from coal to.oil in an effort
to control air pollution,  °

Very few major oil companies
in the capital region distribute
the No. 6 oil, and those that do
say they will probably not take
and new business. Thelr main
consideration will be for the cur-
rent buyers of No. 6 fucl.

Balance Seen

Sol Simons, of the Oil Fuel
Institute of Greater Hartford,
said that suppliers have not yet’
cut any buyer off from No. 6,
but he acknowledges that they
have not begun any new busi-
ness. He feels that the stitution
will balance itsel off and the
shortage will be averted,

Texas and Louisiana, Simons
sald, have opened up their
quotas, and are sending more oil
to New England, The shortage
exists in ofl imported from the
Middle East. Arabs have report.
edly shut down pipelines. and
hampered the route of ofl jank-
ers in the grea.

In Rhode Island

RHode Island GoV. Frank
Licht has ordered a study of
what he sald is a growing short-
age of reaiduad fuel oil in his
state. He also said he plans to
make a plea to President Nixon
to relax import quotas, and al-
low additional No. 2 home-heat-
ing oll to come into New Eng-
land,

The extra supply requested by
Licht, 100,000 barrels a day,
would make It possible for No.
fi uners to convert to No, 2, or
blend the two. He acknowledged
that the use of No, 2 oll would
be much more costly, but said
that it might be the only real
angwer, ''in & growing world.
wide shortage of residual fuel
oil." ’

Manchester Area

In the Manchester area, it is
yvet unknown if the No. & oil
shortage will cause problems for
schools and industry. \

The Manchester Board of Edu«
cation will' tie opening fuel oll

hids in two weeks. Annual usés

of No: 6 oil is only msbout 430,
000 gallons, and only at Bepnet
Junior High, and Manchester
High * S8chool, S8everal . other
schools (use No. 4, and a few
use No.' 2, as do all of the town
facilities,

In_ Bolton, no problem is an-
ticipated, as No. 4 oil i5 used
in two schools, and the other
school is  all-electric. Town
buildings use No. 2 oil.

The mayor
resigned because of it, the Mu-
nicipal Council followed suit and
then, in an official ceremony,
the mayor locked up the villnge
hall,

Now Serignac is left with a
villager standing guard over a
public telephone whose number
is Serignac 0. But it doem't
work anymore™

Mail just piles up, and the vil-
lage, near Montauban in south-
ern France, considers tself cut
off by cholice from the rest of
French life, .

“We've been picked on, that's
what {t's all about,”” Mayor An.
dre Salobert said today in an in-
terview over the village's sec-
ond phone—Serignac No. 1—
which s attached to his home,

The Ministry closed the post
office on Tuesday, saying it was
not paying for itself. Closing the
post office meant closing the
only public telephone in the vil-
lage. '

That galled people in Serig-
nac, but there was something
more that led to the masgs shut-
down: The village financed the
construction of the post office it-
self. The loan it took will not be
pald off for another four years.

"At least give us the post of-
fice as long as we are still pay-
ing for it,"" Salobert sald, “We
won't let them come and take
the public telephone away, in
any cave.

It will run from Green Man-
or's condominfum complex on
Lydall Rd. to the intersection.of
Scott Dr, and Kennedy Rd, It
will service Kénnedy Rd.; Scott,
Lexington, Richmond, Dearborn
and Bishop drives; and that
area of the Forest Hills sub-
division still to be developed.

The'first portion of the sewer
trunk was constructed at Green
Manor expense. Now nearing
completion, it runs from the
condominium complex to the
Intersection of Parker St and
Colonial Rd. where it connects
with the town's Northeast Sew-
., er Interceptor.

When the town completes the
Becondary BSewage TPreatment
Plant, expected to be next June,
the Northeast Interceptor and
the Lydall Brook trunk line will
empty into that facility.

In the interim, the 8th Utili-

HARTFORD, Conn., (AP)

Gov. Bob Scott of North Caro-
lina met Wednesday with state
officials to discuss possible fil-
ing of a sult aimed at prevent-
ing the state from lending buses
to local school districts.

Imposed by a federal district
judge, the plan is being contest-
ed by the district, The Supreme
Court has scheduled r hearing
Oct. 12 on it and similar busing
cases,

Boycolts have had an impact
on attendance throughout the
South. But school officials say it
is too early to tell how many
white parents are keeping their
children home rather than send
them to predominantly black
schools, such as the one iIn
Montgomery, -

Enrollment in Richmond, Va.,
schools remained about 6,000 be-
low the anticipated number.
Busing is also of concern in Vir-
ginin, where some parents have
ridden to school with their chil-
dren.

Virginia Transit. Co., which
has scheduled 600 school bus
tips dadly for 16,000 puplls in
Norfolk, invited two or three
mothers to ride each bus free. A
company spokesman said they
could '‘keep order and improve
safety."”

Seven civic leagues have
called for a boycott of Norfolk's
schools, but an organized anti-
busing group, the Concerned
Citizens of Norfglk, refused to
go along. ""We will not take any
stand that disobeys the law,”
said Roy Burton, chairman of
the group.

He added that *'the only effec-
tive way to voice our opposition
to busing and our desire for
neighborhood schools is through
legal means."'

Post Office
Will Hike
" Box Rates

WASHINGTON, (AP) — The
U.8. Postal System today an-
nounced plans to increase rental
fees for post office boxes by 20
per oent effective Nov. 1.

Under federal regulations, the
postal system must take public
comment on the proposal during
the next 30 days before putting
the new prices into effect,

Postmaster General Winton
M. Blount spid the Increased
rates, which range from an ad-
ditional five cents per quarter
for the smallest box to $2.40 for
the largest, will bring in an ad-
ditional $8 milllon per year.

The increase, If approved,
would be the first in post office
box rental fees since 1958,

Rura! lockboxes at post of-
fices where there Is no postal
employe regularly on duty are
not included in the proposed in-
crease. .

The current rates now range
from 15 cents per quarter for
the 226-cubic inch No. 1 call box
to $12 per quarter for the 2,000
cubic Inch No. 5 lockbox, The
new rates would be 20 cents and
$14.40 per quarter, respectively.

Bad Conduct Discharge
Doesn’t Worry Pacifist

By DAVID BRISOOE

MANILA (AP) — What hap-
pens- to " young man who haa
pacifist leanings but finds him-
self in the U.8. Air Force and
goes AWOL?

Airman »C. Weldon McCarty,
a professed pacifist and Zen
Buddhist, tried it and wound up
in a box 10 feet long and 6 feet
high. The Air Force calls it a
% detention room.""

McCarty, 23, of Weatherford,
Tex., was also fined and given a
bad conduct discharge, -It is ef-
fective when he finishes his sen-
tence of four momnths' hard labor
at the Clark Air Base brig.

McCarty, telling about his ex-
perience after being let out of
segregated detention, gave this
account:

He walked off Clark base last
December, “‘motivated by a
mounting urge to split the mili-
tary scene and because my su-
perior officer was going W
throw me in jall for being a
waste of taxpayers' money."

He came to Manila, associat-
ed with painters and pets,
played his flute with a musical
group and did cleaning =at a
Teolst temple, He also became
production manager of a radio
gstation and grew a beard,

The alrman was picKed up
June § by agents of the Phillp-
pine National Bureau of Investi-
gation.

Talking to a reporter and four
officers in the prison compound,
McCarty said he was kept in the
box six days. He said a medical
fnspector assured him the box
never got hotter than 8§ de-
gregs. It has 80 air holes,

The guards allowed him only
fatigue pants and undershorts—
“mo cigarettes, ~no books, no
writing paper, nothing, Just me
and the box. In the Air Force, if
they can't put your mind in a
box, they put your body in one."”

A look through a peekhole re-
vealed a room with bed and
mattress,

A base spokesman said the
chamber was used as a last re-
gort and that McCarty had been
put into it after 'provocation

Considered on Highest Pedestal

WASHINGTON (AP) —
In Green Bay, Vince Lom-
bardi was compared favor-
ably to God. When the sun
shone on Packer Sundays—
and almost inevitably it did
—they called it Lombardi
weather.

He reigned supreme over a
compact and singularly success-
ful universe that operated on
Lombardi Time, 15 minutes
ahead of everywhere else.

He was, by title, only a foot-
ball coach. An expert in a game
designed for school boys, a sinf-
ple game—nas he himself Afisist-
ed—of blocking and- tackling.
Yet ~somehow, bheé made the
game and hinfself seem much
more. . _

“1 don’t think he ever taught
me’ any football," said former

“Packer All-Pro defensive tackle

Henry Jordan. ‘What he'd do
three times o week was preach
on life.” ’
Lombardl,- who died this
morning of cancer, could be as
blunt and punishing as the pow-
er, sweep he made famous in
turning o down and out Green
Bay team Into the scourge of
the professional playing fleld.
He could also be a sensitive
and even gentle man who could

say that the special mark of his
Packer teams was the love that
held them together.

He was a man of grand emo-
tions that a trifle could trigger.
He was plso a man with stecley
self control who often was at his
most graclous after a particu-
larly bitter defeat,

Lombardi could take grown
men and whip them into a fury
that forced fears of rage from
their eyes<or so Iftimidate an
injured” player (The ' Packers
had no injuries) that he woula

~Jog up and down the grandstand

steps of Lambeau Field despite
a ripped cartilege that in a few
days would reqguire surgery.

A well-known Packer haifback
once stood up in a restaurant
and repeatedly slapped an ima-
ginary face in savage mimicry
of the day he would assert him-
self against his coach, Lombar-
di. That day never came.

Bluff as some might, most
Packer players bowed before
Lombardi,

Love him or hate him (and
some did: both simultanecusly),
they treated him with a
deference given few mortals.

“We'd go through fire for
him,” sald Jordan, who years
ago siadd of Lombardi: "He

treats us all alike—like dogs."

Linebacker Ray  Nitachke
once sat transfixed dufing a’
football banquet. At the dais,
Lombardl was speaking. He
spoke of discipline - and obedi-
ence and order—themes that

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Vince .Lombardi, Washing-
ton Redskins' coach and
onetime ruler of a football
dynasty with the Green
Bay. Packers, died today of
cancer. He was 57.

A spokesman at Georgetown
University Hospital sald Lom-
bardi succumbed at 7:12 a.m.
EDT, his wife, Marie, at his
side. Also with him was his son,
Vincent Jr. of St. Paul, Minn.

Lombardi, the only man in the
history of the National Football
League playoffs to win three
straight championships, had un-
dergone two operations Within a
month in hig battle with the dis-
ease. [

Mrs, Lombardl had confjrmed
Wednesday the gravity of the
ailment., She said the cancer
was "extraordinarily virulent."

His name became legendary
for the feats he accomplished at
Green Bay, a small city in Wis-.
consin,

His motto: “Winning isn't o
big thing, 1t's the only thing."

“He had a covenant with
greatness, more than any man 1
have ever kncwn,” sald Redskin
President Edward Bennett Wil-
linms in a statement. "“He was
committed to excellence in ev-
erything he attempted. Because
he was =0 committed, he was
able to lead other men to com-
mit and discipline themselves o
reach helghts of which they had
never dreamed.

“QOur country has lost one of
its great men, The world of
gport has lost its first citizens,
The Washington Redskins have
lest their leader. 1 personally
have lost a beloved friend."

Bill Austin, interim Redskins
coach, added in a statement:

“‘Words are inadequate- (o ex-
press my deep sorrow and re-
gret at the passing of Coach
Vinoe Lombardi, a great leader
and a greater man,

“He was and always will re-
main in my memory a man of
unequaled ability, character,
drive and integrity. He was an
inspiration to those of-us who
were privileged to have worked
for and with him
“For me, the death of Coach

Lombirdl is a deep, personal

loss. He was not only my be-

loved and greatly reputed lead-
er but he was a warm under-
standing man whose friendship
I will cherish to the grave. He
taught me how to live as well as
how to coach.

“He taught me that you get
out of life exactly what you put
into it, no more, no less.

“Vince Lombardl was a rare
man who possessed to & marked
degree the most priceless com-
modity in the world today-
forceful, intelligent leadership
based upon the love of God and
respect for hia fellow man.”

The New York native arrived
in Green Bay in 1050, one year
after the Packers posted its
worst record, 1-10-1, He forged a
7-5 season his first year. won
the divisional championship in
1960, and then proceeded to cap-
ture NFL titles in 1961, 1962,
1965, 1966 and 1967.

His Packers won the first two
Super Bowls which pitted the
NFL against the AFL,

Lombardi retired from coach-
ing in 1968 to se¢rve as general
manager of the Packers but he
was later to describe the one
year off the field as the most
miserable of his life,

He came to the Washington
Redsking in February 1969  as
head coach, general manager,
executive vice ‘president and
part wnep—the latter post, he
said, one of the prime reasons
