Strikes Still Disrupt

Connecticut Schools

By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

Teachers met through
the morning today in two
Connecticut communities
where teacher strikes have
disrupted schools but made
no move 'to return to the
classroom.

In West Haven, teachers de-
cided in a voice vote not to
return to their jobs until a con-
tract agreement {8 reached. In
Milford, teachers discussed con-
tract proposals in preparation
for another bargaining session
this afternoon with the school
board.

Stamford teachers returned to
work today pending formal rati-
fication of a new contract, leav-
ing schools In two communities
still shut down completely—Bris-
tol and Milford. )

Middletown schools opened
briefly this morning for the
third straight day but cloged
when not enough teachers re-
ported for work., A spokesman
sald 24 of the system’s 362
teachers showed up and that
pupll attendance was ‘‘consid-
erably less"” than Thursday,
when 3,000 pupils reported.

A group of about 75 sign-car-
rying parents and children pa-
raded around city hall in Mid-
dietown this morning in support
of the teachers' position.

Bome 300 teachers marched on
the Bristol City Hall late this
morning to press their demands
for an additional school appro-
priation of $600,000.. A small del-
egation marched into the build.
ing but was told by a serretary
that Mayor J. Harwood Norton
Jr. was out of the office.

Students plcketed several of

the closed schools in Bristol this
morning with signs saying, “We
want to go back to school."

The teachers' march on City
Hall followed & mass meating at
which a National Education As-
sociation official announced that
the NEA was arranging a
$100,000 letter of credit to sup-
port the Bristol strike fund.

Louis Vangel, NEA negotiating
specialist, told the teachers they
should show the people “why
we are here” and urged.them
to march on City Hall. About
half of the 500-to-800 assembled
teachers marched with him.

In West Haven, New Haven
and Somers, schools have been
open but operating below nor-
mal levls,

Officials of the New London
Education Association have been
ordered to appear in Superior
Court this afternoon to show
cause why they should not be
held in contempt of court for
defiance of a strike injunction.

A spokesman for the New
London teachers sald New Lon-
don will be the test case chal-
lenging the state law forbidding
strikes by teachers, He said the
National Education Association
and the Connecticut Education
Association are providing law-
yers for the New London teach-
ers,

The New London school board
sent telegrams Thursday night
to NLEA leaders saying that
the matter is in the hands of
the courts and there  will be no
further negotiations until teach-
ers return to work. The NLEA
set up a strike fund to provide
loans of up to $300 to striking
teachers.

State Labor Council Locked

In Debate on Senate Race

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
The State Labor Council en-
dorsed most of the Democratic
candidates for high office in the
upcoming election today and
then locked in a struggle over
whether to remain neutral in the

U.S. Senate race,

The 600 delegates were taking
a roll-call vote carly this after-
noon on whether to endorse Sen.
Thomas J. Dodd, who is seeking
re-glection as an independent, or
Democratic nominee Joseph
Duffey.

‘“There Is a very deep divi-
sion In the labor movement,”
sald Leonard Kershner, execu-
tive vice president of the labor
council. He said the fight over
whether to endorse Dodd or
Duffey will ‘‘divide the labor
movement for years to come.'’

Kershner praised Dodd, Duf-
fey and Republican candidate
Lowell P, Weicker Jr., saying
they all are friends of laber.
““The only sensible and logical
position is one of neutrality,'’ he
sald,

Several delegates who support
Dodd spoke for the. neutrality
motion, but it received no sup-
port from any Duffey backers,

Before starting the lengthy
roll-call on the senatorial en-
dorsement,, the delegates en-
dorsed Rep. Emilio Q. Dad-
dario, the Democratic candidate
for governor; six Democratic
candidates for congressmen, and
Democrats for all statewide of-
fices except secretary of state,

The delegates took a neutral
position on the secretary's race,
in which State Sen. Gloria
Schaffer Is the Democratic can-
didate, Labor leaders have been

eritical of her vote on some paign

labor-backed measures,

Several hundred Iaborers,
most of them wearing hard-hats,
conducted a 15-minute rally for
Dodd- on Bushnell -Park- before
the convention reconvened this
morning.

The. group, which numbered
about 300 persons at its height,
heard a speech by Sonny Metz,
president of Local 748 of the
International Union of Operat-
ing Engineers. His local en-
domsed Dodd some time ago de-
spite tradition that political en-
dorsements are made at the an-
nual convenlion,

The demonstrators also car-
ried signs proclaiming “‘Dodd is
All-American’’ and ‘‘Russia Nev-
er, Duffey Never, America For-
ever, Dodd Forever, Daddario
Forever."

Dodd got a warm ovation
from the delegates Thursday,
when he reviewed his pro-labor
record in Congress and -asked:
“What's  happened? What's
changed? e ‘

“Is It because my enemies
and critics say, ‘He's a crook?'
Dodd asked, but then answered:
A Republican atlorney-general
said, 'Dodd did nothing wrong.'
I passed through that fire ...
I may be the only proven hon-
est man in Congress."

Goldwater’s Mind Open
On Legalizing Marijuana

HARTFORD, Conn, (AP) —
S8en. Barry M. Goldwater, R-
Ariz,, sald Thursday that right
now ‘I lean toward legalizing'’
marijuann — with the qualifica-
tion that he hasn't fully made
up his mind.

“T want to hear more evi
dence” about the drug's dan-
gers before finally deciding,
Goldwater added. But, he sald,
he feels the penalties may be
too stiff for users and too light
for speddlers.-

Whatever dangers Aare.pres
sented by the drug, he sald, they
are inflicted by a user on him-
self{—not on others.

He added that In some ways
“cigarettes -are worse''—and
they're legal. Goldwater said
he's never smoked because of
the health dangers.

Goldwatar made his remarks
at & news conference shortly be-
fore addressing the 10th anni-
versary convention of the Young
Americans for Freedom, & group
he and conservative columnist
William ¥. Buckley helped found
10 years ago.

Goldwater was introduced as

‘the *'godfather’' of the organi-

zation, and '‘the Henry Clay of
our time,” and got an enthusi-
astic ovation from the 500 dele-
gules,

After the news conference,
severnl young college editors
sald some of the senator's re-
marks surprised them—particu.
larly the ones about marijuana,
The question about  legalizing
marijuana had come from a
YOUNg newsman.

in his other views, Goldwater
said that ‘‘the greatest threat
to freedom'" today Is - big,
bureaucratic government. He
ndded that the Nixon
stration "has not galned control
of the middle-manngoment pol-
icy making'' in Washington to-
Anv.with the effect that the di-
rection of some policy doesn’t
change between governments.'

Goldwater had praise for Vice
President Spiro T. Agnew and
said there's only one thing
wrong with Agnew’'s speeches—
“He doesn!t do enough of it."

Goldwater also sald he op-
posed: the {dea of direct election
of the president, “It sounds
good,”” he said, *“but those of
us out in the boondocks won't
stand for L.

A Mystery

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
mysterious fund-raising group
set up 2,450 miles away in Call-
fornia gave $3,500 in campaign
contributions for a Baltimore
congresaman who heads the
House committee on ship subsi-
dies. =

No trace of the special cam-
paign group could be found at
the address given for it in down-
town San Francisco.

The contributions were given
to a campaign committee for
Rep. Edward A. Garmatz, D-
Md., chairman of ths House
Merchant Marine Committee.

The donations came in 1888
when Garmatz was locked In &
tough battle for re-elaction in
the primary for Baltimore's
waterfront district, :

Secret records in the Justice
Department have shown $1,600
in illegal campaign contribu-
tions also were given for Gar-
matz that same year by two San
Francisco shipping firms in an-
other c¢mse, The companies
pleaded guilty in federal court
earller this year to violations of
the Corrupt Practices Act,
which forbids corporatle cam-
paign contributions

The latest disclosure came
from campaign records on file
with a court clerk (n Baltimore,
listing & lump sum of $3,000 as
given by the ‘Pacific Coast
Committee for Re-election of E,
A. Garmatz, 811 California 8t
San Francisco, Calif."

Garmatz had no immediate
comment,

The mystery committee did
not file reports in either Mary-
land California, or Cangress.
Various loopholes in reporting
laws exempted it in each case,

The donors to the committee
remain unidentified.

The oftice building at 311 Call-
fornia St. in San Francisco's
banking district includes & num-
ber of firms assoclated with
shipping. But all of these denied
any knowledge of a campalgn
committee set up for a Balti-
more congressman.

The 1986 report of the cam-
treasurer for Rep. Wil-
Ham 8. Mallllard, R-Calif,, who
is the top-ranking Republican on
Garmats’ #House ' committee,
alro llsted a contribution from &

Nixon Blames

dent Nixon, in a document wide-
ly viewed as his Indirect entry
into the 1970 election campaign,

In a lengthy message to the
Senate and House, Nixon gener-
ally was restrained in his lan-
guagé. But, in ticking off 58 of
his proposals that await final
action, he made his message
clear:

“Time now slips away. Th
Congress is coming to a close.
Its work is not done. The lasues
I have asked to be considered
have not been considered. And

yet matters press, We camnot-

wait for politics. We must seek
a record of achlevement all can
share.'”

Nixon released his catalogue
of '‘most wanted' legislation &
day after posing, unanfounced,
for campaign photos with Re-
publican candidates and giving
a personal sendoff to Vice Presi-
dent Spiro T. Agnew.

Agnew is undertaking an ar-
duous ‘cempaign swing of the
sort Nixon, as vice president, of-
ten carried out while the late
President Dwight D. Eisenhow-
er was said to be taking the non-
political “‘high road."

Nixon sought to place respon-
gibility for present national ills
on the Democrats who inhabited
the White House from 1861 until
he took office on January 20,
1068, He sald:

Nixon Acts to Place Guards
Aboard International Flights

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon formally ordered to-
day the use of armed govern-
ment guards on many overseas
and domestic airline flights in &
move to counter nerial piracy.

The guards, who will begin
their work Saturday, initlally
will be drawn largely from
Treasury Department investiga-
tive units and will be supple-
mented by -“specially trained
members of the Armed
Farces.""

In time, Nixon looks for the
creation of a uniformed guard
service to be operated by the
Federal Aviation Administra.
tion. .

Administration aides, in dis-
cussing Nixon's antl-hijacking
moves with newsmen, declined
to go into details about the num-
ber of guards to be employed
and the number of flights to be
‘covered by the effort.

They did disclose, however,
that Nixon soon will ask Con-

Moderate Palestinian
leaders and the Jordanian
government tried today to
move more than 280 host-
ages from hijacked planes
in the Jordanian desert
where a dust storm blew
up. .

But hijackers holding the pas-
sengers, crewmen and three air-
liners balked. Told of the efforts
to move the passengers, one
guerrilla sald: “Then why the
hell have we been walting here.
all these days. I tell you nobody
Is going to move from here un-
til our demands are met,"”

The development came after
four Western governments and
Isroel rejected a guerrille ate
tempt to trade Israeli passen-
gers for Arabs held by Israel.
They demanded that all host-
ages be freed.

The leftist Arab gowvernment
of Iragt and Syria further isolat-
ed the Peking-oriented guerril-
las by coming out in favor of the
release of all planes and passen-
gers,

The Palestine Liberation Or-
ganization Central Committes,
the over-all command of the
Arab guerrilla movement, had
announced the hostages would
be moved to Amman for human-

That's nature’s. way
to renew the ultimate and cli-
max forest, Man should not in-
terfere with it on a watershed
without some definitely known
practical purpose,

Areas in this transition stage
were cut off clean and left de-
nuded, retarding the restora-
tion of good forest conditions
many years. Clear cutting an a
reservoir waterghed only is jus-
tified when there is reason to
establish & different specles for
i purpose.

One example would be a strip
of land around the shores of a

reservoir could be planted to

spruces, fips or hemlocks. With
branches thick and close to the
ground, they make a good
screen to keep broad leaves
from blowing into the waler to

To find that there is one area of the
world’'s business where somebody must
be doing something right — where in.
deed more than one somebody must be
cooperating toward a good end — is the
kind of news worthy of being beamed to
the antennsas on every housetop.

The area.in question is the area of
economlic aid by the world's better off
countries to those less developed.

And the good news runs in two chan-

nels, both emptying into the same good
fina!l result.

In one channel, that of the function-
ing of the World Bank, or the Interna.
tional Bank for Reconstruction and
Development, the annual report of that
institution shows that the amount of its
annual aid to developing countries has
now grown to the point.where it exceeds

the foreign aid program of the United
States itself.

Such & statistic makes the World Bank
president, - one Robert S. McNamara,
very happy, because he has set it as his
goal to Increase the world organiza-
Uon's business until it is twice as great
as it was when he took office,

While the World Bank is thus increas-
ing its own functioning, there is a co-
operative trend under way in the policy
of the Nixon Administration at Wash-
ington,

It has begun the healthy and long-
gensible business of channeling a higher
proportion of our foreign ald expenditure
through internationsl channels, such as
the World Bank, instead of distributing
it, in political fashion, through direct
deals with one foreign gdvermment or
another,

Reports from Washington are that the

Administration is about to recommend

additional shifts in the American prac-
tice, until we reach a stage in which we
are giving more abroad through interna.
tional agencies than we put into our own
direct foreign ald program.

Congress is going to have to have some
say in this, and Congress has never been
enthusiastic about taking the dollar aign,
‘or supposed negotiating power, off the
billions it is asked to appropriate for
foreign aid.

But an excellent case can be made for
the view that this country serves its own
long range interests best, and acoumu-
lates most prestige and power, when it
takes the modest attitude on the world
stage and does not seek specific ad-
vantages for itself from the good it does.
We hope the shift in the channeling of
our foreign ald continues,

who had moreover, nearly $500,000 to
spend on his campalgn. \

The other surprise high finisher was
another legislator, Reubin Askew in the
race for the senatorial nomination.

The most noteworthy thing about these
two candidates, to the outside world at

and had come up to be the big winner
entitled to run against Republican Gov-
ernor Winthrop Rockefeller.

And what, bearing in mind the suc-
cess of the twd Florida candidates who
didn't use television, was the strategy
in Bumpers’ success?

This small town Arkansas lawyer sold
all the fine Angus cattle he had
been raising, saved his monecy, and blew
it all on television in the cloaing days of
his campaign.

But, bearing in mind what the Florida
political observers thought about  the
electornte’s attitude toward routine cam-
palgn formulas, what kind of television
did Bumpers offer?

Candidate Bumpers would have
nothing to do with a script, or with care-
fully staged panel interviews of himself,
but went before the camers, climbed up
on a stool, and just started talking,
small town style.

The conclusion suggested is that cam-
paigning pays off not so much by the
medium as by the message, and that,
contrary to some careless political
hopes, the medium alone is not neces
sarily any kind of message.

To Take All Bets

New York City hasn't even got its
pariors for off-track betting on horse
races open yet, and already it Is be-
ginning to fascinate itself with the idea
that it ought to pass additional law mak-
ing it possible for its pariors to take bet-
ting on other :porﬁ. too.

The idea is that the wicked bookie
can't really be put out of business until
the city takes away from him not only
his business on the horses, but also his
custody of the money of those who wish
to place gentlemanly wagars on the out-
come and scores of baseball, football
and basketball games,

It would, of course, be merely an
incidental result that the city, instead
of getting merely the $25,000,000 or $50,-
000,000 & year it expects to realize from
taking bets on the horses, might double
or triple the income from (ts betting
pariora.

To eliminste the sinful bookie on the
one hand, and fill the city's coffers om
the other so that the burden on all honeat
taxpayers can be lightened—what could

be more salubrious?
~ But the most pleasant aspect of all ~°

this growing official interest in provid-
ing betting facilities for the’ people in
the sure, swift transformation of gam-
bling, which used to be considered &
moral deficit for any soclety, into the
foremost contemporary civic virtue,
What some evangelistic crusaders once
proclaimed would be the downfall of
America 18 now golng to be the thing
that saves America. To be a good citi-
zen it 1s néecessary to be a good loser,
and it will soon be that the one activity
we can’t afford to allow to dwindle will
be our gambling.

Israel’s Soft Underbelly

JERUSALEM — A hard con-
sensus is developing here on
whether or not to withdraw from
specific strategic areps won in
the 1967 war, should serious
peace talks begin In New York,
but when It comes to Israel's
soft underbelly—the Arab West
Bank—there s no consensus al
all.

Any politician favoring with-
drawal from  East Jerusalem
(previously Jordan's), the Golan
Helghts (previously Syrian), or
Sharm El-Sheikh (previously
Egyptian), which controls nc-
ceas to the Isranell port of Eilath,
would be osatracized.

The West Bank, however, de-
fles solution, leading to bitter
political infighting, For example,
the religious parties might walk
out ‘of Prime Minister Golda
Meir's coalition government if

Mrs, Meir dpes not insist on-

Israel's retairing certain lands
around Hebron and in the Etzlon
region formerly under Jordanian
control. A religious party walk-
out could topple Mrs. Meir's
government.

In public speeches to enthus-
lagtic audiences, Menchem Be-
gin, head of the extremist Gahnl
party which has alrendy left

- the government, has been warn-

ing that, If the West Bank re-
turns to Jordan or becomes a
separate Punlestinian state,
evory mother and child in Israel

Whether this really happened
would depend on how the refu-
gee problem is handled and on
the degree of coexistance and
economic Integration between
Israel and the West Bank., But
even In the best circumstances,
Israel will demand sophisticated
security arrangements which at
the very least will place Israell
police - and intelligence forces

in the West Bank, both along
the new border with Israel and
on the bridges across the Jor-
dan River. ’

Specificnlly, some high-evel
Israell planners want to estab-
lish half a dozen security bases
on the West Bank side of the
new border, manned Inconspic.
uously by Isracll police who nl-
ready have dosslers ,:sgNmn
dreds of Arab commundos. They
simply will not entrust border
security either to an interna
tionul force or to West Bank
police. As one official told us,
“They wouldn't know how to
do it.**

This minimum demand would
Include complete demilitoriza-
tion of the entire West Bank,
with the local government-—Jor-
danian or Palestinian, no one
knows yet—permitted only local
pollce forces, Aside. from con-
trol of the bridges by the Is-
raell army, there would be no
Israell security forces along the
river as Depuly Prime Minister
Yigal Allon proposed in his
Allon plan.

Whether Israel could actually
negotiate this sort of nrrange-
ment witle Jorden is doubtful in

the &xtrfeme (quite apart trom

Isriel's- refusal even-to constd-
er reéturning Arab Jerusalem,
which has been Incorporated in-
to Israel).

But some optimists here be-
lleve this minimum - security
plan  might work if the UN
severely restricts the number
of Palestinian refugees return:
ing not to Israel proper (prob-
ably none at all will be accept-
ed In Israel) but to the West
Bank. If the refugee population
that returns to the West Bank
is limited to fewer than 400,000
and if these returnees are Inte-
grated into a West Bank econ-
omy offering jobs in the grow-
ing electronie, chemical, and
other light industries, then Is-

rael's West Bank security prob-
lem might be tolerable.

An answer cannot be found
until the UN decides how to
handle the refugee problem. If
financial Inducements for not
returning to the West Bank are
large ‘enough and the few who
do return are speedily absorbed
into an Integrated economy, Is-
rael's soft underbelly might
escape with a few scratches.

Before
his re-election to both posts last
night$ he pledged to the ‘stock-
holders that employes would
make the Manchester State
Bank “an institution you will
be proud of." ®

board; and Town Clerk Edward
Tomkiel was renamed a vice
president, Each took tums
chairing the stockholders’ meet-
ing.

Dodd’'s supporters welcomed
him loudly when he entered the
Hartford Hilton ballroom to

Befcre he was through with
his speech, Dodd sat down sud-
denly, gulped a pill and in a few
moments got up and made his
way out of the room. Labor
Council Presgident John J. Dris-
coll told the delegates that the
tolevision lights had apparently
affected the renator. Dodd suf-
fered a mild heart attack last
spring.

Then Duffey, appearing in
shirtsleeves to quieter applause,
took the podium and made it
clear he wanted his followers to
refuse to yleld to a leaderahip
move for a no-endorsement po-
sition.

“The Democratic Party will
not win in November if we are
not together,"” Duffey declared,
“and the Democratic Party des-
perately needs a victory."”

President Nixon and the Re-
publicans ‘‘would love to see la-
bor and the Democratic Party
quarreling among themselves,”
he said.

“I know there are those who
are urging you to be neutral,"
he sald, “but is neutrality good
enough this year?"

Weiss, O’Neill Speak

CofC Asked to Back
Bonds for Road Work

Town Manager Robert Weiss and Public Works Di-
rector Williamgg'Neill went before the ChHamber of Com-
merce board of directors this morning to seek support

for the proposed

$3.6 million road reconatruction and

$970,000 sidewalk construction ‘programs.

The two p —plus a $1
million proposal for additions to
Keeney, Nathan Hale and Rob-
ertson Schools—are slated for
action on the voting machines
in November referendums.

Together, the three proposals
would total $5,575,000 and would
be financed by 20-year bond is-
sues, at an interest rate of ap-
proximately 8 per cent, accord-
ing to Weiss' eatimate.

Added to the $7.4 million in
present bond issues outstanding
or authorized, the three propos-
als would bring Manchester’s
total bonded indebtedness to §13
million and increase the tax rate
by about three mills. \

This would still “leave the
town In ‘“‘excellent shape'' as
tar as its ability to borrow was
concerned, Weiss said, He ex-
plained that the town's borrow-
ing: limit 1s $78 milllen—or 10
times the present debt—and that
Manchestéer has an AA rating
trom a rating company, which
ghould enable it to obtain & fav-
orable rate of interest,

'Welss stressed that the road
sidewalk programs are
badly needed: ‘It makes good
common sense to do them now
and enjoy the benefits of hav-
ing good roads and sidewalks
while the debt limit is low,"” he
sald,

By walling, the costs would
probably increase by 10 to 12
per cent a year, he added.

Welss urged the chamber to
back the proposals and also to
work to publicize them and seek
broad-based public support.
Without this support, he pre-
dicted the issues might fall at
the polls.

O'Nelll explained that the
$3.5 milllon would go for the
complete reconstruction of se.
lected major arteries, as well
as improved drainage as need-
ed.

About 13 miles of the 180 miles
of town-maintained roads would
be Included, Earmarked for Im-
provement are Bush Hill Rd.,
Keeney St,, Hartford Rd. from
Pine St. west (the portion east
of Pine s currently out for
bid), portlons of Bidwell St,, Hil-
liard 8t., W, Middle Tpke. from

Adams St. west, H. Middle
Tpke. from Main St. to the
Green, and Vernon, Parker and
Woodbridge Sts.

O'Nelll said that these roads
have been neglected in the past
because the town has ‘‘not had
the proper tools' to do thé ma-
jor work needed.

During his talk, O'Nelll dis-
played maps of the town show-
ing where the Improvements
to both roads and sidewalks
would be located.

On the road Improvements
map, Spruce 8t. was shown in
a different color, indicating its
extension from the current in.
tersection of Charter Oak 8t,
south to Spring 8t. opposite
Globe Hollow Swimming Pool.
Pool. *

Included in this work—the
only new section of road in the
bonding proposal—would be &
bridge over the new I-84 by-
pass nearing completion.

The $970,000 sidewalks pack-
age, O'Nelll stressed, was in-
tended to provide sidewalks on
one side of streets where they
do not now exist, primarily for
the safety of school children.

Streets in many sections of
town would be included. The
placement of walks s based on
recommendations by the super-
intendent of schools and the
chief of police from past stud-
ies, O'Nelll sald. #

He pointed out that the ref-
erendum vote would merely
authorize the financing of the
sldewalks program. Individual
installations on the various
streets included in the proposal
would still be subject to public
hearings before they could be
undertaken.

Abutting owners would be as-
gessed 50 per cent of the cost
of concrete, or gbout $2.50 per
front foot, O'Nelll estimated, in
answer to a guestion from the
chamber.

He and Welss agreed, in an-
swering another question, that
the sidewalk installations would
make it possible for more chil-
dren to walk to sachool—thus
cutting “appreciably' Board of
Education costs for busing pu-
pila.

UAW Nixes
New Offer
From GM

DETROIT (AP) General
Motors made a second economic
proposal to the United Auto
Workers Friday, but it was re-
jected Immediately by the union
as falling ‘‘to meet the needs of
its workers."

GM sald the new proposal
added $500 milllon In wages
alone to its previous offer and
described it as “‘not just another
offer'* but rather "'a statement
of our full position."

Irving Bluestone, codirector
of the union's General Motors
Department, rejected the offer
and sald he is convinced there
will be a strike {f GM does not
make -additional movement.

The. offer Included a higher
celling on the cost of living for-
mula, allowing for increases of
28 cents-an hour-during the see-
ond two years gf the contract
compared to 18 cents in the cur-
rent contract,

The corporation moved closer
to the unfon’s other major de-
mand—retirement after 30
years' service, regardless of
age, with a monthly pension of
$500. GM, however, offered the
$500 pension only if the retiree
had reached the age 68, Each
year prior to that age, the pen-
sion would be reduced by 8 per
cent.

The other amnounced target,
Chrysler, made an improved
contract offer Thursday. Al-
though the union rejected It
Woodcock sald he did,not be-
lHeve Chrysler was thinking in
terms of carrying matters to the
point of a strike.

* Industry sources said Chrys-
ler offered a 3 per cent ralse the
tirst year, or 10 cents an hour,
whichever is greater, plus 26
cents, which the union contends
is already due under the cost of
living formula in the present
contract, Sources sald Chrysler
also offered a 3 per cent raise
for both the second and third
years; under the annual im-
provement factor. _

The union made preparations
for a walkout at GM or Chrysler
or both but plans appesred
firmer among the 418,000 UAW
membets employed al GM.

A spot check of GM locals in
the Detroit area showed thou-
sands of signs had been printed
saying, “"UAW on Strike Against
General Motors." . .

The resources of the 1.6-mil.
lion member union would he
sorely tested in a battle against
the world's largest manufactur-
ing firm,

The $120 million union strike
fund would be depleted in about
seven weeks, but representa-
tives of the union's rank and file
have promised to engage in “‘an
old fashlioned strike If neces-
sary,"” meaning the participants
would get along without union
benefits after the money runs.
out.

and re-adopt them, after holding a public hearing.

The oversight came to light
when it was learned ‘the new
regulations had never been pub-
licly dlscussed.

The PZC's regularly sched-
uled sesslon will be at 7:30 p.m.
in the Municipa! Building hear.
ing room and will also include
consideration of another zoning
regulation revision which would
Increase the requirements for
living areas in riew apartments
constructed in town, in line with
the revised density regulations
being proposed by the com-
miasion.

Also up for consideration will
be two requests for zone
changes, one off W. Center St.
and the other off New State Rd,
and Adams Sts,

A third request, by the town
of Manchester, is for the
elimination of a walkway be-

tween Dearborn Dr. and Ken-
nedy Rd.

The new tighter regulations
on gas stalions, which were
adopted last month at a tech-
nieal session of the commission,
also include regulations on
garages, auto sales outlets and
bulk oil storage plants,

But they are aimed par-

" ticularly at stiffening and stand-

ardizing controls over pro-
liferating gasoline stations,
which have been criticized by
Mayor Nathan Agostinelll, the
Independent Garage Owners
Association and -the Chamber
of Commerce.

The PZC unanimously adopt-
ed new regulations replacing
Article IV, Section 6 of the
existing zoning regulations at
its Aug. 18 private meeting.

Town Planner J. Eric Potter
recommended passage of the
revisions, which had been dis-
cussed at a heated public hear-
ing In September 1089, saying
he had obtained an opinion from
the Town's legal counsel that
another piblic hearing was not
necessary, because of the one
held last year,

However, the new Article IV,
Section 6 has now been placed
back on the commission's
agenda because It was subge-
quently dilscovered that one
stipulation in the regulations on
gas stations had not been part
of the 1969 public discussion and
was not in the old zoning regu-
lations.

The stipulation is that *“No
gasoline service station pre-
miges shall be within 400 feet of
& residential zone."

Robert Gorman of Gorman
Brothers, a member of the
IGO's zoning and legal commit-
tee, sald his group will attend
Monday's meeting to speak for
an even stricter distance regu-
lation.

While the organization has not
mentioned residential zones
per se, it has recommended that
no new gas station sites should
be allowed within a mile of an
existing station.

Also subject to a public hear-
ing will be the proposed in-
crease in square foot reguire-
ments in new apartments con-
structed in Manchester,

This increase in ‘‘minimum
Uving areas” was proposed dur-
ing discussions on limiting
apartment densities.

The commission at first pro-
posed reducing apartments al-
lowed on any given tract to 16
per cent of the total site but la-
ter upped the ratio to 20 per
cent.

The ratio increase was arriv-
ed at last month as & compro-
mise figure after the PZC had
received criticism that it was
being too restrictive, especlally
of low mnd moderate lncome
apartment housing.

The new proposal would
amend Paragraph 6.06, in Arti-
cle IV, Section 2 of the zoning
regulations, making the minl-
mum living areas as follows:

Efficiency unit, 630 square
feet; one.bedroom unit, 850
square feet; two-bedroom unit,
P60 square feet; three-bedroom
unit, 1,200 sgquare fest; and
thereafter 150 square feet for
each additional bedroom.

The current minimums - are
450 square feet for an efficiency
undt: 600 feet for & one-bed-
room; 750 feet for a two-bed-
roomi; and thereafter 160
square feet for each additional
bedroom. 2

Also proposed is a change in
Article IV, Section 2 that would
ensure more open’ recreationsal
space in larger apartment com-
plexes,

It is worded as follows: - *In
addition to the Tequirement of
8.17.03, for every bedroom in
excess of two per dwelling unit
there shall be provided addi-
tional grassed open, area suita-
blo for children’s recreation at

& ratio of 1,000 square feet for

ROME (AP) — Italy’s atate-
run radio and television have
started a campalgn to ralse the
standard of music, but it looks
like a long, hard road,

One of the obstacles is nearly
$0 million the Ministry of Fi-
nance gets from a national lot-
tery pegged to television's big-
gest popular music program.

An nverage of 11 milllon tick-
ets at 500 lire or 80 cents each
are sold on the yeoar-end lottery.
It 1s tied to the 13-week Canzon-
{ssima competition of Saturday
night shows, which start this
year on Oct. 10. The Ilottery
pays 4 top prize of $140,000 and
hasg total awards of over §1 mil-
1om,

Giampaolo Crescl, head of the
radlo-TV press office, says the
television network wanted to get
rid of the show, but the Finance
Ministry insisted it be continued
four more years.

Cresol said the next best thing
is belng done. The ax is being
dropped on some entries to cut
out what was considered low
quality of purely ' commercial
pop songs.

Cresc! said directors of Ital
radio-television felt an ‘‘obliga-
tion to try improve the public
taste; to educate the TV audi-
ence toward a higher musical
culture."”

But he cautioned: "Don't ex-
pect miracles right away. This
will take time."

Beethoven and Afda still get
their time, but the big shows
are pop and the top singera are

NEW YORK (AP) — The war
of the wheels has begun. Ford
and General Motors this week
moved up their light armor to
showrooms acrogs the .country,
hoping thereby to stem a mar-
ket invasion by forelgn car

. manufacturers,

The goal: The small-car mar-
ket, much of which already has
been captured, temporarily at
least, by foreign imports, main.
ly from Germany and Japan,
but also from Italy, Sweden,
France and England.

In August, a Wall Street Jour-
nal survey showed, imports had
taken 17 per cent of the U.S.
new-car market, an amazing
figure when you consider the
power of the American automo-
tive Industry. Most of the Im-
ports were amadl cars.

Now, in an effort to recapture
some of the market, Ford has
introduced Its Pinto and Gener-
al Motors itz Vega as conces-
sfons to the obvious—that Amer-
fcans want low-priced transpor-
tation devold of frills and costly
ornamentation.

This desire did not develop ov-
ernight. It was there all along,
but Detroit for some reason
chose lo ignore it. Volkswagen
and Toyola and Datsun didn't,
however, and thelr sales soared.

Now that -Detroit has re-en-
tered the market in force, auto-
motive men feel confident that
they can recapture a good por-
tion of the loat business, and
they have some historical evi-
dence to support their belief.

A decade ago, when foreign
competition was growing In the
domestic market, American
manufacturers declded to turn
out small cars In volume, much
as they are now dolng,

As a result of that decision,
the percentage of Imports to to-
tal 1.8, car sales fell in 1960,
1861, and 1962, Then the big car
syndrome reasserted itself, and
Detroit began bullding the com-
pacts into larger models.

Immediately, the percentage
of Iimports to total sales began

rising again, reaching 11 per ‘

cent of the market last year.
More than one milllon foreign
cars are now sold In the United
States each year.

While Detroit expressed confi-
dence it can now hold the line,
some forelgn manufacturers are
equally optimistic, Their prod.
ucta have more than a foothold,
they say, they are here to stay,
complete with sales and service
facilities from coast to coast.

Moreover, they feel more ma-
neuverable than the big Ameri-
can manufacturers, They are
decidedly market-oriented and
likely to plug any opening that
the U.S. makers might inadvert-
ently permit. ‘

The American car market
they insist, is no longer exclu-
sively Big Three property--that
is, ruled by General Motors,
Ford and Chrysler. At most, it
is disputed territory and they In-
tend to remain in the battle.

And, while not banking on a
return of the big-car syndrome,
they remain unconvinced that it
will not reappear, and that to-
day's U.8. compacts might now
get beefler in a few years, leav-
ing more of the market to them
once again, :

Regardless of the outcome,
American buyers have asserted
themselves and will be getting
what they obviously have asked
for rather than what manufac-
turers wish to give them,

The Board of Finance rea-
goned that it would be cheaper
in the long run to take all trash
to the dump, and that new state
anti-pollution regulations might
make refurbished incinerators
illegal in a few years,

I think of other re-
gattas, similar conditions, other
wins and losses,"

More
muscular and mature thsn the
Intrepld crew, thelr occupations
also have a wider range—from
truck driver to bank officer. The
oldest crewman {s navigator
Bill Fesq, 54, whose akills were
well demorstrated in the last
fog-bound race  against the
French.

mary Casals of San Francisco
opposing Virginia Wade, the
British girl who won the first
Open here in 1068,

The women's final also will be
played Sunday.

Cliff Richey, standout of the
recent Davis Cup Challenge
Round in Cleveland, became the
lone American hope when he
outhustied his Davis Cup coach,
Dennis Ralston of Bakersfield,
Callf,, 7-6, 6.3, 64,

Roche toyed with Brian Fair-
lie of New Zealand 6.3, 7-5, 7-6,
although he, too, once faced
sudden death.

Rosewall, displaying remeark-

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — Frank
Sinatra's agent says the singer
never lald a hand on a Las Ve-
gas casino executive who pulled
s gun on him during a dlspute
over a card game—he says the
man was roughed up by Sinatra
admirers.

The statement giving 8ina-
tra's version of what happened
at Caesars Palace early Sunday
was issued by the agent, Jim
Mahoney, Thursday night.

Mahoney sald that In view of
the attitude taken by the author-
{ties, who hranded the entertain-
er as the aggreasor, "I doubt
that Sinatra will® ever want to
return to Nevada.”

Dist. Atty, George Franklin
told newsmen he had decided

‘not to prosecute Sandford Wat-

erman, the aroused casino exec-
utive, because he still had fin-
ger marks on his throat when
interviewed by deputy sheriffs
after the Incident,

‘““There seems to be reason-
able grounds,' said Franklin,
“for making the assumption’
that Sinatra was the aggressor’
all the way.”

Said Mahoney:

“Witnesses will bear out the
fact that Sinatra never touched
the man. They will also attest to
the fact that when Waterman
pulled out the gun a number of
bystanders jumped between him
and Sinatra and grappled him to
the floor,

“In addition to which if Sina-
tra’'s close friend, Jilly Rizzo,
hadn't pulled these fans off Wat.
erman, he'd have maore wrong
with him than bruises."

The incident, according to
sheriff’s deputies, erupted when
Sinatra became enraged over
refusal of Caesars Palace to let
him play baccarat on credit at
$16,000 a hand. _

Waterman, 66, the hotel's ex-

Ella Smashes Connect.i.cut.
Into Mexico

BROWNSVILLE, Tex. (AP)—Hurricane Ella smash-

ed into a thinly settled area
day with winds topping 125

Whirlwind
Hits Venice;
Many Die

VENICE (AP) — A short.
lived whirlwind wrought de-
struction and death in Venice's
suburbs and on the lagoon Fri-
day night when it picked up a
crowded passenger hoat “lke a
toothplck,” spun it in the air
and rocketed it back Into the
water, where it sank in 30 sec-
onds,

Frogmen recovered 18 bodies,
and 30 other peérsons were res-
cued. The others of the approxi-
mately 60 aboard were missing.
The toll on land was 12 killed
and about 200 injured, police
sald.

“I saw the whirlwind whisk
by,'' a gondolier said. '‘It picked
up the motorboat like a tooth-
pick, held it in the air and then
threw it back into the water like
a cannonball.

“There wasn't a shout. No-
body had time to realize what
was going on. I only heard the
bang of the metal being twisted
as ifdt were a feather.”

The survivors, including Enzo
Bullo, the pilot, fell from the
craft while it was in the air, po-
lice said.

“I tried to steer the wheel
away, but I couldn't 'do ‘a
thing,” Bullo sald. "Suddenly I
found myself in midair, the boat
plunging into the water under
me, I fell into the lagoon, and I
looked around for any possible
survivors., But I was dazed, half
crazy, and I barely managed to
get to shore."

Authorities - estimated the
wind speed at 125 miles per
hour, The whirlwind, which is
similar to a tornado, splintered
houses, shops and street stands,
then dissipated over the Gulf of

Venice. Electrical power was in-

terrupted throughout the canal
city.

Police saild damage was con-
fined mainly to private build-
ings, although a hesoital and the
soccer stadlum sustained heavy
damage. The twister spared the
csg art treasures in St
Mark's Square and along the
Grand Canal, which are down-
town,

The 25-ton motorboat had just
city's art ° treasures in St
off St. Mark's Basin, when the
wind struck, demolishing the
dock and capsizing a number of
empty boats.

Passersby began the rescue
activities, some swimming o
the stunned survivors.

Tides went to eight feet as
Ella crossed the coastline,
Winds which had exceeded 125
m.p.h. in squalls dropped to 115
m.ph by 7 am., when the
Weather Bureau discontinued
all warnings and the hurricane
watch on the Texas coast.

By 9 a.m. today, the hurri-
cane's winds had diminished to
100 m.p.h,, the Weather Bureau
said, and it was heading at b to
8 m.p.h. toward the mountains
where it was expected to hreak
up. At that hour it was near
Soto la Marina, 22 miles inland
and nbout 135 miles south-south-
west of Brownsville. Hurricane
force winds extended 50 m.p.h.
from the center,

A Tampico newsman, Victor
Flores, said the Mexican army
reported the only communica-
tion with La Pesca and Soto la
Marina was by means of an am-
ateur radio hoockup and they
were unable o raise anyone in
either place throughout the
night.

Experts in the Weather Bu-
reau at Brownsville sald a ridge
of high pressure proved the pri-
mary steering force and kept
Ella from swinging north and
battering parts of the Texas
coast.

Instead, the hurricane main-
tained a westward course and
reached land in the same gener-
al area where another one
named Inez struck in 1066,

The storm brgught grim mem-
ories of hurricane Beulah to re-
sidents of the Lower Rio Grande
Valley On Sept. 20, 1967 that
storm, loo, was  thought to be
going ashore below Brownsville,

But at the last minute, she
turned ashore at Brownsville
and plowed up the Rio Grande.

As hurricane Ella moved clos-
er Friday night, storm shelters
began to fill with coastal resi-
dents fleeing before the deadly
winds and tides.

School operations were shut
down or lmited by teacher
walkouts in seven Connecticut
communities Friday, as striking
teachers marched, went to court
or .talked with ‘school boards,

In Bristol and Milford, schools
were closed all day.

In Middletown and New Lon-
don they were closed most of
the day,

And in New Haven, West Ha-
ven and Somers, school opera-
tlons were curtailed.

These were some of the de-
velopments Friday:

— In New Haven, talks re-
sumed between the school board
and the New Haven Federation
of Teachers, The talks had been
cut short at an apparent im-
passe on Thursday, and didn't
resume untll Friday at 7 p.m.
The education department,
meanwhile, announced that on
Friday 20 per cent of the teach-
ers showed up in middle schools,
24 per cent in high schools and
50 per cent in elementary
schools. School officials were
trying to take up the slack by
using volunteers and administra-
tors as teachers.

—In Stamford, teachers went
back to the jobs after two days
of striking. Ratlfication of a
new contract was cxpected next
week.

In Middletown, officials of
the Middletown Education As-
sociation announced that teach-
ers would be told to return to
school on Monday while nego-
tiations are underway. The an-
nouncement came during a Su-
perior Court hearing, at which
the teachers were to show cause
why they shouldn't be held in
contempt of a court order ban-
ning a strike. The hearing was
continued to Monday,

—New London teachers, at &
gimilar hearing in Norwich,
were denied a move that would
have delnyed the hearing untl
next week, And they were de-
nied a move to have an in-
junction against their strike dis-
solved. "

Superior Court Judge David
M. Shea told them: “I will not
consider a motion to modify or
dissolve the contempl matter un-
til the teachers go back to
work." The hearing resumes to-
day.

—In Bristol, striking teachers
held a mass meeling and
marched on City Hall, demand-
ing an additional educational
appropriation of $600,000. When
n delegation of teachers
marched inte Mayor J. Harwood
Norton Jr.'s office, they were
told he was out of the office
on business.

—In Milford, the school board
agreed to 'mediation if the teach-
ers will go back to work, after
State Commisgioner of Educa-
tion William J. Sanders offered
to help set up medistion.

A pall of smoke rose over
the Jordan desert today
and Arab guerrillas said
they had blown up three
hijacked planes after re-
moving the passengers.
They claimed this was only
the first' step of their
warning to Western gov-
ernments to meet their de-
mands.

They had sald previously the
planes would be destroyed with
the passengers aboard unless
Britain, Switzerland and West
Germany released seven Arab
commandos in their custody.

The three jetliners—a Trans
World — Atrlines Boeing 707, &
Swissair DC8_and a British Ov-
erseas Alrways- Corp. VC10—
were blown up at 3{16 p.m. Jor-
dan time, a spokesman for the
Popular Front for the Libera-
tion of Palestine sald. This waa
9:15 a.m. EDT.

He added that it was ‘“‘the
first step of our warning follow-
ing the delay of the three West-
ern governments to concede to
our terms."

The planes were worth & total
of $25 million. Thelr destruction
would- raise to close to $50 mil-
lion the aircraft losses since the
front began its air piracy activi-
ties last Sunday.

At that time, a Pan American
World Airways 747, a jumbo jet
worth $24 million, was blown up
in Cairo after heing hijacked
there and releasing its passen.

Originally there
had been 400 persons, passen-
gers and crewmen, on the three
planes.
