Officers at the operation's
rear headquarters in Skoun, 45
miles north of Phnom Penh,
sald today they were not sure
when the assault against the
North Vietnamese would start,
but added they had been told by
the high command that the at-
tack would be preceded by mas-
sive U.8. alr strikes against the
village.

Officials in Salgon said that
once the Cambodians decide to
launch thelr assault, additional
air support will be avallable
from South Vietnamese and
Cambodian air forces, The offi-
cials saild they were not aware
of any massive commitment by
the U.8. Air Force, but added. a
great dea) depends on “exigen-
cles,""

Bources in South Vietnam sald
that because President Nixon
wanted to keep a low profile in
Cambodia, Cambodian air pow-
er would be used first, followed
by South Vietnamese air strikes
and then American planes If
needed,

For the second comsecutive
day, newsmen were barred
from the front lines, the first
time the Cambodian command
has kept reporters from any
battle area. A spokesman sald
the order was to prevent Cam-
bodian maneuvers from becom-
ing known, but there was specu-
lation that the U.S. Embassy
and the Cambodian command
would prefer not to have report-
ers present if massive Ameri-
can air power is used.

The operation, stalled in front
of Taing Kauk since Monday, {8
almed at reopening Route & to
Kompong Thom, & provincial
capital, and reclaiming an im-
portant segment of Cambodin’s
hegrtland from Communist con-
trol.

Communist troops attacked
the government task force south
of Taing Kauk during the night,
but the command sald it was
only of & harrassing nature.

Jets Leave

In Cutback

SAIGON (AP) — The U.S.
Command today disclosed the
first steps have been taken to
phase out the Marines' five-
year-old pacification program in
Vietnam, and said 12 U.8, Anr
Force jet fighter-bombers have
left Vietnam as part of Presi.
dent Nixon's cutback in Ameri-
can forces,

The command sald the Da
Nang headquarters of the Ma-
rines' Combined Actlon Force
which oversees the Combined
Action Platoons in stores of
Vietnamese hamlets, will be in-
activated next Wednesday.

It disclosed that inactivation
of the program has been under
way quietly for the last three
months, With the closing down
of the headquarters, it will
mean a total decrease of about
1,326 authorized troop spaces
under the current fourth round
of American troop withdrawals,
spokesmen said.

Three of the Marines' four
Combined Action Groups which
made up the force already are
disbanded. The one remaining
group will be shifted to the di-
rect responsibility of the Mua-
rines 3rd Amphiblous Force
headquarters.

This will leave some 600 Ma-
rines still working In the paeifi-
cation program, most of them in
the hamilets where Combined
Action Platoons—each  com-
posed of 14 Marines, a Navy
medical corpsman and 35 Viet-
namese militiamen—lva and
operate,

A CAP team is responsible for
providing 24-hour-a-day security
for the hamlets in which it lives
and for training the militiamen
to defend their own hamlets,

The Marines also provide
medical care for villagers and
engage in other pacification
projects.

Pilot Persuades Hijacker
To Take Cuba Over Cairo

MIAMI (AP) — A gun-oling
hijacker who wanted to go to
Calro gettled for Cuba instead
Saturday and took an Allegheny
Alrlines jet and its cight crew-
meén to Hoevang,

The young hijacker—believed
to be armed with pisto), gaso-
line and dynamite, was aboard
the Boeing 727 on a flight from
Pittsburgh to Boston and ook
over just before the plane mnd¢
a scheduled stop at Philudelphia
International Airport, Federal
Aviation Administration offl-
cials said.

He allowed 90 passengers 1o
leave, but kept aboard three
flight crewmen, three steward-
esses and two men belleved to
be FAA Inspectors or airlines
personnel, the FAA sald,

In Washington, however, Alle-
gheny said the lwo men were o
captain and a first officer of Al-
legheny, riding deadhdad on the
plane.

THe plane sat on & runway for
an hour while It was being re-
fueled,

““The pilot (John Harkin) said
over the radio he talked the hi-
jucker out of Ciiro and pérsund-
¢d him W go to Havana in-
stead,' sald Lt. Robert Baker,
chief of airport pollice st Phila-
delphin,

John Balderamu, one of the
passengers released by the gun-
man, suid the hijuckdr—de-
seribed as a tull, thin, young
Negro—''grabbed one of the
stewnrdesses by the neck and
took her to the front of the
plane’ just before it landed at
Philedelphin.

New Haven
Teachers

Out of Jail

NEW HAVEN, Conn, (AP) —
Negotiations resumed here Fri-
day night between the school
board and a teachers' union ne-
gotlating team that had juat
gotten out of jail after a night
behind bars,

The teachers pald fines of §100
aplece for contémpt of court
with funds that arrived from the
American Federation of Teach-
ers in Washington, and prison
officials here and in Niantic let
them go free. .

The. teachérs had been fined
as the local leaders of a walkout
by the New Haven Federation
of Teachers that has continued
since Sept. 8 despite a court
ordér prohibiting - it,

Those jalled Included the
local union's president, its vice
president and its negotiating
team. '

They were fined §100 apiece
on Thursday by Superior Court
Judge Douglass B. Wright, but
they sald they didn't have the
money and, after -armeeting,
they decided to go to jail rather
than pay the fines. The judge
olf¢red them a chance to ar-
range for the funds but they
turned it down, making it clear
their decision was more a mat-
ter of principle than one of
available funds.

In Somers meanwhile, Judge
Leo J. Parakey ia to rule on a
motion by the Somers Federa-
tion of Teachers to dissolve a
temporary court Injunction
barring them from striking. The
motion was Introduced Friday.

Judge Parskey threatened on
Thursday to lévy a $56,000 fine
against the union unless the
teachers voted to go back to
work. Instead, the teachers
voted Thursday night to stay
out,

J ordanifn Battle
Continues Raging

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Radio Cairo said King
Hussein agreed today to an Egyptian proposal for a 24-
hour cease-fire in Jordan but a surrender ultimatum
from the Jordanian military government to Palestinian
guerrillas seemed to indicate the effort had collapsed.

Guerrilla spokesmen in Beirut
sald before the ultimatum that
there way virtually no chance of
acceptance of the Egyptian pro-
posal by the guerrilla leader-
ship.

Fighting in Jordan was re-
ported raging for the third
straight day.

Egypt's Middle East Nows
Agency sald the cease-fire pro-
posal was sent to Husseln by
President Gamal Abdel Nasser.

It quoted Nasser as lelling
Hussein through an emissary
that a cease-fire for at least 24
hours could 'prevent the inter-
nationnl plot which Is evitent in
suspiclous movements of the
American 6th Fleet in the Medi-

Jerranean Sea.”

Search Plan
At Airports
Expanding

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
search for wenpons in the hand
luggage of passengers boarding
international flights s under
way al Washington, New York
and New Orleans and will be ex-
panded to 383 major U.S. air-
ports by next week,

The Treasury Department
planned to add 10 airports to the
list today and the rest next
week, o spokesman said. The
program is wimed at thwarting
hijacking of overseas flights,

‘e new program will in-
¢lude Instructions to customs In-
#spectors to examine the hand
baggage of outbound passengers
and, whenever appropriate, sus.
pected  Individuals will  be
sedarched for instruments of plr-
acy or saabotage,' the depart-
ment sald.

A Customs official at Dulles
International Alrport near
Washington sald the searches
went fairly smoothly and no dis-
ruptions of flight schedules were
reported at John F, Kennedy In-
ternational Alrport in New York
or New Orleans International
Alrport.

‘‘Passenger complaints are
partically nonexidtent,” ssld a
Pan American World  Alrways
spokeaman at Kennedy alrport,
“eyven though it hns resulted in
flight delays of from five to 85
minutes, The average 45-minute
delny at Kennedy alrport 1s ex-
fpcctcd to be gradually ve-
duced.”

Calro said Husseln's agree-
ment to a cease-fire had been
obtained early today in a meet-
ing with Gen. Mohamed Sadek,
Egyptian army chief of staff
who had flown to Amman on
Thursday.

The Middie Enst News Agen-
cy dispatch said Sadek was then
placed at the disposal of Yasir
Arafat, leader of the Central
Committee of the Palestine Lib-
eration Organization. However,
the dispatch added, Sadek was
unable to meet Arafat “for rea-
sons beyond his control.,” It did
not elaborate.

The orders, signed under pro-
vigions of the Railway Labor
Act, affect some 400,000 union
members—about 70 per cent of
the nation's rallway work force,

Asst. Secretary of Labor Wil
lilam J, Usery, a top labor trou-
bleshooter, sald at the White
House he had hoped for a settle-
ment negating the need for the
executive ofders,

It was "with great reluc-
tance,'” he said, that the Labor
Department recommended the
Prealdent sign the orders. But
he indicated only a few points of
major disagreement remain to
be resolved after weeks of gov-
ernment-sponsored talks,

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
American forces in the Mediter-
ranean  bolstered, President
Nixon kept continuous watch to-

The positioning of military
forces was described officially
as a precautlonary step in case
Nixon decides intervention in

Nixon was reported, however,
prepared If nécessary to inter-
vene for other reasons: If nelgh-
boring Iraq or Syria enters the
civil war between King Hus-
sein's forces and the Palestinian
guerrillas, or if the country be-
comes in danger of falling under
gudrrilla control.

Kisainger and HR,
Haldeman, Word that Ameri-
can forces in the Mediterranean
were being reinforced came Fri.

Nutritional Illiterates

WASHINGTON (AP) — One
of the natlon’'s most outspoken
nutritional critics, calli the
United States a ‘‘nation of nutri-
tional illiterates,”” has asked the
federal government to set up
national nourishment standards.

Robert B. Choate, who stirred
up a nationwide controversy
last July when he told a Senate
Commerce subcommittee many
well-advertised cereals are
sorely lacking In nutritional
value, appeared Dbefore the
Demoeratic Study Group's Con-
sumer Affairs and Food and Ag-
riculture task forces Friday,

Also testifying were repre-
sentatives of the food industry,
who offered the panel edibles
ranging from potato chips to
dietetic powders as thoy defend-
ed their products.

Choate sald the ‘'‘classroom
nutrition teacher has been
greatly outclassed by television
persuaders.’

“Junior is off at the TV set
being misginformed by endless
ads while Mother is slicing open
a plastic package to save time
and trouble,”" he gaid. “The car-
toonmaker, the jingle writer,
the box label designer, the food
broker and the supermarket
mansager are helping to shape
our food habits."

He showed the panel cereal
advertisements monitored, dur-
Ing the Saturday morning car-
toon hour and said, '‘I still think
it is safe to state that the huck-
stering of the lesser cereals to
children continues."

Choate has claimed that less
nutritious and presweetened ce-
reals are heavily promoted
while the top nutritional cereals
are seldom advertised,

Calling television advertising
a major source of pacudo-nutri-
tional information, he sald,
"‘Rather than being the world's
best fed nation, we are the
world’s best mis-fed nation.”

A. 8. Clausi, vice president
and director of corporate re-
search for General Foods Corp,,
defended nutritional research.

“We do not belleve that any
gains can be achleved by a ser-
fes of slashing, irresponsible at-
tacks on the food Iindustry,’
Clausl sald,

Clausi, Choate and General
Mills Board Chairman James P,
McFarland urged the govemn-
ment to set up voluntary nutri-
tional guidelines, Choate also
recommended meaningful ad-
vertisements to educate- chil
dren on the basics of nutrition.

Choate was critical of a super-
market practice In some areas
of displaying cereals and pills
side by side on shelves, He cited
as an example a display of Fred
Flintstone, a TV caveman char-
acter, advertising a new Gener-
al Foods product called "“Peb-
bles'" and a pill called “Fred's
Vitamins."'

Choate said one reason there
has been Uttle apparent change
in advertising policies in the
food market is that the Food
and Drug Administration and
the Federal Trade Commission
unnecessarily split the responsi-
bility for supervising advertis-
ing.

Congressmen on the Demo-
cratic panel generally were non-
committal after hearing the wit-
negges and munching the sam-
ples.

“It's unfortunate this happens
so . soon after lunch,'” said
Thomas S, Foley, D-Wash., as
he moved down the line of food
products,

Nations and on the proper role of the
United States in It,

Mr. Lodge's special commission s in
with some preliminary findings, and
Mr. Lodge Identifies two major short-
comings as follows:

“First, the failure of its members to
make it the paramount means for main-
taining international peace and security
as was intended in the Charter, and sec-
ond, its misuse as both an unwieldy and
ineffective debating soclety and a propa-
ganda platform." .

Handling one specific issue, Mr. Lodge
says that the United r‘:nuom record
‘““writh respect to the situation in Vietnam
{llustrates the inability of the organiza.
tHon to act when the interests of the
superpowers clash."

The Lodge panel has also found a

nancisl responsibility’” among the mem-

All this is famillar observation and
comment, sadly familiar.

Wonders of the Universe

Tooling Up for Astronauts

By Dr. LM. Levitt, Director
The Fels Planetariom of
The Franklin Institute

Current opinlon insists that
man must be able to work effi-
clently in the space environ-
ment under weightless condi-
tions, To assemble large struc-
tures some method of tying
components together must be
developed and some method
must be found to anchor astro-
nauts to perform tasks under
gsevers restraints. Also methods
must be developed to rescue an
astronaut in trouble. These fa-
cets of the extravehicular prob-
lem have been studled and,
while some testing has ocourred
on earth under a normal gravity
field and in an airplane flying a
weightless trajectory, further
testing In orbit is necessary to
insure the operational efficlency
of the newly acquired tools,

Peter N. Van S8chatk, of the
Alr Force Aero Propulsion La-
boratory, has described some of
the alds developed for these
Space Age conditions. Space-
oraft or space stations can de-
velop cracks due to metsal fa-
tigue. Meterold impacts could
create punctures which must be
sealed. To affect these repairs,
a set of space welderas have
been designed which cannot
only repair damage but also ald
In the welding of joints In as-
sembling large space structures.

The space welders are of two
types: A ring welder and one
for straight line work. Both are
self-contained and use an elec-
tron beam for welding. The
small welder can weld a 3-inch
diameter tube with only 2,000
volta, In the handle of the weld-
er is a small cylinder, with gas
under o pressure of 400 pounds
per square inch, which can pro-
vide 10 minutes of operation and
make 20 welds.

If the astronaut i{s to work in
space he needs some means to
tie himself to the work to per-
form his tasks. This fact was
first discovered diring the ex-
travehicular activitles (EVA)
of the Geminl program, There
the astronnut exerted himself to
the point of exhaustion in trying
to do useful work under weight-
less conditions, , Sclentists are

certain that, provided & secure’

restraint and attachment, work
can Qe performed effigiently in
space. One such intriguing sys-
tem involves a variable flexibil-
ity tether,

This system has three experi-
ments: (1) the attachment sys-
tem connected to the left hip
of the operator to serve as a
controller for the unit; (2) the
tether section and (3) an adhe-
sive-pad and attachment which
anchors the tether to a ''stable"’
platform.

The tether conslsts of a series
of iIntegral ball-socket links
strung over a central tensioning
cable. The links are arranged so
that the ball of one lnk rests in
the socket of the next. The -end
of this tensioning cable !s In the
body~-mounted controller unit
where tension can be applied by
cranking a handle, .

In this fashion the tether can
be made as rigid as a plece of
steel and formed in any shape
the astronaut desires, The tether
can then hold him In position
to perform an assigned task. A
quick release Is provided so
that iIn an emergency the
tether can go completely limp.

The third element in the sys-
tem, the “anchor,"” consists of
an electroadhesive pad which
will strongly adhere to any me-
tal or any other electrically con-
ductive surface. The pads are
shaped so-that they can be
brought into “intimate contaect
with the anchor surface. The
power supply for the pad is
about the size of a pack of cig-
arettes. Even with this small
pack, adhesive forces of about
40 pounds per square inch are
possible, Fortunately, these are

most efficient devices and have
minimal weight. The initial goal
is for & pad two inches by five
inches with an adhesive force of
about 10 pounds per square
inch.

The most immediate use for
this system will likely be the
erection of larger communica-
tions antennae for use with in.
terplanetary probes and for
low-cost communications be-
tween points on earth, Future
requirements indicate the use of
antennae between 100 and 160
feet in diameter, Mr, Van
Schaik belleves these will be
constructed in space by launch-
ing into orbit slightly tapered
panels roughly nine feet by nine
feet, The astranaut-workers will
then assemble them into large
antennae.

For this assembly the worker
will start with a circular cen-
tral section whose edge will con-
stitute a track. The astronaut
will position a scaffold on this
track and begin bringing the
panels into position where they
may be locked together mechan-
fcally or assembled and then
welded into the desired shape.
The antenna will be sssembled
one ring at a time until the
lurge antenna has been complet-
ed.

The ability of a man under
weightless  conditions to per-
form this type of a task is be-
ing tested by using open struc-
tures under water. Following
one of these tests, the results
were projected to space and it
was determined that the time
required to assemble the 150-
foot antenna was 406 minutes,
which includes a rest time of

“ 6 minutes.

One of the ldeal ways of an-
ticipating the demands made on
astronauts in space is to develop
and test tools and systems un-
der simulated conditions. These
preliminary results represent a
flying start and our space of-
ficlals can look to space assem-
Bly in thé futuré with" donfid-
ence.

Because of astute police work
by an officer In the Hartford
Police Department, I have re-
covered an automoblle that was
stolen from me.

I wish to publicly express my
appreciation to the Hartford
Pollce Department and to Of-
ficer Harold Beard, a veteran of
24 years on the department,
whose good police work and
astuteness were key factors in
the recovery of the car and
apprehension of a suspect.

On Wednesday, Sept. 9, while
I was attending an Army Re
serve meeting In the Broad St.

Q) I don't have the money to
pay all that I owe on my third
quarter estimated tax. Can I
pay part now and the rest next
time?

A) You may have to pay a
penalty based on a 6 percent
annual rate if your payments
are not made in full when
they are due, To smvoid the
penslty, your estimated tax
installments must be paid on
time and should amount to at
least 80 percent of your in-
come tax when your return
for the year is filed. Farmers
and fishermen can avoid thia
penalty if their payments
equal 66%; percent of their
total tax liability,

Q I used an employment
agency to get my job. Are the
fees I paid deductible?

A) Yes, if you itemize ex-
penses this will be deductible.
If a job was not secured, the
fees are nondeductible,

Q) I work part-time as a
maid. How can I tell if social

he erabs are a delicacy—but it's no delicate
job to eatch them.

For a San Francisco crab boat skipper, work
begins well before the crabbing season opens.
Even during the salmon season which precedes
crabbing, he spends his free evenings mending
crab traps. They measure 36 inches in diameter,
are made from construction bar iron and stainless
steel mesh, and are attached to about 15 fathoms
of line and a float.

The day before crabbing begins, the traps are
loaded on to the boats, and at early dawn the fish-
ermen head out of the Golden Gate to plant the
traps, maybe six or so miles out to sea. The traps
are baited with squid; it takes several hours to
plant them, and they are then left overnight.

On _opening day, the boats go out again and
harvesting begins, The traps are hoisted on to the
deck, the crabs are quickly removed, sized and
thrown into separate boxes. In-a- matter of minutes
the traps are re-baited nnd heaved over the side
again. The line is paid out and the float in place.

You don’t work cribs from inside, but from the
awash deck of a boat which has seen three or four
decades of sturdy service. Hip boots, slicker-and
rubber apron are needed to keep dry even when
the weather's perfect. And cotton gloves are in-
dispensable to protect hands as they grapple with
lines, rough steel—and crabs. e

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) —
A Thal charter plane returned
to Bangkok today after a junket
into Communist territory re-
portedly on orders of an Ameri-
can soldier of fortune with a
prison record in Arizona.

Bira Air Transport, owner of
the single-engine Cessna Wren,
identified the hijacker as Bob
Keesee from a.passport he left
in the plane. He had rented the
plane lnst Monday at $80 an
hour on the pretext that he was
scouting locations for & motion
picture production, Bira + Air
sald, N :

The company gave this aec-
count:

The man identified as Keesee
was flown over northerm and
northeastern Thalland dubing
the week, ending at an Amenri-
can air base
Thailand Thursday night. The
flight plan called for the Wren
to take off for Bangkok Friday
moming,

Twenty minutes after takeoff
the American ordered the plane
diverted to North Vietnam,
about 214 hours flylng time
away, It flew over Laos and
landed at an unspecified airfield
In North Vietham or in Commu-
nist-controlled Laos near the
Vietnamese frontier.

A few hours later the craft re-

turned to Nakorn Phanom alr
field, 500 miles northeast of
Bangkok, Thal sir force officials
put a security blanket on the
story. The pllots, both former
pilots in the Thal air'force, flew
the Cessna on to Bangkok today,
and were whisked away by air
force investigators,

In Phoenix, police records
show, that prior to serving two
years of a five-year federal! pris-
on sentence, Bobby Joe Keesee,
25, spent 49 days In Cuba. He
had piloted a rented single.en-
gine Piper Commanche there
and asked for asylum while a
deserter from the U8, Army’s
Ft. Huachuca, Ariz,

Cuban authorities returned
him to face trial on 153 criminal
charges, and 152 were dropped,

He testifled during hin trisl
that his crimes were part of &
cloak-and-dagger Central Intel-
ligence Agency scheme to sive
him a credible cover story for a
CIA operation to drop two anti-
Castro paratroop guerrilla or-
ganizers into Cuba.

Fate of Salmon Brook"

Votera in seven towns will de-
cide in the November election if
the Salmon Brook Reservolr
property will be sold, presum-
ably to the higheat bidder.

Market Survives Strike
Closes Week on Upside

NEW YORK (AP) — The
stock market showed great
atrength this week in the face of
adversity, analysts sald, even
though it made no sharp moves,

It weatheréd well the storms
of a strike at General Motors
and heightened tensions in the
Middle East, they said.

Prices jumped about errati-
cally ahd finally closed up frac-
tionally Friday. Trading was ac-
tive most of th¢ week,

“Money lsthe thing that Influ-
ences the market, When money
is heing Increased, the markel's
bullish. When it's being de-
crdased, Its bearish, Now its
bullish,"* observed Bradbury K.
Thurlow, an analyst at Hoppin,
‘Watson.,

The Dow Jones average of 30
industrials advanced 0.82 points
Friday to 588.49 bhut slipped 3.35
points from the previous week's
close.

Volume for the week on the
New York Stock Exchangd was
65.27 million shares. The most
active trading day was Friday
when 150 million ghares
changed hands.

Analysts noted n good many
conflicting factors produced the
erratic up and down movements
in the Dow average. On the plus
sidd was the news that a major
Philadelphia bank cut its prime
rate from 8 per cent to 7% per
cent, This encouraged investors
that  the prime rate would be
lowered on & national level
soon,

Another up sign was the re-
port released Friday by the St
Louis Federal Reserve Bank
that money sggregateés had in-
creased substantinlly since Feb-
ruary, analysts added. Money
aggregates reflect credit condi-
tlons and Federal Reserve poll-

cy, and thls increase showed
these policles are easing, they
ndded.

Analysts alse noted that the
negative effect of the strike
agalnst General Motors have al-
ready been -written off by the
market. But not so easy to ‘write
oft was the continuing nagging
concern about the worsening sit.
uation in the Middl¢ East, In-
vestors are still sensitive to any
nuances there, they sald.

Brokers dlso noted an in-
crease in speculation as evinced
by the héavy volume. They also
sald investors were encouraged
by the market's ability to resist
profit-taking and weather the
current  consolidation  phase
while holding within the 750 lev-
1 on the Dow average .
