Peace Rally
Planned For

. New Haven

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —
A group calling Itself the Con-
necticut Peace Action Coalition
called today for a statewide
rally here Oct. 31 to press de-
mands for total withdrawal of
American troops from South
Vietnam.

Leslie Craine, acting as the
spokesman for the state coal-
tion, sald the-group was hoping
for “a very large, broad based
and peaceful rally' to be held
in New Haven in conjunction
with & nationwide demonstra-
tion on the same date.

“There’'s no reason that any

person who agrees with our ba-

gic demand of total withdrawal
can't get up and speak,"” Mrs.
Craine said in an apparent open
invitation to politiclans to speak
at the rally, 8he sald the group
is nonpartisan

The news conference was held
at the First Methodist Church,
near the Yale University cam-
pua.

Mrs, Craine sald the coalition
sees Its maln strength as com-
ing from high school and college
students and said the group also
will seek backing from unions,

The call for the demonstra-
tion sald it should be “‘centered
around the political demand for
withdrawal of alk. U.B. men,
money and material from South-
east Asla.”

But, it also sald groups par-
ticipating should “bring out the
relationship of the war to such
lssues as racism, inflation, un-
employment, paolitical repres-
slon, GI rights, women's libora-
tion, and ecology.”

““The U.S. had no right to be
in Vietnam in the first place and
it has no right to be there now,"
the call sald. "Any prolongation
of the war means more deaths
— of the people of Vietnam,
Cambodia and of Laos, and of
American GIs,” The war, it con-
tinued, “‘contains within it the
danger of further escalation and
even of nuclear warfare,

The call sald that ‘*all who
oppoee the war are welcome In
the movement irrespective of
their views on other questions
and regardless of other affilia-
tions."

But, it added, “whatever tac-
tic I8 used,.the movement must
function In a peaceful, organized
and disciplined fashion.’ It crit-

. iclzed what it called “‘confranta-

tional adventures,’” saying they
“hurt the movement by alienat-
ing otherwise sympathetic sec-
tions of the population, particu-
larly labor and black and brown
peoples.”

“The antiwar movement,' it
said, “must counter the vio-
lence-bating directed against it.
But mere announcements stat-
ing our peaceful Intentions are
not sufficient. All demonstra-

tions need careful preparation— .

including the training and- pres-
ence of marshals—to Insure that
these events occur as planned.”

The government's offen-
sive is ailmed at reopening the
area between Skoun and Kom-
pong Thom.

The Cambodian command
also reported four attacks in the
past two days in the Phnom
Penh area. It appeared that
none of the attacks dlslodged
government soldiers from thelr
positions, The spokeaman said
the government now has enough
troops tdemaintain the pressure
in its drive up Highway 8 to
Kompong Thom and to deal
with enemy pressure anywhere
else In the country.

Tito Quitting
Yugoslavian
Presidency

BELGRADE (AP) — Presl-
dent Tito has announced that he
will step down after ruling Yu-
goslavia for 26 years and turn
the country’s government over
to i collective leadership,

Tito, 78, did not indicate Mon-
day what his position would be,
but it was belleved in Belgrade,
the nation's capital, that he
would remain head of the Com-
munist party and would Tun the
new presidium, at least in ita in-
itial phase.

Further details will
nounced later, Tito sald.

“I am quite long in thia post
and I would llke to have knore
possibilities to work on same
other projects,” he sald in a
gpeech Monday In Zagreb, the
country's second largest city.

Tito, who broke from Moscow
in 1948 and was named presi-
dent for life in 1063, sald reorg-
anization of the country’'s Com-
munist government was neces-
sary to preserve Yugoslavia's
unity. He gave no timefable for
the changeover. But he sald
speculation on who might suc-
ceed him could provoke a crisis,
and that to avold it, governmen-
tal restructuring was necessary.

He explained that he initiated
the change because "'If someone
else did, it would look as if they
wanted to remove me."

Tito sald he would be replaced
by a presidium that would be *‘a
form of collective president of
Yugosiavie.' The body would
consist of.representatives from
the country’s six republics and
its main social and political or-
ganizations, including the ‘Com-
munist party,

Nixon Hopes for Diplomacy
While Alerting the Military

WASHINGTON (AP) — Al-
though President Nixon is stead-
iy nforcing U.8. military
power in the eastern Mediterra-
nean, officials say he sull ~is
searching for a diplomatic solu-
tion to the Jordanian crisis.

At the same time Nixon ap-
parently has run into opposition
from two key allles, Britain and
France, to his contingency plans
for Intervention in Jordan.

On Sewer System Proposal

The Town Council last night
moved & step closer toward a
municipal sewer system In
adopting two resolutions, one of
which Involves ‘an appeal to
townspeople who might want to
serve on a sewer assessment
commitiee.

The councilmen also said last
night that the sewer question
will not be ready, after all, for
a town vote at the Nov. 3 gen-
eral elections. Instead, a Wpe-
clal election for referendum wil
be called sometime later In the
year, »

Plans now call for sewers in
much of the Iake area and In
the wvillage, with a treament
plant on the Willlmantic River.
There 15 also still a strong pos-
sibjlity that Mansfleldd might
enter into the system on a reg-
or that parts of
Mansfield might buy services
from the Coventry system.

The first resolution adopted
last night was a _technicality
needed to give the engineers
some action on psper so that
they may further pursue the
town's funding eligibility. The
council agreed to proceed with
the first four phases of a five-
phase muncipal sewer program
as presented by the town engi-
neer,

The first phase of the system
would run from the treament
plant up to the lake and around
it to the west side. The second
phase Involves the Springdale
Ave.-Northeast Shores area,
Phase three runs from the state
boat launch to Gerald Park,
along South St, Phase four cov-
ers Waterfront Park and Water-
front Helghts.

Phase five would go down
High St. to Nathan Hale Heights,
but this part will not be con-
sldered for construction now, as
costs would probably run over
the town's debt limitation.

The town's debt limit for sew-

.erg, which is arrived at by a

complicated formula, stands at
$5,800,000 now, and because the
actual projected cost of the first
four phases alone runs to about
$6,000,000, phase five will have
to walt.

The second resolution adopted
by the council calls for crea-
tion of a citizens' sewer assess-
ment committee to study and
recommend a method of deter-
mining the direct-assessmént
portion of the proposed munic-
ipal system.

Once constructed, the sewers
will be pald for in two ways:
Through taxation, and through
aasessment to those residents
who are served by the sew-
ers. There are numerous ways
in which this assesament can

The Oct~1 date promised
by the contractor for com-
pletion of the Mayfair Gar-
dens elderly housing in the
North End Redevelopment
area cannot be met, those
attending a tour and special
meeting on the much-delay-
ed project learned Ilast
night. When completion
will come was still unclear
after the meeting.

Manchester Housing
Authority Chairman Vin-
cent Diana told the joint
meeting of the MHA and
the Board of Directors that
he had written a letter last
week to the general con-
tractor, the Rocky Marci-
ano Co. of New Jersey,
stating that it was the
authority's opinion the
promised date could not be
met and asking for a reply.

“To date, we have recelved no
answer,” Diann told the 45 or
ao persona present at the 8 o'-
clock meeting at the Whiton
Library auditorium,

Diana explained that the §988,.
000 development of 76 living
units, which is being financed
by the federal government, must
be inspected and approved by
the Department of Housing and
Urban Development  before
elther the town or the MHA can
glve thelr approval.

10 Days Notice

Under the federal rules, HUD
must have a minimum of 10
days advance notice from the
contractor of the intent to seek
project approval, Diand said.

This notice has not been given,
thus making the Oct, 1 promised
completion date impossible to
Jmeet, he said.

Bfforts by the directors to
pin the conltractor's represen-
tatives to & firm date also
proved unsuccessful.

Attending for the Marciano
firm were Ernest Marino, the
job superintendent, and Clinton
O'Brien, the firm’s secretary.

Directors David Odegard and
William Fitzgerald pressed re-
peatedly for a firm completion
date, but Marino sald no otnie
present for the firm was auth-
orized to make that commiit,
ment and that he would not be
pressured into doing so0. O'Brien
did not speak during the ses-
slon,

The tour of the project and the
digcussion meeting with the
housing authority was called by
Mayor Nathan Agostinelll at the
request -of Deputy Mayor David
Odegard in an effort to ‘‘clear
the air' on the delayed housing

project, ‘'which was originally
scheduled for completion June
10.

Almost from the beginning of
the project in June of last year,
it has m plagued by delays
in mate and arguments be-
tween the contractor and the
asuthority over construction prob-
lems.

Recounts Delays

Diana last night gave the au-
dience & brief recounting of
gome of the reagons for the de-
lays, which in August led the
contractor to ask for an 87-day
extension of the contract.

He stressed that not all of the
delay was the fault of the con-
tractor, For example, there
was a Midwest truckers' strike
which held up the delivery of
heating units for several weeks,

Also, an egror in the Instal-
lation of plumbing in some units
caused ndditional delay and ne-
cessitated the redesign of the
units. It was open to argument
whether the architect or the
contractor was at fault, Diana
gald.

A major cause of delay in re-
cent weeks, he sald, has been
the problem with the partially
Installed concrete sldewalks.
Much of the concrete was pour-
ed before the architect, Louls
J. Drakos & Assoclates of Hart-
ford, declared the grades In-
correct and workmanshlp un-
acceptable late in July.

Blacktop Walks

8ince then, Dlana explained,
a compromise solution has been
agroed upon to salvage the
work, A paving contractor has
been engaged and s currently
laying an amesite surface over
the concrete already In and ex-
tending walks of blacktop
throughout the rest of the proj-
ect,

During the tour of the project
site before the meeting, many
of the persons attending were
heard to remark that the com-
promise solution on the walks
appeared to be an improvement
over the rough and uneven can-
crote,

Marino, the job superinten.
dent, in declining to give an
exact date for completion, told
the directors and the MHA that
recent rainy weather has been
a mafor cause of delay on the
sldewalk work in the past cou-
ple of weeks.

Rossetto, asked for an estl-
mate of the percentage of com-
pletion, sald it was about 86 to
90 per cent, As in past reports
to the MHA, Rogsetto again'
charged that the c¢ontractor has
not been keeping enough man-
power on the job. “If they did,
they could have made the dead-
line,”" hé sald.

Marino was asked by the di-
rectors whether he has been
having trouble keeping the sub-
contractors on the job, but he
did not directly answer the
question.

He sald, however, that It was
his responsibility to declde and
allocate the number of men o
the various jobs in progress,
which are sub-contracted to
local tradesmen.

Diana stressed that the proj-
ect is ‘‘very close'" to comple-
tion and that the major concern
of the MHA ls getting tenants
(already assigned from the
authority's walting list) settled
ns soon as poasible.

Protected By Bond

He said that $100,000 of the
contract payment has not yet
béen made, and that, in addition,
the town is protected by a $1
million—plus performance bond
supplied by the contractor.

There i3 also a $100 per day
penalty clause in the contract,
which can be levied against the
contractor for each day over
the completion date decided
upon by the MHA.

To fire the contractor and call
the bond now might result only
in untold additlonal delays,
Diana said. He noted that before
the nuthority could act, it would
hnve to get approval of HUD.

Diana also noted that the MHA
hns been in close touch with
tenants and is keeping them in-
tormed of the situation. As far
as he has heen able to learn,
only two people have suffered
any real hardship by the delay
in occupancy, and they have
been recelving,rid from rela-
tives, Diana sald,

In answer to u question from_
Mayor Agostinelll whether It
might be feasible to open the
project . a gection at a time,
Diana sald the MHA had made
an administrative decision
against such a.move. '‘We're
afrald we'd have a plecemeal
project that would drag on for-
ever," he explained,

During  the session, Leon
Enderlin, the MHA's executive
director, commented that the
Marciano Co. had faced a log-
iutical problem during the early
part of the project that was not
ita fault.

Because of the closeness of
the buildings on the site, much
diffioulty was experienced .in
pouring foundations and consid-
erable time was lost, Enderlin
Bald.

"Publlic comments were al
lowed, and Clarence (Bud)
Brown, president of the Man-
chester Carbide Co. at 27 Hil-
liard St., lashed out against the
architect for what he termed
the “atrocious'’ design of the
project.

“That architect should never
be engaged again for a job in
Manchester,” he charged. He

However, he still found the time
to work with young people at
the museum, sharing with them
his sclentific knowledge. And
during this time his interest in
entomology was channeled lo
his presenf field of study, that
of hemiptera. He explains hem-
iptera are ‘“‘true bugs' and cites
squash and bed bugs and water
stridera as examples.

This fall Winthrop will be a
graduate student at the Univers-
ity of Connecticut, He will also
work at the univeraity as cur-
ator of entomology. He hopes
eveptually to work at a
museum in the zoology section.
He will also be “on active ser-
vice” at the museum this year
teaching a cless in “‘Animal
Adaptations' “in the fall session.

The museum had a simflar im-
pact on the lives of three other
young adults, When Mary Ann
Caprilozzi was in high school,
ghe taught art at the museum
and found her teaching exper-
lence so rewarding that she de-
cided to enter the education
fleld. Mary Ann is now teaching
school in Florida,

As a teen-ager, Russell Meth-
eny taught advanced art class-
es at the museum. His art inter-
est deepened and he went on to
art school. Today, Russell is
the assistant director of the
puppet theater at the Smithaon-
fan Institute In Washington, D.C.

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No Gimmick Cure

When the time comes when a democ-
racy's declsion-making apparatus ap-
pears to have begun producing wrong
or inadequate answers, then the propos-
ed remedies bloom on every hand.

None of them, however, is guaranteed.

The simplest remedy would seem to
be that of replacing the leadership which
has made the wrong declsion with a8 new
leadership which has promised to make
the right one. But we often find that cir-
cumstances are more powerful than
promises, and that the new leadership
finds itself compelled to follow In the
footsteps of the old.

If trying to change leadership seems
to fail, the next impulse is likely to be
one to place the decision in some new
location — the Senate, for instance, in-
stend of the White House.

Or, as in the case of the Massachu-
getts referendum, which Is now to go
before the voters of that state this No-
vember, to hand the decision directly
back to the people.

In that referendum, the voters of Mas-
sachusetts .wnl be asked to choose be-
tween carrying the war in Vietnam on
toward victory, or getting out of it, by
a phased plan of gradual withdrawals,

whether or mnot victory has been
achieved.

The resuits of this referendum, fortu-
nately, will not be binding on anybody.

But let's mingine. for & moment, that
they might be. Buppose however many
voters choose to vole on this question
next November decide, by a hairline
margin, in favor of prosecuting the war
in Vietnam to an old-fashioned victory.
Or suppose they vote, by some slim
meargin, in favor of gradual withdrawal
without bothering about a victory. And
suppose the nation were to be bound
by the decision, whichever way it
went,

» Could there be any more direct, demo-
cratic way of deciding the course of our
own nation and the fate of the world?

Why, then, do we flinch at the possi-
bility? Why are we frightened at the
prospect that, after the vote is counted,
we shall be openly and conclusive-

ly bound to whichever specific course

of action has won? Why are we afraid,
when representative leadership has fail-
ed us so often, to turn to the direct de-
cision of the people themselves?

The answer is that we recognize the

risk in all-out, non-appeslable frretriev- '

able decisions which could leave us

skewered to the wrong course of ac-
tion,

When democracy functions smoothly
and successfully, it functions by a pro-
cess of osmosis and consensus and
blurred interlocking of responsibilities
and authority among all its elements
and institutions. Democracy, when it
works, is as much of a myntic happen-
ing as it is a planned system of gov-
ermnment. When it begins to falter, and
people try to take # apart to try to
switch some of {ts parts or processes
around they are much more likely to
speed and spread the breakdown than
to cure it )

There is no gimmick cure, A nation
which can't operate itself soundly from
its White House 1s not going to improve
its fortunes by going to a referendum
of Massachusetts voters. The refer-
endum can do-nobody any good no mat-
ter which way it turna out.

A Spiro Boost

In his own analysis of his campaign
effectivencess Vice President Spiro Ag-

new may have Identified one of the best .

gimmlcks' conceivable for boosting the
stock of a local candidate,

He referred In retrospect to the
episode In Casper, Wyoming, wherd he
put in & good word-for candidate Harry

Taylor whose name was really Harry
Roberts,

Certainly there is nothing unique about

such a goof. It has happened before to -

nylmml candidatés and it will happen
again. But it takes a man of Agnew's
political imperturbabllity to be unem-
barrassed by it and & man. of his
unique political insight to see the ad-
vantage of it.

Agnew points out that Roberts will get
a great deal of publicity from the miscue
and his name will be brought forcefully
before the people who can vote for him,

The vice president stopped short of
ra-omr{mndxng it as a deliberate
strategem, of course, but- if it happens
again oné ‘might wonder.

Comparisons

When the American Legion recently
held its national convention in Portland,
Oregdén, there was much apprehension
when thousands of young people — with
an abundance of hipples — came to the
city for a ‘“philosophlical confrontation”
with the legion. ’

Everyone, from Gov, Tom McCall on
down, expected trouble In the streets.

‘But nothing happened. The Governor
invited all the youths out to & state park
for a rock festival, By the middle of the
week over 20,000 young campers were
occupying the 80 or 70 acres set aslde for
them. And the American Legion had the
city to ftself.

While both groups seem to be irrevo-
cably ‘‘polarized” in the political sense,
it is worthwhile to meke comparisons on
another basis, From a distance they had
their *“‘philosophical confrontation.”

As most soclologists acknowledge,
“symbols" play & great part in the lives
of people who join groups or organiza-
tions. Using the ‘'symbolic measuring
stick' the American Legion and the
“hipple culture’ are so much alike it Is
startling. .

Start with the American Legion cap:
any good legionnaire wears one with all
the appropriate variety of buttons. And
any good legionnaire likes a lot of fun at
convention time, maybe a good deal of
drinking occurs here and there, but gen-
erally there Is a lot of laughter, good fun
and brotherhood.

Nearly all legionnaires are united be-
hind President Nixon and his handling of
the Indo-China war. The bumper stickers
on their cars and buttons on their lapels
tell you whers they stand: right behind
Spiro T. Agnew.

A legionnaire prominently displays the
American flag on his automobile, in his
window or &t his home,

A good legionnaire extends & helping
hand to a fellow legiomnaire when he
needs it. Support of the local police is
important to the legionnaire and he may
circulate literature which encourages
good relations between police and the
community.

In other words, the American Legion
is “establishment' all the way.

Now, turn the spotlight on the '‘hipple
culture,” and their “convention’ in the
form of a rock festival,

Start with the halr: any good hippie
has long hair with the appropriate varie-
ty of sideburns and moustaches. Any
good hipple likes a good time at a festl-
val, maybe a good deal of pot smoking
occurs here and there, but generally
there is a lot of laughter, good fun and
brotherhood.

Nearly all hipples are united in their
opposition to President Nixon and his
handling of the Indo-China war. The
bumper stickers on their cars and motor-
eycles, and the buttons on their jackets
tell you where they stand : a long way
from Spiro. T. Agnew.

A hipple flauntingly displays the
American’ flag in the colors.of his car,
in the shirt on his back or at home in his
drapes.

A hippie extends a helping hand to a
fellow hippie when he needs it. Opposi-
tion to the local palice Is important to a
hippie and he may - circulate literature
which informs hipples of their rights
when apprehended by the police.

In other words the hippie s “‘anti-
establishment'' all the way. But his way,
and the American Legion way, aren't
really loo different in the symbolic
sense.

What takes this ‘“‘symbolic’ 'compari-
son out of the realm of humor is that
both groups are serious. Polarization ls
4 gradual process which clouds similar-
ities and pushes symbols and slogans to
the front, And symboMiand slogans in
turn become inflammatory to the oppo-
sition. Mention President Nixon to a
long-haired hippie and his lip will curl.
Mention a long-haired hipple to a crew-
cut legionnaire and his lip will curl,

A possible solution to the dilemma lies
in & joint assault on problems thal are
bigger than both groups, problems like
maintaining the ecological balance of
air, water, people, and green things, .

At the convention in Portland Robert
J. Donovan, an associate editor of the
Los Angeles Times, told the leglonnaires
that they had to stop thinking of and
looking at unusual youth as
‘‘those hipples out there.’' He said, ''This
is not an isolated phenomenon, & Port
land 'or & Los Angeles thing, It is world-
wide, There are similar movements in
Japan, Czechoalovakia, and Western Eu-
rope. . .These youngsters have grown up
in a world dominated by The Bomb,
wars, riots, assassinations. They look at
things differently than we do.

‘“There ia also serious erosion in some
of our old institutions: the church, the
schools, the home. (These) have changed
and this, in part is tied to the disorder
we see. In the past the federal govemn-
ment could rely on the schools, the
home, and the church to help restrain
ond maintain order. This I8 not so to-
day."

If the end that is sought is simply to

maintain order, then other states can do °

as Oregon did: keep the hipples and
youth out of town when the Benevolent
Order of the Elks has a convention, or
the Daughters of the American Revolu-
tion, or the Veterans of Forelgn Wars.

But that is a delaying tactic at best
If people are to learn how to live with
each other despite the symBols they hold
dear, then the promotion of new ways to
bring people together is far more impor-
tant than the law and order which anly
separates- them.—DAVID HOLMSTROM

In Stairway Of Cheney Homestead
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Adlai’s Dilemma

CHICAGO — The amblva-
lence of Adlai E. Stevenson IIT's
campalgn for the¢ Senate s
shown by his overriding of his
advisers in embracing the pros-
ecutor of the Chicago conspira
cy tridl atl the same lime that
he is shying away from law-

“ and-order rhetoric prepdred for,

him.

Stevenson's dildmma’ Is faced
by liberal Democrals across the
country: To satisfy the plblic's
concern over crime and dis-
order without betraying liberal
principles. Stevenson, in partic-
ular, is politically schizophrenic
— at timés the super-pragmaltic
politiclan Intent only on victory,
at other times the liberal ideal-
Ist who would rather be right
than Senator.

What makes this critical here
is that Stevenson's underdog
Republican fod, Sen. Ralph T,
Smith {s burdened by no such
ambMalence. His carefully
planned strategy is to depict the
front-running Stevenson as a
coddler of terrorists and enemy
of the police. Any hesitancy by
Stevenson in dodging that label
could quickly dissipate his lead.

Stevenson, however, showed
no heésitancy whatever in re.
cently naming Thomas Foran,
the former U. 8, attorney here
who was the hard-boiled pros-
ecutor in the uproarious Chi-
cago conspiracy trial, as a vice-
chairman in his campaign.

Contrary to a widely oircu-
lated rumor, Foran's appoint-
ment was not dictated by
Mayor Richard J, Daley. It was
Stevenson's own lidea as a way
of avolding that anti-police
image. Mordover, he was ad-
vised against it by his principal
campaign alde: Danlel Walker,
the Montgomery Ward exéou-
tive who earned the Daley
machine's evédriasting enmity
by heading a commission that
described & “police riot” at the
1888 Chicago cofivention.

When Stevenson insisted upon
Foran's appointment, Walker
concurred In It, But lesser Ste.
venson campalgn workers, in.
cluding scores of young volun-
teers, were traumatized.

In fact, Stevenson's support-
ers on the left have been sliding
into progressively deeper dis.
{llusionment since Sen. BEverett
McRinley Dirksen's déath
created a vacancy in the Senate
a year ago and Stevenson  in-
stantly sought after it, Until
then, Stevenson had been mov-
ing leftward as an anti-Daley

Demoerat, Since then, he has
made his peace with the Daley
organization, attacked last No-
vember's ant-war demonstra-
tion, refused to blast the con-
spiracy trinl, and, most rdcent-
ly, eritleized school busing.
But if Stevenson is more the
practical politician th# was his
father, he also wrestles peri-

‘oditally with his  consclence:

For instance, some of his more
conservative advisers would like
Stevenson (o scrap completely
his student-volunteer operation
on grounds 4hat  they cannol
concelvably help him and might
well hurt him badly. Stevenson
has insisted he will not shut his
doors to students. .

He salso frets aboutl stressing
law-and-order, grumbling that
he feels like a4 candidate for
sheriff and ‘rejecting the most
trenchant law-and-order phases
dreamed up by his staff. A tele-
vision commercinl depicting a
birly policeman’'s endorsement
of Stevenson as a law-and-or-
der advocate (to be shown late

in the campalgn because of lack
of funds) still awaits Steven-
son's approval. ‘“There are more
important things than
elections,”” Stevenson llkes to
say publicly and privately.

In contrast, Sen. Smith's cam-
paign lsbors under no inner
doubts. Campalgn manager
James Mack, a tough young

-~ protege of conservative Repub-

lican smastermind- F. Clifton
White, has mapped cdut an ex-
pensive media program to dls-
pel Smith's anonymity and to
darken Stevenson's illustrious
name.

““What has Adlal got against
the FBI and the Chicago po-
lice?"" asks a S8Smith TV spot
which repeats Stevenson's two-
year-old description of Chicago
police as ‘'storm troopers in
Blue' at ‘the 1988 convention.
Smith's television advertising
will grow In "weeks to come
identifying Stevenson as -antl
police and Smith as pro-police.

The particular thing that Con-
gressman Tom Mesakill chose to
do when It came his opportunity
to address Connecticut organ-
ized labor in converition assem-
bled’told the whole state somg-
thing of what kind of man this
Republican candidate for Gov-
ernor is, and would be lkely to
be, in whatever office.

Meskill, as & Republican can-
didate of slightly conservative
stripe, knew he had no chance
of winning the official endorse-
ment of the gentlemen of labor
he was privileged to address.

Knowing, that, he had various
other options. He could try to
soft talk his way half way into
labor's favor, trying to take
some of the edge off its feeling
against him_

Or' he could stand up before
it like a man, maintain his own
stand and his own principles,
and perhaps win, for such con-
duct, at least the respect of the
audience he wasa addressing.

Neither of these courses satis-
tied Congressman Meskill,

He had to go and not only
stand firm and unyielding be-
fore this particular audience,
but then extend his toughness
until it reached out far beyond
the convention hall and took as
its target a large and influen-
tial voting group that wouldn't
have been too much disturbed
by anything he said about labor
in general terms.

Without any necessity for do-
ing so, Meskill took his labor
platform and reached gut from
it to deliver his respects to the
spectacle of teachers golng out

on strike in spite of court in-
junctions.

"How can we," he asked, "‘ex-
pect our young people today to
have respect for the law and the
system when those Invested with
the responsibility for teaching
the principles of law and order
in our soclety flagrantly defy
the courta?"

Meakill, in our appralsal at
least, reacted to the experience
of finding himseif in a danger-
our, unprofitable position by de-
liberately reaching out for an
additional chunk of danger. Per-
haps, doing ®o, he had some
shrewd calculation that & ma-
jority of Connectlcut's teachers
would really like to be liberated
from their new compulsion to
toughness, But the action was,
on the surface at least, one of
increasing his risk.

What this behavior illustrated
and symbolized is the terrific
charge of toughness which re-
sides inside the Republican gu-
bernatorial candidate. It has
long been said of him, often by
Republicans of leadership level
who have had to notify them-

HARTFORD, Conn: (AP) — A
former Republican state repre.
sentative and four other persons
—including his wife and son—
were indicted by a federal grand
jury here Monday on charges
that they conspired to spend
$50,880 stolen from four banks.

Named in the indictments
were Raymond Daddario S8r.,
46; his wife, Laurs, 42; their
son, Raymond Jr., 24, and M,
Charles Putinas Jr., all of Wind-
sor.

The M-count indictment
charged that the defendants
planned to Invest the money
from thefts that occurred be-
tween Sept. 9, 1869, and March
25, 1970, at the Constitution Na-
ttonnl Bank of Hartford, Suffield
S8avings Bank, Northern Con-
necticut National Bank of Wind.

The indictment returned in
U.8. District Court Monday
charged the five with aiding
Quint in his attempts to hide
and spend the money from the
thefts,

Some of -the monecy sllegedly
was transported from Hartford
to Los Angeles and later to
Reno and Las Vegas, Nev.
There was no mention in the
indictment. of any business

The five defendants appeared
before U.8.

In Student Fund Dispute

Manchester Community Col-
lege President Frederick W.
Lowe Jr. informed lust night's
Regional Councll meeting a
 gtand-off’* 'still exists between
the administration and the Stu-
dent Senate regarding control
of Student Activity funds, He
added he will seek a com-
promise, under which adminis-
trative expenses, in other years
not the responsibility of the sen-
ate but recently delegated to it,
will be absorbed by the ad-
ministration.

Dr. Lowe's clarification to
council members came after a
charge earlier this month by
Brian Prucker, senate presi-
dent, that MOC student activi-
ties had been ‘placed in jeo-
pardy.”

Dr. Lowe sald that, In the
tirst years of the college, he
made & verbal sgreement with
the student government that 60
per cent of student fees would
be controlled by the adminis-
tration and 40 per cent by stu-
dents. Among other criticisms
of college accounting, state au-
ditors last year said the institu-
tion was gullty of a *‘paternal-
istic administration of student
activity funds." The state comp-
troller ordered that all students
funds must bec ontrolled by stu-
denta,

At that time, and untll mlid-
summer this year, student fees
were $15 per semester for ac-
tivitieas and $15 per semester for
general services, On. July 27,
unknown to the senate, the
senate, the Board of Trustees
for Regional Community Col-
leges voted to subtract $5 from
activities and add it to general
services. Dr. Lowe sald the
move was made to place ath-
letics under administration con-
trol, He sald a precedent was

cstablished o few years Qgo
with other state colleges.

Prucker noted that the sen-
ate drew up its budget in April
with the underatanding it would
administer all activitles, and
had not been told ft must
include administrative expenses
not previously borne (salary of
student activities director, half
of secretary's salary, half of
accounting clerk’'s salary). Dr.
Lowe vetoed the budget and
froze funds as of July 1,

The senate, Prucker stated,
then drew up two budgels, one
that included intercollegiate
athletics and administrative ex-
penses, and one that didn't, 8till
without knowledge of the
trustees' reshuffling of funds on
the afternoon of July 27, the
gsenate, three hours later, ap-
proved the second budget,

Dr. Lowe and Harry 8. Godi,
dean of students, said the sen-
ate felt it had been '‘betrayed"
by the trustees, and rescinded
its budget. Godi added that
MCC's problem Ia partly due
to & unigque fee-payment ar-
rangement under which other
community colleges do not
operate, MCC students pay fces
at the close of the previous
year, whereas in other Institu-
tions, they are made at the time
of registration. Because of this,
Godli sald, senate members
pointed out money paid with
one understanding about its con-
trol and use is now being dis-
bursed under a different ar-
rangement,

Closing his explanation of the
“'stand-off," Dr. Lowe saild in
attempting to reach a mutuslly
satisfactory compromise, he
hopes to be able to return some
$13 or $14 thousand to student
administration.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government announced today

emergency transportation plans

to moye goods and engers

e the face
of Wednesday - night's threat-
ened nationwide ridiroad strike.

The Interstate Commerce
Commission - announced " the
emergency plans while talks
continued at the Labor Depart.
ment in an effort to resolve the
long dispute over elimination of
locomotive firemen's jobs.

President Nixon has exhaust-
ed all present legal delaying
measures to stop a strike.

‘‘While both sides in a labor
dispute ‘most certainly have val-
id points of argument, the com-
mission can only deplore a con-
dition whereby a vital segment
of our transportation network
elther stops or is forced to stop
Its service,” said TOC Chairmhn
George M. Stafford.

‘“The commission is hopeful
that such a condition will not de-
velop. However, if a work stopp-
age does occur, then It must re-
main the role of the motor car-
rier industry to handle emar-
gency movement of trafflc when
the rail wheels are no longer
rolling,'" Stafford sald in’ a
statement,

“Accordingly, the commis-
sion's 82 fleld offices throughout
the nation will assist In bringing
the shippers and carriers to-
gether, as well as providing
guldance to any party in deter-
mining the avallabllity of sur-
face transportation,’” he sald.

The United Transportation
Union will be free to strike one
minute after midnight Wednea-
day.

Only Congress could order a
halt to a strike in the dispite
that has dragged through the
courts, Congress and the White
House for more than a decade.

The union i seeking to re-
store some 20,000 firemen's jobs
that were eliminated under a
special act of Congress several
years ago.

Stafford said in the event of &
rail strike, truckers will be al-
lowed to start new or additional
services to shippers.

“Because a transportation
emergency will require immedi-
ate action for the provision of
adequate service in the interest
of the public and the national
defense, a general temporary
order will be issued to permit
motor carriers to obtain au-
thority for not more than 30
days to transport passengers or
property,” he sald.

Motor carriers would have to
comply with all existing laws
and regulations governing publi-
cation of service and rates, he
sald.

“Rateg offered under provi-
slons of the order would have to
be no lower than those of exlst-
ing rail, water or motor carriers
{n the territory in which opera-
tions were to be authorized. The
e‘nemency temporm'y authori-
ties would expire upon resump-
tion of rail service,” he sald.

Of Gas Plant Blast

The explosion and fire at the
Pyrofax Gas Company was Caus-
ed by a “valve failure'' accord-
ing to & report by Fire Marshal
William Lanning.

The Sept. 11 fire which de-
- gtroyed the bullding, two auto-
mobiles and three trucks, one
of which was a tractor trailer,
was under Intensive investiga-
tion which '‘began as soon as
the fire department brought the
blaze under con-

trol,” Lanning said.

“Through statements taken
from company omployes and
witnesses, and physical evidence
at the Pyrofax plant, it has been
determined that a valve which
pontrolled the flow of lquld
propane into the charging room
of the plant falled, This unusual
situation, coupled with human
error, set off a serles of events
which destroyed the bullding
and vehicles,' sald Lanning.

The company has applied for
a permit to rebuild at the same
location, asking the Planning
.and Zoning Commisasion for a
special exception to zoning reg-
ulations, The commission will
hold a public hearing on the ap-
plication on Oct, 20 at the Town
Hall,

Zoning regulations require that

an operation of this type, involv- p

ing bulk storage of petroleum
be located not lesa than 1,000
foet from a residential zone.

A survey is being made to
determine whether this condition
can be met,

lege Participation in Soclety,”
which he submitted to and
which was approved by the Re-
glonal Council last night.

In the preface to his five ma-
jor points, Dr. Lowe underscor-
ed the freedom of discussion
and Investigation enjoyed by
educationa! institutions above
and beyond that of any other
group in society.

However, he warned, there is
a danger inherent when an in.

party and thereby allenates it-
gelf from others,

“Therefore,”” he continued,

tlon to encouragé the most
searching investigation, anal-
ysis and debate of our soclety's
value system, its premises and
procedures, on intellectual and
emotional grounds,

- New Zoning Limits Adopted

On Location of Gas Stations

The Planning and Zoning Com-
mission unanimously adopted
proposed amendments to the
commerical zone regulations
which get limits on the location
of gas stations within the town.

The revised regulations were
adopted following a public hear-
ing during which the regulations
received the enthusiastic sup-
port of two local residents, and
gurprisingly mild opposition by
two local developers and two
representatives of the oil In-
dustry. . )

The regulations require that a
minimum of 2,000 feet separate
gas station locations and that
the stations be located at least
1,000 feet from public bulldings
and properties, such as achools,
hospitals and parks.

PZC Chalrmasn Clifford Wil-
llams pointed out the present
ratio of approved gas stations in
town is one station for every 813
people, far higher than the town
of Manchester which also passed
more stringent requirements for
service stations.

The location of gasoline
stations is already Hmited to
commerical zones and the mini-
mum building size and other
requirements fall under the com-
merical zone regulations,

John O'Brien, representing
the Connecticut Petroleum Coun-
¢il, termed the regulations "dis-
criminatory against gas stations
and claimed it was misleading
to compare Tolland and Man-
chester stations to population

ratios. ‘“You are located on a
major highway. . ,you don't
know how many people will be
served by this highway five to
ten years from now.'

O'Brien algo spoke in favor of
alllowing the free and open com-
petition between the various gas
companies. . .'‘One company
shouldn't be penalized by not
being able to get in on the com-
petitive action in a given lo-
cation.”

Admitting the town was prob-
ably trying to keep Itself at-
tractive, O'Brien claimed in the
long run the town would be de-
feating its purpose by keeping
out new stations. He offered no
legal challenge to the proposed
regulations, which are based on
the existing regulations in En-
fleld.

Walter Campbell of the Mobil
0il Co. explained ofl companies
were trying to become good
neighbors by taking away the
garish aspects of their stations,
He spoke against excluding gas
stations from the community.

Local developer Eldredge Yost,
owner of two gas stations in
town which are Jeased to two
different oll companies, seemed
particularly concerned with how
the regulations would affect his
own holdings.

He volced the opinion the reg-
ulations should exempt the two
interchanges with I-84 (Wilbur
Croas Highway) to permit fu-
ture locations when the highway
is widened,

Yost also questioned whether

For the first game of the her-
alded Monday night series on
ABC-TV launched an attempt by
pro football to Increass its audi-
énce in direct competition with
regularly scheduled program-
ming that offered Elizabeth
Taylor, Richard Burton and Lu.
cille Ball.

An estimated 85 million view-
ers, including many women sup-
posedly tuning in and turning on
with pro football for the first
time, were @&xpected to be
drawn by the glamor of the
gpectacle the sport has become
but they may not have been im-
pressed by the spédetacle the
game became,

In all, 21 penalties were called
with a total of 262 ynrds marked
off—more than the yardage
gained by the Browns in win-
ning thé National TFootball
League opener. The most dam-
aging penalties were assessed
against the Jets.

They were tagged with 18 in-
fractions for 161 yards—a club
reécord that obviously bothered
Coach Weeb Ewbank.

NEWPORT, R.I. (AP)—

A 16-25 knot southwest wind Is
predicted, giving Gretel II a
chance to see If she can take
her rival in heavy alr as well as
light.

Both yschts had protested fol-
lowing a collision at the start of

the second race. The committee
upheld Intrepld and ruled Gretel
II had fouled her.

Privately some Australians,
noting that the' race committee
was judge and Jury for n race it
was running, called the ruling
“a hometown decision’.

Jim Hardy, Gretel II's co-
helmsman, wios more moderate,
He sald on being notiffed: "I
don't see how they could have
reached that verdict'” and
turned back to work on his boat
which had been slightly dam-
aged in the collision.

Martin Visser, who shares
steering with Hardy, said the
committee “was in an Impossi-
ble situation.

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IN SUMMER,
FISH OOOL SPOTS

Fishing is the only sport in
the world when finding a cool
spol may mean you've found a
*hot spot."

Most anglers look to tradi-
tional ‘*hot spots' for their
summer fishing success, when
— in reality — they should be
gearching out those cool, shaded
places where fish find lite more
pleasant.

And a likely place to find such
an area is to check the back
ends of coves where water is
ghallowest. For here, by mid-
summer, water plants such as
algae and moas have developed
a thick, spongy layer that
serves as a water conditioner
for fish.

A common heory brought to
the attention of the fishing de-
partment is that water 1s cooler
beneath such a layer of plant
life. For one thing, the water Is
shaded from direct rays of the
sun. Another thought is that the
plants act as an evaporating
cooler for the water under-
neath. Whatever the reason,
these thick beds of water plants
are good places to fish during
July and August.

Tempting a bass or pike out
of & cool spot beneath the moss
isn't easy. One method calls for
using a pork rind frog, with &
gingle weedleas hook. (Another
popular lure s & sponge rubber
frog or mouse, with doubls
hooks imbedded in the lure to
prevent their being clogged by
algae or moss. The weedless
feature fs important.)

Cast the lure into the middle
of the weed bed. Let It sit &
minute, and then begin hopping
it along on top the moas. Stop
every few feet, then begin the
retrieve agaln.

When almost to the edge of
the weed bed, give the lure sev-
eral short, quick hops, hop it
into the water and then let the
line go slack. This simulates the
action of a frog jumping into
the water and then gliding
along without kicking.

It your boat is in the weed
bed never give up the retrieve
technique until the lure is in
the boat, A big bass will often
follow a park frog right up to
the boat before daciding to take
it for supper,

The umpire of the match be-
tween Hewitt and Mexico's Joa-
quin Loyo-Mayo said he had to
reprimand Hewitt for using
*'bad language' and for ‘‘delay-

The Board of Trustees of
Manchester Memorial Hos-

 pital last night voted to

proceed immediately with
the first phase of an addi-
tional $8.8 million, two-
phqse expansion and reno-
vation program at the hos-
pital, which is designed to
dovetail into the new $5.1
million east wing now near-
ing completion.

The trustees’ decision to be.
gin the first phase of the addl-
tional expansion — which basi-
cally will encompass a tripling
of emergency room and physi-
cal therapy facllities — was an-
nounced today by Jacob F. Mil-
ler, president of the board, ™

The board's action s still sub-
Ject to approval by both the
8tate Health Department and
the Health Care Facilitles Plan-
ning Council of Greater Hart-
ford.

Approval by those two agen-
cles, however, should pose no
problem, according to Edward

M. Kenny, hospital adminis-

trator, since the proposed ex-

pansion is part of over-all,
long-range planning for the ex-
pansion of Manchester Memo-
rial which has been underway
for several years.

The expansion to begin now
will be of gervice facllities only
and will add no new beds to the
hospital, Kenny said.

This phase will consist of a
26,800 square foot, two-level
addition to the north of the pres-
ent building, which will be con-
structed in the space between
the existing emergency room
and the new east wing.

The tota) project cost of the
first phase — designated in the
hagpital plans as Phase I.B —
will be an estimated $1.7 mil-
lion, including the cost of fur-
nishings, fees and equipment,
hospital officials estimate.

Cambodians Push F orward'
In Major War Operation

" PHNOM PENH, Cambodia

(AP) — The biggest govern-
ment operation of the Cambo-
dian war moved forward again
today after being stalled 10 days
by North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong forcea.

A spokesman said advance
elements were meeting light re.
slstance as they moved toward
the major enemy strongpoint In
the village of Talng Kauk, A7
miles north of Phnom Penh. It
was the first forward movement
reported by the government
since its troops were driven
from Talng Kauk and stalled in
thelr drive northward toward
the provincial capital of Kom-
pong Thom and the nation's
heartland.

The spokesman said the gov-
ernment force had moved about
half a mile toward the town. Re.
ports reaching Phnom Penh
sald up to 2,000 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong troops
were belleved still In Taing
Kauk,

There were no indications of
why the enemy had apparéntly
relaxed Its pressure. But vilag-
ers reported a few days ago that
some of the enemy troops ap-
peared to be moving out, and
there was speculation that they
were falling back to more easily
defendable positions,

Fighting intensified on anoth-
er Cambodian battle front,
Bouth Vietnamese headquartera
in Saigon sald six South Viet-
namese marines and 41 North
Vietnamese  were killed In
heavy fighting along the Bassac
River, 30 miles southeast of
Phnom Penh. Twenty-three
South Vietnamese were report-
ed wounded.

In Laos, the Communist Path-
et Lao accused royalist govemn-
ment troops of launching at-

Vietnumese support. Hanol Ra-
dlo quoted a Pathet Lao broad-
cast saying 11 battallons of roy-
al Laotian troops had staged nt-
tacka since Aug. 31 north and
south of Attopeu in southern
Laos, which fell to the Commu-
nist command in April,

The broadcast sald the royal-
st troops were nccompanied by
U.S. advigers and supported by
South Vietnamese special
forces.

The U.8, Command repeattd
o prepared statément saying,
“There are no U.S. ground com-
bat Lroops in Laos.' But it is
known that South Vietnamese
special forces and American re.
cannaissance patrols operate
along the Ho Chi Minh trail in
the lower Laotian panhandle,

Miltary attaches assigned to
the U.S. Embassy In Vientiane
and Central Intclligence Agency
agents also advise and operate
with Royal Laolian troops.

The Cambodian command in
Phnom Penh saild that 60,000
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong troops have been killed or
seriously wounded by Cambo-
dian, American and South Viet-
namese forces during the first
five months of the Cambodian
war. The command said about
5,000 Cambodian soldiers have
been killed or wounded.

Sources in Saigon sald the
claim of 40,000 enemy cosualties
appeared ¢xaggerated. A South
Vietnamese communique sald
{ta forces operating in Cambo-
dia had killed 11,446 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong L(roops
since March. South Vietnamesée
losses for the period were re-
ported as 1,084 killed and 4,850
wounded.

Routed by Jordanians

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
— Radio Amman reported
Jordanian troops support-
ed by artillery and war-
planes drove invaders from
Syria out of the country to-
day and King Hussein an-
nounced a cease-fire in all
Jordan, torn by six days of

The 34-year-old monarch also
aald a delegation of the heads of
Arab states meeling in Cairo en-
dorsed an agreement he
reached earlier with captured
guerrilla leaders on ending the
fight with Palestinian guerril-
las.

The king appealed to his roy-
allst forcies to observe this new
cenge-fire strictly.

‘I eammestly appeal to the
armed forces and thelr great
leader, my dear brother, Field
Marshal Habis Majall, to strict-
ly observe the cease-fire, to
abide by the new agreement
and start the operation of recon-
struction.”

He nlso appealed for healing
of the wounds between the army
and ‘‘honest guerrillas” and
called on both sides as well as
all people in Jordan to ‘“‘shake
off the traces of the black
crisis and tragedy.”

Hussein spoke on Radio Am-
man shortly after the official
staflon broadcast Majall’'s re-
port that tanks and troops that
entered northern Jordan on Sun-
day had been routed.

Just before Hussein went an
the air, the leader of the four-
man mission from Calro, Maj.
Gen. Jaafar ¢l Numalri, presi-
dent of Sudan, announced that
the members of his mission
“‘blessed the four-point agree-
ment and appeal to both sides of
the conflict to cease hostilities,"

day with Hussein and Yasir Ar-
afat, leader of the Palestine Lib-
eration Organization, and found
both “‘responsive and willing to
cooperate to end the current
bloody tragedy.'
