U.S. Fleet, Soviet Vessels,

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)

WITH THE 6TH FLEET (AP) 
— The U.S. 6th Fleet with Its jet 
bombers and Marines Is steam­
ing 160 miles from the troubled 
Middle East with the potent So­
viet M ^terfanean squadron 
following determinedly, but pol­
itely, in Its wake.

U.S. ships are moving in step 
with Soviet vessels wherever 
they may be in the Mediterra­
nean. “ You could say we share 
a common interest in what the 
other guy la doing,”  says Rear 
■ Adm. Roger Spreen.

The 6th Fleet was put on alert 
after Arab guerrillas hijacked 
four jetliners two weeks ago and 
held their passengers hostage. 
The Nixon administration or­
dered the fleet to stand by In 
case help is needed In evacuat­
ing Americans from war-tom 
Jordan.

At least <me of six Soviet ships 
in the area is in sight of the car­
riers Independence and Sarato­
ga at all times.

The light amber sides of a 
Kashin antiaircraft-missile de­
stroyer, serving as observer for 
a Soviet surface-to-surface mis­
sile cruiser, over the horizon, 
was spotted by the Independ­
ence Thursday.

Sometimes the big Russian 
cruisers show up with their 
crews rolling out missiles or 
training their gfun turrets. “ You 
can’t tell If they’re doing that 
for training or to .show us some­
thing,’ ’ said one officer on the 
Independence.

On paper, the two fleets are 
roughly matched with about 60 
ships each, including subma­
rines. Tile third U.S. carrier — 
the John F. Kennedy — and the 
helicopter assault carrier Guam 
have yet to arrive. Although the 
Soviets have two helicopter car­
riers, none is in the Mediterra­
nean.

Four other Soviet destroyers 
and one cruiser have been 
cleared for passage through the 
Bosporus from the Black Sea.

U.S.-Cuba Chill To Linger 
Despite Return of Hijacker

By GEORGE GEDDA 
Associated Press Writer 

WASHINGTON (AP) — State 
'Department officials express 
doubt the return of an alleged 
U.S. hijacker by Cuba foresha­
dows a thaw in the decade-long 
diplomatic estrangement be- 
twejen the two coimtrles.

Oracial purees say the action 
has'i^ot been accompanied by 
any softening of the anti-Ameri­
can rhetoric of Cuban policy 
statements.

"If anything, anti-American 
statements coming out of Ha­
vana have been on the increase 
lately,” one official ^ d .  “ We 
noticed a change for the worse 
starting about last April.”  

Nonetheless, officials were 
clearly pleased that Cuba for 
the first time in some 70 hijack­
ings over the past 10 y » r s  had 
at last consented to the direct 
return of an accused hijacker.

The United States repeatedly 
has made known to Cuba 
through independent channels 
its desire that hijackers be re­
turned for prosecution. About a

dozen have been allowed to 
leave the island and have re­
turned to the United States 
through various routes.

American officials were per­
mitted into Cuba Thursday to 
escort to Miami Robert Laba- 
die, a U.S. A r m y  private 
who is chaiged with hijacking a 
Trans World Airlines flight on 
Aug. 24. Labadie was returned 
shortly before noon on the sec­
ond of the daily refugee flights 
to Miami and placed in the cus­
tody of Justice Department offi­
cials.

Officials here noted there was 
no immediate explanation by 
Cuba for the unprecedented ac­
tion.

They observed, however, that 
Labadie’s return coincided with 
a commentary by Prensa Lati­
na, the official Cuban news 
agency, which characterized 
most American hijackers as ei­
ther spies for the Central Intelli­
gence Agoncy or common crimi­

Educational Utopia
sun another comprehensive study of 

educaUon In the United States has come 
forward and with it a gfeneral condemna- . 
Uon.

L^amingr is fun, it says, but schools 
are a horrible bord at best, an etfecUve 
unteaching- device at worst. The theme 
is now familiar, having been the cry for 
many years of the severest crlUcs of thd 
educaUon system.

This study is a three>-and-a-half-year 
effort commissioned by the Carnegie 
OorporaUon and carried out unddr 
Charles E. Silberman, a non-educator 
who has been familiar with teaching and 
its problems.

The report pulls no punches. It says, 
for instance —

“ Because adults take the schools so 
much for gprant^ they fall to appreciate 
what grrlm, joyless places most Ameri­
can schools are, how oppressive and 
peUy are the rules by which they 
are governed, how InteUectually stdrlle 
and estheUcally barren the atmosphere, 
what an appalling lack of civlUty obtains 
on the part ot teachers and principals, 
what contempt they unconsciously dis- 
ply lor children as children.”

Elsewhere the report observes that 
schools are “ Intolerable”  not because 
teachers are incompetent. Indifferent, or 
cruel, but because they are vlctlmlied 
by the present system as much as the 
students.

Of suburban schools, SUb^rman, the 
author, says this;

“ Our preoccupaUons with the urban 
crisis must not be permitted to blind us 
to the Important, If less ui^ent, delebts 
of pubUc schools everywhere. In good 
measure, thd defects and failures of the 
slum schools are but an exaggemted 
version of what’s wrong with all schools.
To be sure, the schools In middle class 
neighborhoods seem to do a better job of 
tetichlng the basic skills of literacy and 
computation, hence their students are 
better equipped to earn a living. But this 
“ success”  is due far less to the schools 
themselvds than to what has been call­
ed “ the hidden curriculum of the mid­
dle-class home.”

On the subject of training to earn a 
living the report says:

Education should prepare peopld not 
just to earn a living but to Uye a life— a 
creative, humane, and sensitive life. 
This means that a school must provide 
a liberal, humanizing education. And 
the purpose of liberal educatlmi must kc, 
and indeed always has been, to educate 
educators — to turn out men and wom- 
eni who are capable of educating their 
families, their friends, thdlr communi­
ties, and most fanportantly, themselves.” 

Thus the objectives of many reformers, 
whose approach is lauded in the report, 
ard linked with some erf thfe most tradi­
tional thought in education.

What the report recommends as a 
cure for the grim, joyless, atmospheref- 
of the classroom Is, generally speaking, 
the chlld-oiientdd, individualized in- 
stsuction of an informal classroom in 
which the rigid lesson plan and Its rigid 
time schedule are abandoned.

In this setup, problems of discipline 
and order would be fewer. “ It Is 
not thd children vrtio are disruptive,’ ’ 
says the report, “ it Is the formal class­
room that la disruptive — of childhood 
Itself."

Freed from the overburdening prob­
lems of maintaining order, the teacher 
is fred to teach each pupil, or rather to 
help each one learn, and learn to learn.

'Thus far the recommendations follow 
the familiar ones of the most articulate 
recent rdformers. They depart from 
those of certain reformers, however. In 
one respect.

Adults would not abdicate the respon­
sibility for setting subject mattdr. 
“ Some things are more Important than 

'  others ‘ and adults have to make 
conscious choices about which Is which,”  
and guide children accordingly, Mr. ^11- 
berman coacludks.

’The danger of overslmplifyii^ a rd- 
port that took so long to develop and 
which runs to more than 000 pages Is 
great. Ttad book will be published Ctet.
10. Everyone seriously interestdd In edu­
cation will want to read It.

Meanwdiile It may be profitable for 
some parents to dwell a while on the 
main points of the rdport.

Let us suppose the classroom is as 
dull a place as the report makes It out 
be — and there are probably many par­
ents who remeihber thdlr oWn early 
classrooms as being less than scintillat­
ing.

Suppose, too, that the informal ap­
proaches suggested in the report would 
Indeed breathd life into learning. Most 
parents will realise that a spontaneous 
family discussion on some matter of 
intellectual Interest Is more rewarding 
to evdryone Involved than tutoring a 
child in his homework assignment, even 
given a knowledge <rf the subject and 
sound pedagogical instincts.

If both those points are valid, what 
then?

How can the suggestions bd Im­
plemented In a public school system 
without discarding what we tdready have 
from K to 12? ’To what'degree can we 
unStructure within the structure?

Can such an Informality bd Instituted 
at the lower grades without drasUcsdly 
changing things at the upper grades? 
Can the Informality at one level ever be 
coihpatlble with formality at another?

Assuming thesd problems could be 
solved, what hapi>ens In each class­
room? 'The teacher Is presumably able 
to have the right materials at hand; 
seize each opportunity to exploit a Idam- 
Ing experience when It arises, gauge and 
stimulate the interest of each pupil, 
pushing nond to point of boredom, and 
cutting off none before he has satisfied 
his current motivation; and remain with­
in some semblance of a curriculum.

’There sterns to be an Implication In 
the account of thd report that an or­
dinary teacher can do that with a class 
of 25 eager learners.

Parents who examine their own ex­
periences might well cwicludd It takes 
an extraordinary person.

The same noble effort at Informality, 
spontaneity, and Inspired participation 
with subtle guidance In the course of 
planning a slmpld family party or ex­
cursion often gets bogged down. The par­
ent who can carry It off with any regu­
larity Is an. exception. Most often the 
parent has to lean on the crutch of 
structure or the project will fall and 
promotd all-round frustration.

One other problem In making re­
forms along the lines suggested by the 
report Is the reluctance most parents 
have to accept any kind of dvaluatlon 
of their children’s accomplishment short 
of numerical grade, linked to a distinct 
subject area and measured agaiiut some 
established standard. Parents, llkd 
teachers and students, may be victims 
of the system.

TTie report, no doubt, contains some 
specific answers. At first glance, how­
ever, 1 tseems to suggest extraordinary 
ever. It seems to suggest extraordinary 
administrators who have the cooperation 
of parents with extraordinary under­
standing.

Hope on the Campus
Open Form

Spurning Spurious Accommodation
Rejection of the so-called “ Princeton 

Plan”  by Yale U a hopeful sign the uni­
versity may be getting back on the edu­
cational track after Ito May Day derail­
ment.

TTie Princeton Plan calto for a two- 
week shutdown of college campuses this 
fall to enable students — and, no doubt, 
faculty members as well — to take ac-- 
live part in the political campaigns with­
out hindrance of study and classes. It Is 
best described as a sop to campus dissi­
dents. It will amount to little more than 
a student “ goof off”  o n ^  mass scale’ 

Sure, there will be some with earnest 
political convictions who will use the two 
weeks championing one candidate or an­
other. But the odds are the ones who 
wiU make moat cc^ltal of the time wlU 
be the campus radicals, while the bulk 
of the student body will be simply enjoy­
ing a bonus vacation.

Shutting down the campus so that stu­
dents can presumably ring doorbells and 
hand out campaign literature makes as 
much sense as giving everybody time off 
for the deer season or the January white 
sales.

And why should college students, just 
because they are college students, be 
elevated to the status of a privileged 
class? Why should they be given prefer­
ential treatment over others of the same 
age who ore not In college but working? 
Or even over those who must find their 
own time for politics, perhaps because 
as fathers and mothers, brothers and 
sisters they are sacrificing to send some­
one to college? '

The pirfitical season cannot be com­
pressed Into a two-week period. The idea 
that It can comes from fatuous thinking 
that pirfiticB can be turned on and oft like 
a faucet. Each Individual practices poli­
tics in his own way, whether in months 
of quiet rumination that expresses Itself 
In the polling booth, or In hyx>eractivlty 
that lives each day for pc^tlM. A two- 
week foray Into the wmrld of pMtlcs by 
college students seems presumptuous 
and purposeless.

BERKELEY, Cal. — The fact 
that University of California ad- 
mlnistratOTB are quietly calling 
in radical professors to discuss 
their* conduct during the wild 
days of last spring is one rea­
son for nurturing slender hope 
about the school year ahead.

’The administrators, to be 
sure, contemplate no disciplin­
ary action for the professors’ 
contributions to “ reconstitut:
Ing the university’s eight cam­
puses In the hysterical after­
math of Cambodla-Kent State. 
But these professors are being 
asked pointed questions about 
their springtime £is8ault on 
academic standards In sym­
pathy with radical political ac­
tivity, opening their classes to 
late registering radical students 
who then received a full semes­
ter’s credit. In this fashion, one 
psychology class on Berkeley 
campus ballooned from about 
150 to over 600 last spring just 
before semester’s end.

’That the university’s adminis­
trators are now reassessing last 
spring with a critical eye re­
flects a remarkable transfor­
mation In less than four 
months. When we were here In 
May, administrators openly re­
joiced that violence had been 
averted through the new spirit 
of “ reconstitution”  and winked 
at academic abuses.

Now, thanks to pressure from 
the public, <rom the university’s 
regents, and most significantly, 
from, some faculty members, 
these same administrators are 
conceding that avoidance of vio­
lence is not the sole criterion 
for saving the university and" 
that educational processes had 
teetered to the brink of chaos 
in May.

Consequently, those concern­
ed faculty members who last 
spring could only despair for 
the future of their university 
and for higher . education In 
America now, at least, dare to 
hope.

On the Berkeley campus, in­
cubator of student revolution 
for the rest of ihe university 
and the nation, there are super­
ficially hopeful/signs. ’The sum­
mer session ptussed with scarce- . 
ly a word. About “ reconstitu­
tion.”  I^iere'^is no visible plan­
ning for the fail semester by 
campus extremists, contrasting 
with feverish activity a year 
ago. TTih Dally Californian, the 
radicalized student newspaper, 
has r^uested an interview with 
Gov./Ronald Reagan — seen by 
the governor’s office as a con- 
clUatory geriure.

Aut such signs constitute only 
th'e calm of temporary emo­
tional exhaustion which always 
has followed convulsicns since 

, the campus revolution started 
here in 1964. The new factor 
this time is that responsible 
faculty membeiB finally have 
found their voices.

Through the summer on all

eight campuses, they have been 
organizing and conferring with 
each other. They feel UiA admin­
istrators, swayed by raucous 
agitation of radical students and 
faculty the past five years, can 
now be moved by equally mili­
tant defense of aqaclemlc stand­
ards.

Such responsible professors 
have become particularly ag­
gressive on the San Diego cam­
pus, calling upon the university, 
to undo the damage done by-‘ 
chancellor William McGill be- _ 
fore he left San Diego a few 
weeks ago to become president 
of Columbia University.

They complain that, by giving 
black and brown students veto 
power over faculty appointments 
and promotions in their new 
Third College at San Diego, Mc­
Gill not only subverted academic 
standards but beckoned radical 
students nationwide to what un­
til recently had been a quiet 
campus. Less well organized 
than their San Diego colleague, 
Berkeley’s faculty moderates 
are similarly outraged by eroded 
academic standards In the black 
studies program.

President Nixon’s Incessant 
public prodding that university 
administrators and faculty must 
put their house In order Is im­
portant In this proces. California 
administrators generally lyesent 
White House Intervention, arg;u- 
Ing It only provokes the stu­

dents. But faculty moderates, in­
cluding many an anti-Nlxon 
Democrat, believe pressure from 
the President Is paying off.

TTie hour is indeed late for 
higher education to save Itself 
without overt government Inter­
vention. Yet, there are glimmer­
ings of imderstanding here that 
violence is not the worst thing 
that can happen to a university 
and that the true danger is the 
destruction of academic integ­
rity. TTie test will be whether 
this new mood survives that 
first Inevitable campus confron­
tation of the new school year.

Republican candidate Robert 
Steele took on his Democratic 
opponent John Pickett on famil­
iar territory in lUs home town 
church.

Hie debate proceeded 
smoothly on a subdued level 
throughout the evening. It lack­
ed the emotions of Tuesday’s 
firstround debate on the MQddle 
East situation before the 
Hadaasah group of the Temple 
Beth Israel, but the room tem­
perature was far more con­
ducive to listening to political 
statements.

Neither candidate revealed 
any new ideas or programs 
which they have not already 
been calling for during the cam­
paign.

Pickett summed up the na- 
tien’s problems in two words; 
“ Money and unrest,”  while 
Steele ticked off a brief list of 
congre0BlonaL.reforms he favor­
ed, including reform of the 
seniority system in Oongreas 
and the need for federal 
revenue sharing programs.

Steele was particularly strong 
in his criticism of the present 
Oongreas vdilch he alternately 
described as "lethargic, do 
nothing. Ineffective.”

He claimed Congress has 
passed only seven non-ap­
propriation bills out of 61 sub­
mitted.

Heading the list of stalled 
bills which Steele supports are 
welfare reform legislation, the 
federal revenue sharing plane 
which wotdd bring Vernon 
1200,000, according to the Re­
publican, and the- creation of 
uniform federal standards of in­
dustrial pollution controls.

Both candidates favor remov­
ing the present low celling on 
income which can be earned 
under social security, and 
Steele would like to see auto­
matic coet of living ac^ustments 
made under the Social Security 
program; .

Steele called for more atten- 
tica to be given mass transit 
proposals which “ would enable 
the traveling between Vernon 
and Hartford in less than 46 
minutes at 7:80 a.m.”

' The nation’s priorities should 
be reevaluated according to 
both Steele and Pickett, both of 
whoip advocate withdrawal 
from Vietnam and cuts in de­
fense flfpendlng.

Both also called for conver­
sion of the district’s industry 
to a peacetime economy, a 
situation which, according to 
Steele should have been plan­
ned for five or ten years ago.

Pickett placed major empha­
sis OR the need for federal 
judicial reform, “ My bag is the 
court system.”  He hopes to ap­
ply his “ expertise and knowl­
edge gained from 12 years in 
thd General Assembly and us 
chairman of the State Senate 
Judiciary Committee to this 
task. “ An effective court sys­
tem is the bedrock of democ­
racy,”  he explained.

'The difficulties of obtaining 
money for mortgages and bust- .1 
ness purposes and the other f 
problems caused by inflation { 
were decried by Pickett.

Pickett would fight for in­
creased spending in the areas 
of education, health and hous­
ing, emd was critical of Presi­
dent Nixon’s recent vetos in 
these areas.

A Homemaker can be a sub­

family in home management.

She is not a domestic, but she 
will shop, cook, take care of 
children and keep t^e house, in 
order.

Neither is she a nurse, but 
she can carry out the instruc­
tions of the Public Health 
Nurse; imder contract with the 
MPHNA some cafe of the elder­
ly ..is relmbursible under Medi­
care.

The Homemaker’s hours are 
geared to the. needs of her cli­

ent, and her service in each 
case is temporary, a matter of 
weeks or months. She works 
with tier clients to find a long- 
range solution to their prob­
lems. The most Valuable contri­
bution a worker makes is in­
tangible; she is there, she un­
derstands and comforts and _ 
cares.

The work of the Homemaker 
Service is guided by a board of 
directors and a number of com­
mittees, of which all members 
are volunteers from the com­
munity. Mrs. John P. Cheney 
Jr., president of the Board, re­
calls tiiat ln,1962 a need was felt 
by the directors of the MPHNA 
for a homemaking service in 
Manchester and a planning com­
mittee was formed, to result in 
1964 in the new agency with a 
director and offices at 237 E. 
Center St. Any resident of Man­
chester or South Windsor may 
call upon the seiwice, and fees 
are based upon a family’s ability 
to pay.

The Manchester Homemaker 
Service is one of the Red Feath­
er agencies of the Manchester 
United Fund, whose annual 
campaign will be conducted in 
October.

Republican politicians have 
rebutted talk of administration 
responsibility for collegiate vio­
lence with charges the commis­
sion was packed with liberals 
trying to excuse permissive­
ness.
*^The final report Is scheduled 
to be made public at 6 p.m.

A spokesman for the commis­
sion said special reports on vio­
lence at Kent State and Jackson 
State colleges, which claimed 
the lives of six students, will be 
made public next Monday or 
Tuesday.

Members of the nine-man 
commission, headed by former 
Pennsylvania Gov. William W. 
Scranton,”̂ have made few public 
statements about their three- 
month Investigation.

When one member, Joseph R, 
Rhodes Jr., 22, of Harvard Uni­
versity, said he wanted to find 
out whether statements by Pres­
ident Nixon and Vice Presi­
dent Agenw "are killing people," 
the vice president called for his 
resignation.

Rhodes, one of four Negroes 
on the panel, refused to reslĝ n 
and said later he believes the 

_ President is making sincere ef­
forts to reduce violence and un­
rest.

Rhodes told an audience at 
West Virginia State, College Fri­
day a vast social war is devel­
oping and the Nixon administra­
tion is partly responsible.

He discounted speculation the 
commission report would be an 
Indictment of the way the ad­
ministration has handled stu­
dent disorders. But he said com­
mission members "are in the 
business of Informing everybody 
of how he’s — Nixon’s — con­
tributing to the problem.’ ’ 

Scranton said at the start of 
the investigation in July, "We 
are approaching our task, to get 
to the root of the tragedies at 
Kent and Jackson State.”

There are a few indications as 
to what will be in the report.

One commission Investigator, 
lawyer Terry Baker of Port­
land, Ore., has said: "The prob­
lem on the campus transcends 
the campus. It involves foreign 
policy, proverty, racism and the 
other social Issues of the day."

Commission researcher Ro­
land D. Patzer, himself dean of 
students at the University of 
Vermont, said in an interview 
that much of the blame may be 
placed on college administra­
tors who are "making too damn 
many mistakes.”  ^

Leaders Say Hussein 
Violates Truce in Jordan

Cambodian^ Laotian Troops 
Seize Areas Held hy Cong

SAIGON (AP) — Government 
troops In Cambodia and Laos 
have captured key areas of 
their countries from Commu­
nist-led forces with support 
from American warplanes, offi­
cers said today.

In Cambodia, a large force 
carrying out the first major 
government offensive of the 
Cambodian war seized the vil­
lage of Taing Kauk, driving out 
an enemy force that had 
blocked its progress lor two 
weeks.

In Laos, government forces 
seized a hill position called 
Xieng Dat overlooking the prov­
incial capital of Attopeu. Atto- 
peu is on the Bolovens plateau 
in southern Laos near the north­
ern border of Cambodia.

Both battle sites are on North 
Vietnamese river and land infil­
tration corridors that have been 
under daily U.S. bombing at­
tacks aimed at curbing the flow 
of enemy troops and war mate­
rials southward into Cambodia 
and South Vietnam.

Taing Kauk, along Route 6 be­
tween Phnom Penh and the 
provincial capital of Kompong 
Thom 80 miles to the north, was

captured by the Cambodians 
Friday.

Associated gpress correspond­
ent John T. Wheeler reported 
from Phnom Penh that outnum­
bered North Vietnamese and 
V’lCt Crng traaps apparently had 
evacuated nearly all their 
troops and casualties from dug- 
in bunkers before the final as­
sault on the village. The final 
drive came from the west after 
a North Vietnamese strongpoint 
in the town’s high school was 
destroyed by air and artillery 
strikes.

The Cambodian troops who 
captured the village reported 
finding four enemy- soldiers 
dead and a small quantity of 
arms and ammunition.

A spokesman for the Cambo­
dian military command refused 
to disclose the government cas­
ualty figures in the battle but in­
dicated they were light. Local 
corhmanders had reported 
Thursday that more than 200 
Cambodian troops had been 
killed or seriously wounded in 
the two-week effort to take 
Taing Kauk. Enemy losses were 
not known.
- The spokesman .said the vil­
lage was not heavily damaged.
