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Presidential Panel
Raps Kent Killings

WASHINGTON (AP) A
Presidential task force has de-
nounced both the violent actions
of some studenta at Kent State
University and what it de-
scribed as indiscriminate shoot-
ing by the Ohlo Natlonal Guard,

The Commisslion on Campus
Unrest termed the actions of
some students last Muay 4 as vi.
olent and criminal and the ac-
tlon of some others as danger-
ous, récklesa and Irresponsible.

The commission denounced
the guard's fatal shooting of
four students and wounding of
nine others as ‘‘unnecessary,
unwarranted and inexcusable,"
and said the confrontation ‘‘was
not a danger which called for le-
thal force.'

The judgments were con-
tained In a 22,500-word -Investi-
gative report, released Sunday
night, which focused exclusively
on the Kent State incident.

““The ... trag¢dy must surely
mark the last time that loaded
rifles nre issued as a matter of
course to guardsmen confront.
ing student demonstrators,' de-
clared the panel.

In Ohio, Gov. James A,
Rhodes, Kent. Sta Présldent
Robert 1. White and Adjutant
Gen. Sylvester T. Del Corso of
the Ohio National Guard al] de-
clined comment.

They noted they are under
court order not to discuss the is-
sue until a state grand jury fin-
-ishes hearings.

The document represenfed the
completion of the commission's
three-month probe Into violence
on the nation’s campuses.

General rédcommendations
were unvelled a week ago, and
detailed findings were released
Thursday on the shooting deaths
of two students at Jachkson State
College, also termed unjustified,

The Kent State report said the
Guard had committed “a seri.

ous error' in attempting (o dis.
perse what was, at first, a
peaceful gathering.

The subsequent burst of 61
shots within a 13.second period,
without any apparent order lo
open fire, “cannot be justified,”
the commission said,

The report rejected claims of
sniper fire,

In hundreds of interviews,
three days of hearings and 5,000
pages of FBI reports, '‘nothing
was found to indicate that any-
one other than a guardsman dis-
charged a firearm during the in-
cident," it sald.

But Lt, Col, J. E. P. McCann,
an aide to .Del Corso, said in
Ohio Sunday, "Our policies ha-
ven't changed. We still feel the
individual at the very least is
entitied to protdet himself, real-
lzing, of course, that when they
put ammunition in the rifles is
up to the commander on the
scene. The men will be armed
and issued ammunition."

Of the violence committed by
some of the Kent State students,
Commission Chalrman Willlam
W. Scranton, former Republican
governor of Pennsylvania, said:

"Those who wreaked havoc on
the town of Kent, those who
burmed the ROTC bullding,
thos¢ who nttacked and stoned
Nationnl Guardsmen, and all
thoze who urged them on and
applauded thelr deeds, share
the responsibility for the deaths
and injuries of May 4.

“Wolence by students on or
off the campus can never b¢
justified by any grievance, phi-
losophy, or political idea,’”’ he
sald. “There can be no sanc-
tuary or immunity from prose-
cution on the ¢ampus , .., "

Heavy Docket Confronts
Top Court After Recess

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court returned from a
13-week recess today facing n
docket bulging with cases that
could determine the pace of
school desegregation, the legall-
ty of the Vietnam war and the
fate of hundreds of persons oc-
cupying death rows,

Chief Justice Warren E. Bur-
ger opened the new term at
10:20 a.m. before a packed
courtroom. All nine justices
were atl thelr places to witnoess
the admission of 55 attorneys.
The court adjourned at the con-
clusion of the 20-minute, un-
eventfulsession,

The remalnder of the work
week the justices will consider
hundreds of appeals at private
conferences and decide which
few score to hear and which

many, many more to reject out
of hand.

These decisions will be an-
nounced next Monday, but will
be overshadowea by a larger
event that day: Oral argument
of school cases from Charlotte,
N.C., Mobile, Ala., and Athens,
Ga., that present all facets of
the current school desegrega-
tion debate.

These include the legitimacy
of mass busing lo achieve ra-
c¢lally balanced schools, Con-
gress' intent in attaching an an-
tibusing provision to the 1964
civil rights law and the extent of
desegregation required by the
Constitution,

| Country to Become Republic

Cambodian Legislators Vote
To End Nation’s Monarchy

PHNOM PENH (AP) — Cam-
bodin’'s national assembly and
senate voled unanimously today
to end thelr country's ancient
monarchy nnd replace it with a
republic,

The legislatlors at a joint ses-
sion said the republic would be
prociaimed Oct. 9 and would go
into effect Nov. 1. Chief of State
Chen Heng leaves Oct. § to
speak to the U.N. General As.
sembly in New York.

Tho switch to a republic Is de-
signed chlefly as a blow against
Prince Norodom Sihanouk, the
deposed chief of state and head
of the royal house, who has set
up & government-in-exile in Pe-
king. Western political observ-
ers sald that while the constitu-
tional changes that would result
were not yet clear, they doubled
that there would be any
immediate change in Premier
Lon Nol's government or its op-
erations

Chen Heng ls expected lo re-
main as chief of state, He was
elected by the parllament when
it deposed Sihanouk in mid-
March,

By proclaiming a republic,
the government undoubtedly
hopes to undermine Sthanouk’s

claims that he is still the right.
ful chief of state. The govern-
ment also hopes that abolition of
the monarchy will help wipe out
the loyalty to the prince and his
family that lingers among the
peasants in the countryaide.
Lon Nol, who headed the gov-
ernment under Sthanouk, began
promising Lo proclaim a republ
f¢ soon after he deposed the
prince last March 18. For the
past month the government
press agency has been publish-
ing constitutions of Asian and
western democracles and re-
publics to stir up public interest,

Sthanouk In a recent broad-
cast from Peking noted Lon
Nol's plans and sald Cambodia
has been a de facto republic
since 1960, when he refused to
take the throne of his dead fath.
er and had himself named chief
of state Instead. Sthanouk sald
the present constitution could
serve for o republic i Il was
amended.

In voting for a republic today,
the legislators clted the parlia-
ment's election of Sthanouk In
1960 as precedent for thelr ac-
tion. -

In the war, Cambodlan troops
beat back a heavy 1l-hour at-
tack on a base on Phnom Penh's

A proposal for a new type of zone in Manchester that
would allow residential, business and industrial uses to
exist together in a single, totally planned tract will be

the main itém of a public hearing when the Plannjng and

Zoning Commission meets to-
night at 7:30 in the Municipal
Bullding hearing room.

The proposal, if adopted,
would create within the pres-
ent zoning regulations a ‘‘Com-
prehensive Urban Development
Zone, or CUD Zone. -

The CUD Zone would be an
all-new, totally planned com-
munity of 100 acres or more.
Single hdmes, apartmonts (in-
cluding high-rise), schools,
shopping centers,  parks,
churches, certain kinds of in-
dustry—all would be permitted
within the zone.

The concept, which has been
worked out by Town Planner
J. Bric Potter, is for something
Uke the totally planned commu-
nitles created in England and
Europe since World War II —
only on & much amaller scale.

The idea, Potter says, s to
allow the kind of active, urban
environment most people seem
to prefer — where homes are
close to shopping, jobs,
gchools, lelsure activities, and
80 forth — but to create the en-
tire environment from
‘‘scra 80 it would be free
of problems of trafflic, inade-
quate -housing, lack of open
spaces that plasgue most cities.

A single developer would be
responsible for all planning and

rise regulations; the Central
Business District and 'the CUD
Zone would be the only locas
tiona in town allowing high-rise
construction.

The 28 Seconds

The basic evidence in the Scranton
concluiion that the law
officers in Mississippl weére gullty of
‘over-reaction' on Jackson State cam-
pus last spring was the sound track of
the television tape which covered the

events on campus that day,

Commissién's

All the.other evidence the Commission.
accumulated sustained, and did not chal-
lenge, the verdict suggested by the
sounds on that tape.

There was, first, a sound as of &
bottle being smasheéd. There was, next,
one unidentified ‘‘pop.”

Then there was, within a second, a
orash of guqﬂro which, when timed,
was found to have last for 28 seconds.

As the membdrs of the Commission
knew the situation, the state and city
police on the scens were firing shot-
guns loaded with buckshot instead of
the customary birdshot,. with machine
guns, and with armor-pidreing shells,
and they were firing into a crowd in
front of a girl's dormitory and into the
dormitory itself.

Take this knowledge of the kind of
weapons and targets involved, and then
listen to the imaginary gunfire by your
own watch for 28 séconds, and you will
conclude that there was some kind of
miracle, along with some intentional bad
aiming, when this barrage ended up
with only two students dead and only 12
wounded.,

The Scranton Commission was ~un-
able to uncover any dvidence that there
had been any sniper shot to trigger off
this. police barrage. Nor could it find
anybody who had ordered the police to
fire, It did find, and it did warn all stu.
dents, at Jackson State and elsewhere,
that the vile use of ¢pithets on law en-
forcement officers can trigger ‘‘violent
if unjustifiable responsd.'”

In commenting on his own reactions
to his hearing of that gunfire tape,
former Governor Scranton sald the fol-
lowing :

“We have to act against the fear and
hatred that divide América today, be-
tween white and black, young and old.
We have to act against the uncivilized
intolerance and violence. We neéd an in-
ternal and external cease-fire, an end
to racism, a restoration of understand-
ing and compassion.”’

Former Governor Scranton and his
Commission later on found that 28 sec.
ond sound of gunfire even more horri-
ble when, confronting the police offirinls
of the scene, they had failed to uncover
or elleit any slight admission of either’
error or regret, We doubt, either, that
they found any subséquent softening of
epithets among the students who were
on campus that day.

We have a long way to go, all of us.

Opinion Poll In Shelton

Public - opinion polls are often inac-
curate, and even the most sclentific of
them sometimes can point to false com-
clusions,

Nevertheless, some of the findings of
the poll aponsoreg' recently by Rep:
James S. Connery of/ Shelton seems to
indicate the thinking of his constituents.
This 18 especlally true because opinion
on some of the issues were overwhelm-
ingly one-sided.

The results might well help gulde Con-
nery's stand in the legislature if he is re-
elected next November—or the stand of
his successor. And they should be of in-
terest to legislators and residents in oth-
er parts of the Valley.

—Those polled were overwhelmingly
in favor of annual sessions of the legisla-
ture. The vote was 756 to 109.

It has become increasingly clear in re-
cent yeurs that an important industrial
state llke Connecticut does indeed need
annual seasions to cope with the flood of
legislative and budgetary business.

Under the present system, masses of
bills tend to be rushed through the legis-
lnture at the end of the session without
adequate consideration, Storles are told
about some legislators who hardly know
what they are voting for, so great is the
pressure to pass the measures and ad-
journ the biennial session.

More and more people are coming to

- belleve that budgeting cannot be done
successfully unless the legisluture meets
annually. ®It is almost impossible for thé
legislator to anticipate pecurately the
trend of expenditures and tax receipts
for the two years ahead.

—Large majoritiea favored a state lot-
tery and horse-racing in Connecticut,
The vote on the lottery question was 812
to 97, while the vote on horse-racing was
748 to 148, ’

The poll seems to Ipdicate what al-
ready was perfectly clear — that large
numbers of good citizens like to bet, and
see nothing wrong with it when it Is
properly controlled. It Is true that there
are many thoughtful people of good con-
sclence who consider gambling an evil
to be suppressed. Thege seem to be In
the minority,

There are two reasons frequently men-
tioned for legalizing a lottery and horse-
racing, One 15 that taxes on these netivi-
ties would benefit the state and lighten
the burden on the taxpayers, The other
is that.they would divert to the good use
the revenue that now goes Into fllegal
and criminal channels.

—Those polled voted decisively agalnst
letting young people 18, 19 and 20 yesrs
old hold state office — even if they are

. given the franchise. The vote was 702 to
218,

Again, this seems a wise decision.

Whatever or not we think a young man
or woman of 18 Is old enough to vote,
most of us can agree that most persons
of that age probably lack the experience
to be a public officlal.

~Noteworthy was the large vote in
favor of liberalizing the abortion laws —
690 to 205,

Some of these issues will be on the bal-
lot'in_November as referendums on con-
stitutional amendments, including an-
nuel sessions and office-holding at 18. If
it does no more than focus public atten-
tion on these questions, the poll will
have been worthwhile. — THE BVE.

What Makes Reagan Run

ANAHEIM, Calll.—Even the
fiercely conservative Republican
faithful of Orange County could
scarcely believe their ears when
Gov. Ronald Reagan told a fund-
ralsing banquet here last week:
*“This is not going to be an eusy
battle for us.”

In truth, seldom has a cam-
paign for governor of Culifornii
been less suspenseful. Reagan
seems headed for o landslide re-
election against the faction-torn,
penniless Democrats. Yet Rea-
gan's public admon'tions in
Orange County are mirrored in
private pep talks to political
aides. I don't want to be an-
other Dewey,”” he tells them,
warning ngainst overconfidence.

Reagan {s running hard. While
other Californin  candidates
gearch for thelr next campaign
dime, Reagan's budget is lavish
—admittedly $1.6 milllon, twice
that by the guess of others, Per-
haps the best stump speaker In
America, his campaign is mas-
terful. In an autumn of apathy,
Reagan generates rare visceral
reaction hitting the issues every-
body else talks about: Law and
order, campus unrest, drugs.
weltare chiseling.

The answer 1o what makes
Reagan run so hard is found in
Republican power realities, nj-
tional and state. He is not really
concerned by the absurdly re-
mote possibility of losing lo
Democrat Jess Unruh Nov, 3.
Rather, he needs a huge major-
ity to preserve his power here
in California and to fortify him-
self as the nation's No. 2 Repub-
lean. -

Actuaily, some enthusiastic
Reaganites are thinking well be-
wond No. 2. In one major Cal-
ffornia county, for example,
Reagan's campaign  chalrman
has been telling business associ-
ates that “on Nov. 4, we begin
the dump-Nixon movement."”

*'8uch zeil does mol reflact the

Reagan inner circle, which un-
derstands the futllity in trying to
block President Nixon's reno-
mination. Instead, Reagan's
advisers see him as o donser-

vative tug on Mr.* Nixon, his
prestige reaching neross the
continent into the White House.
*We plan to lean a little heavier
on Nixon the next four yeurs,”
a Reagan intimate confided to
us.

To do so will require the po-
litical ‘eredentinls of a big Ren-
gan win this year. So will the
maintenance of his unprecedent-
ed political control in California.
In a state notorious for frag-
mented power, the ex-movie ae-
tor has tuken over his politienl
party as no previous governor
has done.

Hig political prime minister
in this operation has been Tom
Reed, Republican Natlonal Com-
mitteeman and Rengun's cam-
piign mannger. Heir to am oil
and n physiclst by profession,
Reed has developed from an
enthusinstic conservative ama-
teur to an astute political oro-
fessional He has conducted
comprehensive  fund - raising
(known  here as "Reagan's
vocuum cleaner'') which has
sucked up all nvailable Repub-
lHean money, intentionally re-
ducing other Republican can-
didates to vassals relying upon
the governor's favor., o

Because of this dependency,
other Republican notables are
suppressing anti-Reagan  sentl-
ments, But many warmn things
will change after the election
“When we reconvene in Janue
ary,” a leading Republican State
Assemblyman told us, “Reagan
will be a lame duck.”

Reagan's advisers disagree,
picturing him as another Hiram
Johngon, the greal progressive
Republican  who  dominated
California from the 1.5, Senate
after leaving the governorship,
Whether merely a ploy or not,
hints from Reagan's office that
he might run for the Senate in
1972 make him that much less
the ‘lme  duck —the next four
years.

Similarly, the governor's in-
slders insist there i3 no com-
mitment about a successor-—nol
even to Edward Reinecke, pluck-

Fischetti

ed by Reagan from Congress-
ional obscurity to become leu-
tennpnt governor. A Reagan in-
timate snys privately his own
choice for the succession is,
amazingly, Assembly Speaker
Robert Monagin, & moderate
liberal expected to be critically
anti-Reagan in 1971. The techni-
que is clear; The many Repub-
lleans who want to be governor
of Californin  will hesitate to
battic Reagnn if they believe
his anointment might  yet be
thelrs,

The Reagnn picture, then, is
one of a subtle, self-confident
politican, not only instinctively
attuned to what bothers voters
but skilled in political maneu-
ver. Though the odds nare
against Reagan's cver entering
the White House, n nervous Mr,
Nixon may be hearing footsteps
over his shoulder from out West
—particularly {f the governor
gets that landslide he so dearly
covets.

Preceding the  Manchester
robbery, Brown, Carmichael
and Masgachusetts
man, Willlam Royde, had rob-
bed $18,368 from' @ Brockton,

In this robbery, the
men, armed and

National Bank of Brockton on
Oct, 18, and were observed by
an 'off-duty policeman across
the street. The unarmed police-
man ran across the street, took
the keys out of the bandits' get-
away car, and called for help,

Upon emerging from the
Brockton bank, the three found
themselves without a car, and
hijacked one from & man near-
by. By thia time, police crulsers

had come on the scene, and had ’

blocked off the area. Cut off by
detectives, the getaway car ran
head-on Into a bua.

The three robbers were taken
into custody, and charged with
armed robbery with masks, as-
sault with attempt to murder,
assault by means of a danger-
ous weapon, and two counts of
“Jarceny of & car, They were tak-
en to the Plymouth, Mass,
House of Correction, where
they escaped on Oct. 18.

Brian Dunbar, information of-
ficer for the Safety Board, said
the plane’s co-pilot, Ronald G,
Skipper, 34, who survived, had
been questioned ‘“‘only in the
most brief fashion."”

Skipper's condition was de-
scribed as  satisfactory, but
Dunbar sald: “We were not able
to take o statement in the nor-
mal terms. We will be talking
with him again.”

UmpsReturnto Work,
While Talks Continue

PITTSBURGH (AP) — “Hello, Bill. This is Harry,"”
said the voice over the telephone from Pittsburgh to

Minneapolis.

“Y think we've cracked the
nut here, Get all the guys to-
gether in one room and stand
by. Have them ready to work,
They are bargaining in good
faith.”

With those words spoken by
National League umpire Harry
Wendelatedt in Pittsburgh to his
American League colleague Bill
Haller in Minneapolis, the end
of the first umpires' strike in
baseball history was signaled.

But, surprisingly, it also sig-
niled what could become an
¢ven more tense situation by the
time the World Series begins
next Saturday—for the possibili-
ty exists that the umpires will
agnin be plicard-carrying plck-
ets,

That prospect was brought
about by the nature of Sunday's
settlement between the striking
umpires and the owners, actual-
ly an agreement to return to
work while negotintions contin-
ued.

But while neither Chub Fee-
ney, the National League presi-
dent, nor Jack Reynolds, the
lawyer for the Major League
Umpires Associntion, mentioned
any deadline for reaching
agreement, the umpires insisted
there was one.

“We'll threaten them with an-
other strike If they don't settle,”
said Augie Donaltelli,

“They're going to have to
rench nagreement before. the
World Series,” added Doug
Harvey.

And Wendelstedt echoed those
words with a symbolic gesture,
refusing to discard the placard
he had been carrying with him
that read: ‘Major League um-
pires on strike for wages.”

The implication that he might
have to use it again was brought
about by the fact that the um-
pires went back to work at the
National League playoffs In
Pittsburgh and the American

League playoffs in Minnenpolis
under terms of the old offex
from the owners, ;

Having Insisted previously
that they be paid $5,000 for the
playoffs and $10,000 for the
World Series, the umpires re-
sumed calling balls and strikes
for $3,000 in the playoffs,

That was the original offer
made by the owners, a 35600 per
man increase over the previous
year's scale. A $500 increase
also has been offered for the
World Series that would lift the
umpires’ pay at that event to
$7,000,

Negotintions now will resume
almed presumably nt effecting
& contract prior to the World
Series, Reynolds  apparently
thought that could be done when
he appeared with Feeney to an-
nounce that agreement had
been reached.

“We believe they will bargain
in good faith," Reynolds sald.
*"They have assured us that."

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Sadat Assured

Nasser’s Seat

CAIRO (AP) — Egypt's only political party named
Anwar Sadat Monday night to succeed the late President
Gamal Abdel Nasser, assuring his election by the Na-
tional Assembly Wednesday.

Meeting shortly before mid-
night, the 10-member central
committee of the Arab Socialist
Union unanimously approved
the nomination of Sadat by the
party's .executive committee,
Sadat, 52, has been serving as
provisional president since Nas-
ser died Sept. 28.

The ¢xecutive committee rec-
ommended that the assembly
meet Wednesday to endorse
Sadat, that his election be con-
firmed by a nationwide referen-
dum Oct, 15, and that the presi-
dent be Inaugurated two days
later.

In Washington, U.8, special-
Ista on the Mideast sald they ex-
pect Sadat to follow closely the
policies of Nasser.

They took the stand that this

will certainly be true at the
start of Sadat's term, that there
is no one in Egypt who could af-
ford to deviate from Nassar's
path.
Named vice president by Nas-
ser in 1069, Sadat was consid-
ered by most observers to be
the least controversial of sever-
al poteéntial contenders for tho
presidency. One of the others,
Lt. Gen. Mohamed Fawzi, com-
mander-in-chief  of Egypt's
armed forces, assured the coen-
tral committee of the military’s
full support for Sadat,

The  executlvd committee
made a plea for solidarity in the
face of ‘“‘the designs of hostile
forces who desire to sow discord
in our ranks.” It moved quickly
to replace Nasser, {t said, to dis-
count ‘‘reports spread by the
impérialist press of the exist-
ence of a so-called vacuum in
Egypt.”

“Nasger's death places a
great burden on the ASU and its
various organs to work closely
with the new president to fur-
ther Nasser’'s ideas,' the state.
ment said.

It also sald Egypt's alllance
with the Soviet Unilon is a per-
manent factor, not & temporary
convenience,” and warned that
Israel might declde to renew
“military aggression'' because
of the présent situation In
Egypt.

In Tel Aviv, Isrzel made ,its
21st complaint Monday to the
U.N. commission supervising
the cease-fire on the S8uez Canal,
charging that Egypt was contin-
uilng construction of missile
basea within miles of the ca-
nal, Egypt's antiaircraft mis-
glles are supplied by the¢ So-
viets.

Some Western observers had
predicted that Nasser would be
replaced by a ruling body to
avold an internsl power strug-
gle. Sadat is confronted with the
task of siriking a balance be-
tween the Egyptan regime's
left wing, led by Air Marshal Al
Sabry, and rightists led by for-
mer Interior Minister Zakaria
Mohieddin.

A close friend of the dead
president, Sadat was among the
“free officers group'’ that over-
threw King Farouk in 1852 and
provided Nasser's springboard

to power. The only other mem-
ber remaining in the govern-
ment is Hussein el Shafel, 51
who hasg little public support
and is known to have no presl-
dential aspirations.

Sadat, although a fierce na-
tonallst and subscriber to Nas-
ser's ideas of Arab unity and
dignity, is expected to be unable
to command the fervent devo-
tion the Egyptians and other
Arabs gave Nasser, But foreign
diplomats consider him congen-
fal and easy to approach.

‘Government changes also
were under way in Lebanon,
where one of the rebel leaders
in the 1868 civil war, Saeb Sal-
am, accepted President Sulel-
man Franjleh's Invitation to
form a new government.
