On 18-Year-Old Vote

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
states of Oregon and Texas
argued today In the Supreme
Court that Congress acted un-
constitutionally when it granted
the vote to 18-year-olds.
Both states took the position
at a hearing that their 21-year

crimination the 14th Amend-
meht_gives Congress the power
to corrgct.

“The Ql-year standard is a
reasonableclassification  that
falls far shortof the prohibitions
of the 14th™. Amendment,"
argued Lee Johnson, the attor-
ney general of Oregon,

Charles Alan Wright, a law
professor who spoke for Texas,
aegreed with Oregon's position
and sald that were {t not for the,
court's ‘‘respect for the body
across the street,” le., Con-
gress, the 1870 voting rights
laws would have been thrown
out as ''frivolous.”

The argument turns on in-
terpretation of the 14th Amend-
ment, ratified in 1868 and de-
signed to protect the rights of
newly freed Negroes by prohib-
fting the states from denying
anyone ''the equal protection of
the laws.'" Sectlon § of the
amendment gives Congress the
power to enforce these provi.
sions ''by appropriate legisia-
tion,"

The hearing pits the powers of
Congress againat the preroga-
tives of the states.

In the balance are perhaps 17

million votes, enough to swing a
presidential election or change
the composition of Congress.

On one side was the U.8. gov-
ernment argulng the constitu.
tionality of the law's principal
provisions, on the other the
states of Oregon, Texas, Arizo-
na and Idaho arguing Congress
had exceeded its authority.

The law, signed June 22 by
Pregident Nixon, gives the vote
to 18-year-olds, bans lteracy
tests in all states for five years,
abolishes  residence require-
ments of more than 30 days to
vote for president and requires
all states to provide absentee
ballots,

Although Nixon and several
Justice Department lawyers
have expreased misgivings
about the 18-year-old provision,
the government decided to de-

“fend it ageinst suits brought in

the high court by Oregon and
Texhs,

The “three other provisions
were advecated by the adminis-
tration before Congress,

The government is suilng Ari-
zona, which chalenges the abo-
lition of literacy tests, and Ida-
ho, which requires 80 days of
residence in the state to'yote for
president and which has no ab-
sentee ballot procedures for ex-
residents,

The court is giving the Iaw
fast consideration, indicating a
decision may be reached within
a few montha,

Cong Counters Cambodians

In Drive To Open Highway

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) — Cambodian troops ran
into stiff resistance Sunday in
an operation to reopen 20 miles
of important highway south of
Phnom Penh.

A military spokesman sald
government troops ambushed a
North Vietnamese unit Saturday
night and killed seven of them.
But on Sunday, he sald, 15 gov-
ernment soldiers were wounded
in a clash 25 miles south of the
capital on Highway 2,

Three battalions are trying to
drive south along the highway

_to link up with other govern.

ment units that are supposed to
push north from Takeo, which is
50 miles from Phnom Penh.
Both Highway 2 and Highway
3, & parallel route to the south,
have been cut since May by ene-
my troops who have madeé the
area a major Infiltration royte
to the Kirl Rom plateau, in the
Elephant mountains to the west.
, The operation to reopen High:
way 2 was lpunched some time
ago but was not announced until
today. Some sources sald It 1.

_lustrateg a change in the Cam-

The emphasis now is going to be
on small local operations to re-
take territory close to Phnom
Penh, the sources said, instead
of big.scale operations llke the
drive north of Phnom Penh that
has been stalled for weeks at
Taing Kauk, 47 miles north of
the capital.

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — The U.S. government
has not declded whether to show
‘the U.N. General Assembly evi-
dence of Egyptian-Soviet viola-
tons, of the Suez Canal cease-
fire, U\S. officlals said today.

The U.8. declsion, they sald,
will be héavily influenced’ by
how the debate shapes up when
the General Assembly takes up
the Middle East situation next
Monday, right after‘the U.N/s
25th anniversary observance.

Secretary of State Willlam P,
Rogers expects to take up the
Middle East, Berlin and other
questions with Soviet Forelgn
Minister Andrel A. Gromyko to-
night, but Rogers has already
recelved Gromyko's denianl of
Soviet involvement in the al-
leged violations,

On Sunday Egyptian Forelgn
Minister Mahmoud Riad denled
new Soviet antiaircraft missiles
had been moved into the Llruce
zone and sald aerlal photos
which the United States con-
tends prove otherwise ‘‘mean
nothing and prove nothing."

Youthful Flavor Short-Lived
For Quebec Liberation Front

MONTREAL (AP) — The
Quehec Liberation Front ap-
peared on the French-Canadian
gcene in 1963 as a youth move-

ment, but an older, tougher
bréed emerged in a few years,

in the 20's are characteristic of
his playing.

There were famous violinists
then, also. At the top of the
heap were Kreisler, Elman,
Zimbalist, and Heifetz, The last
three were all puplls of Leopold
Auer, and Heifetz was the John-
ny-come-lately of the group. In
the 30s two prodigies came
along who are still heard fre-
quently, They were Menuhin and
Ricel, both pupils of Louis Per-
singer.

For my money, Kreisler was
the tops. There are those who
will tell you he was uninspired.
They heard his declining years,
perhaps after he had been run
down by & truck in New York
City., He didn't like American
audiehges who still wantéd him
to play\puch things as "“The O}d
Refraln'® and “'Danny Boy.”
Thirty odd years of playing to
the people in this country con-
vinced him he couldn't gfducate
Americans, and he just went
through the motions ij{ his later
years. /

But earlier he was magnifi-
cent, and even lager, in Europe,
he piayed boau}»imlly. An “Aus-
trian, he was Yery sympathetic
to Mozart, alsé an Austrian, and
o hear him/play a Mozar, con-
certo wﬂ.h/fMuck us conductor,
for example, was an exalling
experiente. He was the last of
thé violinists to stick to gut
string$, and in consequence his
tone’ was infinitely superior to
violinists today who use metal

Most Babies

Undernourished in Pakistan

LAHORE, Pakistan (AP) — A
medical study here shows that 9
of 10 bables who reach thelr
first Dbirthday already have
started a llifetime of undernour-
ishment,

The study provides a rare
glimpse into how infants grow
up in a big city of the Indin-Pak-
i{stan subcontinent.

Y1t s appalling to note that 60
per cent of the infants are get-
ting insufficient food in their
first month, 77 per cent by six
months and 87 per cent by thelir
first year,” the doctors report-
ed

They studied a community of
5,000 persons Hving around
Mayo Hospital {n this old Mo-
ghul capital of nearly two mil-
lion population. About 80 per
cent of the people lived on less
than $10 a week in quarters with
no fewer than two to o room and
some as crowded as 12 to a
room.

The doctors found about 100
people who lived in two rooms
“in an underground, tunnel-like
godown (warehouse) which had
never seen rays of sun and nev-

er received a whift of fresh

air.""

They often were igno-
rant of how to feed their infants
or how much milk they could
produce themselves. One baby
in five had not tasted solid food
by the end of the first year.
Mothers reacted to o baby's
sickneases by lightening diets
and diluting or even removing
milk from their feeding. Moth-
ers diluted rather than sterilized
milk, which came from . buf-
faloes.

NEW YORK (AP) — The past
few years have been very hard
on the images of many busi-
nesses.,

The public lest faith in Wall
Street, not only because of a
bad market and bad advise, but
becanse many brokers contin-
ued to demonstrate an inabllity
to handle their affairs construc-
tively.

An era has ended there. Front
offices had created the illusion
of prosperity and stability, but
the back offices were realities
of horrors. Some of the biggest
names of the 19808 are financial-
ly dead and buried.

The utilities, meanwhile, have
kept the electric power grid
from collapge only by lowering
and sometimes cutting off serv.
ice to certain areas, moves that
avert disaster but destroy confi-
dence.

Americans learned by these
experiences that their existence
in an electrified society was not
thecasy life of gadgets and me-
chanical servants, but a preca-
rious one over which they had
little control,

In its advertisements, the au.
tomotive industry vainly at-
tempted to revive its mirror like
gloss, but under a barrage of
criticism on safety, they now
find the public more interested
In mechanics, less in enamel.

Auto companies sold the
world on the notion that cars
lead to a better life, But buyers
aren’t so sure anymaore since
the image of cars has become
associated with death, dirt and
congestion.

The public also has become
somewhat skeptical of what air
travel might be doing to our en-
vironment. The alrlines had pro-
moted an image that suggested
sleekness and trouble-free com-
fort. But that image s passe.

A more realistic appraisal
shows it to be one beset by fal-
tering profits, charges of envi-
ronmental contamination, bi.
zarre hijackings and an organ-
ized campaign to deprive it of
its long-range future—the super-
sonic transport.

Cigarettes? The Image of that
industry was tarnished years
ago, of course, but now it has
been decided to deprive it of
television advertising outlets, a
major blow to an industry that
depends so much on fayorable
exposure.

Look at what has happened to
our impression of conglomerate
corporations. A few years ago
they were acclaimed as the
business of the future, and doz-
ens of them began .acquiring
dozens of smpller—sbmetimes
larger—companies.

The concept was beautiful. If
you have various companles un-
der one coverall umbrella no-
body will get wel. If the market
for animal crackers falls, the
market for basebali gloves
might rise and offset the loss.

Pulpit Exodus Is Bl'ame_d )
On — Simply — Poor Salary

NEW YORK (AP) — The
sprending exodus from the min-
istry often is blamed on- com-
plex * modern sociological and
psychological factors, but a
main cause may be a simple,
common gripe among working
nen-—poor pay.

At least that is indicated by
two recent Protestant studies on

.morale among American pas.

tors and on why many are quit-
ting their profession.

Such departures have stepped
up sharply lately among both
Protestants and Roman Cathol.
les, and while researchers have
cited various reasons for the
trénd, it has become most pro-
nounced in n time of inflation.
ary squeeze on paychecks.

Moreover, the two new stud-
les, In the United Methodist and
Episcopal churches, both found
that a key source of clergy-
men's dissatisfaction was their
low salaries, putting u strain
on their familles and their sense
of effectiveness,

Various other frequently men-
tioned causes also were cited,
such as uncertainty among cler-
gymen over their roles in a
changing society, their seeming-
ly waning influence, conflicts
with church authorities and lack
of encouragement from people
and church colleagues,

However, the United Method-
ist survey, conducted by the
Rev. Dr. Robert L. Wilson,

found that most ministers, in PO

discussing  their ° discontents,
gtressed finnneinl problems and
felt they were badly under paid.

Dr, Wilson, resenrch director
of the national division of the
United Methodist Board of Mis-
slons, surmises thil money
problems may be only the sur-
foce symptom of what pastors
gsense as his declining status and
doubts over his role.

“New York pays its gurbage
men more than some churches
puy their pastors,'” “said one
Southern ex-minister

A similar study in the Episco-
pal Church found that 47 per
cent of it clergymen have ‘'se-
riously considered'’ leaving the
clergy, while some already have
done so—and that a mnjor, rea-
son for It was money. Y

Asked to spevify the main
drawbnck their profession has
imposed on their fainilies, the
most frequently mentioned itent
was financial strain,

It causes ‘‘a constant, chronle
anxlety’- among purish priests,

the study report says, but they
seldom “‘reach such an acute
atate' about it that they quit the
ministry for that reason alone,
although it crops up regularly
among other sublter factors,

Also cited was the '‘push-pull”
demands on clergy. by variocus
groups—his bishep, congrega-
tion, family, community—which
often leave him unable to “con-
centrite his efforts in an effec-
live, directed pattern of minis.
try."

Dr. Wilson says both dropouts
and potential dropouts are
“highly pessimistic about the
church” and ‘'feel they are
leaving a dying institution," al-
though there were indications
this view was an attempt to ra-
tionalize their departures.

Most of those who quit “have
a fairly rigid view of what the
church cught to be,” either lb-
eral or conservative, and when
the real situation doesn't match
their view, they can't adjust and
so move into other careers, he
BRYS.

At o recent seminar on clexgy
defectlons, sponsored by the

GOP Candidates Disagree

.On State Aid

Two Republican candldates for

gtate office from nelghboring
towns took varying pasitions on
the providing of additional state
ald for education in separate
statements this weekend,
Incumbent 48th District State
Rep. Robert D, King told a
meeting of Republicans at the
Ellington Ridge Country Club

‘Saturday. that “No additional

education ald can be considered
until some equitable revision of
our state tax structure has been

made."

Continuing, King said, "It be-
hooves every candldate for state
office to be frank with the
voters. . . we can hold out hope
but we can make no promises
of additional state ajd until a
tax program al the state level
has been designed and enact-
ed."

Tolland County GOP Senator-
ial candidate Thomas Cdrrut-
hers however, promised to ‘“Pro-
pose legislation which will re-
quire the stale to reimburse the
towns a minimum amount for
the cost of textbooks, teachers'
salaries, special educational
facilities, school buildingsa, ete."”

Carruthers emphasized that he
“in no way would remove local
control and responsibllity from
the 1neal achool board, This cer-
tainly must be retained on the
local level . . . the state wonld
however pay for the basic cur-
riculum that it now requires
but does not currently pay for."

King has consistently in the
past and still does urze the
state to take over ‘‘at least 50
per cent of the local eduecation-
al costs.'" This would spread
the cost of educalion more even-
lv and reduce the burden of
the local property tax, which
according to fizures cited by
King “increased an average of
15 per cent last year . . . most
of thls increase has gone for
local education.”

Underlying the differing views
of the additional state aid ap-
proach between the candidates
are their attitudes toward insti-
tution of n state income tax.

King has long supported the
concepl of the state income tax
to relieve the local property tax
burden. Carruthers, on the other
hind, opposes the income tax
proposal.

Warning that “plans for every
program in Connecticut which
require funding must be held in
abeyance until the state's fiscal
mess is straightened out,”" King
added '‘no candidate can make
any reliable prediction at this
time concerning aid to educa-
tion, environmental programs,
drug problems, or any other ur-
gently needed help from Hart-
ford until it becomes clear
where the money is coming
from:"

King, who was a key financial
advisor for the minority parly
during the last session of the
state legislature, citdd figures
depicting a depressing plcture
for thg state's taxpayers.

“Connecticut has over spent
its income for the past two
year resulting in a current def-
leit of over '§200,000,000 plus a
long term bonding debt for cur-
rent expenses of an additional
$136,000,000," King said, “This
deficit, plus funds for existing
obligations and commitments,
will require between $700,000,000
and one “billion dollars in tax
money for the 107173 budget.j’

‘“Any mnew program or in
creaged financial aid to existing
program must be in addlllon. to
the above amounts,’ King
notes, placing some estimates as

high as an additional billion

dollars. “Our existing tax rates
cannot, nnd have not, produced
this much money."

“Local properly laxes in the
smaller towns -have risen.”
King added, citing o University
of Connecticut study an aver-
age of 15 per cent during the

| pnat yeir alomne.

“Cfenrly the homeowner 18
al the end of his rope,”” King
stated adding, ‘'yet the move o
the smaller towns continues in
ever increasing numbers by
people escaping the cities, re-
quiring more schools, —more
teachers and more school
transportation.”

"“Fortunately, a state revenue

“Im may pro-
vide the answer. . .in any event
It could take the new Governor
whoever he may be, off the
hook If he adopts the task
force's recommendations.'

Carruthers Viewpolnt

Proposing what he terms “a
workable plan for relleving the
property tax burden,” Car-
ruthers cited the bulk of any
town's tax burden is taken by
educationnl expenses.

Citing Vernon’s budget as an
example, Carruthers points to
§6 million of a total $9.5 million
budget earmark for educa-
tion. An additional $750,000 is
included for reduction of debt
on school buildings and equip-
ment."

Carruthers lays o good dedl of
blame for this situation at the
doorsteps of legislators and rul-
ings of state commissions, claim.
ing “towns are required to pro-
vide certain standard programs
and facilities, including some
that a given town may not need

or desire in order to be eligible -

for state grants,"

He insista the state should be
willing to take on the “'burden
of these casts,” while leaving
the towns the authority over the
local educational programs.

If the state picked up the tab

for what Carruthers describes .

as the “basic curriculum,” a
town would have the option of
providing only those programs
now required by the state, and
not be required to spend addi-
tional amounts for textbooks,
galaries, school bulldings and
equipment,

“In this way, a town, if il 50
desired, could theorctically have
no costs for education,’” Car-
ruthers maintains, “On the other
hand, a town which wanted to
upgrade its programs, facilities
and physical plant could provide
these items as part of its gener-
al budget.” :

“It seems to me, Carruthers
concluded,' that a state financ-
ed program of this sort, which
would enable those towns with
a narrow tax base to upgrade
their educational programs fo a
point that they now cannot af-
ford while at the same time re-
ducing property taxes, {s worthy
of consideration * by the next
General Assembly,”

“1t is my intent to be there
to introduce it." Carruthers
added.

On Highways
In Weekend

Seven Connecticut residents

A medical researcher at the
University of Miami, Dr. John
Davies, says a drug commonly
used In treating cpilepsy can
significantly reduce the residues

. of DDT and other organic pestl-

cldes in animals and humans.

Dr, Davies is presenting a pa-
per on the subject at the Ameri-
can Chemical Society's North.
ecast regional meeting.,

In an interview Sunday , he
aald the drug—phenytoin—could
be used to reduce residues of
DDT In cattle when the concen-
tration exceeds Department of
Agriculture tolerances,

He sald the discovery resulted
from an attempt to find a link
between mental retardation and
high DDT residues in humans,

Dr. Davies sald that in testing
samples of blood and fat tissues
from mental patients in the Ml.
aml area, his researchers found
that DDT resldues in some pa-
tients were drastically lower
than those of the general popu-
lation.

Jewish intellectuals who fled
from Eastern Europe said today
dissident writers in the Soviet
Unlon are doomed to fallure un-
less the West gives them the
greatest publicity possible.

S8zymon Szechter and Nina
Karsov, who went through =
marringe of convenlence o en:
able Miss Karsov to escape im-
prisonment in Poland, told a
news conference there was no
hope of cultural freedom in Po-
land unless there was a corre-
sponding measure of freedom in
the Soviet Unlon.

“The West has to help dissi-
dent Soviet writers liké (Yull)
Daniel, (Andrel) Sinyavsky and
(Alexander) Solzhenitsyn in the
same-way a8 It helped occupled
Burope during the second World
War,”* Szechter sald.

He added that Solzhenitsyn,
recently awarded the Nobel
Prize for lterature but expelled
from the Soviet Writers’ Unlon
and condemned by the Soviethi-
erarchy; was carrying out a
great struggle for intellectun
freedom in Russia, .

«But nll his efforts and those

of his comrades will be doomed;

to failure'unless Western coun-
tries give maximum publieity to
their work," he said.

Szechter sald news of these
dissidents’ views ultimately fils

tered back to the Soviet Unijon
through Independent antl-Com-
munist radio organizations,

“As the Soviet people reallze
what is happening, their govern-
ment will come under greater
pressure to grant more free-
dom,” Szechter added,

Szechter and Miss Karsov
were speaking on the occasion
of publication of thelr book
“Monuments Are Not Loved."
The book relates how Miss Kar-
sov was jailed In 1966 for gath-
ering materials on political
trials in Poland.

Szechter, n 50-year-old former
Communist who fought in the
Soviet army during World War
11, divorced his wife, then lving
in London, and married Mias
Karsov, They were then' allowed
-te leave the country as-Jowish
emigrants, >

Later Szechter divorced Miss
Karsov and remarried his wife,
Lydia. He is now & resgarch fel-
Jow at the London School -of
Fconomics. Miss Karsov ‘is
studying Russian politics there.

Miss Karsov, who Is 30, was
crippled in 1942 when her moth-
er threw her from u train taking
Jewish detaineés to the extermi-
nation camp at Treblinka. The
2-year-old girl, suffering from
frostbite and a fractured spine,
was brought up by foster par-

Uneasy Calm

REGGIO CALABRIA, Italy
(AP) — Three thousand Italian
army troops In armored cars
and tanks ringed Reggio Calab-
ria today as a week-long gener-
al strike ‘ended and life in the
riot-gshattered city moved to-
ward normal.

The townspeople had protest-
ed since July the Rome govern-
ment's designation of Catanza-
ro, 75 mies up the Italian boot
to be the seat of the new Calab-
rian regionnl government. The
last barricades were brought
down Saturday, however, after
the Rome government promised
to review the decision and to
make other concessions,

Municipal  authorities  said
they hoped order could be main-
tained in this city of 170,000 at
least long enough to allow col-
lection of an estimated 10,000
tons of garbage plled up during
the street battles and strikes.

The staff at-the town registry
office was reinforced to handle
the rush to register births,
deaths and marriages that went
unrecorded during the trouble.

Premier Emillo’ Colombe, aft-
er repeated attempts to end the
riots which killed three persons
and wounded hundreds, moved
in riot police last week and
promised to use the army to
crush any future trouble.

But Colombo's appeasement
efforts caused a political revolt
in Sicily, across the Strait of
Messina from Reggio. The re-
gional government headed by
the premler's Christian Demo-
cratiec party resigned, charging
that Colombo had offered Reg-
gio steel mlills originally prom-
ised to Slelly,

In Lockheed Skunk Works

BURBANK, Calif, (AP) —
When the government is in a
hurry, it often goes to the Bkunk
Works, It went there for its F80
jet fighter, the U2 and SRT1 re-
connaissance planes and other
alreraft,

The Skunk Works?

It's a section of Lockheed Alr-
craft Corp. and I8 one of the na-
tion's most unusual defenge con-
tracting operations,

Last August, Deputy Defense
Secrotary David Packard cited
Logckheed's CSA—the $50 million
transport plane that exploded
and burned Saturday in Georgla
—as a typical example of the
“real mess on our hands"
created by defense contracting.

But he added: "I simply can-
not understand why we are un-
able to change the system to
avold the CSA and get more
Skunk Works ,.."

Lockheed created the Skunk
Works here in World War I
when the government declded it
needed a jet plane in a hurry
because Germany had built one.
An alrplane designer named
Clarence ‘‘Kelly" Johnson col-
lected a few men under a circus
tent and turned out & plane in
143 days.

Elaborate security precau-
tions gave the Skunk Works its
name, borrowed from the facto-

ry in the Li'l Abner comle strip
that nobody dared approach,

The Works, which handles
speedup . production and cuts
down on red tape, became per-
manent, with a building of its
own and even a skunk plctured
on the doormat. The policy re-
mains the same: Refuse the
usual defense contracting sys-
tem of report upon report and
detalled proposals to try out a
new idea. Instead, insist on a
fiexible contract and work with
10 ' to 25 per cent of the normal
defense-contracting staff,

"All we say to the military is
we'll give them a plane that'll
go the speed they want—but we
won't give them a lot of other
detall,” says J. Russell Daniell,
a Lockheed vice president at the

Thomas J, Meskill, his GOP op-
ponent, to "'stick to the facts”

“If Tom Meskill is going to
criticize John Dempsey, let him
step forward and propose spe-
cifie alternative economic poli-
cles,” Daddario said.

"The first point which must
be made,"” he sald, “is that Con-
necticut’s fiscal problems are
not unique.'

Daddario saild his opponent
claimed only 12 states have In-
curred deficits, “while In fact 28
states spent more than they er-
celved in fiscal 1969.

Applause came from all scc-
tions of the House of Commons
in Ottawe. Monday as Prime
Minister Pierre Elllott Trudeau
vowed to subdue the terrorist
threat and explained why he re-
vived the War Measures Act on
Friday, putting soldiers under
police command with-almost un-
limited arrest and detention
powers,

Then the government's legder
in Commons, Allen MacEachen,
stifled most of any remalning
opposition to Trudeau's action
by announcing that new legisla-
tion to replace the War Meas-
ures Act would be introduced
within a month. The House en-
dorsed the government's action
190 to 16, with the only dissent-
ing votes coming from the New
Democratic party. ¥our New
Democrats broke party lines
and voted with the majority.

Justice Minister John Turner
sald the legislation to replace
the War Measures Act will cov-
er the current crisis and any
similar situations, Asked wheth-
er there are plans to revive the
death penalty, currently in a
five-year trial suspension, Tur-
ner sald, ‘“Not at the present
tme."

Soldlers and police pushed
their roundup of members of the
Quebec Liberation Front, or
FLAQ, the terrorist organization
which kidnaped Cross and La-
porte in Montreal and murdered
the latter last Saturday. Quebec
Province .was virtually sealed
off from the rest of Canada. Mil-
ftary and police helicopters
ranged over Montreal, Canada's
largest city, and automobiles
were stopped al random for
fdentification checks.

By early today, authorities
had made 1,627 ds in Quebec
and arrested 341 persons since
Friday.

In 8t. Hubert, six miles south
of Montreal, officers found a de-
serted house in which they said
Laporte was held for a week,
then murdered. It was a green-
and-white ‘clapboard bungalow
about three-quarters of a mlile
from the alrport parking lot
where his body was found late
Saturday night, a bullet wound
in the head.

Bloodstains on the floor of the
house mgtched Laporte's blood
type, police said, and a green
work shirt Laporte wore when
he was abducted Oct. 10 was in
the house. Detective Sgt. Albert
Lisacek of the provincial police
said the house was the hideout
for the Chenler cell of the FLAQ,
which claimed responsibility for
Laporte’s abduction.

U.S. Has Law
Like Canada

For Crisis

WASHINGTON (AP) — On
Dec. 16, 1850, after Red China
Intervened in the Korean War,
President Harrg S. Truman de-
clared a state of emergency,
which gave him some awesome
powers. That proclamation still
is in effect and avallable for
use.

There nre 134 special provi-
sions, covering every phase of
American life—even to the point
of suspending the 40-hour week
for munitions plant workers.

The emecrgency powers, all
granted by Congress in various
statutes, compare with those
now in effect in Canada.

One paragraph reaes, without
elaboration:

"During a war or declared na-
tional emergency, the President
may detail members of the
armed forces to give military
assistance to countries request-
ing it when he considers it in the
interest of nations. ldefense.'”

There are other extraordinary
powers in the law that are not
brought into effect by the decla-
ration of an emergency, but by
a state of war or a state of hos-
tilities.

The Civil Defense Act, for In-
stance, brings into effect almost
totalitarian powers only in the
event of a nuclear assault on the
United States,

The emergency powers grant-
ed Truman are still in force—or
at least avallable if not actually
in effect. They are more numer-
ous than drastic; providing, for
intance, that:

—Temporary promotions of
officers may be made; enlist-
ments may be extended; retired
Navy officers and enlisted men
may be called to duty,

—Advance payments may be
made on defense contracts and
contracts may be let without ad-
vertising fcr bids.

—Various security mesasures
may be invoked and penalties
for their violation may be in-
creased; destru vtion of defense
materials may be prohibited;
some patenits may be kept se-
cret.

—The government may recap-
ture, use, control or lease near-
ly 40 specified airports, camps,
tracts of land and formerly for-
tified aress which are. now
owned by states and munitipali-
ties, i '

House Burns in California

Family of Four, Secretary
Found Shot to Death in Poo

SANTA CRUZ, Calif. (AP) —
The scarf-bound bodles of an
eye surgeon, his wife, two sons
and a secretary were found shot
in the heand and tossed into a
swimming pool Monday night as
fire destroyed the doctor's
$260,000 home.

In Saratoga 30 miles away, &
gas station attendant was found
bound and fatally shot in the
back of the head two hours later
in his station. He was ldentgﬂed
as Thomas 8, Dececco, 19,

Officers would not say it they
believe the slayings were relat-
ed, Sheriff Douglas James of
Santa Cruz County sald only
that he was contacting officlals
in Saratoga about that case,

Nixon Makes Hospital Visit

To Policemen

KANSAS CITY (AP) — Presi-
‘dent Nixon pald a hospital visit
today to two policemen injured
in 2 Kansas City bombing and
told them, *“This ldea of cqlling
policemen pigs and the rest of it
must be pretty tough on you."

“The community has to gshow
some respect,”” Nixon told
Charles Robinson, 30, and Xen-
neth Fieming, 38, both injurdd
last Thursday when a dynamite
bomb exploded at a community
relations center.

Nixon stayed about 15 minutes
in their hespital room, signing
the cast on Robinson's wrist and
discussing morale, recrulting
and other police problems.

The unscheduled addition to
his itinerary underscored the
law and order thrust of the Nix-
on campaign for Republican
candidates.

The White House said the
Kansas City police chief, Clar-
ence Kelley, invited Nixon to
visit the injured officers at Men-
orah Medical Center,

Fleming and Robinson were
propped up in their beds. Mrs.
Fleming was at her husband's
side, '

““We appreciate the fact that
you were working on our federal
program,'’ Nixon told them. The
community relations effort is
part of the federal model cities

program.

Nixon asked the officers how

they feit about the program
now.
“It's a great program,’”’ Rob-
inson sald.” . , It wasn't until
we got hurt we realized how
good & job we were doing."”

The two policemen said they
had recelved visits, flowers and
messages of sympathy from the
predominantly Negro communi-
ty in which they were working.

“It isn't just a question of en-
forcing the law, but it's develop-
ing respect,'’ Nixon said.

Nixon asked the officers about
morale on the Kansas Cily
force. “It's fine. It's the best po-
lice depertment in the United
States,” Robinson replied.

“This tendency to downgrade
the police, show no respect for
them, call them pigs, can only
lead to more violence,” Nixon
sald outside the hospital.

Nixon warned Robinson that
his cast is going to itch. He said
that is the worst thing about a
cast, I broke a wrist once, 1
fell on the ice.”

(AP) — A third former soldier
pointed his finger at 8. Sgt. David Mitchell and identi-
fied him today as the man he saw pour automatic rifle
fire into a ditch crowded with South Vietnamese civil-

ians in 1968,

Gregory Olsen, a student and
part-time grocery employe from
Portland, Ore., testified as have
two others that he saw Mitchell
shoot into the ditch at My Lai,
where there were up to 24 South
Vietnamese, only a few of them
atill alive,

Olsen, a machinegunner on
the day of the alleged assault;
sald he crossed the ditch and
observed ''12 to two dozen"
Vietnamese there,

“They appearced to be mostly
women and children. Most ap-
peared to be shot, Most ap-
peared to be dead. But some
were alive. They looked at me
and followed me with their
eyes."

Olsen said he saw Sgt, Mitch-
ell “walk over to the ditch . . .
He raised his M16 rifle in a fir-
ing position, ageainst his shoul-
der, and at that time I heard
M18 shots.”

Olsen sald the muzzle of
Mitchell's rifle was pointed into
the ditch and that he heard 10 to
12 shots fired semi-automatical-
ly.

On cross-examination, Olsen
saild he saw two other men at
the ditch but he ¢ould not re-
member who they were,

Federal Judge Dismisses
Riot Counts Against Seale

. CHICAGO (AP)—With federal
charges of conspiracy to riot
dismisgsed, Black Panther na-
tional chairman Bobby G.
Seale's next appearance in court
is expected to be in New Ha-
ven, Conn.,, where he - faces
charges of conspiring to mur-
‘der a former Panther member,

The federal riot conspiracy
charges against Seale were dis-
missed Monday by Judge Julius
J. Hoffman in U.8, District
Court here.

Seale had been one of eight
men charged with conspiring to
cross state lines with the intent
to incite rioting at the time of
the Democratic National Con-
vention in 1968 In Chicago.

But Judge Hoffman ordered
his trinl severed from the oth-
ers six weeks after tHe trial be-

gan in September 1969, after’
Seale repeatedly made outbursts |

in the courtroom, protesting he
was being denled the right to
his own lawyer. At the time,
Hoffman ordered that Seale be
tried again at a later date, and
sentencéd him to four years in
jail for contempt.

In Connecticut, Seale faces
charges of first.degree murder,
kidnaping resulting in death,
conspiracy to murder and con-
spiracy to kidnap—all in con-
nection with the death in May
1960 of fellow Panther Alex
Rackley.

Pollce say the Panthers killed
Rackiey on Beale's orders be-
cause they suspected him of be-

ing a police informer. The Pan-
thers, however, say Rackley
was executed under orders from
a “police agent,” and Seale has
denled any part In Rackley’'s
death.

Seale and a codefendant Er-
icka Huggins, are now awaiting
the resumption Oct. 2T of & pre-
trinl hearing in New Haven Su-
perior Court on their contention
that the jury selection system
in New Haven County prevents
them from getting a fair trial,

While the jury selection al-
legation is apparently the last
evidentiary matter to be settled
before a trial date can be set,
Judge Harold M. Mulvey also
will have to rule on several pre-
vious defense motions, among
them an allegation that pretrial
publicity has made a fair trial
impossible.

Seale's separation from the
}**Chicago B" trial came after
several stormy court sessions.

Prior to the severance, Hoff-
man had ordered Seale bound
and gagged in the courtroom to
prevent Seale from continuing
to disrupt the trial,

Seale maintained throughout
the stormy court sesslon that he
was deprived of his right to rep-
resent himself. Hoffman ruled
that Seale was represented by
counsel and did not have the
right to speak out in the court-»
room.

Seale is appealing the con-
tempt sentences of three months
