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Nixon Meets
‘President
Of Romania

WASHINGTON '(AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon today welcomed Ro-
mtmumt President Nicolae Ceau.
sescu to Washington stress
that he has "‘great mpectl:g‘
the Independence of your gov-
ernment.”

Ceausescu, completing a two-
week tour of the United Btates,
got the red carpet treatment
with full military honors when
he arrived for two-day official
visit with Nixon.

In a brief welcoming speech
Nixon recalled that just a year
ago he was the first American
president to visit Romania,
‘and today we are honored to
welcome you as the first presi-
dent of Romania visiting us."

Stressing a ‘‘very warm feel-
ing of friendship and affection,"
Nixon added that he has great
“respect for the independence
of your government''—an ob-
vious reference to Romania's ef-
forta to pursue a foreign policy
independent of Moscow.

Both Nixon and his guest
touched briefly on differences in
the government structure and
political philosophy between the
two natlons. Nixon only referred
to “‘differences in government”
while Ceausescu spoke about
“‘differences in social order and
regarding some existing world
problems.,"

“Notwithstanding the differ-
ences,” the Romanian leader
added, ‘It is necessary to go to-
gether and cooperate in the eco-
nomic, cultural and sclentific
flelds in the spirit of friendship
among nations."

Ceausescu, who attended last
Saturday’'s White House dinner,
gpent Sunday in Colonial Wil-
liamsburg and was flown to
Washington by helicopter to-
gether with his wife and Roma-
nla's ‘foreign minlster, Corneliu
Manescu, Mrs, Nixon présented
a bouquet of red roses o Mrs,
Cenusescu. X

Immediately after the arrival
ceremony the two presidents be-
gan their first and only, sched-
uled business meeting in Nix-

* on's oval office.

American sources said they
did not expect anything particu-
larly dramatic to come out of
the talks. Ceausescu was ex-
pected to stress the importance
of Increased trade between the
two countries but he is aware
that Congress is not in the mood
to grant most - favored nation
tariff treatment to goods from
Romania.

After the White House meet-
ing, the Romanian president
will attend a luncheon given in
his honor by Secretary of State
William P. Rogers, In the after-
noon he will lay a wreath at the
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier,
meet with George ¥'. Shultz, di-
rector of the budget, and with
Agriculture Secretary Clitford
M. Hardin.

A White House dinner tonight
concludes Ceausescu’s first day
in Washington.

American
Wins Nobel

OnEconomy

BTOCKHOLM (AP) — Paul A.
Samuelson of Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology was
awarded the 1970 Nobel Prize in
economics today. The prize
committee said he “has done
more than any other contempo-
rary economist to raise the level
of sclentific analysis in econom-
ic theory."

Called by & newsman at his
home in a Boston suburb, Sam-
uelson sald he had ‘‘no ldea
I'd be winning.'" He sald he
would go to his office as usual
today—"'my wife won't let me
stay home, not with the phones.-
ringing like this,"

The prize committee reported-
ly chose Samuelson from about,
50 nominees, including Prof.
Milton Friedman, an adviser to
President Nixon, and Prof, Va-
slly Kantorovich, the Soviet eco-
nomic mathematician,

The 65-year-old professor was
honored for the ‘‘scientific work
through which he has developed
static and dynamic economic"
theory and actively contributed
to raising the level of analysis
in economic science,” the Royal
Bwedish Academy of BSclences
said In its citation.

It was the fourth of the six
1870 awards from the fortune
left by Alfred Nobel, the Bwed-
w=h inventor of dynamite. The
swards, worth $80,000 each,
have also gone this year to
American agronomist Norman
Ernest Borlaug for his contribu-
tion to the cause of peace; Alex-
ander Solzhenitsyn, the Russian
novelist, for Ilterature; and
three gelentists—American
biochemlist Jullus Axelrod, Brit-
ish biophysicist Sir Bernard
Katz and Swedish physiologist
Ulif von Euler—for medicine-

physialogy.

Suez Canal
Seen Web
Of Missiles

TEL AVIV (AR) — The chief
of Isranel’s military intelligence
department claimed today that
Egypt and the Soviet Union
“have set up one of the mosat ad-
vanced missile systems in the
world" along the Suez Canal.
Gen. Aharon Yariv estimated
that 500 to 600 missiles, about
half of them In launchers have
been constructed inside the 80-
mile zone just west of the canal
in violation of the cease-fire ban
on improvement of military po-
sitions in this zone.

He sald the Soviet missile sys-
tem in Vietnam was much infe.
rior to the Suez Canal defenses,

In a rare on-the-record news
conference with foreign news-
men, Yariv also estimated there
are about 3,000 Soviet technl-
cians, advisers and other per-
sonne! in the standatill zone,

At the same time he appeared
to confirm U.8, newspaper re-
ports that Washington had just
sold Israel n-large quantity of

armor and artillery. In reply to
a question, he smilingly admit-
ted that If the reports were
accurate, technically this is an
important contribution’” toward

advantage.

Yariv displayed maps and
aerial photographs which he
said showed the missile bulldup.

Yariv claimed that since the
cease-fire took effect Aug, 7, the
number of missile battgries had
increased from 16 to 40 or 50,

Of these about 40 are inside
the standstill zone which ex-
tends 18 miles from the western
side of the Suez Canal, he add-
ed,

He contended that the 500-800
missiles had been placed with.
in these 40 or so batteries in the
standstill zone, with the closest
being seven miles from the ca-
nal,

Yariv added that these mis-
siles had & range of 12 miles in-
side the Israeli-occupied side of
the waterway.

He said he based his informa- ‘
tion, on ‘'various intelligence
sources” which he refused to
detail.

SANT ACRUZ, Callf. (AP) —
A famlly friend says he believes
a gunman shot Virginia Ohta
dead in her home and then lay
in wait to pick off four more vic-
tms,

The friend told an interviewer
Sunday he belleved the next to
die were Dr. Victor M. Ohta's
secretary, Dorothy Cadwallad-
er, and one of the Ohta sons she
had brought home fromy school,

Then, the friend sald, the evi-
dence suggested that Dr. Ohta
arrived with another son, found
out what was going on, lunged
at the lone killer snd was shot
dead in turn.

The friend said the last to dle
appeared to have been the son
who came home from school
with his father. He sald the boy
probably was cut down. while
trying to flee from the killer.

The friend, who had known
Dr. Ohta 25 years, granted an
interview only after belng as-
sured his name would not be
used. He sald he based his opi-
plons on information he gath-
ered while working with sher-
if's Investigators, and “‘a care-
ful retracing of events.'

John Linley Frazier, 24, who
lived In & shabby cabin about
half & mile from Ohta's $250,000
hilltop mansion, has been

booked on & warrant charging
him with the five slayings,

Dist, Atty. Peler Chang Jr.
also has said he thinks one per-
son could have killed all five—
Dr. Ohta, 45, his wife, 43, their
sons Derrick, 12, and Taggart,
11, and Mrs. Cadwallader, 38,

The friend said Mrs, Ohta was
alone in the house last Monday
afternoon and when she did not
show up to pick up the sons,
school officials telephoned Dr.
Ohta's office.

“I believe the killer got Mrs,
Ohta in the afternoon and sim-
ply walted for the others to
come,” the friend said.

Dr. Ohta picked up one son
and Mrs. Cadwallader picked up
the other boy at & different
school, the friend said.

The secretary arrived home
first, about half hour before the
eye surgeon, because Dr. Ohta
had stopped to visit his mother,
Mrs. Kike Ohta, 80, who lives in
Santa Cruz, the friend added. -

The friend said he believed
that when the doctor got home
he was met.at the front door of
his home by the armed Kkiller
and ordered to walk to the
swimming pool, where the bod-
{es of-the three others had been
thrown. .

“I think he saw the first
child's body lying in the poal
‘trom the steps and he probably

—~

turned and lunged for the killer
and got shot under-the arm,"
the friend sald.

The killer then finlshed him
off, the friend sald. -

Police have reported that all
the victims were shot once in
the back of the head with a .22-
caliber bullet, except Dr. Ohta,
who was shot three times with a
Ad8—onte under the arm, once
in the back and once in the back
of the head,

The friend said he belleved
the youngster who came home
with his father tried to run but
was ‘‘cut with a pistol butt
across hig forehead™ and then
shot,

Scarves found binding the vic-
tims' wrists ‘‘were very loosely
tied."" the friend said. He con-
cluded all were dead when the
killer tied their hands with the
neokwear—from the doctor's
wardrobe—and threw them in
the pool.

The killer then set fire to the
house. The bodies were found by
firemen responding to a neigh.
bor's alarm call.

Sheriff's 8gt. Richard Damon,
one of the principal investiga-
tors, was asked his reaction to
the friend’'s explanation of the
crime.

'Russians File Protest

Over Border Incident

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Union announced Monday it has
lodged a protest with the gov-
ernment of the United States
“in connection with the violation
of the U.8.8.R. state border by
an American military plane last
week."

The official Soviel news agen-.
cy Tass sald a similar protest
was lodged with the government
of Turkéy, ‘‘drawing serious at-
terition to the fact of the viola-
tion of air space by an Ameri-
can plane flying from the terri-
tory of Turkey.’™

The statement charged there
had been ‘Snore than 10 unlaw-
ful violations in the past three
years alone."

The announcement of the
protest was made as two Ameri:
can consuls flew from Moscow
to Soviet Armenia to learn from
the two American generals
aboard the plane just how it
happened to land in the Soviet
Union last Wednesday.

The plane also carried an
American pilot and a Turkish
colonel, The U,S. Embassy lere
hud asked for prompt release of
the plane and its occupants,
saying the plane’s Intrusion

der was ‘‘clearly accidental.”

"Violations of the Soviet Un-
jon’s air space by American
planes happen by no means be-
cause of dsome chance concur-
rence of circumstances but are
a result of the general military
activity of the United States in
areas adjoining the Soviet Un-
jon,” the statement charged.

Soviet authorities granted per-
mission Sunday for Consuls Pe-
ter C. Swiers and Richard
Combs to visit Ma), Gen. Ed-
ward C.D, Scherrer, chief of the
U.S. military mission in Turkey,
and Brig. Gen. Claude M. Mc-
Quarrie Jr., chiéf of the mis-
sion's Army section.

The pilot of the generaly’

People are alway§ talking
. about ‘‘the good old days,' and
it occurred to me to do a little
research and see what was going
on in the fleld of opera just a
century ago—that is, in 1870. The
results Interested me and I
hope they'll Interest you.

Historically, it was qulte an
interesting year as well. It was
the year that the Pope was de-
prived of his papal states and
retired to the Vactican to re-
maln his own prisoner there for
nearly 80 years. It was also the
year that the dogma of papal
infallibility was promulgated.

Franz Josef was chosen king
of Hungary, the throne there
having lapsed, but while he was
fing of both Austria and Hun-
gary, there was as yet no Austro-
Hungarian empire. There was a
revolution in Spain ending in an
abdication and a regency. There
was nlso a revolution in Russia
where emancipated serfs found
thelr lot as free men was little
better, if not actually worse,
than it had been when they were
alaves.

The French would be defeat-
ed this year . In the Franco-
Prussian war, and the German
Emplre would be founded as &
result, England was relatively
peaceful but Gladstone had set
about his established policy of
“pacifying Ireland;"” by force,
of course.

In England .also, the “Widow
of Windsor'* ended her mourning
and was scen {n public at Covent
Garden as part of a atate visit
by the Shah of Persia who was
spending the money that came
to him from the newly founded
Anglo-Iranian Oil Cos
. Although Victoria was actual-
ly of German extraction and
had married a German prince,
she had operas in England sung
in Italian, even when they
were German. This was the case
that night, when the opera was
“The Merry Wives of Windsor"
by Otto Nicolal, A pleture of the
event showsa the Shah and his
attendants wearing their hats in
the royal box while listening to
the performance,

Apparently six new operas
were premiered that year, but
I can only find out sbout three
of them. Flotow, the composer
of ‘“Marta,” offered a new
opera, oddly enough in French,
“L'Ombre:" I've never heard it
but It seems to have survived
quite & while and was in the
repertoire of the Hamburg
Opera until 1933,

There was an opera by Games
called “I1 Guarny,”' about SBouth
American Indlans, It still is oc-
casionally done jn South Amer-
fca, and its overture still re.
mains a favorite with concert
bands in North America. .

Then on June 28, 1870 Wag-
ner's “Die Walkuere' was® pre-
miered in Munich, His opern
“Die Melstersinger” had been
premiered jugt two years prev-
founly. Both operas were hailed
as masterpleces by some’ and
as anathema by others, Both
operas are still firmly fixed In
the repertoire of every opera
company. We even had ““Walku-
ere’ in Hartford two years ago.
“Melatersinger” is too big for
the local company, but doubtless
they'd like to do it.

Verdl was resting, He had fin-
ished “Don Carlos" two years
previously, and would not write
“Alda” for two more years, His
fame was secure apd he was
virtuelly retired.

Itallan opera was pre-eminent
everywhere, and the works of
Rossinl, Danizetti, Bellini and
Verdi were heard all over.
Gunod had written his best
operas; Meyerbeer was dead.
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Massenet and Saint-Saens were
just beginning their careers.
Puccini was twelve years old.

The attitude of audiences was
far different from that of today.
With the Italian '‘bel canto' the
order of the day, people only
wanted to listen to the arias, s
state of affairs that still pre-
vails, But they carried it a lit-
tle further a century ago. Peo-
ple actually dined in their boxes,
intérrupting thelr meals only for
a particularly tasty tune, They
also visited back and forth and
carried on animated conversa-
tions during all the “'recitativo
secco.”

“The Overture to ‘Die Mel-
stersinger’ by Richard Wagner
was played yesterday during” a
regimental band concert at the
Vienna Kursalon, At the conclu-
sion there was rabld applause
on the part of the ‘futurist' por-
tion of the audience and just as
noisy hissing by the Antl-Wag-
nerites. This endured for sev-
eral minutes and fisticuffs be-
gan to break out here and
there.

“The bandmaster had an in.
spiration. As the fighting
spread from the auditorlum to
the ante-rooms and lobbies, he
struck up ‘The Blue Danube
Waltz'. In short order things be-
gan to calm down and in a few
moments those who had been
tighting were happily waltzing
away In each others arms',

Speaking of ''Melstersinger”
ane Vienna critic decried the
famous quintet in that opera
(which ranks with the Quartet
from Rigoletto and the Sextette
from Lucia) &8 ‘‘a mouthful of
swamp water’.

good,

South ruffed the - opening
spade lead in dummniy, drew one
round of trumps and then led &
diamond from dummy. East
played low, and the Unlucky
Expert found a tortuous line of
reasoning that persuaded him
to play the ace of diamonds.

West, who hadn't been paying
attention, expected South fo by
a finesse with the queen of die-
monds and played the king be-
fore he realized that South had
played the ace. Does the scene
remind you of your own four-
gsome? (It reminds me of
mine!)

Slam Now Unbeatabls

The slam was now unbeat-
ablé, of course, if South led the
queen of dlamonds. Even if it
turned out that West’s king had
been a singleton, South could
take the jack of diamonds, ruff
a diamond and draw trumps.
Then he could discard a loser
on dummy's last dlamond.

But an Unlucky Expert
doesn't make allowances for ac-
cldents. South led & trump to
dummy and ‘retumed a die-
mond to ftry his “proven"
finesse with the nine. West won
with the ten of dlamonds and

led another spade, forcing out .

dummy’s last trump.

Now the dlamonds were
blocked, since South had only
the queen left, with no way to
get back to dummy. The Un-
lucky Expert had to fall back
on the club finesse. Down one.

If this happens to you, don't
try to explain. Jukt say that
you're an Unlucky Expert.

Harry Truman and Dwight Eisenhow-
er, not always for tfe most consistent
of reasons, were American Presidents
whose world policy bullt up and in.
creased the prestige of the United Na-
ions as a law-making and a law-enforc-
ing body. They used it to oppose aggres-
sion and end war in Korea, in the Suez,

John F. Kennedy and Lyndoh John-
son, on the other hand, treated the Unit-
‘ed Nations as if it were an optionnl
luxury, to be allowed to handle problems
in which ¥e were not vitally interested,
but not to allowed to become the rou-
tine channel' for use of United States
diplomacy or United States military
strength.

Pr}aldent‘ Richard Nixon has aligned
himself with his two immediate pred-
ecessors, and his speech to the United
Nations last Friday, on the 25th anni-
versary of the birth of the world
organization, was merely a slightly more
graceful exhibition of lip service than
Kennedy eor Johnson ever bothered to
glve,

It was @ brand of lip service which
was also betrayal, for Imbedded deep
in it all wos the obvicus determination
to keep on with the Kennedy-Johnson
mistake of assuming that we must and
can rest our own security on our own
individurl power instead of on some
world order.

Phis — the idea that we can create our
own safety—is the “‘Impossible dream’
of our time—not, as the Presldent classi-
fled things Friday, the  ‘‘realistic"
proposition. A

A few of the Presldent's sentences
lustrate his — and Kennedy's and John-
sdn's — mistaken view of  what is
realistic,

The central issue of war or peace, he
sald, ''turns in large part on the rela-
tions among the great nuclear powers."

*“The issue of war and peace cannot
be solved unless we in the United States
and the Soviet Union demonstrate both
the will and the capacity to put our re-
lationship on a basis consistent with the
aspirations of mankind."

“One of the reasons the world had
such high hopes for the United Nations
at the time of its founding was that the
United States and the Soviet Unlon had
fought together as allles in World War
II. We cooperated in bring the U, N. in-
to being. There were hopes that this co-
operation would continue.

It did not continue and much of the
world’'s and the U, N.’s most grievous

troubles since have stemmed from that j

fact of history."

Such spécific reallsm adds up to gen:
eral nonsense. Any particular relation-
ship between the United States and Rus-
sia is only a passing phase in world his-
tory, and, however it was handled, would
soon be succeeded by some other rela-
tionship, For the United States and Rus-
sia tp make all kinds ofppedce between
themselves would not guaraniee peace
to the world in the slightest.

The solution to the world's troubles
ties not In the relationship between two
greatl super powers of the moment, but
in the relationship between all powers
and the concept of a United Nations
powerful enough to make and enforce
law which would deny the resort to war
to-all nations,

We cannot, as President Nixon did ad-
mit, make this an "American century."
But neither; for that matter, can we
make it, even if Russia is sincerely will-
ing, into & *"Russlan-American quarter-
century.''

The only tenable *‘realism'’ for today's
situation In the world is the "Imposaible
dream' that even the world's greatest
nations shoyld be willing to surrender
the war-making portion of their own
sovereignty to a world law and & world
police force.

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But Never Quite Get There?

We are not there yet, and we may
never arrive there with any guarantee

that our knowledg% and practice are’

completely sound and safe, but the di-
rection of our journey into our own
minds is belng signposted all the time.

The latest signpost carries the in-
formation that four sclentists engaged
in studying the sometimes sensational
side cffects of L.dopa, the new drug
¢mployed for treatment of Parkin-
sonism, think they may have discovered
the chemical mechanism by which the
drug, when used in some patients, suc-
cedds in penetrating and influencing
electrical transmisstons between nerve
cells. The drug (tsef becomes a new
kind of transmitter, uniting previously
existing responses into new and some-
times startiing results.

These results can range from depres-
slon, hallucination, paranoia and in-
somnia on to feelings of omnipotence

and, In a few patienty increased sexual
drive.

If one chemical, Introduced at the
proper satrategic situalion, can cross-
current the mind into such a variety of
results, other chemicals may produce
other results, som¢ of them, perhaps,
more dependably specific,

Sooner or lnter, then, there is lkely to
be a chemical medicine of the mind as
extendive and as réspected as the
chemical medicine which already exists
for the other functions of the body.

Whether whatever high destiny  or
blind chance which created us and put
us here is going to permit the chemistry
of the mind to achieve any greater total
gecurity than that chemistry of the
body, which is always discovering eith.
er some‘uurprise new enemy, or finding

. some old enemy being reborn with new
* immunities, we may never know.

All human affairs may, for all we
know, be‘ based on two fundamental
laws, the first that we must constantly

~seek all those goals to which knowledge

can lead us, but the second that we
never quite attain any of them.

Sam Rome Frightened Us

during his long career as n detective
won an enviable reputation as one of the
most dedicated and capable police offi-

cers in the history of the state. He was

the central figure in the successful con-
clusion of many a police investigation
and often times it was evidence uncover-

Our admiration for Major Rome, how-
ever, does not extend so far as to permit
our endorsement of all of the views he
expressed here Wednesday night when
he was the speaker at the annual joint
dinner meeting of Bristol service clubs,

It is true that he made a good case of
the necessity for all of us to back up the

people we entrust with law enforcement. .

We all know that a police force is only
as effedtive as the people it serves want
it to be, Fortunately, most Connecticut
people respect and support our state po-
lice organization and the various local
protection departments.

However, It seems to us that Major
Rome went a litlle too far when he sug-
gested that private citizens carry guns
and keep their homes armed. Should
such a situation ever come to pass only
a brave man would dare knock on his
neighbor's door on & dark night even to
borrow & cup of sugar. Furthermore, too
many of us with guns handy might just
be as much of & menace to ourselves
and other innocents as the proverbial
child playing with matches,

* Another unhappy angle is that domies-
tic spats might often end in the worst
kind of tragedy if more homes are equip-
ped with guns than is now the case.
Arming a trained police officer with a
gun is one thing. But making weapons
available to folks who are not physically
or mentally capable of handling them
properly is another. Surely, Major Rome
during his long and splendid career must
have compiled a great deal of knowledge
of what misuse of guns can do.

In another part of his talk, the speak-

er, assalling our courts, compared for-
mer Chief Justice Earl Warren unfavor-
ably with g man who is hardly an ad-
mirer of the American judicial system—
Nikita Khrushchev.
+ If such remarks were intended to
amuse some of his audience, Sam Rome
may have succeeded. But we wager that
others may have felt that some of his ob-
servations were Intemperate,

Once again, congratulations to Sam
Rome on a great record of public serv-
ice. But we still hope that he was not
serious in his advocacy of turning the
United States of America into a vast
armed camp.

Acting ‘at Egypt's request, a
group of other African delegates
have drawn up a resolution de-
manding that Israel resume the
indirect talks “with Egypt and
Jordan which U.N. envoy Gun.
nar V. Jarring arranged with
himself as go-between. The res-
olution calls for a report to the
assembly in two months, in ef-
fect giving Israel that length of
time to end her boycott, :

The resolution accuses the Is-
raells of obstructing Jarring’'s
efforts, declares the acquisition
of territory by force '‘inadmissi-
ble' and says Israel’s continued
occupation cannot be permitted.

“This proposal, obviously
Arab inspired, must be rejected
out of hand,” sald an Iaraell of-
ficial In Jerusalem. Others sald
the African authors of the reso-
lution should try to get the So-
viet-Egyptian misslles removed
from the Suez Canal zone “‘in-
stead of always pointing the fin-
ger of blame at us,"”

Israel has sald repeatedly
that it will not retumn to the Jdr-
ring talks until Egypt pulls back
Soviet antiaircraft missiles
which Israel and the United
States charge have been moved
cloger to the Suez Canal in vio-
lation of the three-month cease-
fire that began Aug. 7.

Indications were given Sun-
day that the United States is
atill backing Israel in that posi-
tlon, U.S. sources sald: “There
are violations, and rectification
remains necessary.'

Of Commission Tomorrow

South Windsor Sewer Com-
mission will meet at 8 p.m .to-
morrow at the Town Hall on
Sullivan Ave. to discuss the
proposed $5,142,000 sewer ref-
erendum which will appear on i
the Nov. 3 election ballot,

Last week at two page bro-

‘chure, prepared by the Com-
mission was malled to all resi.
dents in South Windsor in an

effort to clarify questions re-.
garding the proposed scwer ex-
tension. The printing was done
by citizens who belleve resi-
dents should be fully Informed
before they vote.

The brochure explained that
there are twoé areas in town in
need of sanitary sewers,

In the Avery Brook area, ap-
proximately one- third of the
homes have septic field diffi.
cultlies, and fo rsome, there is
no possible means of repair,

The Sullilvan Ave. commer-
clal area has and is experienc-
ing serious septic field prob-
lems. The fact that this i{s the
fastest growing commercial
area in town motivated the
Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion, the Industrial Develop-
ment Commission and the
Chamber of Commerce to rec-
ommend this area as the next
to receive sanitary sewers,

At the recent Town Council
meeting it was sald that both
projects are equal in priority
and that it would be in the best
interest of the town to have
both projects appearing on the
ballot as a single vote.

Sewer Commissioner Edward
Jarzebowskl explained that af-
ter the commission reviewed
alternate plans for sewer lines,
(tie-in with the Vernon sewer
lines, and extension of sewers

| to the Manchester line), it was

agreed the most practical and
inexpensive route was through
the town's own plant on Viberts
Rd. The town would otherwise
be financing sewer lines belong-
ing to Vernon or Manchester.

The prize committee sald that
in his books and articles, Sa-

muelson “has rewritten con-
glderable parts of central eco-
nomic theory, and has in sever-
al areas achieved results which
now rank among the classical
theorems of economics , .. He
has developed and Improved
several important theorems
within the theory of internation-
al trade."

A natlve of Gary, Ind., Dr,
Samuelson went to MIT In 1840
and was named Institute profes-
sor in 1066. He has been a con-
sultant to the Federal Reserve
Board since 1867 and has served
in many other government advi-
sory positions.

The author of several widely
used college textbooks and
coauthor of numerous other
works in the field of economics,
he is past president of the Inter-
national Bconomics Assoclation
and the American Economics
Assoclation.

Samuelson received B.A. and
LL.D. degrees from the Univer-
sity of Chicago, and an M.A.
and Ph.D. from Harvard Uni-
vepsity,

He is married to the former
Marion Crawford. They have six
children and live in Belmont,
Mass,

S8amuelson writes a column,

as does Friedman, in the maga-
zine Newsweek on economic af-
fairs and related matters.

He is the first American to
win the economics prize. The
first was awarded last year to
Dr. Ragnar Frisch of Norway
and Dr. Jan. Tinberger of the
Netherlands,

Samuelson, who has advised
past administrations in Wash-
ington, was critical Iast summer
of President Nixon's policy on
inflation.

He joined Gardner Ackley,
chairman of the Council of Eco-
nomic Advisers under President
Lyndon B. Johnson, last July in
assalling Nixon's budget policy
and the monetary policy regu-
lated by the Federal Reserve
Board. They sald the govern-
ment should attempt to expand
the U.S. economy to fight unem-
ployment.

A spokesman for Rep. Meskill
sald his Republican boss did in-
deed miss 112 congrestnomu roll
calls this year,

But, said the spokesman, Rep.
Daddario was absent during 120
roll calls during the same
period.

A number of veleran political
observers have been saying—
some with surprise—that Mesk-
ill appears to have the edge in
the race for the Statchouse. At
least one poll released Sunday
bears out that view.

The Hartford Times poll con-
ducted by the Becker Research
Corp. showed Meskill with o 44
per cent-to-32 per cent lead over
Daddario. The poll results are
based on interviews with 500
Connecticut voters immediately
after President Nixon's visit to
the state Oct, 13.

A previous Times poll showed

‘Meskill leading Daddario by on-
‘ly 8 percentage points, 40 per

cent to 34 per cent.

In the Benate sweepstakes,
Democrat Joseph Duffey pitched
a three-point plan Saturday for

For Student Involvement

State Rep. Thomas J. Don-
nelly, candidate for re-election,
while approving of the social
and political involvement of
college students, has called for
& redirection of thelr involve-
menta.

He sald “"Many are losing
valuable time through the
wrong Involvements and at the
expense of others.'

While the social and political
progress of today's student ad-
vances, Donnelly said, ‘‘the
role of the educator and the uni.

“we must disagree with the
methods of those who dissent
through distraction and destruc-
tion.*

Donnelly said that there is no
better way to achieve objectives
than to ‘organize’ and work
within the system, to work
to change the system by run-
ning for public office, or to work
for the election of somecone who
shares your beliefs,

Of violence on campus, Don-
nelly sald he does not advocate
the stifiing of dissent, but
recognizes that students are
adults, and want to be treated
as such, “Therefore, those who
destroy property should be
aware of the law and thus treat-
ed as hoodlums and criminals,
Regardless of grievances, real
or imagined, laws cannot be
broken at the discretion of the
citizen,"” Donnelly concluded.

Eban sald as he arrived in
New York Sunday that he had
not come 'in a defensive
mood."

Television Debate Tonight Could Be Crucial
In Three-Way Race for U.S. Senate Seat

Nixon Ratifies Bill

Stiffening

Penalties

For Drug Pushers

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon today sign-

ed a drug bill aimed at drug

and narcotics pushers, ask-

ing public support for an all-out fight against drug use

by young people.

Enforcement tools provided
by the new law, plug the support
of all citizens, may ‘‘save the
lives of thousands of young peo-
ple who might otherwise be
hooked on drugs,' Nixon sald,

“In order for the laws to
mean anything they must have
the support of the public,” he
sald.

The drug bill eases somewhat
the penalties for narcotics and
drug users, stiffens penalties for
professional drug traffickers
and extends federal controls
over previously unregulated
drugs.

Nixon, addressing himself to
‘‘all of you who may be seceing
this signing ceremony or hear-
ing it sald drug use among"
people I1s a major national cri-
sis,

The ceremony took place at
the downtown Washington head-
quarters of the Bureau of Nar-
coties and Dangerous Druga.

The President sald the mes-
sage that drug use can ruin a
young life should be stressed
“in every home, every school,
every church and in the newspa-
per and television and radio me-
dia.”

Nixon saild the new law not
only provides stronger enforce-
ment tools for federn! authori-
ties, but establishes ‘‘a forward
looking program In narcotics
addiction . .. one that we must
have support for. We want to do
all we can to cure people who
are addicted to drugs and nar-

cotics {f there is a cure for such
addiction.'”

Persons convicted of selling
narcotics and drugs may be sen-
tenced to maximums ranging
from 5 to 15 years on the firsi
offense. ‘and up to 25 years if
they fall into the category of a
special” dangerous drug offend-
er. Sccond offenses require dou-
bied sentences.

Federal control of narcotics
and dangerous drugs, now exer-
cised through a registration sys-
tem, will be replaced by a l-
cenging system for drug manh-
facturers and distributors.

The bill establishes five
schedules or categories of nar-
coticsa and dangerous drugs,
with hard narcotics, halucino-
genle drugs and marijuana
being in schedule one. Regula-
tions vary in strictness from one
schedule to another with sched-
ule one being the most strictly
controlled,

On display as the President
signed were charts describing
bureau actions in Detroit, San
Francisco and Los Angeles In
which hard narcotics and halu-
cinogenic drugs worth more
than $5 milllon were seized

Displayed on n table beside
the President were quantities of
heroin, cocalne and marijuana
seized in the Detroit raid.

Also on the table was a guan-
tity of cash, part of $264,000 that
was aselzed by federnl agents in
Detroit,

Pair Shares Physics Award

Nobel Prize Winner’s Goal:
" Manned Flights to Planets

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) —
Prof. Hannes Alfven, who was
awarded the Nobel Prize In
physics jointly with a French-
man today, wants the United
States to land men on asterolds
to ‘“find out really what our
creation is all about."”

This i{s the goal, the white-
halred Swedish physlcist says,
for which he has’ pushed for
years to prove his theory that
the solar system originated first
as lonized gas with solid bodles
then forming in space.

A misslon to an asterold
would be most important in
proving this,” he sald in an in-
terview after learning of his
selection in Stockholm for the
$40,000 prize.

‘'We can do this first with an
unmanned flight, returning min-
erals’ much as Apollo -did with
lunar material.”

* An originator of plasma phys-
ics, he I8 described by other
physicists at the University of
Californin at Sdn. Diego as the
father of so-called Alfven
waves, the electromagnetic
waves of the type which travel
through lonized gas. Magnetic
storms arise at the earth's sur-
face by means of Alfven waves.

He was honored for “funda-
mental work and discoveries in
magnete hydrodynamics with
fruitful application In different
parts of plasma physics."

The Nobel! Prize "is for the
general work which [ started
about 1937,"" Alfven sald.

A native of Stockholm, he and
his wife Kerstin have spent =ix
months & year since 1986 in San
Diego. Alfven Is a professor in
residence, teaching a single
weekly class In astrophysics to
a small group of postgraduate
students, mostly doctorate can.
didates,

The university awarded him a
fellowship along with former
U.8, Chlef Justice Earl Warren
In a recent convocation.

At least once a week, Alfven
sald he tasks the National Aero-
nautics and .Space Administra-
tion about asteroid flights.

‘At pregent, we are discuss. *
an unmanned spacecraft
and this is feasible in the near
future,” he sald. “It could be
done with'a new space motor
which NASA has invented. I
have been talking with them al.
most every week for the last
five months.

“I am trying to find out to-
gether with many - others how
our solar system originated, and
I have believed the most inter-
esting thing to do was to investi-
gaté“the asteroid.”

The theory ‘‘has nothing to do
with life,” Alfven said.
