It was the ninth straight eleg-
tion ‘in which Democrats  had
captured control of both Senate
and House,

Democrats took over 13 Re-
publican governorships, among
them three of the 10 most popu-
lous states in the nation—Penn-
gylvania, Ohio and Florida.

Barry Gold-
water in the presidential elec-
ton,

“I would hope this would en-
courage the administration to
take the state of the economy
more seriously,” Albert said,

“They haven't done so up to
now.""

Albert sald the Democrats in
the House already have taken
some legisiative steps. Over ad-
ministration opposition, they
have passed standby credit,
wage and price controls which
have not been used.

“We- could do more,” Albert
sald. "I would hope that we
could work together with the ad-
ministration, but i{f not we will
have to go ahead on our own.''

Albert said his party will ben-
efit not only its gainy in the
House but by a heightened sense
of unity resulting from the deep
involvement by Nixon and Vice
President Spiro T, Agnew in the
congressional campaign.

The voters of Manchester have de-

“veloped a mind of their own with regard
to local bond Issues.

There may be those who will argue
that it is not a very responsible attitude
they haye devel :

To be completely responsible, the vot-
ers who vote down bond lssues should

“have to ask themselves whether they

would Tavor having the town work In-
volved financed by an immediate rise

in the tax rate.

Perhaps the antl-bond issue voters of
Manchester fail to put that propoaition

to themselves. Perhaps they are seeking
to shirk their own share of the respansi.
bility for solving the community prob-
lems involved.

But they have, by this time, shown
themselves firm and consistent in their
‘determination to reject, as often as it is
offered to them, the bonding type of
solution. ]

They have somehow convinced them-
selves—and they refuse to allow them-
selves to be smooth-talked out of it —
that the bo?\dlng process makes every-
thing it pays for cost at ledst half as
much again. i

They will accept the process for
schools, firgt because they are willing
to consider every legitimate school need
an emergency need, but second because
they themselves can calculate that
achool bulldings can concelvably outlast

the bonds it takes to pay for them.
But when it is not a school project,

and when they are not sure that the
project has & chance of lasting as long
as it 1s going to take to pay off the
bonds, the voters of Manchester turn
thumbs down,

‘It seems about time, then, for our
town fathers to take this town attitude
toward bonding as ene of the facts of
town life, and, instead of trying to bat-
ter their way through it, try to adjust
municipal policy to it.

This obviously has to mean the regu-
lar allocation of some current - tax
revenues to projects like streets and
sidewalks for which the voters have re-
fused bonding. It obviously means that,
although everything cannot be done at
once, by the bonding method, some part
of everything should be attempted, out

. of current revenues, every year.

It means more patch and seratch, and
more making do with unsatisfactory con-
ditions, and a lot more work and worry
on the part of .town officials and depart-
ments, but there is a kind of reverse
benefit involved, too. The less we re.
sort to bonding, the more we are
eventually going to be able to afford to
do for ourselves.

The need is to formulate modeést but
regular forward pay-as-you-go programs
in those areas where the voters refuse
to permit bonding.

8o, in the fall of 1972, when the nation
looks back on another mammoth comn
yield, do not omit, in the course of giv-
ing credit to the scientific miracles of
modern farming, the great' black soll
of the prairies, and the efficiency of
the mecha.r;lcal monsters which plant,
cultivate and reap, to give some credit
also to the fact that, somehow in the in-

Manuel 8, Stamatakis, * 22,
formerly of Vernon and now of
Coventry, was scheduled to be

suspended after two months,

Caldwell admitted the mistake
but Judge Leo Parskey sald he
wouldn't accept & recommenda-
tion to suspend after two
months anyway.

Public Defender Flaherty
stressed that the defendant had

Minichlello sald he hijacked
the plane to his native Italy be-
canse the: Army charged him
with robbery and he feared he
wouldn't get afair trial in the
United States.

Minichiello’s rusty Itallan had
become more fluent during his
year here,

His defense attorneys chal-
lenged some of the statements
police quoted him as making
when he was arrested. The at-
torneya said he was misunder-
stood because no interpreter
was provided.

‘Do you want an interpreter
now?" the judge asked.

Minichiello hesitated, then

‘shook his head no. His testimo-
ny in TMallan was accentsd but
easlly understandable,

The 21-year-old Italian-Ameri-
can went on trial here om
charges of violence, assault and
kidmaping in the dramatic
6,000-mile flight a year ago that
was history's longest airplane
hijacking.

He was not with the
bijacking fitself. Italian law
makes no- reference to afr pira-
cy.

“Minichiello, who mlgmted to
the United States with his par-
ents when he was 13; told the
court of his arrest in California
on charges of breaking into an
Army store.

“F am Itallan,” he told the
court In his strongly American-
accenmted Italian, “‘I went to the
United States. I fought for them
in Vietnam. And then that's the
way they treat me."

He has contended that he
broke into the Army supply
store to get back $200 he claims
the Army owed him in back pay
during his Vietnam service.

He escaped when being taken
to stand court-martial, and hi-
jacked the plans to Italy,

“I wouldn't have got a fair
deal,'"" Minichiello told the court
here.

'You mean you do not think
you would have had a fair
trial?'’ the Italian judge asked
him.

Minichiello dropped his head
and muttered again: “Look at
how they treated me."”

A year in fail waiting for trial
appeared to have taken some of

the bolsterousness. out of the
ex-Marine, When he was taken

into custody In the Roman coun-

tryside Nov. 1, 1969, after ab
ducting an’ airport police chiet
at gunpoint he had uemed cool-

‘Ttaly was the second Western
country to recognize Red China
in less than a month, China, and

' Canada, ‘another NATO country,

announced Oct, 18 they were es-
tablishing relations.

In that accord, too, Canada
“took note" of but passed no
judgment on Peking’s claim to
Formosaa. As.in the case of Can-
ada Nationalist China withdrew
its diplomats from Italy in ap-
parent preparation to sever re-
Iations.

The joint document issued to-
day pledged Italy and Commu-
nist China to reciprocal respect
of each other's soversignty and
territorial integrity, and to non-
{riterference in (nfernal matters,

In #8 own communique, Italy
emphasized its Interest in devel-

oping' its commercial and ouls
tural relations with China, and
in reaching e consular accord
respecting the interests of each
country,

The communiques were is-
sued several hours after the
Ifalian government extended
formal recognition of Peking,

Formosa severed ties the mo-
ment the accord was an.
nounced.

The Nationalist Chinese- am-
bassador to Italy, Hsu S8hao-
chang, left Rome for Taipei just
as the Rome-Peking accord
went into effect.

He called the Iallan recogni-
tion of the Mao regime a ‘‘de-
plorable act,” adding that the
decislon was “‘high priced for a
gain of dublous value,”

The ambassador called the
Communist leadership * only a
passing phase In Chinese histo-
ry'u

In"Milan, Nationalist Chinese
Consul * Chauyeh Chang said:
““We are closing the office and
stopping any activity in Italy.”

Formosa is expected to retain
relations with the Vatican, It
maintaing an ambasgsador to the
Holy See, and a papal pronuncio
is In Talpel.

The Italian state, however,
has never assigned an ambassa-
dor to Taipel.

The shift also is not expected
to affect Formosa's small trade
with Italy, consisting largely of

BRIDGEPORT (AP)—A law
achool professor who had the

podium Thursday night when a
white group broke up & com-
munity meeting on minority
group relations with the police
sald afterward that the incident
appeared planned and organ.
ized,

The whites yelled arguments
and catcalls for half an hour,
shouted down two speakers, and
then moved in force to the front
of the hall to confront a line
of young blacks. The meeting
broke up just short of physical
blows when a Roman Catholic
nun stepped between the two

"It was relatively clear to me
that from the outset there was
a group that had come with the
deliberate intent of disrupting
the meeting and preventing it
from proceeding,’’ sald profes-
sor Clyds W. Summers of the
Yale Law School. He was sup-

posed to be chalrman of the
meeting, and was the one who
called it off.

“It seemed to me that they
were inviting physical violence,
and at least doing all that was
necessary to incite a riot,'" Sum-
mers said.

He added that the Connecticut
Civil Liberties Union, which
sponsored the abortive meeting,
g planning to discuss attempts
to identity the disrupters and
perhaps seek action against
them under feéderal civil rights,
statutes,

The meecting, at which Sum.
mers was chalrman, broke up
in disorder after about 20 burly
white men confronted a line of
militant young blacks at the
front of the room.

The whites had been disrupt-
ing the meeting from the start,
standing and shouting, arguing
back and forth as they sat or

Uneasy Calm Prevails

Egypt Accepts Truce Extension
But Vows It’s the Last Time

By THE ASSOCIATED PBES-SI

Uneasy calm prevailed along
the Suex Canal today as Egypt,
Israel and Jordan extended
thelr 80-day cease-fire. But Cal-
ro declared it will not agree to
another extension ‘‘under any
circumstances.”

The semiofficlal newspaper Al
Ahram sald Egypt had accepted
a 00-day extension of the truce
‘‘at the wish of the international
community’’ but that any fur-
ther extension would *‘serve Is-
rael's goal in turning it into a
permanent cease-fire."

Israell Premier Golda Meir
told a British television inter-
viewer: ‘‘“We hope that the long-
er the cease-fire lasts, the more
difficult it will become for the
Egyptians to, begin shooting
agan."

‘‘As far as Israel is con-
cerned,” said Deputy Premier
Yigal Allon, “‘the cease-fire will
continue as long as Egypt
avoids taking military steps
against us,'

Jordan had announced earller
that it would continue to ob-
serve a cease-fire as long as its
forces were not attacked.

Egyptian and Israell forces
along the Suez Canal were on
the alerty, but their guns re.
mained quiet,

A milltary spokesman in Tel
Aviv sald Israeli troops had not-

ed no unusual activity on the
Egyptian slde of the canal ana
were ‘‘sleeping much more
comfortably than in the past.”

The situation was also calm
along the Jordan River separat-
ing Israel and Jordunian forces.
Arabs in flowing robes strolled
across the Allenby Bridge in
both directions, stopping at each
end for Jordanian and Israell
soldiers to check their creden-
tials, Newsmen on the Jorda-
nian side saw no Palestinian
guerrillas within 20 miles. The
area had been swarming with
uniformed commandos a few
months ago.

The cease-fire, part of a Mid-
dle Bast peace initiative spon-
sored by the United States, had
been scheduled to expire at mid-
night Thursday, But after eight
days of debate, the U.N. Gener-
al Assembly on Wednesday
adopted a resolution urging that
the truce be extended and that
Israel, Egypt and Jordan return
to indirect peace negotiations
with U.N. envoy Gunnar V. Jar-
ring as go-between.

» Those talks began Aug. 25, but
Jarael withdrew 10 days later,
charging that Egypt had moved
antiaireraft missiles cioser to
the canal in violation of the
cease-fire,. The Israells sald
then—and have repeated fre-
quently since—that they would

not return to the Jarring nego-
tiations untll the misslles are
pulled back.

‘I they take thelr missiles
out, we go back to the Jarring
talks," Mms., Meir sald Thurs-
day.

Egypt has been just as un-
yielding in insisting that the
missiles were In the canal zone
before the cease-fire started
Aug.7 and that none would be
pulled back.

Egyptian President Anwar
S8adat repeated this stand on
Thursday and st the same time
gave an interpretation different
from Al Ahram's to Egypt's ex-
tension of the cease-fire. Sadat,
quoted in an earlier issue of Al
Aram, sald HEgyptian forces
would continue the truce for “a
further ahort period.””

WASBHINGTON (AP) — The
nation's unemployment rate
edged up last month and manu-
facturing jobs dropped, largely
because of the auto workers
strike against General Motors,
the Labor Department reported
today,

The national jobleas rate
edged up one-tenth of one per
cent to 5.6 per cent of the work
force, the report said. The total
number of jobless was virtually
unchanged at 4.3 million.

The 5.6 per cent fi com-
pared with the 6 per t unem-
ployed rate that House Speaker
John W. McCormack, D-Mass.,
sald last Monday had been
reached. McCormack said at
the time that the Nixon adminis
tration was withholding the @
per cent ammouncement until
after Tuesday's election. Labor
