Woman Wins Acquittal
In Death of Her Husband

FRESNO, Calif. (AP) — Mrs,
Loulse Thoresen was acquitted
today of murder charges in the
death of her millionaire gun col-
lector husband, Willlam Thore-
sen III,

The eight-man, four-women
jury returned thelr verdict just
11 hours after they got the case
from Judge Joseph J. Joy.

The Judge convened court at
3:45 a.m. when the jury reached
a verdict, and the court clerk
read it aloud.

Mrs, Thoresen was joyfully

embraced by her parents in the
courtroom. The 34-year-old de.
fendant was not set free, howev-
er, gince she la being held on a
New York warrant involving a
gun charge,

But Mrs. Thoresen was ex-
pected to be released later to-
day. She was found innocent aft-
or & 13-day trial,

Mrs, Thoresen's husband, son
of a Chicago steel executive,
was ghot to death in the couple's
Fresno home last June 10.

In his summation, Deputy
Dist. Afty, Frank Wells showed

the jury color photos of the bul-
let-riddled back of the victim.
The holes were close together,
Wells commented :

‘““That, ladles and gentlemen,
is known as a good group. To
get that kind of group you have
to aim, and that takes time."’

House Okays

New S erteé
ByHartt
Starts Well

Hartl College inaugurated a
new series of chamber orches-
tra concerts last evening at
Milard Auditorium, befors an
over capacity crowd that heard
a charming program, generally
varv  well played. Vytautas
Marifosius  conducted, while
Imanuel Willheim, Joseph Ia-
done, and Darlene Gayles were
featured during the program.

Things started with a Vivaldi
Concerto for viola d'amore, lute,
strings, and harpsichord. The
work is not the true solo con-
certo of Mozart's time, yet it
is not strictly In the ‘'concerto
grosso'' form of an earlier pe-
riod. Lying somewhere between
the two, it is perhaps best
characterized as traditional in
character,

The viola d'amore with its
sympathetic strings is a seldom
heard instrument from olden
times. I would much have per-
ferred last night's instrument
to have been strung with gut
strings rather than the steel
strings Dr. Willhelm employed.
I know, gut strings break easily
and are difficuit to keep In
tune but they are part and par-
cel of the instrument’'s tone
color. The same complaint
might be leveled at Mr. Ia-
done's iute.

Nevertheless it was a delight-
ful work that had an antique
charm quite unknown in this
day and age, It was accorded
a viable performance that did
not in the least remind one of
a museum exhibit as is so often
the case with relatively ancient
music.

Mozart's great G-minor Sym-
phony came next. I was happy to

The work s extremely dif-
ficult, perhaps the most ditficult
of all symphonies to render per-
fectly. It wasn't perfectly done
last night, either. The young
musiclans tried too hard and
seemed frequently i1l at ease
with the style of the work. It
takes a wealth of experience to
do Mozart extremely well, and
this, of course, students never
have.

StHl this was a nice perform.
ance and in many respects came
closer to the composer’s concep-
tion than many performances I
have heard by supposedly world-
famous orcheastras,

A stunning surprise was Dar-
lene Gales, soprano. She offered
Beethoven's “scena’, “Ah Per-
fldo,"” with s volce of excellent
timbre and operatic size. She
gave it a dramatic performance
and in general sang with ac-
ceptable diction and declama-
tion. As yet her voice has not
reached its possibilities In ex-
treme upper and lower ranges,
but she has a middle section
that might well be the envy of
many divas with far greater
reputations than hers.

Finally came Prokofiefi's
“Classical'’ Symphony, This is,
in my opinfon, one of the clever-
est compositions of the 20th
century, After more than forty
years acquaintance with the
work, I still find it fresh, de-
lightful and insouclant., Brief,
and to the point, it neverthe-
less fulfills all the requirements
of the classic symphonic struc-
ture, while poking good humor-
ed fun and some of the 18th
century's folbles.

Altogether this  series bids
fair to be a dellightful addition
to the season's muslcal scene.
Tentatively at least, the next

"concert will Include works by

Wagner, Schubert, ‘ Respighi,
and & new composition commis-
sloned for the occasion. This is
the sort of music not easlly
heard, and I strongly recom-
mend these concerts to you.
From the size of last night's
audience it would seem that the
word has already gotten around
and there is no need for me to
plug the series in order to
bolster attendance.

‘It was a beautiful speech and I
had to congratulate you person-
ally.' But some older brokers
remained apoplectic,

What had Haack done? All
this:

—Delivered his ‘“personal
opinion’ that the exchange con-
sider abandoning fixed commis-
slon rates on large transactions
and substitute negotiated rates,
a stand contrary to the widely
publicized positlon of the ex-
change governors,

—Suggested that ‘“inept man-
agement” of some members is

" fostered by fixed minimum

commissions, which remove a
great deal of the competitive
edge from the industry.

—Told members their central
market was belng fragmented
not only by inequities in regula-
tion but by thelr own actions in
taking some business to other
markets to conceal questionable
practices.

—S8tated that the securities
industry, ‘“more than any other
industry in America, engages in
mazes of blatant gimmlickry,"
and deplored the “Intrigues and
machinations of some of our
members and some of their cus-
tomers."’

—Challenged the exchange
bureaucracy—"It should not be
tolerated’—and suggested a
restructuring of the Board of
Governors and exchange elec-
tion procedures.

Why did Haack do it? Even
those who oppose his position
are likely to agree he spoke out
of the deepest conviction. As he
put it: “I made it because of a
genuine concern for the survival
of this exchange as the premier
market place.

It was obvious he was frus-
trated by the divisiveness within
the exchange that prevented ef-
fective action on issues that, to
his mind, were little less than
matters of survival or decay.

#He has worked long, tedious
hours over an endless maxe of
problems that, because of com-
plexity, bureaucracy and regu-
lation, seldom permit direct for-
ward action and, in fact, even
logical action.

“You can’t get any unity in
this industry,” sald Haack, who
has spent his entire adult life in
it.

Thankful Result

America's mid-term election results
aAre a mesas; no patiern, no message, no
pat formulas — for which, on the whole,
much thanks.

WASHINGTON — “And so I
put it plainly,” the candidate
sald.

The candidate speaking was
not Ronald Reagan or
Buckley or any of the dosen
Democrats who decided this
year t wear American flag
pins on their lapels and take a
hard line agalnst permissive.

The candidate was Hubert H.
Humphrey, and the date of the
speech was Sept. 11, 1868
more than two years ago. It Is
resurrected now to make a
point about the interpretution
of the mid-term election results
and their implications for 1972,

The standard interpretation of
the 1970 election — leaving
aside the White Houss fairy tale
that the Republicans really won
— goes something llke this:

Republicans ran & law-and-
order campelgn which might
have worked, except that Dem.-
ocratic candidates, forewarned
of the danger by the Scammon-
Wattenberg book ““The Real
Majority," shifted from the soft
Hne ol drugs, crime and
violence they had taken in 1988
W a position of strong con-
demnation, thereby warding off
the Republican attack and set-
Ung themselves up o profit
from public dissatisfaction with
current economic conditions,

The alte ve poesibility —
which the Humphrey quotation
suggests — s that Democrats
did ‘not shift their position sub-
stantively at all from 1983 to
1970, but rather found them-
selves heard and believed in the
latter year when saying the
same things that had been ig-
nored or disregarded by the vot-
ers in 1968,

In other words, this alterna-
tive theory suggests what
really changed between 1968
and 1870 was not the content of
the Democrats’ position, but
their credibility, And the im-
provement In thelr credibility,
this theory suggests, relates
less to thelr attitude on the
economic or social issues than
on the third great issue of pub-
lic concern, Vietnam.

The argument is this: When
Humphrey made the kind of
statement quoted above, to the
American ILegion Convention
and to dozens of other au-
diences during the 1988 cam.
palgn, he was really not heard
or believed

He was not heard because
on many occasions when he
made such stalements his
words were drowned out — g0
far as news coverage In  the
evenis wes conterned — by the
shouts of anti-Vietnam demon-
strators

And he was not belleved, be-
cause o many voters it must
have seemed that the Demo-
crals were at the center of the
viclence and disorder they con-
demned, Just as the Kennedys

 &nd Martin Luther King had

been the targets of aasassing,
80 the Democratic rallles and
the Democratic Convention were
targets of the most Viclent dem-
onstrations,. And in a curious
way the objects of the attacks

became identified as the sources
of the viclence, and thus the
fatal equation of Democrats
with disturbers of the peace
seemed to gain credence,

As it that were not enough
to destroy the Democrats’ credi-
bility in 1988, there was the fur-
ther fact that dozens of prom-
inent Democrats were regularly
denouncing thelr party nominee
&2 a bhypocrite whenever he
sought to separate his own views
from those of the incumbent
Democratic President on the is-
sus of Vietnam, K No wonder he
was not belleved.

Three things have helped re-
store the Democrals’ credibility
in the past two years.

For one thing, the fact that
the man in the White House
is now a Republican makes
the GOP, not the Democrats, the
target of the antiwar damonstra-
tions, Scenes of violence are no
longer automatically lnked in
the voter's mind with the pres-
ence of prominent Democrats.

Becond, the fssue of Vietnam
no longer pita Democrals
against Democrats in an emo-
tionally destructive, credibility-
shattering exchange of epitaphs.
It has been some time since
one Democrat called another an
agent of Hanol or a blood-socak-
ed murderer,

Third, and probably most im-
portant, the fading of Vietnam
from the forefront of the nation-
al consciousness {s helping the
voters forget the main cause of
the Democrats’ disrepute in
1968,

That brings us to the implica-
tion of this alternative analysis
for the 1972 election: Removing
most of the domestic contro-
versy over our course of action
in Vietnam has been, it seems
fair to say, the main political
achievement of President Nix-
on's first two years, Yet it pro-
duced little visible payoff for the
Republicans in the mid - term
election.

It is argued, with considerabie
plausibility, that if the casual-
ties, troop levels and fighting
continue to diminish Mr Nix-

countrymen when he runs for
re-election himself in 1972, But
if—as & by-product of his suc-
cessful Vietnam policy—be helps
end the Democrats’ most de-
strucvite intermmal dispute and
aids in restoring the credibility

It's described as a "chemistry
set for adults' by the president
of the firm distributing it, and it
also might be called a gift for
the man who has everything ex-
cept a distillery.

The item includes five bottles
of “straight Scotch whisky, two
plastic packs- of water from
Scotland and two mensuring
beakers,

The lidea is to do your own
taste testing and ‘‘blend your
own brand' of Scotch,

The kits, called er Blen-
der’'s Packs, have been sold in
Europe but are new to the
United States, said Jack Gutiag,
president of Federal Distillers,
Inc., which imports the kits
from John Haftfenden of Glas
cow, Scotland, and London and
distributes them in this country,

Guttag said he has had orders
for them from persons who
want them for novelty parties,

Bottles of scotch bought in
package stores in the United
States are blends of individual
Scotch whiskies, sometimes in.
cluding 10 or 12 malt whiskies
and 4 grain whisky.

The blending kit contains one
grain whisky and four malt
whiskies, one-tenth of a gallon
of each. Guttag says most of the
“‘character'” of BScotch comes
from the malt whiskies,

The character varies with the
malt, "Grain whisky, which Gut-
tag said has ‘‘very little charac-
ter” is added to the mixture,

Malts included in the kit are
Glenfarclas-Glenlivet, Tomatin,
Macduff, and Islay. The kit also
contains a brochure describing
whiskies and suggesting three
blend formulas, Including one
using just malt.

The water from Scotland that
also is included is not for mak-
ing the blend, sald Guttag, who
suggested it could be poured
into the blender's concoction to
make & highball or frozen in the
plastic bags to make reusable
lce ‘‘cubes.”

Suggested retail price for the
kit Is approximately $27.05, de-

Joseph Bt, Germain of Fleas-
ant St, requested -last month

The Board of Education turn-

ohild.

Challenging the law, 8t Ger-
main contacted state board of-
ficlals, the governor and BSen.
Abraham Ribicotf, He also call-
ed on Mayor Frank McCoy af-
ter he was told that the statute
in guestion was directed to the
towns, not the Boards of Educa-
tion.

The mayor then asked Schwe-
bel to make a ruling and that
ruling will be preésented when
the board meets Monday night
at 7:30 at the Sykes School.

A reply from Sen. Ribicoff
was recelved yesterday by St
Germain, along with a_copy of
the letter the senator received
after contacting Dr. Willlam
Sanders, State Commissioner of
Education.

St. Germain said Dr, Sander's
letter contained information
which is “completely contradic-
tory'' to a letter he (St Ger-
main) received from Francis
McElaney, chief of the State
Bureau of Pupll Personnel and
Special Education.

In his letter to Bt. Germain,
dated Oct, 15, McElaney, while
sympathizing with St. Ger-
main's desire to send his daugh-
ter to St. Bernard’'s School, In-
formed him that the speclal ed-
ucation programs, mandated In
the state statutes, concerned
public schools only. He said,
“should you elect to enroll
Jeanine Marie in the Vernon
public school system, I have
been assured that a program
will be provided to meet her
special education needs.'

Referring to the letter sent
to Sen. Ribicoff, Bt. Germain
sald Dr. Sanders said, “The lo-
cal Board of Education may,
however, allow any child to
come Into a public school set-
ting for a speclfic program or
activity if the local board is-of
the opinion that such a program

Dr. Sanders noted that al-
though this is not mandated -in
the ' law, it is permitted, and
the State Board of Education

““The days of the yassah-
nosah officers are almost over,"
the statement declared.

Robert L, Kendrick, president -

of the group, and Thomas
Fuller, chairman of its board
of directors, issued the state-
ment.

Fuller said it was approved
by 38 of Hartford's 51 black

policemen. Fuller said the num-,

ber represented the full mem-
bership of the Guardians and "‘a
few'' other blacks on the force.
More than half of the 51 blacks
on the force are believed to be
members of the group, although
Kendrick says the number won't
be revealed for fear of discrim-
ination,

Meanwhile, the Hartford Cour-
ant sald Thursday it had ques-
tioned 10 black policemen and
found six agreed with the state-
ment, two opposed it, and two
wouldn't comment.

The Guardians said the state-
ment was prompted by an inci-
dent last Saturday night in
which a black policeman and &
white policeman fought as the
white officer was arresting a
Puerto Rican girl. The black
policeman was suspended pend-
ing an administrative hearing.
Police say he assaulted the
white policeman, but he says
the white officer struck the first
blow.

HARTFORD (AP) — The
process of picking leaders of the
state senate proved to. be less
difficult than expected Thursday
night,

The Demoerats chose J. Ed.
ward Caldwell of Bridgeport for
majority leader, and the Re.
blicans named Alden Ives of
Morris for leader of the minori-
ty. Both contests were less

competitive “than some ob-
servers had expected. ’

Sen. Joseph Buckley, D-Sey-
mour, who had been aeeking the
majority leadership, withdrew
at the beginning of ths Demo-
cratic caucus at the Hotel Bon-
eésta, This left Caldwell in con-
tention with Joseph J. Fauliso
of Hartford, and a secret pa-
per ballot gave Caldwell the job
by a vote of 13 to 6. The caucus
then proceeded to make the vote
unanimous,

Caldwell, a 42-year-old law-
yer with an uncontroversial
image, has 12 years of senale
service under his belt., He is
expected to provide a more
gentle brand of leadership than
Edward L. Marcus of New Ha-
ven exercised in the past two
sessions,

Charles T. Alfano of Suffleld,
the president pro tempore of the
senate, was unopposed in his
bid to succeed himself. Alfano,
who will be elected by the entire
senate when It holds its organl.
zational meeting Jan. 8 is the
man who will appoint the ma-
jority leader and any assistants
the majority leader will have.

Caldwell said ome or two as-
sistant meajority leaders will be
chosen in the next two or three
weeks.

Ives, a 45 year-old veteran of

Red China
Fails In
U.N. Bid

(Countinned from Page One)

Three abstalners in 1889, Can-
ada, Italy and Equatorial Guin-
ea, have established diplomatic
relations with Peking this year.
Chile, which also abstained last
year, switched to support of Pe-.
king’s candidacy after the elec-
tion of a Marxist president re-
cently.

On the other hand, the
Chinese Communists lost Cam-
bodia’s support because they
gave refuge to the ousted Cam-
bodian chief of state, Prince No-
rodom Sihanouk, and allowed
him to set up a government in
exile in Peking. And Mauritius,
which voted for Peking in 1889,
announced this week that ft
would vots no this year, Ambas-
sador Radha Krishna Ramphul
told the assembly that his gov-
ernment still favored Peking
but not to the extent of ousting
the Chinese Nationalists, which
the resolution introduced by Pe-
king's backers called for.

The Soviet Union kept out of
the debate in 1069, but the re-
cent improvement in relations
between the two Communist
glants was llustrated Thursday
wlien Boviet delegate Jacob Ma-
lik demanded the Immediate
seating of Peking. He told the
assembly that to bar the Red
Chinese regime any longer
would undermine the principle
of universality ‘“which is the ba-
sis of the U.N.'s efforts to de-
fend peace and security.”

Nationalist Chiness Ambassa-
dor Liu Chieh closed the debate
Thursday, He challenged the
Communists to accept Saudi
Arabla’'s proposal for a plebis-
cite on the mainland and sald
his government would ablde by
the results of such a vote, Liu
said, however, that he thought
the Reds would reject any such
ides.

“They are perfectly aware
that if such a plebiscits were to
take place, they would be repu-
diated by an overwhelming ma-
jority of the Chinese people,” he
declared.

The Chinese seat has been
held for 25 years by the Nation-
allst Chinese, who retain only
the Formosa ares but claim to
speak for all of the 700 million
people in mainland China.

The Communists drove
Chiang Kal-shek from the main:
land in 19040 and have been

to push his regime out of
the United Nations since 1980,
Peking’s best previous showing
was in 1085 when the vote was
47 to 47 with 20 abetaining.

Three teachers and thelr bar-
gaining agent, the Hartford Fed-
eration of Teachers, were fined
a total of $11,600 Wednesday but
return in court today on a sec-
ond contempt citation.

The citations were regquested
by Asmistant Corporation Coun-
sel Armand Korzenik when he
learned the teachers had not re-
turned to work Thursday and
the federation continued to pro-
mote the strike. »

Unlon leader Joseph Cascella
eald *'court actions don’t bring
settlements” and the federation
was golng ahead with the strike.

John 8, McCain Jr, says “‘we
are exactly on schedule to meet
the goanl established by Presi-
dent Nixon'" on withdrawing
U.8. troops from Vietnam.

McCain, Pacific military com-
mander, told the annual Asso-
ciated Press Managing Editors
convention Thursday that an ad-
ditional 80,000 U.8. troops will
be withdrawn early next year.,

Nixon had announced April 20
that the U.8. strength in Viet-
nam would be reduced to 284,000
by May 1, 1071,

MeCaln added that the
present U.S, troop strength in
Vietnam {is 363,800 or 185,700
fewer than in June 1689, ,

Earlier Thursday Dr. Glenn
T. Seaborg, chairman of the
U.8. Atomlic' Energy Commis-
sion, told the newsmen that soon
Americans would not be able to
do without nuclear power,

He said the nuclear source of
energy had been discovered in
“'the nick of time' to fulfill the
needs of electricity to the
world's raplidly growing popula-
tion.

The commission chairman at-
tacked ‘‘doomsday prophets"
who “come Into their own again
calculating how soon we will
‘boil off' all our rivers and
inkes, after we have 'cooked’ all
the fish In them."

parents never had the oppor-
tunity for education. They are
painfully aware .of the prob.
lems which this has caused
and are trying to educate their
children. Already, Ponijem's
older sister has been forced
to leave school to take care of
the two younger children.

The foster parent plan pro-
vides cash, clothing and sup-
plies for the whole family. At
least once eacf month the class
writes a letter to Ponijem to
mauintain personal contact.

The class will also be receiv-
Ing letters from Ponijem once
a month, but they have not re-
celved one as yet. All of the in-
formation which has been sent
to the class Is posted on the
back bulletin board in room
208. The detalls of the plan are
given, as well as information
about Indonesia, the family
and suggestions for gifts,
which can range from mattres-
ses to tools, The pleture of the
family as well as one of Ponl-
jem herself is also hung on the
board,

Mr. Howie has agreed to con-
tinue the payments over the
summer, in the hopes that at
least one of his classes next
year will be willing to support
Ponijem.

Ecology Guides

What is ecology and what is

happening In the high school
concerning it?

Ecology is described by Odum
as ‘‘the study of the structure
and function of nature” and
unfortunately only a select few
at the high school, the 14 stu.
dents of Blology II are getting
exposed to the study of it in
great depth.

Since the beginning of the
school year the class has not
only made trips to such places
as Noank to observe oceano-
graphic sampling on the UConn
Weather Bureau at Bradley In-
Weather Bureau a’t Bradley In-
tarnational Afrport, but have al-
so explored the Oak Grove Na-
ture Center, creating their own
ecoaystems, collected leaves at
the Nike Site, and have had a
thorough tour of Manchester's
sewage department and sanitary
land fill.

Recently a representative of
the Connecticut Conservation
Assoclation (OCA), Mrs, Thomp-
son, talked to the class on-the
purpose of the ‘'organization,
and how OCA went about press-
ing for conservation legisla-
tion,

Because the group is a non-
profit organization, it s tax-
exempt and is therefore not al-
lowed to lobby as a group; in-
stead, the organization presses
certain groups {tself and may
sue companies polluting the en-
vironment, Salaries at the asso-
ciation are flexible, since the
group runs only on gifts and
smell membership fees, Mem-
bera keep up with what la go-
ing on within the association
through newsletters,

Because the students were In-
terested In what they could do
in preserving their environment,
Mrs. Thompson stressed local
and individual action for young
people since on the whole they
do not have time or the knowl-
edge necessary to help such or-
ganizations. 8he sald that
many people do not want to
stuff envelopes or do other vital
work that is necessary to the
operation of such an organiza-
tion that young people
coul useful in these areas,

After Mrs. Thompson left, the
class composed preambles to a
list they had compiled concern-
ing what the Individual could do
on both the famlly, local and
state levels, The following is
the combined work of the B
period Biology IT class,

"*We the people, in providing
for environment that would not
only be beneficial but habitable
in every aspect of the world,
to each and every individual In
the community or soclety, de-
clare that guidelines, attitudes
and definite action must be es-
tablished in order that people
become aware and involved, for
the threat of pollution is Ir-
revocably at our shores,

“Let it be known that man
Is a minute part of an ecosys-
{em; not the whole ecosystem.

Dave Larsson How can we enjoy life when

clean air is polluted, fresh wa-
ter is polluted, in short; those
things that were abundant to
our ancestors are little by lit-
tle diminishing for us . . . and
what about our children? We
must start now to stop what
may be harmful to us and to
others, to ensure cleanliness of
our streams, lakes and rivers,
promote the decontamination of
our woodlands, insure tranquil-
ity, stop exploitation of our na-
tural resources and provide for
our common well being, and
thereby pledge to follow the
presented guldelines. We are
the people, we care. Do you?”

The guldelines presented are:
1, Educate yourself,

2. Don't make excess waste,
concenirate on recycling (use
things over and over again).

3. Don't use coloered tollet
paper, or paper towels (dyes
may be harmful to the en-
vironment, non - blodegrad-
able.)

4. Use
gents,

5. Don't flush tip cigarettes
down tollets don't smoke,

6, If possible buy contalners
that are biodegradable; decay
microbes can't break them
down for recycling,)

7. Don't litter.

8. Report illegal burning.

9, Don't burn leaves or rubbish:
make a8 compost pile from
leaves.

10. Drive as little as possible;
form car pools, use public
transportation facilities,

11, Buy retuffifble bottles, and
return them when you are
daone,

12, Don't let water run unnecs-
sarily,

13. Push for ecology education
in all grades.

14, If you have time, contribute
some of it to an environment-
al commission,

15. Write letters to your con-
gressman to press for stricter
legislative action.

16, Beo careful of your use of pes-
ticldes,

17. Be aware of as much as pos-

sible, from tidal marshes to
overpopulation.

18, Remember power pollutes;
try to cut down on power
usage,

19, Give money to environment
commissions which you know
need it; it is a vital factor
in the operation of such or-
ganizations.

20, Know your town sewage nys-
tem (press for tertiary)

It is easy to follow these
guldelines, easler to forget. It
you're not part of the solution,
then you're part of the pollution.

. Will continue to decrease in the
future unless intensive govern-
ment action is forthcoming, He
cited the fact that the produc-
tion of single famlily homes in
Vernon aince 1050 was largely
the result of the development
of substantial subdivisions un-
der single ownership, rather
than the product of small,
individual bullders. McAlmont
sald that the high cost of land,
zoning regulations and the lack
of large tracks of suitable land
in Vernon are the baais for his
prediction that this type of de-
velopment will be limited in the
future,

. “The whole area.of eco-
nomica, involved in the produc-
tion of conventional single-fam-
ly housing — land, labor,
materials, property taxes and
interest rates have all combin.
ed to make the single-family
home exceasively expensive to
the average consumer,” McAl-
mont polnted out.

McAlmont sald his staff con-
ducted a survey of recently
bullt single family homes in
town this past June. He explain.
ed that the purpose of the sur-
vey was to gather Information
that would present some com-
posite picture of the type of
people who live In recently
built single-family homes.

He sald the survey, among
other things, Indlcated single
homes are the most expen-
sive form of housing, from the
viewpoint of the famlily, in
terms cost and maintenance.
The average annual Income

of the families surveyed was
$13,700, -

McAlmont sald It is the goal
of C-DAP to ease restrictions in
the  area of construction of
these single family homes and
to provide additional land suit-
able for the economic construc-
tion of single family homes for
middle income families,

MoAlmont has also set as ob-
Jectlves: To reduce single fam-
ily lot requirements to 10,000
square feet in selected undevel-
oped areas of the town which
can be served by public sewers;
to substitute floor areds as re-
quired under the local health
code, based on floor area per
room for current zoning reg-
ulations, requiring that in each
zone, any single family house
must meet the minimum floor
area specifications for the zone
in which it s located.

GM Strike
_Grinds To
Formal End

DETROIT (AP) — A formal
end to the nine-week-o0ld strike
by the United Auto Workers
agalnst General Motors Corp. 18
expected to come today. It may
still be nearly another month
before the giant corporation i
back in full operation,

The UAW’s 155 GM bargain-
ing units were to complete vot-
ing on ratification of & new con-
tract during the day.

If the pact is approved by sep-
arate majorities of skilled and
unskilled workers—and all {ndl-
cations are that approval will be
overwhelming—the new  con-
tract, which the company says
will ralse average annual wages
to between $12,000 and $13,000 in
1973, will go Into effect Monday.

One potential roadblock to a
resumption of production was
cleared Thursday when the In-
ternational Union of Hlectrical

" Workers

resched tentative
agreement with GM on a new
contract simllar to the UAW
pact.

The IUE represents 32,000
workers at five GM plants and
three of those plants produce
parts vital to the firm's car.
bullding operations.

1IUE members had been work:
ing without a contract since
Sept. 16, when both the TUR and
UAW contracts ran out and the
UAW went on strike.

Still barring the road to re-
sumed - production, however,
were two-plants which had not
yet negotiated local agresments
to supplement the national con-
tract, |

In addition to the two key
plants, 18 of the 24 GM car and
truck assembly plants are with-
out local agreements,

Earl Brambleit, GM's chief
negotiator, sald it will take

James Marc Sober revealed

The 22-year-old former Yale
student s on trial at Tolland
County Buperior Court in Rock-
ville on charged brought in
conmection with the student
take-over of the administration
bullding at the University of
Connecticut last April. Sober,
whno has Bad no legal training,
has undertaken the job of his
own defense and s doing It
alone since the court dismissed
his legal advisor yesterday.

The four charges Sober faces
are breaking and entering with
violence, which carries a maxi-
mum sentence of 15 yéars, in-
citing injury to a public bulld-
ing and persons, which carries
a maximum of 10 years and
two counts of assault, each a
maximum § years.

When Sober was given per-
mission by Judge Leo Parakey
to try his own case the judge
appointed Special Public De-
fender Edwin Lavitt to sit at
the counsel table and be avall
able for legal advice. It was af-
ter Sober complained to the
court about this advice that the
judge granted a motion he
made last BSeptember to dis-
misy Lavitt,

Later, Sober took exception
to the court's dismissal of La-
vitt and said, “Although I feel
he worked against my interest,
I felt the little he was doing
was better than nothing''.

The judge denled Sober's re-
quest to have a friend take La-
vitt's place but allowed one
note from the gspectator sec-
tion. After it was followed In
closed order by another, the
judge discontinued this prac-
tice.

Yesterday, the third day spent
picking a jury, was marked
by strict security precautions
including the searching of
spectatoras, The trial has been
attended by large numbers of
students, both supporters of
Sober and some who say they
are simply interested in watch-
ing the proceedings which have
been given wide publicity on
campus by 8DS.

Thelr numbers' exceed the
Hmited seating capacity of the
courtroom and only those who
can be seated are allowed to
enter, No one may enter or
leave after court has convened,
until & recess.

Mitchell Wins Acquittal
In First My Lai Verdict

This s likely to- influence
skeptical forelgn relations com-
mittee members when they
question Rogers.

economic and $85 milllon mili-
tary—plus $100 million to reim-
burse foreign ald accounts for
Formosa, Greece and Turkey
depleted by earller transfers for
Cambodia.

Unlike
the other items, which require
both authorization and appropri-
ation legislation, the Israel ald
already has been authorized.

Thus, it could be appropriated
separately from the rest of the
package, something administra-
tion forces are determined to
avold because aid to Israel has
appeal for some senators who
oppose ald to Cambodia,

Laird falled to mention the
forelgn-aid measure Friday
when he appeared before the
Senate Defense Appropriations
subcommittee to ask for resto-
ration of more than $1 billion in
defense funds cut by the House.

Together with new items that
were not included in President
Nixon's budget, Laird's presen-
tation, which he termed ‘‘rock
bottom," called for a defense
appropriation of $68.2 billion,
compared with $88.7 billlon in
the budget and $66.8 billion vot-
ed by the House. ‘

Afterwards, the secretary was
asked by reporters if U.8, troop
withdrawals would be slowed or
halted if Congress falls to enact
the ald package for Cambodia.
