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Nixon Panel Issues.

New Inflation Alert

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

White House, resorting to a new
policy it earlier predicted, criti-
cized today the wage settlement
in the General Motors strike
and a presidential board's re-
commendation to fncrease
wages In the raflroad industry.

In its second inflation alert,
President Nixon's Councll of
Economic Advisers also focused
attention on price increases by
the automobile industry, the oll
industry, transportation indus-
try and the two-price system of
the copper industry,

The Whits House thus moved
into fostering an "incomes poll-
¢y, & phrase covering presi-
dential pressure to hold down
inflationary wage and price
boosts,

The council gald that the Gen-
eral Motors settlement, ‘“4f gen-
eralized throughout the econo-
my, would crowd further up-
ward coets per unit of output,
and, therefore, the price level.”

‘“‘Apart from further increases
through the cost of living esca-
lator for the years ahead, the in-
crease substantially exceeds
any trend estimate of gains In
national productivity,” the
council sald.

“It also raises costs further in
an Industry where produces
overseas are accounting for a
substantial and growing share of
the domestic market.”

The council reserved an opin-
fon on the rallroad wage pack-
age as a whole but zeroed in on
a so-called cost-of-living escala-
tor clause under consideration.

“If an pasumption about infla-
tion that represents no improve-
ment Is explicitly embedded
into & contract for futire years,
we thereby guarantee that these

costs and prices will continue
rising ‘at an unchanged rate,'"
the council said.

It sald that “freezing into the
contract such an assumption
about future inflation would sad-
dle the Industry for the-larger
cause of achie new stabill-
ty for the price-cost LIS

The . presidential board has
recommended wage Increases
in the railroad industry averag-
ing 11 per cent a year over
three-years, The board did not
specifically recommend a coat-
of-living escalator clause but
did note 'that iIncluding one
would yleld a wage increase in
lexcua of nine per cent annual-
y.

Turning to price Increases,
the council noted that General
Motors announced additional
price boosts for automoblles.

“"An increase of six to seven
per cent in the price of passen-
ger automobiles would add
about $2 billion to the total cost
to dealers and poagibly $2.5 bil.
Hion to the cost to consumers,"
the council said.

Such an increase, the council
sald, translates into a rise of
about three-tenths of one per
cent in the Wholesale Price In.
dex.

The council also noted price
hikes in the oil industry, saying
that they come “‘when petrole-
um inventories are at a level
higher than is normal for this
time of year.”

The council said that on Nov.
11 a major oll company, not
named In the Inflation alert,
boosted the price of crude oll by
25 cents per barrel., That in-
crease is now under investiga-
tion by the government,

Case Bros. Paper Plant
Ending Town Operation

* All paper manufacturing will cease at Case Bros.
plant on Glen Rd. within two weeks, and the entire fa-
cility will be phased out over the next several months,
according to company officials.

Some T5 persons still employ-
ed here by the 108.year-old
firm, a division of the Boise
Cascade Corp., will be affected.
The company will attempt to
relocgte many of these to the
Brattleboro, Vt., plant, which
will sasume all operations,

The local plant had employ-
ed about 100 until a sharp drop
in business forced the shutdown
of one pepermeking machine
and the layoff of 25 employes
last September,

Rumore had been circulating
among employes since then the
end was near for Manchester
operations of the firm, found-
ed here in 1881 and operated
as a . family-owned business
until it was sold in 1967 by
the descendents of the founders
to Bolse Cascade, an Interna-
tional forest products company
with annual sales of §1.70 bil-
lion.

The rumors have now been
confirmed by a company an-
nouncement to employes that
the phaseout is -. under way.

The division's two top of-
ficials, R. Philip Silver and
John Wasserlein, told The Her-
ald that the decision to close

down weas pginful but unavold-

able,

“We feel bad about the de-
clslon to leave Manchester, and
dld everything we could to
avold it said Silver. He sald
there was a sharp decrease in
the paper business generally
and a 26 per cent decrease at
Case’s in particular that occur-
red about mid-year and has
continned. at the same level
since.

Hconomists are predicting
more of the same for at least a
year, Silver said, and experi-
ence elsewhere in the industry
has been a story of increasing
inventories accompanied by a
drop In sales.

Case's is a maker of special-
ty papers and preasboard sold
to the office and school mar-
kets, These markets have
“pulled in their horns" on in-
ventoriea of paper supplies with
the worsening of the general
business climate, Silver said, to
the point where inventories In
Manchester have been increas-
ed three times above the nor-
mal six weeks' supply.
< With prospects bleak for any
significant improvements in
business for at least & year,
continued operations in Man-
chester are no longer econom-
ical, Silver sald. The plant and
machinery are old (part of the
building dates from the 1860's)
and becoming obsolescent.

Nixon Orders
Full Pro be
On Defector

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon has ordered a full
and immediate investigation of
a denial of political sanctuary to
& Lithuanian sailor who jumped
from a Soviet fishing boat onto
the deck of a U.8, Coast Guard
cutter last week.

A preliminary report, request-
ed by Nixon Monday morning
and dellvered later the same
day, indicated ‘“‘the situation
was very poorly handled and
there appears to be some error
in judgement,” said White
House press secretary Ronald
L. Ziegler.

Nixon was described as con-
cerned at not beilng notified
immediately and having to
learn about it from news re-
ports,

The President told Secretlary
of State Willlam P. Rogers and
Secretary of ‘Transportation
John Volpe, to lay a full report
on his desk Wednesday.

The sallor, ldentified only as
Simas, had told a Coast Guard
officer Nov. 23 he planned to
jump into the water after the
cutter Vigilant and the Soviet
vessel separated. They were
moored side by side near Ma-
tha's Vineyard, Mass,, for a dis-
cussion of North Atlantic fishing
rights,

The State Department advised
the Coast Guard not to encour-
age the sallor and to beware of
a trap which could embarrass
the United States if the defec-
tion was phony,

The sailor changed his plans
and jumped while the ships
were still tled together. During
the 10 hours of negotiations that
followed the captain of the So-
viet boat accused the defector of
stealing $2,000 from the ship's
fund and Rear Adm. Willlam B.
Ellls, commander of the Cogst
Guard's 1st District al Boston,
ordered the man returned.

Witnesses said the sallor re-

Blasts Hit Viet Medical Site,
U.S. Embassy in Cambodia

SAIGON (AP) — An enemy
rocket wrecked an American
medical station in South Viet.
nam Monday killing or wound-
ing the entire staff, and in
Phnom Penh a bomb exploded
in the U.S. Embassy at dawn
but injured no one.

Meanwhile, the Viet Cong an-
nounced its forces would ob.
gerve three.day cease-fires in
Vietnam for Christmas and New
Year's and a four-day cease-firé
during the Tet festival of the
Lunar New Year at the end of
January. South Vieltnamese gov-
ernment sources sald the allies
would declare cease-fires for
the same holidays but would not
announce them until shortly be-
fore each holiday. They will
probably be only 24 hours each.

The medical dispensary was
smashed during a 20-round
rocket barrage on the Chu Lal
base camp, headquarters of the
U.8. Americal Division 50 miles
south of Da Nang, It was the
first rocket or mortar attack on
Chu Lal since June 19.

Field reports sald cne of the
100-pound missiles tore through
the roof of the first aid station
about 4 p.m. The reporis said
there were no patients in the
dispensary, but less than a doz-
en Americans on the staff were
killed or wounded. The U.S,
Command's security regulations
prohibit disclosing specific cas-
ualty figures in such attacks.

The bombing in Phnom Penh
was the first terrorist attack on
the U.8. Embassy there since it
reopened 185 months ago after
the U.8. and Cambodian govern-
ments resumed diplomatic rela-
tions.

Col. Chhun Chhuon, com-
mander of Phnom Penh's mill-
tary police, said two Cambodian
guards employed by the embas-
sy and six other persons were
being questioned. Embassy
gources said they assumed the
attack was Communist-inspired.

The 50-pound bom.b had been
planted, presumably during the
night, in a section of the B50-
room building that was being
renovated. Four rooms were
heavily damaged.

Of the handful of persons in-
side the embassy at the time,
only the U.8. Marine guard on
duty was endangered, a spokes-
man  said, The explosion
punched out a section of wall
and drove It just In front of the
face of Cpl. Stephen E, Katz-
man of El Cajon, Calif., who
wasg at the main entrance.

Despite recent terrorist at-
tacks In Phnom Penh which
have killed 25 persons, the em-
bassy was guarded only by the
lone Marine and two Cambo-
dians, After the explosion, the
Cambeodian military command
sent a guard of military police
to the building, five of them
armed with Red China's AK47
assault rifles,

In March, 1968, Viet Cong ter-

rorists bombed the U.8, Embas-
sy in Saigon with a car filled
with explosives, killilng two
Americans and 20 Vietnamese
and wounding 190 persons, most
of them Vietnamese.

During the big Communist Tet
offensive In 1968, Viet Cong
troops invaded the U.8. Embas-
sy compound in Salgon, killed
five American guards and
wounded 11 before being driven
out,

On the battlefields of Indochi-
na, only light and scattered con-
tact was reported across South
Vietnam.

The Cambodian Command an-
nounced that its infantry and
navy gunboats had launched op-
erations to retake the east bank
of the Prek Khdam ferry which
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong troops captured two days
ago.

The ferry, 20 miles north of
Phnom Penh on the Tonle Sap
River, is a gateway to the north-
ern front where more than
30,000 Cambodian troops are cut
off by road from Phnom Penh,
Many of the government troops
are reported running out of am-
munition.

Thirty miles north of Phnom
Penh, two isolated Cambodian
government units were reported
trying to fight their way through
North Vietnamess and Viet
Cong defenses and link up near
Betheay, on Route 6.

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Divorce Legalized by Italian Parliament

ROME (AP) —The Chamber
of Deputies completed action to-
day on a bill legalizing divorce
in Italy and Pope Paul VI de-
nounced it as damaging to fami-
ly life and relations between Ita-
ly and the Roman Catholic
Church.

The pontitf interrupted his ac.
tivities in Australia to dispatch
a message expreasing ‘‘pro-
found suffering’ over the bill.

The Pope's comments were
released by the Vatican.

The Pope's message strongly
indicated that he did not consid-
er the matter closed on a diplo-
matic level. The Vatican has
previously issued official protest
notes to the Itallan government
over the divorce bill and anoth-
er is reportedly being prepared.

The Vatican statement said
the Pope was informed of Par-
Hament's action, and went on:
‘““The. news, even if not unex-
pectad, brought profound suffer-
ing to the Holy Father, and this
for a double reason: For the
very grave damage which di-
vorce brings to Italian families
and especially to children, and
also because the Holy See, as it
has pointed out leaning on am-

Plan Demonstration
Against Papal Tour

SYDNEY, Australia (AP)—Pope Paul VI celebrated
High Mass tonight at Sydney’s Randwick race track
before a throng of 200,000 as a small group of militant
Protestants planned the first hostile demonstration of

the papal tour.

The crowd was one of the
largest ever assembled in a
cloged area in Australla, but it
was only two fifths of the 500,-
000 officials of the papal tour
had predicted,

The Pope celebrated the Mass
at an altar erected just above
the race results board. Flags in
the papal colors of yellow and
white and a background of
ochre cloth draped the parimu-
tuel boards on each side,

The program was much like
the Pope's 19685 Mass before
80,000 persons in New York's
Yarkee Stadium. The pontiff
rode in an automobjle around
the brightly lighted turf track,
blessing the crowd and stopping
half a furlong from the finish
post. Then he walked 60 yards
to the altar on a carpet of red
that showed up brightly on color
television,

The Mass honored the bicen-
tenary of Capt. James Cook’s
landing in Australla, which the
country is celebrating this year.

Addreasing the crowd, Pope
Paul warned Australians not to
substitute ‘‘hedonism"’ and
“eroticism’ for ‘‘life's moral
and spiritual dimension.”

*Do not cloge your limited cir-
cle for the sake of a selfish sat-
isfaction,”’ he said. “Live the
words of St. Peter: ‘You are
slaves of ho one except God, s0
behave like free men, and never
use your freedom a5 an excuse
for wickedness.

“Your moral and religious
spirit stands at the summit,”
The Pope continued, but he
warned that with socleties as
well off as Australin’s there is

the danger of forgetting ‘“‘life’s
moral and spiritual dimension."

““Then what emptiness in the
human heart'" he declared,
“What a temptation there Is to
fill its place with counterfeits,
some of which, such as self-cen-
tered hedonism, eroticism and
many others, lead in the end to
contempt for man, and do not,
for all that, satisfy his profound
restlessness. Man's heart |is
made for God."

The crowd responded with
mild applause,

A tiny group calling itself the
Australasian Alliance of Bible-
Belioving Christian Churches
planned to parade with placards
in front of the Sydney town hall
Wednesday night while the 73-
year-old pontiff held an ecumen-
ical prayer service inside with
Anglican, Methodist, Baptist
and Lutheran church leaders.

Between 25 and 100 persons
were expected to demonstrate.
An organizer of the protest,
John McKenzie, sald the group
would be ‘‘silent and peaceful.’

A slight shadow already had
been cast over the prayer ser-
vice by the refusal of the Angli-
can archbishop of Sydney, the
Most Rev, Marcus L. Loane, to
participate, He sald he could not
share 'in unfettered fellowship
with the Roman Catholle
Church” until more doctrinal
disputes are ironed out.

McKenzie said his organiza-
tion has no quarrel with the
Pope's coming to visit Austra-
lian Catholics, but it opposea
Protestants associating with
him. The protest will be led by
the Rev. Frederick Channing of

As Bomb Scares Spread

HARTFORD (AP) — Harras-
sed by an outbresk of bomb
threats, some Connecticut
school systems have struck
with the help of the telephone
company and the students

themselves.

By tracing bomb hoax calls
with the aid of a “trap box'
and other devices, the Southern
New England Telephone Co. has
led police to several culprits,
snys SNET spokesman Richard
Hemingway.

And, by scheduling weekend
classes to make up for lost
classroom time, school super-
intendents have been able to
get students to blow the whistle
on their classmates responsible
for bomb threats, After all, who
wants to have to go to school
on Saturdays?

Torrington, whose schools
were disrupted by bomb threats
last week and again Monday,
was one of the towns which
asked the help of the telephone
company. ‘“We traced four or
five calls there,” sald Heming-
WRY.

Police In Torrington appre-
hended one youngster from =
school closed for the third time
in a week Monday and turned
him over to juvenile authorities.

“We are not policemen,"” said
the SNET spokesman. “But we
don't want to see our system
used to harass people."”

The prospect of Saturday
classes was reportedly a factor
in several arrests in Norwalk,
which has also been afflicted
by bomb hoax calls,

Not all hoaxes are wrought
by students, of course, but un-
doubtedly many of them are,
and action by students them-
selves can be effective.

What to do in case of a bomb
threal is a question that has
had to be faced by many school
superintendents and principals
this term, Some 15 to 20 have
called the State Department of
Education's clvil defense con-*
sultant, Leo M. McCann, in the
past few months, asking for
advice,

‘‘Everybody’'s perplexed,'
says McCann. “It's 2 very dis-
tressing situation, and a very
frustrating situation.'

In a time when bomb threats
are rare, school officials simply
evacuate the buildings and con-
duct searches for explosives.
But in a time when threats are
phoned in every day and no
bombs are ever found, officials
are tempted to ignore the calls,
suspecting that disruption is
exactly what the callers want,

“There was a similar situa-
tion in the 1850's, when I was
assistant superintendent of
schools in Hartford," McCann
recalled, '"There were so0 many
threats that instead of evacuat-

Presidential Aide Kissinger
Seen Target in Kidnap Plot

WASHINGTON — Hlgh gov-
ernment sources, outside the
FEI, believe they have informa-
tion of a plot to kidnap a feder.
al official, with Presidential As-
gistant Henry A. Kissinger the
prime target, The Los Angeles
Times learned Monday.

As a result, these officialy are
known to be deeply concerned
that FBI Director J. Edgar
Hoover's Senate testimony Fri-
day about a kidnap plot, which
he linked to an antiwar Catholic
group, may have complicated an
investigation that was far from
complete,

The investigative information
is classified. A spokesman for
Atty. Gen. John N. Mitchell
sald Monday that Mitchell did
not know that Hoover was going
to testify about the investigation
at hearings on FBI appropria-
tions and was further surprised
that the testimony was made
public,

Informed sources declined
Monday to tie the plot to the
group named by  Hoover—the
East Coast Conspiracy to Save
Lives. But these sources con-
firmed the existence of Investi-
gative information about a kid-
nap plan and a plot to blow up
utility lines serving Washington.

Meanwhile, asix members of
the East Coast Conspiracy to
Save Lives denied Monday that
they were plotling either the
kidnap or the destruction of
utility lines to disrupt govern-
ment operations and try to
force a halt to U8, bombings
in Boutheast Asla.

The six — three priests, two
nuns and a Catholic draft resis-
ter—stressed at o press confer-
ence here theilr commitment to
“a nonviclent revolution againat
injustice."

They reiterated an earller de-
claration that they were respon-
sible for destroying draft board
files in Philadeiphia and ran-

Rail Unions
Set Date For
Full Strike

WASHINGTON (AP) — Four
raliroad unlons hayve set a na-
tionwide rall strike for 12:01
a.m. Dec. 10 unless they win.a
settlement on wages and work-
ing conditions for nearly 500,000
workers.

*We hope to be able to settle
it without a strike but we are
going to be prepared,” Presi-
dent Charles Luna of the United
Transportation Union said of
strike plans, “We could get
them out in a matter of hours.”

The strike threat was the first
by Luna's union, the Brother-
hood of Maintenance of Way
Employes and the Hotel and
Restaurant Employes, and
moved up by one day the earlier
Dec. 11 strike date of the Broth-
erhood of Rallway Clerks. The
Clerks' union agreed to the new
strike date,

The four ¢ 'AFL-CIO unions
have rejected us not enough an

industry offer of the biggest’

wage puckage in rall history,
$1.32 per hour over three years
for workers whose current pay
is variously estimated at aver-
uges between $3.45 and §3.60
hourly,

The unifons said work rule
changes demanded by the indus-
try in exchange for the wage
hikes would cut fhousands of
jobs, speed up the work pace
and force many men to uproot
their families and move to other
cities. o

The unions also want cost-of-
living protection, improved va-
cations, holldays and other ben-
efits, The rallronds offered only
improved I(nsurance protection
as a fringe benefit,

Assistant Secretary of Labor
W.J. Usery has called for vir-
tunl round-the-clock talks to nv-
ert the threatened strike. The
government has no further de-
laying procedures under he
law, but Congress has stepped
in several times in the past with
special legislation to prevent or
halt nationwide rail strikes in
similar circumstances,

Delaying procedures of the
law have dragged the dispute
out nearly a year since the last
agreement expired.

Meanwhile, it was reported
that four rallrond shoperaft
unions have flled separate de-
munds on enach of the nation's
major railroads for 1871-72 wage
hikes of 20 per cent each year.

U.S. Flights End
Over Suez Canal
As Buildup Ends

WASHINGTON (AP) — US.
sources say American surveil-
lance flights along the Suez Ca-
nal were stopped more than
three weeks ago, about the time
the buildup of Soviet misslle
gites along the waterway’s west
bank came to a halt,

Officials declined Monday o
connect the developments, but a
great deal of the recent contro-
versy over the roles played in
the Mideast by the two super-
powers concerned the recon-
najgsance flights and the missile
gite construction,

No reason was provided for
the halt in the flights by the
high-flying American U-2 planes
and officlals declined to com-
ment on reports that Egypt had
made n tough protest about the
surveillance. They did acknowl-
edge the Cairo government
called in U.8. diplomats to dis-
cuss the situation,

The reconnaissance misslons
started when the original Areb-
Israell cease-fire went into ef-
fect last June when the United
States took upon itself the task
of policing the troubled truce in
answer to an Israell demand,

At that time the United States
informed Cairo of the flighta
and urged the Egyptians not to
consider the Teconnalssance
missions as provocations. The
U.8. message sald the Egyp-

HARTFORD (AP)—The third
week of the teachers strike here
opened Monday with a school

hoard decision to hire replace-
ments for some of the teachers
and court appearances sched-

uled for some strikers Tuesday.

After a meeting Monday, the
school board said it had auth-
orized Supt. Medill Bair to bring
the city’'s schools to ‘‘full staff
beginning immediately."

Bair sald his first move would
be to reorganize substitutes who
have been replacing the strik-
ers and would begin hiring new
personnel ‘‘within a week.”

Meanwhile, some 40 striking
teachers from Bulkeley. High
School and officials of the Hart-
ford Federation of Teachers
were ordered to appear in Su-
perior Court Tuesday to answer
charges that they violated a no-
atrike order,

The federation already has
been fined $10,000 and individual
teachers $21,600, but the fines
have not been pald. Attormeys
for the city say they will ask
Judge Paul J, Driscoll to de-
mand immediate payment of the
fines.

Judge Driscoll had set a dead-
line earlier, but a group of
teachers who sald they would
not pay the fines appeared in
court to surrender on the day
of the deadline. However, the
judge had left for the day and
the teachers were not arrested.

The board decision to hire per-
manent replacements for the
teachers waa announced by
board member Frederick T.
Bashour, who refused to issue a
flat statement that any of the
strikers would be fired as their
replacements are hired,

Bill to Legalize Divorce

point which for the Holy Bee is
of fundamental importance."

The 1929 Church-state Concor-
dat assigns civil effects to mar-
riages performed by the Roman
Catholic Church, which does not
recognize divorce,

Although the Pope's state-
ment was strong, it was noted
that it did not call on Catholics
to try to repeal the law by refer-
endum, This waa true also of an
editorial in todsy's Vatican dal-
ly and a statement by the
Pope's vicar of Rome.

The vicar, Angelo Cardinal
Dell'Acqua, sald this center of
Roman Catholicism was ‘‘morti-
fied'* by the legalization of di-
vorce in Italy.”

The cardinal said parliament
had inflicted a ‘“‘unilateral
wound'' to the Concordal. Ro-
mans, he added, felt ‘‘bitterness
and delusion that cannot serve
the true progress of the nation
because it strongly impairs the
sacred concept of the family."

Opponents of the divorce law
said they would seek a repeal
through a referendum.

After President Gluseppe Sar-
agat signs the bill and it is pub-
lished—formalities expected
within a few weeks—an estimat-
ed 500,000 legally separnted Ital-
ians will be able to begin legal
steps toward divorce. Three
times that number are belleved
separated without court de-
crees,

Approval in the Chamber of
Deputies was a virtual certain-
ty, since it passed the bill a
yosr ago and was acting only on
minor Senate changes, The dep-
utics approved cach amended
section during the night, then
opproved the piickage 319-288
before dawn .

The bill's principal provision
vllows divorce after icgal separ-
atlen of five years,

Legal experts say ils com-
plexity and Ttaly’'s jammed
courts could keep divorce cases
in litigation for up to five years,
Attorneys expect fees to range
from $640 to almost §2,000, huge
amounts for Italians in the low-
er Income brackets,

Parliament has wrangled over
the issue for five years during
which the Vatlean repeatedly
attacked divorce as ‘‘contriny
to the law of God and against
family interests.' The Holy Sece
contended  legalization wouold
violate the 1020 Lateran Facls
—or concordat—between Mussgn-
lini and W representative Jf
Pope Plug XI which established
church-state relntions in Ita'ly
and gave civil status to Roman
Catholic marriages, effectivaly
prohibiting— divorce. Annulment
by the church's Sacred Rola has
been the only way to dissolve an
Italian marriage.

Pope Paul VI stepped inw the
controversy personally two days
before Senate approval almost
two months ago, intoning at a
papal audlence the Biblical in-
junction: ""What God has joined
together, let no man put asun-
der."

The divorce bill was pushed
by the Soclalists, the Comnu-
nists and the conservitive Lib-
erals, while Premier Emiuo
Colombo's Christian Democritts,
Italy's Roman Catholic party,
had the support only of the lny
Neo-Fascist party,

During debate in the Cham-

ber, Aldo Bozzi, vice secretary
of the Liberal party, said Ttalian
families "*will no longer have to
cover anything up with lies and
hypocrisy. Family lfe should be
based on mutual consent and le-.
gal morality."
, Christian Democratic spokes.
man Glulio Andreotti maln.
tained: ''Divorce will only lead
to further aggravation of Itallan
family life."’

A national referendum may
take many months to realize.
Parliament now is considering a
bill empowering the volers to
nuilify Iaws or revise the consti-
tution, and such & bill would be
necessary before a referendum.
But even the ‘‘divorzisti’'—pro-
divoree Itallans—concede that o
popular vote could go elther
way.

Early this year a poll by
Doxa, Italy's largest opinion
poll, indicated that 61 per cent
would oppose divorce and 30 per
cent would vote in favor. The

_antidivorce force had dropped
by 7 per cent since a similar
poll in 1947, the opinion-takers
said.

Besides the five-year separa-
tion, the bill provides the follow-
ing grounds for divorce:

—A spouse ia sentenced to 15
or more years in jail.

—One is convicted of incest or

attempted murder of family
members,

—One is ruled insane and un-
fit for family life by a criminal
court,

—One is a forelgn citizen and
obtains a divorce abroad.

—A marriage Is not consum-
mated.

About 300 ‘“divorzisti’” demon-
strated at the Chamber of Depu-
ties during Monday's debate.
The issue has spawned many
gimilar demonstrations, hunger
strikes and violence through the
years,

During Monday's session the
Chamber also approved Colom-
bo's nusterity economic pro-
gram, providing tax increases
on some luxury items of 300 per
cent, Colombo had staked his
government on the proposal and
received n vote of confidence
Saturday night that ended Ita-
1y's longest filibuster on record.

Job Balance

HARTFORD (AP) — The
number of people employed in
nonfactory jobs in Connecti-
cut incressed between mid-
September and mid-October but
decreases in factory jobs offset
the gain and total employment
declined, the Connecticut Labor
Department sald.

Nonmanufacturing jobs totaled
754,030 in mid-October, 4,820
more than the mid-September
level of 749,800. A major cause
for the increase was the return
of striking teachers in several
school systems to their class-
rooms.

In constrast, manufacturing
declined to 480,840 fin mid-
October, down 10,270 from
441,060 2 month earlier. The de-
cline was centered in metallic
manufacturing, where the de-
crease in jobs totaled 9,250.

Totals for all nonagricultural
employment in the state were
1.18 million jobs in mid-October,
down 5,990 from the mid-
September level of 1.19 miliion.

Bruce spoke at his first news
conference since taking over in
Paris the negotiations with the
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong on ending the Vietnam
War.
He did not go into detail on
what means would be used to
obtain early release of the pris-
oners.

Bruce said: '""Hanol and the
Viet Cong must understand, In
unmistakable terms, that thelr
past and existing attitude on the
prisoner of war question Is in-
tolerable. We will continue to
pursue the twin objectives of hu-
mane treatment and early re-
leage of our men by all means
available to us, Our men and
their families desérve nothing
legs.”

Bruce recalled that he pre-
sented formally to the Commu-
nist slde at the peace talks
President Nixon's Oct. 7 propos-
al “for immediate and uncondi-
tional release of all prisoners of
war on both sides—an offer on
our part to release more than
86,000 of their men, including
over 8,000 North Vietnamese
soldlers in return for probably
less than 05,000 American and
South  Vietnamese  prisoners
held by the other side."

Bruce said, ''The reaction of
the other side has been totally
negative. They show no concern
for their own men and fiout our
concern for ours.

‘““They have refused even to
discuss the prisoner of war
question unless and untll “we
agree first to thelr basic precon-
ditions to negotiation.

“This is a crude and unac-
ceptable attempt at blackmall.
It has added greatly to the solic-
{tude the American people feel
about the fate of our men."

Bruce declared: ‘“The action
to rescue American prisoners at
Son Tay (Nov, 21) was one ex-
ample, certalnly the most dar-
ing and dramatic, of the many
efforts the U.S. government and
American people have made on
behalf of our misalng or cap-
tured men."

He said that since taking over
as the top Amerlcan negotiator
in August he had spent more
time on the prisoner issue than
any other problem.

A tabulation released in con-
nection with the news confer-
ence presented American statis-
tics as of Nov. 28, 1070 to show
that 1,088 Americans are listed
as missing in action since 1064,
and that 450 are listed as ca-
putred. North Vietnam and the
Viet Cong have indlcated they
hold 360 prisoners, while one
American is a prisoner in Laos.

In January 1969 only 620 let-
ters had been recelved from 103
prisoners. As of November 1870,
2,700 letters had been recelved
from 332 prisoners. Bruce at-
tributed the big jump in mail to
pressure from the United
States, which had spread to the
world, on behalf of the prison-
ers,

New England
Population
Up Million

WASHINGTON (AP) — New
England gained nearly 1.5 mil-
lion population between 1980 and
1970 and added a third state,
Maine, to the million-plus cate-
gory, official census figures
show.

The official figures released
Monday showed the population
of the United States on April 1
was 204,765,770 compared with
179,323,176 a decade earlier.

The census results determine
the allocation of congressional
seals, and the 1970 figures
showed five states would gain
House members and nine would
lose, California will be the big-
gest gainer, adding five to its
present total of 38. New York
and Pennsgylvania each will loge
two seals.

The New England confres-
slonal distribution will remain
unchanged, with Massachusetts
having 12 seats, Connecticut §,
Maine, New Hampshire and
Rhode Island two each and Ver-
mont one.

Everyone of the six New Eng-
land states increased its popula-
tion and Maine joined Massa-
chusetts and Connecticut among
states with populaions of more
than a million. Maine's popula-
tion increased from 969,265 in
the 19060 fé&deral census to
1,006,320 this year.

The totals for the six-state
New England region rose from
10,509,367 in 1960 to 11,938,008 in
1970, an increase of 1,428,731,

Vacecine

Works on Animals

LA JOLLA, Calif. (AP) — The
Salk Institute says a substance
it has developed has been suc-
cessfully used to-prevent a type
of multiple sclerosis in animals,

Dr. Edwin H. Eylar sald Mon-
day the substance, a chemlcally
modified molecule known as
HNB derivative, also has re-
versed the disease in rabbits,
guinea pigs and monkeys and
could lead to development of &
vaccine for humans,

He said an animal condition
called Experimental Autoaller-
gle Encephalomyelitis, or EAE,
closely resembles human multl-
ple sclerosis and some scientists
belleve they are identical.

“Even animals in the throes
of BAE recover, sometimes dra-
matically; when thay are inject-
ed with the HNB driyative," Ey-
lar said in an Interview.

After a healthy animal gets a
shot of HNB, which derives
from human and cattle nerve
protein, it becomes immune to
the substance used to cause
BAE, he pald. If the animal Is
already ill, it gets well.

“All the evidence now points
to & virus as the cause of multi-
ple sclerosis,” he said, adding
that an estimated 500,000 per-
sons are afflicted by the disease
in this country every year.

Eylar suggested the virus that
causes multiple scerosis in hu-
mans works Into the nervous
system as the laboratory In-
duced virus does on animals,

The virus gets into the nerv-
ous system and becomes coated
with a nerve protein called Al,
he believes, then the body’s im-
mune system makes antibodies
that attack not only the virus
but also the protein. When the

antibodles reach the nervous sy-

tem they start destroying mye-
Hn, which is the protective
sheath around nerve and brain
cells,
Additional research
protein is involved in multiple
scerosis as it is in EAR, he sald,
fn which case the HNB vaccine

developed at Balk may be tested

on humans.

- Really One of a Kind

spokesman for America.

He says he is the only man in
the United States who makes
quill pens.

From before dawn to t-
fall, seven days a week, m.
year-old craftsman sits at a ta-
ble In his walkup apartment-
work shop and with 16 deft
ltmkeowttsma fine-honed knife
creates a every 30/sec-
pier q pen Ty 30/sec
"To make pens requires
a lot of sacrifice,” Glaser sald,
“I have no social lifé, T get up
early in the morning and work
at this thing all day long and I
do it not because I have to. but
because I enjoy it.”

Glaser sald it all started
years back when he was
geese and people kept asking
for quill pens,

But It was not until he was in-
vited to the White House in 1055
to give two of his quills to Presi-
den Dwight D. Hisenhower that
he really did the work as a busi-
ness, Hisenhower suggested he
start making more of the pens
and Glaser has been producing
50,000 quills annually ever since,

“I didn't think of any money
in this enterprise. I thought I
could be & spokesman of Ameri-
ca, because I'm grateful of hav-
ing been born here.”

As for being a- millionaire,
Glaser says he doesn't have any
money. EHe said he got an un-
founded reputation for being
rich while on a feather hunting
trip to Watertown, Wia,, where

as a youth he worked on a farm.

"“When I got there they had a
red carpet greeting for me, In-
cluding a write-up in the paper
which sald this fellow Glaser is
4 millionaire as a result of mak-
ing his quill pens,'

Glaser would not say how
much money he has made sell-
ing quills, but prices range from
two cents—for children who go
up to see him in his shop to a
$10 gift set which includes a
pewter Inkwell,

Ong of his mhjor customers is
the U8, Supreme Court, swhich
buys over a thousand quills ev-
ery year, L

The quills are 10 inches long
and the feathers are specially
cut to a rectangular shape as
they were-when John Marshall
was on the high court. In appre-
ciation for his work, the
court gave Glaser Marhall's
Inkwell.

Other major customers in-
clude such tourist spots as
Mount Vernon and Colonial Wil-
Uamsburg.

Glaser uses the wing feathers
of Embden geese, shipped to
him mostly from France and
Germany. Of the hundreds of
feathers in his shop, only a few
meet his strict standards,

‘“I'm perfectly asatisfied,”
says Glaser of his life, "I have
no hobbles, although I do have
records, I love classical music
and llke to watch travel shows
on television. The only hobby
I have is what I do,

He says he {5 not going to
teach anyone his trade.

It also im-
periled China's main arms route’
to the Middle East.

Under the Marxists, Syria be-
came & base from which Msao
Tse-Tung’s military experts and
ideological preachers spread out
to establish the so-called ‘‘Red
Route' and infiltrate the Pales-
tinian guerrilla movement.

Since the 1987 war Chinese
ghips have unloaded arms car-
gos at Iragl ports on the north-
ern tip of the Persian Gulf.
Trucks carried the pgoods to
guerrilla bases in Jordan.
__The route was diverted to Syr-
ia when King Hussein's Bedouln
army closed Jordan's eastern
frontier for Chinese arms dur-
ing the Jordanian civil war in
September.

Now the route faces a further

threat, 1.t. Gen. Hafez Al-Assad,
the strongman who seized pow-
er in Syria, has failan out with
Meaoist guerrilla groups.

\The Democratic
Front for the Liberation .of
Palestine, often described as
China's Trojan Horse in the
Middle East, is attacking Assad.

The front's official Belrut
newspaper Al-¥Horriya says he is
bent on steering Syria into an
Arab, package peace settlement
with Israel.

Soviet diplomats are con-
cerned over China's influence in
the Middle Bast if no peace set-
tlement is achleved.

Reports in the Arab press sug-
gest that recent changes in the
top army command and the de-
fense ministry of South Yemen
will curb Communist China’s ef-
forts in the southern regions of
the Arablan peninsula.

China has poured weapons
and advisers into Dhofar prov-
ince to strengthen rebellion
against the British-backed sulta-
nate of Oman.

Sadat said the United States iIs
supporting Israel morally and
militarily “'but we are in a far
better position than before the
cease-fire.”

The Egyptian president did
not elaborate, Israel has ac-
cused Egypt of utilizing the mil
itary stand-down to move SAM
antiaireraft missiles closer to
the canal truce line in violation
of the cease-fire agreement.

“We shall face a battle of des-
tiny after the cense.ire ends.”
Sadat told Egyptian soldiers
along the canal, according to
the official Middle East news
agency. "And you have to pre-
pare for It beacuse Israel can
resume her treacherous aggres-
sion at any time."”

Sadat’s statement was by far
his toughest pronouncement on
extending the truce since he
succeedad Gamal Abdel Nasser.

““the people cannot vote for all
réturn  to the open-primary
method, “to give the voters a
chance to vote for thelr
choices.”

“Even now,” he continued,
“th epeople cannot vote for all
nine directors. They are per-
mitted to vote for only six —
becausé of the minority rule.
Yet, they are represented on
decisions by all nine."”

He posed the question, left un-
answered last night because it
would require a state statule
change ,!'Why cannot I, a Re-
publican, have a volce in who
our Democratic directors will
be, and why can't Democrals
have a voice in who the Repub-
lican directors will be?”

Following a general discus-
sion on a task force recommen-
dation for placing greater em-
phasis on spending guidelines,
preparatory to budget prepara-
tion, It was the consensus that
the board must provide some
direction to the manager. All
agreed that it would be advis-
able to give the manager the
outside limits for his budget,
based on the avallable funds,
The manager, in turn, would
notify his department heads of
the guidelines and they would
be expected to keep within
them.

Then, Agostinell expressed
what appeared to be on the
minds of all. “"We've all follow-
ed those guidelines,” he sald,
“and we usually wind vp in a
hostile meeting with school of-
ficials."”

Cites School Costs

It makes no difference if the
board recommends guidelines
before the manager submits his
tentative budget or if it reviews
and cuts his budget after he
submits {t.'" Agostinelli said.
“The Board of Education bud-
get takes about 70 per cent of
every tax dollar, and that is
where the board and the man-
ager have no control, We sel-
dom have problems with the
municipal budget. We and the
manager can control it pretty
well."”

Bowers remarked, “You'll
never gel the teachers’ organi-
zations to demand less than the
top dollar in the area."”

It was the consensus that the
teachers should be made to un.
derstand that they've reached
the point where they've gone
far enough in their demands,
when compared to other town
needs, and that they should
compromise in their salary de-
mands. -

It was the consensus also that
teacher =alary schedules should
remain constant — that the
teachers should get their step-
increments each year, as spell-
ed out in the schedule, without
the need for re.-negotiated con-
tracts of increases on top of
increases.

Mahoney commented. ““The

Board of Directors has weak
control over school funds. The
process becomes political. Each
party gives them ns much as
they possibly can—even {f it
means taking from other town
needs.”

Turkington agreed, "'The
Board of Education members
run for office on the record of
the tax rate set by the Board
of Directors, They don't run or
get elected on their abllity to
run the school system. They
run on the fiseal record of the
town directors.”

Directors In Dilemma

Agostinelli too agreed. . ."We
are political animals,’ he said.
““The school board can mobilize
strong support for its budget
from adults and school children.
We set a tax rate and the same
adults who wanted the school
funds cleim  that the tax in-
crease makes them sick. They
want the school funds, but, if
the tax rate rises higher than
they wish, they vote you out of
office. They want it both ways.
So—what do the directors do?
They cut back on other things,
like capital improvements, It's
a tough decision to make. Yet,
none of us wants to be accused
of cutting back on education.”

Turkington recommended au-
tonomy for the school board,
to permit It to set its own tax
rate.

“"Years ago, I would have
been opposed to it,”' he sald.
“However, I belleve I'm for it
today, Perhaps, if the school
pboard sets ita own tax rate,
the teachers will discover that
it's time they listened to public
opinion."

Must Take Stand

Mahoney remarked, ‘‘There
comes a time, in considering
salary ranges, that we must
take a stand, The taxpayer s
the person that needs consider-

ation, He's reaching the: point
of needed relief. We don't have
to apologize. We all know Man-
chester has been good to ils
schoo! system, The volers al-
ways go along with funds for
new schools and for renova-
tions to old ones."

Bowers commented, “We
can't blame the teachers too
much, when we see what other
workers and other unlons are
asking for. The major cause of
inflation in this country, result.
ing in higher and higher lax
rates, is that every employe in
the United States thinks he
should get a raise every single
year, It's time we called a
halt."

The meeting adjourned with
the consensus that the Board
of Directors must continue to be
the policy-making body of the
town, and that it should supply
the guldelines and the limits in
budget-making.

straints on world shipping.” It
sald the waterway could be bullt
in 14 years,

For some time, the commis-
sion considered nuclear devices
as a means of blasting open the
canal's path. But after spending
$17 million studying the Pana-
manian terrain and available
nuclear technology, it recom-
mended conventional excava-
tion technigques.

Panel members saild there are
too many unanswered questions
about the safety of nuclear de-
vices and possible conflicts with
the Nuclear Test Ban Treaty.

Because Implementation of
the commission's proposals re-
quires a treaty, approval is
needed from the United States
and Panamanian governments
and the U.8. Senate.

State Deparmen sources
sald growing nationalism in
Panama will complicate nego-
tintions relating to sovereignly
over the new canal and provi-
sions for its defense. The com-
mission avolded making recom-
mendations on these issues, say-
ing they were outside its pur-
view.

A big hurdle to be overcome
in the U.S. Senate is the cost
factor.

Rep. Daniel J. Flood, D-Pa,,
one of the most influential
voices in the Congress on canal
affairs, has spoken out agains®
the recommendation, saying the
United States mlready has spent
$5.1 billion on the present canal
for construction and defense
since 1904,

Flood also has warned against
“invasion of the Atlantic or the
Pacific by sea snnkes, which
are as deadly as the cobra.”

Environmentalists have also
questioned the idea of mixing
the waters of the Atlantic and
Pacific oceans. They say some
species of sea life might be
threatened while undesirable
predators might proliferate.

Under questioning at a news
conference  Monday, retired
Brig. Gen. Kenneth E. Fields,
one of the commission’s five
members, said not enough is
known of the ecclogical conse-
quences of ocean mixing to sub-
stantiate fears expressed by
Flood,

Will Not Be
Salted Down

HARTFORD (AP) — Less salt
on the highways this winter will
not mean less safely State
Transportation Commisstioner
George J, Conkling sald Monday.

He was referring to the high-
way bureau's plan to cut the
amount of salt by one-third in
order to keep from killing road-
gide trees and bushes.

“‘While we recognize the im-
portance of preserving the
plants.” gaid Conkling in a state.
ment, ‘“‘we must always give
first consideration to our respon-
sibility to assure highway safe-

ty for the motorists . ., We will
never compromise our safety
standards.” \

The Bureau of Highways has
found that it can melt snow and
ice just as well with mixes which
contain less of the plant-killing
chlorides, Conkling sald.

The state is also experiment-
ing with new chemicals which
will have less effect on follage,
he sald, and will try out mod!-
fied snowplows which don't
throw snow and slush as far off
the roads,

The highway bureau made a
study of snow-removal tech-
nigues after a large number of
roadside trees and shrubs—many
of them planted by the state—
turned brown and died last
spring. It concluded that salt
was a factor and had an especi-
ally severe effect because it was
used unusually late in the seas.
on.

The Nixon Administration had, all
year, been following what seemed to
many not only the classical but also the
only sound procedures for dealing with
the danger of Inflation.

It had been cutting spending, tighten-
ing crm:lk, and driving toward a bal-
anced budget, all of which were honest
and accepted ways of cooling down an
inflation. The administration had, at the
same time, been reallsﬂcu.ll)" willing to
necept a certain degree of increase in
the amount of unemployment In the na-
tion, inevitable and necessary
price for asserting any conirol over.in-
flation,

Where the administration knew itself

to be on ticklish ground was in the
matter of ndjusting {ts use of indirect

controls and Influences delicately
enough to bring both inflation and un.
employment statistics to some leveling
off point at about the same time.

The administration seemed, last sum-
mer, to have a good chance of doing
this. Such a chance may still be re-
stored to it.

But what has happened at the mo-

ment — moment being defined in this
case, as the months of September and

October — has been something that al-
most seems a whimsionl trick on the
part of the statistics and the economic
laws,

After it had seemed to slow iself
down, almost to the point of stablliza-
tion, inflation has taken off again just
as rapidly as It had been climbing be-
fore the administration's first anti-infla-
tion policies began to take hold.

And, while inflation resumes, with
prices going up again, and with wage
rates beginning to join them, the un-
employment (triggered by the war

as an

against inflation also keeps Increasing.

What this means, in summary, is that
although the right things — or what
most classic economic laws would con-
slder the right things — were done and
have been done, and were, indeed, for a
time, having their expectdd, classic ef-
fect, the situation has now changed com-
pletely around so that all the indices are
heading in exactly the wrong direction
at the wrong time.

Nobody can really explain this, and
nobody has a patented cure for it By

conventional, accepted- theories, the
great danger now is that the Nixon ad-
ministration will double back on its own

policies and join in giving added impetus
to the new spurt of inflation, all in order

to escape the burden and blame of in-
creasing unempioyment. By the classic
book, this would merely iIncrease the
gravity and danger of the eventual
reckoning we must make with ourselves.
But when the classic book no longer
seams to work out when it is tried, when
it no longer honors its own premises or
keeps s own promises, who is really
going to be able to blame a political
jeadership {f it stops trying to follow the
book? Perhaps the highest art, in such
. situations, 1s o do something, do almost

An Income Tax Inevitable

Although the study of Connecticut tax-
ation for the insurance industry was
made for o specific purpose, namely o
\llustrate that Insurance companies are
highly taxed, its principal findings are
in many respects correct. The study
made by James A, Papke, professor of
economics at Purdue, notes that the
state's tax system lacks the automatic
growth potential necessary to meet the
expanding needs of the state. As a re-
sult, Connecticut is the third highest
state in the nation in Its reliance on busi-
ness taxes,

The renson for the ineressing imbal-
ances in the tax system is the absence
of an income tax. Connecticut is one of
13 “states that does not impoee an in-
come tax. Some 32 states levy both
sales and income taxes.

While no one would llke an income
tax, the present rellance on static prop-
erty taxes in the cities, and retail sales,
corporate income, and Insurance laxes
within the state does not provide the
kind of broad base of taxation which
meets the rising coat of government.
Consequently there are frequent
changes in tax rates and new tax bases
have to be ndopted. Becauso the taxes
that are in existence hit so hard at in-
dustry, which competes nationally,
there is & real danger that the growth of
Connocticut, and its accompanying tax
base, will be slowed down. This could
happen at a time when national defense
cutbacks are reducing employment in
the state’s defense Industries, The more
an industry competes nationally, the
more vulnerable it is to local tax
changes, If these are out of line with the
chiarges of other states. Connecticut, of
course, has a special problem, because
its employes are the most highly paid
(Jjudged on family income) and hence
the atate government is more expensive
to run. But this is little help to the indus.
try or the Insurance company (and 85
per cent of all iInsurance  business {s
done outside the state) that must com-
pete aguinst states that pay  lower
wages, require shorter freight hauls to
market, or demand fewer tax payments,

As the Insurance Assoclation of Con-
necticut report notes, the nation is now

from hard goods production
(food, clothing automoblles, etc.) to the
service industries (insurance, trade, fi-
nance, real estate, business and profes-
aional services). These service econo-
mies account for half the civillan income
of both the U.8. and Connecticut, and the
percentage s climbing. Other states
have noted these developments and
many- are actually dropping taxes pald
by insurance companies. But the ques.
ton is not just retaining the 40,000 peo-
ple employed by the insurance industry
in Connecticut, or the fact that Connect-
feut Insurance companies would have
. pald 80 to 89 per cent less taxes in 1969
if they were taxed under the laws of 15
compeling states, the point is that a
whole new look will have to be taken at
the state's tax laws,

In the past, Connecticut has made
much of the fact that it did not have an
income tax, This was no doubt & factor
In attracting some new industries, but
as the national business tax mix has
changed, the personal income tax ad-
vantage has started to wave, at least
when It comes to Industrial attraction.
The new tax system has to include an
income tax, not alone because of the
huge tax revenue requirements neces-
sary to provide the present state serv-
fces, but becauss a rising tax base —
that goes up with personal income — is
necessary.

The problem is not that the business
sector has been called upon to provide
more total tax revenue. In fact the per.
centage, since 1967, had dropped from
32,6 per cent to 81.4 per cent, o decline
of 3.7 per cent. What has happened Is
that other states have shifted their poli-
<ies in order to attract business, Some
40 smates have posted reduc-
tions in excess of Connecticut. It is
simply a8 matter of staying competitive,
50 that more business will come to the
state, and s0 that larger tax increases
can be avoided in the future. An income
tax has to be looked at as job insurance,

“ Services Mess

WASHINGTON — Deeply em-
bedded roots of the furious de-
bate over legal services in the
government’'s antl-poverty pro-
gram are found in a Sept, 15
police rald in New Orleans on
the Natlonal Committee to Com-
bat Faseclsm (NCCF), a Black
Panther front specializing in po-

lice-buniting.

Present at NOCF headquart-
ors was Robert Glass, a lawyer
for the federally . funded New
Orleans Legal Assistance Corp.
(NOLAC), part of the national
anti-poverty program, Question-
ed by police, Glass Invoked his
client - lawyer relationship with
the NOCCF. Subsequently, 12
NCCF members charged with
attempted murder, assault, and
other felonies were represented
by NOLAC lawyers.

Thus, laxpayer funds were
used to defend a violence-prone
black extremist organization.
This clearly violated federal
law barring anti-poverty legal
services from criminal cases (as
were 24 per cent of all NOLAC
cases )and violated federal pol-
fcy requiring these services to
be used directly by the poor and
only the poor.

Hereln lies the ugly dispute
that surfaced Nov. 19 when Don-
ald Rumsfeld, President Nixon's
anti-poverty czar, fired Terry
F. Lenaner, 31, as head of the
federal legal services program.
Rumsfeld insisted that the pro-
gram be tightly molded to aid-
ing the poor in eviction and
other tenant cases, welfare and
consumer grievances, and
school disputes, Lenmner envi-
sioned & far broader mandate
encompassing reform of the
whole system, not excluding
support for Black Panthers.

The legal services tight Is in
microcosm, what's happening in
the poverty program at large.
Since its Great Soclety birth
under Sargent Shriver, the pro-
gram has swarmed with ideal-
ists, pushing political revolution.
Since taking over In 1869, ex-
Congressman Rumsfeld has
been guiding it back to the ori-
ginal Congressional intent of
helping poor people.

Indeed, ahything more than
that would not be tolerated by
g conservative Republican ad-
ministration and a hostile Con-
gress. What Lenzner falled to
understand is that Rumsfeld
must confrol militant excesses
or risk Congressional oblitera-
tion of the anti-poverty program
—particularly its much-needed
legal - services, emasculated by
the Senate last year but re-

stored by the House under
Rumafeld's urging,

Consequently, Rumsfeld was
appalled at the New Orleans of-
fice, NOLAC. For example, a
legal services fellow connected
with NOLAC was an attorney-
of - record defending SDS
demenstrators, Further,
NOLAC sought to obtain circu-
intion at Louisiana State Uni-
versity of a pornographlc un.
derground newspaper (a recent
copy of which contains a nude
cartoon of President Nixon
amid other indecencies). The
recently resigned NOLAC direc-
tor, Richard Buckley, says:
“‘Legal services exist for the
redistribution of wealth and
puwer."

When Rumsfeld sent in-
vestigators to New Orleans,
Lenzner denounced it as po-
litlcal interference. Tension was
also high when Rumsfeid prob-
ed legul services In Los Angeles
to state employes earning $11,.
000-$15,000 and in Dallas to an
underground newspeper, the
Dallns Notes, enjoined from
publication because of obaceni-
ty.

The Dallas case is {llustra-

tive. Using federal funds in-
tended to help the poor, legul
services there defended the un-
derground publisher, Brent La.
salle Stein, 27, son of a rich
Dallas merchant, "It seems to
me that's the kind of activity
necessary to insure this kind of
publication for the poor,” says
Frank Jones, fired as legal
services deputy along  with
Lensner,

In each of these cases, Rums-
feld felt Lemzner was dragging
his heels by delaying action
ngainst the violations. The re-
latfonship rapidly deterioratéd
between Rumsfeld and Lenzner,
ta bright former Justice Depart-
ment civil rights lawyer who
was Rumsfeld's flrst senfor
staff appointment in 1969,

The final! straw came Nov.
16, when Lenzner telegraphed
the New Orleans office ex.
onerating it of wrongdoing.
Anti-poverty officlals say he
acted In violation of explicit or-
ders from Rumsfeld not to com-
municate with New  Orleans
without first Informing Rums-
feld; Lenzner told us flatly he
received no such orders.

Such nasty charges and

Fischetti -

countercharges wilt be aired be-
fore eager Democratic Senators
at hearings soon to begin. But
the hearings likely will miss the
poignancy of the dispute, If any
program as naturally provoca-
tive as legal services for the
poor is to survive In Richard
Nixon's Washington, it must be
kept in check by a cool-headed
politician, fending off uncom-
promising idealists. Failing to
comprehend that political reali-
ty put Terry Lenmer on his
collision course with Rumsfeld.

Test Opens

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.8. Postal S8ervice, following
the lead of the British post of-

fice, today’ inaugurated a limit-
ed test of long-haul, overnight
delivery of business documents,

The test is viewed as a revolu-
tionary development by postal
marketing experts, one of whom
sald “this is the first new idea
in the Post Office in the 52 years
since alr-mall." .

Basically, the test Involves
door-to-door delivery of business
documents, deadline material
and non-negotiable financial in-
struments that have a high time
value,

‘“These are the things that
business has been afraid to en-
trust to the mall because our
service is simply too slow,’ one
postal official sald.

The Express Mall Service will
be provided on a contract basis
to no more than 10 customers in
each of 28 citles during the
yvear-long test.

A half-dozen private corpora-
tions and the Federal National
Mortgage Association have al-
ready signed contracts,

$15 Hike
Announced
By Chrysler .

DETROIT (AP) — Chrysler
Corp. today announced an aver-
age Increase of §15 in its manu-
facturer's suggesied retail
prices for Its 1971 passenger
cars—the second increase an-
nounced by Chrysler this year.

Applied to many of Chrysler's
cars the increase takes effect
Wednesday.

The hike, half of one per cent,
broughl the average Increase of
Chrysler cars for 1871 to $119, or
4.2 per cent, Chryaler reported.
The earlier hike over 1870 car
prices was announced in Sep-
tember,

The Increase came a week
after General Motors Corp. an-
nounced & price adjustment on
{ts new cars, aversging §24.
This is in addition to an average
increase of $208, which GM an-
nounced Sept. 24.

GM's second cost Increasc
came after settlement of a 10.
week strike by the United Auto
Workers Union. The UAW is
seeking simllar contracts In cur-
rent bargaining with other auto-
makers.

Ford announced a $156 in-
crease, or 4.8 per cent, when It
introduced its new cars in the
fall then later added $14, mak-
ing & total increase of $170.

When Chrysler announced Its
average Increases in Septem-
ber, the firmm noted that “‘in-
creasing material costs and an-
ticipated labor increases could
cause price revisions.”

Chrysler said that Dodge and
Plymouth compact prices would
remain unchanged.

Town Manager ~ Robert B.
Welss said he would call another
meeting for further discussion.
He had planned last night's
meeting and invited officials in
nine towns, Bolton, Coventry,
East Windsor, Ellington, Glas-
tonbury, SBouth Windsor, Tolland,
Vernon and Manchester. All of
these towns expect Coventry and
East Windsor sent one or more
representatives. East Hartford
was also represented. AImost
half the representatives there
were from SBouth Windsor.

Two or more lowns, after a
public hearing and an afflrma-
tive vote by their legislative
body, may join together lo es-
tablish a district health depart-
ment to perform the public
health activities for member
communities and to accept
state relmbursement up to
$100,000 annually. Dr. Barrett
referred to the reimbursement
as ‘“‘carrot legislation.”

Membera of the board of di-
rectors of a district are deter-
mined by population, according
to the enabling legislation. If
the nine towns receiving letters
from Weiss formed a district
its board would consist of 17
representatives, including Man-
chester, §; Vernon, 8; Glaston-
bury, and BSouth Windsor, 2
each; Bolton, Coventry, East
Windsor, Ellington and Tolland,
one each.

Dr. Barrett said districts can
improve health services. Dis-
trict towns do not have to be
contiguous, he said, but have to
be in the same ares. Present
qualified employes of ‘town
health services, except health
officers, would not have to lose
their jobs or thelr benefits it
their town joined a district. The
terms of health officers of area
towns expire in 1071 and 1978,
These people would be replaced
by the district statf. He added
that it would take until 1978 to
establish a district if towns
started now.

Districts are required to have
a full-time director who is a
doctor of medicine with a de-
gree in public health, and a
staff of appropriate profes-
gional and clerical help. Dr.
Barrett sald that it is possible
to find qualified doctors.

Walter Doll, chairman of the
Board of Education, said the
director of a several-town dis-
trict would have to spend most
of his time traveling from one
town to another, Dr. Barrett
gsald that the director would
coordinate services which
might not require going into
the towns frequently, To this,
Doll replied, “I'm  opposed lo
nun-working administrative hi-
erarchy'’.

“What can a district do for
us?’ Maurice Miller of the
Vernon School Board asked.

Districts can provide such
gervices as sanitarians for res-
taurant and septic tank inspec-
tion, well-child and immuniza-
tion clinics, speech therapy,
medical social services, occu-
pationnl therapy, coordination
of volunteer and professional
nursing service, epidemic pre-
vention, home health aldes and
long range planning. Districts
can be set up to Include or ex-
clude schools, Each district is
set up Individually according
to the needs of the area, Dr.

Space Eye Blackened
In Fight for Orbit

CAPE KENNEDY, Fia. (AP)
— 'The most expensive, complex
scientific satellite ever built les
in ashes somewhere In Africa or
the Indian Ocean today while an
review board seeks to learn why
it failed to reach orbit,

The doomed Orditing Astro-
nomical Observatory, OAO 8§,
had carried the world's largest
space telescope, which might
have unlocked many secrets of
the universe.

The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration blamed
the fallure of the $85.6 million
project on a protsctive nose
cone which did not jettison as

four minutes after
launch here Monday night.

The 12-foot-tall cone, made of
honeycomb fibreglass, was de-
signed to protect the satellite
during the AtlasCentaur rock-
et’s upward thrust through the
atmosphere.

It was to have opened like a
clamshell, and the two parts
were to have been blown off the
rocket by explosive charges
once the booster pushed above
the atmosphere,

Radio signals indicated the
shroud deployed partially, but
did not fall away. There were
these results: .

—The Atlas-Centaur had to
carry alopg an extra 2,000

pounds of weight for the re-
maining eight minutes of pow-
ered flight. That was too great a
burden for it to achieve orbital

—When the satellite's golar
panels and antennae tried to ex-
tend, they were restricted by
the sides of the shroud. Thus,

Two teaching techniques of
verbal and non-verbal instruc-
tion were used.

After a month's work, three
conclusions were reached hy
the two instructors. First, edu-
cable children, those with a
higher I1.Q.,
through, the verbal" tech-
nique e trainable children
learn best with the non-verbal
technigue.

The second conclusion drawn
was that the non-verbal tech-
nigue is the more effective of
the two.

Third, it was found that the
educable children learned more
during the training session than
the trainable children,

Revenue Sharing
Revision Ahead,
Says Rockefeller

NEW YORK (AP) — Gov,
Nelson A. Rockefeller says
President Nixon is rethinking
the question of gharing federal
revenues with state and local
governments_and is considering
8 “much’ meaningful fi-
nancial packgge."

Rockefeller spoke to newsmen
Monday after meeting with 11
New York county executives to
discuss the plight of  localities
pressed to the financial break-
ing point.

The group advocated a feder-
al revenue sharing program in-
volving $10 billon, $1 billion of
which would ‘go to New York
and its local governments.

Nixon, according to Rockefel-
ler, “will be coming up with
meaningful recommendations”
on sharing federal tax revenues,

Rockefeller sald Nixon had
shown in a recent meeting with
him “‘an awareness of the mag-
nitude and the urgency'’ of mu-
nicipal needs for more money
and was contemplating & ‘‘much
more meaningful  financial

Last year the Nixon adminis-
tration proposed a Trevenue
gharing plan to allot $500 million
in the first year, with the figure
to rise to about $5 billion an-
nually for redistribution to the
50 states and their subdivisions
by 1976,

Though Congress held hear-
ings on the proposal, it took no
action.

Rockefeller and the county ex-
ecutives agreed that services
were often minimal and that
state and local taxing power
wak at or near their limits.

While the county executives
were also seeking more state
funds, they—like Rockefeller—
had spoken to Nixon about the
problem, and the group agreed
to sebk the support of their con-
gressmen for revenue gharing

legislation.
