WASHINGTON (AP)- 
In an expansion of nis 
bombing policy, President 
Nixon says he will send 
American planes against 
military targets in North 
Vietnam again if enemy 
troop infiltration imperils 
the shrinking U.S. force in 
the South.

In a stem warning aimed at 
Hanoi, Nixon told his first new.s 
conference in 19 weeks Thurs­
day night that if enemy Infiltra­
tion threatens to intensify the 
fighting in the South as U.S. 
tnxq>s withdraw:

“ I will order the bombing of 
military sites in North Vietnam, 
the passes that lead from North 
Vietnam into South Vietnam, 
the military complexes, the mil­
itary supply lines . . .  let thei’o 
be no misunderstanding . . . . "  

Although there were heavy air 
strikes against North Viet­
namese targets last May and 
again in November, Nixem’s 

'i declaration expanded the stated 
policy, on bombing and raised 
the possibility of increased U.S. 
air action over the North in the 
months ahead.

Earlier bombings have been 
linked to antiaircraft and mis­
sile attacks on U.S. reconnais­
sance planes over the North— 
flights the United States claims 
are made as part of an ‘under­
standing”  reached with North 
Vietnam vdien President Lyn­
don B. J<rfmson halted regular 
bombing o< the North Nov. 1, 
1968.

Stressing withdrawal of U.S 
troops from Vietnam as his cen­
tral purpose, Nixon also de­
clared that Cambodian forces 
are now tying down 40,000 North 
Vietnamese troops who other­
wise “ would be over (In South 
Vietnam) killing Americans.”  
He appealed for congressional 
approval of a quarter-billion- 
dollars aid program to support 
the Cambodian war effort.

At the same time, he said he 
could conceive of no clrcum.- 
stances—“ non© whatever” —un­
der which the United States 
would again send Its own 
ground forces into Cambodia.

Possibly reflecting his frustra­
tion with North Vietnam’s con­
duct In the Paris peace talks, its 
refusal to exchange prisoners of 
war, and its potential for step­
ping up the fighting in the 
South, Nixon at one point called 
it an “ international outlaw.”

Gifts from 
the Dutch

MBLCXIOR OCAMPO, Mexico 
(AP) — “Welcome Mr. Presi­
dent to the door to the desert.”

The banner was strung across 
Ocampo’s unpaved main street.

Paces of peasant farmers re­
flected surprise as they watched 
their presideiit and his party 
stir up clouds at white dust in 
walking 11 rough the streets of 
this outpost in the northern 
ctate of Coahuila.

Ocampo la indeed a “door to 
the desert." The surfaced rocul 
from the outside wdrld ehds at 
the city’s hmits. Beyond, there 
is nothing but desert spotted 
with 26 ejldoe—the communal 
(arms that grew out of Mexico’s

land revolution a half century 
ago.

BV>r the people who live on 
those farms littie has changed 
since the days of the revolution. 
They stUl try to force a living 
from the desert with primitive 
methods, managing only, a  mar­
ginal existanoe far from the cur- 
rent of this oounby’s  (louriahlng 
ecanomj^

The average income for a 
head of housefa(dd in this area is 
$28.32 a month.

President Lula Etoheverria, 48, 
promised In his inaugural ad­
dress Dec. 1 to do something 
about the problems of the “cam- 
peslnoB" and 'their poverty. He 
called this the meet serloua 
problem Mexico faces.

His visit to the northern de­

sert was U s way cf showing he 
means business. He has created 
a national Arid Lands Commis­
sion “to promote development , 
of the arid sones of the coun­
try.”

About half of Mmdeo’s land 
area is considared arid, land on 
whhdi no. cereal crops will grow 
without irrigation or land where 
crops fall a t least half the time 
because rainfall ia scarce.

Echeverria is telling the 
farmers not to expect spectacu­
lar orernigiit results, and is urg­
ing them to help Um help them.

A  President Admits A  Mistake
In the midst of all the sparring, last 

night, between President and the press, 
there came one moment which deserves 
to be Us own moment, apart from all 
the other developments of the

The press had been probing for Presi­
dent Nixon’s potential embarrassment, 
something to punish him, perhaps, for 
his ItMig neglect of the press conference 
as Em institutioii. Most of the evening, 
the press, countered by his own verbal 
skills, failed to comer him.

Then there came the following load­
ed question, comparable to the old class­
ic question in which the witness is ask­
ed if he has stopped beating his wife:

"Mr. President, at a previous news 
conference you said that what happened 
at Mylai was a mtissacre. On another 
occasion, you said that Charles Manson' 
Is guilty. On another occsision you men­
tioned Angela Davis nsime and then 
SEdd that  ̂those responsible for such acts 
of terror wUl be brought to justice. My 
question ccmcems the problem of pre­
trial publicity and the fEict that it could 
jeopEirdlze a defendEmt’s rights at a trial. 
How do you reconcile your comments 
with your status as a lawyer?”

That was the question, and you could 
feel the whole nation wondering how the 
President would slip out of that one.

The device he used Is one which can 
be recommended highly to everybody in 
either public or private life.

He Eidmltted he had been wrong.

He owned up to his own mistake.

The President’s answer was as fol­
lows :

” I  think that’s a legitimate criticism. 
I think sometimes we lawyers, even 
like doctors who try to prescribe for 
themselves, may make mistakes. And I 
think that kind of comment probably is 
unjustified.”

’The President has had, in a super­
ficial way,' mEmy moments in which he 
has scored a more obvious kind of 
triumph over his adversaries or his 
questioners.

But he was never more effective, in 

dealing with critics, or never more 
worthy of a plEice of leadership of a 
people, ttiEin in this moment, when he 
began his Emswer by conceding that the 
criticism directed to him was legitimate.

If, back In the time when everybody 
was rushing to get into the credit CEird 
act and the new system, somebody had 
paused long enough to analyze the new 
opportunities for crime and fraud which 
it might open up, would that have had 
any influence? Would we then have been 
more cautious in our issuance of the 
cards, and wmild we then have tried to 
devise better safeguards for their use?

Perhaps we would. But if so, it would 
have been against our nationEil tradition 
of rushing into the newest fad fast, and 
finding out just how it works later.

According to a WeiU Street Journal 

survey, there Eire now some 300 million 
credit cards out in this country, or bet­
ter than one for every mEui, womEui Eind 
child.

On Agnew And Brewster
I  want to digress a  moment on Mr. Ag­

new. I have never met the gentleman: 
To me he is just a household word. I  dis­
covered there are two Agnew speeches in 
South Dakota on the Scranton report. 
The two Agnew speeches correspond 
with the two Scranton reports that the 
Vice President discovered. ’There is the 
Agnew speech on the Scranton report as 
presented in the press, and there is the 
actuEil speech as delivered by the Vice 
President.

This is not a  new exjierlence for the 
Vice President. Consider his attitude to­
ward universities Etnd their students, 
faculty and Eidmlnistrators. As I  note the 
hOEidlines, read the wire-service stories, 
the columns and the editorials, and lis­
ten to snatches on the radio or ’TV, I  
react in a way that I will describe — it 
you will allow me a little pusillEmlmous 
pussy-footing — as negative. Only occa- 
sion^ly do I  read the full texts of the 
Vice President’s speeches, since usuEilly 
they are not reEidlly available. But 
on the basis of the full texts that I have 
read, I  would have to say that Vice 
President Agnew Is one of the few pub­
lic figures in the country today who is 
spcEiking cleEirly, consistently, coura­
geously and continuously in defense of 
their m o s t  precious characteristics: 
Openness, freedom of thought EUid ex­
pression, and devotion to reason, objec­
tivity and pursuit oTtriith.

Perhaps I  Eun injudicious in not keep­
ing my respect Eind Eidmiration for the’ 
Vice President to myself. A  large major­
ity of educated people—not just liberals 
and £>emocrats— have come to regard 
him as probably a budding fEisclst.
Eind at election times they even regard 
hi mas probably a budding fEisclst.

As it happens, I am vulnerable from 
the other side, too, for I  happen to think 
that among university presidents the 
most consistent, courageous, and articu- 

_ l^ e  voice reaching a wide public in de­
fense of the central values smd purposes 
of universities is that qf Kingman Brew­
ster, whom many people seem to regard 
Eis a wild-eyed revolutionary.

’This digression on Mr. Agnew, with 
footnote on Mr. Brewster, is not so fEir 
afield as it may appear. It  reflects a 
charEicteristic of public opinion that af­
fects not only cEimpuses but the whole 
country, and perhaps the whole Western 
world. ’Hiere is a  mindless tendency to 
categorize people, events and ideEis as 
wholes and to clEisstfy them imto simple 
categories like good and bad. ’Ibus, I  
happen to have dlEApproved strongly of 
several passages in speeches by the 
Vice President last q>rihg when he sin­
gled out indlviduEds and institutions by 
name. Since the individuals and institu­
tions had no effective way of obtaining 
an equal hearing for their side, this re­
minded me of the period 16 to 20 years 
ago when SenatorlEil heEirings were used 
to destroy reputations in such a way 
that they never could be completely re­
stored, whatever vindication weis ulti- 
nuttely forthcoming. T h e  tendency to 

. which I  refer would be to classify the 
V^ce President on the bEisls of these 
three or four incidents as "another Mc- 
Oarthy” —thus doing to him what he is 
being accused of doing to others, and do­
ing it on the basis of one patch in the 
whole quilt of his ideas, attitudes and 
values.

Similarly, the f a c t  that Kingman 
Brewster is widely believed to have sEdd 
thEtt a blEwsk revolutionary cannot get a 
fair trlEil Einywhere in the United StEites 
disposes of him and all his works as far 
as many people are concerned. Even if 
he had sEild thEtt, he still might have — 
and. in fact, does have — Eidmirable 
positions on such matters eis preserving
freedom on the CEunpus, avoiding piftliti- 

CEd involvement of the university, and 
not letting the Euimlniatmtlon of the uni­
versity become a maJoritarlEin, political 
process. As for black revolutkxiaries, in 
context Brewster’s point was that even 
if we were to concede that the N̂ ew Ha­
ven defendEuits could not get a fEdr trUl, 
the proposEds being considered in the 
faculty nieeting where the 'Yemark was 

-  made would not be Eippropriate. Besides, 
everybody knows that a black revolu- 
tlcmary cannot get a fair trial; neither 
can an Italian gangster i f  hq comes be­
fore a jury with a firmly eistablished rep­
utation as a  gangster. The real issue is 
ahat conclusions we draw from that fact 
for the practical administration of jus­
tice; but the fact itself is Just one mEini- 
festation of an obvious human '* charac­
teristic.

WASHINGTON — 'The month­
long plot to purge moderate 
Rep. John Anderson of Illinois 
from the House Republican lead­
ership was concocted in a semi- 
secret society of ednservative 
Republican Congressmen who 
for two years have silently ex­
erted rightward pressure on 
party leadership both on Capitol 
Hill and in the White House.

The group, consisting of 60 or 
70 of the 190 RepublicEUi Con­
gressmen, calls itself ’ ’the Re­
publican Regulars.”  It is better 
known in the House cloakroom 
as “ the Sam Devine group” 
after Rep. Sam Devine, Em af­
fable, strapoing Congressman 
from Columbus, Ohio, who ref­
erees big-time college football 
weekends and personifies the 
granite inflexibility of the grroup.

Thus, it WEIS only natural that 
Devine is the chosen instrument 
to oppose Anderson for reelec­
tion Eia chairman of the House 
Republican caucus. To the De- * 
vine group, Anderson is insuffi­
ciently orthodox to represent Re­
publican Congressmen in meet­
ings with the President. They 
con count on Sam Devine, how­
ever, to be the iron model of 
conservative orthodoxy. What’s 
more, Devine is given a serious 
chance Eigainst Anderson in next 
month’s caucus.

Whether Devine wins or not, 
however, the Anderson purge 
effort illustrates the quiet pres­
sure exerted by right-of-center 
Republicans. While criticism of 
President Nixon from liberal R e­
publicans gets the publicity, his 
critics on the right get the job 
done.

White House aides give the 
views of the Devine group far 
greater respect than more open­
ly voiced opinions of their smEill- 
er and less effective liberal 

I counterpart, the Wednesday 
Group. Closer to home, the 
House Republican leader. Rep. 
f^erald Ford of Michigan, is also 
attentive to the Devine group — 
too attentive, say some moder­
ate Congressmen.

Godfather of the group was 
Rep. John Ashbrook, national 
chairman of the American Con­
servative Union Eind one of the 
party’s most industrious conser­
vative activists. Out of his de­
sire to form a conservative cau­
cus. the Republican Regulars 
were secretly formed late in 
1968.

Its membership was built 
' around back-bench conserva­

tives whose names are scarcely 
household words even in. the 
well of the House: William 
Scherle of-Iowa, John Hunt of 
New Jersey. William Dickinson 
of Alabama, Delbert Latta Emd- 
Don Clancy of Ohio. Almost all 
represent safe districts where 
no liberal deviation is needed to 
insure victory.

Unlike the well-known Chow­
der and Marching Society smd 
the S.O.S. Club, the new group 
WEIS not fEishicHied eis a social 

,. club for camaraderie. Nor, like 
the Wednesday Group, does it 
court publicity. Operating In 
the nether shadows, the Devine 
group hEis manEiged to meet 
over dinner every, montli at 
Costin’s Restaurant in down­
town Washington with no one 
the wiser.

Its most ambitious effort;—to’ 
dissuade Mr. .Nixon from propos­
ing his fEunily assistEmce pay­
ment program—WEto a failure. 
But it has had coispicuous suc- 
'cess, - such as blocking the ap­
pointment of liberal Bichard 
Bhimenthal to head VISTA vol­

unteers. Moreover, its psycho­
logical. Impact as a rightward 
anchor on Ford, while not mea­
surable, is undeniable.

The Anderson purge is its 
biggest test. Anderson, a politi­
cal thinker of depth and perhaps 
the House’s premier orator, has 
disappointed the Devine group 
from the moment he replaced 
the departed Melvin R. Laird 
EIS caucus chEdrmEin in jEUiuary 
1969. Alone among House Re­
publican leaders, Anderson 
strongly dissented from the 
Nixon admlnlstrntlonjB ambl- 
gpiity on civil rights.

By Election Day 1970, the 
Devine group was wrapoed In 
secret purge-Anderson plotting. 
’The target himself unwittingly 
armed the purgers with new 
ammunition on Dec. 2 when 
Anderson was the only Repub­
lican member of the Rules 
Committee to defy the White 
House Emd support the consum­

er protection bill (which fEdled 
on a 7-7 tie). As the committee 
broke up, a RepubllCEin col- 
leagpie slipped Anderson the 
proverbial black spot, telling 
him he had signed his own 
death warrant.

More thoughtful RepubllcEins 
sharply disagreed, holding that 
Anderson did his party a serv­
ice by breaking up a solid GOP 
anti-consumer phalEinx. In the 
process, however, he did fur­
ther damage to himself within 
the turgid confines of ' House 
Republican politics.

’Therein lies the dllmma of 
Republican politicEuis with a 
national outlook who want— 
Euid deserve—^party lesidershlp 
in the House. I f  the Sam Devine 
group succeeds in purging 
Anderson, that dilemma will be 
resolved on the side of greater 
orthodoxy—warning Ford and 
other leaulers that deviationism 
is forbidden.

The Serkln Recital
To the Editor,

III his review of the Serkln 
recital at Storrs Sunday night, 
your critic, Mr. Gruber, displays 
his usual bitterness toward the 
professlonEil musician, no doubt 
a feeling Eoislng out of his 
frustration at not being one of 
the ten greatest piEuiists of the 
’Twentieth Century despite his 
well advertised expertise. Grub­
er’s reviews mig^it be of some 
value if he could just spare the 
reader the details of his own il­
lustrious pEist. It Is of no im­
portance that Mr. Gruber had 
memorized the Beethoven 32. 
He is not the final authority Euiy 
more UiEin Serkln is. What is 
Einno^ng is the generalizations, 
the Vagueness, the lack of ob­
jectivity in this particular re­
view. Four inaudible notes in 
the Opus 27 No. 2? ’That is 
the major point of this recital? 
’There were some pedEiling 
errors that your critic omitted 
to mentiem—are these minor 
(Eind they are minor) flubs the 
only thing he could find in the 
recital?

It WEIS not a sellout. Sunday 
night at Storrs seldom are. 
People did leave at the half way 
point. They Eilways do. How cEm 
your critic ' sissume that they 
left because of the performsmee? 
Perhaps he took a poll at the 
door. For what it is worth, Ser- 
kin had postponed his Friday 
night Boston recital because of 
illness. Ill health does not ex­
cuse a performer does it, Mr. 
Gruber?

Your critic did not like the 
choice of program. Too close in 
order of compositions, he says. 
Perhaps Mr. Serkln could have 
averaged them out by opus num­
ber, but that would have omit­
ted the "Waidstein”  said the 
"Appaslonata”  since they are 
only three opus numbers apart. 
Opus 31 No. 1 is certainly not 
the greatest of the sonatas, but 
should it not be played?

Gruber is entitled to his opin­
ion on style of performsince; 
that is a matter of taste. But 
no mention of Mr. Serkin’s build 
up of the cruel fugue in Opus 
110? This sonata weis the heEirt 
of the program. Mr. Gruber 
perhaps luis memorized it but

does not underatEind it. AU Mr. 
Gruber remembers is four notes 
that he did not hear, and that 
some people left at intermis­
sion. Performers turned critic 
are apt to take out their pent- 
up rEige at successful practi­
tioners ot the art. Let Mr. Gru­
ber work out his frustrattons 
on one fugue from Opus 106. 
Beethoven may suffer, but the 
concert-going public in this area 
will be relieved.

He must, to b^;in with, scrap 
the wtwd as too subjective 
or suggestive. It  is too closely 
a s s o c i a t e d  with success,' 
achievement and power. It  eilm- 
inatea from cooaideratlon any 
who had an adverse Impcmt.

lU s  was not a  year of suc- 
ceaa; the men who made the 
news, who left the most lasting 
effect on business, were noted 
for their failures rtither than for 
their vlctoriea, for their faiia 
fKMn power rather than their 
use of it.

Stuart Saunders, for exEimple, 
must not be overlooked as one 
of the most important business­
men o f the year because it was 
he who p r id e d  over the fftioTi- 
clal failure of the Penn Central 
Traajportatlon Co., the naUon’s 
lEirgatti^rallroEid.

Fev( single events in recent 
yean  have upset business as 
did this debacle. For months, 
corporations distrusted each 
other’s I.O.Ujs, fearful that if 
the Penn Central needed the 
protection of bEinkruptcy laws, 
so could other seemingly 
credit-worthy organlsaUcnis.

This same event has chfinged 
forever the railroad picture in 
America. It  served notice to the 
nation Uutt the rails weren’t 
crying wolf when they claimed 
disaster was imminent. It  
brought the federal government 
into the rail busineas more firm­
ly  than ever.

ThEtt is, by almost any stand- 
Eird, the men who had the big­
gest Impact on business were 
not businessmen Ett all but fel­
lows such as Ralph Nader of 
Winsted, Conn., the consumer 
Eulvocate, Paul McCracken, 
chairman of the Council 
oil o f Economic Advisers, Fed­
eral Reserve Chairman Arthur 
Burns and Defense Secretary 
Melvin Laird.

Nader mid other consumer ad­
vocates never ceased to remind 
businessmen that, as far as 
mEmy millions were concerned, 
the goal of busineBs was not 
solely to make money hut to im­
prove the environment while 
doing BO.

The federal officials delivered 
their punch throogh cutting, res­
training, withholding and other­
wise restrlaUng expenditures. It
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was this pr&ess that tumbled 
some <a the biggest nmnea of 
the 1960s.

James lin g , who buUt ling- 
Temco-Vought Inc. of Dallas 
into one of the largest corpma- 
Um u  in the country, mainly by 
buying and merging with other 
large operations, wim one of 
those caught in a  financial Und.

As the money supply dwin­
dled, interest rates rose imd the 
economy slowed, Ung found 
himself unable to continue' the 
financlEd wlzEudty that eiutt>led 
him to peurlay One investment 
atop Emother, He 'was relieved 
aa chElirmEm in ml<!^eu:.

Bernard Comfeld, who built 
Investors Overseas Services 
into the largest offshore mutiud 
f u n d  orgEmizEitlon—^meimlng
thEtt it acrid its shares ^ ro a d  but 
invested much o f t ^  money in 
the United States—eUso fe ll from 
powar.

Omnfeld’s demise was very 
involved, but it begEm with an 
eccmomlc downturn and the col­
lapse of the stocric market. As 
the value of Cornfeld-enterprlse 
shares fell, redemptions rose.

Cornf^d too was relieved of his 
duties.

In the final analysie, the top

A t one time in 1966 
about 60 volunteers were ■wan­
dering around the country with 
no jobs.

In Poland

WARSAW (A P ) —  An eUte 

corps of 40 PcSlsh police is 
armed with little more than tin 
whistles, winning ways and reg­
ulation miniskirts. Each day the 
pert Polish misses' wade into 
Warsaw’s traffic to keep order.

Hie girls are spearheading a 
plan to use more womeii'tQ the 
Police Department. A  recent 
battery of government tests in­
dicated women could c(»itrol the 
Polish capital’s 110,000 motor 
vehicles “more gracefully and 
efficiently’’ than men.

“d r ls  cope much better with 
traffic incidents,’’ says Maj. 
.Teny Domanski, who com­
mands 40 of the girls. “They are 
also faster at finding diplomatic 
solutions to problems.’’

Oood looks figure high in se­
lecting the girls. ‘"They don’t 
have to be beauty queens, but a 
gracious figure and an attrac­
tive face are necessary ingre­
dients,’’ said the head of the 
training school.

Hie young women are permit­
ted to use any makeup or hair­
styles they want, in order to 
look their best. They have blue- 
gray uniforms with white 
epaulettes and wear boots.

Despite their charm, they can 
be tough. “You have to be firm 
and also know you/ are absolute­
ly right with the offending moto­
rist,’’ says Nela Urbanska, one 
of the elite. “I have never yet 
had to argue with a driver. 
’They usually pay up fast, glad 
the fine isn’t ifoo high.”

Hie standards of Polish driv­
ers aren’t very high, the girls 
believe.

‘"niey are not courteous to 
each other,” one said. “I have 
yet to see a driver who, after 
making some slight infringe­
ment of a  rule and disturbing 
another driver, would at least 
lilt his hand in apology.”

Just in'case of an emergency, 
the g^rls carry small vials of 
tear gas. Hiey don’t carry pis­
tols.

The Education AssociaUon of 
Coventiy is going' to challenge 
the Coventry Federation of 
Teachers in an elecUon to de­
termine which group will rep­
resent teachers in contract talks 
for the 1971-72 school year.

Some of the details were 
made public at last night’s 
Board ot Education meeting, at 
which thq̂  school board denied 
an EAC request that the Am er­
ican Arbitration Association run 
the election.

H ie executive committee of 
the ElAC, whiclvis affiliated with 
thb ConnecUcut Education Asso­
ciation, w as present at the ses­
sion, as well 0 8  teacher repre­
sentatives from three of the lo­
cal schools. Also on hand was 
Everett Watson of the CEA.

Mrs. Dorothy QilUam, spokes­
man for the EAC, presented the 
group’s request for an outside 
agency to run the election. She 
noted that the CFT Is not in 
agreement with this request.

In a  prepared presentation for 
the board, Mrs. Gilliam out­
lined the three reasons why 
the H1AC Is seeking an outside 
agency. The first reason cited 
was legal; ‘"rhe 1967 teacher 
irepresentation election,” Mrs. 
Gilliam said, “which was con­
ducted by local personnel, was 
disputed and contested in court 
at expense and inbonvenlence 
to all parties concerned, includ­
ing the Board of Education.

‘"rhis first attempt at this 
election wem declared Invalid 
and it had to be re-run In com­
pliance with state' statutes. 
Therefore, we request that the 
American Arbitration Associa­
tion conduct the election be- 

/ cause of the great extent of 
their experience with legal pro­
cedures and their reputed suc­
cess In conducting elections of 
all types.

Cost Second Factor 
Cost was the second factor 

cited, with Mrs. Gdlllam noting, 
“H ie E A C  wishes to avoid a 
recurrence of the previous slt-

• uatlcm, and, in particular, to 
i keep aii costs of the election at

a minimum to the iBoard of 
' Education and the Town of Cov­

entry; consequently, we recom­
mend the American Arbitration 
Association.

“This organlzatlem has quot­
ed the -ElAC that the cost of con-

• . SdOO. ’This figure would com- 
f  pare favorably with the pre-

vlous electlcm’s legal costs, to 
the Board of Education, which 
exceeded $300.”

Reinosa, 31, of Ckdumbus,

area where Veres worked 
and to bring Veres to the com­

Sundy's counsel, Special Pub­
lic Defender Etalo Onuttl con­
tended that Sundy had not ac­
tually accompaifled Veres into 
the compression nxmi, that 
“ His own avarice faxdc him to 
the spot.”  GnutU said that if

ot cigarettes, “ you would have 
the situatlmi where the state 
wouldn’t even prosecute because 
of the remoteness of his part.”  
He added, “never did it cross 
his mind that it would be any­
thing of great magnitude.”

Before each man wa s s«i- 
tenced. Assistant State’s Attor­
ney Donald Caldwell briefl,V de­
scribed the part the man pi* '-yed 
in the conspiracy and beathig 
of Veres.

As each man was brought ui'> 
from the cell area in the base­
ment of the courthouse, he stood 
before the Judge to hear' the 
state’s attorney describe what 
he had done and, in all but one 
case, to recommend a sentence.
Ihe prisoner’s own counsel 
then presented a different con­
sideration from the prisoner’s 
point of view and in the course 
of these presentations there 
emerged some small compre­
hension of the society within 
such an institutlm.

One of the attorneys. Special 
Public Defender Edwaid O’Con­
nell talked of codes of rules and 
compared the codes in prison 
as being as different from the 
rules of our society as those 
of the aborigine in the jungle.
He said this did not Justify the 
crime ’ ’but. it helps to under­
stand the motivation and eval­
uate the conduct.”

Williams Given Job.
O’Connell represented E'rank 

Williams, 30, whose last known 
address was 964 CSiurch St.,
New 'Britain. According to the 
assistant state’s attorney, Wil­
liams was “ engaged”  by 
George S. Howard to arrange 
for Veres to be beaten, and he 
in turn engaged others. At <me 
point, according to the state,
I^Uiams promised Reinosa $26 
to do the Job but Reinosa re­
neged when he found out 
Veres was to be “ beaten badly,” 
and the price went up to $60.
, According to the state’s at­
torney, Williams told Reinosa 
where to get the weapon and 
was present at the time Reinosa 
beat the victim over the head.

Since 1964 Williams has been 
serving a 10 to 16 year sentence 
for armed robbery.

O’Connell described 'IKdlUams 
as a member of “ the establish­
ment” at the prison, and told 
the court that'it was V^lllams 
who had the key information to 
everyone in and actuaUy “ put 
hJs life in Jeopardy^’ by cooper­
ating with the state.”  Judge 
Josei^ F. Dannefay sentenced 
him to 10 to 16 years, to be 
served concurrently with the 
sentence he is now serving.

Howard, 46, o< Euclid Ave.,
Bloomfield was named the 
man who ordered the beating.
According to State’’s Attorney 
Caldwell, Howard had a homo-'" 
sexual relationship with Veres 
when they were in prison serv­
ing a prior sentence. ’Ihe re­
lationship was terminated by 
the victim, according to the 
state’s attorney, and as a re- 
sidt Howard tr i^  <xi other oc­
casions to have Veres beaten.

Howard Not at Scene
Howard was not i physically 

present when the crime occur­
red. His record was read to the 
court; it iircludes attempted 
rape, aimed robbery, auto 
theft and uiuiatural acts. He is 
presently serving an 8 to 18 
year sentence imposed in 1962 
for sodomy. Indecent assault 
and aggravated assault.

His attorney, special public 
defender Edwin Lavltt claimed 
that what really happened was 
a “ swltcheroo,”  that Veres had 
hired WUUams to “ hit”  Howard 
and it was WUllaras who sug­
gested the switch. Atty. Latritt 
said Williams was also being 
paid off another person, un­
named, involved in a homosex­
ual situation and that it was 
Williams who was in the mid­
dle, hired by everybody and 
playing all ends against each 
other for profit!

In sentencing Howard, Judge 
' Dannehy observed that he was 

a psychopathic personality, fun­
damentally pugnacious, aggres­
sive, hostile and almost para­
noid against the social order.
He sentenced him to 10 to 16 
years concurrent with his pres­
ent sentence.

HARTFORD (AP)—Ih another 
econdmy move, (3ov,-elect 
Thomas J. Meskill threatened 
Thursday to enforce a law pro­
viding Jail sratences for State 
officials who deliberately over­
spend their budgets.

“ Tou better stick within die 
apprcq;>rlation,”  said Meskill. 
“ There is a law, and I intend 
to enfmxe it.”

The law provides a maximum 
penalty of'one year in jail and a 
$1,000 fine for any state official 
who “ willfully authorizes . . .  
the expenditure of any money... 
for any purpose In excess of the 
amount specifically appropriated 
for such purpose by the Gener­
al Assembly.”

Exceptions to the law are 
’necessary repair of roads and 
bridges”  and “ necessaiy sup­
port of schools or paupers.”  

“ With the state facing a defi­
cit of between $200 million and 
$aso mlllloii,”  said MeskiU, “ I 
don’t intend to sit idly by and 
let the laws be broken.”  

Meskill disclosed at the State 
Capitol news' conference that he 
has asked Gov. John Dempsey 
to order a freeze on all reclass- 
iflcatiuis of state Jobs.

“ It has come to my attention 
that there have been whrdesale 
upward classifications of state 
emplr^es during the past 18 
months,”  he said in his letter to 
the outgoing Democratic gover­
nor. “ These reclassifications 
have been granted to some 80

To date. Governor Dempsey 
has been most cooperative,”  
said Meskill; “ O n . balance, 1 
must say that mqet of his com­
missioners have not.”

Some commissioners .have 
been “ trying to take care of 
political employes who are not 
clEusified, to get them under 
the shdter of the inhilt system 
before the Meskill Administra­
tion takes office,”  said the Re­
publican g;ovemor-elect. ’ “They 
are kidding themselves.”  

Meskill, who has already

BAKER’S CLAY
4 cups unsifted flour 

1 cup salt 

1-1 /2  cups w ater

Knead flour with salt and water, adding more water 
until you get a workable dough. Shape ornaments 
aroimd long wire loops and pla(;e on cookie sheets. 
Bake at 350°F. 1 hour or more depending on size 
and thickness. Let stand for 2 days before hanging. 
Decorate with raisins, nuts, colored yams, etc.

ALMOND RAISIN COOKIE ORNAMENTS
1 egg

1 /4  cup ice w ater 
1 /2  teaspoon alm ond extract 

1 cup C alifom ia raisins

4 cups sifted  flour 
2  teaspoons salt 

1 -1 /4  cups sugar 
1 /2  teaspoon baking pow der 

1 -1 /2  cups ch illed  lard
Sift dry ingredients. Work in lard with fingertips imtil it resembles coarse commeal. Beat 
egg with water and flavoring and mix with flour mixture. Add raisms and knead dough, 
adding more ico water if necessary. Shape into ornaments, poking raisins well into dough 
so they won’t bum. Insert a-long loop of wire well into the cxxilde. Bake on ungreased 
cookie sheets at 325°F. until cookie is firm. (Time varies according to thickness.) Cookies 
harden upon standing. Decorate with frostings, nuts, raisins, colored sugars.

The guidance department now 
has an automated "friend”  to 
help with the chore of finding 
occupations and colleges for 
searching students, the compu­
ter system known as Interactive 
Learning Systems.

It contains detailed informa­
tion or more than 1200 occupa­
tions, with about 3000 additional 
related occupations listed. De-

After selecting these charac­
teristics, he ranks them In order 
of Importance to him and then 
is ready to "talk”  to the com­
puter. He and hls counselor 
type Into the terminal the char­
acteristics he has selected. Af­
ter each, the compifter types 
an answer indicating the num­
ber of options which qualify for 
the combination of character­
istics typed in.

At any time the student may 
change his options or may ask 
for a printout of the list ot oc­
cupations. If he wishes more in­
formation about a particular oc­
cupation, he can ask the com­
puter to print out a job descrip­
tion, which will indicate the 
qualifications lot the job, related 
occupations and where to get 
more information.
