Thalidomide
Trial Ends

ALSDORF, Germany (AP) —
An Aachen State Court today
ended the 2%4-year-long thalido-
mide trial without a formal ver-
dict but sald It was convinced
that the drug was responsible
for the epldemic of malformed
Infants a decade ago.

Judge Benno Dietz, reading a
30-page explanation of the
court’s ruling, said there was &
definite correlation between the
marketing of the drug in West
Germany from 1857 to 1881 and
the thousands of bables born
during those years with mal-
formed or missing limbs.

The judge also held thalldo-
mide responsible for causing
nerve damage in some adult
users,

It was the longest trial in
West German history.

Five past or present employes
of Chemie Gruenenthal, the
company that produced the
drug, were charged in a 072-
pege Indictment with negligent
manslaughter, inflicting bodily
injury and  violating federal
drug laws.

The defense moved on Dec, 7
that the trial be ended with no
verdict, and the prosecution ac-
cepted the motion because Che-
mie Gruenenthal had set up a
$27.3 million fund for mal-
formed children and sgreed to
pay $1.09 ‘million to the adult
plaintiffs who claimed they suf-
fered nerve damage.

The West German govern-
ment has offered to pay another
$13.6 million to familles of the
malformed chidren. Between
2,200 and 2,300 children, most of
them West German, stand to
benefit from the company and
government compensation,

The motion to end the ‘trial
was based on & West German
law permitting a court to termi-
nate a case with no officlal ver-
dict it the prosecution agrees
that continuing It would sérve
only slight public interest and
that any guilt on the part of the
defendants {s minimal.

“‘We can't afford to spend any
more time on legalistic prob-
lems, We have other problems
of edpcation and health,’" sald
Karl-Hermann Schulte-Hillen,
an attorney for 400 persons or
families- who were coplaintiffs
in the action.

Crowds Burn Communist Party Site
In Continuation of Rioting in Poland

WARSBAW (AP) — More trou-
ble was indlcated today in
8zczecin, shaken by rioting and
arson, and tanks were deployed
in Gdansk, but the days of vio-
lence against government price
increases appeared on the
wane.

A traveler from Szezecin, Po-
land's largest port, sald mobs
bumed the Communist party
headquarters Thursdday In a
continuation of rioting that has
Jeft 10-20 desd and hundreds in.
jured.

A Western diplomat who re-
turned from the Baltic port of
Gdansk, where the major vio-
lenca broke out Monday, sald
tanks were positioned every 100
yards along the main street,
Warsaw radio reported that life
in Gdansk was '‘fully normal."

Radlo BSzczecin appealed for

observance of the nightly cur-
few and for ‘'‘calm, prudence
and work’' and sald the port had
begun a normal working day.

But the continued appeals for
calm and order were considered
evidence that the city the Ger-
mans called Stettin had yet to
return  to normal, Bulldings
wers burned and shops were
looted before authorities im-
posed a -dusk-to-dawn curfew
Thursday.

A Swedish newsman who was
in Szczecin Thursday sald ar-
mored cars charged a crowd
outside the burning Communist
party headguarters and ran
down a woman and her young
daughter.

U. S., South Viets To Observe
24-Hour Truces for Holidays

SAIGON (AP) — American
and South Vietnamese forces in
Vietnam will observe 24-hour
cease-fires for Christmas and
New Year's, but Informed
sources sald American bombers
would continue heavy ralds on
North Vietnamese supply routes
in Laos and Cambodia during
the truces.

The allled commands an-
nounced today that their forces
in Vietnam would hold thelr fire
unless attacked from 6 p.m.
Dec, 24 Saigon time until 6 p.m,
Christmas Day, and from 6 p.m
New Year's Eve to 6 p.m. Jan.
1.

The Viet Cong announced ear-
lier that its forces would ob-
serve cease-fires of three days
each over Christmas and New
Year's, and four days for the
Tet festival of the lunar new
year the last week In January,

The cease-fires proclaimed

namese commands said nothing
about a Tet cease-fire, but they
are expected to anmounce one of
at least 24 hours duration unless
they detect a massive enemy
buildup indicating a repetition
of the 1988 Tel offensive,
Launched under cover of =a
cease-fire, that was the biggest
enemy offensive of the war.

Neither the allied nor the Viet
Cong cease-fire announcements
said anything about Cambodia,
where 12,600 South Vietnamese
troops are currently operating
and American bombers fly in
support of Cambodlan troops as
well as the South Vietnamese.
The spokesman in Phnom Penh
for the Cambodian Command
said he personally doesn't think
there should be a cease-fire, but
he indicated his government has
reached no.decision on the mat-
ter.

Gen. "Creighton W Abrams,
the commander of U.8, forces in
Vietnam, told his men in a
Christmas message that “sacri.
fice is as much a part of Christ-
mas as are the joy and warmth

of belng with family and loved
ones,

“Your sacrifice for the Viet-
namese people who are fighting
for their freedom of choice is in
the spirit of this asecason,”
Abrams sald. . . . Perhaps
there is no greater reward in
iife than to see your efforts help
another in his striving for hope
and a better future.”

The U.S. Command an-
nounced the loss of two more
planes and three helicopters,
with four American crewmen
killed, three wounded and two
missing., This raised to 7,392 the
number of American planes and

The latest losses include a
Marine F4 Phantom fighter-
bomber shot down in Laos near
the North Vietnamese border,
an (g forward air control plane
which did not return from a
mission over Laos last Satur-

Pentagon Plans to Destroy
Germ Warfare Stockpiles

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

Pentagon announced  today
plans to destroy all germ war-

fare stockpiles under conditions
of “absolute safety and securi-
ty."

The offenstve blologlcal
agents and toxin stockpiles,
manufactured originally for use
against humans and crops, will
be destroyed at their current lo-
cations in Pine Bluff, Ark., the
Rocky Mountain Arsenal, Den-
ver, Colo,, Ft. Detrick, Md., and
Beale Air Force Base, Callf.

Oftficials stressed there will be
no movement of any of the
agents. This would appear to as-
sure against a flare-up of the
kind of running dispute which
occurred when the Army get out
to get rid of more tham 26,000
tons of obsolete nerve and mus-
tard gas by dumping it In the
Atlantic.

The destruction of the germ
warfare stockpiles, ordered by

President Nixon 13 months ago,
is due to begin early next vear
and be completed in about a
year's time.

Army officlals said that no op-
eration will start until all feder-
al, state and local environmen-
tal agencies have completed re-
view of the plans to make sure
they will not cause dangerous
pollutions.

The officlals refused to say
how much material will be de-
stroyed or the specific nature of
the agents, or to discuss what
hardwere will be destroyed
along with it,

Lt Col, Gerald G. Watson of
Kilgore, Tex., the project officer
in charge of the destruction pro-
gram, told a briefing:

""We think the identity of the
agents and the amount in the
stockpile should remain security
information.”

Cambodian troops advancing
to the east slong the highway
pattled Communist forces
Thursday, and afterward news-
men who visited the area saw
the bodies of six government
soldlers.

Plans for correcting drainage
problems at the town dump
are under way, according to
James Thompson of Buck and
Buck, the town's consulting

enginoors.

In a lettar sent to First Select-
man Charles Thifault, Thomp-
son notes he has been in touch
with representatives of the
state health  department in-
quiring about the town's pro-
gress in correcling the situa-
tion.

According to Thompson the
topographlc survey of the dump
is presently belng made, Once
received by the engineering
firm the results will be forward-
ed to the state board of health
along with Buck and Buck’s
recommendations for planning
and drainage improvements.

The state department of
Health ordered the town to take
actions to correct a drainage
problem at the dump after re-
celving complaints by realdon}s
of Charter Rd, ’

The resldents complained the
dump was polluting by dralin-
ing into Charter Brook and
posed a threat to their homes.

Several weeks ago the Board
of Selectmen agreed to contract
for a topographic survey of the
dump, which was estimated at
the time to cost about $1,000.

The department of health had
threatened to close the dump
if the situation ls not rectified.

In his letter to Thifault,
Thcempson promises to review
the results of the survey with
the state health department be-
fore proceeding with any actual
design work on the project.

Thompson also notes that Buck
and Buck has begun work on
the design of the Crandall Park
dam, and is presently working
on the hydraulic portion of the
“plans.

In a letter addressed to An-

Budget Request

HARTFORD (AP) — The cost
of legislative modernization sur-
faced Thursday in the Genersl
Assembly's budget request for
1971-73—486,142,828,

“The advent of annual ses-
slons will necessitate approxi-
mately $885,000 in additional ex-
penditures,'’ said the Legislative
Management Committee, which
filed the budget request,

Because of changes from the
1069 session, ‘it is almost im-

ble to draw direct compari-
sons between that budget and
this one," the committee said.

Included in the new budget Is
$284,000 for the new office of
legislative research, $100,000 for
development of permanent staffs
for the Democratic and Repu-
blican memberships, and $278,-
000 for increases {n the staffs
of the legislative commissioners,
the House and Senate clerks,
and the Legislative Management
Office.

Data proceasing will cost $787,-
240, but this will be partly off-
set by an expected $290,000 sav-
ings in the cost of publishing
legislative documents, the com-
mittee sald.

While calling for much more
spending on the legislative oper-
ation in the coming blenmium,
the legislative management com-
mittee also indicated that a defl-
cit of perhaps $500,000 was in
the offing in the General As-
sembly’s current blennial budg-
et

In another action, the com-
mittee approved—after much
questioning—a request by three
Negro legislators to attend at
state expense a conference in
Chicago this weekend for black
lawmakers. The request from
Senator-elect Wilber G, Smith,
Rep.

U.S. Oath of Citizenship
Shunned by Immigrant

ATLANTA, Ga, (AP) — Dr.
Wiebke Thomsen, her: sguarish
features solemn beneath her
dark brown hair, flipped quickly
through the pages of the diction-
ary in a search for the definition
of the word ‘‘pacifism."

“You 1talk about things so
much,'” she sald, ‘‘that you be-
come puszled—you reach =a
point at which you don't know
how to apply them to yourself.'

Dr, Thomsen, 48, wearing &
plain  brown dress and low-
heeled belge.shoes, was sitting
on the couch in her small, mod-
ern apartment, the heavy red-
bound dictionary in her lap.

She found the word she was
looking for and read slowly:

‘‘Pacifism—opposition to war
or violence as a means of set-
tling disputes . Refusal to
bear arms because of moral or
religious prineiples.”

““Yes, that would define my
views. It is strange. I'd never
applied a label Hke that to my-
self, It seemed a matter of com-
mon sense.'’

The matter to which she re-
ferred concerns her attempt to
become a U.B, citizen. A native
of Germany and un d, she
has lived and worked a psy-
chiatrist in this country for 12
Years.

But she has refused to take
the oath of citizenship because
it requires an immigrant to
gwear willingness to bear arms
on behalf of the country. Under
ordinary circumstances a con-
sclentious objector could take
the oath with that passage delet-
ed, ¥

The Immigration and Nation-
ality Act, however, makes pro-
vision for deleting that portion
of the oath only when a person
proves he is opposed to the
bearing of arms by reason of
“religious tralning and bellef."”

Dr. Thompson describes her-
self as an agnostic.

Despite that, Immigration au-
thorities belleve that a Supreme
Court ruling handed down last
June 16, 'with specific applica-
tion to the 8elective Service Act,
has a bearing on her case. The
ruling held that a person may
be a consclentious objector on
other than religious grounds,

Citing that ruling, immigra-
tion authorities, after & delay of
more than a year, recommend-
ed that her citizenship be grant-
ed. Her case routinely made its
way to federal district court
early this month for the custom-

hearing.

But Judge Charles Moye Jr.,
deferred a ruling and sald that
the Supreme Court decision had
no bearing on her case., He sald
the reference to a divine belng,
while struck from the Selective
Service Act by the high court
ruling, remains in the Immigra-
tion and Nationalities Act.

—

A -ruling Is expected late this

month or in early January,

Dr, Thomsen sald she saw
much of her family's property
in her native Hamburg de-
stroyed by World War II alr
ralds. She sald her father was
drafted into the Geérman army
and, because she feared ostra-
clam, she joined a youth group
of Hitler's Natlonal Soclalistic
party.

Dr. Thomsen said that by the
time Stalingrad fell “I thought
war was senselesa and we Ger-
mans should lose it.”

“War is utterly without pur.
pose—people killing each other
toward no good end,” she sald.

A secondary theme in her po-
sition s that she is a physiclan
and, as such, is devoted to the
preservation of-life, not the de-
atruction of it.

Also, she says, it makes little

' Middleton, supporting

“I e¢an foresee no circum-
stances under which that would
become necessary,’”’ she says.

- We don't quite know whether to be-
lieve those former undercover agents
who say that the government paild for
the paint they provided to rioting stu-
dents for the amearing of public or in-
stitutional bulldings, or those agents
who confess that they themselves, while
they were working for Mr, Hoover, were
able, as part of their assignment, to take
part in the planning of disturbances or
plots for violence,

So we don't know, either, quite
whether to believe that consclentious
North Carolina United States Senator,
Sam J. Ervin, Jr.,, when he says that
he has a former Army intelligence agent
who had the tasi of spying on & long list
of politicians and public figures in the
state of Illinols who had indicated some
lack of enthusiasm for the Government's

Senator Ervin is our leading crusader
ngainst the potential invasion of privacy
by government snooping of all kinds, and
he may be a little too eager to find
claims which buttress his cruaade.',

All these preliminary cautions estab-

forcement, however. So you listen close-

The boy shines with inner happiness at
such moments.

WASHINGTON — When Presi-
dent Nixon summoned John B.
Connally to Washington in early
December and quickly stunned
him with a request to become
Secretary of the Treasury, he
set in motion . potentially pro-
found changes for his Admin-
{stration and for the 1072 Presi-
dential election,

In the Administration, Con-
nally was sought as an aggres-
give new volce selling the Presi.
dent's economic policy to Con-
gress and the public but may
end up as much more. The
masterful three-term governor
of Téxas can be counted on to
gtare down Presidential aides
who have terrorized the Nixon
Cabinet. *Connally will be the
strongman of the Cibinet with-
in & month,' predicts one high
Administration official.

In Presidential politics, Mr.
Nixon's political advisors re-
gard Connally as an incalcul-
able asset in shoring up the fast-
deteriorating Republican posi.
tion in Texas. Even Connally's
staying neutral would be an im-
mense comfort to Mr. Nixon in
a state central to his reelection
prospects; support from Con-
nally there could be decisive.

Glven Connally’'s political
weight both internally and ex-
ternally for the Nixon adminis-
tration, it becomes understand-
able why Mr. Nixon named a
man to the Treasury whose de-
talled views on economic policy
are a blur.

During his brief tenure as
John F. Kennedy's Secretary of
the Navy, Connally privately
expressed shock at the liberal
Administration's unorthodox
economics.

S0 vague an economic back-
ground has led some business-
men to speculate that Mr. Nix-
on has no intention of restoring
the Treasury to its old pre-
eminence. Connally's amateur
standing in the financial world,
they feel, will make him no
more a shaper of policy than
his placid predecessor, Chicago
banker David Kennedy.

But this speculation fails to
appreciate how much the White
House wanted Kennedy replac-
ed by a firmer volce. Presi-
dential aldes had grumbled that
Kennedy had not forcefully pre-
sentad Administration views to
Congreas and public. Further-
more, some were pushing Ken-
nedy’'s dynamic Under Secre-
tary, Dr. Charls Walker, to re-
place him,

Some but not all, Presidential
pssigtants who tangled  with
Walker over policy questions
during the 1960 tax-reform fight
successfully blocked hig promo-
tion. Still seeking A stronger
Secretary, Mr. Nixon turned to
Connally (confiding his * new
preference to only two Cabinet
members, John Mitchell at Jus-
tice and William Rogers at
State).

The President had been im-
pressed with Connally’s work an
the Ash commission to reor-
ganize the executive branch,
both in dealing with the shark-
infested White House staff and
in selling the plan to Capitol
Hill Democrats. A tip-off came
Nov. 30 when the President
named Connally to the Foreign
Intelligence Advisory Board,

bypassing several hopeful Re-
publicans.

But Connally's great ad-
vantage over Dr. Walker or
anybody else is his political

. Since the near debacle
suffered by the Administration
in the Nov. 3 midterm election,
Mr. Nixon's own advisers have
felt it essential to broaden the
Administration by enlisting a
prominent Democrat, Conserva-
tive though he is, Connally is a
Democratl uniquely qualified to
halt the Republican slide in
Texas and perhaps eclsewhere
in the South.

Connally has told friends he
recelved assurances from the
President that he could map his
own political route in 1972 even
it ‘it led back to a repeat
of 1968 when he endorsed Hu-
bert H. Humphrey for Presi-

«dent, But few doubt that Con-

nally has burned his bridges to
active Democratic politics,

One of the few Texas poli-
ticians he consulted after ‘the
offer from Mr. Nixon advised
Connally he should tske the job
only if he has definitely decid-
ed never to seek office again
as & Democral, either in Texas
or on a national ticket. Con-
nally did not disagree. In fact,
old Texas political associates
are talking about him as Mr,
Nixon's running-mate in 1972,
unthinkable a few days ago but
not at all impossible in the
wake of this momentous Cabi-
net change,

Bridgeport Poses Problem
In’' Revamping of Districts

HARTFORD (AP)—What to do
with Bridgeport Is one of the
key problems in remapping Con-
necticut's six congressional dis-
tricts, as five preliminary re-
districting plans made clear
Thursday.

The plans were drawn up by
the University of Comnecticul’s
Soctal Sclence Data Center and
are preliminary in every sense
of the word, since they are
based on predminary US. Cen-
sus figures: (The final popula-
tion figures on a town-by-town
basis have not yet been re-
leased.)

Nevertheless, the UConn maps
do chart certain broad possibill-
ties which the state legislature

. will eventually have to come to
grips with.

One of these  possibilities la
keeping Bridgeport, a city with
o large Democratic electorate,
in the present Fourth Congres-
sional District—the most popu-
lous congressional district in the
state,

Another possibility is to carve
Bridgeport out of the Fourth
District and put it in the same
district with Waterbury, another
Democratic stronghold.

8till another poasibility—one
which the UConn data center
has not yet mapped—is to put
Bridgeport in the same district
with New Haven, still another
Democratic bastion.

The latter two alternatives
— Bridgeport-Waterbury and
Bridgeport-New Haven — would
create a district about as safely
Democratic as any in the state.

Keeping Bridgeport in_ the
present Fourth District, on the
other hand, would prevent that
district from becoming over-
whelmingly Republican. It's al-
ready a predominantly GOP
district, but the first alternative
would make It less so] since the
Republican towns of Weston,
Wilton and New Canaan would
be removed.

The problem with the Fourth
District is that it includes Con-
necticut's ‘‘panhandle,’”’ a string
of towns which stretches down
under New York!'s Westchester
County. The isolation of Stam-
ford—one of the state's five
largest cities — and Greenwich,
8 goodpsized town, in the pan-
handle reduces the options of
‘the congressional map-makers,

Under the preliminary UConn
map putting Bridgeport in the
same district with Waterbury
(which is now in the Fifth Dis-
trict), the Fourth District would
reach up into the northern ter
of Fairfield county towns, in-
cluding Denbury, New Fair-
field, Brookfield and even Sher-
man. There is lttle question
that this district would be al-
most certain to favor Republi-
can candidates for Congress
over Democratic candidates.

‘But the logic of regional iden-
tittes is one of the factors
which may have to go by the
boards under the U.S, Supreme

Another factor that would also
go by the boards is the respect
(in Connecticut) of conares-
glonal districts for town lines.

There is no law which says
one municipality can't be In
two or more congressional dis-
tricts (look, for Instance, at
New York City, Los Angeles
and Chicago), but for Connecti-
cut this would be a new idea,

The odds are that the state
legislature will find it too novel
to take seriously.

Seale Trial

Exhausts
Jury Panel

NEW HAVEN (AP) — The
kidnap-murder trial of Black
Panthers Bobby G. Seale and
Ericka Huggina bogged down
agaln Friday in the search for
a fourth juror and the elghth
panel of 50 prospective jurors
was exhausted. The trial was
recessed until Monday,

For the second straight day,
there was obvious disagresment
between the defense attorneys
and Seale, national chalrman of
the Panthers, over a prospec-
tive juror.

Michael J. Kwoka Jr.,, an un-
empioyed carpenter from Sey-

mour, was accepted by the

prosecution and both deferise
lawyers before Seale sald ‘‘No'
in a loud voice.

Attorney Charles R. Garry,
representing Seale, then told the
court he had not consulted with
his client about the acceptance
of Kwoka and used the defense’s
26th peremptory challenge to ex-
tuse him.

On Thursday, defense attor-
neys appeared ready to accept
a young school teacher to sit
on the jury, but Seale insisted
that a peremptory challenge be
exercised to reject him,

The man, Joseph Majoros of
Ansonia, appeared exasperated
by persistent questioning that
centered on his ability to be im-
partial. .

He gave several curt replies
to questions by Seale’s attorney,
Charles R. Garry, and told
Judge Harold M. Mulvey at one
point that he thought some of
the distinctions being sought
about his opinions simply in.
volved ‘“‘word games.'

Majoros sald he belloved the
Black Panther party inolted
“racial hatred” and advocated
use of '‘violence' to achleve its
goals, But he insisted he would
not allow those views to affect
his ability to:judge tHe defond-
ants fairly.

The soclety—whose Greek let-
ters symbolize scholarly excel-
lence in the liberal arts and sci-
ences—will mark its 200th an-
niversary in 1676, Plans for
book and poetry competitions,
lectures, etc. to commemorate
the conclave of five students
from the College of WHliam and
Mary at the Raleigh Tavern
that resulted in the formation
of the soclety on Dec. B, 1776,
were discussed In Washington
at a meeting of the Phl Beta
Kappa Senate, or governing
body. Yet the emphasis was not
on commemorative decorations,
but on the fundamental ques-
tion of the organization’s fu-
ture.

The very concept of Phi Beta
Kappa is a recognition of scho-
lastic excellsnce in the clas-
sical sense ls challenged today
as “lrrelevant” by students
who feel education vy ‘‘sens-
ing’’ 1a more important than
or equally important as “‘learmn-
ing.”” Last year, for example,
at the University of California
in Berkeley, a handful of the
460 students picked as eligible
for Phi Beta Kappa, declined
to join.

Selection Method

Critics also attack the meth-
od of selection. In the vast ma-
jority of cases now, the award
is made to an undergraduate
on the basis of his scholastic
average, the top 10 per cent of
the class belng eligible, Ob-
viously, the academic compe-
titton at a prestigious Ivy
League college s keener than
at a state university, so a Phi
Beta Kappa key from the Iat-
ter giitters  lesa brightly iIn
some minds. Moreocover, there
are only 199 chapters or inst.
tutions accredited by Phi Beta
Kappa from among the 1,700 or
so four-year colleges in the
country.

Phi Beta Kappa must also
cope with the mechanical dif-
ficulties of selectlon of mem-
bers where the passfall gys-
tem is in effect. The soclety
made a study 18 months ago
of member institutions and de-
termined that the practice was
not yet widespread enough to
present any difficulties.

~ Sober’s Parents Are Present
As Jury Gives Guilty Verdict

By JUNE LINTON
(Herald Reporter)

When sons are in trouble,
parents are usually close by
and 80 it was yesterday when
James Marc Sober heard a
jury declare his guilt on three

counts for his part in the stu.
dent takeover of Gulley Hall nt
the University of Connecticut
last spring.

A lot has been written about
the ldeas of the son, 28 years
old yesterday, an avowed Com-
munist and traveling organizer
for SDS during the year he took
off from his studies at Yale.

His parents, Dr. and Mrs,
Samuel Sober of New York City
agreed to talk about their own
feelings on the basis that many
parents, these days especially,
find themselves agonizing
through undreamed-of court sit-
uations,

Sober was found guilty as
charged on two of the counts,
inciting to injure persons and
assault against UConn Security
Officer John Francols, both
felonies. He was also found
guilty of breaking and entering
without permission, a mlsde-
meanor and lesser charge than
the breaking and entering with
violence on which the state
sought conviction,

He was found innocent of the
assault charge against campus
Security Officer Joseph Bona-
fine,

The verdict was announced at
4 pam., a litlle over 24 hours
after the jury took the case on
Wednesday. sfternoon. They de-
liberated about six and a half
hours.

The Take Over

The incident was one in which
a group of about 40 students,
out of a much larger crowd
estimated al anywhere between
400 and 1,000, charged into the
building after a march around
campus In protest of court ac-
tion against other students, Kev-
in Kéyes and Eric Hahr, and
disciplinary action sgainst some
black students,

The trial which started just a
month ago has been attended
by varying numbers of stu-
dents, at most about 50. They
were quiet except for occasion-
al hissing and laughing in the
courtroom, prompting warn-
ings of dismissal by Judge Leo
Parskéy, There wers a few
demonstrations consisting of
speeches and skits mocking the
trial performed at first in the
parking lot of the courthouss
and later when strict security
precautions  prohibited  such
things, & short distance away
in Central Park.

In contrast yesterday there
were just six of Sober's friends
and his parents with him. The
only disruption was a confusion
of squealing noises  coming
from a conference room where,
upon investigation, the students
were wrapping toys, ome of
them a talking animal farm.

Parents Shocked

The parents expressed shock
at the serious charges arising
from the campus incident which
involved so many students.
Asked whether they agreed with
what their son was doing on
campus, they answered slowly
and searchingly that while they
agreed with his trying to help
working people and with his
moral commitments, they didn't
agree with his methods.

They spoke of the exireme
{dealism of the students, com-
menting that the young people
will go all the way for some-
thing they belleve, but some-
times get .carried off in the
mood of protest, such as at
Gulley Hal.

The doctor, an internist, a
gentle-voiced, gray-haired ma-
ture imege of his son, and his
wife, conservative but fashion-

took it lightly. The meticulously
dressed woman shook her head
in an exasperation common
among parents of the extremely
casual generation, concerning
certain aspects of her son's

" attire. He looked quite present.

able In a brown knit dress,
brown boots and gold stranda
of beads, in spite of being up-
set by the ordeal of waiting,
talked of their efforts to steer
their son toward other avenues
for changing the system he
feels is so unjust. He could be-
come an attorney or a psychia-
trist, they felt, and nccomplish
a great deal,

The younger Sober is alrea
well educated; he attended the
Horace Mann Preparatory High
School in New York, and com-
pleted three, not four as pre-
viously reported, years at Yale.
He spent the year between his
junior and senfor high school
terms in West Berlin for study
and spent one summer “working
{n a mental hospital. His mother
remembered he saw great need
for change at the hospital also.

They sald their son called
them immediately to tell them
of his arrest. His visits home
they laughingly described as
visits of discussion and debate

‘but always with his parents urg-

ing that he be careful.
Parents Frinked
They were frisked as was
every spectator each time they
entered the courtroom but they

She confessed she sald
nothing.

When the complicated verdict
was announced they were con-
fused and upset by what It
meant in terms of a sentence.
Their son had planned, depend-
ing ‘on the outsome of this, to
return to school next term:

Sentencing In January

Judge Parskey, even though
his term in Tolland County ends
soon, will be back to do the
sentencing. A pre-sentence In-
vestigation was ordered but no
date named for the. actual sen-
tencing, expected about the mid-
dle of January.

The maximum sentence for
the inciting charge is ten years
in prison, on the assault charge,
five years, and on the breaking
and entering, one year. There
are no minimum terms preserib-
ed by law,

Sober’'s attorneys sald they
preferred not to comment at the
moment on the subject of an
appeal.

One of the three UConn stu-
dents arrested with Sober in
connection with the takeover,
Manuel Stamatakis of Coventry
is presently serving a year's
sentence to be suspended nfter
four months, started Nov. 12.
He faced the same charges as
Sober except for one charge of
assault, but pleaded gullty to re-
duced charges of breach of
peace by assault and breaking
and entering without permis-
sion.

The other two students, Mark
L. Woodward and John Chiaput-
ti, both of Willimantic, have
pleaded Innocent to breaking
and entering with violence and
assault upon & police officer,
and are walting trinl,

House Expected

And there were no doubt others
who - received the letter, not
users but youngsters who want-
ed their fellow students to think
they were,

Community reaction to the let-
ter was swift, Two parentas ap-
peared before the Board of Ed.
ucation requesting an executive
session, asking that Martuccl
and high school principal Milton
Wilde be present, These parents
apparently wanted to find out
what they could do to help their
children, and it Is precisely this
kind of parental concern that
Martucel says he is secking to
evoke,

As one parvent put it, ‘“How
can we fight a problem, when
no one wants to admit a prob-
lem exista?"

Job In Jeopardy

Martuccl's iInterest In the
problem extends beyond the
school walls as well, Recently
invited to serve on a drug panel
for a local woman's organiza-
tion, he was told by a school
administrator to refuse or his
job would be in jeopardy.

Since last week's issuance of
letters at the school, He has
been told on more than one
occasion that he will be fired.
But Martucel, who ia ‘‘totally”
committed’” is not easily intim-
idated and has said that he will
“stick to this thing" right to
the end, so great is his concern.

But Martucel is now aware

that he is not alone In his con-
cern.

Earlier this week, the town
council steering committee met
with local clergymen, and one
of their prime topica of discus-
slon was drug education, The
council itself has been aware
that something must be done
for some time, but has been
hesitant to do anything, feeling
it is the school's responsibility.

NEW YORK (AP) — Charles
Hdward Smith, 64, a ploneer
writer on jaxz died Wedneaday
at Krndckerbocker Hospital.

Smith was co-editor, with
Frederick Ramsey Jr. of “Jazz-
men," a book first published in
1639 and later issued in paper-
back.

With RAmsey, he created the
‘““Jazz in America' show, a fea-
ture of Office of War Informa-
tion broadcasts overseas during
World War II.

In 1942, Smith, Ramsey,
Charles Payne Rogers and Wil-
liam Russell complled 'The
Jazz Record BOok' in which
more than 1,000 records were

Smith was a founding mem-
ber of the Institute of Jazz Stud-
fes,

A native of Thomaston, Conn.,
Bmith traced his love of music
to his grandfather, Leander
Whiteman, who played the gul-
tar and sang.

I most certainly did enjoy
your Olcott Street story. Since
you ask for any corrections or
comments, there’s only one cor-
rection, very minor and unim-
portant. It was Hayes, not
Haynes, who lived in the stone
house. Chensy Bro's. owned
the house and employsd Mr.
Hayes as the caretaker of their
nearby sewage filter beds.

All of the Town of Manches-
ter's sewers emptied into the
brooks and Hockanum river un-
trented. The sewer lines did
not serve many - parts of the
town. What few lines there were
were built’ by Cheney Bros.
0.C, 'cannot  remember that
thers was any complaint about
conditions by the townspeople
but the company took it upon
itself to improve the sanitation.
That was typical of Cheney
Bros, We owe them much.

There were perhaps ten or a
dozen filter beds of maybe an
acre each. They were surround-
ed and separated by earthen
dikes within which were the nec-
essary pipes and control valves.
In tha bottoms of the beds were
grids of drain tile, They were
covered with a layer of coarse
gravel then another of amaller
gravel and finished with a
coarse sand. The effluent from
sower main was turned into a
bed until it was filled to & pre-
determined depth and was then
switched to another. The liquid
that drained out was discharg-
ed without any further treat-

+ ment, By the time the last bed

waa filling, the first had drain-
ed out and left a sheet of de-
posit that was loaded into horse
drawn dump carts and hauled
out on & ramp in one comer of
the bed.

The beds did not prove to be
as efficlent as planned because
pomething in.the discharge from
some mills caused the sediment
to form a blanket that some-
times became almost imper-
vious. It was cut and rolled up
like & rug to be carted out.

We know It
as poinsettia and it is the most
popular and most gloriously
bright red of our Christmas .
plants. >

It s awkward to write about
poinsettia  without using the
word '‘flowers,” but let us be
accurate. The beautiful red
bracts at the tip of the stalk
started life as green leaves and
turned red when the plant came
to flower. They are not petals,
The flower is a all cluster of
plump, green & pods; with
tthe tiny red 4and yellow re-
productive parts of the blossom,
in the center of the circle of
red bracts, They will drop a
light dusting of yellow pollen as
they ripen.

Dr. Poinsett might be surpris-
ed and one hopes he would be
pleased by what has happened
to his plant. The poinsettias
available now in flower shops
have sturdier, shorter stems
than thelr ancestors.

Nutile ' wholeaale florist green-
houses in North Haven where
literally acres of poinsettias,
grown under glass, were being
packed and shipped for the
Christmas trade. The family-
owned business produced 42,000
plants this year. |

Polnsettias are grown from
stock plants which are supplied
by only a few firms. The best
known names are Ecke in Call-
fornia and Mikkelson in Ohio.
For years, Ecke had & virtual
monopoly of the business, but
Mikkelson {s given credit for de-
veloping the long-lasting poin-
settias, inroduced in 1968, Eoke
and others followed his lead and
today nll poinsettlas are hy-
brids.

A grower buys stock planta
in early summer, They are bare
roots which are get {n soll In the
greenhouse and promptly put
out green shoota. As these reach
& length of three or four inches
they are taken off as cutlings
and set in a rooting medium.
The first cuttings at the Nutile
greenhousea were made in July.
As more shoots grew from the
parent roots they were set at in-
tervals through August and into
the first week of September, The
tallest plants being sold now
are from the early cuttings and
the shorter plants from those
that were started later, The cut-
tings were transplanted to pots
early In October,

The Nutiles used 5,000 stock
plants to produce the 42,000 cut-

knocked out by a gas that
filled the greenhouse. When a
very much like to hear from
the eggs the gas was used
again. Three treatments left the
plants clean.

The buyer of a Christmas
poinsettian should not have to
worry about insects. There is
no need to fertilize the plant,
at least until spring, and then
only if an attempt is being
made to hold it over for a
second yesr.

Temperature and water are
important in keeping a poin-
gettin happy, however. Florist
Bob Milikowski of Flower Fash-
fon in Manchester, one of whose
plants ls shown on this page,
says a poinsettia would prob-
ably do best at 65 degrees, but
he doesn't expect anybody ‘‘to
sit In a 65-degree llving room
and look at a poinsettia.’” The
plants will adjust to 70 degrees
and even 75 degrees, but it is
best to give them falrly even
temperature, not one that var-
fes widely up and down. They
should not be placed near a
radiator, nor in a sunny win-
dow, nmor in a location where
there are drafts,

Extreme changes in tempera-
ture or faulty watering will
cause the leaves to turmm yel-
low and then drop. The soll in
the pot should be molst but
not wet, When you feel a little
dryness on the surface of the
soll it is time to water the plant.

Mr, Milikkowskli feels that a
particularly good feature of
the new hybrids is the strong
stalk which can stand alone
without being tied to o stake,

the secret of their success.

The Nutiles, who grow those
thousands of poinsettias In
North Haven, are Edward and
Albert, whose father and moth-
er came from Italy about 1900.
The father, Gabriel, started a
vegetable farm where his six
sons and six daughters all had
work to do. They raised the
first broccoli seen in the area,
and found it hard to sell. Only
the Itallans knew what to do
with it, They grew some of the
first yellow sweet corn, which
was not popular at first, Peo-
ple called it ‘“chicken com.”
The Nutiles began to shift from
vegetables to flowers in 1829
and the shift has been com-
plete. When the poinsettias are
moved out they will grow lilles,
hydrangea, aaleas, chrysan-
themums, gardenias and pots
of tulips and datfodils for the
Easter market. They sell to re-
tailers in Connecticut, Massa-
chusetta and New York,

Disruption on Campus

Criminal Under New Bill

HARTFORD (AP) — “Educa-
tional disruption'’ would be a
crime under @& Dbill proposed
Thursday by a legislative com-
mittee which has studied cam-
pusdisorders in Connecticut,

The bill would apply to ‘‘all
educational institutions, public
and private, from elementary
schools on up,' sald State Sen.
Gloria Schatfer, D-Woodbridge,
co-chairman of the committee,

The bill would not make un-
lawful anything which is not
already unlawful, Mrs, Schaffer
sald, but it would clarify the
way existing laws concerning
trespass assault, and damage to
property apply to educational in-
stitutions.

“It was brought out In our
public hearings, particularly by
presidents of the state colleges,
that there was a feeling of un-
certainty about how the laws
apply,” sald Mrs. Schaffer,

“Many did not know whether
they were covered by these
laws,’" sald _Sen. Roger Eddy,
R-Newington,

The comimittee's bill defines
“educational disruption In the
first degree,” which includes
selsing control of a building by
force, hurting anyone, damaging
property. with fire or explosive,
and interfering forcibly with
firemen or police; and ‘‘educa-
tional disruption in the second
degree,’’ which includes obstruc-
tlon of classes. First degree
disruption would be a felony,
second degree a misdeméanor,

Asked whether campus dis-
orders have been a serious prob-
lem in Connecticut, Mrs, Schaf-

for sald: I think Connecticut
has been relatively lucky, al-
though we have had several un-
fortunate instances, both of vio-
lent behavior and property de-
struction." .

The committee is also suggest-
ing guidelines for policiea to be
drawn up by the state's higher
educational system, Mrs. Schaf-
fer said. The committee recom-
mends that the schools dismisa
any student or teacher who is
convicted of firat degree disrup-
tion or twice convicted of sec-
ond degree, and that persons
arrested on those charges be
suspended immediately.

Acquittal of the charge would
result in "lmmediate reinstate.
ment.

The committee 15 also suggest-
ing that state scholarships or
loans be withdrawn from any
student convicted of such crimes
in this or any other state.

Asked if adoption of the bill
and the guldelines would touch
off further protests on campus-
es, Mrs, Schaffer sald: “This is
not the least bit inflammatory.

New War in Courtroom

NEW TOWN, N.D. (AP) — In-
dlans and whites in west-central
North Dakota are engagod ina
land war reminiscent of those of
a century ago. But this time it's
the Indians who are seeking to
expand thelr territory. And in«
stead of a shooting war the bat-
tle is belng fought in court in
Bismarck.

The three affillated tribes on
Fort Berthold reservation want
part of their ancient homeland
back. But there are some 4,000
whites living in the disputed
area and they are putting up
stiff resistance,

The furor started in March
when the Interior Department's
solicitor ruled that boundaries
of the reservation are legally
what they were in 1661. That
meant the boundary should en-
compass more than 360,000
acres lost to the whites after the
reservation was opened to
homesteaders since 1810,

Faced with the possibility of
becoming .at least partially sub-
ject to tribal jurisdiction, the
whites have filed suit In'an at-
tempt to nullify the solicitor's
opinion.

The Indians are bitterly deter-
mined to get the Iand back. The
three tribes—the Mandan, Ar-
ickara and Hidatsa—were given
title to the reservation by treaty
in 1851,

Through the years large
blocks of the treaty lands were
severed from the reservation as
raflroads and pettlers moved
westward. And in the early
1860s more than 162,000 acres of
the reservation's most fertile
land were flooded by the huge
Garrison Reservolr project on
the Missouri River.

The tribes were paid for the
inundated land but the settle-

_of life, says Austin Engel, exec-
“utive director of the North Da-
kota Indian Affairs Commission.

“They had very little money,
but they didn't need much be-
causge nature provided for thelr
needs,” Engel said. When the
lowlands were flooded the tribes
were thrown into a cash econo-
my.

Before the lowland was flood-
ed the Fort Berthold tribes had
one of the most stable Indian
cultures In the nation, Engel
added. Whole familles, includ-
ing grandparents, umcles and
aunts, often lived under one
roof, They had unusually low
rates of alcohollsm and few
were on the welfare rolls.

The tribes falled to adjust to
thelr new way of life. Violence,
alcoholism, family problems
and heavy dependence on public
welfare became common, Engel
sald.

Although some whites =58y
they fear the tribes will attempt
to exercise complete legal jur-
jsdigtion over all people and
property on the 360,000-acre
tract, the Indians claim their
only reason for seeking restora-
tion of the 1881 boundary was to

get justice for Indians lving in j

five small towns In the disputed
ares.

For too long whitea have dealt
an unfeir and demeaning brand
of justice to Indians living in the
towns, says Nathan Little Sol-
dier, vice president of the tribal
council. The communities are
New Town, with about 1,600 res-
{dents; Parshall, population
1,200, and the amaller settle-
ments of Roseglem, Raub and
Wabek, There are about 650 In-
dians lving in the towns and
about ‘2,000 on the reservation.

In criminal matters such jur-
isdiction applies only to Indians
and not to whites llving on the
reservation, he sald.

Authorities - say there 18 no
question regarding the rights of
property ownership and that re-
gardlesa of whether the tract is
restored to the reservation, both
Indians and whites will be able
to buy and sell real estate and
other property.

New Town's jegal complaint
alleges the town’s._ “full faith
and credit” would be impaired
if the solicitor's ruling takes ef-
fect, that the abllity of the town
to meet its obligations would be
' that property
values would fall and that the
town would lose its police pow-
ers. White ranchers also have
expmued fear that Indians
would have the right to tre
on private land and that public
hunting rights might be lost.

Regardless of how the federal
court resolves the dispute, it ap-
pears certain the Indians have
gained by their efforts. As Ad-
rian Foote of Parshall, a former
tribal council member, put it,

In its second consecutive year,
the MHS varsity wrestling team
is still hampered by a number
of problems.

With only four returning let-

termen, Jeff Flavell (98 lbs,),

iba,), the team will undoubted-
ly suffer from a marked lack
of experience.

Furthermore, the vigorous
training necessary to wrestling
has thinned out the team roster
to 25, leaving loo little depth
for the present and too lttle
upon which to build for the fu-
ture,

Fortunately, there are a num-
ber of promising first year men
who should prove to be an asset
to the team: Scott Wiggin (182
ibs.), Matt Bortone 155 Ibs.) Bob
Gay (187 1bs,) and John Duffy
(unlimited)., All the team mem-
bers have and will continuue
to work hard in an effort to
present M¥S with a good inter-
scholastic record regardless of
the handicaps. 2

What is the future of wrest-
Ung at MHS? The answer lles
in the efforts of the town and
the response of MHS students.
Under the present athletic ar-
rangement, only those from
grades ten through twelve can
participate in high school ath-
letica.

There is no junior high gchool
program 88 in many area
schools; there is no junior var-
sity wrestling program at MHS,
Boys at MHS do not learn the
skills of competitve wrestling
until boys of rival schools have

mastered them, The disadvan-
tage is obvious; the need for a
junior high and junlor wvarsity
programs is paramount,

Changes should be made im-
mediately to interest boys in
wrestling at an earlier age
since it is a form of athletic
competition that does not dis-
criminate due to size. There are
twelve current weight classes:
88 lbs,, 105, 112, 119, 126, 182,
138, 145, 156, 167, 185, unlimited.
Any boy with average strength,
specd, and determination can
learn the skills and develop him-
self as a wrestler and as an
individual.

It is, perhaps, a sad com-
mentary upon the Manchester
High student body that only 35
boys originally tried out for the
team. It is even a sadder com-
mentary upon the sophomore
class (approximately 850 boys)
that only four boys are on the
team from the claas of '73, It
is from this class that your team
will be bullt, The class of 'T3
wil be mémbers of the school
community for the longest peri-
od of time and will have the
most to-gain by supporting their
teams.

School spirit can not simply
be measured by the volume of
g class cheer from the bleach-
ers; it should be a measure of
self-involvement and participa-
tion in school activities, There
is a lifetime to work and earn
maoney; your high school years
are few in number and only
relived in memories, Be certain
that you have some construc-
tive memories of these years
of your life.

Developmental reading is a
semester course which meets
twice a week for one-fourth of
a credit. Openings for second
semester developmental reading
exist during the following pe-

New Concepts in Education
Explained to MHS Students

Maybe you were wondering
why seven little children were
talking to members of the pat-
terns of human behavior classes
last week. No, they weren't
from the child development
classes, nor were they child
geniuses studying at MHS, Odd-
ly enough, they were ‘‘students”
of the Children's @8chool on
Birch Mountain Rd.

Pete Richmond, a ‘‘teacher"
at the school, explained to the
classes the philosophy of this
particular educational environ-
ment, which is based on that of
the British Free 8chool and
similar to Summerhill. Unlike
the pubiic school, there are no
so-called “‘teachers”, but rather
elght adults who work with the
children and are known as ‘‘re-
source people.” There is no
forced direction and thus a stu-
dent iz allowed to pursue his
interests freely., Subjects are
not taught; instead they are
learned by the children inde-
pendently or with the help of
a '‘teacher' if they prefer.
However, learning does not
take place by memorization or
by lecture, and subasequently the
student learns by experience,
research and curiosity.

What do the students actually
do? Anything they so desire,
One boy explained how he was
melting nails to make tools, and
a nine-year old told of how he
had prepared a motor. Other
students spoke of buiiding
things, playing In the woods
and of the methods by which
they could pursue a subject
such as math at their own pace,
A Project Concern child who

was very enthused about the
school explained how much fun
he was having, and that in the
previous year (in  another
school) he had learned ‘“‘ab-
solutely nothing.'

At MHS, the chlldren were at
first a little uncomfortable be-
ing in a strange classroom at-
mosphere, but as the day pro-
gressed, they were given a
change to ‘‘open up and be
themselves” (which of course
wasn't easy to do in front of
such a large audlence). MHSers
fired questions at the students,
who in turn explained some-
thing of the relaxed atmosphere
that exists at the school,. and
revealed that they did not re-
celve grades.

Members of the human  be-
havior classes expressed varied
reactions to the philosophy of
the Children’'s School. Some
were skeptical of a free learn-
ing atmosphere and could not
underatand its value, while oth-
ers were sorry they had not at-
tended the school.

Would &a free atmosphere
work in the high school? - For
five weeks, beginning Feb. 1,
the patterns classes will be run
under & similar philosophy to
the British Free School System,
Class members will be able to
pursue their own interests and
work with materials made
avallable to them.

It remains to be seen wheth-
er the students“will be recep-
tive to the new environment, or
whether they have been too con-
ditioned to change.

A considerable amount of ex-
pense and hard work goes into
bagging a deer, yet relatively
few hunters know what to do
when it comes to field dressing
their kill and getting it to a

freezer..

With venison carrying a re-
spectable price tag on the retall
market (§100 the average price
for a deer), it would seem that
every hunter would ayold the

risk of spollage by acquainting

himself as to proper dressing
and handling procedure.

- Clumsy knife work during
gutting results in a punctured
bladder or entrails, A dull knife
can make a mess of the job,
Delayed cooling of the carcass
can affect the texture and taste
of the meat.

Essential equipment includes
& sharp knife, plastic bags for
carrying out the heart and
liver, and a rag for wiping the
carcass clean once the job is
fintahed.

A differencs—of opinion seems
to exist on two phases of field
dressing a deer. These include
slitting the throat to facilitate
bleeding and removing scent
glands from the legs to prevent
contamination of the meat.

According to some, both pro-
cedures are necessary. Anyone
who has gutted a deer, how-
ever, knows that internsl bleed-
Ing leaves little room for the
throat-cutting ritual. As for the
gscent glands, if you don't touch
them, you won't contaminate
the meat when you attend to
the field dressing. That's the
only way scent can be transfer-
red to the meat

BEviscerating procedure is ba-
gic, beginning with freeing the
anus to slitting the abdomen
full length and emptying the
body cavity. Draining the cavi-
ty and wiping It clean com-
pletes the job, but not until the
heart and Hver are tucked
away In plastic bags. These are
délicacles, don't discard them.

Two mistakes are common at
this point, One calls for wash-
ing out the cavity with water,
which only softens the flesh and
encourages baecterial growth.
The other involves transporting
the carcass on the hood of the
car, where proper cooling can
be delayed by the hot engine,
The car roof s better, and the

trunk is best — as long as it's.

NEW YORK (AP) — As those
analysts of consumer buying at-
titudes express it, you are lack-
ing in confidence these days, dis-
enchanted with the economic
environment and its impact on
your job and wages.

You fear inflation and rising
unemployment, and so you are
banking your money rather than
spending it, a finding that Is
documented by & savings rate
that remains near an historic
high of 7.0 per cent of take
home pay.

But to one of the
most esteemed of the consumer
pollsters, something s very
wrong about the way you're an-
alyzing the situation.

“The press is responsible,'
sald Albert Sindlinger.

'“The press is holding back the
economic recovery,' sald 8ind-
linger, whose crew of ‘telephone
interviewers in Norwood, Pa.,
constantly monitors consumer
attitudes In every area of the
country.

‘““The presg s always hesitant
to report an economic downturn
and generally remains pessimis-
tic when a recovery is already
under way.

“I don’t mean this as any re-,
flection on the abilities of the
press,' Bindlinger added, ‘In
fact, the press is doing its job
well, accurately reporting the
economic statistics released in
Washington.”

Then what is the criticism?
‘““The figures they report are
old,"” he sald. ‘“Those govemn-
ment figures that everyone re-
lles upon are released weeks
after they are gathered, They
don't reflect existing condl-
tions,"

Sindlinger noted that pessi-
mism spread early this week
after the government announced

that industrial output slid in No-
vember for the fourth month in
a row. "'But that was in Novem-
ber, not December," he said.

Sindlinger maintaina that his
polls of consumer expectations
regarding jobs, local business

Last June and July, he says,
consumers really got into =
glum mood about their future,
indicating to him that a low
point in the economic downturn
was due to be reached In No-
vember, Since then, he adds,
their expectations have been
rising.

He is certain, he
says, that when December’'s in-
dustrial output figures are re-
leased next month they will
show the decline arrested or
even reversed. Consumers
sense thlg, he says, and It Is re-
flected in their expectations of
continued improvement in the
areas of local jobs, Income
and local Dbusiness condi-
tions. They should be in a bet-
ter mood, he feels,

His telephone interviewers,
however, are hearing the same
cautious refrain from all over
the country. Sindlinger says It
sounds a bit lke this: “"We're
concerned because we've been
reading about how bad things
ml!

This fear, he says, offsets to
some degree the actual and an-
ticipated Improvements in the
individuals’ own fortunes. Based
on his personal situation, the
consumer s looking up, but he
can't ignore what he hears and
reads.

SAIGON (AP) — The
Viet Cong marked the 24th
anniversary of the start of
the Indochina~ war today
with two attacks on U.S.
troops and the first rocket
attack in Saigon in a month
and a half.

There were no American cas-
ualties from the two 100-pound
rockels that fell In Saigon, but
six Vietnamese civiliana were
killed and eight wounded by the
missiles. Most of the victims
were children,

Four other youths were
wounded In a bomb explosion
that damaged a 8Salgon Viet-
namese language newspaper
plant,

One of the two attacks on
American forces was a 12-round
mortar barrage that hit the
headquarters of the 2nd Brigade

of the 25th Infantry Division 40

miles northeast of Saigon.
Spokesmen sald some Ameri-
cans were killed and wounded,
but they gave no figures. They
sald over-all casualties were
light.

The second attack on Ameri-
cans was an ambush of a U.8.
convoy near the Hai Van pass 138
miles northwest of Da Nang.
One American was killed and
four were wounded. U.8. head-
quarters sald, Damage to the
convoy was said to be light.

Officials also reported that
three South Vietnamese soldlers
were killed and nine wounded
Thursday when a mine exploded
underneath & military train 18
miles north of Da Nang, They
said the casualties were the
worst in any reported train min.
ing on the Vietnam national
rallway in at least a year.

There has been & series of
anti-American demonstrations
and terrorist bombings in Bal-
gon, and U.8., and South Viet-
namese security has been tight-
ened with measures including
stepped-up patrols by American
military police.

Three Americans have been
killed and 14 wounded in the
past week In three terrorist
bomb and grenade attacka
almed at U.S. billets in Saigon.

The American casualties In
today's actions added to the

Nuclear Dust

berry, the code name for thy
Atomic - Energy Commission's
230th announced underground
nuclear test here since 1968,
went off normally and created a
spherical cavern 600 feet below
the desert sand,

What followed five minutes
later Friday wasn't normal,

The ARC said pressure from
the blast, equivalent to detona-
tion of about 20,000 tons of TNT,
spewed radloactive dust from
the shaft in which the nuclear
device had been placed.

A dirty brown column of dust
arose and within minutes
reached 8,000 feet. Within hours
it spread over 1,000 aquare
miles of barren, almost uninha-
bited desert.

The AEC evacuated 600 of its
employes near the test site, but
said that nowhere outside of the
Iimmediate area of the shaft was
the fallout a danger to human
life or health.

"It was the 17th time an under-
ground test had “‘leaked' and
AEC officials said the only com-
parable release of radiation fol-
lowed & 1966 test,

The most contaminated dust
particles fell to earth near the
test site, the AREC sald, where
investigators found radiation

As the cloud drifted nlowly
away, officials said the radiosc-
tivity dropped markedly. No-
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
