Congress Leaves 
Legislative Chaos; 
Takes Yule Break

WASHINGTON (AP) — Leav­
ing a legislative shambles be­
hind it, Congress has gone home 
tor Christmas.

But the work isn't done, and 
the run-on 01st Congress is by 
no means over.

The Senate returns to session 
-Dec. 28, still facing a deadlock 
and a filibuster over appropria­
tions to continue federal subsi­
dies for the supersonic transport 
—SST -^rp lane.

It faces also a struggle over 
the triple-header bill to boost 
Social Security benefits, Insti­
tute Prerident Nixon’s plan of 
welfare reform, and Impose new 
trade restrictions.

The House voted to recess un­
til Dec. 29—after the two senior 
members of the Ways and 
Means Committee declared that 
Social Security and welfare re­
form measures cannot be enact­
ed this session no matter what 

changes the Senate does. Despite that

the House approved Tuesday 
night a bill authorising $265 mil­
lion In military and economic 
aid for Cambodia, with the sti­
pulations the Senate had insist­
ed upon.

All told, that bill authorized a 
total of $686 million in supple­
mental foreign aid si>endlng.

The formula under which it 
was cleared could pave the way 
for action next week on a $66 
billion defense appropriations 
bill, stalled In a  similar foreign 
policy hassle.

treatise,” he Insisted in his Yale 
liaw School office, pounding his

fist on a filing cabinet covered 
by a hand-woven Indian rug.

" I t ’s not Just about a youth 
revolution—older pe<^le are as 
much a  part of what’s going on 
as the young," he explained. 
"Who do you think Is buying 
this book! Not kids at $7.96."

Whoever the buyers, they are 
numerous. The book has sc4d 
175,000 copies since it was pub­
lished late in October, climbed 
to the top of the nonfiction list 
this week, and that’s not count­
ing readers of the original ex- 
ceipt that appeared in The New 
Yorker magazine in September.

Since then, the botrfc has also 
provided lively and often bitter 
controversy around the country,

- with comments ranging from 
paeans of praise to charges of 
softness-on-communism,- with 
anqrfe accusations of anti-intel- 
lectualism thrown in.Hie anti- 
intellectual charges aiqiarently 
have dug deepest.

More than half of these execu­
tions^ have taken place since 
1953.

Fresh interest focused on the 
issue when two whites, a 34- 
year-old mother of four and a 
Jobless miner with a back- 
-ground of mental instability, 
were hanged on the year’s last 
Friday the isth. ‘They were con- 
'vlcted in separate trials, the 
woman of poisoning her hus­
band and the man of slaying a 
young teacher.

No strong opposition to the 
death penalty is evident.

The only public opinion poll 
held on the matter indicated 
that 71 per cent of those older 
than 35 who were questioned fa­
vored retention of the death 
penalty.

Barend van Niekerk, a law 
professor at J<rfiannesburg’s 
Witwatersrand University, is 
the hangman’s severest critic.

“ South Africa is responsible 
for 90 per cent of all Judicial ex­
ecutions in the Western world,”  
he says. “ Although this unenvi­
able record tends to indicate the 
country’s concern for human 
life, closer Inspecticm of the 
facts disproves this view entire-
•y-

“ 'There are U capital crimes 
in South Africa. Wo simply be­
lieve in death as a mode of pun­
ishment.

“ The fact that the death pen­
alty has gone unchallenged for 
so long is simply once more in­
dicative and symptomatic to me 
of the unconcern of our society 
and our law for life as the high­
est value according to the tenets 
of our cl-vlllzatlon.”

Helen Suzman, the only mem­
ber in Parliament representing 
the weak Progressive party, has 
urged a halt to legal executions.
Until she spoke out, the subject 
had not been debated in Parlia­
ment since the old Union of 
South Africa was formed 60 
years ago after the Boer War.

While the United States has 
had a decrease from 167 execu­
tions a year to 'virtual suspen­
sion, South Africa appears head­
ed in the opposite direction. TTie 
number of reprieves has de­
clined. More than 60 per cent of 
those con'victed of capital 
crimes escaped with their lives 
(25 years ago. Nowadays the fig­
ure is 21 per cent.

Justice Minister Petrus C.
Pelser says: “ I do not have the 
sUghtest doubt that .should the 
death penalty be aboli^ed, 
there would be an enormous in­
crease in the serious crimes for 
which it may now be Imposed 
and that defenseless people and 
old people living alone will suf­
fer most as a result.”

Russian Sailor 
Injured at Sea, 
A irlifted to U.S.
NOME, Alaska (AP) — An in­

jured Russian seaman was air­
lifted from his ship in the Ber­
ing Sea Tuesday by an Alaska 
Air Command helicopter which 
fought poor weather and dimin­
ishing fuel to bring him to the 
hospital here.

The unidentified 24-year-old 
sailor from the ship Kazatineskz 
was reported in critical condi­
tion at Maynard MacDougal 
Memorial Hospital with a brok­
en back and other injuries suf­
fered in a shipboard accident, 
the Alaska Air Command said.

A helicopter was dispatched 
from Galena, Alaska, after the 
Alaska Air Command was noti­
fied of the sailor’s plight by the 
U.S. Coeist Guard. The aircraft 
made the three-hour trip to 
Nome, then flew to the ship’s re­
ported l(x:ation 75 miles south­
west of Nome off western Alas­
ka.

The helicopter spent nearly 30 
minutes searching in log lor the 
Soviet vessel before radio con­
tact was established and a flare 
fired from aboard the ship, an 
Air Force spokesman said.

A Coast Guard corpsman and

Beethoven is portrayed at 
various stages of his life on the 
different values. It is Interesting 
to note that the artist, S. L. 
Hartz, was inspired by several 
portraits of the composer and 
by casts of his face made during 
his lifetime and after his death.

The 10 cents plus 5 shows Bee­
thoven in 1786 when he was 16. 
The 15 cents plus 8 depicts him 
in 1804 at 34. ’The 20 cents plus

At least every five years, 
more often if necessary, one 
should review one’s real estate 
—the lot, h(xise, garage, other 
outbuildings, and their contents 
—to correct inequities in insur­
ance coverage.

Some insurance companies 
send reminders when a policy is 
being renewed, but many people 
neglect to take the hint. House 
'values are inching up and the 
house poUcy itoould be Jeept in 
line with current market vadues.

Look at the face amount on 
toe insuitince policy that covers 
your dwelling. Could you buy a 
house for that sum in the town 
you Uve in?

In the last twenty years, real 
estate v^ues have escalated 
tremendously. One c o u p l e ,  
bought a house for $19,000 In the 
forties. They built n  $6,000 addi­
tion, but when toey sold toe 
house 20 y e ^  later for $52,000, 
they diseq-vered their insurance 
coverage hadn’t paid toe pre­
mium from its original $15,000. 
Tlie'y had automatically paid toe 
premium 'when it was due. But 
they shivered when they re­
called a small chimney fire that 
they had foitunately kept under 
control.

If an addition has been put on 
the house or garage, your house 
may have increased in value far 
in excess of the cost of the addi­
tion. Any g;ood Impityvement is 
a plus sign in these days of real 
estate appi«cJation.

An insurance company will 
rebel at insuring a house at a ri­
diculous figure—you must be 
prepared to prove that your 
house is worth what you say it 
is. Typical n^ghborhood price 
range, an appraisal from a good 
source, and an Inspection by in­
surance representatives may be 
required. Many insurance com­
panies are thrown off by using 
assessed valuations which are 
low in many areas, and even 
those assessments that are rep­
resented to be 50 cent of par 
value are often quite a bit off.

In addition to checking your 
house to make sure it is fully In­
sured, you should check to see 
whether your furnishings are 
also completely covered. One 
couple discovered their house 
furnishings were insured for 
$3,(XX), the amount they had list­
ed 25 years before when they 
had moved in with a handful of 
hand-me-downs.

WAWDNG’TON (AP) — The 
National Endowment for toe 
Arts has announced grants to­
taling $731,750 to 26 resident 
professional theaters in 24 cit­
ies.

The laiger g;rants, to theaters 
in San Francisco, New York, 
and Providence, R.I. will total 
$100,000 when they are matched 
Icwally. The federal govern­
ment’s share Is $60,000.

The money is for support of 
resident professlcxial theaters, 
production of new plays, staff 
enlargements, and other serv­
ices and training programs.

NEW YORK (AP) - -  We can 

be thankful this Christmas tor 
the American economy, the im­
perfect, materialistic, <rften abu­
sive American eccMiomy, corrod­
ed by inflation, riddled with un­
employment, pocked with pollu­
tion and other pustules.

So many defects, to fact, that 
not a  minute goes by without 
the aUVgations being listed 
somevriiere: I t  sacrifices quality 
tor quantity, the environment 
for output, the individual tor the 
machine, substance for glitter.

It permits poor service, 
worthless warranties, shoddy 
tsooHs, wasteful spending, inferi­
or workmanship, inept manage­
ment, poor housing, price fix­
ing, strikes, discrimination, 
poorer shortages, grime and 

,  promises seldom k ^ K ~
It alienates some groups with­

in society who see to  goctis as 
outdated or meaningless or even 
destructive. I t  plunges ahead on 
the assumption that if it can be 
done it should be done even if 
the value of doing so cannot be 
shown.

It defies good mEin^ement, 
every few years, getting so out 
of whack that everyone’s dollars 
become diluted with inflatlcMi, 
the only cure to r which seems to 
be a  concerted effort to throw 
people out of work.

Each year it burns up more 
tax money, causing Americans 
this year to hand over to gov­
ernment the wages <rf some' 2 
hours and 43 minutes of their 8- 
hour day, which is nine minutes 
more than in I960 said probably 
less than it will be to 1971.

The faults are <>bvlous. But 
this is the economy that also 
provides to people with more- 
cars, telephones, appliances, 
teIevlsl(Mi and radio sets, bath­

rooms, kitchens, calories and 
n •'•’tional grades than any 
other.

It is the economy with the 
greatest per capita purchasing 
power and, despite inflation, 
this Inirchasing power groWs al­
most every year. Several yehrs 
ago the National Chamber <rf 
Commerce compared the 60- 
year growth in buying power.

The manufacturing employe, 
it found, could purchase with 
one hour’s earnings:

Twenty-three pounds of sugar 
compared with 3, nearly 3

The ordinance also prevents 
participation in a  hearing or de­
cision of toe board or commis­
sion of which one is a  member, 
in any matter iA which he is 
directly or indirectly involved in 
a  personal or financial sense.

Willful violaUan of toe ordi­
nance will constitute a  malfeas­
ance in officn and anyone being 
found guilty of a  violation m u^ 
forfeit his office or position.

It also provides that any viola­
tion of toe ordinance, knowing­
ly, by a  person 0ir company con­
tracting writo toe town, will ren­
der toe contract void.

Understanding May Help
“ The United States went to the brink 

ot nuclear war when faced with the pos­
sibility that the Soviet Union was put­
ting missiles in a country 90 miles from 
the United States. We must assume that 
the Soviets, as they view our placement 

-of tactical nuclear weapons in countries 
far closer to their borders than Cuba is 
to ours, will seek to break out of the nu­
clear ring that has been drawn around 
them.”

Tl^re hasn't been public language like 
that since the late John Foster Dulles 
was still prim arily a churchman and 
had not yet become Secretary of State. 
Then, in an enunciation of principle he 
himself would soon be violating, he gent­
ly warned the policy makers of the na- 
'tion that one nation’s self defenses, If 
pushed too far forward under the nose 
of another nation, would inevitably 
generate responses y ^ ch  would In­
crease the danger In the relationship 
between the two nations.

' This present Ifuiguage, however, Is 
not something from  a pious churchman, 
back In the days before we had begun to 
carry out our nuclear encirclement of 
Russia.

It la language from  a current report 
of a subcommittee of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Oonunlttee, and a subcommit­
tee headed bŷ  that at least er$twhile 
hawk. Senator Stuart Symington of Mis­
souri.

Its Importance is that it represents one 
of those rare instances in wdiich a public 
policy agency of one adversary nation 
makes a deliberate effort to look into 
and Interpret the probable feeling and 
psycheSogy of its oi^ionent.

The normal, glib American view 
any ring of American nuclear b€wes\, 
around Ruaria is that such an arrange­
ment serves the Russians right, since 
everybody knows they are the potential 
aggressors on the world scene.

Th^t proverbial, perhaps unfortunate­
ly non-existent map on Mars, could, if he 
were existing, be taking another view of 
the world situation. He might be decid­
ing, from yriiere he observed, that the 
present distribution of power oii the 
world map down here would indicate, 
Just from the geographical locaUim of 
military bases, that It could be the Unit­
ed States which was tfie" aggressor na­
tion.

We do not feel that way ourselves. 
Our nearest approach to a reproach to 
ourselves is not for intent, but for the 
possibility that, in our nuclear strategy 
of self-defense, we may have over­
reached ourselves here and there.

But what the man on Mars might see, 
and what we might feel about what he 
saw, are both different from what the 
man inside Russia would be feeling, 
from his special national outlook.

He, Uke us, would be likely to have 
some faith In the peaceful Intentions of 
his own nation. If, therefore, he found 
himself encircled, as Russia does find 
Itself encircled, as Russia does find Itself 
encircled by us today, he might have a 
relatively easy time of It concluding 
that the United States is the potential 
aggressor nation in this phase of world 
history.

To pose the desirability of such 
breadth of imderstanding on the part of 
Americans, to hall the demonstration of 
some such understanding on the part of 
a legislative subcommittee, is not, un­
fortunately, equivalent to finding a solu­
tion to the problem and situation involv­
ed. The situation and problem beemne 
their own prisoners. The adversary state 
of mind between the Uijlted States and 
Russia would not be likely to fade from 
the mind and motive of the one merely 
because the other mls^t suddenly hap­
pen to 'tu m  soft and reasonaUe and be­
gin to, withdraw lU  own forward self- 
protective thrust. If either one of us 
wer« to draw back suddenly, the only 
Instinctive reaction from  the other might 
be for it to exploit the situation by mov­
ing itself forward.

The Creation Gamble
Now that our scientists are getting 

fairly close to  the creatimi of life there 
comes, already perhaps too late, the 
suggestion that there ought to be tame - - 
authority and some sybtem for policing 
their laboratories.

The object? To make sure that they 
do not, inadvertently or by insane de­
sign, loose some msdevolent, uncon^ 
querable plague upon the world, or de- 
sign an amoeba which could march un­
molested through our steel and gloss 
and concrete fortresses and make itself 
master of our clvlUxatioa.

Up until the moment this alarm was 
sounded the other day, by a biologist. 
Dr. James F. Daniel! of New York State 
University o f Buffalo who has himself 
succeeded in assembling new type amoe­
bae out of dismembered components of 
other eonoebas, eveiybody seemed tc be 
assuming that man the twentieth cen­
tury scientist, having made himself mas­
ter of the laboratory, would be easily 
mastbr of whatever he could produce 
in It. a

Now that the alarm has been soimded, 
eveiybody is suddenly capable of 
Imagining all kinds of fantastic possi­
bilities getting ready to en r^  out of 
the laboratdl^ft.- Suddenly, evCljdiody 
realises what a sweeping gamble It cdutd 
be to begin assembling and mixing th ^  . 
components of life Itself.

In the midst of such sudden alarm 
over so many uncertainties, a few rigid 
certainties can be predicted. The labora­
tories and the scientists in them will 
proceed exactly as before. And any at­
tempt to set up any system for con­
trolling or policing the laboratory flirta­
tion with the creation of life will not take 
place until after the first unfortunate 
creation has taken place and has made 
its escape.

If those scientists really want to aim 
at sometiilng, let them try tô  Invent a 
human mentality which wlU lock the 
stable door before, instead of after.

It 
feels that, umess It musters Its own hope 
and resolve iand ' eagerness, In ac­
cumulating jxxtions from  day to day, 
the long slow clim b may never be ac­
complished. It seems Uke hard work, 
lifting that great stm higher^ almost as 
If by a mandate of the human will, mak­
ing spring com e through winter. It takes 
lots of shoulder. But eventually we begin 
to see that movement has begun, and 
warm to the task.

The Doll, Hard, Dirty Jobs
We see a  potential problem of vast 

significance to aU Industrial comapnles, 
Includiiig QenenU EUectric.

TUs involves the slowly risiiig' feeling 
o f frustration, irritation and alienation 
of the blue collar worker, the “ hard 
hata,”  if you will, hut not Just the activi­
ties in big cities. It involves a gut feel­
ing on their part that industrial society 
has left them with the duU, hard, dirty 
Jobe and doesn’t care. This fMUiig af­
flicts not Just some potentiaUy vocal mi­
nority group, but the basic population 
from  which Mg Industry has always 
drawn its wotic force, especially in th e , 
vital area o f skiUed workers.

The statistics on rlstng absenteeism, 
and turnover, and the wrlte-upe of thlrd- 
s t^  grievances only faint at the shape 
and temper of the problem.

AU m ajor industrial firm s feel this un­
derlying reetiveneae growing. Few have 
any idea Imw  to cope with it. The chal­
lenge is to anticipate the direction tMa 
mood is takings and to be creative about 
recasting the industrial setting eo as to 
be reqtonalve before the crisis comes.

Perhaps, we need to be taking a whole 
new look at bow we manufacture prod-, 
ucts in order to provide more responsl- 
ble and iiiesiiliiifiil work experiences. 
We have tradltloaaUy buUt ^Uendid 
rnsrhinss and hired wokkera to fit into 
the madiines, so to speak. As long as 
the worker's main mottvlaUan was eco­
nomic, this wortced' to everybod3r*s ad­
vantage. Is tt posMUe we now need to 
turn the process around? Perhaps that 
is not practical — but we had better be 
doing aome things differently or we wlU 
tmoe some very serious problem s in­
deed, of maintaining {MOdnetivity and 
proaUblUty.

WUether or not that really 
concerns Mitchell, the offer to

^ladegg is the clearest evi­
dence so far that Mitchell al­
ready has started drafting the 
President’s reelection campaign.

One of the surest signs that 
the previously high-flying cam ­
paign for House M ajority Leader 
by Rep. B. F. Sisk of California 
ts now collapsing is the the lack 
of support by the powerful Rep. 
Wilbur D. M Uls.of Arkansas.

Mills months ago was private­
ly boosting Texas-bom Sisk. 
With other Southern exarchs In 
the House, he was expected to 
shift to Sisk away from con­
troversial Rep. Hale Boggs of 
Louisiana. Despite the cool re­
lations between Boggs and Mills 
over the years, however. Mills 
will vote for him at least on the 
first ballot at next month’s 
caucus. What’s jtnore, he may 
well accept Bogg’s invitation to 
deliver a seconding speech for 
him.

That’s- not the only bad Dixie 
news for Sisk. Rep. Phil Land­
rum of Georgia hM brought his 
state’ s eight Democratic Con­

gressmen behind Bogs, and the 
Florida delegation spumed an 
attempt by Rep. Robert Sikes 
to endorse Sisk. The nine 
Floridians will be split several 
ways.

Sisk’s tepid Southern recep­
tion stems in part from his 
failure to corral his own Calif­
ornia delegation despite its 
formed endorsement. At best, 
Sisk now has 11 of 20 California 
Democrats. Finally, the slash­
ing attack against Sisk as too 
conservative by liberal organiza­
tions has scared off some North­
ern big city Democrats.

The upshot: Boggs, though 
hurt by Sisk, is now hack in 
strong contention. He and Rep. 
Morris Udall of Arizona, the 
top liberal hopeful, lead the 
pack though both lack a m ajor­
ity. The absence of any band­
wagon has led to dark-horse 
talk about two Massachusetts 
Dem ocrats — Edward Boland 
and Thomas (Tip) O’Neill 
(roommates at Washington’s 
Woodley Park Apartments).

Today at 11 a.m. in the Main 
St. office of the Hartford Nation­
al Bank, final papers were pass­
ed on a $160,000 mortgage on the 
building, to complete the legal 
details ‘bf the move.

The arrangements for obtain­
ing the 20-year mortgage were 
made through the efforts of the 
local non-profit corporatlim, 
known as the Manchester Com­
munity ' Development Founda- 
tlcm, Inc.

Ihiese arrangements were un­
usual because they allowed the 
small but expanding company to 
obtain its own facilities within 
town (thus helping broaden the 
tax base) with only a small 
amount of its own capital.

The company was required to 
put up only 5 per cent of the 
mortgage total, or $8,000, 
through a plan worked out Joint­
ly by the local development 
foundation, the Connecticut De- 
veli^ment Commission and the 
federal Small Business Adminls- 
tratlcn.

Under the plan, 10 per cent of 
the $160,000 had to be raised lo­
cally, and that is where the 
foundation became directly in­
volved, explained Us president, 
Robert L. Nelson.

Christians around toe world 
were doing tod r best today to 
forget war, politics and econom­
ic  troubles long enough to enjoy 
a m eny Christmas and follow it 
up with a  haiqyy New Year.
,fln  toe bfiddle East, with a 
cease-fire keeping the Arab-Is- 
raell conflict In check for the 
first time since the 1967 war, 
some 10,000 Christians from all 
over the world poured into Beth­
lehem, the town v/hare Christ 
was bom . 1

As usual, Arab guerrillas 
threatened terrorist attacks, 
and Israeli police and troops 
were out In force. Tourists and 
pilgrims with special passes 
were the only outsiders allowed 
to the picturesque little town In 
the Judean Mils cm the Israeli- 
occupied West Bank of the Jor­
dan. A bright sun was shining.

Americans staying home for 
toe hdidays planned one last 
trip to town to complete their 
Christmas shopping. But sales 
figures Indicated that most 
Americans won’t have as many 
presents under their trees as 
usual this year.

A spokesman for one major 
New York department store 
said Ms Christmas sales "would 
reflect toe type of businesa 
we’ve been ddng for the last six 
months to a year—not so good.’ ’ 

Some stores in Dallas estimat­
ed sales would be down as much 
as 26 per cent.

BETHLEHEM (AP) — Under 

a warrn, sunny and cloudless 
sky and toe watchful eye - of 
heavily armed Israeli troops, 
Christmas celebrations began 
today In tois little town where 
Jesus was bom.

The festival of His birih was 
'heralded by bell, music and the 
arrival of Bishop James Joseih 
Beltritti, 60, the Roman (JathoUc 
patriarch of Jerusalem, making 
his first appearance as toe spir­
itual leader of the Latin Christ­
mas celebrations. He recently 
succeeded the late Mgr. Alber­
to GOri, who had been patriarch 
of Jerusalem for 20 years.

The prelate arrived in Manger
