Celebrates

Under Cloudless Skies

BETHLEHEM (AP) — Under
a warm, sunny and cloudless
sky and the watchful eye- of
heavily armed Israell troops,
Christmas celebrations began
today in this little town where
Jesus was born,

The festivel of His birth was

“heralded by bell, music and the

afrival of Bishop James Joseph
Beltritti, 60, the Roman Catholic
patriarch of Jerusalem, making
his first appearance as the spir-
itual leader of the Latin Christ-
mas celebrations. He recently
succeeded the late Mgr. Alber-
to Gorl, who had been patriarch
of Jerusalem for 20 years.

The prelate arrived in Manger
Square, opposite the Church of
Nativity, at thé end of the tradi-
tional procession from Jerusa-
lem, a few miles away. He was
preceded by an escort of mount-
ed Israell police.

The bishop was greeted by the
Israell military governor of
Bethlehem, Lt. Col, Yeshua
Neeman, and the mayor of this
predominately Christian |Arab
town, Elins Bandak.

An Israel police band, ob-
viously not having one of {ts bet-
ter days, played accompanying
music—often off key.

About 1,000 persons were

' present in the square, most of

them local residents.

Israell soldlers carrying sub-
machine guns walked through
the square, patrolled the narrow

The sdtrong armed presence
and precautions have been a
regular fixture of Bethlehem's
Christmas since Israel captured
this and other Jordanian territo-
ries in the 1067 war.

DARWIN, (h.llf—-ng hts are

shining brightér this Christmas

edge of Death Valley.

‘“Way things are movin' up
here, next thing you know we'll
all have Indoor plumbing,' al-
lowed the town's 75-year-old,
silver-haired mayor, Frances
Black. :

‘“People never say no to
Mayor Frances,' sald the post-
master, Ruth Yarcho, whose
husband, Fred, is the assayer
for nearby Brownstone Mine,

“S8he uses her gray halr and
wrinkles to get done what she
wants done,"”" added the school-
teacher.

A mayor in a town with fewer
than 100 people?

‘“Why not,'’ sald Miss Bouy-
ear. “Doesn't every town have
& mayor?"

‘“We keep reelecting Frances
by public acclaim, She's presi-’
dent of the Darwin Mothers'
Club, manager of the Darwin
Alrport, Darwin marriage coun-
selor, the town realty agent,
substitute teacher, Darwin's of-
ficlal historian,’” said the teach-
er,

The mayor hiked up a hill be-
hind town that is littered with
broken dishes.

“Had a mining boom up here
in the 20s," she explained.
“People lived all over this hill
in tents, When mining hit the
skids, they smashed all their
dishes, then pulled out.”

High School Principal Milen
Wilde yesterday outlined the
drug program as it currently
cx.sts at Coventry High School,
confirming the fact that such
& program does indeed exist.

There has been some gues-
tion in the minds of towns-
people in the wake of recent
publicity conceming an appar-
ent drug problem at the school,
whether or not there was a
fcrmal program of drug educa-
tion,

Superintendent of Schools Lau-
rence O'Connor contended last
week that Coventry has one of
the finest such programs in the
state, but efforts by The Herald
this week to obtain a copy of
a drug curriculum met with no
success,

O'Connor has been critical of
press coverage of & recent in-
cident at the high school con-
cerning the activities of a seven-
man secret student committee
that put letters Into the lockers
cf what the committee termed
“known drug users.'’

Both before and after O'Con-
nors criticlsm of what he called
cne-slded coverage of the in-
cident, The Herald unsuccess-
fully attempted to contact his
office for his views on the mat-
ter, \

Contacted yesterday, Wilde
said that the drug curriculum is
in O’Connor's office, and that it
is in writing.

He emphasized the fact that
much of the program involves
group student discussion on
drug problems, and said he
feels that this student-to-stu-

:!;:t approach is an effective

Wilde explained that in high
school blology, which Is requir-
ed of all CHS students, there is
a series of films and lectures
on drugs, so that the program
in this instance touches all stu-
dents,

The senlor modern problems
course each year runs a stu-
dent - initiated on
drugs, Wilde said, in which
panel discussions and other re-
lated activities are held. Last
year, he =pid, this program was
video taped for later showing
for a wider sudience.

Another facet of the drug ed-
ucation program comes in
chemistry and  blo-chemistry
for a sclentific approach to the
issue.

problem,

In all this 21 year span of
service at Hartford, fyom one
capacity to another, John
Dempsey never, to our knowl-

There were, as a matter of
fact, only a few extraordinary
privileges he claimed for him-
self or his office while he held
the position of head of an ad-
ministration.

Employment
Up Slightly
In Bay State

BOSTON (AP) — Although
employment in Massachusetts
picked up slightly last month,
unemployment rose to its high-
est November level since 1088,
the state Division of Employ-
ment Security sald Wednesday.

The division said six per cent
of the state work force, or
168,000 persons, were estimated
to have been unemployed in No-
vember.

The adjusted rate, to remove
seasonal factors, was 63 per
cent,

The figure was up 17, 600 from
October, the division said, and
up 57,400 from November, 1069.

A gain In employment was at-
tributed to the recrultment of
temporary hollday workers, but
the division said the gain did not
correspondingly reduce unem-
ployment,

The division sald Massachu-
setts continued to have a higher
unemployment rate than the
United States as a whole '‘due
to its greater than average de-
pendency on detemm indus-
tries.”

The New York Glants made it
to the last week of the regular
season in first place on a large
dosage of Big Red's charisma
and a minimum of cerebral ex-
ercise.

Let's not knock Alex as a
brain. | He's bright enough to
enter his own disclaimer as a
resident genius of football strat-
egy. And he's certainly unor-
thodox in his approach to coach-
ing.

The profession has become
noted for its- 16mm eyeball
burners such as George Allep,
of the Rams and its theore
ielans such as Blanton Collier
of the Browns and Tom Landry
of the Cowhoys. To them, over-
time is eight hours of sleep a
night.

Alex, however, spent this sea-
son commuting by car more
than 1,000 miles a week be-
tween his home at the New Jer-
sey seashore and Yankee Stad-
fum (76 miles each way).

Po-
lee kept them behind bars and
the men and 5 women were
brought into court again this
year under the Terrorism Act.

They were freed 8ept, 14 after
defense lawyers pleaded that
they could not be tried a second
time on substantially the same
charges. An appeal court thig
nt;lmm.conﬂrmed their aocquit.

But two are under house ar-
rest and others are under ban-
ning orders that restrict their
movement, employment and
other activities,

Attorney Joel Carlson, who re-
presents several of the defend.
ants, says the authorities are
persecuting them, Security po-
lice visited employers of several
of them and they lost their jobs,
About half are unemployed, he
estimated.

““After spending 17 months in
detention, during which time
their familles had to struggle,

ithey still cannot support them,”
"he declared.

“There s no rellef
for these people who have been
convicted without a trial. They
cannot claim compensation
from the government for the
suffering they have endured,
their detention or thelr persecu-
um ”

Justice M.lnlater Petrus C.
Pelser sald there is no conflict

between court verdicts and the

placing of people under house
arrest after acquittal.

""‘Restrictions are not imposed
as a penalty for previous ac-
tions,” he sald. ‘“It is aimed at
the prevention of subversive ac-
tions in the fut

Carlson rejects the govern-
ment's position. He observed:
“Only In a national emergency
does a democratic government
take such stringent measures.”

Carlson's work on behalf of
the 19 end other similar causes
has caused him trouble.

Dlgest Offers
Glimpse Of
~Soviet Mind

A 8oviet journal has published
a long digest of an American
book on Red: China's nuclear
weapons _development. In the
process it presents a glimpse
into the Communist mind at
work.

The book is “The China
Cloud,” which Sam Summerlin
and I wrote, It relates the part
played in China’s bomb pro-
gram by Dr, Tsien Hsue-shen, a
missiles expert deported by the
United States in 1655, and by
other sclentists trained abroad.

The 20,000-word digest ap-
pears in Inostrannaya Litera-
tura or Foreign Literature, a
publication of the Unlon of Writ-
ers. It suggests an anxiety to
put the story of the China bomb
on the record in the Soviet Un-
fon. Expert tailoring weeded out
what was inconvenient or what
might be difficult to explain to a
Soviet reader.

The article is preceded by a
brief introduction saying that
Ryan and Summerlin, In their
positions as coworkers in The
Associated Press, naturally
would protect ‘‘the interests  of
American  imperialism."” It
adds: “The factual material
which they gathered in their
work in some parts is rellable
and toplcal and does not fit into
the framework of their own con-
ceptions.”

That is & back-handed compli-
ment. It suggests that the au-

, thora used facts because they

were forced to. But the Rus-
slans showed they could man-
handle the same facts.

The digest s as interesting for
what was omitted as for what
was used. There is not, for ex-
ample, a word to suggest that
Nikita 8. Khrushchev, the for-
mer premier and party chief,
ever existed, although his part
in the book was fairly large.

One section of the digest dis-
cusses the campaign in' China
against Mao Tse-tung's chief
foe, Liu Shao-chi, and quotes
slogans calling for attacks on
“China's Khrushchev and his
agents.” The digest makes this
“‘attacks on Liu Shao-chi.”

The digest contains not the
slightest hint of Soviet help to
the Chinese nuclear program
though this was one point in the
book. There is no hint of any-
thing that could be considered
derogatory to the Soviet Union
or any Communist party, except
the Chinese.

The book discussed conditions
in California in the 1920s, say-
ing: “The Commumists of the
Los Angeles area, like those in
the rest of the country, were out
to win over people out of work."
The digest makes this read:
‘““The Communists of Los An-
geles, aa in all America, led thé
struggle for the interests of the
unemployed."

The book at one point spoke of
“those who gathered under the
dublous auspices' of the Com-
munists, The. digest drops the
word ‘‘dubious.’” The book said
of Chinese scientists: '“They

feared the new: Red regime."” —

The digest says:
the new regime."”

The book quoted Tslen as tell-
ing a friend: "I don't care what
happens—China will alwaya be
China., There is no way that a
country such as Russia would
overtake the Chinese.'

The digest uses only the first
sentence,
“ There are many examples of
this sort. But the digest testifies
to Soviet preocuppation with the
problems engendered by Red
China’s emergence as a nuclear

Real emu(e developers have
made stuch. changes that it s
not easy - to - convince some
younger people how things
looked three generations or
more ago, Ponds and brooks
have been buried under homes
on small hills, Quite sizable
hills have been removed com-
pletely or made smaller,

Now one would not think that
the little pond hole at the corner
of Pbrter 8t. and Adelaide Rd.
was the head of & brook. It
was, but has no valley to drain
into now. The overflow in times
of high water went toward the
west and about parallel with
Porter St. through a pasture lot
at ‘the cormer of Porter and
Pitkin Sta,

It crossed Pitkin and then
about half way to Parker 8t
it crossed Porter 8t. where
there now is a low spot and
storm water catch basin on the
south side. In thir area the
brook was at 'the bottom of a
ravine, It was used as a dump
for disposing of the waste glasa
and broken bottles from the
glass factory.

When a ditch was dug for a
pipe line in Porter 8t., it cut
right through this mess of old
glass, At that time O.C. picked
up several gobs of it but doesn't
know now, what became of
them. There had been a stone
wall around that pasture at
Porter and Pitkin but most of
it had been removed when O.C,
climbed on it to pick osage or-
anges from the only tree he
ever knew of In Manchester,

They were not very common
Our teachers
in school had never seen any.
Years later O.C., had an oppor-
tunity to learn something about
osage orange trees in Ohlo. He
was connected with a general

~ contractor engaged in highway

construction. 'The only power
equipment we had then was a
coal-burning steam shovel in
the gravel pita loading dump
truck and wagons. A coal
steam roller, a kerosene burn-
ing Mogul Road EHngine and a
few old trucks,

Most work was done with
horses and mules. It was nec-
essary to remove a long thick
hedge of big osage orange.
There are many radiating
roots not real deep but nearly
parallel to the ground surface.
They extend for great distances

in all difections and seem to
maintain the same diameter
for great length. It - seems
almost {mpoasible to break
them. A blast may lift them
a little and blow out a lot of
sofl, maybe split the stump but
the “roots are.still intact. Sev-
eral teams of horses and mules
can break harness, eveners, and
chains without pulling loose a
small bundle of roots. The big
road engine and heavy chalns
did the job. Of course, there
would be no problem with our
modern power equipment.

Let's follow our little brook
the only way we can follow it
now. After crossing Porter Bt.
it cut across Mike Maguire's
dairy farm to Autumn 8t. at
the west place at the cemetery.
Where that little steep hill is on
the east side of the street there
was a small grove of ftrees
around a spring which drained
into the brook. Passing under
Autumn S8t. it flowed into =
amall pond-hole known as ‘‘The
Clay Pipe.'" That must have
been quite a lot lower than the
present grade of the cemetery.

0.C. believes that this brook
was dry much of the time until
the little spring entered. Then
it became & very pretty, clear
brook with watercress in it.

Denounce

Sentences

In Hijacking Trial

By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

Denunelations against the So-
viet Union reverberated around
the world today because of
death sentences handed down in
Leningrad against two Jews ac-
cused of planning to hijack a Bo-
viet jetliner,

Throughout Israel, Jews dem-
onstrated revulsion at the trial
and at Moscow's refusal to let
Soviet Jews emigrate to Israel.

Schoolchildren in Tel Aviv
chanted ‘'let my people go' 'be-
fore the Finnish BEmbassy,
which handles Soviet affairs in
Jdsrael. Pupils in Haifa asked in
a telegram to the White House
that Preaident Nixon intervene.
The southern city of Ellat ca-
bled Mayor Sam Yorty of Los
Angeles, Ellat's sister city, ask-
ing support for the condemned
men.

Even Rakah the pro-Moscow
Communist party of Israel,
asked that the death sentences
be modified. But it sent a letter
to S8viet President Nikolaiv.
Podgorny condemning an
“‘anti-Soviet propaganda cam-
paign' it said was being waged
in Israel.

Premier Golda Meir told the
Knesset, Israel's parliament,
that the defendants' only crime

Inflationa

was that “‘they dared approach
the Soviet authorities to let
them go to Israel.’’ The defend-
ants wanted to emigrate not as
a protest against the Soviet gov-
ernment, she sald, but because
of & ‘‘national awakening ...
for the right to join their own

‘people.*’

Then the Knesset unanimous-
ly adopted & resolution calling
on ‘“‘enlightened mankind” to in-
tervene with the Kremlin to free
the two defendants sentenced to
death and the elght other Jews
and one gentile tried with them.

Edward Kumnetsov and Mark
Dymshits, who told the Lenin-
grad court he had planned the
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escape to Finland for two years,

were sentenced on Thursday to
death by firing squads. Sen-
tences for the others were from
4 to 15 years in labor camps.
The defendants have a week to
appeal the convictions.

In Washington, about 200 dem-
onstrators burmed a replica of
the Soviet flag and chanted ‘‘Let
my people go!” and “‘Stop the
kargaroo couwrt now!"” two
blocks from the Boviet Embas-
sy. An 11-man delegdtion was
turmed away at the embassy
when it asked to express '‘our

Wave Drowns

Elusive Peace Dividend

By ROBERT A. DOBEKIN

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
so-called peace dividend, the
billions of dollars the Nixon ad-
ministration hoped could be
channeled back Into health and
education programs when the
Vietnam war wound down, has
proved to be a myth in a wave
of inflation,

There is no peace dividend,
says Robert C. Moot, the Penta-
gon's comptroller. Inflation and
pay raises have eaten most of
it.

Moot said that at the peak in
1968 the Vietnam war was cost-
ing the Pentagon an added $20
billion a year, but by the end of
the current fiscal year the fig-
ure will have been sliced to
about $10 billion.

Even without a peace divi-
dend, it would seem that de-
fense spending could be reduced
as the war comes to & close, and
the men and the machines come
home.

But that i{s not to be. Defénse
Secretary Melvin R. Laird has
already let it be known Penta-
gon spending will go up next
year for the first time in three
years,

In an interview, Moot offered
an explanation for where the ex-
pected savings disappeared and
why defense spending is head-
ing up instead of down.

Over the past two years, some
savings have already been
plowed back into the economy,
he says. This is the $6.2 billion
resulting from the cut in the
1968 Pentagon budget of $78 bil-
lion to $71.8 billion in the cur-
rent fiscal year.

Pay raises for military and cl-
vilian workers in the Defense
Department make up another
$4.6 billion of the $10 billion drop
in war costs,

Piled on top of this was a $300
million boost in military retire-
ment pay.

With inflation driving up
costs, Moot explains, the Penta-
gon as well as all other federal
agencies, are paying more for
the same goods and services
purchased two years 8&go,

To keep spending to what
Laird says is the ‘'rock-bottom’’
level and at the same time fi-
nance modernization programs,
he has trimmed military and ci-
villan manpower rolls.The size
of the armed forces has shrunk
from $3.5 million when the Nix-
on administration tock office to
about $2.9 million today and will
drop further to perhaps below
$2.5 million.

Still, the pay raises combined
with the impact of Ihflation, will
force a reversal in the down-
ward trend of the defense budg-
et next year, Moot says.

When the president submits
his new budget to Congress ear-
ly next year, the Pentagon's
share Is expected to Increase
sbout §2 billion.

Moot says the emphasis in the
new budget will be on more
money for research and devel-
opment to counter BSoviet in-
creases in this field ,more mon-
ey for modernization—new ships
and planes—delayed by the war
and to help offset the manpower
cuts in the milltary services.
There will also be more money
for foreign military aid to carry
out the Nixon doctrine of help-
ing America's allles do their
own fighting.

Of course, before the new
budget goes to Capitol Hill, Con-
gress will have to complete ac-
tion on the current one.

If it doesn't, the new Congress
eould do several things, Accord-
ing to Moot, the lawmakers
would pass a continuing resolu-
tion for the Defense Department
but that would mean spending
at the higher, level of fiscal 1970.
Another alternative would be to

German Official Heads Home
As Basque Kidnapers Relent

FRANKFURT (AP) — Honor-
ary West German Consul Eugen
Beihl headed for a reunion with
his family - today after recount-
ing to his countrymen the story
of the three weeks he spent as &
hostage of Basque kidnapers in
Spain.

Officials of ZDF, a West Ger-
man television network, ar-
ranged Beihl's release and sent
two employes to an undisclosed
location to pick him up. A
spokesman for the West Ger-
man Defense Ministry sald to-
day that a Luftwaffe plane
would fly him from Frankfurt to
Biarritz in southern France for
a reunion with his wife and 29-
year-old daughter.

Belhl, Bonn's honorary consul
to San Sebastian, Spain, was
kidnaped Dec. 1 by the Basque
terrorist organization ETA. The

kidnapers warned that he would
meet the same fate as 16
Basque separatists tried for
murder and terrorism In the
Spanish city of Burgos, but re-
leased him before the verdict
was announced and said his ab-
duction had already served its
purpose, “at least for the mo-
ment."

Wearing an  open-collared
shirt and looking wvery tired,
Beih!l told in a ZDF interview
Fiday night of a harrowing ex-
perience  culminated by &
Christmas Eve WYilled with
depression because he wouldn't
be with his wife and daughter
for Christmas.

“I found myself. . .in a very
terrible emotional state,” he
said. “'It was the first time since
the war that I could not count
on sharing this day with my
family."”

Cubans Join
Coast Guard

For Rescue

MIAMI (AP) — The U.S.
Coast Guard and two of Fidel
Castro's patrol boats cooperated
to rescue seven Americans from
a partially submerged boat
aground off Cuba on Christmas,

The Cuban patrol craft came
upon  the 85-foot Sea Rover,
bound for Nicaragua, soon after
it ran aground on a coral reef
three miles off the northwestern
tip of Cuba, survivors said after
they were flown to Miaml.

David Edwards, 30, of States-
ville, N. C. said the Cubans of-
fered thelr help and when the
Americans wers unable to free
the grounded boat, stood by un-
til the Coast Guard could reach
the converted PT boat and the
four adults and three children
aboard.

“The waler was only about
waist deep e the boat so we
all scurried up to the deck,"” Ed-
wards sald. The Cubans arrived
soon after the travelers radioed
a distress call.

“The Cubans were veéry help-
ful, Five of them came over
asking if they could provide us
with any assistance,' Edwards
sald. ""They made an attempt to
help us get the. boat off but
failed.’ >

A Coast QGuard alrcraft

The congresaman talked with
newsmen as he wound up a
week-long tour of Southeast
Asia.

Montgomery, & member of
the House Veterans Affairs
Committee, sald he went to Vi-
entiane to meet with the North
Vietnamese ‘‘as a private citi-
zen'” but that they accepted him
as & government official, He did

not say whether he will make an.

official report on his trip when
he gets back to Weashington.

“Probably the most signifi-
cant thing that came out of my
meetings for two days is that
they did meet with an American
government. official, and the
highest ranking official they've
ever met in that embassy,"”
Montgomery said.''This is sig-
nificant in that I generzlly sup-
ported President Nixon's policy
in Southeast Asia and I am gen-
erally classified somewhat as a
hawk.’

He sald he gave the North
