The sixtn, Izco, was silenced
by the court before he could re-
ply. All six of those sentenced to
death sald they were members
of ETA, the secret Basque guer-
rilla organization.

The other 9 recelved prison
terms ranging from 6 to 70
years.

Defense lawyers, who an-
nounced the verdict and sen-
tences, sald in general all of the
sentences exceeded what was
asked by the prosecution.

Only one of the accused, Ma-
rin Aranzazu Arruti 24, was ac-
quitted.

She had
been in a psychiatric hospital,
but attended the trial,

One of the two priests on trial,
Julian Calzada, 35, was given a
12-year sentence—double what
the prosecution demanded. He
was accused of alding banditry.

Sources Say:

USSR Sets Trial
For More Jews

MOSCOW (AP)—The Soviet government is reported
planning to try nine more Jews in connection with the
Leningrad hijacking case, but the worldwide outery re-
sulting from the first trial is not likely to make things
any easier for any of the defendants,

Reliable sources say the next
trial will begin Jan, 6 in Lenin-
grad, where a court on Christ-
mas Eve convicted nine Jews
and two Gentiles of plotting to
hijack an airplane to fiee the So-
viet Union,

Two of the Jews were sen-
tenced to death by firing squad,
and the other defendants got la-
bor camp sentences ranging
from 4 to 10 years,

The informants sald about a
dozen other Jews also face
trials fn Riga and the Moldavian
town of Kishinev, but no datea
have been set, The sources said
they did not know the charges

these defendants, but
presumably they are accused of
fnvolvement In the same unsuc-
cessful hijack attempt in June,

The sources sald the defend-
ants in the Leningrad trial next
week are charged with violating
Articles 70 and 72 of the Soviet
Criminal Code, The former In-
volves ‘‘anti-Soviet<« agitation
and propaganda’ and the latter
“organizational activity direct-
ed to commission of especially
dangerous crimes against the
state and-or participation in
anti-Soviet organizations,'

Conviction under Article 72
carries ‘@ maximum penalty of
death while Article 70 carries a
maximum sentence of 10 years
in & labor camp.

The sources said the second
group of Leningrad defendants
was separated from the first be-
cause the connection between
the two was “tenous at best'

New Decade of Involvement
In Vietnam Starting for U.S.

SAIGON (AP) —This week
the United States starts its sec-
ond decade of direct Involve-
ment in Indochina Reflecting a
course of disengagement, Amer-
jcan forces are at their lowest
numerical fevel in more than
four years, So are battlefield

The direct American effort is
generally dated from Jan. 1,
161, That year 11 Americans
were killed in action, In 1968,
the toll was near 1,000. That
was the peak year; this year’'s
deaths have been less than a
third of the 1988 total,

In all, more than 44,000 Amer-
icans have been killed in action
in 10 years, The total of Ameri-
can lives lost, counting acci-
dents and disease, has reached
53,000 in tabulations of the U.B.

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Two Tankers
Sink in Sea;

48 Rescued

NEW YORK (AP) — Forty-
eight crewmen were reported
rescued today from two sinking
tankers hundreds of miles aparl
in the Atlantic Ocean. Separate
searches for 27 .others contin-
uyed, the Coast Guard said.

The U.S. Coast Guard said the
Norwegian vessel Ross Mt
picked up 17 crewmen, includ-
ing the master, of the Panama-
nian tanker Chryssie, which was
sinking ' 270 miles southwesl of
Bermuda.

Earlier, a U.8. Coast Guard
cutter rescued 31 men from the
broken stern section of a Fin-
nish tanker that spiit in two in
heavy seas 600 miles southeast
of New York City.

The Coast Guard at Elizabeth
City N.C,, sald a search plane
over the site of the Chryssie ov-
erheard & radio message from
the Ross Mt that a life boat
containing the 17 men had been
picked up. The message said 21
crewmen were still missing.

The plane also reported spot-
ting an oil slick 30 miles wide
around the tanker.

The aircraft had been divert-
ed from the search for the bow
gection of ithe Fnnish tanker
Ragny. The bow of the Ragny
carried its master chief engi-
neer and four other crewmen,
siranded forward when the ves-
sel broke up Sunday.

Israel To Return
To Peace Session

JERUSALEM (AP)—Israel voted Monday to go
back to the Middle East peace talks under United Na-

tions envoy Gunnar V. Jarr

In a statement Sunday, the
hospital said: “The persistent
tehdency toward this type of ir-
regularity Indicates continua-
tion of the long-standing pred-
operative heart fallure,"

Al 1:40 a.m. CBS today, Riv-
ers died of what a spokesman
sald was continuing heart fall-
ure,

He was attended by two physi-
clans and several nurses at the
time of his death, There were no
family members at the bedside,
but some relatives staying atl a
nearby mote! were notified, the
spokesman added

Rivers entered the hospital
Dec, 8 for extensive tests, the
hospital said, when it was dis-
covered he suffered from severe
leakage of the mitral valve.

An aide to Rivers said the vet-
eran Democrat had suffered
from heart trouble for some
time and it may date back to
rheumatic fever in his child-
hood.

He sald the congressman had
limited his activities in recent
months because of the illness.

1 HEARD IT" .,

by John Gruber

I hope Santa Clsus brought
you n new hi-fl stereo, or at
least some new recordings of
good music when he stopped by
your house the other night. He
brought me, amongst other
things, a recording of "Daphne’
by Richard Strauss, and It Is
certainly lovely musle,

This reminds me that people
get the musical Strausses all
mixed up. 8o let's get them
astraightened out, There are two
Strausses, father and son, from
the 16th century, and two more
who should be classified in the
20th century. These latter nre
Richard and Oscar; the form-
er are both named Johann,

Johann Strauss the elder,
made quite o name for himself
writing waljzes when that dance
was first oming popular in
Europe. This dance, like jazz,
had come from far from re-
spectable origing; both jazz and
the waltz were first popularized
in bordellos, but about n cen-
tury apart,

By the time Johann Strauss
the younger came along, the
waltz had attained respectability
and was all the rage, This
younger Strauss is the man who
wrote the ‘“‘Blue Danube,’”” in
the full knowledge that the
Danube Is 1 muddy stream and
was, even in his time. He
wrote a great many other waltz-
es and a wealth of operetias,
of which the most famous is
“Die Fledermaus,'" still per-
formed, frequently in English
under the name of ‘‘Rosalinde.’

Then there was Oscar Strauss,
no relation to the Johann
Strausses, who was originally
Viennese, eventualy became a
French citizen, came to Amer-
fca where he wrote scores for
Hollywood movies, and finally
died back In Austris in 1654 at
the tender age of 84 He Is
best remembered for the waltz,
“Come, come, I love you only,"
properly titled ‘My Hero,"”
which comes from ‘‘The Choc-
olate Soldier.”

Then there is Richard Strauss,
also a long-lived composer, be-
Ing born in 1884 and not dying
until 1849, For the serlous mu-
sician he is the most important
of the lot, He wrote right up
to 1048, too, which means he
turned out a great deal of mu-
sie, particularly since Kis: first
published work was a march
composed at the advanced age
of 12,

Richard Strauss, the one who
wrote the “Daphne’ of which I
spoke, explored all the media
of musical composition. There
are symphonies, symphonic
poems, songs, chamber music,
operas, concertos, and 50 on,
He Is also the point of depar-
ture for all the strident and dis-
sonant music one encounters to-
day.

He started out tamely enough.
His father was a horn pilayer,
probably the greatest horn play-
er of his day, while his mother
was the daughter of a wealthy
brewing firm, so little Richard
was not to encounter any finan.

! Richard Strauss, father was a
rabid antl-Wagnerits, but it was
his fate to have to play a great
deal of Wagner. Wagner once
told him, “You play my mu-
slc too well to be an anti-Wag-
nerite,” but this failed to mal-
lify Papa Franz Strauss, When
Wagmner's death was announced
at an orchestral rehearsal, the
musiclans all stood in tribute,
excepting horn player Strauss,
who remained obstinately seat-
ed.

Young Richard's early works,
sound mostly like Brahams, with
the exception of his first Hormn
Concerto, which sounds like a
Mozart, seasoned with a little
bit of Brahms. He recelved
early recognition as a composer
and three of his were
nremiered in 1880, when he was
only 14.

He had baen composing since
the age of 6 and as I pointed
out, the first plece he got pub-
lished was written when he
was 12, He was first performed
in this country in 1884, when he
was only 20, at which time his
secend symphony was premier-
ed In New York City.

By 1886, Strauss had decided
to strike out on his own, instead
of following established models,
This is the year of his “‘Aus
Ttalien,' which partakes of fan-
tasy as well as symphonic form.
It also makes bold use of dis-
sonance, By 1880 he had written
“Don Juan' the first of his
many symphonic poems, which
are all played with great fre-
quency. He was now showing
complete mastery of orchestral
tone-color, vying with Wagner,
Tschalkowsky, and Rimaky-
Korsakov, in this respect,

Today we accept those tone
poems as perfectly natural, but
Debussy once sald of one of
them, “It is like an hour of
music in an asylum.’”” So you
see even great musiciand can
be wrang about new musle, It
usually takes sbout half a cen-
tury for the public to catch up
with advanced Ideas in art, Edu.
cated musiclans are frequently
25 years behind the front-run-
ners.

Strauss then went on to the
field of opera, His first two were
not succesasful but hia third suc-
ceeded with a vengeance, if only
for the then scandalous ‘‘Dance
of the Seven Vells,"” which
comes from the Wwork, It is, of
course, ‘'‘Salome,” which you
may have heard In Hartford,
last season.

This was followed by “Elek-
tra,”” which created just as
much of & sensation, These two
operas remain his greatest, but
not his most popular works,
With them he had gone too far
beyond the comprehension of
the public, so he turned around
and wrote a redl syrupy opera,
‘“‘Rosenkavaller'’ that remains
the’ favorite today. Personally,
I can't stand it; it's too long,
too sweet, and the humor in it
is heavy-handed, T'll admit it
has great musical moments,

Following this came ''Ariadne
auf Naxos'' which I like very
much, It requires a heck of a
tine coloratura soprano, as well
as a fine dramatic soprano. It
also requires a quartet of male
singers who can act, 80 you
don't see too many fine pro-
ductions of this one,

His opera ‘‘Intermeszzo'" I
have never seen. It is a sort of
back-handed slap at his wife
who was a veritable Xantippe.
Then came ‘“The Egyptian
Helen,"” which is a flop, al-
though it is sometimes revived.

“Arabella” came next, In
style it approaches ‘‘Rosenka-
valier,"” but even the Germans
frequently refer to this one as
“Sklerosenkavaller,” which
means Rosenkavaller with hard-
ened arteries.

“Friedenstag' and “‘Daphne'
were both produced in 1988, Of
“Friedenstag,” the less sald,
the better, “Daphne’’ has beautl-
ful music, but it is & poor opera,
As a matter of fact, it isn't
called an opera in the text, but
“A Bucolic Tragedy,” with mu-
slc by Richard Strausa, Actual-
ly I'd call it a masque.

He had two more operas up
his slesve, One is ‘‘Capricclo™
which is altogether too talky for
opera. Even if you know your
German well enough to follow it,
it falls to arrive, although It
has moments of great beauty.
It presents the argument,
“Which is more important’ in
opera, the words, or the mu-
sle?'" The guestion is never an-
swered, Strauss nlso writes In
approved German—and Italian
styles during the work, just to
show he can do it

“Capricglo’ was his very last
opera, the other one I referred
to is “The Danae,! another
looge version of a Greek legend.
I've never heard this one ei.
ther, but it doesn't seem to be
very successful,

He finally turned back to the
symphony orchestra with a rath.
er dull work called “Metamor-
phosen,'’ in which he quotes the
funeral march from Beethoven's
‘“‘Erolca.” Just what he meant
is obacure.

In 1848 he wrotei the ‘‘Four
Last Songe'' with orchestral
gccompaniment. The final one
ends with the words, “Is this
Death?” A year later Strauss
was dead In very truth,

Rt. 5 Relocation
Draws Criticism
From the Mayor

Mayor Howard E, Filts has
written a letter to Department
of Transportation Commissioner
George J. Conkling stressing
unfavorable comments regard-
ing the expansion of relocated
Rt.

Conkling recently announced
that the corridor would be be-
tween the present Rt.

Fitts noted in his letter that
development of the highway
along this river in Hast Hart-
ford appears to be the only way
out of the Governor 8t. area
and sald the logical future de-
velopment, pursued northward,
would be through the meadow
lands in South Windsor.

Fitts pointed out that Conk-
ling's letter to Town Manager
Terry Sprenkel concerning the
relocation of Rt, 5 had recelved
considerable comment in the
town and in the press from pri-
vate citizens and government
officials who expressed strong
disagreement with continuing
the highway north of the Bis-
sell Bridge. “This approach
would be unacceptable in South
Windsor," Fitts sald.

Fitts noted that the purpose of
this letter was to make clear
the continuing interest and con-
cern of the residents of South
Windsor and make apparent that
‘“lack of any disagreement or
press comments'’ do not mialead
your (Conkling) into thinking
that the matter has been put to
rest.” °

* Sicily, Italian Mainland
May Get Underwater Link

By PETER RODGERS
The Manchestor Guardian

LONDON—A British firm of
consulting engineers has sug-
gested that an ‘“‘underwater
bridge should be built
tween Slelly and the Italian
mainland, The firm has won an
Itallan government prize for
the idea, which could equally
well be described as a floating
tunnel.

The plan has been dgvised to
overcome two problems posed
by an artificial crossing of the
straits between Messina and
Regglo. The water ia very
deep, making a tunnel difficult,
and the distance between Mes-
sina and Regglo is mo great, a
bridge connecting the two
points would require the
largest bridge span ever bullt,
according to the engineers,
Alan Grant and Partners.

Their solution is to anchor
concrete tunnel sections no
feel below the surface at a
point where the water is 300
feet deep. The sections would
be towed into place, sunk to the
required depth, anchored by
cables, and then pumped out
with air so that buoyancy
would keep them in position.

The channel tunnel study
group has been contacted, be-
cause the underwater bridge
might be a potential solution to
the problems of a conventional
bridge or tumnel across the
English channel. The anchoring
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cables would be in carefully
calculated positions to take ac-
count of water currents,

The concrete sections would
be bullt in dry dock, nealed,
and then comnected after they
ve been fixed underwater.
There would be two road sec-
tions—and a rall section. ’

The competition was promot-
ed a year ago by the Italian
government which gave mix 24,-
000 dollar first prizes, including
one to the underwater bridge.

All the other first prixes were
awarded for conventional bridg-
es (among the first 12, only one
was for a tunnel because of
the depth of the water).

The government will decide in
about a year on which of the
gix first prize plans will be
used. Alan Grant and Partners
belleves it is In the rumning.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

can adjourn for good, perhaps
by New Year's Eve,

The House, with moat of its
business finished, returns Tues-
day to wait for the Benats to
break the deadlock over the $210
miilion supersonic transport
plane the major
barrier to a congreasional wind-
up.

It was considered possible the
Senate would act today to over-
come another impasse, the $60.8
bllllon defense appropriation
bill.

That measure had been
magged bocaule‘ of a provision,
fought by 8en. J, W. Fulbright,
D-Ark,, authorising President
Nixon to use U. 8. troops In
Southeast Asia as he deems
necessary to Insure orderly
withdrawal of American forces
from South Vietnam, or to gain
the release of prisoners of war.

In an effort to break the B8ST
deadlock, the Senate's leaders,
Mike Mansfield, D-Mont., and
Hugh Scott, - R-Pa., have pro-
posed a resolution pseeking a
compromice that would continue
88T spending until March 30,
with Congress to decide on a
permanent  settlement next

year,

Their plan would pry the 88T
loose from the $7 blllion trans-
portation appropriations bill,
which must be passed before
adjournment to keep the money
coming for the agencies it cov-
ers,

But 68T promoters, chief
among them Democratic Sens.
Henry M. Jackson and Warren
G. Magnuson of Washington,
don't want the subsidy handled
as a separate issue,

For without the blg transpor-
tation money bill as hostage, the
odds are the Senate would vote,
as it did before, to halt 88T
funding altogether,
led by Sen. William Proxmire,
D-Wis., have been waging a pol-
ite filibuster—three hours or so
each day—against the compro-
mise on bill that
would provide $210 million in
federal subsidies for the alr
plane,

The resolution Mansfield and
Scott p would, in effect,
reverse the situation: Advocates
of the 88T spending would have
to do the legialative blocking to
prevent their suggested settle-
ment. .

If that happens, the result
could be a move sanctioned by
the leaders to table—and thus
kill—the compromise transpor-
tation appropriations bill,

That would force a new round
of negotiations with the House
to draw up new terms for the
measure, The House previously
voted the $200 million in S8T

funds sought by President Nix-
on. A conference committee
came up with the §210 million
figure,

As for the defense spending

, Fulbright and his allles con-
sidered the presidential option
provision, originally a House
product, the undoing of Benate
restrictions against the use of
U.8, ground forces in Southeast

Many shoppers, male as well as fe-
niale, are encountering increesing dif-
ficulties in stores these days. For that

/ama.rt boutique may be in order. There
/ must be some reason why '‘sales resis-

tance' has changed sides of the counter.
An anonymous examination of the shop
st which the closed-door scene took
place recently can provide some clues.
The episode occurred at one of the
cholcest and most expensive retailing
spots in New York City, but it might
well have happened in & number of spe-
clalty shops, department stores and so-
cdlled service institutions {n any metro-
politan area. The customer's impression
is that the slogan about him is changing
from ‘"Always Right" to “Ever in
Error.” The Christmas buying season
has done little to dispel this growing con-
viction,

As with crime. in the city, everyone
has an example or a friend with an ex-
ample of the travail that accompanies
the exchange of cash for goods or serv-
ices. 80 far there have been few cases of
mugging reported in stores, at least of
customers by salespeople, but it may
come to that socon enough If “service’
continues in its decline.

The store examined here was recently
opened, but it has treated customers
with such disdain that the establishment
has already achieved a pre-eminent rep-
utation for bad manners — not an easy
feat in Manhattan. Curious as (o how a

/ store could accomplish such a complete

customer alienation in such a brief time,
I took the opportunity to discuss it with
individuals who have been involved in
its operations.

Contrary to what might be expected,
there is no staff training to instill the
uniform pitch of hostility that seems to
prevail, The sales staff finds its own lev-
el without instruction, in fact with al-

{rritability. There are time clocks to
punch, “like factory hands” in the
staff’'s view.

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The Suez Danger

WASHINGTON — Gloom over
the Middle East is deepening
high in the Nixon administra-
tion with some officials fearful
that a confrontation between
the U.S. and the Soviet Uldon
over the Suex Canal may be

unavoidable.

That confrontation would pose
to both Washington and Moscow
the horrible cholce of extending
active help in the air to their
respective clients—Israel and
Egypt—after the cease-fire
breaks down and air battles re-
sume next spring.

There is, as always, divided
opinion among the President's
top advisers in the White House,
State and Defense Departments,
and Central Intelligence Agen-
cy. But reslists agree that
events will go as follows, lead-
ing to the peril of big-power
confrontation:

Israel will make a gesture
toward negotiations by agreeing
to talk to UN representative
Gunnar Jarring before Jan. 5,
but not a single high adminis-
tration official really believes
Istael will be forthcoming in
those talks. To the contrary,
there is growing evidence that
Isrpe]l wants to consolidate its
present hold on the Binal penin-
sula and would not agree to
even 8 long-term staged with-
drawal except with security
guarantees the Arabs will never
offer.

That means the Arabs, led by
Egypt, will refuse to extend the
cease-fire when it expires Feb.
5. The new post-Nasser Egypt-
fan government, still uncertain
about its hold on the people and
worried about rising competition
for Arab-world supremacy from
Algeria and Libya, will then
start moving troops and war
supplies close to the canal, in-
cluding Soviet-supplied bridging
and amphiblous equipment.

As experts here judge the
Israelis, this reinforcement
process will not be countenanced
beyond the point at which Israel
feels an Egyptian cross-canal
invasion might be feasible.
When that point is reached, ac-
cording to this credible scenario,
Israel will make another pre-
emptive air strike against the
Egyptian build-up.

If that air action is success.
ful, despite the huge increase
of Soviet anti.craft misaile ‘de-
fenses along the west bank of
the canal, the Russians are
judged certain to intervene
with their own pliota. There was
a briet period of direct air
combat between Israel and the
Soviet Union last summer, but
nothing like what may ensue
next spring.

Henry M. Jack-
son of Washington, a darkhorse
Democratic Presidential pros-
pect, is now pressing President
Nixon to drop the evenhanded
American settlement formula
proposed by SBecretary of State
Willlam P. Rogers last year.
Jackson wants Mr. Nixon to
harden U.8. security guarantees
not only by selling but by giv-
ing Israel more military equip-
ment, and he wanis to prevent
Egypt from reoccupying the
Sinal penipsula, roughly one-
tenth of Egypt's territory.

The Jackson view is widely
shared by members of both par-
ties in Congress. Considering
the potency of the Israeli lobby
and th¢ approaching 1872 Presi-
dential’ election, this rising de-
mand for & more pro-lsrael
policy unquestionably lmits the
President’s freedom of action in
the crunch coming next gpring.

Some U.8, speclalists, in fact,
doubt that Mr. Nixon still has
much leverage on Israel, guite
apart from domestic pressures.

“We are on the brink of disas-
ter,” he told the House this year
in & speech on what he saw as
the Soviet threat, “'If we are not
already a- second-rate naval
power, we are perilously close
to becoming one.”

Rivers later announced he
would begin trying to put a
more than $5-billlon moderniza-
tion of the Navy through Con-
gress next year,

Some of his critics contended
he used the Soviet potential for
trouble and the power of his
chairmenship to ride roughshod
over efforts to reorder priorities
for an adequate defense that
would leave more money for

domestic problema.

His backers contended the
House turned aside virtually ev-
ery effort to cut billions of dol-
lars out of Rivers' defense bills
in a concerted drive over the
past two years—simply because
it agreed with Rivers and not
the spending critics,
‘Controversy was nothing new
for the outspoken Rivers.

Early in the Korean War he
urged President Harry 8. Tru-
man to use the atomic bomb if
the Communists didn't pull
back. And, during President
John F. Kennedy's administra-
tion, he urged an invasion of
Cuba.

Housing Project for Elderly

Detalled plans for a 40-unit,
state - financed housing proj-
ect for the elderly, are in the
hands of state housing officials
and prospects are good for an
early start on the project. '

Francls J. Pitkat, executive
director of the Vernon Housing
Authority, sald the detalled
plans were drawn up by Rein-
hardt Associates, Vernon archi-
tects. It is expected the plans
will be returned to the Housing
Authority within the next
month, Pitkat sald he {s hopeful
that bids can be advertised late
this winter and actual construc-
tion can start in the spring.

With most projects taking less
than a year to bulld, it is
expected the proposed units will
be ready for occupancy early in
1972, 5

The state has appropriated
$482,000 for this project. This in-
cludes the cost of the site, site

well as architect's fees.

This will be the third project
to be tinanced by the state. At

The new state project will be
conatructed on land, already
purchased, on Windermere Ave.

The proposed high-rise build-
ing is scheduled to go up in the
renewsal area In &he center of
Rockyille.

Of this number, 40,000 are said
to be in Cambodia, including
four North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong divislons that hnd fought
aguinst the allles in South Viet-
nam.

In Cambodia, the North Viet-
namese "have made guins and
hold large chunks of the nor-
theastern sector.

Some military experts in Sal-
and Phnom Penh feel that
the North Vietnamese could put
even more pressure on Cambo-
dia if they wanted to.

“They haven't been as tough
as one would expect in Cambo-
dia,” said one analyst. It could
be that they don't want to be as
tough as they have been in the
past in Vietnam. The situation
is different,

‘““Here in South Vienam, the
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong have an infrastructure of
their own, They really aren't
prepared for a shadow govern-
ment in Cambodia, The area
they are interested In Is Bouth
Vietnam, not Cambodia.’

‘“Cambodia 8 just another
jumping off point,”” sald another
analyst. '“They are fighting the
Cambodians there to keep their
supply lines open, to re-estab-
lish their supply system into
South Vietnam."

Most experts see a continua-
tlon smallscale fighting in
South Vietnam for several
months, with enemy forces em-
phasizing guerrilin warfare and
terror attacks.

Captured documents indicate
that the main objective in their
1971 spring campalgn s to
wreck the Salgon government's
pacification program, which
seeks to secure the more than
10,000 villages in South Viet-
nam. The Salgon government
claims that more than 90 per
cent of approximately 18 million
residents live in relative securl-
ty In areas under government
control.

Another Indleator of intentions
is Intelligénce data that the
Communist command has deac-
tivated four North Vietnamese
and Viet Cong regiments and 17
battalions in the 3rd Military
Region. This Includes Salgon
and 11 surrounding provinces.

“The troops in these deacti-
vated units have been sent down
to work with guerrillas and lo-
cal-force units in the villages for
squad-type operations,'" sald
one Intelligence expert.

‘““The enemy's goal is to dis-
credit and defeat the pacifica-
tion program.”

Several sources report none of
the usual intelligence indicators
that the Communist command
is planning a large-scale offen-
sive in South Vietnam during
the Tet lunar new year festival
in the last week of January.
This Is not entirely ruled out,
however.

Tet Cease-Fire

The Viet Cong have declared
a fourday cease-fire for Tet
1971. They also called a truce
for the ‘holiday In 168, then
launched their biggest offensive
of the war,

Although mostly guerrilla
warfare is anticipated In 1071,
sources expect occasional at.
tacks on towns and sleges of iso-
lated border camps,

For the most part, says one
Saigon official, "I see no large
force confrontation in the cards.
Hanoi s presumably under
some pressure.”

While Communist-led forces
have made wide gains In Cam-
bodia and Laos, the South Viet-
namese have taken the initia.
tive in their own country and
have swept acrosa the border
on several occasions to help
Cambodia.

In South Vietnam, the Salgon
forces have taken over virtually
all of the tough battle zones
from the Americans, who have
been pulled back into the interi-
or as local security and backup
forces.

South Vietnamese battlefield
deaths in 19070 were fivefold
those of the Americana, The Sai-
gon forces suffered nearly 20,000
men killed in action, including
close to 1,000 in Cambodia.

The Saigon government's
strategy is to keep its regular
army forces along the border
areas of Cambodia and Laos to
block any advance into South
Vietnam, while more than
500,000 militia troops secure
towns and villeges and seek to
destroy the Viet Cong under
ground

Thieu, anticipating a possible
political settlement or a stand-
still cease-fire, has made de-
struction of the underground his
top priority.

At least 11 persons were ar-
rested and five were injured, in-
cluding three policemen, police
sald.

B'nal B'rith released an ex-
change of letters Sunday be-
tween Dr. Wexler and the White
House in which it was disclosed
Becretary of State Willlam P,
Rogers had brought up the prob-
lem of Russian Jews with Soviet
Forelgn Minister Andrel Gro-
myko in New York last October.

Rogers raised the issue of

Educators Prepare
Preliminary Budget

The preliminary school board
budget for 1971-72 has been pre--
pared by the school staffs and
turned over to the Board of Edu-
cation. It represents s 19.83 per
cent increase over the current
appropriated figure of $1,788,-
182, or §2,148,404.

However, the 1871.72 requests’
are purely preliminary and rep-
resent the first step in what will
be a time-consuming operation
by ail parties involved in the
school's budgetary process. Cut-
ting of the preliminary figures
is inevitable, and this work will
probably begin early in the new
year,

Proposed increases include 10
new teaching positions and two
vice principals, one at the high
school and one at Capt. Nathan
Hale School.

In an introductory statement
in the budget, Superintendent of
Schools Laurence O'Connor
notes, “‘The addition of these
new people is an absolute posi-
tion with the administration in
view of the Lay Curriculum
Committee recommendations.”

Much of the increase in budg-
et is accounted for, as is usual,
by staff salary increases which
are purely speculative until the
salary negotiations process in
completed.

The preliminary budget shows
a figure of $1,638, 678 ss com-
pared to the current $1,471,240
for the 200 Series in the budget,
which includes all salaries, text-
books teaching supplies and
miscellaneous instructional ex-
penses.,

The comparative figures are
not entirely accurate, however,
since the current budget was
adopted with line items total-
ing $1,933,152, to be cut by $185,-
000, bringing the actual appro-
priation down to §1,768,182.

The $135,000 cut had been put
in between the times of this
year's budget hearing and the
town meeting, and the achool
board did not have time between
these two budget sessions to cut
each line item to conform with
the figure.

These cuts per line item are
still being finalized by the
board, so comparative figures
given here are actually some-
what lesa for 1970-71 than shown.

In the 100 series, general con-
trol, ‘the preliminary figure for
1971-72 is §52,130, compared to
$46,416, This series jncludea of-
fice staff salaries, contracted
gservices and other expenses in
the administrative office.

The 300 series, attendance
services (trmant officer costs),
is the same, $300.

The 400 series, health services
(achool physician, nurses and
supplies) is requested at $20,602.
The 1870-71 figure 18 $20,720.

Transportation, the 500 ser-
les, is $128,412 in the prelimi-
nary 187172 requests, com-
pared to the current figure of
$109,700. This increase is ac-
counted for by a 12,5 per cent
Increase requested by the bus
contractor,

Plant Costs Up

Operation of the plant, the 600
series, is requested at $167,477,
compared to the current §144,
962. This series includes main-
ly the cost of utilities.

The 700 series, maintenance
of the school plants, is reguest-
ed at $60,630, the current figure
being $48,350.

Fixed charges  in the 800
geries (insurance costs) is estl-
mated at $45,000 for 1971-72, [The
current figure is $36,100.

Food services in the 900 seriea
are concerned primarily with
costs of running the hot lunch
program. This {s estimated for
197172 at $2,080, compared to
the current $1,080.

No-Fault; Insurance

‘Near; Court Test Due

By STEVEN A, OCOHEN

BOSTON (AP) — The nation’s
first no-fault sutomobile insur-
ance plan goes into effect In
Massachusetts Friday, and it is
apt to get an immediate test of
ita constitutionality.

No-fault, as it will be applled
in Massachusetts, provides that
bodily injury claims of up to
$2,000 including medical ex-
penses of up to $500, will be patd
by the motorist's own Iinsurer
regardless of who is to blame in
the accident. “Pain and suffer-
ing' claims are eliminated.

The object Is to unclog the
courts and trim legal fees by
ending nuisance claims, Claims
over $2,000 can be ltigated in
the usual manner,

Only bodily injury insurance,
compulsory In Massachusetts
since 1927, is affected by no-
fault, Property damage liabllity
insurance and comprehensive
fire, theft and collision coverage
will be unchanged.

Should it prove workable, the
no-fault concept may be extend-
ed to property damage cover-
age.

The no-fault plan, enacted by
the 197 lature, I8 expected
to save state motorists some $76
million, according to state In-
surante Commissioner C. Eu-
gene Farnam. He sald that s
the difference between pre-
miums next year under no-fault
and probable charges without it.

The legislature tacked two
amendments onto the no-fault
bill. One provided a merit rat-
ing system which will go into ef-
fect in 1972; the other
a 16 per cent across-the-board
rate reduction in all types of
auto insurance,

The insurance companies did
not oppose the rate reduction in
compulsory lability but filed
suit in the state Bupreme Court
contesting the reduction in pro-
perty and physical damage
rates.

The court ruled in favor of the
companies in both cases.

The no-fault concept was pro- °

posed in Massachusetts in 1887
by state Rep. Michael 8. Dukak-
is, D—Brookline.

The measure was passed by
the House that year, but a finan-
clel  responsibility  concept,
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backed b yformer Gov, John A.
Volpe, was substituted $or no-
fault in the Senate.

Under the financial responsi-
bility concept, a motorlst would
not have to carry liability insur-
ance but would have to be able
to prove he could pay costs re-
sulting from an accident,

The ‘substitute waa sent back
to the House where It was
killed

In 1968, the legislature estab-
lished & commission to study
automobile insurance. In the in-
terim, it froze auto insurance
rates, highest in the nation, at
the 1987 level.

The commission didn't report
until 1970, then it proposed a
simple merit rating plan under
which the lowest rates would be
paid by the best drivers and the
highest by those with most ecei-
dents,

The rate freeze was contested
this year by the insurance in-
dustry, and the Supreme Court
ruled it confiscatory and uncon-
stitutional earlier this month.

Following the commission's
report, Gov, Francis W. Sargent
set up a meeting with represent-
atives of the insurance industry
and commission members.

The result was a no-fault plan,
coupled with a 15 per cent re-
duction in rates for compulsory
insurance.

The measure substituted mer-
it rating. The House introduced
no-fault again and extended the
rate reduction to all types of
auto insurance, drawing the
wrath of the Insurance industry.

The Senate killed the bill, but
in a special message Sargent
proposed another no-fault plan,

which finally was passed and
signeéd by the governor,

The final measure Included

merit rating and the across-the-
board reduction. Eight insur-
anae companies, protestin gthe
ance companies, protesting the
rate . cut,
in tae state,
Sargent promised to set up &
state insurance
withdrew, but the problem was

threatened to shut

pool if they °*

resolved in INovember when the |
Supreme Court ruled in favor of |

the industry suit and invalidated
the cut in property and physical
damage rates.

Legal nssociations, however,
continue to oppose the no-fault
law, They contend the law Is 80
poorly written that it will result
in more claims and Increased
litigation, therefore , raising
costs, ’

The law also has been op-
posed on grounds that it denies
the constitutional right to bring
suit. A court test Is expected
quickly.

Fledgling Town Council Tried Wings in 1970

The first year of the new de-
cade wan also the first year that
Coventry residents got to see
their new form of government in
action, moving the town “‘out of
the 18th century' In the words
of some townspeople,

The year also saw one of the
most heated, emotional and
crowded public meetings the
town had ever seen: the March
hearing on a propoasd airport
for the town which met with
such violent opposition that the
state aeronautics department
abandoned the whole idea.

There were no major elections
on & local level, but the Town
Council had its hands full with
complaints about Coventry Lake,
both frozen and unfrozen, Winter
snowmobiles and poasible sum-
mer pollution were the issues.

There were no new school
openings, no major personngl
shifts, no new achool principals,
but toward the end of 1970, most
townspeople were made aware,
in a rather bizarre and dramatic
development, that Coventry
might have to deal with a pos-
sible drug problem at its high
school, =)

It was also the year that the
town made great strides toward
installation of a municipal sewer
system in the lake and village
area, perhaps the greatest ac-
complishment of the new Town
Council and its full-time chief
administrator,

The Town Council, while not
above the criticism of some rea-
\dents, nevertheless showed it-
self to be made up of a group
of seven hard-working individ-
uals who, during their first full
year in office, devoted many
free “hours' to service of the
town.

Much of the earlier confusion
inherent (n the rumning of the
town disappeared, with the
councilmen's efforta to coordi-
nate the various agencies,
board and commissions. Quar-
terly meetings of all angencles
were established, where all
elected and appointed officials
could gather for general dis-
cussion on all issues,

Councll meetings were falrly
well-attended by townspeople,
who began to feel freer to dis-
cuss their complaints and offer
suggesations,

Sewers were considered the
tirst priority by the new coun-
cil, and by year’s end it looked
as if a referendum on a pro-
posed public sewer system
would be held sometime early
in 1971. A possible tie-in with
the town of Mansfield, UConn,
and the Mansfield Tralning
School was still being discussed,
also.

A sewer assessment commit-
tee was formed toward the end
of the year, and is still working
on the best way to handle the
costs of the system, once it is
operational.

Bnowmeoblle Troubles

The council had its hands full
late in the winter handling com-
plaints by Iake residents of
noise generated by the use of
snowmoblles on the lake.

A snowmobile club was form-
ed, and an ordinance regulat-
ing use of the vehicles was ulti-
mately abandoned by the coun-
cll before ndoption, with polic-
ing of snowmobile users left lo
club members themselves,

During the summer, the coli-
form count at the Iake shifted
wildly: from week to week and
beach to beach, with no one
being sure just exactly what it
all meant. A count of up to 300
was considered ''safe for swim-
ming,’”” and by summer’'s end,
it appeared that heavy rains had
some effect on the pollution
levels.

High coliform counts that ap-
peared frequently strengthened
the case for sewers in the area,
the councll maintained. But
there was no significant drop in
the number of swimmers at the
Inke, despite a rash of publieity
about “swimming at your own
risk.”

Following last March's alr-
port hearing, the council acted
swiftly, and came out publicly
against the proposed airport
which was popularly referred
to as *‘that jetport', despite the
fact that It was designed princ-
ipally to serve small planes.

More than 200 truly irate Bol-
ton and Coventry residents
turned out for the alrport hear-
ing, nearly all of them passion-

ately opposed fo the idea, since:

it would have been located near
the Bolton line in Coventry's
northwest corner.

In announcing that’ it had
given up on the idea of a Coven-
try alrport, the state aero-
nautic officals sald they were
going to reassess the entire air-
port situation throughout the
state, and residents breathed a
little easler,

Both State Sen. Robert
Houley, and Aloysius Ahearn,
who sought State Rep. Dorothy

Miller's seat, vowed at election
time they would introduce a bill
in the next legislature to wipe
out the state authorization for
this particular airport, and resi-
dents breathed even easler,
Schools Tighten Belt

The schools functioned dur-
ing the year on what achool of-
ficials considered to be a very
tight budget. Salary negotia-
tions were not completed until
after school began and teach-
ers worked for about six weeks
without a contract in effect.

Negotiations - bgtween  the
Board of ‘Education and the
Coventry Federation of Teach-
ers ended up first in mediation
and then in arbitration before
a settlement was reached.

Late in 1970, the Education
Association of Coventry an-
nounced that It would chal-
lenge the CFT as the teachers'
bargaining agent {or! the 1671
72 talks,

Two students at  Coventry
High School, Colleen Roach
and Dennis Baboval, partici-
pated in the Open Door Student
Exchange Program, spending
ten weeks during the summer
in South America. k

The Lay Curriculum Com-
mittee completed two years of
work and submitted Its report
to the school board late in the
summer, The report was gen-
erally critical of local schools,
although it found the problems
no different or more severe
than most school systems In
the United States,

Seniors at CHS got an added
privilege during the year: The
right to leave school early If
their last class period was a
atudy hall.

Late in the year, the Board
of Education set the wheels in
motion to look for a new super-
intendent of schools, since
Laurence O'Connor announced

in mid-year that he would not
remain in that post past June
of 1971, 5

Drug Problem-

Toward the end of the year,
the town was raocked by the
news of a unique development
at the high school. A seven-man
secret committee, formed to
fight the ‘‘drug problem,' stuf-
fed letters Into the lockers of
more than' 70 youngsters,
thought by the committee to be
known drug users,

The methods of the commit-
tee, the background of its for-
mation, and the role of a guid-
ance counselor in the 'matter
were all being questioned by the
school board at year's end.

The development at the high
school tied in, however, with
recent Town Council, discus-
sions with local clergymen, all
of whom sald they recognized
the need for a drug program in
the town.

One councilman stated pub-
licly that in his view, the drug
problem was rapidly replacing
sewers as the top priority item,

The Planning and Zoning
Commission declded to revise
the town master plan in 1870,
and without avallable town
funds, proceeded to do the job

on Its own. The PZC adopted a _

River Zone, one of the first In
the state, for the orderly de-
velopment of gereas near the
Hop, Willilmantic and Skunga-
maug Rivers.

It mlso gave the final go-
ahead on the England Shopping
Center, located on the corner of
Routes 44A and 351, which, at
yearis end was well Into the
conslruction process, with =a
spring opening planned. The
plaza will house & supermarket
and several smaller gshops and
offices.

Also under construction  in
1070 was part of the new I-84,
or relocated Rt. 8, from the
town's extreme south end,

East-west relations have not
ened. 4

“In 19060 the Federal Assem-
bly, = constitutional organ, met
in Berlin (to elect a new federal
president), In 1070 thre were
substantia] (Communist)
threats and harassment even
against meetings of delegations
and party committees,

“In Germany, despite the big
words we had to hear in connec-
tion with the signing of the Mos-
cow treaty, there is no sign of a
relaxation of tenslon,

*“The Communists apparently
have no intention of honoring
the federal government’'s prior
concessions. In this situation,
the federal chancellor must
himself travel to the United
States as soon as possible and
bring about an agreement in
Brussels.”

considerable support for a state
income tax among members of

the 1971 state legislature, espe-
cially among Deémocrats, ac-
;;dmg to an Associated Press
©  An income tax “is becoming
more acceptable to the people
who are hurting from property
taxes,'" remarked one respond-
ent, Rep. Dorothy Miller, R-
Bolton.

‘I have stated that I will sup-
port it only as a last resort,”
said Rep. Gerard 8, Splegel, R-
Trumbull, ‘T am
more and more convinced that
the last resort has arrived."”

Of the 63 lawmakers who an-
swered the AP questionnaire,
more than half—385, to be exact
—expressed support of an In-
come tax.

The 63 respondents comprise
just 80 per cent of the Genersl
Assembly, but their answers
may be representative of the
whole. The group includes 20
Democrats, 20 Republicans, and
6 who did not list their party.

Only 14 said they would not
support an income tax, and an-
other 14 avolded saying elther
yes or no to the guestion.

“Y think there are other ways
of Taising revenue,” said one of
those in the last category, Sen.-
elect John J. Zajac Jr., R-Meri-
den. ‘“That, coupled with fru-
gality, can accomplish much.”

Paul Rose, 7, had Dbeen
sought in connection with the
kidnapings of both Laporte and
James R, Croass, the British
trade minister who was re-
leased by the abductors Dec. 4
after two months in captivity.

Jacques Rose, 23, and Simard,
also 23, were listed in a warrant
issued on Oct. 24 charging them
with conspliracy in Laporte’s ab-
duction.

Marc Carbonneau, 37, also
was sought in connection with

's kidnaping but he was
allowed to fly to Cuba with
three other members of the
Quebec Liberation Front on
Dec. 4 as & condition for Cross’
freedom,

Laporte was kidnaped on Oct.
10—five days after Cross’ ab-
duction—and was found slain a
week later,

Lise Rose, 25, sister of Paul
and Jacques Rose, was sen-
tenced to six months in jail on
Dec. 1 for refusing to testify at
a coromer’'s inguest into La-
porte’'s death. He was strangled
with a chain that held a reli-
gious medal on his neck.

The Liberation Front, which
seeks the independence of Que-
bec Province from the rest of
Canada, demanded a heavy ran-
som for Laports's life.

$500,000 in gold, the release of 28
“political prisoners,'” no action

HARTFORD (AP) — A con-
sumer credit code, Including
sops for businesses, Is to be
proposed to Gov.

International Tourism
Increasing at High Rate

By MAX WILDE

GENEVA — There will be at
least 1 billfon tourlsta on the
move throughout the world in
10 years time; almost one-third
of téoday's global population.
They will spend about 110,000
million dollars,

These are the eastimates of the
International Unlon of Officlal
Travel Organizations, an inter-
governmental organization locat-
éd In QGeneva, BSwitzerland,
which postulates a conservative
annual travel growth rate of
about 5 per cent. In fact interna-
tional tourism has been increas-
ing during the last 20 years at
an average annual rate of
about 12 per cent.

The expansion of air trans-
portation, it {s forecast, will have
the greatest influence on tour-
fsm. Scheduled alr passenger
traffic has been growing during
the last 12 years-at Gn annual
rate ‘of almost 14.5 per cent, a
much higher rate than that of
industrial production, and it is
calculated that the number of
passengers , carrled by such
flights will climb to 440 million
in 1980.

A revival is also forecast for
railroads going short and med-
fum distances. Sea transporta-
tion, which only & few  years
ago was regarded as an alllng
sector, is still & sound proposi-
tion, the study says, even if it
experiences  considerable ups
and downs according to the
area and the season.

Factors in forecasting the
future of tourism, apart from

clude increases in population,
natlonal income per head, and
leisure time,

Quoting a French authority,
the study says: “It id generally
accepted that in the fairly near
future the average citizen of an
economlically developed country
will be able to meet his needs
by working 30 hours a week.'

Assuming that this will be-
come a reality at the same time
as 40 working weeks a year, an
individual’'s working time will
be 1,200 hours a year, about
half the present time.

If the average working life is
estimated to be about 35 years
and considering that the aver-
age life-span is now approach-
ing 80 years, the report adds:
“The time that an Individual
will devote to productive activi-
ties in the future will take up
about six per cent of his exis-
tence, whereas for thousands of
years work has absorbed near-
ly all the physical and intellec-
tual energies of our ancestors.
Mankind (or at least its more
favored portion) is therefqre
about to leave behind a condi-
tion characterized by necessity,
and move on to a condition
characterized by avallability."

To cope with the hordes of
tourists envisaged for the 1970s
and 1980s, the study says, spe-
clal measures will have to be
taken. Holldays should be stag-
gered and congestion avolded
by coordination between car-
riers, travel agents and tour or-
ganizers, Tourist traffic will
have to be more evenly dis-
tributed, both in space and
time. Without this the tourist
will soon encounter equal or
worse congestion than that in

its own expansionist trend, in-the cities.

Juvenile Switch

NEW YORK (AP) — A new
city program will permit some
30 per cent of the children who
would go to juvenile detention
centers to stay at home or in
specially supervised homes in-
stead.

Mayor John- V. Lindsay sald
Sunday the program would en-
able 2,500 youngsters between 7
and 17 years old each year to
stay out of the three centers
while awalting appearance in
Family Court,

The centers have been criti-
clsed by citizens' groups as de-
plorable.

Lindsay #said he hoped the
program would lead to elimina-
tion of large juvenile detention
centers, "By their very nature,”
he sald, ““such cenlers create a
variety of adverse—and some-
times tragic—effects on the
lives of children.'*
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" Black Developr
Backs Many

NEW YORK (AP) — A black
development organization, bom
of James Forman's flery Black
Manifesto in 1988 and a cause of
anguished turmoil in the
churches ever since, today Is
spearheading a wide variety of
aid projects—but on thinning
capital.

“We're leaming, producing
and staying alive,'" esays the
Rev, Calvin B, Marshall, presl-
dent of the Black Economic De-
velopment Conference—BEDC,.
“It's pretty near a miracle what
we’ve been able to do with what
we've had to do it with.”

Altogether so far, malnly
white churches have contributed
about $308,000 to the operation
—mostly from Episcopalians
and United Presbyterians. It
has gone into a number of edu-
cational, publishing and com-
munity-help ventures.

But far beyond that, the re-
sulting ferment in the churches
has led to their putting addition-
al millions Into their own black
development programs, through
black leadership within the de-
nominations .

The Rev., Mr, Harshall esti-
mates the issue has ‘‘shaken
logse’” nearly $200 million for
enhancing black conditions.
“From the beginning, we knew
this effort was not just for
BEDC, but to free up monsy,"”
he said,

As for BREDC itself, the coor-
dinating agency formed as a re-
sult of the manifesto’'s demand
for millions in reparations from
churches to support black self-
development, he added in an In-
terview:

“Most people¢ now realize that
our thing is not blowing up the
Bmpire State Bullding. Our

" thing is’ liberating black people”

from racism and oppression and
giving them a sense of being."

In that purpose, BEDC has
gtarted Black Star Press in De-
troit where it owns a three-story
bullding and printing-production
equipment; ‘‘Manifesto Press,'
with similar facilities in Phila-
delphia, and various other edu-
cational and service projects In
Cleveland, Chicago and New
York.

Some of them, notably the
i{ blishing ventures, already are
virtually  self-sustaining, the
Rev. Mr. Marshall sald, adding
that “‘we've made our funds
cover a lot of milenge'" in accu-
mulatimg” facllities, equipment
and going programs.

He added, chuckling, that
some white church groups
spend as much—§300,000—on o
single conference, without any
tangible gains to show for it,

“But we had a commitment to
ourselves, to black people and
to the public generally to get re-
sults,”’ he sald.

However, financial contribu-
tions have dwindled, now
amounting only to an occaslonal
$1,000 or $2, from sacattered
individual congregations, and
numorous projects remain ten-
tative or still in planning stages.

‘“We haven't been able to im.
plement some programs, and
have had to pull back on others
to concentrate our energies,'
the ‘Rev. Mr. Marshall said, But
he sald some reserves are being
held for specific uses, '‘We're
not going to die.”

He noted that BEDC uses
mostly unpald volunteer work-
ers, and has a nationally pald
staff of only five, the highest
paid staffers getting only $100
weekly. One of them is James
Forman, the national 'field dl-
rector.

He is the black militant who
wrote the manifesto, pushed It
through a black gathering in
Detroit in April 1969, and later
thrust it on the churches in a
series of demonstrations and
confrontations,

“‘One of the beautiful things is
the way men from all these aca-
demlic fields can sit together
and find a consensus,'’ the Rev,
Mr. Marshall said, “We don'l
all think alike, and we have dif-

Among projects now being
carried on by BEDC:

—Recent launching of an Iter-
national Black Appeal, with its
firat component in Detroit, to be
expanded elsewhere. Posters,
publications and other materials
are being turned out to involye
blacks, along with whites, In
supporting projects to reinforce
the place of blacks.

—Completion of a study by
black economist Robert Round
on needs and operational plans
for a Southern land bank, to en-
able the poor to own small
farms, a plan still awalting
funds for implementation,

—A broad community ‘‘pilot
project’ in Brooklyn, involving
classes for children in black his-
tory, Spanish, political thought,
first aid and other subjects; a
drug referral program and
housingsgction group on rents
and slum conditions.

—Publication of woekly news-
papers, the “Inner City Volce'
in Detroit, and the “Cleveland
Inner City,” and a ‘‘Manifesto
News” in Philadelphia, A color-
ing book for black children also
has been lssued.

—A school, called the Frantz
Fanon Institute, named for the
black psychiatrist from Mart-
inque who was among the first
to preach Black Power, 15 now
being set up In a church base-
ment In Detroit, for special
studies In community organiza.
tion and black culture, Fanon
died in 1981,

“We're concentrating at this
point on training and communi-
ty organization,’ the Rev. Mr.

Laird Sees
Lowering Of
Draft Calls

By FRED 8. HOFFMAN
AP Military Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre-
tary Defense Melvin R. Laird
today predictéd lower  draft
calls next year.

He warned, however, that the
size of the draft and achieve.
ment of an all-volunteer force
by mid-1978 will depend on
congressional approval of mil-
tary pay boosts and other meas-
ures,

In a news conference round-
ing out 1070, Lalird said he is
“confident our efforts'' in mov.
ing toward an all-voluntser
force '‘will mean we will have
lower draft calls next year.”

He refused to forecast how far
the 1971 draft calls will fall be-
low this year's 163,500,

The call for January, totalling
17,000 men for the Amy, is the
highest since last spring, but
this reflects seasonal fluctua-
tions in the draft pattern which
normally falls off in the Chrtst-
mas period.

Laird stuck to his goaj of an
all-volunteer force by mid-1973
and sald achlevement of this
goal is ‘‘of course dependent on
certain things taking place.”

Among other things, he sald
this involves congressional ap-
proval of a 20 per cent pay in-
crease for lower ranked enlisted
men, and money for bettering
living conditions and education
for servicemen,

““The pay situation 18 most im-
portant, Laird said.

He volced confidence that “‘we
can support a military force of 2
million to 2.4 million on & volun-
tary basis.”

The force stands now at about
2.9 milMon,

Laird added that budget in-
creases of about four to five per
cent g year in military manpow.
er costs will be necessary for
some years ahead.

The cutter Escanaba reported
the @1 rescued Finnish crewmen
to be in good condition and said
they would remain aboard until
the search was completad,

The bow section overturned
and drifted away during the
darkness and the searchers
Wwere attempling to locate it.
The six men aboard were
belleved lost.

Red Troops Route
In Phnom Penh Pus

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) — Four hundred North
Vietnamese and Viet Cong
troops assaulted a Cembodian
garrison in Phnom Penh's outer
deftnse ring and fought hand to
hand with government troops
before withdrawing today.

Cambodian fleld reports sald
four Cambodian troops were
killed and 12 wounded. Enemy
casualties were put at 10 killed
and 25 wounded,

The fighting began Sunday
night at the garrison at Roka-
kong, 22 miles north of Phnom
Penh, after 15 North Viet
namese used the official govern-
ment ppssword to penetrate
Cambodian lines. They wert not
recognized as enemy troops un-
til some Cambodian soldiers
heard them whispering in Viet-
namese,

Shots were then exchanged
and the Communist command
sent in reinforcements that en-
gaged Cambodian troops In
close combat until dawn.

Cambodian officers sald they
could not call in air strikes with-
out rlso endangering govern-
ment troops.

North Vietnamese troops oc-
cupy positions a half-mile north
of Rokakong, a district town on
the Mekong's west bank. The
market, on Rokakong's northern
outskirts, has been the scene of
frequent shooting incidents in-
volving foraging Cambodian
and enemy troops.

South Vietnamese paratroop-
ers clearing a road 25 miles
northwest of Rokakong were re-
ported to have killed 25 of the
enemy. Thelr Saigon headquar-
ters sald two South Vietnamese
were killed and four wounded.
Many enemy loases, the com-
mand sald, were inflicted by air
strikes.

The South Vietnamese com-
mand reported in S8aigon that 34
enemy soldlers were killed in
South Vietnam, half of them by
local militia near Gio Linh just
south of the demilitarized zone,
Enemy motar shells caused
light allied casualties at a hand-
ful of government military
posts, spokesmen said, but two
more serious attacks hit U.S.
bases,

At Camp Eagle, headquarters
of the U.S. Alrborne Division
southeast of Hue, nine 122mm
rockets fell, inflicting light
casualties including some
deaths, the U.8. Command re-
ported.

Nine Americans were wound-
ed in a 40-minute mortar attack
on the U.8, Air Bage at Phan
Saigon and a ground assault
against an artillery position on
the base's southwestern side.

Enemy casualties were not

"2 known, the command said.

U.S. helicopter crews reported
seeing an enemy base camp in
the central highlands province
Kontum, Fighter-bombers were
called, and then bombs killed 14
enemy, & headguarters commu-
nique sald, -

A minibus detonated a Viet
Cng mine in Highway 22 near
the capital of Tay Ninh Prov-
ince, the BSouth Vietnamese
command sald. A Vietnamese
soldler and 11 clvillans were
killed and five Vielnamese
wounded.

The incident occurred Sunday
morning 8 miles northwest of
Salgon.

The U.8. Command reported
meanwhile, that the authorized
U.8. troop strength dropped to
837,000 as of Christmas Eve, a
reduction of 1300 from the pre-
vious week.

This {8 the fewest Americans
in Vietnam since Oct. 22, 1968,
when there were 337,400, The
new total is 6,100 men below the
year's end target figure of
344,000 set by President Nixon,

POMPANO BEACH, Fla.
(AP)—Dr. Charles M. 8lack, re-
tired atomlc researcher who died
Christmas Day at the age of 69,
will be buried here Tuesday.

Kraeer Funeral Home sald he
died of a rare lung disease
caused by exposure to beryl-
Hlum, He was director of a
Westinghouse Electric Corp.
laboratory that used the ele-
ment to melt uranium in the
early 1040s for the Manhattan
Project for America's first atom
bomb.

The discase killed several of
his colleagues aboul 25 years
ago, but 8lack's case was dor-
mant until recently, There are
800 cases on record.

Although beryllium is no long-
“er used in atomic research, ex-
perts say the disease is spread-
ing due to use of the metal in
the nation's space program..

Slack was technical director
of the Westinghouse division
that bullt the reactor engine for
the Nautilus, the first atomic
submarine,

He developed high speed X-
ray equipment to take plctures
of bullets Inside gun barrels,
under a 1939 goyernment con-
tract. #He recelv awards for
hia X.ray photographs showing
footballs and other objects
ly distorted when kicked,

A 1922 graduate of the Unl-
versity of Georgia, he recelved
a PhD in physics from Colum-
bia University in 1926, He jolned
Westinghouse a year later.

At Stake In
Ballot Call

‘' NEW DELHI (AP) — Prime
Minister Indira Gandhl ia atak-
ing her future on a general elec-
tion called a year early to com-
bat conservatives blocking her
Bocialist program.

India’'s woman leader dis-
solved the lower house of Par-

* liament Sunday night and or-

dered new general elections 13
months before the expiration of
the legislature’'s five.year term.
It is the firat time in India's 23
years of independence that Par-
Hament has not served out its
time.

Chief RElection Commissioner
8, P. Sen-Varma sald today he
would recommend the voting for
the 520 seats in the lower house
begin Feb. 28 or March 1. Ho es-
timated it would take three or
four days for the polling to be
completed, and a new govern-
ment should be formed by the
end of the fiscal year on March
81, when a new budget must be
approved.

In the first four general elec-
tions held in India since 1862, an
estimated 60 per cent of the
electorate woted. An estimated
280 milllon persons now are eli-
gible to vote.

“Time will not wait for us,"”
Mra. Gandhi gaid in a broadcast
explaining her election declsion.
“Millions who demand food,
gshelter and jobs are pressing for
action. Parliamentary democra-
cy resides with the people, That
is why we have decided to go to
‘our people and to seek a fresh
mandate from them. . .

“Violent activities are being
aorganized by extremists.’ Reac-
tionary groups are arousing
communal passions and trying
to divide our people. This has
also led to a breakdown of law
and order and the dislocation of
normal life to our people,'”

Mrs. Gandhi decided to go to
the voters after a Supreme
Court decision reversing her ab-
olition of the princely class and
thelr special privileges gave her
an emotional issue with which
to belabor her conservative op-
ponents,

The court early In the year
plso overruled her nationaliza-
tion of the banks, but she was
able to muster sufficient majori-
ty in parliament to accomplish
this, But she cannot command
the two-thirds majority neces-
sary for a constitutiona! amend-
ment to lift the titles, govern-
ment stipends and other privi-
leges of the nation's 278 maha-
rajas.

Mrs. Gandhi came out of the
1967 general election with a 40-
vote majority in the Lok Babha,
or House of the People, but the
ruling Congress party split In
November 1980 and Mrs. Gandhi
was left with only about 220
seats, or some 40 less than a
majority. 8he stayed in power
by an alllance with more leftist
parties, including the Commu-
nists,

Opposing her is a triumvirate
of conservative parties, the
right wing of the old Congress
party; the Swatantra, a free en-
terprise party, and the Jana
Singh, & Hindu nationalist par-

ty.

ySlddavannhall! Nijalingappa,
president of the anti-Gandhi
Congress faction, welcomed the
announcement of the elections,
saying, “They will give an op-
portunity to the nation to choose
between democracy and dicta-
torghip.”

Ancient, Mysterious Basques

 In Center of Many Upheavals

MADRID (AP) — In the 16th
century an angry people in the
north of Spain stoned Emperor
Carlos V of Germany when he
arrived to claim his family in.
heritance, the Spanish throne.

Descendants of those angry
natives still are angry and still
throw  stones—or something
more explosive. They are the
Basques, an anclent mysterious
people who have been in the
center of political upheavals for
centuries,

These are the people who
have dreamed up a political
nightmare for Gen. Francisco
Franco, the worst he has had in
his three decades as chief of the
Spanish state.

Sixteen of thelr sons and
daughters were the centerplece
of a show-case military court-
martial that brought death sen-
tences for six and 351 years In
prison for nine, One was ac.
quitted.

In the stormy history of the
Basque people this is an epl-
sode, for the Basgues have
fought nnd won snd fought and
lest for hundreds of years.

The great-grandfathers of the
16 extremists fought the bloody
Carlist wars against the Spanish
throne in the 19th century. It
was no accident that two Ro-
man Catholic priests were
among the 16, Priests often led
the Carlist armies.

The roots of the Basques go

back beyond the written skein of
history, Their origins are sub-
ject to guesswork. Even their
language is like no other in Eu.
rope,

This basic separntism extends
to their politics, thelr sports and
their dress.

About one million Spaniards
are Basques. They live in three
provinces covering 38,080 squdre
miles in Northern Spain along
the border with France. They
are the Alava, Guipuzcon and
Vizeaya provinces.
