MADRID (AP) — Spaniards
turned their attention today to
ringing In the New Year after
Generallssimo Francisco Fran-

co spared six Basque national-
ists from execution,

Commutation of the death
sentences Wednesday night -sent
Basques in northern 8pain into
the streets dancing and relaxed
the tension that had gripped the
country for weeks, Pope Paul
VI, the Archblnhop of Canter-
bury and other forelgn leaders
expressed appreciation for
Franco’s clemency.

The six Basgues were sen-
tenced to death Monday in Bur-
gos by a milifary court which
convicted them of the murder of
a chief of the political police,
Three of them received double
death sentences,

Franco, faced with the
gravest political crisis of his 31-
year rule and under heavy pres-
sure from abroad, reduced the
sentences to 30 years each in
prison, to be served concurrent-
ly with prison sentences ranging
from 27% to 60 years given five
of them by the military court.

Franco's decree specified that
the six Basques are barred from
any general amnesties and that
they cannot reduce their prison
terms by good behavior or extra
work.

There was no clemency for
nine other Basques in the Bur-
gos trial who got prison terms
of 12 to 70 years for terrorist ac-
tivity., But it was belleved none
of the 15 would serve more than
20 years since 30 years and a day
Is considered fulfillment of a life
sentence in Spain. The oldest of
the defendants is 87.

Shortly after Franco's clem-
ency was announced, the chief
of state, in his annual televised
New Year message, said his ac-
tion allowed Spain to begin the
Holy Year — obhserved every
five years — ‘'with spirits of

e."

‘“We can beg God to bless the
efforts’ with which Spaniards
are mapping a better future for
our children,” Franco said.

He said though BSpaninrds
must remain ‘“united {n the es-
sentials’’ for the better of their
country, . conflicting political
views should be  conveyed
through existing institutional or-
gans

‘“‘What we cannot permit,"” he
sald, “is that discrepancy be-
comes violent action which the
law punishes and which we are
not ready to tolerate.”

By his clemency, Franco re-
buffed archconservatives in the
army and the government who

Train Crash
Claims Many
In Mideast

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — A
passenger train and a freight
train collided today 37 miles
from the Iranian town of Arde-
kan, the afternoon newspaper
Kayhan reported. It sald 70 per-
sons were feafed to have per-
ished.

The paper reported that by
noon 50 bodles had been recov.
ered from the wreckage while
officials In [Tehran have con.
firmed a toll of 15,

Reporting from the scene, the
paper’'s correspondent sald 130
persons were seriously injured,
‘‘some still erying under tons of
steel.”

Most of the 300 persons on
poard the passenger train were
mine and raillway workers head-
ing for Isfahan, 200 miles south
of Tehran, for the weekend holl-
day.

First reports said the passen-
ger train had been given &
green light as it passed through
Sassan station but the signal op-
erator appeared to have failed
to notice the approach of the
freight train,

The wreckage at Sasson sta-
tion was described as "'a heap
of crumpled pieces of steel,"
with bodies scattered through
the overturned passenger cars,

As rallway officials rushed to
the scene, the iInjured were
being transported to hospitals in
Ardekan end in Yezd, the pas-
senger (rain's poinl of depar-
ture.

Rescue workers struggled to
release the injured trapped un-
der crushed compartments.

General Assembly Faces
Same Housekeeping Woes

HARTFORD (AP) — Legisla-
tors returning for the 1971 ses-
slon of the General Assembly
will find many of the same
housekeeping problems awaiting
them,

Newcomers, among them a
new governor, will be treated
to a few innovations in the
crowded 982-year-old State Cap-
itol. Among them is a versa-
tile computer system for Instant
presentation of the history of
bills under consideration.

Capitol workers have been on
the job for weeks, moving In
new desks and filing equipment,
juggling room assignments and
equipment allocation so that
everything fits,

Meanwhile, governor-elect
Thomas Meskill has been wear-
ing what amounts o two hats:
being in Washington to fill his
responsibility to the Congress as
representative from the Con-
necticut's Sixth District while
keeping his eye on his coming
job as the head of the state's
government,

Facing @11 appointments,
some of which must be approv-
ed by the legislature, Meskill is
not expected to announce any
of them untll after he succeeds
Gov. John Dempsey on Jan. 6.

The Meskills have arranged
to sell their Washington home
and are scheduled to move into
the governor’s residence on
Progpect Street on umugumuon
day.

The legislature, as usunl, will
have more space problems than
the governor. The reduction in
the number of legislative com-
mittees from 30 to 19 will ease
the problem of shared hearing
rooms. The increase in the size
of individual committees, how-
eves, will meke public hdarings
on controversial bills more jam-
med than ever.

Parking, too, will be a grow-
ing problem. A slight increase
in the working staff at the
capitol has resulted in about 800
persons wanting authorization to
park in some 200 spots at the

from other states, will have to

either sneak into a nearby lot
or park in a downtown garage
and taxi to Capitol Hill.

The most notable addition at
the Capitol hes caused some of
the biggest headaches so far,
An electronic system designed
to present the latest informa-
tion on bills before the legisla-
ture has been expanded to be.
come the first of its kind in the
country.

Hooked into the state's com-
puters in a building farther
down Capitol Avenue, television-
like devices with keyboards will
feed bill information to the
electronic ‘‘brain,’” where it can
be recalled immediately at any
of several locations.

At the end of the day, the
bill information will be printed
on a sheet, which in turn will
be used to print up the calendar
of events for legislators and
others on the following day. Bill
information for the entire ses.
sion can be stored in the com-
puter, remaining available for
reprintings of the statutes or
resubmission next year,

‘Capitol sources say the new
system for preparing the calen-
dar may be a bit more costly
at the start but eventually
could save the state up o
$100,000 per session.

The calendars previously were
printed by a lelterpress sys-
tem. The volume of work for
recent sessions, however, caused
the printer to refuse to continue

the job on an overnight basis,
As & result, the state decided
to take advantage of its com-
puter capabllity and switch to
an offset printing process, using
the computer's own copy.

Right now, with the problem
of programming the mass of
bill information being filed by
legislators, “it's difficult be-
cause we don’t have the people
to handle the flow,"” says Lu-
cille M. Dow, t to the
house clerk. The other big head-
ache ls space, which she says
is “nothing but problems.'

One new eyesore has davelop-
ed. To accommodate the new
legislative research staff, the
bill-filing shelves have been
moved from their previous

U.S. Startfs
Viet Truce

For Holiday

SAIGON (AP) — US. and
South Vietnamese forces began
observing & 24-hour New Yeiir's
cease-fire tonight as the allied
commands announced sharp in-
creases in their casualties last
week despite the Christmas
truce. .

The U.S. Command said 41
Americans were killed in action,
18 more than the week before,
while South Vietnamese combat
dead increased from 266 to 301
last week, Enemy casualties
dropped, however, with 1,260 re-
ported killed last week com-
pared with 1,433 a week earlier.

An American spokesman sald
there was no major upsurge in
battiefield action to account for
the increases but there were nu-
merous small contacts, He said
the American total also proba-
bly was increased by some
“splllover,"” deaths the previous
week that had not been included
in that total, which was the low-
est in more than five years.

Another 141 Americans were
reported wounded last week, 28
less than the weeck before, the
U.8. Command said. A total of
44,208 Americans now have been
killed in action in the Vietham
war and 208,224 have been
wounded, according to the US.
Command.

With the start of the New
Year's truce, allied forces were
instructed to cease all combat
operations except in self-defense
until 6 p.om. Friday — 5 am.
BEST.

The Viet Cong proclaimed a
72-hour cease-fire beginning 17
hours before the allled truce,
but the Saigon government re-
ported that the enemy broke his
cease-fire 20 minutes after it
started with a lightning “attack
that killed 10 persons at a ham-
let 2¢ miles northwest of Saigon.

Rescue Workers at Mine

Unecover 38th Dead Vietim

HYDEN, Ky. (AP) —
Rescue workers found two
more bodies deep inside a
mountain today, bringing
to 38 the number killed in a
searing blast at a mine cit-
ed earlier this year by fed-
eral inspectors for safety
violations,

A four-inch layer of snow hid
some traces of the disasler at
the Finley Coal Co, as the bod-
ies were carried to the surface.

H. N. Kirkpatrick, state com-
missioner of mines, announced
the mine was belng closed until
Saturday morning when inspec-
tion teams will move into the
operation,

The only known survivor of
the blast was hospitalized with
minor injuries, Incurred when
he was blown back out of the
tunnel,

Charles Finley, co-owner of
the mine, acknowledged there
were “small violations”
charged by federal inspectors
under the new Mine Safety Act
but declined to elaborate,

“I'd rather not answer loo
many of those questions,” Fin-
ley told newsmen gathered nt
the headquarters for the rescue
teams,

Finley, sleepless after a
night-long vigil, sald there were
about 100 miners employed on
three shifts inside the ngnunion
plant. He said their pay aver-
aged “better than $24 a day.”

The original list provided by
the company showed 39 men
were working Wednesday after-
noon when the blasl occurred.
But officials sald one of the men
apparently was not in the mine,

Commissioner Kirkpatrick
also said he believed all victims
had been removed from the
mine, five miles from Hyden.

President Nixon, prevented by
bad weather from flying to the
site, expressed his sympathy to
the families of the victims, re-
lnying his message through
Gov, Loule B. Nunn.

Nunn said the President, dur-
ing a telephone conversgation,
“advised me that he would sup-
port any additional legisiation
that was determined o be need-
ed, and would be helpful in
eliminating mine tragedies;

“Further, he said that the ef-
fort to enforce existing legisla-
tion, which he signed into law,
would be redoubled.”

Everett Bartlett, supervisor of
the Hazard district of the Ken-
tucky Department of Mines and
Minerals, attributed the disaster
to one of two things:

““Either they were shooting
(dynamiting) the coal in there
or it was a blown (electrical)
cable.”

Two Jews’ Lives

Spared by Russia

MOSCOW (AP)—The Soviet Union spared today the
lives of two Jews convicted of treason in the Leningrad
hijack case. One of them will serve his labor camp sen-

tence under
seribed as “slow death.”

. The Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation ordered 15-
year confinement for Edward
Kuznetsov, 31, and Mark Dyms-
hits, 43. It decreed highly re-
strictive conditions, including a
xcduged diet, fer Kuznetsov,

‘It “also reduc ed the Ierbor
camp terms glun in Leningrad
to three other defendants but
upheld the other six sentences.

The trial and sentencing of
the Jews set off a storm of pro-
tests in Western Europe, Israel
and the United States, and a
number of foreign governments
and leaders appealed to the So-
viet government for clemency.

The uppeal court reversed the
death sentences less than 24
hours after Generalissimo Fran-
cisco Franco, the Spanish chief
of state, commuted the death
sentences of six Basque nation-
allsts, and Russians sympathet-
ic to the Leningrad defendanta

‘gaid the Russian court undoubt-

edly was influenced by Fanco's
actlon.

The 11 defendants—nine Jews
and two Gentiles—were arrest-
ed in June as they prepared to
board a small Soviet airliner in
Leningrad for Finland. At the
trial, which began Dec. 15 and
ended Christmas Eve, the Jews
admitted planning to hijack the
plane because the Soviet gov-
ernment refused to let them em-
igrate to Israel. They were
charged with treason,

“In considering their ap-
peals,'" the Soviet news agency
Tass reported, “'the Supreme
Court proceeded from the fact
that the hijack attempt was
averted in time and that under
the Soviet law the death penally
is an exceplional measurc of
punishment."’

The court acted after a hear-
ing that lasted o 'day and a half,
Barred from the courtroom,
supporters of the defendants
stood outside the building in the
rain and snow as the arguments
went on inside.

Kuznetsov, who had a pistol
when he was arrvested, was or-
dered confined under ‘“‘especial-
ly strict regime,"" meaning he
will be allowed only one visitor
a year, a subsistence diet of
abouty one third the number of
calories required to sustain
good health, and no food parcels
from outside,

Dymshits, who was to have
flown the plane, was sentenced
o “'strict regime' confinement,

imposed on those not sentenced
to death,

Hogers senl a personal appeal
Lo Soviel Foreign Minister An.
drei Gromyko asking that the
sentences be reduced. the Wash-
ington Post reported.

Rabbli Herschel Schacter of
New York, chairman of the
American Jewish Conference on
Soviet Jewry, sald much of the
administration’s action to help
the defendants “‘was confiden-
tial and we would just as soon
leave It that way."

But he said Nixon "manifest-
ed ‘a lnrge range of knowledge
of the situation’ and the leaders
left their meeting "heartened by
the President's knowledge, con-
cern and understanding.’

The others who met with Nix-
on and Rogers were William
Wexler of Savannah, Ga., presi-
dent of the B'Nal B'rith and
chairman of the conference of
Pregsidents of Major American
Jewish Organizations, and Max
Fisher of Detroit, president of
the Federation of Wellare
Funds.

New Car Dealers Stalled
At Dollar-Shy Stop Sign

By OHARLES C. CAIN

DETROIT (AP) — The guy
who is a little reluctant about
trading In the family car for a

new model I8 going to find him-
self the No. 1 sales target of the
auto industry in 1971.

'“We know a lot of people who
generally trade every two or
three years are sitting tight at
the moment, because of infla-
tien and other problems and we
have to give them a good deal
and convince them,"” was the
way veteran ruto dealer George
Higgins of  Ferndale, Mich,,
summed it up,

Higgins, with 37 years in the
auto business, expressed his be-
llef that all the Industry’'s new
1971 cars are overpriced but he
said it was because of econom-
lcs, especinlly the wage pack-
age and other benefits won by
the United Auto Workers in
their recent negotiations.

“When the new price tags
wore posted and then increased
again after the UAW and Gener-
al Motors settled, the figures
kind of jarred a lot of potential
customers and made them think
twice about getting a new car,"
he sald.

Higgins noted that some cus-
tomers, who normally buy &
new car every three years, had
switched their buying habits be-
cause of inflation and a general
tightness of money. “Some of
them are gettling for late 1969 or
1970 models this time around.”

A crosscheck of the auto in-
dustry showed most of the sales
action is taking place in the
highest priced and lowest priced
ends of the line with middle
priced cars being the slow mov-
ers.

One auto man explained it
this way, "A lot of the people
who buy big' cars—Cadillacs,
Chryslers and Continentals and
the like—are professional men,
such as doclors, top executives
and such and they like the pres.
tige of & big car. Also, a lot of
them get help from their com-
panies on their car purchases so
their own pocketbook does not
take the total rap."

He continued, ‘"You also have
a lot of buyers, who ordinarily
might drive a medium sized
Ford, Buick or Dodge, moving
down to the compact or subcom-
pact end of the line because of
the economic squeexe.'

Stunrt Perkins, president of
Volkswagen of America, took
exception to that idea, saying,
“We do not belleve that the
sharp Increase In small car
sales 1s related to the turndown
in the economy as much as it Is
to increasing public awareness
of the small car's advantages.
In addition, the small car by its
conservation of space, materials
and fuel provides advantages
for the community as a whole."

, one of the nation's
top volume Pontiac dealers,
sald he was convinced there
“will not be any real action in
the suto market before April 1."
He explained, “A lot of families
across the nation were hit by ef-
fects of the GM strike, some are
still paying Christmas bills and
then it will be income tax time
which will mean less money for
new cars right then."

A survey showed most GM
dealers are getling almost a
normal supply of new cars now,
compared with the trickle that
went to GM dealers during the
10-week strike.

“We are still short of Vegas
but the pipeline should be filled
in three or four weeks and we
will be In a better position to
take on both Ford's Pinto and
the imports,"” sald a Chevrolet
dealer,

Higgins sald his own research
indicated that car buyers, while
they might visit several show-
rooms to look at cars and get
competitive prices, tend more
and more to the lden of buying
car from the dealer clogest to
their home.

“Service is the big word today
and people want assurance that
they will be well treated by peo-
ple they know,'' he sald.

A suggestion by the Pennsyl-
vanla Automotive Assoclation
that the length of new car fl-
nancing be upped from 36 to 48
months drew little support from
the auto firms of Detroit deal-
ers,
“I don't think the 48-month
idea will become very widely
accepted,” sald a source close
to GM, Higgins commented,
“I'd hate to look at what the fi-
nance charges would be on a
four-year deal ... They would
drive & lot of customers away,
for by the time you pald 48
monthly installments, you'd
have an old car on your hands
and it would be time to trade
again.”

Dealers in general felt that
the favored ones In the sales
race at the moment are CArs
like Valiant, Dart, Pinto, Grem-
lin, Volkswagen nand—as the
supply increases—Vega.

‘The demand for minicars
probably will stay ahead of the
supply for another two 'months
but by that time the two should
balance out and from then on It
will be a selling job for all the
various makes,” one dealer
said.

Higgins sald the price tags
left plenty of room for dealing.

Good newn wasa recelved in the
area of industrial growth, with
the gale of land in the industrial
park to GQGlass Industries of

Taxes

Taxes rose by six mills during
the year, hitting the 70 mill
mark. The increase was one of
the lowest of the area towns,
and of towns throughout the
state in the same population
category. . ’
1t did little to lessen the tax-
payers’ pain at digging deeper
into the pocketbooks, however.

The mill rate was kept down
somewhat by the substantial 11
per cent increase in the town's
grand list, here again; one of
the highest in the state for the
town's population category.
The grand list increased by
$3,057,485 reaching a total of
$27,635,0085.

Although the town is presently
in the midst of a revaluation
program its benefits will not be
reflected in the next budget due
to the splitting of the program
over a two-year period.

The 70-mill rate was set on an
approved town budget of $2,721,-
636. This final figure resulted
after a $106,000 cut in the Board
of Education budget and a $27,-
172 cut in the general govern-
ment budget.

The school board agreed to &
$60,000 cut but declined to take
the balance of $46,000 claiming
it would be unable to do so with-
out severely curtailing the edu-
cational portion of the budget
directly affecting the pupils' in-
struction. At the close of the
year the school board was at-
tempting to revamp its budget
to affect some reduction In an
anticipated $44,000 deficit.

~Education

The local school population
jumped by an additional 345
pupils between the close of
school in June and the Septem-
ber reopening date.

The high school added s
first  senifor class, and total
local school enrollment reached
the 2,670 student mark, com-
pared to 1,568 just five years
ago.

As usual many of the town's
problems occurred in the area
of '‘education. Constructich dif-
ficultlies delayed the opening of
the 850-student middle school
until Dec, 22, prompting the
students to attend school for
three months on double ses-
sions.

The year started off with mov-
ing day at Meadowbrook School
where the young students were
pressed into service to help
move their desks and equipment
into the ten-room addition.

The scene was repeated at
the end of the year as the mid-
dle gchool students-arrived on
achool buses with their books
and other belongings to be plac-
ed in the new middle achool.

Winter transportation problems
plagued the Board of Educa-
tion during 1970 resulting in the
purchase of 156 new buses by the
bus contractor even though some
of the buses he already had
were less than two years old.

A proposed adult education
program fell by the wayside
as the result of budget cutting
by the school board.

Slippery Water Chemical
Seen Aid to Fire Fighters

CHICAGO-—Biochemists have
developed a ‘‘slippery water”
that more than doubles the abll-
ity of firemen to douse blazes.

The chemical additive that
lets water slide through hoses
ecaslly was described recently
to a session of the American
Association for the Advance-
ment of Sclence by an official
of the Rand Institute, which is
studying ways to make the New
York City Fire Department
more efficlient,

The ‘‘slippery water'" was
tested for 14 months in New
York City under actual fire
conditions reported Dr. Edward
H. Bium of the Rand Institute.

“Slippery water” Is inexpen-
slve, handy and solves a prob-
lern that has bedeviled firemen
for years: How to gel large
amounts of water through light
and manageable hoses without
friction cutting down the water
pressure.

“Fou ean cut off 1 million
dolars of damage in a 10 million
dollar fire with 300 dollars
waorth of the stuff," said Blum.

“The stuff’ Is polyethylene
oxlde, a long chain organic mol-
ecule called a polymer that in-
creases the flow of water
through a hose by 70 per cent
and doubles the reach of the
stream,

A fireman  can deliver as
much “alippery water” with a
light, easily manageable hose
as he could previously with the
large, bulky and hard.to-handle
hose now in use.

Polyethylene oxide has been
known for about 25 years, but
until two years ago it was re-
garded as a laboratory curious.
ity,” sald Blum,

Blum sald mechanical feeders
are added to the pumpers that
inject small amountz of the
chemlical—-a powder that in
stored in a plastic bag—into the
water as it comes from the
hydrant to the pumper, which
powers It over the fire.

“Slippery  water,” being
marketed by Union Carblde
Corp., under the trade name
Rapld Water, costs 3 dollars
for 10 gallons, which i{s enough
to convert 10,000 gallons of
water, One million gallons of
“slippery water''—more than
enough to fight a giant blaze—
costs 300 dollara.

Killian Rules
Abortion Lures
Illegal in State

HARTFORD (AP)—It is ille-
gal to publish abortion referral
advprtisements in ' Conmecticut,
Atty. Gen. Robert K, Killlan
ruled Wednesday.

Killian's opinion came in re-
sponse to a request from the
University of Bridgeport where
the student newspaper, “‘The
Scribe,” had been publishing
such advertisements which car-
ried an out of state telephone
number,

Killlan sald the action of
some states legalizing abortion
does not invalidate a Connecti-
cut law barring anyone from,
“by publication, lecture or oth-
erwise'’, encouraging others lo
obtain abortions,

Killian noted he 1s not consti.
tutionally empowered to advise
private institutions such as the
University of Bridgeport, but
added that his opinion on the
matter was the same as that of
the university's own legal
counsel,

The editorial staff of *'The
Scribe' agreed several weeks
ago to halt publication of the

, abortion referral advertisements

pending Killian's ruling.

One staff member - sald
Wednesday, however, that .the
paper would try to find other,
and presumably legal, ways of
providing the UB student body
with abortion information.’ He
was quoted as saying such in-
formation constitited an Impor-
tant service.

State Auditors

Request Tighter
Rein on Payroll

HARTFORD (AP) Con-
necticut’s official auditors ap-
pealed Wednesday for legisla-
tive. action to help tighten
control of the state’s $300 mil-
lion payroll,

In & preliminary report, the
auditora complain that the lack
of & promised computer system
to handle checks for the state's
45,000 employes has resulted in
loopholes that could leave room
for* fraudulent checks,

The computer system, au-
thorized by the 1987 General
Assembly, would permit verifi-
cation of pay checks before they
are distributed. The system was
proposed to eliminate pay-day
delays and was accompanied by
legislation permitting payments
before the checks are verified.

‘“The state is now In the posi-
tion practically of giving each
department’s payroll clerk blank
checks with no assurance be-
fore they are cashed that the
proper names or amounts have
been entered,' auditors Henry
J. Becker Jr. and Alan H, Jep-
son reported.

They urged that regulations
be changed to require the comp-
troller, who is in charge of pay-
rolls, to verity the checks before
they are distributed.

The Legialative Management
committee which oversees
operations of the legislature,
took the report under ad-
visement.

The state “Is on the verge of
a crisis because of the break-
down in internal control over
its mode of paying its employes
without proper verification of
authorizations and amounts,"
the auditors said.

They also asked for ‘‘very
early leglslative attention” In
the form of funds to implement
the computer payroll system
and periodic 'reports on pro-
gress of the change,

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A Little More Luck In "717

If there is benefit In mild adversl-
ties, then 1970 should have been, for this
America, a very good year.

Some of our favorite and most cherish-
ed and self-indulgent mock-ups of reality
have fallen apart on us, plunging us back
to surfaces which have rough and
cutting edges, and no easy place for our
new footing.

Many of our political ventures have
gone awry, with the people reacting In
strange and unpredictable ways to sup-
posedly tried and tested formulas,

Once we thought we had rewrillen the
laws of our economy until it had become
a no-fail process in which nobody could
over really get hurt unless he indulged
in individual rashness.

In 1970 we discovered that some crusty
and unpleasant old economic laws were
atill there,. lurking under the surface,
ready to grab the innocent as well as
the rash, the wage siave na well as the
speculator, and impose hardship.

In the realm of foreign policy, we dis.
covered that trying to do the right and
sensible thing can (nvolve almost as
much trouble and be almost as dublous
of result as any ruthless willingness to
operate without principle.

Actually, in our attempted manage-
ment of our economy, in our approaches
to the problem of race relations, in our
efforts in foreign affairs, we encounter-
ed, in 1970, the most disappointing and
cruel of all rewards,

We tried, in one arena after the other,
to do the right thing.

And then we discovered that the thing
we did because we thought it was right
was not always a thing that was golng
to be made to work easily, if at all.

If we move close to our own experi-
ence during the year, then, we find that
it has been a great year for humbling
us — not so severely as to destroy all
hope or capacity for future functioning
— but persistently and consistently
enough to make us realize that we do
not even begin really to know even =
part of it all,

Not even our best most consclentious
effort in able to move straight to its own
reward — not in the perverse kind of
world 1970 has offered us.

Wise old lances, and bright impetuous
young lances, all have shattered them-
selvea, iIn 1970, against the ignoble

dragons standing guard in the unnotic-
ed shadows of every dream.

Except for sobering us down, it wam't
much of a year,

Sober, now, aware, once again, of the
tedious laws of human improvement and
the obstinate nature of the world's vest-
ed problems, reminded once agaln, that
money does not grow limitiessly either
on trees or inside buildings or on
people, self-exhorted, now, to address
ourselves fo the same problems and
situations in a more modest but also
more Industrious and less romantic
mood, we head (nto & new year.

In that new year, our imperfect efforts
to do the right thing in Vietnam, in the
Near East should not be abandoned be-
cause they did not work like miracles in
19, but continued with new and more
careful and still more patient effort,

In that new year, we should still at-
* pempt fo try to hold to our attempt to
denl with cur ecomomy with balapced
messures, and svold premature  sur-
render of the chance that they still may
work. But Seyond that we must be pre-
pursd to face, too, the possibility that

"there can still be such a thing as old -

fashioned economic misery, with no

_revolutionary modern cure in existence,

either, ‘ ;

In our efforts to improve our socisty
and our politics, we must realize that
we cannot allow the stand-offs and the
disappointments of 1970 to degenerate
into stand-stills for 1971, for these are
areas where merely to contemplate
standing still is to plunge sharply back-
wards,

Should we succeed in turning the hard
testing, the disillusionment, the blunt
counsel 1970 has offered us into new
energy to wage the good struggle in 1971,
we will still be rble to use one more
thl!\‘,

We could have, for a change, a lttle
luck, or some kind of break, on. some
benison from a benign Providence which
would see that at least soms 1971 good
intention, admittedly still humanly im-
perfect, gets some kind of partial posl-
tive result.

A Familiar Pattern

Last year, if you will remember, we
accumulated snow before Christmas,
molstened it down with some rain and
sleet, cvovered it over agaln with one or
two fresh falls, and then made our way
through--the entire month of January
with the most even-tempered spell of
weather on record.

It was a month of practically no snow,
with sun-filled ‘day following sun-filled
day.

Not even the sun-filled days, however,
managed to take the thermometer much
pbove freezing.

On the other hand, not even the bright
clear, still nights, so encouraging to the
radiation process, took the thermo-
meters much below zero,

Aside from revealing that human na-
ture can achieve boredom for itself even
in the midst of what might be conaider-
ed ideal winter weather, the only tangi-
ble result of the long even spell of clear
and cold was the fact that the sheath of
fce which had been formed over lawns
and gardens smothered patches of lawn
and some shrubs and plants, shutting
off their natural breathing so that, when
spring thaws finally uncovered them, re-
building, reseeding and replacement
were necessary.

It has been relatively easy to recall,
this week, last January’s unusual span

of weather, for we have been having,-so "

far, o precise duplication out of the same
elements — an ice - based anow cover on
the earth, clear skies for sun and stars,
and enough cold air from Canada to
keep the temperature range just above
zero and just below 30 degrees.

We can remember, alrendy, how bor-
ing it did gét to be last year, day after
day of no snow and no storm and no real
warmth, But we still hardly dare be-
spepk any alternative for the January
about to open out before us. It is still bet-
ter to be bored than blizzarded.

The Uses Of New Year's Eve

K is an odd holliday, New Year's Day.
Although it is marked by the most dy-
namic kind of celebrating when twelve
o'clock is struck the night before, even
the most enthuslastic partygoers are
not quite sure why they are tooting
horns and embracing their friends. For
most people it is enough that it Is New
Year's Eve, and the party is the thing,

eve. The new day Is like all other days,
just another footstep along man’s mean-
path, But the break in the calen-
dar does seem right for taking stock of
ves,
e poople will gather with friends
parties to consume unwise
amounts of ardent spirits, and their new
year will begin with an uncomfortable
moming after. Quieter folk will snap on
the television to watch the crowd at
Times Square, a crowd of individuals
whose reasons for being where they are
defy ordinary notions of sensible behay-

melancholy at midnight may be superi-
or to the laughter in any crowded room.

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Shakespea.re’ s Bard

By Rowland Evans Jr. and Robert D. Novak

WASHINGTON - Quite apart
from his well-publicized foreign
policy disputes with Secretary
of State William P. Rogers,
Frank Shakespeare, the hard-
driving head of the United States
Information Agency, s coming
under Incrensing criticism for
turning USIA's watchdog advis-
ory commission into a propa-
ganda arm for his own agency.

In fact, the Presidentially-
appointed United States Advis-
ory Commission on Information
is beilng used probably more
than ever before in its 22-year
history under the tutelage of
Shakespeare, a militant anti-
Communist hardliner. It should
be used, but what bothers erifics
s how it 18 being used.

These critics — including for-
mer commission-members and
government officlals close to
USIA operations — worry that
under Shakespearg some mem-
bers of the advisory commission
are flacking for the agency.

For example, the close rela-
tionship- between commibsion
member Willlam F. Buckley,

Jr., the conservative polemicist,

columnist, and editor of the
learned, conservative journal,
National Review, and the USIA
head results in frequent Buck-
ley sallies in defense of
Shakespeare., The most recent
came (n National Review's
Dec. 16 issue on the infamous
case of the Lithuanian seaman
who tried to defect to an Amer-
fcan Coast Guard vessel

With an oblique attack on the
State Department's handling of
the affair, Buckley's magazine
said that the "one factor alone
(that) keeps the disgrace of the
Simas incident from being total"
was the forthright way It was
handled by USIA's Voice of
America.

Few would disagree with that
assessment, What is questioned
is the propriety of one member
of the five-man commission
(charged by law with conduct-
ing objeotive, formal! '‘apprais-
als" of USIA policies and oper-
ations) pronouncing ad hoc judg-
ments,

Likewise there were raised
eyebrows when Buckley under-
took to write a letter in defense
of Shakespeare-against an attack
by the Economist, the Tory-
oriented British journal, last
Feb, 18, Shakespeare may well
have deserved a defense, bul
critics here believe that in mak-
ing It Buckley crossed the thin
line that should separate the
agency from its Presidential
OVErseers. B

When Shakespeare first put
Buckley on the commission (via
White House  appointment),

Buckley made no bones of his
intention to wrile about USIA
whenever the spirit moved. That
should have flickered a caution
signal in Shakespeare's brain,

Thus, on Buckley's three
globnl tours al taxpayer ex-
pense since his appointment In
June 196¢—to Vienna in July
19689, to the Far East in Novem-
ber-December 1969, and to Lon.
don, Paris, Moscow, Warsaw,
Bucharest, and Belgrade Inst
May—Buckley has written glow-
ingly abdut USIA.

One whole newspaper column
from those trips was devoted
to a defense of Shakespeare in
Buckley's wry, urbane style.
When Buckley was later attack-
ed in the press for using tax-
payers'—money to travel the
world and write encomiums for
the head of the agency he over-
sees, Buckley—no poor boy —

forthrightly offered to make full

restitution. The offer was ignor-
ed.

This sharply contrasts with
the punctifious Clark Mollen-
hoff, who, as a working journal.
ist on the commission from 1961
to 1964, refused ecither to write
a line about USIA or take a
single trip at’ taxpayers' ex-
pense.

Shakespeare's original intent
was to make Buckley chairman
of the commission. The then
chairman, CBS president Frank
Stanton, is known-to have want-
ed out—partly, say Stanton in-
timates, . because critics might
perceive a possibly incestuous
relationship with Shakespeare,
aformer CBS vice president.

Six Army Bandsmen

Fight Move Orders

NEW YORK — In an unusual
action, six members of a U8,
Army Band are charging that
their transfer has been ordered
from New York City not be-
cause of their playing ability, or
lack of it, but because they op-
pose American involvemgnt in
the Vietnam war.

After challenging thelr trans-
fer under military law, the mu-
sicians have gone to Fedegral
Court to seek an injunction
against the Army. This week
Federal Judge Jack B. Wein-
stein of the Eastern District of
New York issued a restraining
order against the transfer of ane
G.1I. and has asked for more in-
formation about the other five.

The bandsmen claim that they
have been subject to punitive
transfers abroad and to Texas
because they signed petitions
against the war, and because
their wivea turned up at a con-
cert last July with antiwar
placards,

A spokesman for the Army at
Ft. Wadsworth, Staten Island,
where the band Is stationed, de-
clined all comment on the case
since it is now before the courts.
This account of the controversy
was given by David Cortwright,
24, of Stroudsburg, Pa., a bari-
tone horn player iné the 26th
Army Band,

The dispute began, according
to Cortwright, when 38 out of
60 members of the band signed
an antiwar petition published
in the New York Times on Nov.
9, 1969. The signeras were ldenti-
fied as soldiera at ¥t. Wads-
worth,

After the ad was publshed,
Cortwright says, the band was
called In special formation and
£.wven a warning against such
expression by Chief Warrant
Off cer Patrick !9 Flores, the
bandleader. When another anti-
war petition was circulated last
spring, the players were ad:
vised to withdraw their names
from it or face mass transfers,
Cortright asserts. This was dis-
cussed at a meeting of the band,
and it was declded not to sign.

Then on July 4, during an In-
dependence Day concert on
Staten Island, four wives and
one flancee of the players
turned up with antiwar plac-
ards, an Incident that was re-
ported in the presa. On July 8,
another special formation was
called, and Flores, in an angry
mood, {imposed disciplinary
measures, Cortwright said.

These included longer duty
days, more {atigue detalls,
stricler enforcement of haircut
standards and cancellation of
band classes, according to
Cortwright. Two weeks later,
dissident players submitted an
official complaint under Article
138 of the Uniform Milltary
Code, which permits appeals to
higher authority.

Cortwright, who says he was
identified as the ringleader, was
then transferred to Ft. Bliss,
Tex. Other players were order-
ed to South Vietnam, South
Korea and West Germany, all to
band units—the dissidents as-
sert—that were overstrength,
Again the players appealed the
decision under military law.

The antiwar musicians then
sought legul ald from the Na-
tional Lawyers Guild, and a
class action suit was filed in
Federal Court seeking to bar
the transfers. After a hearing
on Dec. 20-21, Judge Weinstein
issued a temporary restraining
order against the transfer of
Cortwright while permitting the
transfer of five other bandsmen
pending a final ruling. Both
sides were given 30 days to sub-
mit further papers, with the de-
cision due to be handed down a
month after that.

In federal inspections earlier
thisg year, the mine was cited for
a variety of mine safety law vio-
lations, the Louisville Courier.

The newspaper sald records
show that in June a federal in-
spector found an “imminent
danger' because of loose coal
and coal . dust accumulations
and ordered mining stopped. It
resumed operations three days
later after deficiencles were
corrected.

More irregularities were
found in October and on Nov. 28,
according to the Courler-Jour-
nal, There was no Indication
that the earlier violations were
related to Wedneaday’s blast,
the newspaper said.

Clifford Finley, a relative of
the mine owner, was in the
mine shop about 50 feet from
the main entrance when the ex-
plosion occurred.

"It was a blowin' nolse, some-
thing like air coming out of a
tire suddenly," he smaid. “I've
been in the mines since 1840 and
this never happened.’

Finley immediately ran to two
mine openings to see whether
the fans were still operating. “I
knew they had to have ventila-
tion if they were going to sur-
vive," he sald.

Both fans were working, but
as it turned out the men in the
mine apparently were beyond
the need of an air supply.

Finley, who went in with an
early rescue party, sald the vie-
tims he saw were badly burned
and appeared to have died in-
stantly.

One worker, A. T. Collins, was
about 10 feet inside the mine
when the detonation came about
12:20 p.m. He was hurled 30
feet but escaped with minor in-
juries,

Gov. Loule B. Nunn, who
came here frora Frankfort, set
up temporary headquarters in a
metal hut & few yards from the
main entrance to the mine.

He telephoned the  White
House, which offered federal
ald, but Nunn sald he replied
that ‘“‘nothing more could be
done at the moment.'"

East Tennessee Mountain Folks

“We learned more from
them than they learned
from us.”

This was an observation
of Miss Phyllis Rubins
about the mountain peoplée
of HEast Tennessee. Last
summer she was one of
several young people work-
ing in a folk school in a
remote village for eight
weeks. She taught arts and
crafts to children in a log
cabin, bathed in mountain
streams, and learned old
folk tales.

Her flance, Arnold Rosenfield
of Hamden, a law student at
Vanderbilt University in Knox-
ville, Tenn,, spent the summer
with the Vanderbilt Medical
Mobile Unit serving several re-
mote villages, The couple, and
her dog, Buffy, who went with
her, were part of a different
way of life among the proud,
independent mountaineers,

For Christmas vacation, Miss
Rubins and Rcsenfield are vis-
iting her parents, Mr, and Mrs.
Philip Rubins of 512 Spring St.
Thelr artistically decorated
home with its efflclent equip-
ment is a great contrast to the
homes of the mountain people
shown in the plctures the young
people took in Tennessed,

After the folk school closed
for the summer, she worked for
two weeks with the mobile unit.
Both the folk school and the mo-
bile unit were funded by vari-
ous foundations. TVA gave the
Vanderbilt Uni-
versity provided doctors, nurses
and medical technicians.

Health Fair

The mobile unit went to sev-
eral small communities in the
montains, Three weeks hefore
and after the unit held a Health
Fair, college students from the
medical or legal departments of
Vanderbilt University lived in
the homes of the mountain fami-
lies to set up for the clinic in
schools or other buildings and

said. The homes had electricity
but no plumbing,
Most Divinity Students

The folk school was In Clair-
field, a village north of Knox-
ville near the Kentucky border,
The nearest city Is Tazewell,
Most of the young people were
students of the Divinity School
of Vanderbllt University. Miss
Rubing graduated from George
Peabody College in Nashville in
June. Through the children in
thelr classes, they became ac-
quainted with the adults,

‘“The mountain people
susplicicus of strangers,” she
sald. "Theéy often don't trust
other mountain people unless
they are related to them., The
volunteers were told to never
visit anyone unexpectedly at
night because they might be
shot."

They conducted swimming
and quilting classes and various
programs for adulls, Every Fri-
day night they would tell stories
and sing around campfires with
the people of the community.

They have a desir-
able habit of growth and should
have many blossoms on each
plant.

Nittany Lion

It has always been possible
to produce geraniums from seed
but they might not have flowers
the same color as those of the
parent plant. A few years ngo
plant breeders at Pennsylvania

‘Btate University produced the

first geranium that would ‘‘come
true,” and called it Nittany
Lion, the nicimame of Penn
Btate football teams. It is red.

Nittany Lion was consider-
el too tall and leggy, however,
and took too many weeks to
bloom. It became a parent of
the better Carefree type.

Leon Zapadka of Woodland
Gardens gald he and his father,
John Zapadka, have grown
Carefree geraniums and expect
to grow some this year but they
still rely on standard geraniums
grown from cuttings purchased
in Callifornia for their main
crop, It runs to about 80,000
plants a year, moatly for the
wholesale trade, Cuttings are
set in the greenhouse starting
Oct, 15 at the rate of 5,000 to
8,000 8 week., The Iatest lot
came in this week and will re-
place. poinsettias moved out for
Christmas sale, .

The Carefree geraniums are
too expensive for general com-
mercial use, Leon thinks, but
will be less expensive some
day and more widely used. He
finds the color of Carefree blos-
soms brighter than in standard
geranfums and the leaves have
a more marked and darker

Mr. Ansaldi
was happy to show his poinset-
tias, two large white ones In
the window, a good five fest
tall. One has eight blossoms and
the other 12. They have bloomed

a tree-llke trunk about two inch-
es in diameter at the base.

The plamnts are watered reg-
ularly but they will have no
other treatment until late May
when there 4s no further dan-
ger ‘of frost, Then the plants
will' be carried outdoors and
sat on the surface of the ground
in their two pots, They are of
heavy unglazed pottery with
drainage holes.

At this time the poinsettias
will have lost their bloasoms
and the top growth will be
pruned back severely, Mr, An-
saldl leaves just one leaf bud
on each stalk. He made a mis-
take, he thinks, by not cutting
them back far enough in the
ecarly years, He would prefer
to have the woody trunks short-
er than they are but it is too
late to correct that error,

Two Feedings A Year

Each plant, in May, s given
a handful of fertilizer, simply
scattered on the surface of the
soll and gradually scratched
and watered in. Each will have
one more handful in the fall,
but those two feedings a year
are all they need.

The plants stay outdoors in
an area where they get partial
sun, They are given water, if
they need it, between rain
showers. As new stalks grow,
they are nipped back judicious-
ly to encourage branching,

In September, well before
frost, the plants are taken back
inside and given 12 hours of
total darkness each night dur-
ing the fall weeks when they
are setting flower buds. They
started to bloom this year at
Thanksgiving and should hold
their white bracts until Easter.

Two things are most impor-
tant, Mr, Ansaldi says. One is
regular watering. Each of his
giants gets half a gallon of wa-
ter twice a week while they are
inside, The other is absolute
darkness for 12 hours at night
during the fall. Night tempera-
ture should be 65 degrees.

Starting This Friday:
Bachelor Tax Break

Bachelors and single women,
who have long complained about
the steep Income taxes they
have to pay, are finally going
to get a big tax break, effective
New Year's Day.

The relief for single persons
will take a lot of the tax pro-
fit out of getting married. Un.
der the old rules the tax gain
from marriage was especially
big for persons with large in-
comes,

For example, a bachelor earn-
ing 25,000 dollars a year can
save as much as 2,244 dollars
in U.8. income taxes on his
1970 income, provided he gets
married before the New Year.
Under the new rules marriage
will save him no more than
1,160 dollars In taxes on the
same Income in 1971

As a belated gift from the
1960 tax reform act almost all
taxpayers will get some rellef
next year, The law provided
a series of tax cuts, stretching
out in annual steps into 1673.

For example, the 600 dollar
peracnal exemption which ap-
plied to taxes on 1989 income
rose to 625 dollars in 1870 and
will climb again to 850 dollars
cn taxes paid on 1971 incomes,
Likewise, the old 10 per cent
deduction for persons who don't
ftemize is belng adjusted up-
ward in a series of annual steps.

The result for a married cou-
ple with two children who use
the standard deduction:

—On income of 7,600 dollars
the tax was 708 dollars on 1969
eamings. It will be 685 dollars
on this year's income and 607
on next year's income,

—On income of 10,000 dollars
the tax was 1,225 dollars on
1868 income. It will be 1,122
dollars this year, and 1,019 dol-
lars on next year's income.

The discrimination against
single persons arises from the
fact that a married couple can
avold the full impact of the
progressively higher tax rates.
A married couple filing jointly
is allowed to compute its in-
come tax on one-half of its in-
come and then double the re-
sult.

The effect has been that the
single person with the same
taxable income as a married
couple could find himself in a
much higher tax bracket.

Taxable income I8 the
amount left after you have
subtracted personal exemptions
and deductions,

Under the new rule, starting
in 1971 single persons will not
have to pay In U.8. income
taxes more than 120 per cent of
the amount paeid by married
couples with the same taxable
income.

At present, a single person
with more than 6,000 dollars in
taxable  income pays in excess
of 120 per cent.

The new provision was writ-
ten Into the complex tax code
as a result of complaints from
single persons. The ‘'lobbyists"
who personally buttonholed con-

gressional tax writers for the'

provision Included unmarried
women on thelr staffs and un-
married women members of
Washington's press corps.
Assuming both use the stand-
ard deduction, here's how the

taxes of a single person will be
reduced next year, compared
with the tax savings for a mar-
ried couple with the same in-
come who file a joint return:

25,000 income—single person .

married couple pays 4,800 dol-
lars this year and 4,784 dollars
next year.
s 20,000 dollars. income—single
person pays 5,081 dollars this
year and 4,280 dollars on next
year's income; married couple
pays 3,557 dollars this year and
3,458 dollars next year.

15,000 dollars income—single
person pays 3,224 dollars this
year and 2,877 dollars on next
year's income; couple pays 2,-
381 dollars on 1870 income and
2,810 dollars on 1971 income.

10,000 dollars — gingle person
pays 1,778 dollars on 1870 in-
come and 1,603 dollars on 1971
income; couple pays 1,366 dol-
lars on this year's income and
1,288 dollars next year,

From Your Neighbor’s Kitchen

The first recorded New Yoar's
colebration occurred In the
spring of the year. Babylonian
clay tablets recorded the event
between 2000 and 1000 B.C.

Most ancient ‘peoples cele-
brated the new year with the
coming of spring. The oarly
Romans welcomed the new year
close to the spring equinox, in
early March,

It was Julius Caesar who
changed the day from March
to January in honor of Janus.
Janus was the god of all be-
ginninga, the god of agriculture,
and the keeper of the gates of
heaven and earth.

The Romans spent the entire
day celebrating, Gifts were ex-
changed, Resolutions to be kind
and good to each other were
made,

With the coming of Christain-
ity and Its acceptance under
the rule of Constantine, the day
was retained, Its obervance
was considerably altered in that
it became a day of fasting and
prayer. By decree, the day was
to be spent in solemn medita-
tion, in repentance and in the
making of resclutions.

As with Christmas, the Pil-
grims did not observe New
Year's, They considered It
pagan and would not even refer
to the month by name, Instead,
they called it *‘First Month.”

Nolsemaking to welcome in
the new year is one of the
carliest customs known to man.
It slso is one that has continued.
Some think the idea had its ori-
gins in Babylon and Indla. The
anclents belleved that the old
year had to be driven out be-
fore the new one came in, Also,
the evil spirits must be gotten
rid of. The nolse was supposed
to frighten them awny. .

New Year's day is a big one
for the Chinese, It is not only
the first day of the year. 1t is
also everyone's birthday. No
matter what day of the year
a Chinese child is born, he is
considered exactly a year old
on New Year's Day. Not much
fun for one born in December!

As in other holidays which
have their origin in pagan
times, New Year's ls surround-
ed with superstitions. Some
have to do with food, Here are
a few:

A full salt shaker foretells a
good year. Grapes must be eat-
en as the bells toll the new
year to assure prosperity. The
French eat pancakes for this
reason. Some Texans feel the
same about eating black-eyed
peas.

The famous Mummers' Pa-
rade held in Philadelphin stems

from the Swedish

er. Between Christmas and
New Year's, they roamad about
in cogtime creating fun. The
English had their traditional
mummers’ holiday plays. Grad-
ually, the two got together. The
first organized parade was held
in 1901,

The Tournament of Roses pa-
rade was held In Pasadens,
Callf,, in 1886, A gentleman
named Charles Holder, who was
the founder of the Valley Hunt
Club, had members of the club
decorate thelr carriages and
buggies with real flowers. Fol-
lowing a parade, athletic con-
tests were held,

The Valley Hunt Club financed
the parade for several years
until the city took over the re-
sponaibility. Finally, a perma-
nent assoclation was formed to
sponsor the event. .* ..

Many people follow th€ cus-
tom of calling on friends on
New Year's Day. It is sald thst
the Chinese started the custom
centuries ago. They also are
credited with Inaugurating the
sending of New Year's greeting
cards,

Perhaps you will enjoy the
day informally. The men may
watch the football gamea and
you will have close frineds in
just to relax.

At one time, gifts were ex-
changed on New Year's Day.
Barly English settlers to the
New World followed this custom.
In England, the wealthy pre-
gented gifts to the servants on
Christmas Day and to thelr
friends on New Year's Day.

I would like to give you an-
cther of my recipes. This is a
mock pate de fole gras made
with chicken lvers.
