HARTFORD. (UPI) -  State police 
today announced the arrest of a 15- 
year-old boy in the bludgeon killing of 
Dawn M. Peterson, 13, of Windham.

The suspect, whose name was 
withheld, surrendered at 10:30 a.m. 
to state police at Hartford in the 
custody of his parents and a lawyer 
and was turned over to juvenile 
authorities.

The body of the eighth-grader was 
found March 26 in the concrete foun­
dation of an abandoned house not far 
from her home, killed apparently 
from a blow on the head by a rock 
found bloodied ,^t the scene.

The 22-year-old newspaper heiress, 
convicted of bank robbery in San 
Francisco and given a temporary 
federal sentence of 35 years, was 
hospitalized Tuesday night with a 
collapsed right lung.

She was reported in stable condi­
tion at nearby Sequoia Hospital 
where she was under heavy security.

"She was moved comfortably and 
the prognosis is good,” a spokesman 
at San Mateo County Jail said.

The spokesman said a doctor 
diagnosed her ailment as “tension 
pneumothorax” — a collapsed lung.

Her hospitalization canceled for 
the time being a meeting between 
Miss Hearst and William and Emily 
Harris, her former captors and 
revolutionary comrades, now legal 
opponents and bitter critics.

Miss H earst was to face the 
Harrises today in a Los Angeles cour­
troom, a day after it was reported 
she had “turned state’s evidence,” 
and disclosed details of SLA crimes 
to the FBI — implicating the 
Harrises.

Miss Hearst was to appear as a 
codefendant with the Harrises to 
enter a plea to 11 state charges of 
kidnaping, robbery and assault. They 
have not seen each other since they 
were arrested seven months ago. ,

After her appearance in Los 
Angeles, Miss Hearst was to have 
been taken to San Diego for 90 days of 
psychiatric examination before final 
sentence was imposed in San Fran­
cisco.

CBS news reported Tuesday, 
quoting “sources close to the case,” 
that Miss Hearst, in an interview 
with FBI agents Monday, had given 
them her “own description of the 
SLA bank robbery near Sacramento 
last year in which a pregnant woman 
bystander was killed.”

The report said Miss Hearst 
“named a half-dozen members of the 
robbery team, including, sources 
say, her old SLA companions William 
and Emily Harris.”

Many line up for new $2 bills
Directors want data 
on Bolton request

The Manchester Board of Direc­
tors wants more information on 
Bolton’s plans before it considers a 
request from that town for using the 
Manchester landfill area for its 
refuse disposal.

It concurred with a recommenda­
tion by Carl Zinsser and instructed 
Town Manager Robert Weiss to “ find 
out what they have in mind,” before 
discussions reach the negotiating 
stage.

“ I’m not opposed to helping them 
out for a short period, possibly three 
to four months, but it seems we don’t 
even know wlTat they’re looking for,” 
said Zinsser.

Jack Goldberg also recommended 
more preliminary discussion,'’to 
determine what Bolton plans, “It 
seems to me they have several 
plans,” he said,

Goldberg too said he’s not opposed 
to helping Bolton on an emergency 
basis, “as the neighborly thing to 
do."

Viviaa Ferguson said she too is for 
short-term help, ‘to a neighbor on an 
emergency basis.” She said she’s op­
posed to long-term aid, pointing out 
Bolton has plenty of land, more even 
than Manchester.

Robert Price expressed concern 
that use of the landfill area by Bolton

would cost Manchester money in the 
long run.

Weiss, in presenting Bolton’s 
request, said he was seeking permis­
sion to procede with talks. He said a 
one to two year contract with Bolton 
could provide Manchester with funds 
to acquire the heavy equipment 
needed in the landfill area.

He said population projections for 
Manchester are less than originally 
anticipated and that use by Bolton 
wouldn’t effect the landfill area ap­
preciably.

Noting that the board had’turned 
down a request last year from 
Bolton. Weiss said the situation has 
changed. He said Bolton, last year, 
was proposing delivery of rubbish by 
private cars and trucks to the 
Manchester facility and that the traf­
fic problem alone was enough to 
reject the proposal.

This year, said Weiss, Bolton is 
talking about a centralized rubbish 
pick-up, with delivery that way to the 
Manchester landfill.

The directors then instructed 
Weiss to find out what plans Bolton is 
proposing, before they get involved 
in negotiations.

Bolton’s use of the Andover landfill 
area ends June 30.

Waiting in line was the order of the 
day Tuesday at Manchester Banks as 
banks and post offices as collecters 
rushed to buy the first day issue of $2 
bills, stick 13 cent stamps on them, 
and have the stamps canceled to 
show the date.

The demand was so great for the $2 
bills, which depict Thomas Jeffer­
son’s face and were issued on Jetfer- 
s o n ’s b i r th d a y ,  th a t  som e 
Manchester banks had to limit the 
number per customer.

At the Savings Bank of Manchester 
the demand for the bills continues

today, a spokesman said this mor­
ning. The bank has set a limit of five 
bills to a customer.

The demand at the Main St. branch 
of the Connecticut Bank and Trust 
Co. was heavy Tuesday but has 
slackened off a bit today, according 
to Francis Wamester, manager of 
the branch. He said that close to $4,- 
000 worth of bills went out of the 
branch Tuesday, but the bank hasn’t 
had to limit the number of bills.

Nathan Agostinelli, president of 
the Manchester State Bank said 
there was a big run on the bills

Tuesday, and though there is still ac­
tivity today, it is not as heavy, 
Agostinelli said he believes the great 
demand is because this is the first 
new issue of currency in one’s 
lifetime. “I know it is in mine, and I 
hope and pray that the bill will be 
worth $2 in 10 or 20 years,” he said.

Manchester's main post office, was 
very busy Tuesday, selling the 13 
cent stamps and canceling the 
stamps affixed to the $2 bills to show 
the date, Robert Madden, a super­
visor at the post office, said today.

Surplus appropriation request 
cut to $ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  by directors

Directors vote $ 1 8 ,0 0 0  
to buy rescue truck

The Board of Directors Tuesday 
night authorized the Town of 
Manchester Fire Department to 
spend $18,000 from its surplus funds 
for a rescue truck. The action was 
unanimous and with little discussion.

What discussion there was came 
from Josiah Lessner, counsel for the 
Manchester Ambulance Service, and 
from Fire Chief John Rivosa.

Lessner said his client favors town 
purchase of the rescue truck, noting 
that the main purpose of a rescue 
truck is to rescue and that it would 
enhance the ambulance company’s 
service to the community.

He said the company is a private 
enterprise that contributes also to 
the public welfare of the community 
and that it has all the equipment and 
facilities to transport people to the 
nearest emergency medical service.

Said Lessner, “We don’t want to 
get into the rescue business and we 
don’t want the town to get into the 
transport business.”

Rivosa noted, “This truck isn’t 
designed to transport anyone and we 
don’t want to get into competition 
with private enterprise. I want to 
make it perfectly clear, however, 
that for me to say this rescue truck 
will never transport anyone is

Accepting a compromise proposal 
by Deputy Mayor John Thompson, 
the Manchester Board of Directors 
Tuesday night appropriated $100,000 
from available surplus (to deficit ac­
counts), instead of the $209,725 
recommended by Town Manager 
Robert Weiss.

Appropriated was $50,000 for Debt 
Service and Temporary Borrowing, 
$10,000 to the police department and 
$40,000 for insurance — fire, liability, 
workmen’s compensation, etc. The 
first two followed recommendations. 
The third is a reduction from the $73,- 
3000 recommended.

(Weiss said last week that $288,165 
is available in unused 1974-75 surplus, 
with an additional $79,000 outstan­
ding in accounts receivable).

“ In fact, ” said Thompson, “all that 
counts is the bottom line and, in my 
opinion, it shows the town may wind 
up the current year with a surplus in 
excess of $200,000.”

He recommended, and the other 
directors concurred,.that further ac­
tion be delayed until May or June, 
when more up-to-date information is 
received on the status of the various

departmental budgets. At that time, 
he said, funds can be transferred 
from surplus accounts to deficit ac­
counts.

Weiss acknowledged town spending 
could procede as now for another 
month or two and that it only will 
mean shifting some funds around.

Phyllis Jackston recommended a 
freeze on spending, to guard against 
new departmental requests this year.

Weiss explained his philosophy 
about utilizing surpluses. He said 
he’s against the practice of using a 
surplus at the budget-making time as 
part of revenue and supports holding 
back on spending it until emergen­
cies arise and it is needed. He said he 
prefers to place it in a contingency 
account.

He said ending a fiscal year in a 
deficit position could affect a town’s 
credit rating and could raise the in­
terest charged on its borrowing.

Also pending more information on 
the status of departm ental ap­
propriations, the board tabled action 
on transferring $9,650 from the con­
tingency account to three other ac­
counts.

The board tabled action on an $18,- 
000 appropriation for retaining a 
systems analyst — to study the

town’s data processing system  and to 
m ake recom m endations on whether 
to im prove it (and if so, howl or to 
continue with it as now.

The tabling vote was for time 
needed for a report from the Ad­
visory Data Processing Committee 
on a “ Wish List ” of areas it 
recommends for study.

And, at Thompson’s request, the 
board tabled until May action on a 
request from the Manchester Public 
Health Nurses Association for an ad­
ditional $11,000 town grant in this 
fiscal year.

Thompson said the subcommittee 
studying the request hasn 't a 
recommendation but will have one in 
time for the May meeting. Members 
of the subcommittee are Thompson, 
Pascal Prignano and Carl Zinsser.

Inoperable radar equipment was 
the m ajor reason for a large 
decrease in the number of traffic 
arrests made by Manchester Police 
last month, Patrol Capt. Richard 
Sartor said today.

Traffic arrests, which have been 
increasing since the Police Depart­
ment began its state-funded Traffic 
Services Bureau operation last year, 
totaled 613 in March 1976. One month 
earlier, the total of 1,005, and one 
year earlier (March 1975) the total 
was 847.

The Traffic Services Bureau, a 
two-man operating using “ high 
visibility patrol” and “selective en­
forcement,” has been credited with 
reversing a trend of increased traffic 
accidents and related injuries.

The traffic patrol, using hand-held 
radar “guns” to apprehend speed 
violators, has also brought a tremen­
dous increase in motor vehicle 
arrests for speeding.

The number of traffic arrests were 
listed in the department’s monthly 
report of statistics, and the March 
1976 figure for traffic arrests was the 
lowest since October.

Sartor said the hand-held radar 
equipment, the only one in the 
department, was out for repairs last 
month. Since the majority of local 
traffic arrests are made by the Traf­
fic Services Bureau, the inoperable 
radar had to have an effect on the 
statistics, he said.

Sartor said the equipment has been 
repaired and is now back in service.

Mrs. Lois Lewis, director of 
MPHNA, said due to the success of 
the fair, she would like to see the 
event repeated on an annual basis.

A large number of elderly persons 
attended the fair and some were 
waiting in line before it opened at 2 
p.m. about 30 children were brought 
in for lead screening.

The most popular exhibits were the 
ones that offered free screening. 
There were people waiting in line 
most of the time for blood pressure, 
oral examinations, glaucoma tests, 
electrocardiogram screening, and 
the lung carbon analysis machine.

Children who came to the fair were 
fascinated at the nutrition booth to 
watch a unique model cow cross- 
section which showed how milk is 
made inside a cow.

Another popular feature was the

March report was a decline, from 
March 1975 to March 1976, in the 
value of property reported stolen. 
The figure was $59,968 in March 1975 
and $59,508 in March 1976.

It was the first time in several 
months that a decrease was in­
dicated in stolen property. At the 
same time, the value of stolen 
property recovered by police in­
creased slightly, from $19,251 in 
March 1975 to ^1,947 in March 1976.

Sartor said it’s too early to tell 
whether the decreases will continue; 
it takes many months to spot a trend.

Other figures in the monthly report 
included;

• An increase in criminal arrests, 
from 157 in March 1975 to 197 in 
March 1976. Those totals included a 
slight decrease in misdemeanors but 
a dramatic increase (from 80 to 132) 
in felonies.

• A slight increase in the number 
of complaints received by police. In 
March 1975, complaints totaled 2,144. 
In March 1976, complaints totaled 2,- 
259.

• An increase in the number of 
automobile accidents, from 160 to 191 
over the one-year period, but ,a 
decrease in injuries, from 38 to 32.

• An increase in the amount of 
roads patrolled by police (mileage on 
the police cruisers). ’The total was 
50,016 miles in March 1975 and 54,969 
miles in March 1976.

• An increase in the number of 
animal control complaints, from 122 
in March 1975 to 147 in March 1976. 
Animal control fees also increased, 
from $249 to $420.

Cemetery fees increased
It took the Manchester Board of 

Directors only minutes Tuesday 
night to approve a hike in cemetery- 
service fees. The action was with 
almost no discussion and was by a 7 
to 0 vote.

A good idea, but...
C onnecticut now has a 

^business ombudsman.
Commerce D epartm ent 

Com m issioner Edward J .  
Stockton recently announced 
the creation of a full-time 
troubleshooter in his agency to 
assist state firms dealing with 
various state agencies.

The goals, he said, are to 
reduce red tape and time- 
consuming delays that are 
source of.some irritation now 
for those private businesses 
trying to deal with the state. 
Stockton said the new office is 
geared to respond to requests 
within 72 hours of inquiry.

We applaud the idea and 
wish the new business om­
budsman a lot of luck. We think 
he will need it and we fear, un­
less the ombudsman is really 
aggressive, his role will be 
merely that of another layer of 
b u r e a u c r a t ic  re d  ta p e  
businessm en  m ust wade 
through.

For unless the^ new om­
budsman has powers Stockton 
did not make the public aware 
off, the agencies that were 
giving business the run-around 
will give the ombudsman the 
run-around, too.

True, there will be some

token cooperation between the 
new man and the agencies, but 
we suspect that any real 
progress toward the elimina­
tion of red tape in state govern­
ment is going to come from 
outside the establishment, so 
to speak. We are not naive 
enough to think that a middle- 
level bureaucrat in one agency 
is going to make high-level 
ones in another agency jump 
whenever he calls. Nor do we 
expect agencies to radically 
change their ways of doing 
things. If they did, it would be 
an admission that perhaps all 
that red tape and hocus-pocus 
that now exists, isn’t or never 
was necessary.

We don’t want to sound 
cynical. We really hope that 
the ombudsman will help 
businessmen in their dealings 
with the state. We hope, too, 
that if it does not come up to 
expectations, a stronger om­
budsman post be created to 
help cut away the red tape. We 
would even suggest that when 
this is done, the ombudsman’s 
duties include the individual 
citizen as well, for he, even 
more so than the businessman, 
is less able to cope with an of­
ficious bureaucracy.

They pulled out all the stops Satur­
day night and handed out comedy 
awards all over the place.

For example: •
• In Naples, Italy last week, police 

arrested three men on charges of 
trying to exhort pr(^c.tion money

from  the p roducers of “ The 
Undesirables,” a picture dealing 
with the Naples underground and its 
protection racket.

It seems to us they deserve the 
SUPPORTING ACTOR award.

• In a letter to the Chicago Daily 
News, a 22-year-old man from Opole, 
Poland said he’s anxious to marry an 
American girl with a “free head” 
(open mind), unlike Polish girls who, 
he said, have “narrow horizons.”

A postscript to his letter asked for 
a $20,000 dowry to accompany the 
girl with the "free head.”

The NERVIEST ACTOR award 
seems to be his without a contest.

• F or the past 38 y ea rs , a 
Harrisburg, Pa, barber has charged 
the same prices at his small, old- 
fashioned barber shop — 25 cents for 
a haircut and 65 cents for “the 
works” (haircut, shave and sham­
poo).

He’s closed his shop for good and 
gone to work part tim e a t a

neighboring and high-toned barber 
shop, where the charge for a haircut 
is $1.50. He didn’t close because he 
wasn't making a living (he said he 
always did) but because the building 
was being torn down to make room 
for a parking lot.

”I always felt I was making enough 
for my wife and me to get by and I 
never saw any reason to charge 
more,” he said. " I’ve never taken a 
vacation in my life and don’t plan to 
take one now.

The s p a r e  t i r e  on 

autom obiles could be as 
extinct as the buggy whip by 
1985.

That is the prediction of a 
n u m b e r  of a u t o m o t i v e  
engineers, who estimate that if 
the weight of spare tire and 
wheel and tools motorists now 
drag along in their cars could 
be eliminated, nearly a million 
gallons of gasoline could be 
saved daily.

Collapsed spares that can be 
sel f - inf lated by a smal l  
pressurized air container for 
temporary use have been 
available for several years.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  Pity the

with another ruling on an issue that 
should never have reached all the 
way to its .Washington bench. A 6 to 2- 
m a jo r i ty  h e ld  th a t  p o lic e  
departments may order cops to wear 
their hair short and forbid them to 
grow beards.

And why was th is decision 
necessary? Because the Second U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals in New York 
had ruled that policemen in that 
state's Suffolk County had the con­
stitutional right 'to wear their hair 
any way they wished and to cover
their faces with beards.

A cop. for example, must wear a 
uniform when on duty, except in an 
undercover capacity. He must meet 
requirements of height and general 
health, and prove that he is not a con­
victed purse-snatcher.

Public em ployes, including 
policemen, are private persons, but 
the public interest decrees that their 
freedom be curtailed. An individual 
in private business may accept 
favors, including dough, from one of 
his company’s suppliers, subject only 
to his em p lo y er’s cleeree of

That curious panel held that "per­
sonal appearance is an ingredient of 
an individual’s personal liberty’’ 
safeguarded by the 14th Amendment 
from unjustified state interference. 
I’his is certainly true in the case of 
individuals nut on the public payroll, 
but the Hepublie traditionally has es- 
liouscd the right of the federal state 
and local governments to demand 
that its einpluyes not to show up for 
work looking like the friendly 
neighborhood junkie.

Let’s see. The 14th Amendment 
says none of the states may “deprive 
any person of life, liberty or proper­
ty, without due process of law..." But 
a public employe, and especially a 
poiiceman, is not "any person. ” He 
is an individual who, explicitly or im­
plicitly. has agreed to abide by the

The Supreme Court’s majority 

ruled simply that conformity in hair 
styling is one of the many demands 
the government may m^ke on 
policem en in the in te re s t of 
"discipline, esprit de corps and un­
iformity.” It noted that the courts 
have upheld federal and state restric­
tions on^olitical activity by public 
servants^'where the core of the First 
Amendment" was involved.

W rote Ju s tic e  W illiam  H. 
Rehnquist for the majority, “There 
is surely even more room for restric­
tive regulations of state employes 
where the claim implicates only the 
general contours ” of the 14th Amend­
ment. “General contours" is right. 
The good old 14th may be a touch am­
biguous, but it cannot be read as 
saying that a tax-funded government

may not exercise general supervision 
over the personal appearance or life 
style of its hired hands.

Arych Neier, executive director of 
the Civil Uberties Union, says he 
regrets the court’s decision 
"because it places a limitation on the 
police officer’s natural right to 
express his thought.” Yes. There is 
also a rule that a cop — or an 
Agriculture Department worker — 
may not put into practice the thought 
that moonlighting as a dope pusher 
would be profitable. “

I’ll buy the proposition that the 14th 
Amendment offers protection 
against "undue governmental in­
terference” ; Watergate emphasized 
the need for that protection. And I 
have never been all that upset when 
confronted with a bearded, long­
haired cop. Had the court ruled that 
grooming regulations were un­
constitutional, however, it shortly 
would have been presented with the 
problem of tiie poBceman expressing 
ids "nntural right” to conclude that 
lie looked lousy in a uniform.

History of aviation 
topic at meeting
JOHN JOHNSTON
Connecticut, through its 

native and adopted sons, 
contributed a goodly share 
of i n v e n t o r s ,
experimenters, and fliers 
to the embryonic and in­
fant periods of the aircraft 
industry.

The recounter of the 
chronologiqal sucepssfis 
and failures of these men 
was Robert H. Stepanek, a 
production engineer with 
the Pratt and Whitney Air­
craft Division of United 
Technologies in East Hart­
ford; the occasion, the last 
1975-76 Sunday program of 
the Manchester Historical 
Society.

In 1785, before the United 
States was officially a na­
tion, he said, a Yale tutor, 
Josiah Meigs, constructed 
the first device designed 
for flight. It was an eight- 
foot-long cylinder filled 
with hot air produced by 
burning wood chips. He 
later increased its length 
to 11 feet.

The latter was the target 
of pot shots by suspicious 
militiamen. Two found the 
mark. This is the first 
record, Stepanek said, of 
anti-aircraft firing.

In 1800 John Graham ob­
tained the exclusive right 
in Hartford County to take 
passengers a loft in a 
balloon carrying eight per­
sons, His advertisement 
for what Stepanek termed 
the first commercial flight 
in this country said ascents 
would be made daily from 
three o’clock until dark at 
a fare of nine pence. The 
balloon rose 500 yards per 
minute, or about 17 miles 
an hour.

On Nov. 19, 1819, a 
balloon ascended from the 
State House grounds and 
cam e  dow n in 
Wethersfield. The show­
man, a Frenchman, adver­
tised that two balloons 
would be sent up the 
following week. No charge 
would be made for the 
exhibition, but a hat would 
be p a sse d  am ong 
onlookers,

Silas Brooks, who was 
born in Plymouth and grew 
up in Burlington, was a 
talented mathematician 
and musician. P. T. Bar- 
num used his latter skill in 
making Brooks the leader 
of a so-called "dru id  
band,” outfitted in weird 
costum es and playing 
weirder instruments.

After parting company 
with Barnum, Brooks went 
in for balloon flights. On 
July 4.1854, he and William 
Pauline rose from Colt’s 
P a rk  in H a rtfo rd  in 
separate balloons. After 40 
minutes both came down in 
Manchester, Paullin in a 
rye field and Brooks in a 
swamp

Brooks figured in a triple 
balloon ascent from Hart­
ford on July 4,1862. He was 
accompanied by a Hartford 
editor and a young lady in 
the btisket of the Constitu­
tion, George Brooks wasth 

. the Comet, and Edwin 
Bassett in the Stars and 
Stripe,s. The three craft 
cam e down safe ly  in 
Hebron.

The oldest piece of U.S. 
aircraft equipment in the 
Bradley International Air­
p o rt iTuseum  of the 
Connecticut Aeronautical 
Historical Association, of 
w hich S tepanek  is a 
charter member and an of­
ficer, is the basket of Silas 
Brooks’ balloon Jupiter.

Born in Maine in the mid- 
1850s and l a t e r  a 
•B ridgeport re s id e n t, 
Charles F. Ritchell was a 
prolific inventor. He ob­
tained more than 200 
patents, among which was 
one for a brush-making 
machine and another for a 
time lock to be used on 
liquor bottles.

On March 12, 1878, he 
patented what was to be 
the forerunner of the 
dirigible. A hydrogen-filled 
balloon, its understructure 
contained the operator’s 
hand-cranked gearing to 
drive two propellers. One 
provided vertical move­
ment. Ibe other, horizontal 
movement and directional 
control. Foot pedals con­
trolled propeller direction. 
At the controls was a 96- 

, pound jockey.
The first indoor flight of 

the Aerial Machine was 
made in May at the 1878 
Philadelphia Centennial 
Exposition. A month later 
it had its first outdoor test 
at Colt’s Meadow in Hart­
ford. In the same month 
the jockey made a 44-mile

flight in Massachusetts.
G u s ta v  W eiskopf 

assum ed the surnam e 
Whitehead when he came 
to this country from his 
Bavaria birthplace. After 
living in Baltirhore, Buf­
falo, and Pittsburgh, in 
1900 he s e t t l e d  in 
Bridgeport, where he lived 
until his death in 1927 at the 

j g e  of 53.
In August 1901, two years 

before the Wright brothers 
flew at Kittyhawk, N.C., a 
Bridgeport newspaper ran 
the account of Whitehead’s 
flight in his No. 21 plane in 
Fairfield. The next year he 
flew No. 22 across Long 
Island Sound and back. Un­
fortunately for history, he 
failed to get affidavits 
from witnfesses to either 
exploit.

B orn  in 1840 in 
M innesota, J. Newton 
Williams invented farm 
equipment and a bank 
check-punching machine 
before  producing  im ­
p ro v e m e n ts  on th e  
ty p e w r i te r  and  e s ­
tablishing his company in 
Derby in 1892.

Becoming interested in 
the idea of flight, he con- 
c e n t r a te d  on th e  
helicopter. He built his

first model in 1904 and a 
full-size one in 1907. At 
Hammondsport, N.Y. the 
next year it became the 
first helicopter to lift off, 
hover, and land.

The first jet engine was 
patented, built, and tested 

-by another Bridgeport resi­
dent, Christopher J. Lake, 
between 1909 and 1912. He 
was the son of Simon Lake 
of submarine fame. .

Charles Hamilton of New 
Britain is credited with 
two “firsts” in aviation. 
On July 2, 1910, at Walnut 
Hill Park in that city, he 
made the first recognized 
public airplane flight in the 
state. In January that year 
he made the first inter­
nationai flight from the 
U.S., from San Diego, 
Calif, to Tijuana, Mexico 
and return.

Hamilton reached the 
peak of financial success 
on June 13, 1910, when he 
won the $10,000 prize 
offered for the first round- 
trip flight between New 
York and Philadelphia 
be tw een  su n r is e  and 
sunset.

Nets J. Nelson, also of 
New B rita in , was the 
state’s first plane builder. 
Like Hamilton, he toured

th e  c o u n tr y ,  g iv in g  
exhibitions. Wherever he 
performed, his planes were 
for sale, and he sold five on 
th e s e  a p p e a r a n c e s .  
H a m ilto n  w as th e  
daredevil, Stepanek said, 
b u t N e lso n  w as th e  
calculator.

In 1913 both  found 
themselves in financial 
straits. Meeting outside a 
New B r ita in  sa lo o n , 
Stepanek said, they agreed 
to stage an aerial duel to 
regain solvency. A series 
of events was held 'in

Berlin on July 26-27. The 
two-day result was a tie. 
The men split $4,000 in ad­
missions.

Years later in an inter­
v iew  w ith  N e lso n , 
Stepanek revealed , he 
received the inside story of 
the contest that was to 
decide the superior New 
Britain aviator. Before the 
first day. Nelson said, he 
and Hamilton determined 
which event would be won 
by each, insuring a draw; 
in short, a “fix,”

Chris offered hamburgs for 15 
cents, hot dogs for 20 cents, French 
fries for 15 cents, and a half pint of 
clams for 85 cents. Milkshakes and 
sodas helped wash it all down, in­
cluding the special hot sauce for 
which Deci’s became famous.

Deci's opened March 15. But New 
England people did not fight to get in 
their orders.

"People around here were used 
to eating either at home or in a family 
restaurant where they sat down and 
were served,” said Chris.

For eight months Deci’s was only a 
curiosity in Manchester.

"We thought maybe we had made a 
mistake," said Chris.

Business tripled
The family closed for their winter. 

Although discouraged, they made 
plans to reopen the stand in the 
spring of 1947.

That spring, Deci's was like an 
idea whose time has come.

Business tripled.
The brothers and their father 

worked all day well into tpe night and 
every day of the week. The demand 
for their fast food kept growing.

“We had offers to sell beginning in 
1947," Chris said.

But they held onto their stand.

Each year brought more customers. 
Serving them fast enough was the 
only problem. However, the speed at 
Deci’s made every other food service 
in Manchester appear antique.

Competition was thin in the early 
days. Ma and Bill’s was popular on 
E. Center St. but you had to walk in 
and sit down for service.

Bidwell’s Soda Shop did a healthy 
business for about 40 years at the 
center of town on Main St.

A hungry person had to go all the 
way from the Center to the corner of 
Center and Adams Sts. and another 
sitdown diner to get a meal until 
Deci’s opened.

As Manchester grew, so did the 
eating-out habit. Through the 1950s, 
Deci’s was busier every season. 
When the family enclosed the front of 
the stand in 1960 in order to stay open 
all year, the stand did even more 
business.

(-ompelitiun Hpruuti'd
The' first slowdown experienced by 

Deci’s came in the early 1960s as 
other fast food firms opened.

McDonald’s on W. Center St. 
opened in 1962 and made a "serious 
dent" in Deci’s business.

Other.<hain run firms opened, and 
closed, through the next dozen years, 
cutting Deci’s share of the fast food 
demand, said Chris.

He said he can now count 32 fast 
food firms in Manchester of one kind 
or another.

No new ones like the original 
Deci’s is possible today, due to the 
town’s present zoning restrictions, he 
said. But even if one did start, the 
competition would prevent any 
profit.

“This business has gotten turned 
around. The last year you could make 
a buck in it was 1970," he said.

He follows the progress of fast food 
chain firms and insists hardly any 
make a profit. The overhead, in­
cluding national advertising, wipes it 
out, he said.

"The trade is all split up,” he said. 
“No one is making any money.”

Deci’s lust year
Chris’ father died in 1965 and 

Anthony in 1972.
Chris became the sole owner of 

Deci’s at a time when it was hard to 
make a profit.

But Chris considered himself the 
dean of the fast food business and 
took pride in surviving with a profit 
in the last six years.

With his store’s name, his know­
how, and the help of his wife. Rose, 
Deci's did a steady business right up 
to his last day, March 14.

“You had to know how to operate," 
he said. “You have to spot your help, 
buy right, work hard."

His sons. Crescent Jr., 17, and 
Christopher, 15, worked with their 
parents, too.

Customers unhuppy
“Why are you selling this great 

place?” asked an upset customer.
“Where am I going to eat?" asked 

another.
Chris said he decided to sell 

because of the low profit margin, the 
hard work, and his own poor health.

“I haven’t taken a summer vaca­
tion since ! got out of the Army," 
said Chris.

“'I’m going to take it easy. I had 
four days off last year and one this 
year because I was sick.

"I wouldn’t do it over again. There 
are too many long hours. You’re tied 
up too much.”

Chris’ fiilurc
Despite saying he would not do it 

again, Chris talks a good deal about 
the business and how to survive in it.

"I wouldn’t buy a franchise today. 
They are all struggling.

"A restaurant-type business could 
make it in Manchester. "

First, Chris said, he and Rose will 
go on a vacation.

Received was $14,271,507, against an estimated $14,- 
796,594.

Of an estimated $21,236,556 in revenue from alt sources 
to the 1975-76 General Fund, a total of $19,195,542 was in 
as of March 30, with much of the outstanding receipts due 
from grants. It is interesting to note that the town has 
received $590,'274 from the state for Special Education — 
against an anticipated $500,000. Several weeks ago, the 
Board of Directors authorized the manager to join with 
the Connecticut of Municipalities in a law suit against the 
state — seeking to free Special Education funds.

Receipts as of March 30 to other funds as reported by 
Turek, are: Town Fire District Fund, $1,442,690 collected 
and $1,195.120 anticipated, for 96 per cent; Special Down­
town Taxing District Fund, $63,964 collected and $60,375 
anticipated, for 106 per cent; Water Fund, $619,313

The Manchester Board of Educa­
tion has put into writing some­
thing it has talked about for a long 
time; The role of Manchester Com­
munity College in operation of the 
Regional Occupational Training 
Center.

4. The MCC Hotel and Restaurant 
Division will continue to provide con- 
sulation to the training center staff in 
developing food service training 
programs for special educations 
students.

5. Future Innkeepers of America 
will have the opportunity to work as 
instructional aides at the center.

6. The training center staff will 
cooperate with MCC’s Voluntary Ac­
tion Program is establishing field 
placements for college students who 
want to work with the handicapped. 
Training center staff will supervise.

7. College freshmen in the oc­
cu p a tiona l th e rap y  a s s is ta n t 
program, who must fulfill a require­
ment for volunteer service, will have

the opportunity for placement at the 
center.

8. Training center students can use 
the college’s outdoor a th le tic  
facilities, but college programs have 
first priority.

9. In the training center’s first 
year, center students will be con­
sidered for a job training program in 
the college’s Business Careers Divi­
sion.

10. MCC’s Community Service 
Division and the training center staff 
will investigate plans for a vegetable 
garden and retail fruit stand.

11. Training center staff members 
who teach at MCC will schedule 
those teaching assingments after the 
normal school day.

Passover begins at sundown r
The Jewish Holiday of Passover 

will begin this evening at sundown 
and will continue for eight days 
through Thursday, April 22. Of these 
eight days only the first two and the 
last are observed as full holidays.

Services at Temple Beth Sholom 
will be held today at 6 p.m., 
tomorrow at 10 a.m. and 6 p.m., and 
Friday at 10 a.m. and 7:30 p.m.

Passover recalls the Exodus of the 
Israelites from Egypt under the 
leadership of Moses, as toldTn the 
Biblical Book of Exodus. After cen­
turies of enslavement and oppression 
and after a long struggle with 
Pharoah they were at last freed to

build their own national life and to 
determine their own destiny. This 
was the starting point of the Jewish  ̂
experience which has continued to 
the present day.

The story of the Exodus is retold 
every year at the home service 
around the dinner table known as the 
Seder. Part of this ritual is the eating 
of Matzoh or unleavened bread, 
Maror or bitter herbs, and a mixture 
of nuts, fruits and wine which 
resembles mortar. The matzoh sym­
bolizes the poverty of the Israelites 
in Egypt. The bitter herbs recall the 
bitter plight of the enslaved and the 
mortar-like mixture is a reminder of

the bricks which the Israelites made 
themselves in building the Egyptian 
cities.

Throughout the entire holiday, no 
bread or any leavened foods may be 
eaten or even kept in the house, and 
special care is taken to make sure 
that only products that are Kosher 
L’Pesach, “suitable for Passover,” 
are used.

The* essence of Passover lies in its 
message of human freedom and 
liberation and the hope is expressed 
in prayer and song that redemption 
come to the Jewish people and to all 
mankind.

NEWPORT,^ R.I. (UPI) 
— Even a young smew’s 
fancy can turn to love in 
springtime.

A rare smew who has 
b ro u g h t h u n d red s  of 
birdwatchers to the area 
since early January is 
often seen with a flock of 
golden eye ducks off 
S a c h u e s t ' P o in t  in 
neighboring Middletown, 
com peting  w ith m ale 
golden eyes for attention 
from the females.

“He was observed in a 
courtship display, throwing 
his head back, arching it 
high and lunging forward 
with flapping of wings,’’ 
Lee 0. Gardner, director of 
the Norman Bird Sanc­
tuary, said.

The white-colored smew 
is a 2-year-old member of 
the merganser duck fami­
ly, whose normal range is 
between northern Finland 
and Siberia.

The golden eyes are 
diving ducks of the com­
mon or American variety 
tech n ica lly  known as 
Brucephala clangula. They 
are attracted to salt water 
a r e a s  and b re e d  in 
Labrador and the lakes of 
northern Canada.

"There is a possibility 
that if he stays here or 
migrates with the golden 
eyes, there is a chance of 
mating. Whether there 
would be offspring or not< 
it’s hard to tell, but mating

h as w orked  w ith  
mergansers and golden 
eyes,’’ Gardner said.

The wild smew was 
believed to be the first ever 
seen in the continental 
United States. Smews are 
so rare in North America 
that they are absent from 
the standard checklist of 
birds published by the 
American Union of Or­
nithologists.

When the smew first 
arrived here, he drew so 
much publicity and scores 
of birdwatchers to the area 
that the city council named 
him the official bird.

Gardner was one of the 
f irs t to spot him and 
b e l ie v e s  th e  sm ew

Keeping students aware of the energy crisis

Lots of lights again are 

on all over America. In 
homes and in business dis­
tricts there’s no sign of the 
fewer lights suggested 
during the height of the oil 
embargo in 1973.

Cars speed on thruways 
and it’s not obvious that 
there’s much walking on 
short tr ip s  instead of 
making the hop in a car — 
fueled, as all cars, with 
gasoline that’s twice the 
price of the pre-embargo 
gas.

So whatever happened to 
the energy crisis?

John M. Fowler, an of­
ficial. of the National 
Science Teachers Associa­
tion  in W ash in g to n , 
answers that question.

In a report in Today’s 
Education, journal of the 
N a tio n a l E d u c a tio n  
Association, he reminds 
teachers that the urgency 
remains and they’d better 
give students facts about 
the continuing crisis.

“ We a re  m ore  
vulnerable to an oil em­
bargo now than we were in 
1973,” he said.

“Domestic production of 
oil and gas continues to 
drop, and coal production 
has not taken up the slack.

“A cold winter and-or a 
falling out with our Middle 
Eastern friends will un­
derline the urgency im­
mediately. The laws of 
supply and demand will 
make the point even­
tually."

T h e re  a re  som e 
materials to help teachers 
but Fowler said the most 
important information is 
“in the heads of teachers. 
Only they, as he sees it, 
can make the final judg­

ment of what students can 
and should learn.

“They must prepare a 
generation of student- 
citizens to be equipped for 
life in these last decades of 
the fossil fuel age and 
ready to lead us into a new 
energy age,” Fowler said.

Health Systems Agency 
explained to board
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Reactions of confusion, protest and 
disfavor from the Board of Directors 
Tuesday night were the result of a 
lengthy explanation on the newly 
formed health planning agency.

Ralph G. Pollock, executive direc­
tor of the Health Planning Council in 
Hartford, explained the North Cen­
tral Connecticut Health Systems 
Agency, its structure and how it will 
be responsible for spending health 
dollars and approval of health facili­
ty needs.

The North • Central Connecticut 
Health Systems Agency is one of five 
such agencies in the state and a 
system which is organized similarly 
throughout the United States under 
federal law.

Pollock described the complex 
structure which begins at a town 
level and a is developed from a sub- 
area council through executive com­
mittees to a governing board of 
directors. Anyone may be a member 
of the subarea council.

Pollock said that for every federal 
health dollar tha t comes into 
Manchester, the Health Systems 
Agency must have absolute approval 
for spending it.

“The federal government has done 
it again,’’ said Carl Zinsser, town 
director. "I see so many lawyers of 
bureaucracy that k can’t see how it 
can accomplish anything.”

Vivian Ferguson, town represen­
tative to the subarea council, said 
that the plan is an example of 
bureaucracy on a national level 
which is filtering down to the local 
area.

However;’Mrs. Ferguson said this 
is a law and “We must abide by it.” 
She said that it can be either 
beneficial or disastrous to the town.

Pollock said people shouldn’t 
expect the Health Systems Agency to 
deliver medical care at a lower cost. 
"The HSA can only hope to contain 
the cost,” he said.

The Health Systems Agency will be 
governed by a majority of consumer 
membership — consumers being 
those who use medical services. 
Providers are those who either 
d irectly  or indirectly  provide 
medical services. Elected officials 
will also be represented in the agen­
cy’s government.

Anyone wishing to participate in 
the caucuses is required to fill out an 
application which designates the 
a p p l i c a n t ’s c a te g o ry .  The 
applications are available at the 
town hall, or by contacting the 
Health Planning Council, 999 Asylum 
Ave., Hartford.

'Town Counsel Victor Moses has 
ru led  th a t p rov isions of the 
M an ch es te r P o lice  c o n tra c t  
supersede the town charter, so 
Policeman Brian Rooney’s grievance 
hearing Monday will he closed to the 
public.

The hearing, scheduled for 1:30 
p.m. in the Municipal Building 
Hearing Room, will be conducted by 
Town Manager Robert Weiss. It is on 
appeal of Rooney, who was demoted 
from sergeant to patrolman Jan. 6 
after a departmental hearing by 
Police Chief Robert Lannan.

Until Moses’ ruling Tuesday, it was 
expected that the appeals hearing 
would be open to the public under

town charter provisions which entitle 
a policeman subjected to disciplinary 
action to a public hearing before the 
town manager.

But Moses, citing a state statute, 
said the town-police labor contract 
supersedes the charter. The contract 
says all disciplinary hearings shall be 
closed to the public unless it it 
mutually agreed by the town and the 
police union that the hearing will be 
open,

Moses’ opinion came in a letter to 
Jerome Walsh, the attorney retained 
by Rooney. Walsh said today he 
doesn’t agree with Moses, but he’s 
not sure he’ll challenge the ruling.

Both Moses and Walsh said the real

issue at the hearing will be the 
departmental hearing conducted by 
Lannan in December. After that 
hearing, Lannan said Rooney had 
been demoted as a disciplinary ac­
tion.

WHA officials 
discuss brawl

CALGARY, Canada (UPI) — World Hockey Associatioit' 
executives called an emergency meeting today to discuss dis­
putes arising from the blot^y 40-minute brawl Sunday between 
the Quebec Nordiques and Calgary cowboys.

Quebec Solicitor-General Fernand 
Lalonde issued a warrant for the 
arrest of Calgary’s Rick Jodzio, 
charging him with assault with intent 
to injure, for his attack on Quebec’s 
Marc Tardif in the brawl. The charge 
carries a maximum sentence of 14 
years in prison.

Quebec has threatened to withdraw 
from the WHA playoffs unless Jodzio 
is banned from hockey for life. Cow­
boys’ Coach Joe Crozier is susnended 
for the playoffs and WHA Vice 
President Bud Poile quits or is fired.

WHA executive o fficer Ben 
Hatskin has called an emergency 
meeting of league officials and 
representatives from every club to 
settle the matter. The meeting was 
set to begin at 1 p.m. (EST).

The league officials were not, 
however, expected to announce any 
action against any team officials or- 
players as a result of Sunday night’s 
game in view of the Quebec 
government's launching of legal ac­
tion.

"At this time there is not enough 
evidence to justify a complaint

against the Cowboy coach, Joe 
Crozier. However the investigation is 
continuing,” Lalonde said.

Nordiques President John D’Acres 
said police have statements from at 
least four fans, who heard Crozier 
tell Jodzio to “go get Tardif” just 
before the attack on the Quebec left 
winger.

D’Acres said there was no chance 
the Nordiques would drop their three 
demands. He said in order to press 
their demands the Nordiques are 
withholding from the WHA $70,000 in 
gate receipts taken in the first two 
games of the Quebec-Calgary 
semifinal series.

He also told reporters Tuesday that 
the WHA owes Quebec $350,000 and 
“ that’s another matter we’ll be 
looking into, too” at today’s WHA 
executive meeting.

Tardif was felled at the start of the 
brawl in the first period of the 
Quebec-Calgary semifinal game Sun­
day night. He remained in the 
hospital with a severe concussion and 
will be out of action for at least two 
weeks.

Clinic seeks more funds
Vernon

A plea for another $1,000 for the 
Manchester Child Guidance Clinic 
was made by Dr. Ellen Marmer of 
Vernon, chairman of the clinic’s 
board of directors.

She said Vernon’s “fair share” of 
the expenses for the coming year has 
been figured at $19,000.

In trying to keep the general 
budget within bounds, the mayor 
recommended the donation remain 
at $18,000, the same as the current 
year.

Richard Cochran, treasurer of the 
clinic's board, said it costs $244,000 to 
operate the clinic which serves 11 
towns. The staff is composed of 
professionals.

He said of the yearly cost, the state 
contributes $110,000; the 11 towns, 
$71,000; assessments and fees, $34,- 
000; United Way, $14,000; and con­
tributions from groups, $1,700.

Cochran said an increase was 
expected in the state’s contribution 
but instead, two weeks ago, a letter 
said there would be an $11,000 reduc­
tion.

Dr. Marmer and Cochran both 
emphasized that one town couldn’t 
possibly afford the staff on its own. 
Cochran said it would cost about $8,- 
000 a year to place a child, needing 
the clinic's services, in a special 
school. He said it has already been 
necessary to lay off one of the part- 
time psychologists.

She said “We need the expertise. If 
we continue to cut service we take it 
out on the kids in this town.”

Councilwoman Marie Herbst said 
she felt that the additional $1,000 was 
a small amount to quibble about.

This year the clinic has served 164 
children from Vernon and it is 
projected the number will be 200 by 
the end of the coming fiscal year. 
The children are referred by school 
officials, parents, clergy, and other 
sources.

Councilman Thomas Dooley said, 
“We couldn’t even afford to staff one 
person at $18,000 a year. The clinic is 
only asking about $6 more per 
child...that’s very little considering 
the level of help we are getting.”

scheduling, $556. All this will leave a balance in the sur­

Loitering law proposed

Vernon
Town Atty. Martin Burke has 

drawn up an ordinance to prohibit 
loitering.

M ayor Thom as B enoit said  
loitering has become a problem es­
pecially in the park in front of the 
Memorial Building and in Talcott 
Park.

Firearms law unneeded
Vernon

Vernon Town Attorney Martin 
Burke told Mayor Thomas Benoit an 
ordinance prohibiting the discharge 
of firearms in town is not needed.

Burke was asked to draft such an 
ordinance by the mayor. He said the 
state statutes cover this area.

Section 53-203 provides for a $250

fine or imprisonment for not more 
than three months, or both.

It includes any person who inten­
tionally, negligently or carelessly 
discharges any firearm in a manner 
which would be likely to cause bodily 
injury or death to persons or 
domestic animals, or the wanton 
destruction of property.

Burke defines " lo itering” as 
remaining idle in one location. It will 
include concepts of spending time id­
ly, loafing, or walking aimlessly plus 
the expression "hanging around.”

It also defines certain types of 
loitering such as creating or causing 
to be created a danger of breach of 
the peace or any disturbance or an­
noyance to the comfort and repose of 
any person.

Also to obstruct the free passage of 
pedestrians or vehicles.

A tty. B urke sa id  the la te r  
paragraph would include the making 
of unsolicited remarks of an offen­
sive, disgusting, or insulting nature 
or which are calculated to annoy or 
disturb the person to, or in whose 
hearing, they are made.

The penalty will be a $25 fine for 
each offense.

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Washington Window: Win, place and show

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

This is a primary primer 
for those who like horses 
better than politicians.

As they round the first 
turn, here’s how the can­
didates shape up in their 
bids for the Democratic 
presidential nomination — 
the poiitical equal of win­
ning r a c in g ’s T rip le  
Crown.

Jim m y C arte r is of 
southern stock, which has 
not foaled a winner in 100 
years, and before this 
season was put on the track 
s p a r in g iy .  H is only  
previous outing was a win­
ning one for the Georgia 
governorship.

Carter has shown good 
eariy foot, moving well out 
of the starting gate to win 
the New Hampshire, Ver­
mont, Fiorida, lilinois. 
N o rth  C a ro lin a  and 
Wisconsin stakes. But he 
has shown a tendency to 
stumbie on Irhajor tracks, 
finishing out of the money 
in Massachusetts and New 
York.

Henry Jackson has been 
racing almost since he was 
a colt. He has not been 
beaten on the Washington 
state tracks, winning nine 
straight — six for the 
House and three for the 
Senate — and running away 
from the field.

But like many West 
Coast fiashes, Jackson 
never ran weil on other cir­

cuits and was pulled off the 
presidential track In 1972'.

Prepped for three years, 
Jackson is off and running 
again and has won the 
h ig h ly  p re s t ig o u s  
Massachusetts and New 
York stakes. But he ran a 
weak third in Florida, a 
dismal fourth in Wisconsin, 
made no effort in North 
C aro lina , and w asn ’t 
e n te r e d  in New 
Hampshire, Vermont or 
Illinois.

Like Carter, Udall is a 
newcomer to the big time. 
But he has shown he can 
win by repeatedly coming 
in first in his Arizona con­
gressional district in a 
state where Republicans 
like to shove Democrats 
off the track. But Udali is 
quickly earning a reputa­
tion as a good bet for place 
but not win or show. He 
finished second in New 
Hampshire Massachu­
setts, Wisconsin and New 
York. Udail has also shown 
a disdain for southern 
tracks — skipping Florida 
and North Carolina where 
the turf is not to his iiking.

H ubert H um phrey’s 
handlers are keeping the 
veteran off the track — at 
least tor now.

President Ford signs bill 
extending fishing rights

WASHINGTON (UPl) -  President 
Ford signed a bill Tuesday which will 
extend American fishing rights from 
12 to 200 miles offshore next year.

The law, which becomes effective 
March 1, 1977, will ban or restrict 
foreign fishing in the newly expanded 
U.S. zone.

It specifies that foreign fishing 
boats will be allowed in the U.S. 
waters only if American fishermen 
are allowed in the waters of the 
foreign nations.

American fishermen on the East

Coast called for the law to fend off 
Soviet and other foreign fishing fleets 
they said were ruining the fishing 
grounds. But fishermen on the West 
Coast opposed the law, arguing it 
would cause counteraction by Latin 
American nations to keep American 
boats out of their waters.

Under the law, there would be an 
embargo on fishery imports from 
any foreign country which bargained 
in bad faith on fishing water rights or 
has seized U.S. fishing vessels.

July 4.

HARTFORD — A bill extending the 
time limit under which cases of 
sexual assault may be reported has 
passed the Senate. The current three- 
month limit would go to either one 
year or five years, depending on 
whether a misdemeanor or felony 
was involved.

HARTFORD -  Under a bill ap­
proved by the Senate Tuesday, 
druggists will be allowed to dispense 
therapeutically equivalent drugs in 
filling prescriptions instead of their 
more expensive brand-name counter­
parts.

HARTFORD -  Gov. Ella T. 
Grasso says it is not ironical that 
although she’s opposed to gambling, 
her administration has been forced to 
milk two state lotteries for revenues 
to balance the budget.

Cafeteria 
budget 
close

Manchester School Supt. 
James Kennedy says it's 
still too early  to tell 
w h e t h e r  t he  s chool  
s y s t e m ’s c a f e t e r i a  
program will end the 1975- 
1976 school year in the 
black.

Two mo n t hs  ago.  
Kennedy told the Board of 
E d u c a t i o n  t h a t  the 
cafeteria program might 
be in financial hot water. 
Tuesday, he said he doesn’t 
anticipate much of a 
deficit, if any.

“If there’s a deficit it 
will'be minor,” Kennedy 
said. “But it’s too early to ’ 
know for sure.”

He said a lot depends on 
the food program’s June 
menus, v/hich could affect 
final results depending on 
use of certain federally 
subsidized commodities.

If there's a deficit this 
year, it’s likely to be in the 
j2,000 range, Kennedy said, 
basing his estimate on 
results of recent years. 
Two y e a r s  ago the 
program lost about $2,000 
and last year it showed a 
profit of about $2,000.

“We’re trying to avoid a 
price increase,” Kennedy 
said. He said a price in­
crease would result in a 
sales decline', which would 
hurt the entire operation 
because it’s based on large- 
volume ,?ervice.

The cafeteria program is 
a half-million-dollar-per- 
year operation, Kennedy 
said, and serves about 3,300 
s t u d e n t s  da i l y .  The 
program iS largely self- 
sustaining, with school 
budgets including just a 
small allocation for ad­
ministrative salaries and 
equipment maintenance.

Kennedy  s a id  the 
e lementary  caf e t e r i a  
program usually runs at a 
loss, but the total program 
stays close to the break­
even point because of 
profits from a la carte 
sales in secondary schools.

Another two were investigating suspicious persons, two 
were investigating burglaries, one was handling mentally 
deranged persons and one was handling prisoners, the 
FBI said, 'Twenty-eight of the 1976 victims were killed by 
firearms, 19 of them by handguns, the FBI said.

House com m ittee approves 
cheap handgun han bill

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
•The House Judiciary Com­
mittee Tuesday approved a 
gun control bill that would 
ban the manufacture and 
Importation of cheap, con- 
cealable handguns, com­
monly known as “Saturday 
night specials.”

By a vote of 26 to 6, the 
panel approved a sub­
stitute measure offered by 
Rep. Tom Railsback, R- 
111., to a gun control bill ap­
proved  e a r l i e r  by a 
Judiciary subcommittee 
that had included a ban on 
the sale of existing Satur­
day night specials.

The bill as now written 
would allow gun dealers to 
continue to sell Saturday 
night specials they may 
have in stock or those they 
obtain from other gun 
owners. But new guns 
could not be manufac- 
turered or imported.

The R ailsback  sub­
stitute, which the com­
mittee voted 20 to 12 to 
send to the House floor, 
also substantially reduced 
gun dealer license fees, 
which the original bill con­
tained.

Under the subcommittee 
measure, supported by 
Rep. John Conyers, D- 
Mich., federal license fees 
couid have gone up to a 
maximum of $700. The sub­

stitute would set fees at $50 
for retailers and $150 for 
wholesalers.

The approval of the 
modified gun control bill 
came more than a month 
after the committee had 
narrowly killed a tougher 
handgun control measure 
by sending it back to the 
subcommittee.

But Conyers, who chairs 
th e  s u b c o m m itte e , 
reported out a new bill 
without a more sweeping 
handgun ban that had con­
tributed to the bill’s defeat 
in the full committee.

Conservative opponents

charged that the bill was 
b e in g  “ r a i l r o a d e d ”  
through the committee and 
some of the bill’s liberal 
supporters complained 
that the bill did not go far 
enough.

The bill as reported 
would apply its manufac­
turing ban to handguns 
which fa ll under the 
criteria already applied to 
Saturday night specials im­
ported from abroad. The 
bill would also set man­
datory criminal penalties 
fo r anyone using  or 
carrying the firearm in the 
commission of a crime.

Templeton Award given 
to Cardinal Suenens

LONDON (UPI) -  Cardinal Leon 
Joseph Suenens of Belgium was 
named the winner of the 1976 
Templeton Award for Progress in 
Religion Tuesday.

Presentation of the award to Car­
dinal Suenens, 72, was made by 
Prince Philip, husband of Queen 
Elizabeth II, in a private ceremony 
at Buckingham Palace. The award 
includes a cash prize of $80,000.

“He has made an outstandig con­
tribution in conveying to modern 
man the relevance of religion in an 
age of confusion and doubt and he has 
both stimulated and promoted the 
need for personal renewal and recon­
ciliation,” the Templeton Foundation 
said.

“His contribution to the reforming 
of the church's scriptures and the 
prominence of the ministry of the lai­
ty have led to renewed hope and faith 
for many.”

“I plan to use the money to help es­
tablish an ecumenical center in 
Brussels to foster ecumenical un­
ity,” the cardinal told a news con­
ference. “ lam  impatient for visible 
unity.

There is a new awareness of 
religious values in the world today,” 
he said. “There is a new hunger in

God, especially among the children 
of the world.”.

The Templeton Award is given an­
nually to the person, regardless of 
religion, who has found a new way to 
“ increase man's love and understan­
ding of God.”

“This is not a prize for religion, it 
is not a prize for saintliness or mere 
good and just works,” the Founda­
tion said.

“It is a prize for progress and 
progress is needed in religion as in 
all other dimensions of human 
experience and endeavor.”

The award is given in the name of 
its founder, American-born John M. 
Templeton, a Rhodes Scholar who 
serves as the president of the Board 
of Trustees of Princeton Theological 
Seminary and is an elder of the 
United Presbyterian Church in the 
United State's.

Decision as to who receives the 
award is made by a panel of nine 
judges who are representative of the 
major faiths of the world. Previous 
Templeton Award recipients were 
Mother Teresa of Calcutta, 1973; 
Brother Roger, prior of the Taize 
Community in France, 1974, and Dr. 
Sarvepaili Radhakrishnan, former 
President of India, 1975.

Microwave ovens apparently are 
here to stay. Retail sales are 
expected to reach a million annually 
by the end of this year.

Microwave ovens use a tube called 
a m agnetron  to produce the 
microwaves — a form of elec­
tromagnetic energy — that cook the 
food. These waves cook by causing 
water molecuies in the food to move, 
thereby  producing a r ise  in 
temperature. In foods, the increase 
in temperature is rapid and makes it 
possible to cook quickly.

Metallic materials, such as oven 
walls and screens, largely reflect 
rather than absorb microwave 
energy. Glass and many nonmetallic 
w rap p in g  m a te r i a l s  a llow  
microwaves to pass through them. 
As a result, the interior of the oven 
does not get hot during cooking, nor 
do the cooking utensils.

The federal Food and Drug Ad­
ministration regulates commercial 
and home microwave ovens through 
mandatory performance standards. 
The standards provide ample 
assurance against adverse effects on 
health and assure that ovens in com-

Here are some general hints for 
proper use and care of microwave 
ovens:

Examine the oven for evidence of 
shipping damage.

Follow the owner's manual.
Never operate an oven if the door 

does not close firmly or is bent, 
warped or otherwise damaged.

Never insert objects through the 
door grill or around the door seal.

Never tamper with the oven safety 
switches.

Frequently clean the oven cavity, 
door and seals with water and mild 
detergent. Do not use abrasives.

Have the oven serviced regularly.

“Fingered" by the manager of 
a supermarket, Roger was arrested 
and brought to trial on a charge 
of armed robbery. But the jury 
found him not guilty. Roger 
promptly hied a suit against the 
market manager for malicious 
prosecution.

"He put me through a terrible 
ordeal," Roger told the court. "He 
ought to reimburse me for mak* 
ine that falae accusation."

But the court could find nothing 
worse than an innocent mistake 
on the part of the manager. Dis< 
missing Roger's claim, the court 
said there could be no “malicious" 
prosecution when there was no 
malice.

The law generally takes this 
forgiving attitude toward people 
who instigate criminal charges 
that fail to stand up in court 
Reason: the law does not want to

oiscuumge most honest citizens 
from reporting crimes.

“No one would willingly (re­
port) a breach of law," observed 
one judge, “with the prospect of a 
suit for malicious prosecution 
staring him in the face."

Nevertheless, the law does in­
deed frown on accusations made 
recklessly or wickedly. A bank 
executive described a wanted man 
as being grey-haired and about

5'8" tall. Yet later, at police head­
quarters, he picked out a suspect 
who was 6' tall and had brown 
hair.

This was enough basis, a court 
said afterward, for a jury to infer 
malice and to hold the banker 
legally liable.

In another case a farmer, an­
gered by thefts from his apple 
orchard, had a neighbor's son ar­
rested for stealing. Unable to

come up with any evidence at all, 
he finally admitted that he was 
just trying to “throw a scare" in­
to the neighborhood.

Here too the court ordered the 
fanner to pay damages. He bad 
no right, said the court, to subven 
the machinery of justice for his 
own ends.

The heating system in 
your home rightly should 
be cleaned and checked 
every summer.
