Iranian terrorists gun down 
three Americans in Tehran

TEHRAN, Iran (UPl) -Iranian 
terrorists shot and killed three 
American employes of a defense con­
tractor today as they were driving to 
work, police sources said.

A U.S. Embassy spokesman said 
three men had been killed but gave 
no further details.

Police said the victims were ten­
tatively identified as Robert 
Krongard, William Carter and 
Donald Smith. No hometowns or 
other information on the men were 
immediately available from police or 
the U.S. Embassv.

Police said the three men were 
driving to work about 7 a.m, (11 p.m. 
Friday EDT) when a car forced them 
to the curb. They said several per­
sons jumped from the second car and 
began shooting with pistcls and 
automatic weapons.

Officers said the assailants made 
their getaway in the morning's rush- 
hour traffic and that a search had 
been launched to find them.

In Washington, a State Department 
spokesman issued the following 
statement:

U.S. demands renewed 
at KMAC meeting
PANMUNJOM, Korea (UPI) -  

The United States today renewed its 
demand for the punishment of the 
North Korean guards who killed two 
American officers 10 days ago and 
said a guarantee of safety for 
soldiers in this truce village was 
“essential."

U.S. Navy Rear Adm. Mark P. 
Frudden, United Nations Command 
spokesman at the Korean Military 
Armistice Commission, said UNC 
will consider a Communist plan for 
separating the forces of the two sides 
only after North Korea gives such a 
guarantee.

“I must again reiterate, however,

that the fact remains that two UNC 
officers were brutally beaten to 
death without provocation and that 
fact calls for the punishment of those 
responsible for this act," Frudden 
added.

The two Americans were axed to 
death by North Korean guards in 
Panmunjom on Aug. 18.

Referring to a North Korean 
proposal for b e tte r  secu rity  
arrangements, the admiral said 
assurances for the safety of U.N. per­
sonnel "is essential for the effective 
functioning of the armistice agree­
ment and is not subject to com­
promise.

"Three people were killed at 6:50 
a m. (Tehran time) on Aug. 28 while 
they were being driven to work. They 
worked for North A m erican 
Rockwell on a project for the Iranian 
Air Force. To the best of our 
knowledge, it was a research  
project”

The spokesman said he had no 
further immediate comment

It was the third fatal terrorist at­
tack on Americans in Iran since 
June, 1973, when leftist guerrillas 
killed U.S. military adviser Lt. Col 
Lewis Hawkins. In May, 1975, a 
group calling itself the Iranian 
People's Warriors Organization 
claimed credit for the ambush 
murder of two U.S. Air Force of­
ficers — Col. Paul Shaffer and Col. 
Jack Turner.

Last Dec. 29. an Iranian army 
tribunal sentenced 10 accused rebels 
to death for the killings and other 
crimes.

There now are two former Georgia 
governors running for President.

Lester Maddox, who gained fame a 
decade ago chasing blacks from his 
Atlanta restaurant with pick handles, 
was nominated in Chicago Friday 
night as the presidential candidate of 
the conservative American Indepen­
dent party.

Maddox actually has been on and 
off the campaign trail for months, 
claiming his successor as governor. 
Democratic presidential nominee 
Jimmy Carter, is dishonest.

A recent addition to the menu at 
Maddox' Atlanta eatery was a "Jim­
my Carter sandwich” — two pieces 
of bread, a dab of peanut butter, and 
a lot of baloney.

On the Republican side. President 
Ford disagreed with those who claim 
his GOP running mate. Sen. Robert 
Dole, is functioning as a “hatchet 
man" against Carter.

"We are just going to lay the 
record down against the flip-flops of 
Carter," Ford told reporters at his 
mountain retreat in Vail, Colo.

But Carter's running mate. Sen. 
Walter Mondale, suggested to an 
elderly audience in Milwaukee that 
Ford and Dole had been inconsistertj. 
Mondale said the GOP candidates 
had promised to improve Medicare 
benefits but, he said, both Ford and 
Dole voted in 1965 against es­
tablishing the program.

"If they would have had their way. 
there would be no Medicare today, " 
Mondale said. He vowed that more 
would be done for the aged with 
Carter in the White House.

"We want a government that 
respects its elders, that understands 
the special problems of growing 
older, " Mondale said.

Ford met in Vail with Dole. Vice

Ford said, "the American people 
want an individual with experiene 
running American foreign policy. 
They don't want someone they didn't 
know a year ago running foreign 
policy.”

Patrick Caddell, Carter's pollster, 
said in Atlanta that Carter's lead, 
down to 10 points in this week's 
Gallup Poll, likely will get smaller by 
November.

Td be hard put to imagine we 
could win by that big a margin, " 
Caddell said. "In a presidential race 
even 10 per cent is a landslide and, 
historically, when you have the in­

cumbency factor everything points to 
a close election.”

Agriculture Secretary Earl Butz 
told the American Chamber of 
Commerce meeting in Mexico City 
that AFL-CIO President George 
Meany will become Carter's “prin­
cipal adviser” if the Democrat wins.

“To have George Meany protecting 
the cost of living in the United States 
would be like sending the fox to gtiard 
the chicken coop, " Butz said.

House Majority Leader Thomas P. 
O'Neill predicted in Boston that the 
proposed debates between Ford and 
Carter will be a "tremendous factor” 
in the election.

"If Carter does welLIhe election is 
over, in my opinion,” O'Neill said.

Seigman said there was something 
"vaguely familiar” about one of the 
disguised men and police theorized 
Mrs. Seigman may have recognized 
the kidnapers, unwittingly gave that 
fact away, and was kilM  to keep her 
from identifying them.

Coroner Thomas Noguchi said the 
body showed no evidence of a 
struggle or sexual molestion.

Seigman's employer, the Market

It’s equal, but is it sports?
The Ohio High School 

Athletic Association seems to 
have the ridiculous notion that 
there are physical differences 
between boys and girls.

It has a rule, anyway, that 
forbids girls to play on boys' 
teams in contact sports, such 
as football and basketball. 
Schools belonging to the 
association, which includes all 
of the public high schools and 
most of the junior high schools 
in the state, as well as the 
majority of private secondary 
schools, have to abide by it if 
they want to complete in sac- 
tioned interscholastic games.

The superintendent and 
board of education of the 
Yellow Springs, Ohio, school 
system have taken the matter 
to U.S. District Court in 
Dayton and are suing to have 
th e  ru le  d e c la re d  u n ­
constitutional. They contend 
that by forcing them to dis­
criminate in sports on the 
basis of sex, the rules puts 
them in violation of guidelines 
set by the U.S. Department of 
H ealth , E duca tion  and 
Welfare.

What the plaintiffs are ap­
parently most concerned about, 
however, is not the question of

an equal break for girls but the 
possibility that the violation 
could cause them to lose 
thousands of dollars in federal 
aid they now receive.

The Ohio High School 
Athletic Association counters 
that the rule was actually 
designed to insure girls an op­
portunity to play sports. 
Possessed as it is with the idea 
that girls are not, on the 
average, as big and strong and 
fast as boys, it argues that few 
girls would qualify for boys’ 
teams, but more girls would be 
able to play sports if all-girl 
teams were available.

It also suggests that this 
sexual equality thing can work 
two ways.

“ What happens,” asks 
association commissioner 
Harold A. Meyer, “if seven or 
eight boys cut from the boys’ 
basketball team decide they 
want to be on the girls’ team? 
You laugh, but in Illinois in 
1965, the Dixon High School 
bowling team came to the 
girls’ statewide tournament 
with four boys and one girl and 
proceeded to win the tour­
nament.’’

Believe 
us, we aren’t laughing.

Needed: A pension  
plan for homemakers

It isn’t true that Congress 
never does anything for the lit­
tle guy.

Thanks to the Individual 
Retirement Account (IRA) act 
passed by Congress in 1974, an 
estimated 30 million workers 
are eligible to set up their own 
private “tax shelter.’’

Under IRA, a working per­
son not covered by a company 
pension plan can put aside $1,- 
500 or 15 per cent of total an­
nual income (whichever is 
lower) in a bank account and 
pay no taxes on the money un­
til he or she retires and begins 
withdrawing it, at which time 
he or she will in most cases be 
in a lower tax bracket.

The author of IRA, Sen. 
William V. Roth Jr., R-Del., 
now wants to extend the plan to 
include nonworking spouses. 
He has proposed an amend­
ment that would allow a couple 
to set up either two tax- 
deferred retirement accounts 
of $1,000 each or one joint ac-

WASHINGTON -  The split within 
the Republican Party was quite clear 
at its national convention in Kansas 
City.

Democratic Congress majority, 
which most certainly will be the 
majority in the next Congress, has 
given up on passing what are un­
doubtedly the seven key planks in 
Carter’s platform. The Democratic 
leadership has suggested opposition 
within its own ranks makes passage 
unlikely.

It is reported in fact that three 
fourths of the new breed of 
Democrats — the 81 Democratic 
freshmen — believe the Humphrey- 
Hawkins full-employment bill could 
hurt their chances of being re­
elected. News accounts say they 
want it killed.

According to strong hints from its 
leadership, strong covert opposition 
within C a rte r’s own party in 
Congress would likewise doom post­
card voter registration so publicized 
by Carter, as well as national health

insurance, thorough tax overhaul, 
control of handguns, reorganization 
of the food stamp program and 
legislation splitting the major oil 
companies. A spate of government 
reorganization proposals, aimed at 
efficiency, has died a quiet death. 
Apparently, so has zero budgeting 
and sunset proposals requiring agen­
cies to be studied from the bottom up 
at specified intervals.

The Congressional investigation of 
corruption in the Senate and House 
has all but vanished.

This seems to mean that the 
Democratic majority has in effect 
stalled the bulk of what Carter is 
campaigning for — for now at least — 
as though it were a bag of hot 
potatoes.

Take these facts then add that in 
the Democratic primaries. 60 per 
cent of the votes went to Carter's op­
ponents. ft becomes clear Jimmy 
Carter and Sen. Walter Mondale face 
the same uphill fight as President 
Ford and Sen. Robert Dole.

The voter is thus faced with a 
dilemma. He knows so little of what

Mr. Ford favors has gotten through 
an opposition Congress. He says, too, 
that the Carter programs have fared 
equally badly with the Senate and 
House majority.

Whatever promises are made, and 
however sincere each candidate may 
be, how is the voter thus to know 
whether Mr. Ford or Carter can be 
effective, given the splits in Congress 
and among their own workers?

The President can exert negative 
control through the veto and Mr. 
Ford has been doing just that. But 
this is not the same as pushing 
through a program. What the situa­
tion thus promises at best, whoever 
is elected President, is a continua­
tion of the status quo unless there’s a 
mandate — a heavy vote for the win­
ning Presidential candidate and 
significant defeat o r  Senators and 
Representatives who do not repre­
sent what the majority of Americans 
want.

Unfortunately, whatever happens 
in the Presidential race, there's little 
evidence of a major change in the 
Congress this November.

ZBA chairman responds to Wednesday editorial

To the editor,
"1 was sorely distressed by The 

Herald's editorial of Aug. 25, 1976 It 
has cast a shadow on the integrity of 
the entire Zoning Board of Appeals 
Let me set the record straight.

"1. On July 19, 1976 a well 
publicized and well attended public 
hearing was held by the Zoning Board 
of Appeals. All interested, concerned 
parlies were given an opportunity to 
speak for or against the MacDonald’s 
Application. Because of the Zoning 
Board of Appeals' concern for the 
traffic situation at the Burr Corners 
Shopping Center, that MacDonald’s 
application was tabled to permit the 
owners of the Burr Corners Shopping 
Center to present more definite plans 
to solve the traffic problem.

“2. On July 29, 1976 at 1.30 p.m. at 
the hearing room in Lincoln Center, 
an informal meeting was held In 
attendance were Town Manager 
Robert Weiss, Police Chief Robert 
Lannan, Deputy Police Chief Richard 
Sartor, Town Planner Eric Potter, 
the entire Zoning Board of Appeals 
and one of the owners of Burr 
Corners Shopping Center and his 
engineer. This meeting lasted one 
and one half hours and consisted of 
an extensive review of plans by those 
present. As a result of this meeting, 
the owners agreed to present an im­
proved plan for parking and traffic to 
the Zoning Board of Appeals

“3. On Aug. 9, 1976, the improved 
plan was submitted to the town 
planner On that date the chairman 
set a meeting of the Zoning Board of 
Appeals for Aug. 17,1976 at 12 noon at 
the hearing room at Lincoln Center, 
to review the improved plan and act 
on the MacDonald's application. 
Notice of that meeting was given as 
required by law to the Town Clerk's 
office and the Secretary of State's of­
fice.

"4. On Aug. 17, 1976, the Zoning 
Board of Appeals met at 12 noon and 
spent forty minutes reviewing the 
improved plan and then voted to 
grant the MacDonald’s application 
on condition that the traffic improve­
ment shown in the plans be made 
prior to any action to construct the 
MacDonald’s. The lack of awareness 
of this meeting by the press and the 
town manager is attributable to their 
lack of initiative in following the 
progess of this application.

“As far as the Zoning Board of 
Appeals is concerned, The Herald’s 
editorial was a highly irresponsible 
act. No effort was made to determine 
this sequence of events prior to 
writing the editorial.

"What is far worse is that the town 
manager made no effort to deter­
mine what occured — merely jotted a 
cursory note to the town planner 
requesting that notice be given to his 
office of such future meetings — as if

there was something i roper in the 
lack of notice given lo him. The 
manager's office, of course, has no 
legal right to such notice.

“The Herald's editorial would have 
citizens believe that a short secret 
meeting was held to approve this 
application. I hope that this record 
shows that a great deal of time and 
care was taken to try to protect the 
interest of the town. And further, 
that the Zoning Board of Appeals 
acted openly and diligently in this 
m atter"

KINGSTON, Jamaica (UPI) -  

Stringent emergency measures have 
sent Jamaica's thugs scurrying for 
cover, but new woes, added to old, 
unsolved problems, are threatening 
efforts by this troubled Caribbean na­
tion to struggle upward from the 
depths of crisis.

Prime Minister Michael Manley on 
June 19 proclaimed a nationwide 
state of emergency giving security 
forces unlimited powers of search 
and seizure to put a stop to “wanton 
and ruthless” acts of violence by 
gangs of gunmen loosely linked to 
Jamaica's main political parties.

In the two months since authorities 
have detained 1,768 persons for 
questioning, seized hundreds of 
homemade firebombs and firearms, 
uncovered an alleged plot to 
overthrow the government and 
charged 419 persons with crimes 
ran g in g  from  possession  of 
marijuana to murder.

Jamaicans are going out at night 
again; night clubs are swinging; and 
movie houses and theaters are 
thriving. Gunfire no longer crackles 
through the volatile shantytowns of 
West Kingston.

The state of emergency so far 
appears to have accomplished what 
Manley hoped it would do, but new 
problems, both directly and indirect­
ly related to the emergency, have 
left the future uncertain.

Manley's government, with its 
heavy emphasis on socialistic  
policies and its broad and cordial ties 
with Communist Cuba, has never 
enjoyed warm relations with the 
United States and during the 
emergency signs have emerged that 
could chill the relationship even 
further.

The biggest blow came in late 
August with the announcement by the 
U.S. embassy that Jamaica had been 
declared a “ hardship post” for 
American diplomats because of 
health problems, rising costs and 
what a spokesman called "p- 
sychological factors."

The announcement made no men­
tion of the emergency, but is 
expected to have a serious effect on 
Jamaica’s sagging tourist industry, 
mired in a slump first caused by the 
world recession. Jamaican officials 
blamed a 2.9 per cent slump in

tourism for the first half of 1976 on 
negative reports about the state of 
emergency in the U.S. press.

Other economic news is grim as 
well. The emergency and Manley's 
policy of nationalizing industry are 
prompting businessmen to smuggle 
their cash out of the country. 
Unemployment is running more than 
20 per cent.

Finally drought, a summertime 
scourge nearly every year, has hit 
the island with a vengeance in 1976, 
several times leaving Kingston with 
only a few days supply of water. 
Cloud seeding efforts have been 
moderately successful but officials 
expect crop losses to be con­
siderable.

Then there are the political 
problems.

Rioting by gangs of thugs armed 
with homemade shotguns and 
firebombs has long served as a 
means of settling quarrels between 
extremist affiliates of Manley’s 
Peoples National party and the op­
position Jamaica Labor party.

What was not typical was the dead­
ly escalation of the attacks — more 
than 160 persons were killed in the 
first half of the year — and the 
gunmen’s willingness to take on 
security forces. Seventeen police

were killed by the gangs in a series of 
well-planned ambushes.

The emergency measures appear 
to have muted the political violence, 
but not the rhetoric.

The opposition has accused Manley 
of using the emergency decree as a 
political tool, allowing him to throw 
JLP politicians in jail, taking them 
out of circulation before general 
election scheduled sometime before 
June, 1977.

The howls of outrage reached a 
crescendo with Manley's announce­
ment in late June that two JLP 
leaders had been implicated in an 
alleged terrorist plot to overthrow 
the government,

Manley has denied the arrests are 
politically motivated, but has not set 
a date for lifting the emergency 
measures. The JLP boycotted a 
parliamentary session that extended 
the emergency into October.

In Kingston, a tough, brawling 
tropical town by anyone's standards, 
people can now walk the streets 
without ending up in the middle of a 
gunbattle — at least for the moment. 
But most of this island's two million 
citizens are wondering what happens 
next, and no one has come up with 
any answers.

Today’s thought
Not long ago, I sat most of the day 

in a meeting at the Mt. Washington 
Hotel in Bretton Woods, N.H. From 
where 1 sat I could watch the moun­
tain, indeed most of the presidential 
range most of the time. It was an 
altogether good experience to watch 
a mountain for most of a day and the 
watching enhanced the meeting, 
which was also good.

But up and down the mountain, all 
day, ran the ancient cog railway 
train, casting, as it must have done 
for decades, a pail of black smoke up 
and down the mountain. We joked 
about it. indulgently, allowing as to 
how the only pollution in sight was 
not that bad. On the other side was 
the auto road up the mountain. Cars 
also go up and down enabling 
motorists to get to the top without ef­
fort.

Now, whether or not you get to the

top on the cog railw ay or in an 
autom obile, I subm it you know 
without being told that you have 
denied yourself som ething in not 
climbing to the top. The experience 
of the climb has to, in and of itself, 
enhance the perspective. Those who 
take the easy way can never know 
what it is to have struggled, huffed 
and puffed on your own legs, to get 
th e re . W hat w e le a rn  to  do is 
rationalize — we don't have much 
tim e, it is not much pollution, too 
many hikers spoil the tra ils , i t ’s the 
view that counts — and so on.

W,e le a rn  a t  an  e a r ly  ag e  to 
rationalize — to block out sim ple 
truth and beauty and goodness and to 
com plicate things.

Schools still emphasize basics
Vernon

When Vernon public schools open 
Sept. 8 there will be a revision and 
expansion of the curriculum and the 
system will continue to stress areas 
basic to the educational, social, and 
emotional development of the 
students.

Dr. R aym ond R am sd e ll, 
superintendent of schools, said that 
on the entire elementary level, after 
an exhaustive two-year study by 
teachers and reading specialists, a 
cobasal reading series was adopted 
to augment the basal reading series.

On the Middle School level 
(including Sykes Grade 6) a growing 
emphasis on career exploration will 
continue.

At the high school there will be a 
number of new course offerings 
reflecting the desire of the ad­
ministration to provide greater op­
portunities for the noncollege bound 
students as well as those intending to 
pursue higher education, Dr.

Ramsdell said.
He said the guidance department 

has not and will not restrict students 
in one sphere from taking courses in 
another. He said, for example, 
college-bound students may take in­
dustrial arts courses or vice-versa. 
All courses are open to both male and 
female students.

New courses include power 
mechanics, graphic arts, appliance 
repair, ceramics, and child develop­
ment.

Dr. Ramsdell said the additional 
courses are being offered without the 
addition of personnel with the excep­
tion of one new industrial arts posi­
tion. He said new courses can be 
offered by reducing classes less in 
demand.

“It is the hope of the administra­
tion that over the next five years 
meaningful changes continue while 
absolute or inadequate offerings at 
any level may be diminished, ” Dr.

1 am always intrigued by the 

origins of words and their change of 
meaning through the centuries. Some 
months ago, for example. I men­
tioned the origin of the word 
"bedlam" which was a corruption of 

the name of a hospital for the insane 
in London — ’"St. Mar y  of 
Bethlehem '

Another  Int riguing word is 
“charisma, ” which has recently 
become familiar in ordinary conver­
sation. yet it is not even listed in a 
1945 Webster's Collegiate Dictionary. ’ 
It is a word used in the New Testa­
ment but in a different sense.

Today when we say a person has 
charisma we refer to an appealing 
quality, an aura of charm It is dif­
ficult to define for there is no single 
characteristic that leads to this at­
tractiveness — and the attraction 
may be stronger toward some than 
others. It is often said of celebrities, 
whether on stage or in politics, that 
he or she has “ charisma" and 
therefore is successful. Sometimes 
we are turned off by a person we see 
on TV or a person we meet because 
of a lack of this indefinable quality. It 
is unfair to judge another by so quick 
a reaction yet we of do it.

I lU'oiiscioiis coiuh'Dination
A minister friend of mine, who 

l a t e r  b e c a m e  one of our  
denomination’s top officials, once 
told me about a parishioner he called 
on for the first time. When the man 
answered the door he did not open it 
or invite his minister in. When he 
saw who it was he bellowed, "Go 
away, I don’t like you. ”

The minister retreated in dismay 
Later they came to know each other 
and discussed this first ’’instant dis­
taste." ll turned out that the church 
member had had an uncle who had 
treated him very badly. The minister 
bore a marked resemblcnce to this 
hated uncle. It was this association 
ihat triggered the first negative reac­
tion.

Such association may well be one 
cause for bad impressions, a deep- 
seated cause which is not always 
recognized and may leave lasting dis­
like. This may be the explanation for 
the quatrain found carved in one of 
the benches at Oxford, England:

I do not like thee. Dr. Fell, 
Exactly why I cannot tell.

But this I know and that full well,
I do not like thee. Dr. Fell,”

“ Gift of God”
The meaning of “charisma” in the 

New Testament is much deeper than 
a superficial aura of charm. ”1110 
basic idea of the word is that of a free 
and undeserved gift of God to man. It 
comes from His grace and can never 
be achieved or attained by man’s own 
effort. This word is used seventeen 
times, mostly by St. Paul, but it rare­
ly occurs in classical Greek.

We hear today of the “Charismatic 
movement” in the Christian Church. 
This centers on the grace of God and 
the work of the Holy Spirit,  
“Charismata” are the graces of the 
Christian life. In his book “New 
Testament Words” William Barclay 
sums It up this way:

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Historic Norwich tavern 
bought by state trust

NORWICH (UPI) -  The 18th cen­
tury Eleazor Lord Tavern in Norwich 
has been purchased by the Connec­
ticut Trust for Historic Preservation.

Henry F. Miller, chairman of the 
trust, said Friday the purchase 
marks the end of a three-year 
struggle to save the building from 
demolition.

That effort was resolved by a 
Connecticut Supreme Court decision 
in .lune which upheld the Norwich 
H istoric D istrict Com mission’s 
denial of a request to demolish a 
building in the Norwichtown Historic 
District.

The U S, D epartm ent of the 
Interior had eariier approved a grant 
of $22,500 to the Connecticut Trust to 
enable it to buy the Lord Tavern. The 
grant has been matched by funds 
from Norwich preservationists until 
a private purchaser can be found.

An additional grant, which will be 
supervised by the trust, has been ap­
proved toward the restoration of the 
tavern's exterior.

Through the purchase and sale of 
the tavern, the trust will establish a 
state-wide revolving fund to save 
other endangered buildings. Miller 
said.

The Norwich tavern is the first

project of the trust, a nonprofit cor­
poration created by a special act of 
tbe 1975 legislature.

Tbe practice of buying historically 
or architecturally significant struc­
tures and selling them to persons 
who wili rehabilitate them in accor­
dance with deed covenants has been 
successful in cities, but has not been 
tried on a statewide level before. 
Miller said.

defeat of the entire tax bill except for 
tax cuts unless many money-losing 
special interest tax breaks are 
dropped.

In the first revision of the capital 
gains tax in more than 30 years, the 
committee agreed to increase from 
six months to a year the time that an 
asset must be held to receive the 
more favorable capital gains tax 
treatment.

In addition, the present $1,000 limit 
on the amount of ordinary income 
that may be offset by capital losses 
would be increased to $3,000. This is 
the first such increase since 1942.

The net result of increasing the 
time limit for claiming capital gains 
tax treatment will be an increase in 
tax es on in v es to rs , e sp ecia lly  
speculators in the stock market or in 
real estate — an estim ated $11 
million in 1977, $56 million in 1978, 
and up to $134 million a year by 1981.

Capital gains are taxed at half the 
rate of ordinary income such as 
wages and salaries. Capital gain or 
losses are realized from the sale of 
an asset such as stocks or property.

Both provisions would be put into 
effect over a two-year period, with 
the holding period first going to nine 
months in 1977 and the $1,000 limit 
going to $2,000 in 1977.

One exception was made to the 
longer holding period. Gains on 
agriculture commodity futures con­
tracts, which almost always are 
realized within less than a year, will 
remain under the six-month rule.

Token collectors known as vecturists

Stamps

■‘What's a vecturist. Pop?” 
' ‘Umm...ah...Did you pick up your 

room?”
A v e c tu r is t  is 

so m e b o d y  who 
collects things like 
that at the right. It 
is a transportation 
token. (“Vecture” 
is an old-time name 
for a carriage,”

The token shown
here reads (Queensboro Bridge Railway 
Co. Inc.” on one side and “Good For One 
Fare” on the other. The railway, under 
this name, was in existence from 1939 to 
1957 and was the last surviving trolly 
system in greater New York City. The 
length of the line was about one and a half 
miles. The cars were made to hold 44 
passengers, but an ox-motorman is quoted 
as saying: “You could make it a hundred 
if you wanted to push 'em in.”

The tokens are almost as large as a 
quarter, and show a double-truck trolly 
car on both sides. They were composed of 
various and sundry metals over the years. 
The half-moon cut-outs made them harder 
to counterfeit.

The background of geometric engine- 
turned designs is a familiar sight of vec­
turists. To see a reallife example just 
check your miscellany box for one of the 
little three-holed tokens formerly used by 
the Connecticut Co. You might need a 
magnifying glass, but the geometry is 
there on the circular flat areas, front and 
back.

Vecturists have a spot within the TAMS 
organization (Token and Medal Society); 
this in turn is sponsored by the American 
Numismatic Association, which this very 
day is winding up its 85th annual conven­
tion in NYC. Coin World came out with an 
edition of 175 pages to beat the drum for 
that event.

Cool to warm
Collectors frost-bitten at over-cooled 

movie houses and supermarkets lately 
will appreciate the “ Cremation of Sam 
McGee” stamp shown on the cover of the 
American Philatelist (Canada, 8 cents). 
The Robert W. Service poem with this ti­
tle (Yukon locale) ends with —

“And there sat Sam, looking cool and 
calm, in the heart of the furnace roar;

And he wore a smile you could see a 
mile, and he said; ‘Please close that door.

It’s fine in here, but I greatly fear you’ll 
let in the cold and storm —

Since I le ft P lum tree , down in 
Tennessee, it’s the first time I’ve been 
warm.’”
R.W.S. aficionados might have preferred 
“The Shooting of Dan McGrew” but it 
would take a mammoth stamp to show a 
bar, a piano. The Stranger, Dangerous 
Dan, and the lady known as Lou.

New dollar coin?
Dollar bills wear out too soon and 

nobody is using the Ikes, so a new dollar 
coin, between a quarter and a half in size, 
may be on the way. It is felt that it would 
be cheaper in the long run to use some 
kind of ticky-tacky metal instead of paper 
to maintain a fund of circulating dollars

The idea gets the approval of the ven­
ding machine lobby — the group that 
scuttled the aluminum cents in 1974. The 
problem is how to tell it from a quarter in 
your pocket. ’The thought of an 11-sided 
piece but gave this up. (The English have 
a 7-sided 50-pence coin that is working out 
well).

They may decide on some kind of nicks 
or indentations to make it distinct've in 
the dark.

One fake, one okay
Perhaps you have heard that there has 

been some counterfeiting of the 13-cent 
Liberty Bell stamp. The phony ones are 
bit light in color and they shorted the perf 
count at the sides. Don’t be alarmed at the 
new Clara Maass stamp and think they’ve 
got at that, too — it is rightfully on thinner 
paper, with a different surface finish for 
improved printing.

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FCC jumps on radio ‘bandwagon’
The b ig g es t CB new s is being  

transmitted out of Washington, D.C. from 
the granite headquarters of the Federal 
Communications Commission.

As a result of many complaints about 
channel congestion and interference, the 
FCC had to do something.

Their answer was primarily increasing 
the number of channels for Citizens Radio 
Service from 23 to 40. All 
of them in the AM band.
They did som e o ther 
things too

The FCC decided that 
equipment authorization 
would be required of the 
manufacturers prior to 
marketing the unit. Type 
a c c e p t a n c e  of  t h e
transm.itter must be ob- ....
tained from the FCC.
This is a change. Also, 
certification for the receiver.

The type acceptance and certification 
for transceiver and other equipment, 
having both transm it and receive capabili­

ty, is quite a departure from the way it 
has been handled in the past. As a result of 
these new rules, manufacturers won’t be 
able to play games with pricing as it 
relates to quality and type of equipment 
being sold.

Obviously, not all manufacturers were 
guilty of this sort of thing. But, a lot of in- 
and-outer assemblers did it and the result

was that many units were sleazy. And, 
since close to 80 per cent of the com­
ponents or total units came from the 
Orient, it was pretty easy.

Now, transmitters must comply with 
FCC specifications or they will not be 
accepted and certified . This will 
eliminate, or at least greatly reduce, 
spurious emission and comply with har­
monic suppression limitations. Net result: 
Less interference and a reduction in the 
complaints of many of your neighbors and 
the commercial broadcasters in our area.

All this goes into effect on all sets 
marketed after Jan. 1, 1977. One other 
thing the FCC did might aid in the efforts 
to resist thievery: All new equipment 
must have a unique identifier, both type or 
model number, according to the rules 
governing type acceptance and cer- 
tificatitn.

Out of this welter of rules there is this 
sort of thinking in Washington: First it is 
felt that manufacturers will offer a 
rebuilt program which will utilize your 
present unit and add the additional 
channels for a modest amount. Thus, you 
will have the~benefit of 40 channels for 
only a little more than your original in­
vestment.

It will ultimately cut down on the con­
gestion so you can reach your good buddy 
without so much trouble. So, that’s a se­
cond good point.

Third, assuming you don’t get your set 
modified, you’ll not have as many people 
on the original 23 channels as you have 
now. That will make it a little easier.

One thing to keep in mind, though, is the 
Date when all this goes into effect: Jan. 1, 
1977. If you are buying or planning to buy a 
unit now, don’t let a hard-selling salesman 
unload 23 channels on you without 
clarifying the program he has for handling 
the changeover to 40 channels.

He may be caught with a big inventory 
in 23-channel units right now and, to move 
them out, he’ll make rash promises. Get 
the modification plan in writing.

All this is necessary because adapters 
which might connect your existing 23- 
channel radio with another unit containing 
17-channels is illegal according to the new 
rules.

Is it com forting  to know that  
Washington is always transmitting?
