In addition to ending dela,vs In 
sounding alarms, the calls would 
be handled by trained personnel a t 
the jail, or would be In closer ebn- 
tact With the county-wide Mutual 
Aid ridio network center.

Andrews said Vernon's adoption 
of. the plan could b^ the jh 'st step 
toward a county-wide radio-inte­
grated alarm system. Such a 
system is already in operation in 
Fairfield" County and Hartford 
County has a radio system on or­
der for that purpose, he said.
