Tt was In a narrow battle with
adversity, rather than In any sud-
den clear triumph for their own
prosperity and safety that our
forefathers instituted, on these
shores, the mseasonal rite of
Thanksgiving. It is usually that
way: the capacity to be thankful
comes most easily to those who
are stil] freshly aware of the fact
that they are engaged in struggle.
The sleek fat cats, who think they
have It made, do not easily atir
from their cushions to remember
how they happened to find them-
selves pet up in 5o soft a life.

But any sensible person, today,
is likely to feel himself and hia
whole world stretched lean and
tensa In a struggle which has no
clear, carefree victory anywhere
in sight. The struggle is not for
the elemental components of sur-
vival, such as crops and a shelter,
but for a basic verdict in favor
of life itself. The struggle ia not
80 much for the right to follow
one creed or another, or for the
right to design and architect one's
own style of living, as it Is for a
guality and practice of sanity
among all creeds and styles of
living. Our fear and (insecurity
stem not merely from potential
savages, out in the forest, but
from our awareness of the poten-
tial savagery and animalism which
lle within ourselves. Our alarm s

"mot merely that someone else may
try to govern us, but that we may
prove unable to govern ourselves.

Our lines lo security are thin
and taut: our grip on our world
and on ourseives has to be con-
tinually renewed, or it grows
weak, or it slips. But we can no
more turn back, and repeal the
tides of  Thistory which have
brought us here than our fore-
fathers could repeal thelr experi-
ment and their struggle and head
back toward their own past.

Sometimes, one has @0 drop to
one’'s knees, literally and figura-
tively, in order to renew and re-
fresh one's capacity to endure and
maintain that grip and leverage
which keep hope meaningful.
Around every fat bird, tomorrow,
there will be & few lean, prayer-
ful thoughts.

Braden said she wrote the
memo at a time when she was
upset over criticlsm from other
real estate dealers because she had
sold a home to a Jew. She apoke
of her mood as one of "anger and
desperation.”

Rothman said that Imposing
fines to discourage employes from
meeting an employer's production
requirements is in effect requiring
the workers to engage in a slow-
down.

Rothman, indicating the case
may wind up in the courts, said
various rights under the federal
Inbor relations laws are involved.
On one hand, he said, unions may
prescribe rules- governing mem-
bers.

The request for permigsion tlo
open a package store was made Lo
the Vernon Fire District Zoning
Board of Appeals last night by L
and B Enterprises Inc., which pro-
poses putting the store in a small,
three-store shopping center on Rt
83 near the Gilbert Professional
Building.

The ZBA reached a decision on
the application In execulive ses-
aion but said it will not an-
nounce it until after the applicant
has been notified,

Permission to operale a package
store requirea local approval as
well as approval by the State Li-
quor Control Commisaion.

The slore owners are members |-

of the newly formed Tolland Coun-
ty Package Store Association,
which has been formed to fight In-
discriminate Increase in the num-
ber of new stores and Lo better tax
assessmenta on their businesses.
Acting President Douglas M
Baakin sajd today the association
will appeal to the courts any de-
cision permitting the new store lo
operate. .

Resldents at the hearing, held at
the Public Safety Building on West
Rd., opposed the application be-
cause, they said, the new outlet
would be Loo close to the Rockville
High School on nearby Loveland
Hill Rd., and would make a bad
traffic condition worse on that por-
tion of Rt. 83.

One resident spoke in favor of
the application, He said he would
rather see a package store in that
location than a dump (the recent-
ly defeated town dump plan would
have placed a dump on the other
side of RL. 83 a few hundred feet
north of -the package atore sile).

Atty, Edwin A. Lassman of Hart-
ford, representing the package
store association, said there are
too many liquor outlets in Rock-
ville and rural Vernon in reiation
to the population. X
