can declaration of principles, pro-
mulgated by a group in Congress,
happened to Include some com-
plaint about the voting situstion
in the United Natlons, where, in
the General Assembly, the amall-
est territorial unit has the same
number of votes—one—as the
Inrgest, e

This makes it posaible for Ste-
venson o pose aa ‘a good Demo-
crat, as well as a good.-United Na-
tions man, when he takes out af-
ter thoss who “would suddenly be-
gin to ' make much of the fact that
big nations don't have more than
one vote in the General Agsembly.
If he didn't have such a Republi-
can target handy for his response,
he might not be able to contend
at all, publicly st least, with & lot
of tha theory which Is coming’ qut
of his own administration, or, per-
haps we should may, the Kennedy
administration, with a tendency to
downgrade the United Nations and
upbuild some other concept, like
that of an Atlantic Commynity

Give our Ambassador to the
United Nations an opening, how:
ever, and he is experienced enough
in both the law and politics to
make full use of it. So, at Seattle,
he sald a few obvious, common
sense things which might apply to
the critica of voting by geographi-
cal or political units in any legis.
Iative body, whether it would be
‘on the world, natlonal, or atate
. scene,

“Members are equal in their vot-
ing righta but very far from equal
in their Influence,” sald Stevenson.
“The greatest Influence will al-
ways be exerted by that great
power whose basic purposes har-
monize with the majorily of mem-
bers."”

In other words, the best way to
guard against being voted into a
losing position ia to take positions
which will command the respect of
others, .

Ambassador Stevenson dealt
;with perhaps &8 more fundamental
'queallun and criticism when he
discussed the frequent charge
that the United Natlons doeas not
constitute an effective weapon
agalnst Communism. The world
organization, of course, {8 not in-
tended to be n weapon agalnst any
politics1 creed or system of gov-
ernment. But there are those who
resent the fact that the Commu-
nisls can even be in the United Na-
Ltions, and who further resent the
fact that everybody there
doean’t join us In hating them.

Stevenson conceded that the
United Nations does not concern
Itaelf exclusively or even chiefly
with the “injustices of Commu-
nism."” He conceded that, In fact;
many of the members of the Unit-
ed Natlons had come out from un-

. der - Western colonialism, and
therafore sometiines indulged in
criticism and volex against the
West,

“*This,” Stevénsun went on to
say, “Is no cause for panic on our
part. In their criticlsm there isx a
backhanded compliment,, They
eriticize us because they know we
have moral standards and that we
reply to criticism.

“Tharefore wa do not despair. 1f
Communism ls a problem far the
United Nations, so0 is the United
Nations & problem for Commu-
nism. The United Nalions is a
community of tolerance and a
community of tolerance is a ter-
rible frustration to the totalitarian
mind.

“As_between these two fruslra-
tions I believe that the United Na-
tions is more durable, and that the
Commuinist  totalltarianism  will
accommodath itself' to the com-
muulty." )

An astronomer tells of the lit-
flest known atar, and engineers
apeak of cutling costs fromi water
evaporation, and in space travel:

Littlest Star

Perhaps the smallest star ever
detacted. has been reported by
Willem, J. Luyten, , University " of
Minnesota astronomer.

It is apparently. about half the
diameter of our moon, and one-
seventh the size of the earth, bt
has. a density about 200 million
times that of water, he suys, Very
b'ue in color, it is probably 25,000
times fainter than the sun, and
seema_lo be about 100 million light
years distant.

Reservoir Savings

The sun and evaporation steal
precious water from reservoirs,

But the Joss can be cut as much
as B0 per cenl by piacing a,thin
film of wax-like material, only one
milllonth of an inch thick, over the
water, says Curtis Michel of Mo-
lecular Technology, Inc.. describ-
ing testa In Australis and the
United Stiates.

The film does not change the
taste, color or odor of the water,
nor Interfere with using the res
ervoir for recreation, and costs n
few cents per thousands of gallons
of water saved, he adds,

Bear Facls

This summer a team of sclen-

WASHINGTON (AP) —1
President Kennedy's farm bill
is dead. A

The surprise defeat of the far-
reaching bill in the House Thurs-
day night by a 215-205 vote was
all the more shocking to adminis-
tration leaders because up to the
last minute’ they thought they
would win,

The sudden death came at 5:47
p.m, in the tension-filled House; 48
Democrats, not all Southern con-
servatives by any means, helped
167 Republicans do it in. Only one
Republican-—Rep. Phil Weaver of
Nebraska—voted with 204 Demo-
crats apgainst scuttling the bill by
sending it back to committee.

The White House Immediately
issued a statement saying the de-
feat "will cost the taxpayers of
the United States at jeast an ad-
ditional §1 billion next year and
return the country to the ruinous
deficit farm programs with ac-
companying growth in our already
staggering $9 billion surplus.

"It is regrettable that the Re-
publican members of the House,
with only one exception, chose to
make party lssue of this matter
Instead of voting in the national’
Interest. They will now have to
bear the responsibility for the
continuing. chaos in our agricul-
tural surplus situation,”
