He said he could not tell what
was thrown, but a few seaconds
later the woman threw some-
thing else out — and this time
he could tell it was a child.

Mrs. Mwalilino then put her
legs out the window and sat on

Then she let go and
fell screaming to the courtyard
below.

Webb, 69, died Thursday night
of a heart attack at his home.

If, at any time before his
65th birthday, the manager
should become totally and per-
manently disabled, he or his
legal representative shall, upon
written request, be entitled to
immediate benefits, based on
the then actuarial equivalent of
the benefits he would receive at
age 65,

The agreement between the
town and manager is, except
for his wife or other benefici-
ary, non-assignable and non-
transferable, and is independ-
ent of any other compensation,
whether salary, bonus or other-
wise,

The agreement does not re-
strict the right of the town to
discharge the manager, or re-
striot the right of the manager
to terminate his employment.

The agreement, which must

Milton Jensen, wife of the town
committee chalrman, and Hank
Pearson, a political science ma-
jor from the University of Con-
necticut, who is following the
candidate around as a require-
ment for his course in political
parties and pressure groups.

The young student just listen-
ed as Goldberg sat back with &
cup of coffee and replied to
questions,

Goldberg noted that he had
been actively campaigning for
three-and-a-half months and,
questioned on how he could keep
up such a pace, sald he never
felt better, ’

He has a good law practice in
his home town of Norwich, he
said, and could stay home, but
he “enjoys government." He
was in the atate senate from
1957-58, and enjoysd that im-
mensely, Working In govern-
ment, he sald, “gives one a sense
of accomplishment. It's the
greatest gervice & man can do."”

Hef8ald he had talked recent-
ly to a social studies class In
his former high school in Nor-
wich. ''Regardless of the out-
come of the election, if I in-
stilled a desire to go into gov-

ernment in a few of those stu.-

dents, it will be worthwhile,'" he
sald.

Goldberg's Democratic rival
is incumbent William St, Onge
of Putnam, He will dehate with
him, for the first and probably
only time, on Channel 3 Sunday
afternoon. Also debating will be
Daniel Tarasevich from Groton,
an independent candidate about
whom Goldberg professed com-
plete ignorance, not having met
the man at all, Al he knew, he
said, was that Tarasevich had
the New London veterans upset
because he had named his party
the Velerans' Party.

Goldberg’'s main plank is the
Republican attempt to bring the
government back lo the people.
He thinks that St. Onge has not
been as close to his constituents
as he says he has, and spoke of
the Democrat's opening an of-
fice in Norwich this March,
which had been promised, he
sald, during the Congresaman's
last campaign.

It elected, Goldberg said he
would establish roving office
hours on weekends to meet wilh
constituents needing his sery-

jces. And he would set up area
reprasentatives in the various
counties in the district to keep
the 84 towna informed of federal
legisiation affecting them, es-
peclally what grants are avail-
able for capital Improvements,

Goldberg said that moat of
the questions he encountered in
his campaign concerned rising
prices and tight money. He not-
ed that Imterest rates are the
highest in 4 years, and blam-
ed the present administration
for not cutling back on govern-
ment spending. He lashed out
against budgets drawn up with
planned deficits, saying that 12
cents on every tax dollar repre-
gsents the cost of Interest. He
asked for congressmen with the
“courage to say no'' to deficit
spending, and went on to dis-
cuss some decentralizing ol gov-
ermment,

*'The greatest value of the
tax dollar is at the local lev-
el,” he sald, and advocated that
the federal government make
direct grants, perhapas of a por-
tion of the income taxes collect-
ed from the states, with “no

« strings attached.”’

Pressed for his opinions of
the war in VietNam, Goldberg
sald there was no point in dis-
cussing the merits of whether
the United States should be
there, because the U, 8. is, and
the U. 8, can't pull out he said,
without losing the faith of other
Asian countries.

Police Guard
Tax Auditors
In Fairfield

FAIRFIELD (AP)—A special
police guard has been stationed
at the Fairfield Town Hall while
auditors continue their examina-
tion of tax accounts which they
say are short $154,500.

First Selectman John J. Sul-
livan announced the auditors’
preliminary findings Thursday
night and sald he was seeking
a warrant for the arrest of Tax
Collector John Pinchin.

Pinchin, 49, was appointed lo
his post in 1848. He has report-
edly been seriously {ll for some
time and is now a patlent at
the Veterans Administration
Hospital in West Haven.

Pinchin, who had not been on
the job since July, was suspend-
ed Monday when the audilors re-
ported ‘‘apparent discrepancies’
in his accounts,

The $154,500 shorlage was dis-
covered in an account which in-
cluded laxes pald in advance
of the July 1 due date, Sullivan
said,

“*“The tax collector had report-
ed to the town treasurer the
sum of $407,867.84,"" he said,
“although the actual advance
tax collections amounted to
$562,357.38.""

Robert Cassidy of the firm of
Allen, Cassidy & Co., auditors
for the town, sald the missing
money ‘‘was improperly record-
ed in the current tax collection
amount to cover up an apparent
shortage in that account,’ Sulli-
van said.

"An aroundithe-clock police
guard has been placed at Town
Hall to protect the records from
being disturbed,"” Sullivan an.
nounced.

The first selectman said the
town will tile a claim for the
$100,000 amount for which the
tax collector was bonded, and
will “make every effort"” lo re-
cover the rest of the money
somehow.

U.S. Manpower in Viet
Greater Than in Korea

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
United 'States now has more
men in Viet Nam than were sta-
tioned in Korea during thé peak
of that war, and officials leave
little doubt that the commit-
ment will go higher,

U.S. manpower in South Viet
Nam hit 328,000 this week, 1,000
more than the number of Amer-
jcan troops deployed within Ko-
rea in June 1833.

This milestone in the South.
east Aslan struggle virtually
passed unnoticed until the Pen-
tagon's statistical branch, in
response to questions, provided
figures showing the Korean in-
country strength was 327,000 at
its height.

The over-all. U.S, force in-
volved in the Vist Nam war,
including out-of-country support
eléments, still is about 60,000
shy of the peak over-all Korean
commitment of 472,800.

The surpassing of the Korean
in-country mark came as 3ecre-
tary of Defense Robert 8. Mc-
Namara was touring Viet Nam.

Ending his eighth visit there,
the Pentagon chief told news-
men in Saigon the milltary ef-
fort was going ‘'very satisfac-
torily'' and he foresaw no sub-
stantial change in the rate of
deployment of U.S. troops to
Vist Nam in coming months.

Pentagon officials took this as

& sign that the U.S. input of men
will continue at about the same
rate as the past year — some
15,000 men & month. This would
mean & year-end level of around
370,000.

In Congress Thursday Sen.
John C. Stennis, D-Miss., pre-
dicted American strength. would
reach 500,000 by the end of next
year, A continuation of the 15,-
000-men-a-month input for the
next 12 months wouid put U.B.
strength In  Viet Nam  just
over the half-milllon mark in
1067,

S8ome top military officials
have sald they think 750,000 U.8.
troops will be regquired to end
the war,

The - Defense Depariment,
asked for its reaction to Stennis’
remarks, said “"we do not com-
ment on future mlilitary deploy-
ments or operations.”

The over-all total of US,
forces in Viet Nam and directly
supporting the war effort from
nearby arees amounts to more
than 410,000 men, This includes
328,000 troops in-country, 50,000
in offshore naval units, 25,000 in
Thalland where some air ralds
on North Viet Nam and Laos
originate, and 8,000 or more on
Guam, base of the blg B
bombers.

The 410,000 does not include
an unspecified number of the 50,-
000 U.8. military men in Okina-
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wa and the Philippines playing
a supporting role in the Viet
Nam struggle.

The number of U.8. forces
stationed within South Viet Nam
has more than doubled in the
past year. Last Oectober the to-
tal stood at 148,000 men.

The war has grown bigger in
other ways, too. .

Pentagon figures show the
United States now has 1,800 heli-
copters in operation against the
Communists, an equal number
of fixed wing aircraf, including
more than 1,000 fighters and
bombers, and hundreds of naval
vessels, among them four car-
riers which send strike alrcraft
on missions Into North Viet
Nam,
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The President On Pauses

President Johnson's response Lo one
question at his Washington news ocon-
ference yesterday was a good sample of
mixture of the plausible with the decep-
tive and deserves guotation and study
in full.

The question was this: “It has been
suggested that another pause in the
pombing would bring sbout a good
gtmosphere for your trip. Could you dis-

cuss the pros and cons of another —

pause ?”

The President’s answer was this: “No,
Ray (Sherer ofN.B.C.) I don't think that
1 would like to discuss our strategy, the
pros and cons. I would observe this,
that we have had two pauses. We had,
about the same people and the same
gources suggested the second pause.

“They asked for 12 days and then 20
and then went 37 days that our boys sat
there and watched the enemy. He didn't
pause. He kept up his bombing. He
threw his hand grenades. He lobbed his
mortars into our troop encampments
and killed our Marines and our airmen
and our Army soldiers, and I would
be very interested at this moment in a
pause if I could have any assurance
that it would be reciprocated. And the
other people would pause.

«I don't quite understand, though,
why you want me to have our Marines
and our airmen pause and put their
hands behind their back while the other
people don't pause and continue to ghoot
st them. After all, those are our men,
and if they will pause, and the aggres-
sor will pause, we'll pause immediately,
If they will withdraw, we will with-
draw immediately.

“We will lay out a schedule on the
table tomorrow, a schedule to mave out
of South Vietnam, to come home, to
leave no troops in that area, to give up
our bases, provided they will lay on the
table their schedule for withdrawal and
their schedule to get their people to quit
the killing and the murdering that's
taking on.

‘Now, if it develops that there’s any
hope that would flow from another
pause, we alwayas keep an open mind.
We will make additional sacrifices if
we need to, but I see nothing on the
horizon at this moment that would jus-
tify my asking: all three or four hundred
thousand Americans to stand there with
their hands in their pockets because
pomeone here suggested they pause un-
less their enemy would pause.”

Thus President Johnson, in typical
vein about Vietnam.

He is quite right, obviously, in his
expectation that all Americans would
join with him in rejecting the piteous
and silly spectacle of “three or four
hundred thousand Americans” atanding
“there with their hands in their pock-
ets” while the enemy still “kept up his
bombing."

But he is totally wrong, of course, In
implying that anybody has ever sug-
gested any such situation.

And no one would ever guess, from
the language he uses, that he is equat.
ing the continuously heavy bombing op-
erations against North Vietnam with
the occasional foray of guerrillas in
South Vietnam with a hand grenade, a
plastic bomb, or a mortar shell.

No responsible critic of the Presi-
dent’s conduct of the war in Vietnam
has ever demanded that ‘“our Marines
and our airmen pause and put their
hands behind their back while the other
people don't pause and continue to shoot
at them."” No responsible critic of the
war has ever suggested, either, that the
United States give up and pull out and
come home.

Criticiam has maintained that the
American effort, to fulfill our own hon-
orable policies and at the same time
fneur minimal sacrifice of life on all
pides, should properly be directed
toward containing rather than toward
escalating -mnd expanding the war,

It is, we think, President Johnson's
gonfession of his weakneas in his own
position that he feoels required, always,
to move his critics over into positions
they themselves have never taken be-
fore he undertakes to answer them. It
fa not a technique of policy discussion -
which adds to public confidence in the
‘ wtyotl_xhludenlﬂp;ortohope that
& sane pesce will ever be given a real
shance to arrive ia Vietnam,

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Intelligenits And Spelling

Eventually, we avg going to devise
ourselves some series of-tests—taken at
a very early age, or evenh in pre-natal
stage—which, fed into the ﬁfﬁ;ﬂy pro-
grammed set of computers, outline
a forthcoming life for us with suth ac-
curacy and detail there will be' little

point in having the holder of that lfes

go through the routine of living it out.

We may even, eventually, carry the
predictive reséarch analysis forward be-
fore the pre-natal stage, so that pros-
pective parents can have the whole atory
of the life of offspring before them
when they decide whether or not to
have it.

For the present, however, we are
merely progressing toward such a state
—ticking off the mile posts, one by one,
a3 some new. triumph in research and
analysis Is achiaved,

There has now been devised, for in-
stance, a system of pre-school testing
of children which can designate before-
hand, instead of merely- analyzing af-
terwards, those children Wwho are going
to be failures in school.

As a result of these new tests, it will
soon be poasible to segregate the fail-
ures before instead of after they have
become failures, give them premedial
rather than remedial treatment, and
thus save time and also make things
more pleasant all around, since there
will no longer be any failures in school.

Even as we salute this great prospec-
tive advance, however, we find our-
selves drawn toward one of those inci-
dentals which are often more fascinat-
ing than great progress.

The same people who have designed
the teats which may enable children to
go through achool failure-proof turned
up, in the course of their experimenta-
tion, the incidental finding that pure in-
telligence tests and 1.Q. quotients have
relatively lttle direct relationship to
reading and writing success or failure,

Specifically, the experts have con-
cluded that there is “no correlation
whatsoever between intelligence and
spelling.”

That's sométhing we keep trying to
the younger generation. “You
don't have to be Intelligent,” we keep
telling them, “In order to spell.”

Happens In Baseball, Too

We overheard one of our area’s good
weathermen complaining, the other day,
over the fact that the public does not
seem to appreciate the realistic nature
of odds. If the weatherman predicts
nine out of ten chances that it will rain,
that leaves one chance in ten that it
will be fair, If the odds mean anything,
some nine out of ten rain dey has to
prove to be fair, sooner. or later.

It's the same way with the odds on
collisions up in space. The odds against
such a thing are & million to one. Ac-
cordingly, we take that for an assur-
ance of practical impossibility.

But if the odds are really a million
to one, the one time that makes up the
other part of the equation has to hap-
pen some time, early or Iate.

And that it has already happened,
quite early in the game, was what
American space engineers reported over
at the International Astronautical Con-
gress held in Madrid the other day.
Two Navy communications satellites,
supposed to be in a 400 mile high orbit,
but also supposed to be at least 100
miles apart, somehow managed a ren-
dezvous of their own. locked antennae
gently, and then separated again, no
harm done.

From such occasional fair days In
foul, and needle finding needle in celes-
tinl stack, one can predicate the one in-
clusive conclusive prognostication,
which is that even the impossible al-
ways happens at least once.

Howe's Ordeal

Being U.S. commissioner of educa-
tion, and hence responsible for carrying
out federal school desegregation poli-
cies, Harold Howe 2nd was subjected to
a public whipping by Southern congress-
men who regard any desegregation at
all as much too much.

Howe caught it front and rear. While
he was being acidly questioned by the
wrong House committee (rules instead
of judiciary), he was being vilified on
the House floor by L. Mendel Rivers,

- D-8.C.

Rivers Is not to be confused with Old
Man River, which, as the song tells us,
must know somethin' but don't say
nothin'. With Rivers, it seems to work
the other way.

He said plenty about Howe, calling
him an ignorant misfit and idiot who
talks like & Communist and acts like a
commissar of education.

The committee hearings, it developed,
were atrictly an outlet for the pique of
Southern congressmen. When Howe
disarmed his inquisitors with straight«
forward answers and documentary evi-
dence, in the form of departmental
guidelines, to refute accusations of
zealotry, the lawgivers lost interest and
folded the hearings.

With that foolishness out of the way,
the judiciary committee promises to do
the job right, Chairman Emanuel Celler
says the committee will consider the
operation of federal clvib rights laws
and policies, including school desegre~
gation, in “an atmosphere of quiet de-
liberation and calm judgment'—with
“no emotional outbursts.”

That's as it should be. It's disgrace-
ful that a man of Howe's stature had to
put up with Rivers' abuse and the hos-
tile questions of ‘a pointiess investiga-
tion by the wrong committee.

Howe will have to consider that or-
deal as part of his education—primitive,
to be sure, but not unusual-in the un.
dendeveloped areas of ocongressional be-

(Buz) Lukens—are even more
likely winners for congresa.
Their victories and the defeat
of Whalen and Taft would fur-
ther entrench Ohio's Republi-
can conservatism.

Endorsement by the Ohio or-
ganization put Barry Goldwa-
ter over the top at the San
Francisco convention, and Gold-
water predicta the Ohioans will
be the backbone of Richard
Nixon's convention strength
next time, In fact, what little
support Michigan's Gov. George
Romney has here against Nixon
is found in the Whalen camp
and, to a lesser degree, in the
Tait camp.

That Bob Taft, heir of 2 poli-
tical dynasty synonymous with
Republican orthedoxy, ghould
be cast as a rebel is strange in-
deed. But after belng awept un-
der by the Goldwater debacle
in 1964, Taft began 1968 as a
decided underdog against tough,
articulate freshman Democratic
Rep. John J. Gilligan.

Cincinnati simply was no
longer a fiefdom for the Tafts.
What once was the nation’s
strongest Republican district
had been weakened by an influx
of Negroes from the other side
of town (now comprising nearly
one third of the district's popu-
lation), Taft either had to dis-
card the traditionally drab cam-
prign within the confines of the
regular party organization or
face oblivion.

He took the former course.
Campaign manager Carl Rubin
visited New York City to study
how store-front neighborhood of-
fices were used in Mayor John
V. Lindsay's 1965 victory. To-
day, Taft's campaign is run out
of similar offices—which con-
stitute a personal organization
quite separate from the moss-
backed regulars,

Moreover, Taft is campaign-
ing as no Taft ever campaigned
before. He drops into working
men's neighborhood bars to chat
and drink, He spends more time
ouiside plant gates than ‘at
traditions]l organizational teas.
He has spent days roaming Ne-
gro neighborhoods.

As much an economic
servative as his father, Taft
has moved leftward in non-
money areas., Repudiating sup-
port from the John Birch Socle-
ty (against advice from cam-
palgn manager Rubin), Taft
spurned blatant offers of finan-
cial aid from the real estate
lobby and instead backed open
housing in the civil rights bill,

Fifty miles away in Dayton,
Chuck 'Whalen's departure from
Ohio tradition is less surprising
but more complete, Author of
Ohio's open housing law in the
face of bitter opposition from
fellow Republican legislalors,
‘Whalen is going to not only Ne-
gro but labor union sources of
Democratic power, In  both
areas, he is meaking inroads on
incumbent Rodney Love, a drab
ex-probate judge.

Like Taft, Whalen has built
his own personal organization—
and with a special twist: Door-
to-door canvassing by the candi-
date himself, In Negro neigh-
borhoods on the west side and
white backlash working class
neighborhoods on the east side.
Democratic voters have been
startled to find a congressional
candidate at their-door.

Whalen, who made himself
scarce in 1064 when Goldwater
visited Dayton, politely declined
a campaign visit in 1068 from
Nixon (who did campaign in
Cincinnati for Taft), In view of
such independence, & Whalen
win would indeed add some non-
conformity to the party of War-
ren G. Harding.

Fighting Saigon Traffic

Dangerous as Battles

SAIGON, South Viet Nam
{AP) — Perhaps the only thing
more confusing than the war in
Viet Nam Is the traffic in Sai-

gon.

“It ain't as deadly as them
Viet Cong,” said one GI as he
jumped from the path of & taxi.
“But those drivers must. be
Commie sympathizers."

Saigon motorists don't have
the devil-may-care flair of those
in Rome or Mexico City, the
insouciance of Paris taxl opera-
tors, or the relentlessness of
Tokyo drivers, They do, how-
ever, operate under conditions
simalating a tropical night-
man.

For one thing there is no traf-
fic code. Actually there is, but it
hasn’'t been signed into law yet.
Traffic police work under
French colonial rules formulat-
ed 35 years ago.

Police estimete there has
been a 2300 per cent Increase in
civilian traffic in 10 years. No
attempt has been made to count
thousands of military vehicles,

Saigon has 450 roads, 400 of
which seem to be excaveted at
any given time,

This once sleepy capital ap-
pears to be one vast building
project. New waler mains are
going in and military construc-
tion is widespread.

Some govern their motoring
from horoscopes in Jocal papers.

Foreign residenis find traffic
heavy ‘when horoscopes term a
particular day favorable for
visiting or getting outdoors,

Traffic jams are noticeably
lighter on days when the papers
warn readers against outside
activity.

Lee Van Su, head of research
and planning for Saigon's 826-
member traffic police, says only
older Vietnamese who are de-
vout Buddhists stay at home on
four aemifast days each month.

Often Saigon driveras seem
more polite than those in Amer-
ica or Europe, but John C. Holl,
2 retired Washington state
police traffic expert, says:

“Once they pget behind the
wheel they are just as aggres-
sive as anybody in the United
States."”

Holl of Tacoma, is traffic ad-
viser to the Saigon police, sup-
plied by the U.8. Agency for
International Development.

Saigon is a military city with
thousands of American, Viet-
namese, Korean, Filipino and
Australian troops. Su says some
of these combat-hardened sol-
diers do not hesitate to slug
police who try to cite them for
traffic violations.

“Our traftic is much worse
than in the United States be-
cause of many slow vehicles
here,'"” Su said.

These include bicycles, scoo-
ters, horse carts and pedal-pow-
er three-wheel passenger ocabs
as well as autos and trucks,

Public transport is so limited
in this city of 2.5 million that
policemen were recently drafted
to drive a new fleet of city
‘buses,

Parsons Group Adds to Holdings

Young Financiers

DETROIT (AP) — The “Par-
sons Group,"” & rising young
corps of {inanciers, stepped
closer to the top of big league
finance this week with the ac-
quisition of the Public Bank of
Detroit,

The loosely knit group of 25
moneymen, headed by Charles

H. Parsons, 38, has in the past

six years gained control of five
banks, started another and
bought two Detroit skyscrapers.

Their latest acquisition came
in & midnight heaning Tuesday
when Circiit Judge Benjamin
Burdick put Public Bank Into
involuntary receivership.

The Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Corp. was named recelver
and it quickly sold the bank to
Bank of the Commonwealth,

Commonwealth chairman s
Parsons,

Public Bank, its capital ac-
count $1.8 million in the red and
estimating its future losses at
$4.9 milljon, was one of the larg-
est banks to fail since the
Depression,

months to close the FDIC-Com-
monwealth deal, but Common-
wealth signs were going up on
Public Bank branch offices.

This comes as no surprise to
those who know Parsons,

An attormey, born at the
height of the Depression, he is a
fast man when £ comes to mon-
ey.
The bank acquisitions, under
his direction, have come
through proxy fights, stock pur-
chase and other financial
moves.

Parsons and his group, mostly
Unlversity of Michigan alumni
in their mid-thirties, took over
Bank of the Commonwealth in a
oroxy fight in 1964,

That same year, the Parsons
Group acquired the Industrial
State Bank of Kalamazoo, with
11 branches and $42 million in
assets,

The group launched the Birm-
ingham-Bloom{leld Bank, then
acquired in quick succession
control of the Peoples Savings
Banks 6f Port Huron, Mich.,
and the Bank of Lansing, Mich,

In 1063, the group purchased,
for a reported $8 mildon, the 19-
story Ford Building and the 23-
story Dime Building In down:
town Detroit.

The group holds directorships
in the banks or owns stock in
the various companies which
control the growing financial
empire.

Their only loss to date was in

Miller burned his draft card
at a New York street rally a
year ago in protest of the Viet
Nam war and the draft. He was
the first person to be prosecuted
under the law passed by Con-
gress last year which provides
a penaity of up to five years in
prison and a $20,000 fine,

Dodd said, ''I find it impos-
sible to understand the action
of the group of New Haven cit-
izens who have asked for per-
mission to send supplies.to Viet
Nam divided in equal qualities
between North Viet Nam, the
Viet Cong and the South Viet
Nam government,

“Nor can I understand the
logic of the Treasury Depart-
ment in granting their request,”
he added.

The petition protested the ac-
tions of a committee of religious
leaders and students at Yale
University, and the Treasury's
approval of the project,

U.S. Threatens to Resﬂme |
 Bombing Viet Buffer Zone

But American and South Viet-
namese Lroops scored a notable
success in opening 80 miles ‘of
highway through the Viet Cong-
infested territory between BSai-
gon and three rich rubber plan-
tations near the Cambodian bor-
der north of the capital,

The T00-vehicle convoy, the
jargest since American troops
came o Viet Nam, hauled rice
for 40,000 people up to the plan-
tations and returned with 2,600
tons of rubber worth $2 million,
a vital export. Only minor Viet
Cong harassment was reported,
and no one was hit.

The Viet Cong mined a mil-
tary freight train 10 miles
northeast of Saigon, derailing
the locomotive, an armored car
and séveral flatcars and
wounding three Viétnamese
guards,

U.8. engineers sent six sal-
vage vehicles to the scene, and
the Viet Cong attacked with ma-
chine guns and small arms, but
a US. spokesman said no
Americans were wounded in the
20-minute firefight.

The decision to respond to
North Vietnamese violations of
the eastern end of the demilitar
ized zone was made juring the
visit here of U.S, Secretary of
Defense Robert 8. McNamara.,

A spokesman said the decision
was reached late Thuraday, Mc-
Namara left for Washington
Thursday night after a four-day
inspection tour,

The spokesman read to news-
men a statement issued by the
U.8. Mission, which said efforts

of 1I0C teams to enter North
Viet Nam's half of the eastern
end of the demilitarized »one
“have been consistently re-
buffed by the North Vietnam-
ese government.

‘“Thus if there is North Viet-
namese or Viet Cong military
action in the area In question
the government of Viet Nam
and the United States govern-
ment will be obliged to re-
spond.”

South Vietnamese military
headquarters reported that Viet
Cong gusmillas shelled an army
post 308 milea northeast of Sal-
gon todey, inflicling Mght casu-
alties on two companies of miM-
tia, In a counterattack by Viet-
namese troops near the post,
the government force reported
killing 20 Viet Cong.
