SALUTATORY 

We, th e cla ss o f 1928 extend a hea rty 
welcome to you-superintendent and 
members of th e school boa rd , who arc 
the execu ti vcs of thi s fine school sys­
tem; principal and faculty, who hav e 
prepared us fn r ou r life's work; parents, 
whu ha\·c sacrifi ced continuous ly fn r our 
educat ion; friends and relatives, wh1l 
ha ve been our well wishers during the 
past four yea rs; and schoolmates, w ho 
have helped make our hi g h school life a 
pleasant one. 'vVe a rc glad to have you 
here toni ght to enj oy, we hope, th e last 
ceremony in w hi ch we as Seniors may 
participate, a nd to witness th e g rad ua­
tion of th e first class from Manchest e r 
High School. 

A hig h school is one of th e most im ­
portant in st ituti ons of w hi ch a town can 
boast. This fac t was realiz ed about 
thirty-fi ve years ago by three fa r sight­
ed people and resulted in th e establi sh­
ment of th e South Manchester H igh 
School. Those to w hom we a re ind ebt­
ed for this wonderful in stituti on a re Mr. 
Charl es S. Cheney, who served thirty­
fiy.~ years as a committeeman of the 
N inth School D istri ct; Dr. 0. B. Taylor, 
fo r nearly for ty years Secretary o( the 
Sc hool Board; and Mr. Leroy Collin s, fo r 
several years prin cipa l of the N inth 
School District. 

The fir st hi g h school consisted of 
three rooms in th e old building th a t was 
a lso used fo r a gramma r school. Mr. 
Verplanck, besides his duti es as princi­
pal, was one of th e three t eachers that 
made up th e faculty. Before the first 
yea r had ended, M r. Peterson was added 
to th e t eaching staff. He la ter se rved as 
prin cipal fo r seven yea rs, and was in­
strum ental in prepa ring many boys and 
girl s for college. 

Fifty-five pupils were enrollee\ in th e 
H ig h School during th e first yea r of it s 
exist ence. In Jun e, 1894, the first class. 
consisting of six pupil s, fi ve g irl s and a 
boy g raduated from th e High School. 
The boy was Reuben Gray and hi s resi­
dence was where thi s building ·novv 
stands. During th e next few years 
th ere was a rapid in crease of pupils. 
necessitating a proportional increase of 
teachers . As a r esult of th e in crease of 
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students, thi s fine High School building 
was erected. In th e fall of 1904, the 
students began work in this building, 
using only fo ur rooms on the second 
floor. At thi s time part of th e building 
was used for a grammar schoo l, but the 
whole building ha s been g radually tak­
en over for th e High School cla sses. In 
1925, we spread out still further, taking 
over th e Franklin Building fo r the fresh­
man class with a special fre shman fac ­
ulty. 

There were but two courses of study 
in th e fir st curriculum: a college pre­
paratory and a general course. In 1912, 
a commercial course consisting of sten­
ography and typewriting was introduced 
and limited to juniors and seniors. The 
foll owing year bookkeeping was added 
for th e sophomores. In 1916, a co­
operative high school trade school course 
was introduced and was primarily for 
those who wished to become efficient in 
some trade, such as carpentry, drafting, 
or study of silk. This course leads to <t 

high school diploma, with a trade school 
diploma on the completion of 4800 hours 
of shop work. In 1925, th ere was an· 
other addition to th e curriculum, tha t of 
community c1v1cs. A t th e present time 
the course of studies contain s all th e sub­
jects necessary t o prepare for college, 
normal school, or business life. 

The graduates of this High School 
have been very successful in life. There 
have been, and are, successful business 
men, lawyers, doctors, college professors, 
teachers, ministers, and politicians 
among our alumni. 'vVe can boast of 
graduates from every prominent eastern 
college, and many of these graduates 
have obtained the highest possible hon­
ors at the various colleges. A fact worth 
noting is the exceptionally high number 
of our almuni that have attended a nor­
mal school and become teachers. 'vVe 
can further boast that many of our grad­
uates took part in th e World War, in 
which ·five made the supreme sacrifice. 

Most of the grnduates of this schoo_l 
attribute their success to a great extent 
to t]1 e wondei-ful building in which they 
ha ve studied, and th e fine material s with 
which they have ·worked. The High 
School building was built, owned, and 
maintained by Cheney Brothers until the 

spring of 1928, when the property was 
purchased by th e town and the nam e 
changed to Manchester lligh School. 

From the time th e building was erec t­
ed until now, it has been in constant use. 
It has been used fo r years as an evenin g 
school. 'vVhcn the grammar school burn ­
ed, th e building was used both as a 
g rammar and a high school. There was 
a sess ion fo r gram111ar students in the 
mornin g, and one fo r hi g h school stu ­
dents in the afte rnoon. It has been used 
for town meetings, entertainments, con­
certs, lectures, dances and oth er func­
tions of town interest. From these illus­
trati ons you can readily see how i111port­
an t and indi spensab le the high school 
has been to the community. 

Now th e hi gh school building and th e 
in st ituti on th erein belong to you, towns­
people. Are you goin g to carry on the 
good work accomplished by Cheney Bro­
thers th e during last twenty-five years? 
I hope so! I have tried to show you 
what an important part a high school 
plays in th e affairs of the co mmunity, 
and I am certain that, if in th e future 
every person ha s th e interests of th e 
school at hea rt, it is bound to progress 
as it ha s in the past. ·

THE VALUE OF EXTRA-CURRI­
CULAR ACTIVITIES 

\iVithin the past few decades certain 
changes ha ye taken place in J\ merica 
which have g reatly affected the individ­
ua l. Better citi zenship has been demand­
ed; a new economic order has come into 
being ; and people have com e to enj oy 
more lei sure. \iVith th ese changes have 
come new prob lems, and it has been the 
task of secondary school to reorga nize tu 
meet these demands fo r th eir young 
people. 

In 1916 a commission, appointed hy 
the N ati ona l Education A :-;sociatiun, 
drew up a report in which they set fo rth 
seven cardinal principles of secondary 
educatiun as fo llows : 

1. Ilcalth. 2. Command of funda­
m ental processes. 3. W orthy home 
m embership. 4. Voc;ition. 5. Citi ­
zenship. 6. \ Vorth y use of lei sure. 7. 
Ethi cal cha racter. 

Ddorc thi s time th e sccond;iry schools 
had fulfill ed onl y one of th ese aim s, com­
mand of funda1~1ental processes. Si nce 
these elements were not included in the 
;icadcmic program, the school auth oriti es 
turned to other fields t o supply th e 
needs. This brought about extra-cur­
ricular activities. 

The aim of teaching good health rules 
is, of course, met by athletics, the most 
outstanding o f extra -curricular activities . 
The ideal of a physically fit body, t o­
geth er with the realization of the neces­
sity for coordination of mind and muscle, 
could be taug ht in no better way than by 
sports . In addition, sports t each the 
idea oi "playing the game" - another 
name fo r ethical charact er.
